varied experience. In 1929, while
still in school, Case won a state-
wide competition for trumpet.
After graduating he got a job |
in nearby Davenport with a sta-
tion that was a twin outlet with
a Des Moines station. Ile con-
tinued in this capacity, still tak-
ing lessons, until 1932. It was this |
year that he journeved to Chicago
and joined the great Frankie
Trumbauer band. In Chicago he
engaged a new teacher and con-
tinued to study trumpet and ar-
ranging. In thirty-three he came
to New York with the Trumbauer
band. The same year he switched
to Paul Whiternan with whom he‘
did arranging in addition to oc-
cupying the trumpet chair. After
a year with Whiteman he went to
Benny Goodman’s band, still do-
ing arranging for Whiteman. He
next played in the Hal Kemp
group. In 1935 he began doing |
fiee lance radio work. He contin-
ued to arrange for many of the
top bands during this time. It was
through this radio and arranging |
work that he finally ended up as

tor. He still continues with his

| radio work. Currently, he directs

The answer to our first question
seemed to be working itself out.
Here, it seemed, was the ideal
hackground for the conductor-ar-
ranger.

We felt that there were some
other questions that might round
out our picture of success. So we
asked them.

Realizing that in his capacity as
pop music director, Case had con-
ducted all types of dates from pop
to classical and jazz, we wondered
which kind of session provided the
most kicks for him.

“The kick I get out of this job
is the variety. One day it may be
a Jeanette McDonald date, the
next a Perry Como session and
the third day may find me direct-
ing my own orchestra for a jazz
tune, like ‘In the Still of the
Night’ There’s nothing like a job
like this to keep you on your toes,
musically.”

from one quarter indicate that ex-
penses for the large group finally
proved too much to buck up
against. The same source stated
that Herman would reorganize
with a seventeen-piece outfit.

Now we were getting down to
cases, to pun a coin. Did he fall
under the influence of men like
Ellington, or was his favorite one
of the classicists? “Ravel,” was
the immediate answer, ‘Because
he was the greatest orchestrator
who ever lived. He knew his or-
chestra perfectly; he knew what
he wanted to do perfectly, and he
could do it perfectly and with
taste.”

We supposed that Russ Case’s
favorite instrumentalist might be
somebody like Goodman. Wrong
again. “Heifetz is certainly the
greatest instrumentalist of today
or any other day. Again perfec-
tion.”

Our question on his favorite
conductor brought a shert and to
the point answer. “Toscanini, for
obvious reasons,” he said.

There’s been a lot said about
the use of strings in jazz. We
wanted to hear what comments
Case might add to those already
uttered. “Strings certainly can be
successfully used in jazz. Economy
is the only difficulty that I can
see. Of course it requires special
handling but it can he done, I'm

Wasting no time, we got directly to thc point. What we
wanted to know was this: How did Russ Case in a little
over a vear and a half with RCA Victor as pop music
director prove himsclf such an expert at conducting ses-
sions and batoning the nation’s top talent that he had,
in that short space of time, become pcrhaps one of the
best known conductors of pop music in the country?

The answer, we felt, might pos-
sibly lie in his childhood, so we
questioned him about it.

It turned out that he was born
in  Hamburg. Towa, on March
19. 1912. Although his father was
non-musical. his mother played
piano. At the age of ten, Russ got
his first trumpet. Together with
his mother and his two older
brothers. who played trombone
and clarinet, Russ would join for
informal sessions. He recalls that
this family group has many fun-
packed cvenings from their com-
hined efforts.

Russ went to Shenandoah High
und took music lessons at the same
time. While still in school he got
his first break in radio by land-
ing a job with his hometown sta-
tion. The studio ork in which he
played also did some local dance
dates, giving Russ even more and
