The most reeent trade figures* show that direct employment in radio totals 845,000 
I men and women in the United States. Of this nun1her 91,000 work in about 500 
factories making radio sets, tubes and parts. About 25,000 are eonne<:ted with 
wholesale establishments handling radio merchandise. Retail radio merchants 
account for 56,000, while salesmen, service men and others engaged in radio 
sales and service number 150,000. To these must be added 28,000 persons who 
work in the broadcasting stations and radio networks of the nation. Thiq im­
pressive record takes no account of en1ployment that radio creates for copper 
miners and refiners, lumbermeu, 1netal workers of various kinds, the ele<:trical 
supply industry and numerous other activities which benefit from radio. Also not 
counted in are the thousands who work in businesses which have been largely 
created, or stimulated, by radio advertising. Truly this is a notable achievement 
in the 18 years that have passed since the first broadcast.
