In the weeks and months that followed, it
was clear that we arrived in a brave new
world, where our attention would be focused
not on simple technological change, but how
new technologies affect copyrights and the
ownership of intcllectual property. Indicative
of this were the beginnings of lengthy court battles between
MP3.com, Napster, the RIAA and various major record labels.

Throughout the year, the “warez wars™ continued on in the
trenches of the Internet, with organizations such as UK-based
Copyright Control Services (www.copyrightcontrol.com) fighting
a difficult battle against pirated downloads of “cracked™ music and
audio software, shutting down more than 4,000 Web sites and
reaching legal settlements with infringing parties.

Meanwhile, with the adoption of the
DVD-A standard, a handful of companies
offering compatible players and record labels
formulating plans for DVD-A releases, it will
be interesting to see how consumers react
to choices in the audio-only SACD/DTS/DVD
market.

On the pro audio side of life, 2000
was no less dramatic in terms of products,
technologies and changes within the
industry.

San Francisco’s Macworld Expo, January 4-8, featured a Music and Audio
Pavillion, and Yamaha (www.yamaha.com) showed new products using
its mLAN “music networking” technology, based around 1EEE 1394.
Apple (www.apple.com/macosx) unveiled its OS X operating system and
announced sales of 1.35 million Macs during the previous quarter, a fact
no doubt noticed by Creative Labs (www.creative.com), who debuted its
Sound Blaster Live! Platinum PCI card, marking the company’s first entry
into the Mac market.

LWINTER NAMM

The first week in February, Winter NAMM rolled into the Los Angeles
Convention Center, perhaps for the last time. Clearly, downtown Los
Angeles ain’t Disneyland—although in terms of thrills, the neighborhood
around the L.A. Convention Center could give Adventureland a run for its
money. The lure of a winter business trip to Disneyland is a major draw to
hundreds of music store buyers, many of whom stayed home during NAMM
for the past couple years. It’s a sure bet the industry is anxious to return

to Anaheim for Winter NAMM 2001.

Roland VP-9000

Grumblings aside, Winter NAMM offered plenty of new audio and music
toys. The hottest ticket at the show was Sony’s (www.sony.com/proaudio)
DMX-R100, a 48-channel, 24-bit, 96kHz-capable digital console, featuring
SMPTE-driven dynamic automation of all console parameters, built-in trans-
port control, programmable 4-band parametric EQs and dynamics, and
touch-sensitive moving faders. A color touchscreen displays parameter and
operational settings, dynamics or EQ curves and provides control of 5.1
surround panning functions. Eight effects returns bring the total number of
console inputs to 56 on remix. In double sampling 88.2/96kHz mode, the
number of channel inputs and direct outs is reduced to 24, and the avail-
able auxes and monitor buses are halved to four of each.

Combining the power of an 02R and a DSP Factory in one box resulted
in Yamaha’s AW4416, offering 16 tracks of disk-based recording, process-
ing, automated mixing and stereo mastering in a tabletop unit. The 8-bus
AW4416 features 24-bit recording, as much as 64 GB of storage, an internal
sampler, 44 fully automated inputs (16 from the internal hard drive), 17
motorized faders, four fader/mute groups, eight aux sends, plus stereo cue
buses. Each input has 4-band parametric EQ, and two 32-bit onboard effects
can be routed to any bus or input. Card slots accept optional digital and
analog 1/0s. The AW4416 is announced at $3,399 with drive, $3,700 with
optional built-in CD burner.

Roland’s (www.rolandus.com) VP-9000 processor ($3,295) features
VariPhrase technology, a nondestructive, real-time process that encodes
audio for simultaneous realtime control of pitch, formant and time. Samples
can then be played across a range of keys and rearranged by changing

The coolest product at NAMM: Vestax (www.vestaxdj.com) VRX-2000
“vinyl recorder” combines a linear cut-
terhead and separate play tonearm
mounted on a 45/33rpm turntable
designed to create high-quality, one-off
discs on vinyl blanks (available from
Vestax). This product should appeal to
well-heeled DJs that want to cut their
own scratching discs and could open up
a niche for studios and mastering houses
seeking to expand their services.

