Lenny Kravitz's "Are You Gonna Go My Way" (which was 1993's Album Network Song of 
the Year) is the first track that Warner Bros. will be working from this soon-to-be-hit CD. If 
you didn't see Lenny perform this one recently, you'll be surprised and thrilled to hear the 
slide work on his bluesy reworking of it. Equally as exhilarating as Kravitz's number are Neil 
Young's pipe organ version of "Like A Hurricane," R.E.M.'s awesome "Half A World Away," 
Clapton's breathtaking "Before You Accuse Me," "Don't Let The Sun Go Down On Me" from 
Elton - we're talkin' goosebumps here - Mellencamp's "Pink Houses," "Somebody To 
Shove" from Soul Asylum, Elvis Costello's "Deep Dark Truthful Mirror," Henley's "Come 
Rain Or Come Shine," and on and on and on. 
There are 13 tracks on The Unplugged Collection, Volume One that Rock Radio can - and 
should - eat up!

Over a three-year period, through the early to middle portion of their recording career, The Beatles were live 
musical guests on the BBC 52 times, during which they performed 88 different songs. Now, producer 
George Martin has assembled and digitally remastered 56 of those tunes and put them together with some 
various spoken word stuff into this over the top, 69-track, double-disc package. 
Capitol has issued a six-song sampler for radio consumption. Some programmers have already gravitated 
to "Soldier Of Love," an Arthur Alexander tune that The Beatles never released until now. There's also 
alternate versions of "Baby It's You" (initially included on Please Please Me) and "Matchbox," as well as live 
recordings of "Clarabella," "I Just Don't Understand" and "Glad All Over." 
There is no official single, so explore the sampler and decide for yourself what your listeners might want to hear most...and then 
At The BBC is a necessity for all Beatles fans and a fine prologue to the documentary we'll be seeing early next year.

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Let's backtrack to the late 1980s: Rock n' roll is still in the 
throes of a critical case of "fashion over substance" 
when singer Vinnie (his last name might be Dombrowski, 

but that's a whole 'nother story) and brothers Tim (bass) and 
Mike Cross (guitar) team up in Detroit. Their band is called 
LoudHouse, and Virgin released an album of theirs roughly 
three years ago. Near the end of that group's life span, guitarist 
Joey Mazzola was brought in to augment the lineup. A year 
later, drummer Jimmy Paluui was added and Sponge was 
complete. Shortly thereafter, Sponge began recording demos of 
the songs that would ultimately make up Rotting Pinata. 
Following a near miss deal with Imago, Sponge signed 
with Chaos Records and their new CD was released a few 
weeks ago. 
At press time, "Plowed" - remember all those hooks? - was up 
to 91 Rock Radio supporters, and, with 877 PPWs reported the 
week of Thanksgiving, it had reached #38̀ on the Power Cuts 
chart. With the band on a brief respite before they hit the road 
again, I catch up with Vinnie by phone from his home in Detroit. 

You guys live in a place that at one point 

was the Seattle of its ti me, in ter ms of 

the volu mes of good, important rock n' 

roll co ming out of that one portion of the 

country: iggy 45K The Stooges, the M CS, 

Alice Cooper, Ted Nugent, Mitch Ryder.... 

"Not to mention Motown." 

Exactly. Is there a vibrant club scene 

now? 

"I would say lit's a] great scene. We had a lot of groups who 
were signed and active playing clubs here. We got some great 
clubs in downtown Detroit, like, every act that comes to Detroit 
plays the Hall. It's an important room." 

W hat about the unsigned acts? Is there a 

lot of good stuff being done there? 

"There's a group in town - I think they played CMJ - called Big 
Block. They're a great-sounding band. It may take a little time 
for the industry to say. 'Hey the talent in this town deserves to 
be looked at more.' I don't know. There are the clubs, there are 
studios, so we've got places to record. It doesn't cost a lot 
Maybe that's part of the climate that [will] bring about a great 
scene in Detroit again." 

Tell m e about m aking this albu m. 

