Soundgarden abruptly cried, “Uncle!”

And just like the boxer that quits
while he's still champeen of the world,
Soundgarden went out on top. Why?
Manager Susan Silver explains, “After a
remarkable 13-year career, they wanted
to try other things.” No trauma, just a
simple choice to take a road less
traveled, but what a shame, really, that
the forebearers of the whole Seattle
scene (though Nirvana and Pearl Jam
grabbed the national attention first)
should jump ship at this juncture.

Fortunately, Soundgarden didn't fork over
everything they'd recorded, and this Tuesday
(November 4), they'll give us one more
offering. Dubbed A-Sides, the collection
includes their best stuff, beginning with
“Nothing To Say” (from 1987's Sub Pop EP,
Screaming Life) to “Bleed Together,” the
blistering new single that somehow got left
off last year's Down On The Upside outing.
Also included are “Black Hole Sun,”
“Spoonman,” “Burden In My Hand” and a
dozen more gems that span Soundgarden's
career.

There have,
however, been a few strange
occurrences surrounding Coal
Chamber that are perfect for sharing
with you on Halloween.

Even though the official add date Isn't until
November 18, you can pick the song up early via
satellite on November 12, at 9pm EST.

Halloween isn't the only reason to celebrate
right now, it’s also the beginning of EMI/Capitol’s
100th birthday commemoration. EMI/Capitol is
releasing four limited-run collectible CDs called The
Essentials, only available until March of 1998. The
CDs are from The Beach Boys, R.E.M., David Bowie
and Blondie. All four come in a die-cut slip case and
include rare and previously unreleased material,
plus a 12-page artist profile, unique photos, and a
scratch and win game card for free CDs and the
$100,000 grand prize. Happy birthday EMI/Capitol,
thanks for the 100 years of great music.

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The earth is blessed with an amazing array of natural phenomena. Haley's comet bullets through the sky every 77 years. “Old
Faithful” erupts every 80 minutes. Somewhere in between those cycles is the rock & roll phenomenon known as the new Rolling
Stones album and world tour.

And so it is in 1997 that Mick Jagger, Keith Richards, Charlie Watts and Ron Wood—uwith assorted musicians and producers—
have created Bridges To Babylon, the Stones’ 38th album in their incredible 33-year recording career (including compilations
and live sets). The band has already started one of their massive global excursions.

What to expect? To be sure, there will be the now-classic elements of Richards’ hook-heavy power chords, Wood's sinewy lead
guitar, the tight snap of Watrs’ snare and Jagger’s sneering howl, Indeed, the Stones’ classic blues and rock roots are still embedded
firmly in their sound, enhanced here with reggae, soul, country and gospel flourishes. On Bridges To Babylon, however, the songs
blocm in cutting-edge aural hues—be it the technolelectronica effects in “Might As Well Get Juiced” or Biz Markie’s mid-bridge
rap in their first single, “Anybody Seen My Baby?”—courtesy of producers such as The Dust Brothers. Somehow, through all their

ups and downs, these Stones just keep rolling on.

ick Jagger readily admits that they consciously wanted to
expand their sound this ime out. “I definiz2l, wanted to do
things specifically different,” he says. “I had written a
whole bunch of songs that weren’t realy zypical Stones
songs...zlthough | thougnht some of them could be. Later
on, | alked with Keith and Charlie abcut doing & very
different:sounding recorc.
“Atout the time between the Voodoo Launge tour and
Stripped. which was kind of a live record, | thought, 1f we're going to do another studio
album, it should sound a ot differer: than Voodoo Lounge. We should ac opt a different
approach. Now trat’s easy to sey. but you still have -o figure out what that approech is.

“Yet | knew, in my m nd. what a lot of tiese son3s were going to sound like. | had
already mitten them, demoed -herm at home or heard them in my head. Everyone
agreed with me and was ¢ery suppartive because when it comes to mezking all these
noises in th2 studio, you don't always know how things are going to turn out. In the
end, it turhed out well.”

