That'll change 

next week, because after the spins kick in from 

their 54 Active Rock adds, 50 Alternative adds, 

40 Aggro adds and 57 Rock adds, the dark and 

explosively ambient cut will probably debut 

higher than #66 on all those charts! 

Following months of setup (including an 

Internet series called "Korn's After School 

Special"), the promo types at Epic and 

Immortal have brung home the blue ribbon this 

time. Of course, the argument could also be 

made that with two consecutive Platinum 

albums (Follow The Leader is the Bakersfield, 

California, band's third CD), radio is playing 

catch-up with "Got The Life." 

As for who's playing the new Korn cut, it's 

pretty much the big fish. At Alternative, for 

instance, WXRK/New York City, KROQ/Los 

Angeles and KITS/San Francisco are the 

frontrunners; in the Active Rock and Rock 

world, WRCX/Chicago. WYSP/Philadelphia and 

KEGL/Dallas are setting the pace; and at Aggro 

Radio, WSOU/New York City, WKTA/Chicago 

and WVXU/Cincinnati are the early leaders.

My favorite band in the 
whole wide world was here in Los 
Angeles last week, and of course, I 
was in attendance (as were about 
500 other frenzied fans). The show 

was absolutely awesome, and it was 
very cool to see them headlining in

such a well-known and classy place 

as The House Of Blues, where the 
decor, atmosphere and great stage 
make an already incredible show 
even more enjoyable. Every time I see 
Clutch it's obvious they've made new 
fans, and the old ones are even more 
devoted. It's absolutely mind. 
boggling that with all the response 
they get (at their shows and also via 
sales and requests at the stations 
that are playing them), Active Rock 
Radio still has not embraced Clutch 
to the level they deserve. Have you 
listened to The Elephant Riders—I 
mean really, really listened? I hope 
you haven't just tossed it aside to 

'1 listen to later, saying that your 
nighttime list is too full already. 

Clutch has the intensity, originality and monster hooks 
necessary to give our format the kick in the ass it has 
sorely needed for some time now. The next single, 
"Ship Of Gold," is (in my humble opinion) the best 
song on the album. Even if you thought "The Elephant 

Riders" wasn't right for your station, you can't escape 
the undeniably infectious guitar riffs and rockin' 
groove of "Ship Of Gold"; please check it out. Or 
better yet, go see them live—they will blow your mind, 
I guarantee it. They'll be all over the East Coast and 
Midwest throughout August with the Phunk Junkeez 
opening, and once you see how the audience responds 
to them, I think you'll really be inspired to consider 
adding Clutch to your playlist. 

While I'm on the subject, I also had a chance 
recently to check out another killer band that has not 
been getting its due at Active Rock—Pitchshifter. 
They opened for Gravity Kills a few nights ago, and it 
was nothing short of amazing. I have been a fan since 

their Earache days, but now that they're on Geffen, 
they are even tighter and more fiercely exciting. Even 

though Geffen has not been too actively pursuing 
Pitchshifter at Active Rock, their album, 
www.pitchshiltencom, is definitely worth spending 
some time with. "Genius" is getting lots of specialty 
show and Aggro airplay, and the truly compelling video 
is all over M2 and The Box—Pitchshifter is one to 
watch. 

There's a ton of great music out there right now 
that I'd like to encourage you to give another listen to 
as well, and it doesn't all come from the Aggro world. 
If you're looking for some music to spice up your 
playlist, Barenaked Ladies' super-catchy "One Week" 

has been exploding at Alternative Radio (#1* this 
week) znd is starting to get some Rock airplay now, as 
well. This one is huge—don't get left behind. Have you 
heard the new Eagle-Eye Cherry single, "Save 
Tonight," yet? It could be a good midday addition to 
your playlist. What about The Flys and "Got You 
(Where I Want You)"? This is a powerfully hooky song 
that'll sound great in any daypart. Rancid is still 
spinning on 28 Alternative stations and they've been 
blowing people away on the Vans Warped Tour; maybe 
now's the time to reconsider adding "Bloodclot." 

