Two Indicted in Stern Sabotage Incident
WMMS Promo Director Charged With Disrupting A Public Service

A Cuyahoga County grand jury has

indicted a WMMS staffer and a non -

employee on charges stemming from

last spring's wire -cutting interruption

of a Howard Stern remote broadcast
on rival Classic Rock station WNCX.

Promotions Director Heidi
Kramer (aka Heidi Klosterman) and

Greg Smith, who had worked with
Kramer in Buffalo, were both charged

with disrupting a public service. Ac-
cording to the Cleveland Plain Dealer,

Kramer was also charged with receiv-

ing stolen property, forgery and utter-

ing. Smith was also charged with
breaking and entering. Some of the
extra charges may pertain to the de-
fendants picking up large numbers of
copies of a free entertainment weekly

that had a cover story on Stern.

While taking the charges seriously,

OmniAmerica Chairman/CEO Carl
Hirsch and WMMS PD John Gor-
man remain confident of their em-
ployee's innocence. "In America, peo-

ple are innocent until proven guilty,"

Hirsch states. "An indictment is not a

confirmation of someone's guilt; it
just means there's a charge, and that's

why there are courts. I'm confident
the court system will adjudicate this
matter properly. Do not draw any
early conclusions at all. I've become

very convinced that there is no in-
volvement, and this is much ado
about nothing."

Gorman describes the charges as "to-

tal nonsense. We stand behind Heidi
and we will defend her enthusiastically.

We remain convinced that the parties

did not commit any of the alleged im-

proprieties for which they've been in-

dicted. We believe they are innocent of

all alleged charges."

"It's tragic that these things had to
occur in the first place," WNCX pro-

grammer Bob Neumann says of the
wire -cutting incident. "I'm sure even-

tually the prosecutors will get to the
real culprits."

In related events, former WMMS
Asst. Engineer William Alford, who
plead guilty to the wire -cutting and is

awaiting sentencing, landed a job in
the TV department of Malrite. That
company is headed up by Milt Maltz,

former partner of Hirsch and employer

of WNCX GM Walk Tiburski. Also,

rumors abound that yet another inves-

tigation is looking into the possible in-

volvement of other local broadcasters

with Alford, other witnesses and relat-

ed radio principals.

Atlantic: Radio Response To Zep Tribute "Phenomenal"
Top 40 Plays Sheryl Crow, Rock And Alternative Choose Stone Temple Pilots

Atlantic Records VP Promotion
Danny Buch described radio's do -it -

themselves response to the Led Zeppelin

tribute album as "phenomenal." Out -of -

the -box response indicates that Top 40

stations primarily added Sheryl Crow's

"D'yer Maker," while Alternative and

Rock radio picked Stone Temple Pilots'

"Dancin' Days" as their favorite.

"We were going to come with a lead

track, but with the diversity of this
record, the fact that Zeppelin's songs
span many years, the quality of talent

involved in this project and the fraction-

alization of radio made us believe that

going with one lead single wouldn't be

good for all formats," Bush explains.

"So we decided to take a high -risk move

[letting radio decide what to play] and it

appears to have paid off."

Buch considers the move as high -

risk because, "We had to instill Top 40

PDs with the confidence to not be
scared of playing their choice of songs

off one disc. One of the hardest things

for programmers to do is to familiarize

new records to their audience," he says.

"Yet these songs have instant familiarity

and many of these artists have top -sell-

ing albums, so that's not a problem."

At Top 40, Crow's version of "D'yer

Maker" picked up 18 adds from stations

such as WHYT Detroit, WFLZ Tam-

pa, KRBE Houston, Q99 Salt Lake
City and Fly 92 Albany. The second
choice was Stone Temple Pilots'
"Dancin' Days," which was added by
WLUM Milwaukee, WMMS Cleve-
land and KQIX Alexandria. KROQ
added it two weeks ago and jacked up

rotations from 12 to 27.

DANNY BUCH

The STP cut was the clear favorite

at Alternative, where it picked up 149
total plays from 27 stations, with 20

new adds this week. Crow's track
picked up just a handful of plays, but

landed 12 adds last week.

