Cleveland radio programming
legend John Gorman was promoted

to VP/Director of Operations for
OmniAmerica's three Cleveland sta-

tions-WMMS, WMJI and WHK.
Gorman carries a heritage in

Cleveland as old as Rock radio itself.

The Boston native came to Cleve-

land to become MD of the old
WMMS. Two months into the job,

he was promoted to PD. In 1983,

he was bumped up to OM of 'MMS

and WHK-AM. Three years later, he

crossed the street to become VP/OM

of WGCL/WNCX.

In March of '87, he formed his
own consultancy, which lasted four

years. Then he joined Legacy Broad-

casting's WMJI FM as OM. When

WMJI was brought into the Omni -

America fold in April of '93, Gor-
man became OM of its three sta-

tions. His new position comes on
the heels of OmniAmerica's merger

with Citicasters.

"I appreciate the vote of confi-
dence," Gorman states. "I guess I'm

stuck with Dean [Thacker], Carl
[Hirsch] and Tony [Ocepek] for a
while! We have a championship
team with all three stations, and
we're looking forward to a very long

Accompanying the single will be

Meat Loaf's most extravagant video

project ever. The singer will star in a

multimillion -dollar Indiana Jones -

style jungle adventure that includes

battles with helicopter and motorcy-

cle -mounted antagonists, a fire -
breathing serpent, a raging river and

a high waterfall.

Meat Loaf is already in the midst

of a three-month, 20 -nation promo-

tional tour. The American swing is

about to take place. Among his stops

include an appearance and press con-

ference at a party held at the Rock

'N' Roll Hall of Fame in Cleveland

and promo stops in 10 cities. What's

more, he will sing "The National
Anthem" prior to baseball games in

the ballparks of the Cleveland Indi-

ans, Texas Rangers, Philadelphia

Phillies and New York Yankees.

On Halloween, MCA Records will

launch an exclusive Meat Loaf Inter-

net site, which will supply informa-

tion about the artist, excerpts from

several songs off the new album, con-

tests, giveaways and CD discounts. As

a special feature, radio stations with

their own Internet sites will be provid-

ed with an access package to the Meat

Loaf site directly. The Internet address

will be http//www.meatloafmca.com.

The most traditional form of ex-
posure, a world tour to support Es-

cape from Hell, is scheduled to kick

off in February 1996.

Clash Of The Top 40 Titans Imminent
Singles by Mariah Carey Michael AndJanet Jackson Vie For #1

While Seal's "Kiss from A Rose"

enjoyed its sixth consecutive week as

the most -played song in the country,

industry pundits are eagerly watching

the imminent slugfest between three

of the biggest names in Pop music.

New singles by Michael Jackson,

his sister Janet and Mariah Carey are

all racing to the top of the Network

40's PPW chart and will soon be duk-

ing it out for the most -played crown.

Michael's "You Are Not Alone" is cur-

rently third on the chart with 8,799

plays. Janet's new record, "Runaway,"

is fifth with 8,175 spins and Mariah's

"Fantasy" is sixth with 7,750 plays.

However, Carey's single is the
hottest single in terms of Accelerated

MICHAEL JACKSON

Airplay, as it increased over 2,000

plays in the preceding week. "Run-

away" was #2 in Accelerated Airplay

with a bump of over 1,200 spins and

"You Are Not Alone" was fourth

with an increase of over 800 plays. It

ought to be a lively battle between the

three and #2 Hootie & The Blow-
fish's "Only Wanna Be With You"

(10,135 plays) to become the succes-

sor to "Kiss From a Rose."

But those aren't the only hot
tunes on the format. Lisa Loeb &
Nine Stories' "Do You Sleep?"- #2

Accelerated Airplay with a 1,100 -spin

increase-rocketed to #25 on the
chart and is expected to reach the up-

per echelon early next month. Other

singles to watch: Gin Blossoms "Til I

Hear It from You" (#8), P.M.
DAWN's "Downtown Venus" (#27)

and The Rembrandts' "This House

Is Not a Home" (#39).