At NAMM, USB showed healthy signs
of becoming part of the pro and MI land-
scape. The slickest USB item at NAMM
was Tascam’s (Www.tascam.com)
US-428 Digital Audio Workstation con-
troller ($599), a 24-bit hardware con-
troller that interfaces with Windows and
Mac-based sequencing platforms via a
USB port. This no-audio-card-required
workstation/control surface features
cight hardware faders with jog wheel,
transport, EQ and control functions. It
supports 16- or 24-bit resolution and
44.1/48kHz sampling rates. Other USB peripherals included Virtual DSP
Corporation’s (www.midioxygen.com) MIDI Oxygen (or MO5) 44, a USB
multichannel MIDI interface for BeOS delivering 64 MIDI channels, four
MIDI ins and four MIDI outs on one USB cable. Akai’'s (www.akai.com) USB
interface board for its $5000 and S6000 samplers was shipping with soft-
warce for computer control and editing of program and effects paramcters.
Emagic (www emagic.de¢) announced that Windows 98 USB MME drivers
for its Unitor8 MKII, AMTS8 and MT4 and showed the $149 MT4, a 2-in,
4-out USB MIDI interface for both Mac and Windows. And Midiman
(www.midiman.net) demoed an entire line of USB peripherals, including
the new lime-green Midisport 2x2 interface.

The San Francisco-based network of Internet recording studios, Rocket
Network (www.rocketnetwork.com), announced software support from
Euphonix, Emagic and GVOX. Steinberg also announced its own branded
Internct recording studios at www.cubase.net, where users can interface
via Rocket Powered Cubase VST. In addition, Digidesign and Rocket
announced a strategic partnership providing Digi with an equity stake in
Rocket Network and said they would develop the means for Pro Tools users
to collaborate using Digidesign Internet, based on an enhanced version of
Rocket Network's technology. Making good on their promise, this was
finally unveiled to the public seven months later at the L.A. AES show.

Unlike the video industry, IEEE-1394 (Firewire) interfacing has been
slow coming to pro audio. However, KRK (www.krksys.com) demoed a
pair of its Expose 7 powered monitors using a Softacoustic digital
crossover (optional on KRK speakers) direct from a Firewire source. Mean-
while, 1394 evangelists Digital Harmony (www.digitalharmony.com),
who have made significant inroads in helping consumer audio companies
integrate 1394 into their products, were seen meeting with numerous pro
audio manufacturcers at the show. There just may be a little Firewire in
your future. ..

Five vears after the Audio Enginecring Socicety last convened in Paris, AES
tinally found a home in onc of the world’s most remarkable cities, on a
three-year rotational schedute atternating with Amsterdam and Munich.
Here are some product highlights direct from the Palais des Congres con-
vention center.

The most talked about product at the show was Lexicon’s (www.lexi-
con.com) new flagship, the 960L Multichannel Digital Effects System, basced
on an outboard reverb CPU linked to a new, advanced LARC2 remote and a
24-hit, 8-in, 8-out architecture. The LARC2’s
features include eight
touch-sensitive moving
faders, a dual-axis joystick
for surround sound pan-
ning/placement, large 256-
color backlit LCD and 29
dedicated function keys.
The 9601’s main CPU has
slots for multiple DSP
cards, cach equipped
with four proprietary
Lexichip™ processors,
supporting up to two sur-
round or four sterco
reverbs at 48 kHz or two
stereo reverbs at 96 kHz.
Eight balanced inputs and outputs are standard, as are four pairs of
AES/EBU digital 1I/0. more than 200 factory programs—with standards such
as Rundom Hall, Chamber, Ambience, Plate and Inverse, and expanded
features and software upgrades are planned for future release.