"We had gone to a friend of mine's studio in Ann Arbor to make 
demos. It was nice to go out there, with no one around to 
dictate what we needed to do or what they thought we needed 
to do. We were just like. We want to record some songs like 
you hear them. We're just going to go out and buy our own tape 
and hang out and record this record - as demos.' We probably 
spent a week recording some songs; we put together a tape of 
four tunes that we were pretty happy with. Two of the songs are 
on the record now, one of which ['Neenah Menasha] we never 
even touched from the original demo. 
"When we did sign [with Chaos], we took five weeks out in 
October of 93 to actually record some more things. We spent 
three more weeks finishing up tracks and mixes. It was all a 
quick process, it didn't really take that long. 
"The majority of the stuff was done a year ago. A couple of 
tunes that made the record are a little older, but this stuff 
happened quick. It's interesting that we can go and record right 
now. It didn't take long. We didn't have the company breathing 
down our necks or producers that were difficult to work with. It 
was as difficult to do as we are difficult to work with. In terms 
of everybody being happy with what they did in the band, 
you've got five people trying to be democratic about it, calling 
shots, as opposed to one tyrant-type of person calling the shots. 
There were times when it was a little strange, but everybody 
came together." 

Was it pretty m uch recorded before you 

signed with Chaos? Is that how you got 

producer credits on your debut albu m? 

"Ws like, we knew where we were going to go. Before we had 
actually signed officially, the record was done."

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In your record co mpany bio, you 

m ention that m elody is really important 

to Sponge. In fact, the thing that 

probably grabbed m e first about 'Plowed' 

was the m elody. It's got a lot of energy, a 

lot of te mpo, a lot of passion, a lot of 

anger and things that are worthy, but the 

first thing I heard was the m elody. How 

did that m elodic importance actually get 

translated into m aking the record? 

"The melody is almost a prerequisite. These songs can occur 
just on acoustic guitar and vocals, and I think they can hold their 
own in that way. At the same time, when we sit down with the 
full-blown electric guitar thing...the guitar might be doing a 
melody that could stand on its own, yet the vocals have to have 
their own melody, their own thing going on. It's not like we sit 
down and go, 'It has to be this way.' It may be a subconscious 
kind of thing, like we just require that of the music we write." 

One of the things I picked up fro m 

'Plowed' was that I can't imagine anyone 

using the words 'in a world of hu man 

wreckage' in such a glorious way as you 

do. That line screa ms at m e every ti me I 

hear this song. 

"Obviously, in a tune like that, the chorus sums it all up. 
Because of the lack of lyrics we've put inside the package, it's 
like the set-up of what it's about. Somebody could sit down and 
say, "World of human wreckage'...yeah, everything's all fucked 
up.' It's an easy thing to say. 
"You could sit and whine about things [being] all fucked up, 
things are horrible. But that's not necessarily the meaning of the 
tune. A world of human wreckage, but amongst it you're still 
holding on, you're still hanging in. I almost envision people as 
airplanes crashing into the ground. Amidst all that, you're still 
able to hang on and hang in, and that's the object of the tune. 
Not just the human wreckage part. That whole part's a 
statement, but taken as a statement by itself, it could be 
perceived as, 'Oh man, things are fucked up and what are you 
going to do about it?"' 

But it's far m ore opti mistic than that. 

"It's about hanging in amidst all the heaviness that goes on." 

I've seen reports that suggest violent 

cri me has not really gone up in this 

country over the last couple of decades; 

what has gone up is the m edia's ability to 

put it into our faces. So, we're m ore 

aware of it now than ever before. As a 

result, you have a lot of people focusing 

on that side of their lives. 

"I agree with you 100%. I know I sat down one day and I was 
thinking to myself, 'Am I being manipulated to feel that things 
are worse?' Shit's gone on forever. All this has gone on for 
thousands of years, [but] back then, people didn't have the 
apparatus to spread the word the way they do today. All of a 
sudden, one person's problem becomes everybody's problem. 
You're led to believe that everybody's like that and it gives you 
a pessimistic outlook on things. 
"It's an amazing thing that people can still conduct 
themselves in a sane way, despite everything that's going on 
around them. You would think that everybody would build a 
bunker and go live in their basement, or start a commune out in 
the woods, just to get away." 