The Stones’ experimentatior dicn’t nesessarily translate into more time spent in
the studic. “It's not just time as it is a state of mina—of being willing to open up your
mind a bi,” Jaggar exple rs. “| mean, | wasn't about to throw out every traditional
thing we do JecaLse thet =vould'v2 teen a mistake, Jut even the trad ticnal things can
be influerzed by that m ndset.”

For instance? “Certair songs lend themselves to more hypnotic grooves, which
can be acrieved in diffierent ways,” he notes. “Other songs czn benefit from
interesting soundscapes Irat ycu parhaps wouldn't put in there if you approached it
traditionaly. Even other cries can nave just a slightly different chercal or melodic
approach. It's jus: a question of combining all of those things.”

Cases+n-2oint: Start with “NMight As Well Get Juiced,” a siow, ginc-it-out, Eluesy
rocker with technd touchzs. Th-ow in a throbbing bass line, moody keyboards, Bo
Dicdleycum-Johnry Marr gL itar riffs and Jagger's patented blues harp...and you have
what Mick describes as “techno Howlin® Wo'f. | began the song with toe <eyboard part
you hear. just sat down w t1 that seund—which was integral, not something added on.
| also wermed to get a really gooc bass hoox. but tha: was added beczuse | wanted the
blues to sound different in the chanzes. | like the thing; it works really w=Il.”

Overseeing the effort was longtime col aborator/ex=autive
produczar Don Was. “He has really good music insight,” Jagger nates.
“He’s also goad at detail and is a realy good musician himse f By
being very Felpful wit the songs’ Iyics, listening “o things and
encouraging us, he served as our producer from the outside. ’

On top Sf the music adventu-ism, the other 2ye-opening aspect
of Bridges To Babylon is the seemingly ageless expressiveness of
Jagger s vocals. "It was mixec proosrly,” he exglains. “Often
times, guys d> mixes and they eiter 2.t the vocals too fa- in jthe
mix] or they just mess it up. It’s mixed quite wall on this raccrd.

“Also, | know the sangs better because | wrote a Ict of then well
before we went into the studio. Somet mes ycu do albums 3nd you
really don't know what the songs are unti you ac-ually recorc th=m.”

The Stonse are now back where they kelbong...on the rcad.
Which brirgs up a new challenge—topping their previcus live
spectacles. “That's tre way it s,” Jegger admits. “On the other
hand, vou know the enimal and vou know what mistakes no: to
make. Yo try to avoid them and improva on vour last tour. It’s nat
a whole different ballgame, but i- is undeniably difficult.”

Althouzh some people would cit2 U2’z “PopMart” tour as -he liva
extravaganza te beat, Jagger was 't particulady overwhelmed by i-.
“I'm a big far cf U2, but | felt that | coLldn't see them...and | was i1
areally great seat. They just weren't lit that well, s | don't necessarily
think they took it to another level. They just had a very big
screen...end ef-er awhile, | got bored with it. There is only sc muca
you can do on screens; you still have to oe a really strorg performar.”

After cvar 30 years of umpteen-millizn record sales and mrega-
milliondollar “ours, one has to woncer whether the succass cf
Bridges To Babylon means as much tc Mick Jagger as the Stones’
first few albums did. “I.’s the same,” he asserts. “Of course, when
you're young, success is elusive. Now t's a guestion of kaeging
your interst. if you ke=p your intarest and you push it, you craate
things of irterest for other people ” €

itself in some radically different forms, from Durham’s skateboarding, Misfits-listening youth in Twin

Falls, ID, to the pursuit of Orthodox Jewish mysticism while accompanying his then-girlfriend on a
group tour to Israel.