But if you do want to look to Aggro Radio for 
inspiration, may I suggest giving some time in your CD 
player to Vision Of Disorder, Fear Factory, (Hed)pe and 

the new DJ Lethal remix of Cold's "Go Away," as well 
as the listener favorite—Slayer. That's all for now, 
please check out Clutch's "Ship Of Gold," and as 
always, rock on.

The Tragically Hip are 

known far beyond the 

borders of their native 

Canada for their incredible 

live performances and an 

ability to connect deeply 

with their audiences. As such, they've built up an incredibily devoted fan base in the 14 years they've 

been sharing their feel-good grooves with the eager masses. Somehow, The Hip have managed to 

incorporate that live magic into all six of their previous studio albums, but for their latest effort, 

Phantom Power, they've been able to take it one step further. Vocalist and lyricist Gordon Downie says 

trying to make that personal connection on a record "was something elusive that we definitely chased 

when we were younger, we thought that it was imperative to capture the live sound. I think now we've 

come to see [recording and playing live] as two very separate things." 

The Tragically Hip were able to take something specific from a live performance and add it to the 

record, though—after playing with Los Lobos during 1997's Another Roadside Attraction tour (a semi-

annual festival tour The Tragically Hip have organized and headlined three times since 1993), they 

invited Los Lobos' Steve Berlin to produce Phantom Power. Aside from enlisting someone outside their 

tightly knit hand family to participate in creating the album, Downie doesn't see much difference in 

Phantom Power from their earlier works. "I'm reading about people listening to it and saying it's 

different or it's our most concise work. ..I really don't know how it's different. I don't tend to stop too 

long to ponder what we've done, to he honest." What The Tragically Hip have done is created another 

compelling, musically inventive, spirited record. 
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Phantom Power is your sixth studio album. Has making an album gotten easier over the 
years? 
-I don't think so, I think it remains fairly elusive. For this one we opened this huge 
canyon of time. I dont know if that's a good thing or a had thing: maybe a bit of 
both. because the five of us have very different ideas about the kind of record 

'.we'd like to make. Looking back on it, I find it all pretty curious. and I'm - 
surprised we even dd it. But ultimately. we did. I think there's a sort of 
commitment above and beyond the songs—a commitment to each other 

t.-

lou've been together for 14 years. How have you managed to 
make it last so long? 
I don't knov,. I think it was probably our mindset from the 
get-go. I can remember sitting in Paul Langlois' basement 
[putting together] our first EP, and the time had come to 
decide who did what and who wrote what. Back then, 
there were no spoils to be split, our egos were still 
puppies. So we said, 'Fuck it, well just make it an 
across-the-board songwviting credit.' A love of the craft is 
really all we had to sell to people, so we figured eveyone 
should take part in it, kid lo and behold, these mary years 
later. everyone is very capable and very cool, and everyone brings 
something quite unique and interesting to it.' 

You brought in Steve Devlin of Los Lobos to help out with the production. 
isn't it kind of unusual for you guys to bring in someone who's not connected 
lit the band? 
Yeah. I think every record is this sort of commitment to each other. It's all well 
and good to say that. but you have to challenge it, too. We made the last record, 
Henhouse. by ourselves. and I think we all admitted that it was a bit of a high water 
mark for us because that thing could have evolved into screaming and shouting or 
worse—silence. We totally faced that challenge and made a good record by 
ourselves with Mark Vreeken. 