The most receptive response came

from Rock radio. Eight tracks were sam-

pled by the format. Six made Album
Network's Top -10 Most Added chart,

led by STP's 107 adds and 67 adds for

Hootie & The Blowfish's rendition of

"Hey Hey..." Other adds: Cracker's
"Good Times, Bad Times" and 4 Non

Blondes' "Misty Mountain Hop." Total

spins for Zeppelin tribute tracks: 1,273.

Buch downplayed the potentially
disruptive situation where new STP
and Hootie songs are being worked at

Top 40 and Rock radio at the same
time as the Zep tracks. "We did it be-

fore when we had The Crow soundtrack

and a new STP album out at the same

time," he recalls. "We worked 'Vase-

line' to radio when 'Big Empty' was
still getting played. Programmers are

short-sighted if they feel their audience

can only listen to one song from an
artist at a time. Sheryl Crow and
Hootie are two of the hottest -selling
acts out there. What better reason
would you need to play their records?"

h, yes...that special time
of year is upon us...that
time of year when our
emotions hit the highest
highs and dive to the low-
est lows. The pace quick-
ens, the stress level rises,
damn the diets and the

exercise...we need energy and we need it fast
and simple! Cheeseburgers, Ding-Dongs and
Ho-Hos quickly become our primary food
choices. (We used to get drunk a lot, but our
spouses won't allow that anymore.) No, it's
not the Christmas holiday season...it's the
Spring Arbitron Rating Sweep Boogie!

As you bid your family, friends and loved
ones a fond farewell, you prepare to set out on
that special journey that will either lead you to
the bounties of success or send you packing to
visit the "U -Haul" man. Once again, you pre-
pare to wage war to win the Spring Book

There just never seems to be enough time
and there certainly never seems to be enough
money. All of those budget concessions you
made in the fourth quarter of 1994 are now
staring you in the face. Every radio station in
town seems to be making formatic adjust-
ments. The General Manager announces,
"I'm sorry, but I am going to have to increase
the commercial load." And your morning
man sends you a note that he's found Jesus
and is moving to a mountain top in Montana.

What? And give up show business?
As a programmer and now as a consultant,

I have had the good fortune of working with
some of America's greatest and also some of
the not -so -great radio stations. This scenario is
exactly the same...in every market. I have
devised a simple list of 11 cross-checks to help
make life a little easier:

#1: Review Your Primary Goals.
It is very important for everyone on your

team to understand the needs your station
might have during this rating period. Those
goals could include a higher cume, better
quarter-hours, better recycling, etc. Explain
these goals in detail. It will make each member
feel more comfortable and more focused on
the end result. The challenge is easier if every-
one is pulling in the same direction.

#2: Know The Enemy.
Review, one more time, your direct and

indirect competitors and try to predict what
they are going to do. Use other members of
your staff to brainstorm and come up with
any scenario so you can be ready to either dis-
count those actions or counter -program
against them.

#3: Know Your Strengths...And Your
Weaknesses.

Mentally change places with your competi-
tor and try to identify your station's strengths
and weaknesses. Listen with a critical ear.
Attack yourself! Build on the strengths and
minimize the weaknesses.

"Spring is here.

Love is in the air...the
flowers are blooming...

the sun is shining...

everything is right

in the world...
Arbitron sweeps.

Aaahhh!"

#4: Clean Up Your Clocks.
Walk through each and every hour

"Clock" to make sure that the things you
think are happening are, in fact, really happen-
ing. Often, structure seems perfect on paper,
but the end result might not be the same. Lis-
ten, to make sure what you've calculated actu-
ally sounds good on the air. Look for balance.

#5: Music.
This is the time to be critical. The research

is completed, now...are you willing to bet your
life on the musical sound of the station?
Because, from a business and career point of
view, that is exactly what you are doing. Dis-
count the formatics for the moment and just
concentrate on the musical sound. Is it exactly
what you want?

#6: Marketing.
Advertising campaigns, promotions and

contests should be on the launch pad ready to
go. While it may be impossible to be 100%
complete, last-minute details and minor

adjustments should be all that's left to do.
Make sure those in charge of last-minute
details have a time -table to put them into
operation. Leave nothing to chance. Also
remember another element of marketing: no
matter how long the planning, be ready to
quickly take advantage of any major event that
could be used to your benefit. Don't be so
committed that you can't use something
newsworthy to better focus your station in the
ears of your listeners.