Alternative Radio

Flips On Again
The Alternative bandwagon

continues to barrel down the
highway, picking up new stations

left and right. Second Alternative
outlets popped up in Pittsburgh
and Sacramento last week, and Ft.

Myers became the latest small
market to come aboard.

In Sacramento, heritage Alter-

native KWOD will now be fac-
ing KQPT's "The Zone." KQPT
flipped from Progressive "The
Point" to Rock Alternative on
Monday, Sept. 12; Jim Trapp re-
mains as Program Director. The
station will adopt the Rock Alter-
native direction pioneered by
KXPK "The Peak" in Denver
and WNEW New York.

The most startling and sudden

appearance of direct -format com-

petition cropped up in Pitts-
burgh, which had no Alternative
outlet until August 29. Just three
days after WXRB flipped from
Country to "The Revolution
104.7," Secret Broadcasting
LMA'd WWKS and flipped it to
Alternative "X106.7"

Elsewhere, WJBX Ft. Myers
flipped from Classic Rock to Al-
ternative, with Lingo as PD/MD
and SBR serving as its new con-
sultancy. In Des Moines, jockless

Alternative KKDM started filling
out its staff with the hiring of
KKNB Lincoln's Sophia John as
MD and Marc Lee as Production
Director. Liz Janek is consulting
the station, which hopes to be
fully staffed by October 1.

here is a cancer among us.

A cancer growing daily for

which, so far, there is no
cure.

The radio and record
industries have always
operated on an "I need to
know" basis. Rumors and

gossip have fed the entertainment business for-
ever. As a part of that business, both those in
radio and records have been a part of it. There's
no way to keep from it. We feed daily on "Did
you hear about..." and "What's going on?"

When I first entered this business, I asked a
wise old veteran why this industry was so inter-
ested in rumors. He told me, "Because most of
them come true."

The wise old crone was right. Knowledge is a
powerful thing in any business. Inside knowledge

is all powerful in our business.

Much like my politically correct (it had a dif-

ferent definition in those days) father, who
would buy "worthless" timber land because he
knew where the next highway was planned,
most successful executives in our business keep
one ear to the ground in anticipation of the next
siesmic shifts.

Taken as a part of the whole, there's nothing
wrong with "good" gossip. It serves all of our
interests from time to time. It even got me my
first major -market programming gig. While
working in Phoenix, I started a rumor that I was
going to Boston to program WRKO. At that
time, no one from WRKO had contacted me and

I knew no one in the RKO organization. The
rumor made the trades, the GM at WRKO read
it and called me for an interview. Bottom line:
The rumor came true. I left Phoenix to program
WRKO in Boston.

Rumors and gossip boil down into two cate-
gories: good and bad. The good rumors are posi-
tive statements about people in our business that
might be moving to better jobs. These rumors
occur daily, often, as outlined above, started by
the very individuals who are seeking better posi-

tions. Having this industry say positive things
about you is like an actor's name in lights. How
are you going to conquer the world if nobody
knows your name? I've always encouraged "good"

rumors. How can we go wrong by saying positive

things about our colleagues?

The "bad" rumors are another thing entirely.

These are ugly statements about people in our
business...disparaging comments about their abil-

ity, connections, actions, looks, etc. As much as I

wish these "bad" rumors would disappear, they
won't. Because we are in a business that feeds on

itself, these "bad" rumors will continue to be a
fact...just as those classified as "good."

However, our industry has always had a built-

in immune system that fought these "bad"
rumors. Most of us refuse to perpetrate these
"bad" rumors...particularly if they are about our
friends. When these "bad" rumors run into
enough defense, they go away.

Unfortunately, these "bad" rumors have a new

carrier...one that is much harder to combat. With

the advent of the computer system, unreliable
rumors and gossip are allowed to run amuck.
There is very little we can do about it. Anyone

and everyone with a modem can dial up AOL
and say virtually anything and everything about
others. The cowards among us (virtually all of
those using the gossip channels on AOL) are
allowed to spout vile and venom without fear of
reprisal. There's nobody there to say, "Wait a
minute, that's not true," or "Hey, you're talking
about a friend of mine."