Fairlight's (www fairlightesp.com) Prodigy is a full-featured, integrated
digital audio production system with a $68,000 price targeted at the mid-
level post and broadcast market. This 24-bit, 24-track workstation/12-bus
digital mixer integrates technologies developed for Fairlight’s FAME and
MIEX3plus and comprises a central DSP engine core and 24 channels of ana-
log and digital 170 in an 8-rackspace chassis that can be located remotely
from the control surface, creating a single recording, editing and mixing
production center. The controller's 16 assignable moving faders and two
jovstick panncers control up to 36 tully automated channels, with a central

From April 8-13, a record-setting 113,000 atten-
dees packed into Las Vegas for NAB 2000, “The
Convergence Marketplace” What a convergence it
was with traditional broadcasters, cable operators
and new media types of all descriptions exploring
technologies, such as Internet distribution/trans-
mission/webcasting, all trying to get a piece of the
pie. On the production side, the digital video rev-
olution was in full swing, combining low-
cost/high-performance DV camcorders with desk-
top editing/graphics systems that take full advan-
tage of today’s powerful, affordable computers
Sonic Foundry Vegas Video and cheap data storage. But streaming media for the Internet was a domi-
nant theme this year.

Offering video editing, video com-
positing, audio recording, editing and mixing, plus a suite of encoding
tools, Vegas Video takes the company’s highly
capable Vegas Pro multitrack software and com-
bines it with video technologies, thereby cre-
ating a flexible production package.

Developed with Merging Technologies,
WaveFrame (www.waveframe.com)
announced FrameWorks/DX, a versatile DAW
for recording, editing, CD mastering and sur-
round sound mix applications. The company also
showed its NetWave cross-platform, networkable
audio retrieval system—a media file server for
WaveFrame users developed in conjunction with mSoft.

The 21st annual Frankfurt Musikmesse (April 12-16) featured 10 exhibition
halls housing more than 2,000 exhibitors from 48 countries, a new Inter-
net and Music Hall and 200 concerts on seven stages. Elbowing our way
past thousands of show attendees, many of them bleary-eyed from their
red-eye flight from the NAB Convention happening the same week(!), we
found no shortage of cool new products.

TC Electronic (www.tcelectronic.com) joined up with IVL Technolo-
gies Ltd. (www.ivl.com) to create Helicon Vocal Technologies, which will
develop vocal processing tools. The first product, a voice formant and
pitch processor, is slated for release at the Fall AES in Los Angeles.

Virtual instruments were the rage. TC Works (www.tcworks.de), TC

Combining a 15-inch
woofer and 4-inch HF compression driver, specs include 136dB (1m) SPLs, a
22 to 17k Hz (2 dB) bandwidth and transient response that rivals electrosta-
tic panels, the X-10 is based on a Pressure Sensing Active Control (PSAC)
that places a pressure sensor—essentially a calibrated condenser mic—in
front of the woofer. The sensor information is fed to the PSAC comparator
circuit inserted before the LF amp that compares the sensor data to the
input and aligns the two signals.

Now in its 20th year, the National Systems Contractors Association’s annual
Conference and Expo was held April 26 to May 1 at the Las Vegas Conven-
tion Center and attracted a record-breaking 10,000-plus attendees and more
than 500 exhibitors. Here are some highlights...

Need a digital live console? Level Control Systems (www.lcsaudio.com)
turned heads with its CueConsole; a modular digital mix control surface
that acts as a programming and control front end to LCS’s new Matrix® LX-
300 automated system. Each LX-300 accepts as many as 400 audio inputs
and offers up to 512 outputs, and 32 systems can be networked.

Turbosound
(www.turbosound.com) showed its TCS-35 small-format speaker, a trape-
zoidal, passive two-way loudspeaker with an 8-inch woofer and 1-inch tita-
nium HF tweeter. The TCS-35 has 120x120° dispersion and 55 to 18k Hz
(x4dB) response. The SPL-td1 from ServoDrive (www.servodrive.com) is a
trapezoidal cabinet with two 12-inch woofers, four 5.25-inch compression
loaded mids and a 1-inch HF horn. The $PL-td1 combines outputs from the
seven different drivers in a single horn. Response is 80 to 20k Hz (+2dB). In