And hasn't it al ways been possible to 

find an exa mple of the impending death 

of the planet and an exa mple of the 

m ost pristine wonderfulness going on 

si multaneously? If you choose to focus 

on the suicide of the planet, that's what 

you're going to have in your life, and if 

you focus on the wonderfulness going 

on, that's what your perception of the 

world will be. 

"I don't think I've gone through anything that's so unique to 
me. I think I've gone through things that a lot of 
people go through, but had I just focused on that end of 
it I would have checked out a long time ago. I've 
managed to live 31 years, and I've lived for better or worse. I've 
had the experiences of someone who's 31 and I'm sure I'll have 
some more interesting experiences as I get older." 

W hat were you thinking of when you 

na med the albu m Rotting Pinata? 

"That came out of a conversation the band was having prior to 
a gig; we'd gotten news that G.G. Allin (a New York shock 
rocker of some renown) died. We had our A&R guy send out 
some xeroxed photos of the actual open casket; I don't think 
they had him made up or anything. As crazy as things were, I 
guess people were walking by his open casket, hitting him and 
whacking him. We thought, Why didn't he put his casket on the 
road where people could pay their last respects? They'd go to 
clubs and see him.' That's when our soundman, "Cool" Chris 
[Panackia said], 'Yeah, it'd be like a 'rotting pinata." So that 
gave birth to the title of the tune. 
"The tune 'Rotting Pinata' turns out to be about a Jack 
Kevorkian-type of thing. In Oregon, they passed a measure 
about assisting suicide and they're actually going to be 
implementing this now. It's a statement on the right to die and 
an individual's choice." 

Anything you want to add? 

"I hope when people listen to the record, they understand this 
is a band that has diversity. The tunes we chose to put on the 
record...that's Sponge. Some people may think, 'They seem like 
they don't know exactly where they want to go,' but that's not 
it at all. We show diversity, and that leaves us many, many 
doors to go through and many possibilities on a second, third 
and fourth album. 
"Hopefully, we've done something that could be looked upon 
more as timeless, than something that's fashionable. Down the 
road, we might be around a little while, so when people listen 
to the record, I hope they understand that the diversity is 
intentional and not something that's viewed as confused."

The music industry's dissatisfaction 
with NARM (the National Association 
of Recording Merchandisers) is at an 
all-time high. Labels and distribution 
companies alike are taking a hard look 
at the tremendous costs involved with 
the current product presentations, and 
in some cases have decided that this 

year there will be no product pre-
sentations. Instead, some companies 
will be doing special live showcases 
(now, where did that idea come from?) 
and, in one case, even a circus. NARM 
is also feeling the pinch from its retail 
and wholesale membership. Many in 
the retail community feel that NARM 
has very little relevance to their day to 
day business, and that it's a waste of 
time and money to attend next year's 
convention in San Diego. NARM man-
agement, is trying to respond to these 
problems with a major overhaul of next 
years convention. Since the labels and 
distribution companies control the 
NARM purse strings, are the changes 
being made geared more to satisfy the 
manufacturers than the needs of the 
retail community? If NARM is going to 
survive, it MUST address the concerns 
of retail and give the accounts a forum 
to air legitimate problems, concerns 
and maybe even solutions. Or, let's just 
move the convention to Vegas or 
Hawaii and hang at the tables or the 
beach. We may not solve any prob-
lems, but the whole industry could at 
least get some rest & relaxation.

Drawing its hook from 

Henry Mancini's "Baby Elephant Walk" and bits and pieces from songs as 

diverse as "The Hokey Pokey" and The Kinks' "You Really Got Me," Willi 

One Blood pulls together an upbeat, quirky dance hall track that should 

generate good phone response. The song is also featured prominently in 

the upcoming Jim Carrey movie, Dumb And Dumber, which is certain to be 

one of the top films this holiday season, giving "Whiney, Whiney" instant 

familiarity with your listeners.

watch him/her sweat. The B-side, "Kick My 
Ass," is somewhat of an autobiographical statement about the ease with which guitarist/vocalist 
Martin can be beat up, due to the fact that he's paralyzed from the waist down. Check this out - it's 
cool.