However, throughout all of his various peregrinations, there was one thing that remained a
constant: Durham’s love for music. It was this that led him to eventually renounce all of the
paths he'd wandered down in order to return to that true love. Setting up shop in Berkeley,
CA, he hooked up with bassist Geoff Stanfield, who was immediately enthralled with
Durham’s quest for a heavier, moodier musical direction. Guitarist Michael Belfer added

His newsletter, for several years now,|
'has garnered praise. At the same time, it|
has raised the ire of many an executive
as well. One thing you can count on when|
'you read the Lefsetz Letter is that|
‘originator, writer and music junkie Bob|
Lefsetz will weave a creative text that
'comes straight from the gut. Since
subscriptions are his only form of
revenue, and being that Bob doesn’t|
accept advertising, he can be as|
‘politically incorrect as he wants to be|
(not to mention honest) without fear of

Steven Tyler, Bruce Allen. Here are managers, artists,
Presidents and CEOs, industry giants. What do they get
out of your newsletter?

“It’s very lucrative working at a label. It's like a
cemetery...people are dying to get in, and they'll do
almost anything. So. people like the money, it's a
good time, the music is fun, and they adhere to a
corporate line, even though it's an irreverent
business, because they want to get ahead
Ironically, only the person at the top, who's secure
in their job until they get fired, ‘cause everybody gets
fired in this business, can say, ‘Well, maybe there’s
something | can learn.” So, in a landscape where
their own people won't speak the truth, and the
trade papers are not really interested in saying toc
much negative because they're supported by the
advertising of these companies, they're looking tc
me for the truth and for an angle. And it's not only
the truth; | believe | have insight that they're not
getting elsewhere.”

And | went home and woke up my girlfriend
and she said, "You should do it!"

“The two things | do is analyze business issues
and the state of the landscape in music and culture,
and the other thing is to talk about the experience
of actually listening to music. Other than trade
papers, if you're reading the usual consumer press.
| don’t think that Frank Zappa's quote is exactly
accurate in that it's 'People who can't write for
people who can't read about people who can't
play’—but most people who write are either sick of
bands, doing it for free records or analyzing the
music on a level that the people who made it can't

| Lefsetz, in this exclusive interview,
tells us why he left a profitable future as
‘an attorney to share his views with the
record industry. He gives us his takes on
'today’s music scene and its execs, and
we even give him the chance to convice
you to get his rag! Check it out.

Some of the things | enjoy about the Lefsetz Letter are
your various hot and cold lists; gimme what’s hot and
what’s cold right now.

“Cyberspace is hot. It used to be you had to come
home and play your record; now, you come home
and check your E-mail. So, the problem with music
is that it's not hot. Now, it's a generational thing; |
don’t expect it to be as hot as it was in the 60s.
We have a huge problem in our business in that
the records and the music is not visceral enough;
it doesn’t have a reaction to the audience. That's
the problem.”

even relate to; most of ‘em can't read
music...they’re playing by feel! So, the most important thing is how you feel about a record.
It's being stoned in your house, alienated from the world, turning off the lights, putting on
Blind Faith’s ‘Can’t Find My Way Home’ and saying. 'Yes. | feel rooted.’ Or, driving to the
beach and banging on the dashboard when you hear your favorite song, whatever that might|
be. | remember being totally fucked up and going to a premiere of a ska movie, and hearing|
'Mirror In The Bathroom’ and getting up and dancing—and | never dance! But sometimes
the power of the music is so dramatic that you have to react. So, it's this power | speak of,
and that's what our business is rooted in.”

You're a lawyer; you practiced entertainment law. Why did you leave a law firm after a couple of
years and decide that something else would be better for you?

“That's a really long story and I'll try to hit the high points: A} | never really wanted to be a
lawyer. | was a professional freestyle skier who was starving with a bad case of
mononucleosis. My father said, 'Hey, go to law school. It's a good background, even if you
don’t practice law.’ This was the mid-70s, and it was sort of the first corporate infiltration
into record companies, so it was a way to get a leg up, since | had no relatives in the
business. Being a lawyer is incredibly boring; you're busy writing down somebody else’s
deal. I'd much rather be the person making the deal and calling the lawyer.”

So, you left what could have been a really lucrative career as a lawyer for the love of music. Is that
an accurate assessment?