"But we've done that, so we thought this time around, there's no real challenge 
to doing it that way. We met Steve through Roadside Attraction, which is a festival 
tour that we put on up here every other summer, and we invite bands to come up 
and tour across Canada. We've done it three times now. Last summer we had, 
among others. Wilco and Sheryl Crow and Los Lobos, who we've been trying to get 
on it from the very get-go. We were able to hook up with Steve and we just hit it off 
on a personal level. He's a very funny, intelligent guy: He was fabulous to work with. 
it was the best thing we could have done. He was great for me. Writing the lyrics 
and stuff, I'd always been sort of left to my own devices in the studio, and quite 
lonely. Everyone else is so interested in, like, a bar chord—all craned over the neck 
of a guitar or the back of a piano. I think-they'd take a look at me and say, 'Oh, I'm 
not sticking my head in that badger hole.' i found it really refreshing working] with 
Steve, because he was able to sit with ma and say, 'I really like this line, it's 
conjuring up this i',idea]. I really loved it." 

understand, though, that the creation of this record wasn't totally smooth. I read that 
the big ice storm which blanketed Canada in early '98 really put a damper on things. 
Well it didn't really touch Toronto, where I live. It did where the other guys live, in 
Kingston. It was really strange to watch from here, because Montreal was totally 
black. and all of Quebec and most of eastern Ontario and Upstate New York. No 
power for four or five days, temperature dropping. It seemed pretty had actually, 
pretty dire: people viere thrust into these situations where they were forced to either 
stick it out or try and find a hotel or go looking for a generator somewhere. As the 
days were winding on, all of a sudden there was word of generator crime. -people 
stealing other people's generators, and things like that. You really got the sense 
after about five or si, days that it was starting to get a little bit weird. 

We were scheduled to get together in that time and we had to postpone. The 
guys were dealing with their families and all that kind of stuff, and I think they were 
just so anxious to get playing. The song 'Something On' kind of came out of that. I 
got out to our stuck where we record arid they were all looking pretty wide-eyed, you 
know? There were five day-old beards and various tales of woe and I was just sort of 
drinking it all in. The idea carne very quick for me, about 'Something On'; it's the 
idea that we live- in this sort of parallel dimension, somewhere between a rock video 
and real life. It was like the idea of someone showing up as the lights went out and 
saying, Well gee,. I'd love to do something with you, but as you can see there's a 
bit of a dilemma here.'" 

Didn't the album title come from "Something On" as well? 
-Yeah. Phantom Power. which is a real thing, a number, k's like 48 volts, that you need 
to power certain kinds of microphones —a sounciboard is equipped with a phantom 
power switch. The idea is that this power doesn't seem to come from anywhere, it 
seems to come from out of the board rather than out of the wall. If you take it from 
there, the idea Of phantom power is fairly compelling.' 

That idea of power and its transmission is illustrated by the album cover, too. What the 
heck is that weird piece of equipment, and where did it come from? 
"I think Johnny, our drummer, discovered it in New York City. He was walking down 
the street and saw it, and the color was very arresting to him. I think it's a light 
tester, something-they might use to test aircraft." 

2 It looks like a piece of recording equipment of some kind, 
"That's what he was thinking that surely must 
make some sound. He's kind of into that. Eut 

our house engineer, Ken Friesen, basicaly 
rendered the conclusion that it would not

What was the inspiration for be 
first single, "Poets"? 

"I was watching a show on 
Allen Ginsberg—I always 

found him [to be] a

[Jack] Kerouac, [it 

was] sort of like, 
'Please, anything, just tell 

me anything, but not this.' I 
remember saying, 'I can't 

imagine Leonard Cohen out there 
in his black suit cutting his front 

lawn. He'd get a bare-breasted woman 
to do it.' I read Howl by Allen Ginsberg 

way back when, it taught me you can kind of 
/  just freeform—just write pages and pages of 

./ things. 'Poets' originally was pages and pages of, 
, • 'Don't tell me what the poets are doing—don't tell 

me they're drinking beer, don't tell me that they stay 
out at night. Don't tell me that they slept here,' on and 

on and on. The finished version is whittled down." 

One song that really struck a chord with me was "Escape Is At Hand For The 
Traveling Man." It seemed like a movie to me—two people meeting and 
finding that they had some things in common. Was that a real experience? 
"The impetus for it was very real, and it's probably a common 
feeing--you meet up, you have a beer, you go your separate ways and 
then five years later, hear something's happened to somebody. I took 
it through a bunch of machinations and thought, 'Okay, I'm gonna set 
this at one of these umpteen musician's conferences with, like, a 
manager and an agent hooking up and having a romantic affair.' It's a 
love song set in a situation that's very common to people in the 
business, but maybe not outside." 