#7: Arbitron Paperwork
All facility forms and paperwork relating to

the Spring rating sweeps must be in Arbitron's
hands immediately. Statistics show that 40%
to 50% of all stations fail to properly fill out
and return these forms. Make sure you don't
fall into that category. Who is in charge of
making sure it has been done? Have confirma-
dons been received? If you're unsure, send the
forms again.

#8: Names and Addresses.
This is the era of database marketing.

Make sure the jocks realize the importance of
writing down names and vital information
from everyone who calls.

#9: Take The Day Oft
Rent a hotel room and spend a whole day

listening to your station. Take no calls...clear
your time for nothing else. I ask all of my
client stations to do this and they often come
back surprised...and sometimes depressed. But
they always come back learning something.
Listening away from the station gives you an
entirely different perspective. And listen very
carefully. Remember...your life depends on it.

#10: Staff Meeting.
Get the entire staff together and explain,

once again, how important the next 12 weeks
will be. Sure, the radio station has to be good
all year long, but it has to be "incredible" dur-
ing the Spring sweeps. It helps if everyone,
including the receptionist, understands that
"We are all being judged by our results."

#11: Call.

Jerry Crutchfield
Country Comes Together For The Beatles

INTERVIEW BY JEFF SILBERMAN
o paraphrase a very famous - and quite

appropriate - song lyric, it was 30 years

ago today... that The Beatles stormed

America, which led to last year's numer-

ous festivities honoring the occasion.

MCA Music Publishing President and renowned record

producer Jerry Crutchfield was more than an interested

observer. After hearing artists from Vince Gill to Chet

Atkins cite the considerable influence the Beatles had on their

careers, he decided to create a project that would illustrate a

connection between the legendary Pop band and Country

music. The result is Come Together - America Salutes The

Beatles, where he and son Martin produced 13 of the 17

tracks from a wide variety of Country talent. In an exclusive

interview, Crutchfield described the genesis of the project, the

recording process and how he hopes it will play not only in

Nashville, but throughout the country and the world.

When did you come up with the

idea to do this tribute?

Last year, there was a lot of con-

versation and visibility concerning

the Beatles' 30th anniversary. It
suddenly occurred to me that when

you consider 1) the tremendous
impact The Beatles had on the evo-

lution of music in general, 2) there

are so many new, young music
people in Nashville who really can

relate to a lot of Beatles music, and

3) the incredible songs, it seemed
like the natural thing to do...a
Country salute to the Beatles.

Did the success of Country,
Rhythm e:Ir Blues help you

persuade either artists or a label
to get involved?

Not really. I'm aware of that
project, but it didn't play a part. A
Beatles tribute, to me, is something

unique that can stand on its own.
There's Elvis and the Beatles...and

there's everything else. They were a

real special thing.

Did you approach the artists
first, or did you initially get a
record company to support it?

I went to Jimmy Bowen at Lib-

erty Records first. I told him the
idea; he saw my enthusiasm and
told me to go do it. We started at
that point.

One would think it would be fairly

easy to find artists to do Beatles

songs. Did it get to a point where

you had to turn artists down?

Yes. We didn't have a slot for
everyone who was interested. Once

this became public, quite a few artists

called and asked to be a part of it.
Others wanted to do it, but couldn't

due to things like label politics. Over -

all, the response was incredible.

How did you finally decide on
the project's participants?

We had a certain wish list. I co -

produced this with my son, Mar-
tin, who's a producer/musician. He

certainly is very tuned into the Bea-

tles' songs, and the first thing we
did was develop a list of songs that

translated very well. We felt certain

songs would work better than oth-
ers, so we came up with a list of 50

songs that suited the project.

Then there were certain artists
we wanted. We started making
phone calls and by the time we
confirmed four or five people,
word got around. Our phone start-
ed ringing with people who want-
ed to be involved. We had to fi-
nesse it; we couldn't guarantee
them a slot over the phone. We

had to sit down, see who was avail-

able and then decide.

Did you put the artist with a
specific song, or did they choose
what they wanted to do?

Mainly, we told the artists,
"Here are two or three songs we
feel would be suitable for you to
record. Which one do you like the

best?" From the get -go, Billy Dean

wanted "Yesterday" and we said,
"Fine." He's a great ballad singer,
so it fit.