We've become entangled in the web of the
Internet. If you're on AOL, you're S.O.L.

Lately, the rash of ugliness has broken across

the face of the industry in big splotches. More
than one record company president was vilified to

the point of predicting the demise of their careers.

Certain promotion people have been crucified
for a variety of usually senseless reasons. We're

talking drawn and quartered here. More doom
was predicted.

A couple of weeks ago, a particularly nasty
tirade appeared on AOL about our opposites at
Hits. Because the message was so well written (I

guess I'm supposed to take that as a compli-
ment), several of my colleagues called to ask if I
was the author.

I wasn't. If I had written it, I would have
signed my name. Whether or not some of the
comments are true is not the point. The point is
that these messages are written by cowards who

hide behind anonymity. They take shots with no
fear of recrimination.

I understand that some people think this
cloak of secrecy might be helpful. Because no one

knows who is leaving the messages, same feel safe

in commenting on people in power. Some may
use this forum to criticize their boss or their com-
pany. Certain ugly truths may come to light that
would otherwise remain hidden. I have serious
reservations. Throwing ink into the washer with-

out a bottle of bleach handy can leave stains that
will last forever.

Talking ugly about others or starting "bad"
rumors is a fact of life in our industry. As I men-

tioned before, in some cases, it is even healthy.
But talking with others always provides a stopgap.

You might be wrong. Someone might change
your mind. If you're way out of line, someone
might sue you.

Put simply, to write whatever you want with-
out admitting you wrote it is chickenshit.

Network 40 doesn't use rumors from AOL.
We don't read them. No one should. It's not
right. And there's another reason. Anonymity
isn't guaranteed. Several people haven't covered
their tracks well enough recently and have been
busted.

Good!

If everyone in the industry stopped feeding
the gossip -mongers on AOL, this useless bullshit

would cease. Though you can dismiss it as no big
deal, it is, at the very least, time-consuming. If
someone writes something about you, you're
going to be fielding calls from people asking,
"Did you read what someone wrote about you on
AOL?" If something is written about your com-
pany or boss, you'll be getting the same calls.

Of course, just by writing this column, I'm
sure I'll be the target of some nameless coward
next week. Who knows, if it's well -written, with
no mistakes or grammatical errors, maybe some
of you will call Hits and ask them if they wrote it.

at Six." Steve Stevens, also our MD, works the
evenings. Steve is a lot of fun on the air, plus he
has a great ear for music. Our overnights are
with Scott Deveroux, who also is very music -
intensive. We try to give our jocks the freedom
to have their own personality on the air.

"KLRQ is celebrating its five-year anniver-
sary this month. We're having a huge party
with none other than Roger Clinton.

ORGANIC HALLOWEEN

Sponsor a costume contest-

except that the prizes go to the

best costumed vegetable and fruit.

Prizes can be divvied out in cate-

gories such as celebrity look -alike,

appliances, animals, etc. An inter-

esting tangent would be to hold a

costume contest for pets; they

must look like humans.

COST: BESIDES TRADED -OUT THINGS
LIKE CONCERT TICKETS AND CDS,
NOTHING.

RETURN: AN IDEAL WAY TO ATTRACT
MEDIA COVERAGE.

THE HAUNTED CLIENT

For the weekend and Monday

night before Halloween, do a re-

mote from participating client stores

where, for a few hours that evening,

the store's lights are darkened, fake

cobweb stuff is sprayed all over,

some creepy music is piped in...and

customers get to go "haunted" shop-

ping. An intern will jump out of a

rack of clothes...an undead bar-

tender will serve drinks with fake

bone stirrers, etc. Some haunted

things are on sale as well.

COST: SMALL CHANGE FOR FAKE COBWEB
STUFF AND OTHER INCIDENTALS.

RETURN: TURNS A TTIREE-HOUR PLUG
INTO AN EXCITING, SPECIAL EVENT THAT
COULD ATTRACT MEDIA COVERAGE.