Compulsion's Comforter is a 15-song display of energetic, driving rhythms, deceptively mesmerizing 
guitars and emotive vocals coalesced with a raw subtlety and a cathartic feel. As captivating as it is 
honest, Comforter will attract you like a moth to a flame. While Compulsion exudes a punk atmos-
phere on tracks such as "Why Do We Care?" and "Rapejacket," songs like "Late Again" illuminate a 
calmer, laidback side of the band and make Comforter an intriguing and multi-layered listening expe-
rience. In addition to the tracks mentioned, tunes you should pay close attention to include "Mall 
Monarchy," "Lovers" and "I Am John's Brain."

Formed by a group of friends hailing from the Garden State, The Bouncing 
Souls play enthusiastic, angst-ridden, humorous punk in the vein of Youth Brigade, NOFX, 7Seconds 
et al. The Good, The Bad, And The Argyle. is filled with bombastic rhythms, incendiary guitar crunch, 
vivacious melodies and humorously skewed lyrics, making it as arresting as it is irreverent. The first 
track, "I Like Your Mom," sets the tone for The Good, The Bad, And The Argyle., which reaches its 
off-the-wall humorous peak with The Bouncing Souls' covers of Bow Wow Wow's "Candy" and The 
Waitresses' "I Know What Boys Like." If you dig loud, wacked, out-by-fucking-Pluto punk, you will 
not be disappointed with The Bouncing Souls.

Flesh's self-titled debut album is a flashy, well-crafted display of precision guitaring and sharp 
rhythms rendered with a similar feel to the metal of the mid-80s. Vocalist Paulo Bettencourt (brother 
of Nuno of Extreme fame, who also produced the album) exudes a sneering arrogance which com-
plements the brash aural atmosphere. From the pumped up opening track, "Dancehard," through to 
the closer, "Into My Sea," Flesh jams with a hedonistic glee while it revels in the worldly pleasures of 
the flesh. Check it out. 
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Seed's debut album, "ling", is a straightforward, guitar-led display of the 
four-piece band's slant on rock n' roll. Seed exudes somewhat of a 70s-esque 
retro feel, but adds their own nuances to create their own style and sound. 

Throughout "ling", Seed exhibits a penchant for rendering tightly structured 
melodies replete with sticky hooks and no-nonsense rhythms, which imperceptibly 
captivate you until you are completely 
ensnared in the band's creative web. 
Perhaps the most succinct example

But the most 

powerful song on One Horse Town is a stripped-down, country-flavored track 

called "Black Blue Jeans - 
As Santa Fe is known the world over as a haven for artists, poets and authors, 

only stands to reason that this fair city should also harbor a vibrant musical 

community. J000 Manson is an excellent example that this is, indeed, the case.

Bar None 

(Kathy) McCarty was the central focus of Austin's hometown favorites, Glass 
Eye, for over 10 years. Back in 1989, Bar None had produced a sampler called 

Time For Change, which, amongst other artists, featured McCarty performing a 
simple guitar and vocal rendition of 

Daniel Johnston's "Living Life." From 

this the idea to have Kathy do an 
entire album of Daniel Johnston's 

songs was spawned.  Although 

relatively unknown by the general 
public, Johnston is a songwriter's 

icon in many musical circles. 

Part of the reason why Johnston 
remains so obscure is that his own 

recordings are often of low technical 
quality, and presented in a sparse and 

quirky manner. With Dead Dog's 
Eyeball, McCarty fleshes out Johnston's almost childlike songs, giving them 
fidelity and animation, without sacrificing any of their deeply personal quality. 

Produced by McCarty and by another Glass Eye stalwart, Brian Beattie, Dead 

Dog's Eyeball features a host of Austin's finest musicians. Some of the songs 
are extravagantly arranged, while others are basic, but throughout, there is 

always McCarty's achingly beautiful voice. Tracks that moved me include 
"Walking The Covv,""Living Life," "Hey Joe" (not the song you think!), 

"Desperate Man Blues" and "Museum Of Love."