“That's an accurate assessment, but I'll add to that. If you remember in A Clockwork
Orange, Alex is going around beating everybody up. And then, he gets ‘fixed.’ and he comes
under a railroad bridge and he sees a thug and he goes to beat the guy up, but because
he's been fixed. he can't do it and he doubles up in pain. | find that if I'm really not into
something | really have an emotional reaction. I'm doing something | love, which is listening
to music and talking about music 24-7. The irony is, unbeknownst to me, | was very
successful at it; the most powerful people in the music business all subscribed to my|
newsletter when they didn't know who | was. Yes, | am making a lot less. Do | want to go
through the rest of my life making what I'm making now? Absolutely not.”

Ideally, what do you want to do?

“I think we live in a society not only with the haves and the have nots, but with the alienated
and the non-alienated. Music is about alienation. The great records we know are about
angst and how fucked up things are and ’I'm doing it my own way!" That's why people listen
to them. Even to this day, with as much money is made in the music business, all the other

“There are certainly some record labels that are
extremely cold. Looking at the music business at this point, you have to be able to jam
records; nobody has a career. So, if you have a record with mesic that’'s happening today,
you've gotta hype it! It's not like 1971 where you let it find its audience and you build toward
the fifth record. There’s never gonna be a fifth record! You may choose to release it,
although usually you don't, but no one is gonna want it. So, there are millions of record
companies that do not know how to play the game, unfortunately, some of the biggest.”

In the 11 years that the Lefsetz Letter has been published, you yourself have gone through hot and
cold spells; at some points, the Lefsetz Letter had a bigger buzz than in other periods. How do you
rate yourself now?
“This is actually a very personal question. I'll give you the answer this way: | think the
average person in America feels that if they could just fuck somebody on Friends, their life
would work. The way they do that is, they never come to LA, where the show is shot, so it's
sort of a carrot at the end of the stick. | got to the point where | got the carrot. My birthday
is April 22nd; a friend of mine shares the same birthday, and he saw the House Of Blues
was opening on that day. He said, 'You're friends with Steven Tyler and Tim Collins—call
‘em up and get us in!" And that’'s something | never do; a) I'm just intimidated, and b) I'm
going to have to pay on some level. So, | said, ‘No, I'm not going to call.’ And then, they call
me and asked if I'd come! After the show, the bouncers are keeping me at bay, and Tyler
says, 'l wanna talk to that guy!” So, he brings me up and we're talking and the handlers are
saying, ‘OK...move him on’ because the movie stars are lined ug, and Tyler said, 'No! | want
to talk to this guy!" And I've gotta tell ya | loved it. | wouldn’t say a negative thing about it.
“But what you find is that it didn’t make a life. | got to the core...and there's a cliché,
which was originally said about Oakland: 'When you get there, there's no there there.’ it
really put me in a tailspin. | was in a national magazine for a year, | have boxes and boxes
of letters from girls from all over the world that said, 'I'll come to your house and make love
to you.” It's that simple! They call me on the phone and it's a dream come true, but you say,
‘Well, what do | do with this?’ So, | went into a tailspin starting around 1993 that | really
emerged emotionally from only in the last 10 months. | was taking it way too seriously, and
most people who take it way too seriously die in the creative businesses, and | didn’t want
to die. And, so, to be someone who turns the music up to 11 and writes what comes out, ,
and also be a member of society and go to dinner with the average person who works at
the law firm or the factory or whatever, I'm trying to learn how to do that again, without
compromising what | do. It put me through some serious changes. A couple of years ago

businesses—from the movie business to the media and the entertainment business—
don’t understand the power of it and that it speaks to people. Therefore, 1 want to speak
to these same people. I've listened to these records so much that I've become them.”




As far as 90s music, who has stood out and who will be looked at 20 years from now as
classic artists?

“There won't be any a classic bands. | think the only legendary band—and | must admit, at
first | didn't quite get it—is Nirvana. Because not only was it a breakthrough record, but
‘Come As You Are’ stands up as a record with melodicism, attitude in the lyrics...it just
works. The reason people love Kurt Cobain is the same reason they love John Lennon, and

was a down period; the initial peak point was in 1988 when | took a risk and wrote
about my life and Joni Mitchell, who | subsequently met, but that's a different
story. | got calls from everybody, saying, ‘| know what you mean!’ | talked about
the giris | met and how her lyrics applied.