A lot of your songs seem to have to do with a personal revelation. Does that 
seem to be a recurring theme for you? 
"God, I hope so. What you're hearing is someone very in love with the 
craft, very in love with making a career out of my imagination." 

I understand that you've tried to take that imagination a step further and 
direct the video for "Poets" by yourself. What was that like? 
"That was really cool. I got my brother Mike to produce it. It was fun, 
working with my brother was great. He lives here in Toronto, he's got a 
production company and he works producing a television show. I've been 
involved in all our videos all along, but mote just in a sort of buffer role 
between the director and the creators. But we had a bit of time before 
heading out on the road, arid I thought I night not get this kind of chance 
to direct again, arid I had this idea that didn't involve a lot of experience. 
There were three shots set in this house with about 200 cats. I just 
worked on it for, like, three weeks, late into the night, which is right up my 
alley. It's a very simple idea, so it sort of had to be airtight in terms of 
what I was trying to convey. I think it functions; it's got layers, but at the 
end of ttiu day, as my younger brother 'mid. 'It's just a rock video.— tte

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Retrospection is for pussies. 

Anybody can look back at the major periods of upheaval in their 
lives and script out exactly how they should have acted and the 

things they should have said. After all, it's easy to deal with 
situations once the final outcome has arrived. 

"Oh, I should have accepted that job offer." 

"Damn, I could have discovered The Beatles." 

"Gee, if I could live last night over again, I would have taken a cab." 

Should, could, would...what a waste of thought right? 

So here we are; the big radio companies continue to eat the not-so-

big, and soon every record label on the planet will be squeezed into 

two neat piles (one of which will get a discount on Japanese 
electronic products, while the other will have boardrooms well. 

stocked with bourbon). Our industry has thrown us so many curves 

during the past few years, in fact, that it's hard to keep from getting 

dizzy. One minute you're in the eye of the hurricane, and the next 

you're getting sucked up into the sky with a bunch of cows. 

As a result, this might be the easiest time in the history of our. 

industry to simply hide from the reality of "right now" and wait and 

see what happens. That's not good, though. In fact, it's tho!. 
equivalent of handing your life over to the guy next to you, waiting 
to see if he nurtures it or throws it in the gutter, and then reacting 

to it after it happens. "People are always blaming circumstances for 
what they are, and reserving comment until after they have 

occurred," wrote George Bernard Shaw. "I don't believe in 

circumstances. The people who get on in this world are the people 

who get up and look for the circumstances that they want. If they 
can't find those circumstances, they create them." 

Although our business is in a major state of flux right now, this 
practice still makes sense. Besides, if you use your "retrospection" 

skills, you'll see that the music industry has always been cbanging. 

What's more, the current titans of the radio and record worlds are 
the people who did exactly what Mr. Shaw suggests. For example, Mr. 

Stern and Mr. Geffen have little in common...except for their ability 
to come up with exactly the right game plan at precisely the right 
moment. 

Don't even think of calling that luck, by the way ("luck" is for 
pussies, too). I would argue that these two guys simply possess the 

ability to be prepared for whatever happens to them. To pull this off, 
you can't be moaning about circumstances, or constantly waiting to 

review what happens in retrospect. Besides, if and when the dust of 
the latest mergers settles, don't assume that a final new world order 
will have been set in stone.

I know! Put your over-used "powers of retrospection" to use, and 

you'll see that nothing ever stays the same and nothing ever will. 
Anything can happen, pal. Major overhauls of business practice lead 

to new ways of doing business all the time. Then again, major 

mergers have failed in the past, creating whole "new world orders" 

that were never intended ir a million years. 

Step out of the vacuum of the music business and look at the 

business world's big picture. History has shown that running the 

corporate giants produced by mega-mergers is a daunting challenge. 
We're talking real big here: things that makeagram/PolyGram 

deal or the Westinghouse/CBS union look lik-MIttle girl's tea party. 