On the other hand, David Ball,
one of the bright, new Country
stars out of Nashville, wanted to do

"If I Fell" because "My sister and I

used to play this a lot." However,
Sammy Kershaw had just recorded

it, so I asked him what other Beat-
les song he liked. He said, "I'll Fol-

low The Sun."
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Did you produce all the tracks?
No. There are 17 tracks on the al-

bum, and we produced 13 of them.

Willie Nelson did his track ("One
After 909") in L.A. while he was do-

ing a Highwayman album. Kyle
Lehming did Randy Travis' track. A

group called PRF had an outside pro-

ducer, too.

What was your frame of mind
when you started the actual
production of the music?

We went into the studio know-
ing this was a project with a lot of
implications. When you consider
the millions of Beatles fans, we had

to keep certain things in focus.
One was to be very careful to
maintain the artistic integrity of
the original music. But once we es-

tablished that, we tried to make
fresh -sounding recordings of those

songs. We used the best musicians

and the greatest technology avail-
able to make these songs fit the in-

dividual artists as they performed.

Were the recordings primarily
spontaneous, one -take sessions,
or did you do a lot of overdubs?

We tried to record it as a band
as much as possible. The main
things we overdubbed were guitar
solos when the guitarist felt he
didn't do them very well. But even
those instances were very rare. Some

background vocals were over-
dubbed, we tried to maintain the
flavor of the Beatles' vocal patterns

on the harmonies.

Can you cite any "magic
moments" in the studio?

Yeah, there were a few. It was a

tremendous amount of fun. Tanya
Tucker's "Something" was really
magical. The next day, we did anoth-

er track and it felt just as exciting. I

thought the David Ball and Sammy
Kershaw sessions were tremendous.

Everyone enjoyed playing these

songs. The musicians were totally
into it. They'd stay after the ses-
sions to listen to playbacks. No-
body finished, then packed and im-
mediately left, like they usually do.

Since practically everything on the

album is a dassic hit, how did you
go about choosing singles?

Ideally, I'd like to see as many

of these tracks come out as Possible

in some kind of organized manner.

There are three or four that are be-
ing talked about right now. I can
see an endless flow of singles.

Will there be videos to bacic up
the project?

As a matter of fact, we're get-
ting ready to shoot a video of Del-
bert McClinton doing "Come To-
gether." And Billy Dean is shoot-
ing a video for "Yesterday." Those

will be the initial video releases.

ton's version of "Come Together"
will be shipped to a variety of Pop
and Rock formats. We also plan on

shipping Huey Lewis & The News'

"Oh! Darling" to a variety of Pop
formats, including AAA.

Would the success of this project
inspire you to think of others,
and if so, who else would you do?

I'm not sure about that. There's
no one artist in particular I can
name right off, but there are many

artists that Country artists could do.

When we recorded this album,
TNN was very interested in docu-
menting it. They had a film crew at

every tracking session. I'm hearing

encouraging bits of pieces of things

about how that came out. There's
the possibility of a TV special.

This seems to be the ideal project to

cross over from Country to Tcp 40

and even AOR. Is that something

you or Liberty are considering?

Our initial focus was to take
popular Nashville artists and sell
them doing this music to Country
radio first. Anything else would
then be icing on the cake.

For instance, Delbert McClin-

We've become so versatile in
Nashville. There are many young
artists whose backgrounds and mu-

sical tastes are so diverse. They
grew up listening to Pop radio,
Country radio, and so on.
The artist lineup mixes both new
and established stars. Was that
done to ensure airplay on both
traditional and Young Country
stations?

I don't know if we did it with
that in mind; I hope it works out
that way. It's just that we wanted
some heavy, established artists who

are still doing big business. Obvi-
ously, Tanya, Willie Nelson and

Randy Travis are superstars and
they're still doing big liminess. On
the other hand, you have artists
such as David Ball and Little
Texas, who are still heading for
Platinum [status]. It gives us the
ability to cover a lot of bases.

The Country radio format seems
to have split into traditional and
Young Country. If there are
more niches in the future, would
that be good for the industry?

A little diversity at radio would

be good for everybody. Our focus is

a bit narrow right now. Any time
there's a trend that really catches
fire, everybody chases that same ball.

That's been happening a bit on the
creative side, too.

I'd like to see radio coen up and

reward the creators of music for ex-

cellence, regardless of whether it
sounds like the last three records
they played or not. If that means
splitting the format a bit, I don't
see how that can hurt. Obviously,
there are numerous Pop formats.