TRICKS AND TREATS

Bring in some needy kids and

take them to a mall or shopping

center, where they can "trick or

treat" the various merchants (i.e.

clients-whom you mention up
the ying-yang). Invite listeners to

come to the mall and donate can-

dy or other "treats" such as used

clothing and cans of food. Be sure

to alert the media well beforehand.

COST: CANDY AND STUFF TRADED FOR
MENTIONS. TRANSPORTING THE KIDS
MAY BE THE ONLY EXPENSE, IF YOU
CAN'T TRADE THAT OUT.

RETURN: EXCELLENT IMAGING WARM-
& -FUZZY SHOULD ATTRACT PLENTY OF
LOCAL TV AND PRINT COVERAGE.

"GUESS THE COSTUME"

For the preceding weekend,
Monday and Halloween, the jocks

tell listeners that they came to work

in costume. At every break, they

give out one clue as to who they are.

Nth callers have just one guess. If

they're wrong, something is added

to the "treat." Correct guessers win

the usual concert tickets/CDs or

maybe even client products.

COST: PRIZES TRADED FOR MENTIONS.

RETURN: ENTERTAINING WAY TO BUILD
CUMF. AND TSI .

THE SIAMESE CROWD PARTY

At a large club remote, invite lis-

teners in for free-as long as they all

dress as the same celebrity. Picture

1,000 O.J. Simpsons, Kato Kaelins,

Michael Jacksons, Sylvester Stal-

lones, Sharon Stones, etc.

Better yet, hold several parties at

various sites, where each club lets in

people dressed as just one of the

principals in the O.J. case or of a

popular 'TV show or movie. (With

the O.J. bash, anyone dressed as

Mark Fuhrman must come in a
white hood.) Then they're all invited

to a large outdoor remote where they

can mingle in one mega -photo op.

COST: CLUB EXPENSES TRADED OUT.
OUTDOOR REMOTE COSTS ONLY.

RETURN: AGAIN, AN EYE -POPPING
PHOTO OP THAT TV STATIONS WOULD
NATURALLY GRAVITATE TOWARD.

OFFICE TRICKS & TREATS

Have a jock dress up as a deliv-

ery person for a client, be it a pizza

place, florist, etc. The jock will
randomly deliver orders sent in by

offices (who call their orders in to

the station or to the client and
mention call letters). Jock delivers

order to office on-air...and office

gets their lunch for free.

COST: FREE LUNCHES TRADED FOR
MENTIONS.

RETURN: BUILDS CUME AND TSL
DURING MIDDAYS. You SHOULD ALSO
BE ABLE. TO GET A PRETTY GOOD AD
BUY FROM CLIENT.

THE HAUNTED BROADCAST

Do a jock -less broadcast, where

listeners can only hear whispers,

muted screams in the background, a

clock ticking and song carts being

put in and potted up. A ghostly Hal-

loween liner is played every so often;

sometimes only portions are replayed

as if they're being "scratched."

Every so often, the request line

phone rings, it's picked up and the

caller requests a record, but no one

answers him/her. Also, another line

rings, it's picked up-and the PD's

on the line. He asks who's there (no

answer)... demands that whoever's

there stop this "joke" (no answer)...

"This isn't funny anymore!" (still no

answer)...he tells someone else to call

the cops, and he hangs up.

The broadcast continues until

"the cops" can be heard breaking

into the studio, looking for a culprit

who's not there. One amateurishly

becomes the jock, asking listeners to

forgive his lack of talents until they

can find a "real" jock.

COST: A HALFWAY DECENT IMAGINATION
AND GUTS TO PULL THIS OFF.

RETURN: AN ENTERTAINING BROADCAST
THAT'LL. HAUNT WATER COOLERS
EVERYWHERE TILE NEXT DAY.

PUMPKIN OLYMPICS

Stage an outdoor event in an area

where there's a lot of trees (like a

nursery) and a many -windowed one-

story building. Among the events

you can schedule for the Pumpkin

Olympics are: pumpkin bowling,

pumpkin shotput, creative window

soaping, creative T.P.'ing and, at a

local cemetery, use a kickball and

play some form of ghost bumper

pool-the winner is able to bounce

his/her ball off the most tombstones.