Rollin' is 
comprised of all original tunes, each guaranteed to get 
everyone off their butts and up dancin't Produced by Keith 
Keller, this album captures the energy and reckless abandon 
the Rebirth Brass Band are so well known for live. Check out

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JIM HERRON - Adult Rock's Voice OF Reason 
Jim Herron has recently celebrated his 23rd 
year in radio, which includes many years as 
an on-air personality in a variety of tbrmats 
and several years in Washington, DC, in his 
first programming capacity at WAVA. After 
WAVA, he became the first programmer to 
join Jeff Pollack, when he first began 
his consultancy company in 1981. From 
there, Jim went back to radio in a programming 
capacity at many different types of nations, 
including oldies, AC and Rock Radio outlets. 

Down the line, he hung his consultancy shingle 
out again, and amongst other things, was the 
inventor of a popular format, "The Mix." He 
even got a taste of station ownership/group 
programming in the mid-80s with Atlantic 
Ventures. Then, Jim did a stint with Viacom's 
Double 99 in San Francisco, where he 
got his first taste of the then 
burgeoning Adult Rock format. 

With all this experience, I thought Jim 
could offer us valuable insight into 
the Boston market and the state of 
Adult Rock Radio in general, so.... 

are very different. Because of this, WBOS sounds 
vastly different from many of the Adult Rock sta-
tions around the country." 

When the station first signed on, it was positioned 
as more of a male-oriented AC station, wasn't it? 

"Yeah, it was very eclectic and a kind of mish-
mosh of music back then. There was even some 
jazz mixed in with what was a very soft, very 
wimpy pop base. Basically, the only element of the 
station we have held over is the fact that we try to 
be non-offensive. We are not about being in your 
face at all.

Considering the many people you have worked 
with over your 23-year career, who have been 
some of the most influential? 

Jim Herron 
"There are many I owe thanks to, but 
those who immediately come to mind are 
John Hiatt, Jon Coleman, Fred Jacobs, 
Richard Harker, Jeff Pollack, Dave 
MacNamie, Cary Pall, WBOS's GM, 
John Laton, and, of course, my wife, 
Carolyn, who has been with me through 
it all. 
"These are all people who have never 
been afraid to tell me like it is, and who 
have brought clarity of the issues, and an 
effective way to deal with them, and I really 
respect that!" 

In spite of all your years in programming, was your 
experience in San Francisco at Double 99 the most 
valuable in terms of getting WBOS on track? 

"Yes, it was there that I really learned about and 
began to love this format. My time there was very 
interesting and the experience proved to be an 
invaluable learning experience for me, despite the 
incredible challenges of signal and corporate 
pressures. The Viacom approach was very much 
in-your-face. There were probably 10 people I 
had to answer to every day! Which, ultimately, did 
not sit well with me at all. 
"It definitely gave me an understanding of what 
the listener wants from this kind of format; 
however, beyond that, San Francisco and 
Boston are quite different. Even though they 
both have water next to the city, there arc a lot of 
idiosyncrasies to this marketplace, and the 
dynamics of the expectations and opportunities

So when you arrived at the station, did you already 
know what you wanted to do, or did you simply 
come in as PD and let the station evolve over time? 

"No, when I came to WBOS, I basically came in hand in 
gove with the new ownership, Granum Cornnyricatins. 
Thy air a numidous company! They are by far the best 
group of people I have ever worked br. There is one 
gentleman who is the COO, Peter Ferrara, whom I have 
known since my days in DC, over 20 years ago. He is just 
a brilliant guy to work with. And there's Herb McCord, 
who is the CEO. His background goes back to the 
CKLW days, and then he was CEO of Greater Media for 
many yeats. He is simply an inardible businessman and 
a wonderlid human being. Both an: certainly driven by 
excellence, but at the sume time, they an: very human. 
"I had already been talking to them prior to their pur-
chase of WBOS, so at the time that I came in, we had 
already done very extensive research into the market as to 
when: we might find the upside, and where I 
might steer the station. So I basically hit the 
ground running when I arrived." 

What about your research...what did it tell you? 