I'm building toward a peak
right now, I've got a few things in the works, whether they come to fruition, we’ll
see!

it be and what position would you want to hold?

“Any organization, not only record labels, are run
based on politics. | think, off the top of my head, |
would want to work at Atlantic, because | know the
people there; they're good, even though | think they
sometimes oversell records. But | feel that there are
no arrogant people there, and they're trying to make
it happen. | could list every other label, and they all
have their ups and downs, their good people and
their bad people. In terms of a position? Make me
the king! What the hell! Based on experience, I'd
feel like too much of a square peg in a round hole.
I'd like to be the corporate hippie...like in the 60s. |
would like to be involved in all aspects. But would |
like to be the President? Not really, because there’'s
a lot of stuff there that I'm just not eager to do, nor
am | great at.”

How do you rate music over the last four decades?
“Bluntly, music today sucks.”

Are you saying that because you have memories of when
bands like Blind Faith, The Beatles and the Eagles came
out? Or do you honestly believe the music doesn’t hold
up today?

“I've thought about it long and hard, for numerous
reasons, just thinking maybe | was an old fart. And
I've absolutely come to the conclusion that the
music is not good. | think we're seeing a slight
renaissance in the last couple of months. | saw The
Verve video recently; the song was brilliant and |
jumped up and started looking for the CD, going
through hundreds and hundreds of CDs looking for

reason: he's the only person who sees the overall
game. People think it's about managing your people,
or signing artists, or promoting your bands...that's
not it. Those are all very important, but the key is
the landscape—where it's going. | know stories that
are off the record; and when crises go down, he
talks to everybody on both sides and he gets a feel
for the landscape.

“Other than David, Clive Davis is brilliant, but he
functions in a different music business than most
of us. He makes records that have a huge
audience, and although it's changed a little bit,
many of the people who work at his label don’t love
some of the records they work. And working for him
there are a lot of dictatorial factors, but by the same
token, he's very successful, and you don’t want to
argue with success!

“The other person, and I've had my ups and downs
with him for years, who's very powerful and knows
what's going on now is Danny Goldberg. | was on
the phone with a powerful manager who said,
‘Yeah, but his A&R costs are through the roof." |
don’t know what the bottom line is at Mercury, and
| can’t anticipate that it's great today, because
he's only been there for a short while, but he
understands that the game has changed, which so
many of these other people have not. Danny gets
every one of his acts exposure; he trades out
favors to make it happen, or whatever, and if
there’s something there, it goes. Whereas these
other labels are going by 70s’ rules, and the game
has changed.”

Do you have a list of your Top S songs of all time?

‘No, but what | would take to a desert island is Joni Mitchell’s Blue and AC/DC’s Back In
Black. | want a record that’s going to be my companion, that's going to speak to me. When
Joni Mitchell used to play live...you felt a resonance; as the music was playing, you'd think
about your own life. Then there are other things that are incredibly exuberant, and that’s
what AC/DC is. When I'm incredibly happy or angry, | put on Back In Black. Phenomenal!
Crank it up to 13! And there are things that aren’t that old...last night, | played Bon Jovi's
‘Wanted Dead Or Alive.’ It's a brilliant track. and there’s other brilliant stuff on that record.
Not equalled on subsequent records, but I'm not too hip to say, ‘Hey! It was good.’”

You bring up Bon Jovi, which | always thought was a great band, and | get a bad rap 'cause | get
tagged with artists of that genre. But do you think artists like that are being unfairly treated right
now? People saying, “Ah, it’s just a hair band.”