Earlier this year, for example, when NationsBank and BankAmerica 

Corp joined? The merger was worth $62.5 billion. 

Billion. 

That's almost almost more than what Howard Stern and David Geffen make 
combined! Almost. 

Anyway, in a study two years ago that used stock market 

performance as a gauge, a company called Mercer Management 

Consulting found that nearly half of the larger mergers of the 1990s 

have flopped. The bigger the deal, it seemed, the bigger the chances 

of failure. "Everyone gets focused on the deal and then goes off for 

a champagne dinner," Mercer's Kenyon Hodge told the Los Angeles 
Times. "The question is whether there is a team sitting there with an 

integration plan the next morning. Often, there isn't." 
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A-ha! As circumstances within the comparatively minuscule music 

industry change, then, the Sterns and Geffens of the next epoch are 

probably already out there maneuvering into the right spot. 

Everybody else, meanwhile, is whining about how "scary" change is, 

and reserving comment (not to mention action) for when things start 

to even out again. 

We can all do better than that. The dust has definitely not settled in 

the radio or record industries, so the time appears ripe to jump in and 
make your own precious sense out of the confusion. Things are fluid 

right now, baby; stop grumbling and recognize an opportunity in the 

making. Sure, everybody gets that kooky look of panic in their eyes 
every once in a while. Everybody imagines their own, personal worst-

case scenario unfolding right there on the carpet. The difference, 
however, occurs once such moments of doubt and pain surface. 

Some people choose to wrap themselves up in them and go out for a 

walk, while others let them pass in favor of something more 

constructive. 

Imagine, if you will, that you are the President of one of the major 

record companies involved in the latest mega-merger. Suddenly, you 

and your colleagues are encased by rumors that say your label is 

about to be absorbed by the label next door, or that you yourself are 
going to take responsibility for your neighbor. Either way, rumors are 

everywhere, and panic buttons are being reached for. 

What do you do? Do you run down the executive hallway shouting, 

"The sky is falling"? Of course not, silly. Knowing that it's the 
reaction to circumstances that count (rather than the circumstances 

themselves), you seek ways to get ahold of yourself and everything 

else. 

That's what Al Cafaro is doing. 

"We've been through this kind of transition once already, moving 
from independent status to the PolyGram environment,' says Cafaro, 

the Chairman/CEO of A&M. "Now, we have the opportunity to move 

into the Seagram/Universal environment, and I think that we're very 

well-suited to make that evolution, although I would take nothing for 
granted. Having said that, the fact remains that this should be 

viewed as an opportunity." 

"Towards that end," he continues, "my job in the short term is to 

keep everyone as focused and aggressive and 'on it' as possible. We 

can't blink, and we can't worry about the future. We can only concern 
ourselves with things that we can impact, and that's our state of 

mind when we come to work every day. We have an obligation to our 
artists, and we can't be wasting time theorizing about what the 

future is going to hold." 

Obviously, Cafaro has dealt with plenty of tense situations before. In 

fact, people who deal with tense situations are required by nature to 

learn how to create solutions for them, or they will not be around to 

face the next one. On the other hand, although you can't afford to let 

situations control you, you can't push too hard and try to control 

what actually happens, either. In such cases, resistance builds and 
reality usually spits in your face. 

There's a fine line between accepting reality and letting a perceived 

reality dictate your actions. What's more, every line is different for 
every person and every circumstance. In Zen Buddhism, it's said that 

the gap between accepting things the way they are and wishing them 

to be otherwise is "the tenth of an inch of difference between 

heaven and hell." If we can accept whatever happens—no matter 

how scary it is—the way to proceed eventually becomes clear. 

No, really. 

By the way, the Buddha didn't land on my desk and personally toss 
me that last pearl of wisdom; I got it from a basketball coach. In his 

book, Sacred Hoops (which would be a good thing to read right now), 

Chicago Bulls coach Phil Jackson points out that, "In basketball—as 

in life—true joy comes from being fully present in each and every 

moment. It's no accident that things are more likely to go your way 
when you stop worrying about whether you're going to win or lose, 

and focus your fun attention on what's happening right this moment." 