If Country radio will continue
to remain open - and get even more

open - to new ideas, that's okay. At

least we know there's a place to go.

If many stations insist on being
very traditional and another large
group insists on being on the edge
and a little more youth -oriented,
that's fine, too.
As more Country stations pop
up in each market, do you feel
they'll go off in specific niches -
or will they all try to "out -hit"
each other?

That's a very good question,
and to be honest, I'm quite puz-
zled that in markets with three or
four Country stations, these guys
try to battle each other by playing
the same records. That continues
to amaze me. It's like, who can
give away the most jackpots?

It seems to me that their interests

would be best served if they tweaked

their musical approaches a bit. That

way, listeners would know that if
they tuned into one station, they'd
get high-energy Country music, and

so on. If I was the newest - and
fourth - Country station in the mar-

ket, that's what I'd be thinking. r

The

"April Fool's Day" mock parade bit is basically a

fake parade where everytime you discuss it on the

air, the parade is at a different location in your city.

The floats are presented in almost skit fashion. This

year there will be an "O.J." float and a "replacement

baseball players" float. Each year, we present it

around things that are topical and in the news local-

ly. We also discuss floats constructed around things

in local politics and local celebrities like TV anchors

and anything you can tie in to and make fun of. We

do it over about a 45 -minute period on the morn-

ing show. We produce it with parade sound effects

and provide a viewing area in front of the radio sta-

tion complete with coffee and donuts for the idiots

who show up. Last year, we had over 50 people out-

side, listening to the parade on the radio, eating cof-

fee and donuts, and pretending to be watching the

parade. We never say it's April Fool's during this.

There really isn't a need to. I forgot to mention one

of the new floats this year: the "McDonalds' Hot

Coffee" float.

They got blasted with hundreds of calls

from people with season tickets, who were pissed off

because they had heard nothing about even the pos-

sibility of this happening. We got threatened with a

lawsuit and had to go through with a retraction. We

got TV and press coverage from it. On the same day,

we announced the Royal Canadian Air Force and

the U.S.A.F. were conducting a joint/tactical

maneuver and that a Stealth bomber would be mak-

ing a test landing at the airport.

We could've done

it in a one -day period, judging by the intensity of

response we received, but it worked over the week

period very effectively.

I don't know if we'll do it here this year, but we did

this in Reno and it worked great. We had the morn-

ing show change format every half hour from 6:00

to 10:00 am. The formats we flipped to each half

hour were designed to be parodies of other Reno

radio stations. For example, we flipped to Country

for a half-hour. The big Country station in Reno was

K -Bull, "The Bull," so we played all these really bad

Country songs as "Bighorn 97" for a half-hour. After

that, we did "All-Fabio" radio for a half-hour, com-

plete with Fabio sweepers that said things such as,

"Since my arrival at WIVK in late 1990, I've
discovered that not many people leave the station. I

have been fortunate to have a great on- and off -air

staff who have heen here for years. Our morning
team of Wilhite & Wall are about to celebrate their

fourth anniversary here; they were the CMA Medi-

um Market Personality winners for 1992. They fol-

low the late Claude Tomlinson, who was not only
the CMA Medium Market Personality for 1988,
but was also the first voice to be heard on WIVK.

Our midday person, Bob Thomas, has been with
the station for more than 19 years and is also a

part-time actor. Ed Brantley
does afternoon drive; he has
been here for more than 22
years and, like many of our staff,

he's very involved in community

projects. Colleen, who is on
nights, is very popular, especially

with the younger audience. She

highlights interactive radio with

her show, 'Colleen's Call -Ins.'
But I would have to say that
WIVICK the frog, our station

WIVICK was born in 1978 and

"We try to play the best music for our listen-
ers. In reaching our target demos, we strive
for the best of the new Country and spike
in some Gold for balance. Research and Sound -
Scan are important tools that we use in deter-
mining rotations.

"We focus our promotions on our listeners
and what they want to win, which are (in order
of popularity) cash, cars and trips. One success-
ful promotion was the "Incredible Birthday
Bucks." We have some special promotions
planned for the Spring, but they have to remain
a secret for now.

"WIVK prides itself on a commitment to ex-
cellence, to marketing, to research and to per-
sonalities. These factors have been constant
throughout the history of the station."