COST: YouMIGHT HAVE TO PAY FOR
PUMPKINS, SOAP, TOILET PAPER AND
LOCATION, BUT WHAT THE HEY....

RETURN: SHOULD BE GOOD FOR SOME
MEDIA COVERAGE AND PLENTY OF
AFTER -EVENT WATER COOLER TALK.

PUMPKIN BOBBING

Take a slew of big pumpkins to a

remote. Cut large openings on

top-but leave all their entrails in-

tact. Listeners, with their hands tied

behind them, have to stick their faces

in the gunk to bite out a wrapped

"treat" you stick in the middle of the

slop. The "treats" would contain

pieces of paper signifying prizes such

as CDs, contest tickets and a grand

prize of a trip, car, etc.

COST: You MAY HAVE TO POP FOR THE
PUMPKINS, BUT THE PRIZES SHOULD BE
TRADED OUT.

RETURN: ENTERTAINING EVENT TO
WATCH AND IT WOULD TRANSLATE. INTO
GOODTEIEATRE-0E-TIIE MIND ON THE AIR.

"TRICK OR EAT"

Days before Halloween, hype

the fact that you're going to go out

and ask "Trick or Eat," and if peo-

ple give you a can of food (for a lo-

cal food bank), they themselves

could win a treat (station T-shirt,

CDs, concert tickets, keychains,

etc.). Then, on the big night, have

the on -air jocks say where the in-

terns and other jocks will be trick -

or -treating and do cut -ins of them

going to the doors, asking for food

and returning the favor with prizes.

COST: CDs,CONCERT TICKETS...THE
USUAL STUFF.

RETURN: NICE CHARITY STUNT THAT
MAKES FOR GOOD RADIO AND
ATTRACTS THE MEDIA, TOO.

GHOST WASH

With an interested client, set up

a "haunted" car wash where people

stay in their cars and watch the

"ghosts" wash and dry their cars,

then give the customers "prize

bags" of candy, bumperstickers and

whatnot. Part of the charge for the

car wash goes to a local charity.

COST: CAR WASH SHOULD TRADE USE OF
SITE FOR MENTIONS, ETC.

RETURN: GREAT WAY TO ATTRACT
FAMILIES DURING HOLIDAY AND
CONTRIBUTE TO A GOOD CAUSE.
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It's not as innocent as it looks.

Simply Good Music

INTERVIEW BY JEFF SILBERMAN
t may not take the place of multimillion sales, but critical

acclaim can be an encouraging thing for a new artist try-
ing to stand out amidst the deluge of newcomers in

Country music. Kim Richey has deservedly been on the

receiving end of an avalanche of critical plaudits. However,

some of the kudos have been along the lines of Richey as a

purveyor of "Intelligent Country"

"I really don't like that too much," she declares. "It inadvertently slams

almost everyone else. I happen to love Country music, especially the older

stuff which is really simple. But just because it's simple doesn't mean it's

stupid. The simple stuff is really hard to write; it's bare bones and there's

no filler. Those are always the hardest songs to write."

In fact, a better description of Richeys self -titled debut album and her current

single, "Those Words We Said," would be the simplest.. just "good Country."

Richey wasn't raised on Country
music. Born and raised in Dayton,
Ohio, she grew up on Pop music, listen-
ing to 45s she received from her aunt.
While a student at Western Kentucky
University, she joined a band with Bill
Lloyd, who turned her onto songwrit-
ing. The craft didn't come naturally.

"I wrote a lot of bad songs at first,"
she admits. "That's how you learn. I also
wrote with people who had more experi-
ence, such as Bill Lloyd and Jennifer
Kimball. It was kind of a humbling ex-
perience to go to the Bluebird and hear
successful writers play their songs.
You've written songs you thought were
pretty good, then you hear their songs
and go, ' Whoa!' That just made me
want to go back and write new songs."

"When I first got to Nashville, I tried
to do stuff I thought people wanted me
to do," she adds. "Then I moved into do-
ing what I felt was right in my heart, then

use what I've learned in Nashville, which
is working pretty good now."