"First of all, your research has to be very specific. 
If I was advising someone who was starting a 
brand new radio station in Any Market, USA, I 
would say, 'Be sure to talk to people who are not 
listening to radio presently.' You know, talk to 
people who were former radio listeners, and have 
given it up or are spending less time on it and are 
frustrated. Spend a lot of time talking to those 
people to understand the dynamics, because that 
is basically where your opportunity lies. A lot of 
research companies tend to talk to the same 
people all the time, and there is kind of an 

incestuous merry-go-round going on. Everybody 
winds up doing the same thing and the piece of 
the pie keeps getting smaller and smaller. 
"I think Adult Rock is about throwing the radio 

rule book, so to speak, and the cookie-cutter 
mentality, out the window and say, 
'Look, let's build this thing with the 
approach of tapping into the disenfran-
chised radio listener. The listener who 

has been frustrated because the four or 
five radio stations that he or she listened 
to in the past have been just mediocre to 
them, so they ended up spending a lot of 
their time with cassettes in the car and 
CDs at home.' 
"So we have realized, to get that listen-
er back, you have to expose them to 
a different kind of radio. As you have 
probably found out, a tremendous 
amount of our potential listeners come 
from Public Radio. And I think part of 
the process is - it's not that they're snobs 
or need the stimulus of National Public 
Radio and its broad variety of programs - it's 
just that the hype and the nonsense and 
the dribble and the typical approach to 
radio that they get off the commercial 
bands is inappropriate to their lifestyle 
and tastes." 

So how has the makeup of the market evolved 
since you first arrived in Boston? 

"It is like night and day (laughs), and it is making 
the job extremely invigorating! I think Boston is, 
perhaps, not only one of the more competitive 
markets, in terms of just good radio - but it has 
good sounding radio, well-programmed radio. 
"The heritage station, WBCN, continues to do 
well and continues to evolve. Then, on the other 
side, their sister station, WZLX, was a so-so dassic 
rock station, in terms of its ratings and its 
product, when I first got into the market, but 
since then, they have honed it and focused it, and 
it is an excellent classic rock station - one of the 
finest I have ever heard. The other element on the 
rock side is the alternative station, WFNX, which 
has recently refocused and has become a very 
competitive station. 
"Then, on the adult spectrum, there are three 
AC stations which are definitely battling it out 
with each other. And, we also have an excellent 
Public Radio station in the market with WBUR. 



information - they play very little music. The public 
station that is music oriented is WGBH, and they 
don't do nearly as well." 

You also have a new Arrow-type station that just 
entered the market, don't you? 

"That is the next thing! Within the last five weeks, 
WCGY, which was kinda the metal station, has 
flipped to The Eagle, which plays nothing but 70s rock." 

Yeah, I remember when The Arrow came on in LA. 
Everybody was talking about it, but it seems to have 
gotten a little stale. It seems to have a quick impact, 
but then, after that, it is hard to hold the numbers. 

"Well, it's going to be interesting to see, because 
I have been in this business lone enough to have ‘, - 
worked for an oldies station. I think this type of 
station can have better legs than we may give it 
credit for - if it is marketed carefully and if they 
continue to deliver on their promise. We tend to 
pass it off, but when you think of all the kinds of 
media the public has to choose from now, and 
each media is becoming more saturated and 
niched-out, if they are in the mood for 70s music, 
they will know where to go get it. I suspect that 
The Eagle will definitely have an effect on WBOS, 
and some of the other stations, like WZI.X. So, it 
doesn't make our life any easier, but, by the same 
token, we will not make their life easy, either! 
"And 1 guess this brings us to the real burning 
issue for me: As we see more and more stations 
coming on the air and taking more and mory 
slices out of the musical pic, and becoming very 
focused within their slices, they do two things; 
one, they fractionalize things so much that when 
it comes to shares, there is only the difference of 
a tenth of a point here and a tenth of a point there 
between first and seventh in the ratings, and two, 
everybody's overall share goes down." 

So, in the line of this conversation, what are the things 
that WBOS does to position itself, other than your 
particular slant of music? 