“First, let's go to the culture. Derek Schulman is a good friend of mine, and in analyzing the
tattoos and the piercings he said, ‘It's about self-hatred. We've taken away the future ofl
these people, and therefore their only power is over themselves.” It's the same thing with
the music; it has become more derivative. It's got more shock value and less to do with the
music itself and more to do with what it represents. Whereas classic music, not just classic
rock, is based on on these concepts that have been around forever. | got the new Genesis
record, and at first, | thought it was a joke! There's only two members of the band left and
a new lead singer. But when you play it, you realize there's a sense of melody and majesty.
All these things | love in a record! These are concepts that are valid no matter what the
decade, but these are illegal concepts today. | will not sit here and defend Warrant, but there
were a number of these ’hair bands’ who did great music.

“Before it became a science, it was basically hard rock acts doing melodic pop, Van
Halen being one, Def Leppard being the archetype. Those Def Leppard records are
brilliant! The fact that other people refined it to a science and went on and on with it
and it became bad, that's something else. But the raw concept remains. | think we are
so caught up in what's hip. Maybe I'm an old fart, but ['ve got to scratch my head and
say, | don't care about some of this shit! Fashion? The VH1 Fashion Awards?!
| remember when you went to see a band, they would have on the same clothes that
they wore offstage. and it made you feel solidarity. It wasn't about a show, it was about
an experience. So, the further we get away from the music, the more problems we have.
We need people to stand up and say, ‘| believe in these songs.'”

you're the guy who sweeps up at the radio station. You're doing it because you love the
music, or you loved the music once. If you read my newsletter | won't guarantee that you'll
agree with 100% of it or even most of it, but with all the effort, thought and history put into
it, you will run to the mailbox just to see what | have to say. It's life itself. [Geffen’s] Eddie
Rosenblatt gave me a great quote once: he said, "Movies, when done right, are larger than
life. Rock music, when done right, is life itself.’ My newsletter is life itself; you know there’s
no pussyfooting...it talks about the actual experience. And the bit about sex...hey, sex drives
this country. We have a President who theoretically is a philanderer! I'm just writing about
it because it's true and that music is based on sex! | guarantee you can remember half the
records you've fucked to! I'm just writing it down. And those are the important things in life.”

Classics and Jazz (PC&J), about the challenges facing the World music marketer. | 34

PC&J is on the front lines of this new frontier
representing such diverse labels as Philips,
Point, Verve, Deutsche Grammophon and
London. A French native, Dalbavie has a long
history of developing World and progressive
artists. Previously as head of his own French
Music Office talent agency. he first introduced
international artists such as the Negresses
Vertes and Mano Negra to these shores. and
he was Deep Forest's manager during their
high point.

Dalbavie refers to World music as “New Age”
often during the conversation and he refers to
it “as an old term, a misnomer considering the
nature of the product that is happening in this
marketplace now. New Age really is a generic
term the industry uses to describe World
music and some progressive artists like Dead
Can Dance and Secret Garden,” he says. "It
also includes that trippy New Age sound from
anrtists like Jai Uttal and Emer Kenny.

“Patience is a key ingredient in developing
this market,” says Dalbavie, As an example he
cites the development of Charlie Haden and Pat
Metheny's Beyond The Missouri Sky. “Although
we started to work it in April/May. we didn’t
really start to see sales in our retail base until
the following September, over 90 days later.”

“Working” World music requires a different
strategy than that used for mainstream
product. For one, the large budgets just aren't
there to indulge in all that's available with a
pop project. A really comprehensive street
level campaign that involves magazines. radio
specialty shows and a very current list of
stores that carry the genre are the basic
ingredients. Instead of advertising in the print
media, the initial rush is based on editorial
and builds from there. It's the same with the
specialty shows on the air.

“This is a very hard market to work which
requires a really specialized approach and a

relentless focus to stay on top of the market,”
Dalbavie continues. “My responsibility is to
develop and look after non-traditional retail.
There is a really different philosophy at play with
this segment of the retail community. Their
primary music clientele is largely made up of
baby boomers, a group that arguably could be
said to have been ignored of late by the
mainstream retail environment, The
overwhelming percentage of this genre is sold
through outlets like The Nature Company,
Natural Wonders, New Leaf and others. Most of
them buy their product from specialty one-stops
such as Music Design in Milwaukee. Their
buying approach is simple: if they like it. they get
it and if they don’t like it, they don’t bring it in.
SoundScan is not relevant to these accounts. as
sales are not scanned in these outlets.