The Bulls just won another championship, so who can argue? 

Meanwhile, somebody in our industry is going to figure out how to 

succeed in whatever the next new world order is (or, perhaps, the 

unexpected one that follows it), and it might as well be you and me. 

"We've all been working in a very competitive world for quite a 

while," Cafaro points out, "and the future is right now. That's our 

state of mind. We're trying to play loose, knowing that if you tighten 

up in these situations, you're screwed." i;31

Alien Fashion Show Goes Digital 

In a controversial move that's being heard and felt around the music world, Walt Disney-owned Hollywood Records has broken ranks with the 
other majors and is offering a full-length, no-cost MP3 download of the 

song "Detroit Swing City" from the up-and-coming swing band Alien Fash-
ion Show. "Detroit Swing City" is from the band's self-titled full length 
debut, released on Surfdog/Hollywood on July 28. The download is cur-
rently available at the MP3 sites mp3.com and www.dmusic.com. 

Hollywood's promotion goes against 

widespread industry philosophy, which has 

until now shied away from using full-length 

MP3 downloads to promote new releases. 

Piracy concerns associated with the popu-

lar high-quality file format are the main 

reasons the idea makes the majors 

queasy. Most major labels also have iron-

clad policies prohibiting the use of any 

online promotional song clip longer than 

30 seconds. With this move, Hollywood 

has also become the first major to offer its 

intellectual content in the MP3 format and 

integrate it into its marketing campaign. 

Hollywood Senior VP Kevin Gasser says, 

"MP3 to us is another tool to use in mar-

keting our artists, to build awareness and 

ultimately sell more CDs." 

At this moment, the ever-growing MP3 

community is at odds with the music 

industry at large. At the core of the issue 

is the fact that a percentage of Internet 

users are distributing copyrighted mate-

rials without proper licenses and permis-

sions. However, the 15- to 25-year-old 

demographic most often associated with 

such activity is also the most active 

music-buying segment of the population. 

The MP3 community is estimated to 

number as many as 10,000,000 users 

daily and is rapidly expanding since Win-

dows 98 provides MP3 support in its 

basic system. Many consider the typical 

MP3 user a trendsetting music fan and 

Hollywood's move recognizes the power 

and size of the Internet culture, some-

thing that its major label colleagues 

have yet to accept. 

Michael Robertson, President of 

mp3.com, is enthusiastic about Holly-

wood's recognition of the Internet culture 

and the fact that between 3,000 and 

5,000 fans a day are downloading "Detroit 

Swing City." Robertson says, "This is only 

the beginning. When artists discover the 

opportunities that MP3 can offer, they will 

be asking their labels for this kind of pro-

motion, too." 

When asked why he developed this spe-

cific kind of promotion, Hollywood GM 

Mark Di Dia explains, "We did it because 

we wanted kids to download the song and 

tell their friends all about it. Hopefully, 

they will be interested in the band and buy 

the full-length when it comes out this 

week. Last week, no one knew about this 

band—this week already more than 

15,000 have downloaded [" Detroit Swing 

City"]. Isn't this what it's all about?" Dave 

Kaplan, owner of Surfdog Records and co-

producer of Alien Fashion Show, says, 

"You cannot be overly cautious in trying to 

break a new band. When Mark Di Dia 

called and suggested it, we thought it was 

a smart, forward-thinking and brilliant pro-

motion. We couldn't be happier about it." 

Current surveys of the 'Net community 

suggest that this promotional model has 

fan support. A recent Billboard poll 

revealed user sentiment regarding releas-

ing singles to the 'Net: in disregard of cur-

rent copyright laws, over 75% of respon-
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dents thought that releasing singles with-

out record company licenses was accept-

able since "free downloads help familiar-

ize fans with new artists." In another poll 

conducted by Slashdot, a popular tech 

news source, 60% of voters said they had 

purchased music that they had first heard 

in the MP3 format. 