Richey laughs about her early
Nashville days, when the one-time cook
hung out in the studio with Foster/Lloyd.
"Everybody was talking about the music
business and I didn't have a clue. I felt
like saying, 'Hey, let's talk about restau-
rants for a while.'

"To be honest, it wasn't until Radney
Foster had a hit with 'Nobody Wins' that
I felt a bit more secure in what I was do-
ing," Richey notes. "I'm stiThearning, just

from meeting different people and getting

different influences. But once I got my
first check from 'Nobody Wins,' I quit
putting 'bartender' on my W-2 form."

Being a writer of hit songs certainly
helped attract label interest, but Richey
cites "a whole lot of little things" that
led her to Mercury Records. "Nashville
is a very supportive environment," she
says. "Even if people aren't on your la-
bel, they'll support you. Luke Lewis was
brought to see me perform by Tracy
Gershon, who was just my friend. Then
my publisher, Pat McMurray, played
songs for Luke, who asked if I could
play live at their office. So Pat and I met
Luke and A&R head Keith Stegall. We
were there for 90 minutes, but I only
played three songs. We just talked the
rest of the time. I loved it from the get -
go; they made me feel so comfortable."

Just as important, Mercury allowed
Kim creative freedom and helped her to
recruit Richard Bennett, who produced
two of Kim's favorite albums, Steve Ear-
le's Guitar Town and Exit 0. "When
Richard and I talked about what songs to
put on the album, we just wanted to
make the best record we could and not try
to sound like what someone else wanted it
to sound like. From songs to sequencing,
we wanted to create a record that works as
a whole. It's not just a collection of singles

that have nothing to do with each other,
musically or thematically."

"One of the great things about Richard

was that although he had a vision of what
the songs should sound like, he wasn't
locked into that. A lot of my friends who
played on my demos and were familiar
with the songs played on the album, too.

Richard let them play the songs the best
way they could-and not tie them down
to his preconceived notions."

A good illustration of their songwrit-
ing and recording process can be seen in
the genesis of the current single, "Those
Words We Said." "It was the second
song [collaborator] Angelo and I wrote
together. The music told us where to go;
we knew it had to be some kind of dri-
ving song. People usually start with a
hook or a chorus to write around. This
started from the top, then we went
blindly ahead and came up with a good
chorus. We began with 'I left you with
nothing but a few tears in my eyes,' then
everything else popped into our heads."

Many Country fans have already
heard "Those Words We Said," as it's
also on Trisha Yearwood's album. "An-
gelo and I wrote and demoed it as a mid -
tempo song. Trisha slowed it down from
the demo and we kinda rocked it up."

All together, the songs comprise
what a friend of Kim's calls a great
"break-up album." Although Richey
and Bennett tried to make the entire al-
bum thematically cohesive, "We really
didn't try to make it go together lyrical-
ly. That came about just from what was
going on with me or my friends when

we were writing the songs. You get
ideas from those experiences. That fil-
ters down and gets into your songs."

The critical acclaim heaped upon her
album has been a double-edged sword.
Although many admire Richey for push-
ing the envelope of quality Country mu-
sic, some think it's "not Country
enough. ""There's a lot of stuff with
Rock licks on Country radio, yet people
aren't questioning that," she responds.
"Maybe if I wore a hat, it would be easi-
er. But the bottom line is that it
shouldn't make a difference. If the music
is good, it should get played."

Of course, the edge of Country to-
day could be the Mainstream tomor-
row. Can Richey stick to her guns and
have the patience it'll take to get the
Country establishment to come around?
"That's a good question, because I hon-
estly don't know," she states. "I guess
I'll just have to wait and see. The thing
is, if I can get heard, it'll work. People
who hear it get really into it.

"When Mercury signed me, they-
and I-knew I was a risk," Richey says.
"I'm pretty left of center; but I really
believe in my music, so if the whole
thing craps out, at least I made record
that I'm really proud of. I could've
made a record just to fit into some
slot...and if that wasn't successful, the
whole thing would've been worthless.
At least I've made a record I'm really
proud of right now." r