"Well, I think that clarity of mission is essential, 
and it will continue to be. When you are being 
attacked, you have to solidi& your strengths and 
that we do primarily through television. We find 
that television is the best vehicle for us, and the 
reason for that, certainly in my opinion, is 
that this radio station is very passive in most 
everything it does. To generate the top-of-mind 
awareness that one needs to get credit for what 
we are doing, we have got to be in their face with 
marketing all the time for them to remember our 
radio station when it comes time to fill out a 
diary, even though they may use WBOS every 
day! 
"We have recently begun to aggressively get 
involved with this whole superhighway, interactive 
explosion as well. We are experimenting and 
challenging ourselves to find ways to use this new 
technology to our advantage." 

Do you get involved with things like the marathon, 
or is that something everyone basically gets into? 

"We basically get involved with thine like the marathon 
or anything else that is an event that draws htuidrois of 
thousands of people, but in terms of memorable station 
association stuff, we tend to mute those things ourselves. 
Our main vehicle fix that is our ongoing concert scrim 
We do a concert every other week or so, and in the 
summer, every wat. They are both indoors and out, 
depending on the time of year and the weather 
"We couple an artist of recognition, such as Richie 
Havens, with a new music file artist, such as Lone Kent. 
This makes kir a nice show, it's free and it also offers us 
not only the chance to market the radio station via 
banners, the van, the jock host and so on, but we also 
have an underlying theme and purpose fiar being there, 
and that is because it's an environmental forum. These 
concerts are called the WBOS Music Festival For The 
Earth, and we have local environmental groups on hand 
that have the opportunity to present their issues via 
booths, tables, etc., whether it's saving the harbor, a 
recycling program or whatever. 
"So the concerts, coupled with the environmental 
commitment we have as a station, make our station 
mcniorable to those who attend or just listen, and it 
brings music and helpful intiirmation together. It is kind 
of a goodwill thing air us that products very positive 
results. 
"The real point is this: Whichever means you 
choose to market and promote your radio station, you 
must literally dominate that avenue as best you can. You 
literally have to own it!" 

I know quite a few Adult Rock stations love to have 
artists come by the station and perform live on the air. Is 
this something you encourage, too? 

"As much as is possible, yes, although we do it a little 
differendy. I tend to like to do those live, and not record 
it kir a later date, although occasionally we do. I like the 
spontaneity of it when it's live. We also do very little talk 
or interviewing - we basically want music coming across 
the airwaves. We always want to keep the tams on the 
music. These on-air appearances are a large part of what 
makes WBOS unique in Boston." 

How would you describe the musical slant of the station? 

"I would say that probably 70% of the music we play you 
could hear on other radio stations, but it wouldn't be put 
together the same way. Then, what really differentiates us 
is that other 30% we play and no one else dots. Ido a lot 
of research with our target audience to give me a good 
ickm as to what will fly on the air. Some of this other 30% 
is from very familiar artists or albums, but [a song could 
be] a depth track from an album that our audience rarely 
licurs on the air. And, by contrast, we are the station that 
is introducing them to the right new artists, and the right 
new songs, as well. Our audience is interested in discov-
ering new artists and new songs, but they are also into 
rediscovering old songs they haven't hturd in a long 
time. 
"This is the frosting to our musical mix, but it is also a 
very delicate area. I personally believe that whether a 
station suce reffs or fails in this kinuat is due mostly to this 
vulnerable area. You have to be curefial that you are not 
too deep in one aspect of it or another. And, it is 
a constant challenge to keep it fine-tuned as the 
dynamics of the marketplace change." 

Does your sales staff have a problem with selling 
this kind of radio station? 

"Well, I must say that any sales staff needs to be 
able to go in and differentiate your station from 
the others by quality of audience, or whatever, 
but there is nothing better you can give your sales 
department than high ratings. And within those 
ratings, you have got to have a substantial cume! 
There are no two ways about it. In a market like 
Boston, our cume has to be competitive in order 
to survive. 
"But, I also feel there are two unique elements 
to our format that are extremely effective to the 
sales staff. One is that the balance of audience 
gender - female to male - is almost an even split 
50/50, and two is the psychographic information, 
in terms of lifestyle and income, which for 
us is generally higher in most indexes. 
"We have had just a record-breakin 
WBOS; it has simply been phenomenal 
hope 95 brings us the same kind of foi 
succc,,." 
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How are you feeling about the growth and pen 
the Adult Rock format on a national lever 