But don't kid yourself about this market—
it's gigantic. Dalbavie quotes sales of over
350.000 on Secret Garden's catalog and
900,000 units of the 22-title Set Your Life To
Music series, all this year.

"We rely on the press to generate initial
word of mouth and then make our presence
felt at radio by servicing our product
incrementally,” Dalbavie notes. “Following
initial trade (New Age Retailer. Napra Review,
New Age Review. etc.) and consumer press
mailings to publications such as the Utne
Reader, New Age Journal, Yoga Journal and
free papers distributed in health food stores
and coffee outlets, we then service roughly
150 stores and about the same number of
stations. When we start to feel positive
feedback. we service an additional 150 retail
and radio outlets. Since we are dealing with a
passive listening audience the process builds
slowly: this is largely a word-of-mouth market.
The trick is to get things started. then when
momentum builds these titles sell by
themselves forever.”

H changed what was going to be a very

different column this week. In the past
two weeks | had interviewed (separately) Jake
Burns of Stiff Little Fingers and Richard Butler
of Love Spit Love. I"d planned to run the Jake
Burns conversation this week, but Mr. David
Bowie called and it made me think of a lot of
things. So it goes. a last-minute change.

When Virgin's Dawn Hood told me on
Thursday that | might receive a call from
Bowie the next day. she prefaced it by saying,
“You never know, it might or might
not happen.” Not to be the cynical one, but |
thought to myself, “Yeah, I'll believe it when it
happens.”

To be absolutely honest, by the end of the day
I had completely forgotten about it. I've been
completely consumed with the next two
issues of VA, particularly our tribute to
KROQ/Los Angeles (we're devoting the
entire December VA to the “world
famous” station, and it's easily the most
exciting, as well as the biggest,
magazine that my staff and | have
undertaken in my two-years-plus tenure
at The Album Network). So let’s just say
that my mind is a whirl right now.

When | came to work on Friday morning,
| hadn’t been in my chair for more than a few minutes
when Bowie's manager, Alan Edwards, called.

Before | get into the conversation, I'd like to address the
fact that, in my radio career, “phoners” were not one of
my favorite things to do. Oh, | was good at them, but
there's nothing more comfortable than actually having
eye contact with your guest. Phoners can go awry quickly,
But if | were to list my better work skills, phone etiquette
would be high on the list. On the other hand, | don’t fool
myself: I've had some terrible ones in the past. It's
always a crap shoot—you never know what to expect. It's
a mood thing; I’'m convinced of that. Whether it's yours or
theirs, mood is key.

I've spoken with literally hundreds of musicians via
telephone, on-air, off-air or from home over the past 20
years. The three phoners that stand out the most in my
memory are those with Captain Sensible, Lou Reed and
David Bowie. Captain Sensible (of English punk pioneers
The Damned), who called me from a cell phone atop a
London hotel in 1992, was probably the funniest of all.
| asked him a question and he proceeded to talk non-stop
for at least 15 minutes, exhibiting the flair of an actor.
The most difficult one was a conversation with one of my
alitime faves, the legendary Lou Reed, back in 1986.
Reed was neither humorous nor giving in our interview.
He was as dry as they come, and it left me empty. For me,
the most exciting was David Bowie, It took place back in

In

1991 when he was doing Tin Machine.

For the record, | thought Tin Machine—
Bowie's take on punk -ock—was fucking great. At the
time not many programmers shared my enthusiasm,
perhaps not realizing that Bowie's best quality is his ever-
changing musical direction. That conversation began like
this: “With me right now, live from Dallas, is the legendary
David Bowie. Hi, David.”

“Hi Jonathan. Oh, will you excuse me for a moment?
Room service is at the door with my cigarettes. hold
on please.”