In spite of the lack of popular content of 

MP3s, little commercial backing and nega-

tive press comments, the support for the 

format is exploding among Netizens— 

establishing it as the leading high quality 

audio format. Most attribute this to the high 

quality of the format as well as the fact that 

MP3 is a public standard making its speci-

fications available to all on the 'Net. 

Commenting on this new development, 

RIAA spokesman Alex Walsh says, "MP3 

technology as a technology is wonderful. 

Our issue is with its misuse. When prop-

erly licensed (as in this case), it's a won-

derful technology." Will this open the door 

to visible support for MP3, or is it a flash-

in-the-pan? Only time and success will tell, 

but Hollywood's dramatic move fuels spec-

ulation about which label will be next to 

embrace MP3 to promote an upcoming

Music Has The Right To Children is such an 
appropriate title for the debut album by 
Scotland's Boards Of Canada. A certain 
nostalgia permeates this semi-ambient, often 
grooving platter of electronic home-cooking. 
The tone of the album is dreamy and rather 
familiar, although sometimes slightly sinister. 
Music Has A Right To Children seems to justify its 
claim by vividly recalling an atmosphere many 
associate with the warbly soundtracks of '70's-
era educational films, often heard in the shady 
comfort of drawn blinds and cool linoleum after a 
particularly exhausting 
elementary school recess. 

Boards Of Canada take 
a page from Aphex Twin's 
book of tricks, maintaining 
an organic connection to 
their machines and 
generating warmth where 
there are usually just cold 
sparks. Board members 
Michael Sandison and 
Marcus Eoin began 
recording together in '84, 
as schoolboys. They 
rigged a basic multi-track system by bouncing 
found sounds and TV snippets back and forth 
between a tape recorder and a household stereo 
system. As a loose collective began to form 
around the pair—band mates coming and 
going—the group began producing super-8 and 
video work, which now serves as a visual 
backdrop at Boards Of Canada performances. 

After the group had made a name for itself 
with experimental electronic music events in rural 
areas, Autechre's Sean Booth hooked up with 
Michael and Marcus, who recorded "Everything 
You Do Is A Balloon" for the Hi Scores EP—their 
first work for the UK's Skam label. Eventually 
(after more sampler contributions, remixes, etc.), 
they recorded Music Has The Right To Children, 
which was jointly released in the UK by the Skam 
and Warp labels last year. Matador will release 
the domestic version (with an extra track) on 
September 22. 

The Warp/Skam import has been selling 
steadily for some time now. David Applegate at 
Off The Record/San Diego remarks, "We've had 
several special orders, which probably corne from 
people hearing it in the store and from the IDM 
(Intelligent Dance Music) E-mail list and other 
Internet sources."

It was here he was "discovered" by Punch Records, 
who realized this now-weathered and experienced singer/songwriter 
did indeed have the special musical talent that Hammond had 
recognized. Almost Drowned is our introduction to this gutsy artist, 
who isn't afraid to add a little edge to his acoustic-based music. 
"It's not like I'm competing with Hansen," quips Massey. "This

"Dance The Night Away," "Panama," plus the new single from 
Van Halen 3, "One I Want," just to name a few. We're throwing 
two hours worth up on the satellite August 7 and 8. It doesn't 
matter what city you're in, I guarantee you there are Van Halen 
fans just frothing at the mouth to hear a concert like this. Go 
ahead, sign up for this show, then next weekend, turn your radio 
up all the way (and break the knob off), wake up your neighbors, 
blow out your car speakers, and get ready for the sonic assault 
of Van Halen live!

You know, after seeing multitudes of young, energetic bands hon-
ing their performance skills in the clubs of LA, it's nice to see 30-
year veterans of the stage showing the masses how it's done.

In all the years I've seen this 
band, this show may very well 
have been the best. Plus, they 
were showing off the newest 
development in concert sgund, 
the DTS Surround system. I can 

honestly say that this was the 
cleanest, clearest concert 
sound I've ever heard.