"I am vers' encouraged, but I'm also 
worried about the future of the format 
very much in the challenge mode, and I 
the programmers, particularly in the larger n' 
equipped to handle the many challengi 
ahead. In my opinion, this means the progran 
got to be listening to their audience and no 
only to the music community. 
"Don't get me wrong, I can't tell you how wonderful 
and supportive the record industry has been and 
continues to be to us. It's just that if we 
start programming our radio stations only 
because of the enthusiasm and musical swell we 
have embraced, we will end up falling on hard 
times, because we arc gonna end up with a bunch 
of records and no place to go with them. We can 
end up being very vulnerable if we stray from our 
focus and what our audience really wants. 
"This format takes a while to begin to 
really succeed, and an owner can run out of gas 
a lot faster than a program director does. We have 
to remember that this is not a mass appeal format 
and owners are not out there quickly running to 
change their stations to Adult Rock. So, nationally, 
when you have a station like KSCA in Los 
Angeles, they alone carry a large responsibility for 
the success of this format for future markets. I 
wish them, and all the stations across the 
country, well. I am rooting for every one of 
them!"

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As ones who disdain stagnation and formula, Eddie, Jett 
Stone, Mike and Dave continue to forge new territory 
with Vitalogy. Inspired by a book written at the turn of 

the century that spawned a movement concerned with nutrition 
and "clean living" (in hope of extending life), Pearl Jam takes a 
close look at this premise: "Is a long life worth living?". 
Produced, once again, by Brendan O'Brien, arid engineered by 
Nick Di Dia, Pearl Jam's much-anticipated third album is a sonic 
elixir for a broad variety of listeners and formats. Certainly the 
reckless and angry side to the band remains, as is evidenced by 
songs such as "Spin ,The Black Circle," "Tremor Christ" and 
"Not For You." But therii5 another side that explores. the more 
secretive aetd vulnerable areas of existence. There's 
"Nothingman Nwhich is a song concerning self-recrimination 
and lost love; "Immortality," a song about flirting withsuicide, and 
"Better Man," whichpoignantly expresses the fear of being left alone. 
Continuing to experiment with sound, structure and 
instrumentation, Pearl Jam remains a lading voice in a society 
that feels alienated, disconnected and threatened. The only 
weapons they offer us as defense are truth tiilness, loyalty and the 
purity of music. i4. t-4-,:.t.  , 
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Kid Leo and the gang at Columbia have 
been too easy on us (in my opinion)! 

They should be in our face about this 

wonderful Jeff Buckley album, Grace. 
Now, believe me, I know it's not the type of album that grabs you on 
the first listen, but after a couple of times through, the power of 

Buckley's songs, and his amazing vocal and musical talents, begin to 
take hold. And, anyone who has seen him live will attest to his 

unbounded charisma and style. 

Go back and listen to the title track, "Last Goodbye" or "Lover, You 
Should Have Come Over" again. We, as a format, are really missing an 
important talent that we could call our own.

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Don Henley Undecided? 

Don Henley fueled the fires of speculation when he stated in a recent inter-
view that the friture of the Eagles was not so bright: "I think that after this 

tour, that'll be it...some of the things that broke us apart years ago have not gone 
away, evidently," Henley admitted. 

But let's not jump to conclusions! Henley has since spoken to the LA Times 
about the situation, and he warned against making any assumptions about the 
future of the Eagles. "There has been some occasional strife on this tour, but it 
has certainly been nothing out of the ordinary...[ nothing] that wasn't expected 
at the outset," he told the newspaper. 

Apparently, when Henley made the comments that started the rumor mills 
churning, he was upset over the state of his longtime Southern Califbrnia 
residence, which was extremely damaged by the recent LA quake. 

"That morning [of the first interview] I was infirmed...that my home on 
Mulholland Drive - the house that I painstakingly built over a period of three 
years and have lived in since 1979 - would have to be completely demolished 
because of extensive earthquake damage," Henley stated.

"We'll see," says Henley. While the jury's still out on the long-term friture of the 
Eagles, we hear that unofficial band manager Irving Azoff is considering book-
ing them on a European tour...stay tuned!