Holy shit! It's a few seconds into the interview and
Bowie's left the phone! So [ put my mouth close to the
microphone and said in @ monotone voice, “Well, if you
just tuned in, this is Jonathan L, live on the air with David
Bowie, who's calling in from a hotel room in Dallas,
Texas, and he just went to the door to get a pack of
cigarettes. Hmmm, | wonder what brand he smokes?”

As if on cue, Bowie sad, “Marlboro Lights, Jonathan.”
Scared the shit out of me. Obviously, | was on a speaker
box on his phone. After that the chat was kind of choppy,
and | remember screwing up Reeves Gabrels’ name,
referring to him as Reeves Gabriel.

That was then—this is now. After a couple of minutes of
talking with Edwards, there was about a minute before
Bowie got 01 the phone: what followed was a 15-minute
chat that brought me higher than any drug that | ever did

(back in the old days).
Bowie was very up; fre
spoke of the high aitituce
and pollution of Mexico
City, where he’d played &n
outdoor show the night
before. He confessed to
me he'd had to use oxygen
tanks for the first time in
his career due to the
altitude and air quality.
Erasure and a local band
opened the show. We
talked about his constant
touring and his incredible
50th birthday bash (held at
Madison Square Garden in
New York City earlier this
year). We talked about a lot
of music, and he told me
that pretty soon he'll take
a hiatus and go back to
writing, and that DJ/remix
artist Goldie and Trent
Reznor, both of whom David greatly admires, will somehow
fit into any recordings he does in the near future. The
conversation went so fluidly and covered so much that all
| can really remember (| was not taping it) is that, overall,
this was one of the biggest treats I've had in a long time.
By the way. he brought up our last conversation, and the
cigarette thing, which surprised me.

For the rest of the day. all | could think about was how
Bowie has always been an innovator and how his music
is still so relevant today, just as it has been for the past
30 years. With so many programmers labeling the
bands they're currently playing as "disposable” and
wondering if many of them will be around a year from
now, it makes me wonder why more of them haven't
come to the conclusion that Bowie keeps throwing great
radio music at us. For some unknown reason, many
ignore this “Alternative” icon. I'm not going to get whiny
on you. but let me say this: David Bowie is your artist.
He has been all along. He keeps progressing, ignoring
the past and playing to the future. Alternative Radio
needs David Bowie—he doesn't need us.

It's funny. “I'm Afraid Of Americans,” currently sitting in
your stack, is another great Bowie song that could easily
replace one of your “disposable” songs. Even though the
album version was fine, you now have a Trent Reznor
remix. That might make you pay attention to it quicker, but
maybe not. I'll tell you the really funny part: I'm getting the
impression that Americans (particularly programmers)
might be afraid of David Bowie. That's the kicker!

From an early age
Belasco studied piano and saxophone,
but he only began to broaden his view of
music and how he wished to express it
about five years ago. You see, he broke
both of his hands in an unfortunate
boating accident. It was during the period
of convalescence that he began to
appreciate the power of melody and the lasting qualities of a well-written
song. He also discovered he could express himself vocally as well as
instrumentally. Since then, he’s developed a sound that’s a satisfying
and natural blend of both pop and jazz influences. On first listen, you
might liken him to Michael Franks, or even Mose Allison. but after
you've spent some time with Get It Together, you'll realize his style is
more contemporary and striking.

Belasco wrote all the songs on this impressive debut—he also is
the lead vocalist, keyboard player, saxophonist, flutist and
vibraphonist. He was joined by percussionist Ray Mantilla, bassist
Christian McBride, guitarists Jean-Paul Manuik and Marc Shulman,
drummer/producer Guy Ekstein and a host of backing vocalists and
string players. They all helped Belasco flesh out his
smooth, uptown, sometimes funky songs and to
keep a cooler than cool groove at their core.

Since | listen to all the same music you do, |
think | can guarantee you have nothing like this
on the air right now. And songs like “All |
Want,” “Love Is,” “I'll Never Tell,” “Love
Train” and the title cut are simply begging
for some exposure. If you can’t find a
copy of Get It Together, give ol’
Bud Harner a call. | know he’'d
love to forward a copy to you
right away. ~
