Infinity Buys Alliance Broadcasting
Seven Major -Market Stations Go For $275 Million

Soon after Infinity Broadcasting

cleared the desk of indecent program-

ming litigation with the FCC, it an-

nounced the acquisition of Alliance

Broadcasting. The pact, priced at $275

million, will give Infinity seven radio

stations in four of the top 13 markets.

Alliance flagship stations include

legendary KFRC San Francisco and

Country sister KYCY, KYCD Detroit,

KYNG and KSNN Dallas and KYCW

Seattle. Cash flow from the Alliance

stations is reported to be in the neigh-

borhood of $16 million. It also gives

Infinity a new duopoly in Detroit with

WXYT and WOMC FM.

In all, Infinity will now have 34 sta-

tions, making it the second largest ra-

dio group behind the recently merged

39 -station Group W/CBS entity. In

terms of overall revenue, its estimated

take of $358 million will leave it slight-

ly behind Group W's $452 million.

Speculation has already begun on

whether Infinity head Mel Karmazin

will move their star syndicated person-

ality, Howard Stern, from KOME San

Jose to KYCY San Francisco. Insiders

bet against it, since Stern trails only the

San Francisco News/Talk station,
KGO in San Jose and is already #8 in

the Bay Area. A KOME/KYCY simul-

cast or station switch would go against

Karmazin's historical tendency to max-

imize income by offering as many per-

sonalities and shows as possible.

Warner Music Group Sells Out Interscope
Sells Interest In Interscope Back To Field, Iovine

The battle over the the right to dis-

seminate explicit Rap just came to a

head, as Warner Music Group and In-

terscope announced that they are ter-

minating their partnership.

Warner Music will sell its interest in

Interscope to company founders Ted

Field and Jimmy Iovine. In the transi-

tion period, Warner will continue to

distribute some of Interscope's product.

Of course, one release that Warn-

er won't touch is the new Tha Dogg

Pound album, Dogg Food. Created

by the Dr. Dre/Snoop Doggy Dogg

posse on Death Row Records, the

controversial album is the latest re-

lease that has made the Warner Mu-

sic Group an easy target for conserv-

ative groups. Republican Presidential

candidate Sen. Bob Dole mentioned

Warner by name for its association

with Interscope (whose co-owner,
not -so -coincidentally is Pres. Clin-

ton campaign supporter Ted Field).

While former Warner Music
Group head Doug Morris staunchly

stood by the artistic rights of the rap-

pers, urging the Warner powers to ac-

quire the label entirely, new Music

Group Chairman/CEO Michael
Fuchs apparently shares Time Warner

board members' concerns about pro-

jecting a positive image.

"If music is being distributed in our

name, we will bear the responsibility

for that music," Fuchs states. "The na-

ture of our agreement with I nterscope

precluded us from any meaningful dis-

cussion regarding Interscope's music.

We therefore decided, in conjunction

with Interscope, that this joint venture

no longer made sense for either party.

"This decision is not about any par-

ticular kind of music," he claims. "An

indispensible part of the Warner Mu-

sic Group's success has been our his-

toric track record of being open to all

kinds of music and artists. This deci-

sion is about our responsibilities and

how we conduct business."

Agreeing to disagree, as it were, in

the joint press release was Interscope's

co-owner Ted Field. "From our re-

spective vantage points, this was sim-

ply the right thing to do," he states.

"We at Interscope will continue our

tradition of providing a home for
young and exciting artists and we are

confident that Warner Music will con-

tinue to do the same."

Which leaves the oft -delayed release

of Dogg Food now set for October 10.

Although it has no distributor as yet,

finding one shouldn't be a problem,

since past Death Row releases have

sold anywhere from two million to
four million copies.

Logical speculation as to future

suitors include PolyGram and BMG

(foreign entities that won't be affected

by conservative pressure), and Doug

Morris' Rising Tide Entertainment.

hirts or skins? In the begin-

ning, we choose either plan A

or plan B with careers, fre-

quently colliding at tribal
gatherings called conventions.

For years, it was an opportu-

nity to Misbehave at a label's

expense while staying alert for

a full 48 or so hours to then go home, stand in the foyer,

hands in pockets while looking at our shoes. Ouch!

As the mindset of our industry continues to
evolve, so do the events that bring us together. I'll

admit this was a limited sample as far as attendance

goes. These were the programmers who didn't
attend the MTV Awards with all the shimmering

New York nightschmoozing. They opted to get
nose -to -nose with consultants, general managers

and record executives (who, by the way, had given

their tickets to the folks not in New Orleans).

This crew was serious.

With deregulation looming, it's clear that fewer

players will soon hold all the marbles, making a radio

programmer's expertise, coupled

ing of its art, a coveted scientific commodity. Breaking

an artist through radio has little to do with a steak and

baked potato. Now, if you huddle up in the corner of a

bar and mumble, "Say, Billy -boy, we're looking to drop

some time -buy bucks in town and, ya know, blah-blah-

blah (nudge, nudge)," the reply from William will be a

simple "thank you" and an account exec will call you at

the hotel the next morning at eight.

Maximum utility of your database. Identifying

trends in call -out fluctuation. Creating a spread-

sheet to calculate your depreciative overhead.

Can I please buy someone a drink?

New Orleans is the deep South and I feel at
home there. And even though you must shave away

several layers of touristy crayola wax, it is a fine
example of the Southern American mixed bag,
steeped in a dark, rich, cultural broth and dripping

with "scuse me's" and "thank ya, Ma'am's." Folks

from New Orleans have a sleepy sweetness about

them. Their eyes look like they just crawled from a

bed and their lips look like they know a sly little
secret that they might just tell, if properly coaxed.

In the elevator of our hotel, we encountered an

elderly African -American gent who was dressed

impeccably. While admiring his bow tie, I men-
tioned that hand -tying was fast becoming a lost art.

He just smiled gently and said, "Well, sir, you're

sure mighty kind to say those things."

Softness is a Southern way.

On a breezy Wednesday, Willy, Bon -Bon and I

took a wonderful guy to dinner and locked into a

magnificent conversation for over an hour before

realizing we hadn't even ordered appetizers. We
swapped stories about radio debuts, compared all-

time favorite singles, showed pictures of our kids

and laughed about how things are and what used to

be. All over Diet Cokes and laptops.

What's wrong with this picture? Nothing.

Speaking of research, New Orleans is the perfect

environment to conduct a procedure I call "BWX"

(for Barfly Wisdom Extrapolation) and, as with most

research techniques, methodology is everything. Early

Saturday morning, after beignets and cups of coffee

with chicory, I proceeded north through the French

Quarter to a rather seedy strip of our host city. There

I began a selection of research stations, sorting
through opened bars with multi -participants. Even at

8:30 am in New Orleans, it's sometimes difficult to

locate at least four drunks at one bar, but the sample

size must represent the cume. When selecting a par-

ticipant, certain rules must be adhered to, such as

feigning authenticity to create trust. It's best not to
bathe, to give an unkempt look. Indoor sunglasses are

a must, no matter how dark the environment.

That morning, luck was with me as I eyeballed a

perfect subject propped at a dusty bar across a sticky

floor. The room smelled like a mix of gin, Mr. Clean

and urine. The brightest light spoke Silver Bullet in

neon. At the Er end of the bar, I loaded a virgin vodka

tonic in each fist and slid in the stool next to this old

codger. I wasn't even sure he was alive. His frame was

like a washed out praying mantis, attached to the bar at

the elbow by super -glue. A small wisp of a cobweb

seemed to float from his pointed chin. If short -sleeve

shirts are Barfly uniforms, this one was suited up in pale

blue and revealed half of a Navy tattoo immortalizing

WWII on a scaly forearm. His ashtray was way past

overflow. He had been sitting there at least a month.

I slammed my first drink 'bottom to the sky'
and loudly sucked the ice before banging the empty

on the bar.

No reaction. Good. If he would have been
impressed, he would be a phony. No one spoke for

20 minutes. He may have been dead after all, but he

was qualifying his ass off.

Without looking at him, I growled out of the
side of my mouth, "Ever killed a man?"

After about 90 seconds, his head slowly turned.

His neck popped so loudly that I expected his head

to just plop over and dangle across his shirt front. As

he opened his mouth, I was reminded of the open-

ing to some sinister cavern where a bad little troll

lives. He didn't speak. He just exhaled. It was rank.

I began the questionnaire. "Where can a man
get a decent plate of rice and beans? You think fat

Al Hirt can really play a trumpet? Whoever put the

first banjo in a Jazz band should be dug up and
shot. Do you know where he's buried?"

That morning, more words came out of that
cracker than in the last six years. Recipes, fistfights,

prostitutes, Jazz dives, free food, fishing holes,
voodoo and other factoids were filling my databank

as fast as the bee -hived barmaid could fill his glass. I

was researching my brains out. Somewhere around

noon -thirty, my consultant's head just shut down

and slowly creaked, rotating back to its original death

stare. End of interview. I left him like I found him,

except he was a little drunker and me a lot smarter.

"When The Saints Go Marching In" was testing

through the roof.

"Pop Goes The Weasel" was showing serious
burn factor.

And to this old geezer, "Happy Birthday" was
totally unfamiliar.

There was a lot of wisdom to capture at this
year's NAB convention. One of radio's most promi-

nent figures sat at a round table and said, "In these

days of information overload, programming by your

gut is more essential than ever. After all, 'gut' is only

having a clear understanding of your target audience

and a superb knowledge of your radio station."

From those lips to God's ears.

Back in 1972, I was staying at a youth hostel on

Dumaine Street in The French Quarter. During
that trip, I lost a gold ring with a small diamond
chip. I had found it eight or so years before on the

floor of a laundromat in Alabama. I'll always know

that it is somewhere down South.

With apology to Charles Bukowski. o
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There's no place like home...

Heart stripped down the music, worked with producer

The Art Of "Out Of The Box" Programming

INTERVIEW BY KRISTEN GUARINO & JEFF SILBERMAN

n a business where perception often dis-

torts or even overrules reality, John

Gorman has defied the typecasting that

has brought lesser talents down.

When AOR ruled the airwaves in the

70s and early '80s, Gorman was at the
controls of the most influential heritage AOR of all,

WMMS Cleveland. Of course, that format has since fall-

en upon harder times-to the point where its remaining

flagship stations complain about being ignored by the
labels in favor of Alternative stations. And Gorman? He's

heading up three Cleveland stations, including a revived

Alternative WMMS.

John Gorman has survived and prospered over the

years in spite of industry typecasting because WMMS was

no more a "typical" AOR as it is now a "typical"

Alternative. He has succeeded in each case because he

applied "out of the box" thinking. In this interview,

Gorman explains just how that mindset works.

When you first came to 'MMS, was it

already a heritage station in the market?

It had heritage as an AOR station

thanks to Billy Bass' direction. He assem-

bled a strong, creative staff. The station

broke David Bowie and had a great repu-

tation in the market.

Why did you leave Boston for Cleveland

in the first place?

I needed work; I was out of radio. Den-

ny Sanders, who succeeded Bass as PD,

hired me as MD. I worked with Denny in

Boston at WNTN. We also published a

magazine together. It was a natural fit.

How were you able to be promoted to

PD in just three months?

Denny played a cruel trick on me. He

wanted to concentrate on his airshift and

special projects. Unknown to me at the

time, when he hired me to be MD, his

intent was to eventually make me the PD.

What made WMMS so successful

during its heyday?

A big reason was my boss, Carl Hirsch.

When he joined WMMS as GM, he en-

couraged everyone to think "out of the

box." As we grew, Carl was instrumental in

our evolution by creating a unique environ-

ment that would foster that growth.

Although AOR was in its prime in that

era, what made WMMS stand out?

We were beyond the AOR format. My

background was more Top 40 -oriented; I

loved radio regardless of format. With

WMMS, I applied Carl's mandate to think

out of the box. We weren't the typical AOR

by any stretch of the imagination. We

played LaBelle, the Four Seasons...even

some Disco. We didn't fall into a "modal"

trap. We were broader than the format.

Does 'MMS still do that as an Alternative?

Throughout radio, the most creative,

successful stations apply the same method.

Certainly, Alternative is the flavor of the

month; every week a few more stations flip

to the format. But if you monitor some

converts, you'll hear a fair number sounding

"pre-fah"-same playlist, same liners....

Rule #1 for any radio station: When

you listen to a station, you should know

what city you are in. More than a few sta-

tions in many formats fail to capture the

personality of the cities they are licensed to.

How else did WMMS stand out?

We always considered ourselves a

renegade station. I had incredible air tal-

ent and a support staff always looking for

new new ways to break the rules and

challenge the status quo.

In the early '70s, Cleveland embraced

what was defined as Glitter Rock. The New

York Dolls, Roxy Music and Suzy Quatro

were superstars here. It was all an outgrowth

of David Bowie, who broke out of here in

1972. That also led to Mott the Hoople

and Iggy Pop & the Stooges; those acts

were left of center of Mainstream AORs.

Again, WMMS was nevera true AOR.

It was more of a Pop culture radio station

on the forefront of what was really happen-

ing musically. Also, AOR began to live on

its past very early in the game. Within five

years of the format's growth, AOR became

very Gold -intensive and stopped breaking

new bands. It became an in -bred format.

Is that why AOR lost its momentum?

Without a doubt. It's not as if you can't

play Golds and succeed. Our Oldies station,

WMJI, has owned 25-54. Since we took

over back in January of '91, WMMS' great-

est success came by not being modal and rely-

ing heavily on Gold. In my years at the origi-

nal WMMS, we were never less than 60%

current. Let's face it: The only difference be-

tween the AOR and Classic Rock formats,

until recently, were two currents an hour.

You knew what was going down, but

why didn't other AOR PDs catch on?

We were lor.' '  ac an oddity, or that

WMMS was ..que situation, in a

unique market. That was all bullshit. I

heard a thousand reasons why this couldn't
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happen anywhere else. And it really didn't

until the '80s, when New Wave hit. Most

AORs stuck with the tried and true. Some

flirted with Duran Duran or the Euryth-

mics, but just like AORs today, most were

afraid to embrace the new music.

We heard a lot of good Pop/Rock from

the Clash, Blondie, Human League and

Culture Club that wasn't being played on

AOR We went in the other direction. Our

playlist was more of a "Rock of the '80s"

format; we did what we felt was right for

this market. The broader we took WMMS

musically, by breaking new artists and hard -

selling the new music, the higher our num-

bers went. At one point, we were #1 from

teens to 25-54! At this stage, we had almost

nothing in common with other AORs, and

eventually we started reporting Top 40.

In the late '80s, when the original man-

agement was long gone, WMMS reversed

its course and became the "typical" AOR,

and that is when the station fell apart.

After you came back to WMMS, when

did you realize you had to take the

station full-fledged Alternative?

Carl and Dean Thacker told me of

the probability of WMMS becoming

part of the OmniAmerica family in a du-

opoly. We had to make WMMS mean as

much to today's audience as it did to its

audience from the '70s to the mid-'80s-

a cool, hip, high -gloss, off-the-wall, take -

no -prisoners Rock N' Roll radio station.

We realized we had to blow up the old

WMMS and put together a new, young air

staff The press thought we were crazy; we

got a lot of negative print. We conducted

an extensive research project and it con-

firmed our opinions and gut: What once

had tremendous credibility in this market

now had a terrible image.

We began at point zero, which brought

on some tough questions: Do we change

the call letters? What do we do with The

Buzzard logo? We had that bad of an image.

There was already an Alternative in the

market. How did that affect you?

There was a large enough hole in this

market to do a slightly different, more

Mainstream version of the format. Plus, the

other Alternative was reaching a very small

audience. We wanted to create our own

style. Our version of the format was quite

different. Ours had the more high -gloss,

forward motion attributes of a Top 40. It

also had an irreverent sense of humor and a

staff truly committed to the format.

We started in April and finished the

evolution on Labor Day weekend. First we

went more current, then replaced AOR ti-

tles with Modern Rock. In one book, we

became the Modem Rock leader.

Should Alternative be more Top 40-

based...or AOR-based?

We do not resemble an AOR at all.

Our delivery leans Top 40. We're 85% cur-

rent, for example. We walk up tunes; most

of our air talent has Top 40 backgrounds

and a genuine love for the music. This audi-

ence cannot be fooled. If your air talent is

air staff, new music and an irreverent atti-

tude. We temporarily lost older demos.

How do you rebound from the

Patience. That goes for any new format.

Let the format breathe. We are now show-

ing growth in 25-34.

Has Alternative become almost like

what Rock 40 should've been?

Absolutely. The successful Alternative

stations are actually an outgrowth of Rock

40. KROQ and WHFS were left -of -center

stations. At KROQ, Kevin Weatherly and
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going through the motions and reading off

liner cards and isn't sincerely, genuinely ex-

cited about the music, you're history.

To answer your question, in general, it

depends on the market and your competi-

tion. Cleveland is a high-energy city. Our

style may not work in Denver, Tampa or

other similar -sized markets. We have an

"East Coast style" to our format.

After a big post -flip bump in sampling,

most Alternatives take a hit in the

ratings. How do you combat that?

We didn't...and you can't. We took a

terrible hit; we expected to. The younger

demos were first to embrace the new for-

mat. It was fresh and exciting, with a new

Gene Sandbloom centered it, fine-tuned

the formatics and added a "Minister of

Cool" factor. They took the right elements

of Top 40 and applied it to Alternative. On

the other hand, WMMS came from a right -

of -center position and moved to the center.

How will Alternatives survive when

there's a new format flavor of the month?

Good radio will survive regardless of

format. The bottom line is if a station is

well -managed, does the right promotions

and marketing, has a great creative support

staff and doesn't lose sight of its goals...it

will grow and prosper. The talent on this

station is tremendous. This team will be

around for a long time.

You currently oversee operations at not

just WMMS, but three stations. How

do you effectively time -manage that?

It's a long day. I grew up with the

music that's played on WMJI, our Oldies

station. If you have great talent and a

working environment that allows people

to be creative and move forward, you will

be successful.

A lot of credit must go to Dean Thack-

er, who in addition to being part-owner of

OmniAmerica, also general manages the

trio. You think my job is tough...try his!

It is a long day. The biggest problem is

WMMS and WHK are in one building and

WMJI is in another. I spend a half -day at

each location. Unfortunately, as soon as I

get to one place, there's a problem at the

other. Eventually we will be under one roof.

After being involved in a radio group

merger, what advice can you give PDs

whose stations are sold?

Start by having steel balls. You have to

be strong and patient. I know it sounds

trite, but if you're programming great radio,

you'll survive and grow. This consolidation

is necessary, but if you trim too thin, you

create DB0--duopoly bum -out.

We're learning about this as we go

along. No one has a guidebook on duopoly

management. We have duopolies in

Columbus, West Palm and Jacksonville,

among others, and each one is run in a

manner best suited for the market.

Just what keeps you excited about this?

Everything. When I was six years old,

I got my parents to buy my first single,

"Hound Dog" by Elvis Presley, after seeing

him on The Milton Berk Show. I've been a

prisoner of Rock N' Roll since then. I get

the same charge out of hearing Bush, Nine

Inch Nails, God Lives Underwater, Pearl

Jam and Tori Amos as I did the first time I

heard the Beatles, the Stones, Jerry Lee

Lewis, Motown, Stax/Volt and Bob Dylan.

When I was nine, I asked my father

how the DJ can play two records so fast. So

he put together two turntables and wired

them up to an amp so I could do segues.

When I was 12, I had a pirate radio station

in my attic. Four years later, 1 lied about my

age to get my first job in radio after school.

I've been a radio junkie all my life.

Of course, the rules have changed and

evolved over the years. In today's environ-

ment is, you can't "ready, aim, fire!" You

have to be right the first time. There is less

room for error. Regardless, I've never lost

the excitement for this business. r

GANGSTA RAP ROUNDTABLE
It's the hot -button topic that refuses to go away. Gangsta Rap contin-
ues to sell through the roof and is irresistibly popular with a large seg-
ment of the young, active Crossover audience. Yet it also alienates older
listeners and carries some heavy baggage in terms of negative image
and advertiser grief. This week, the debut Network 40 Hot Line rings
up four experienced music programmers, who rap about the dilemma:
Is it a real problem... or are we making a big issue out of nothing?

You're aware of the much publicized con-
flict over "Gangsta Rap" and its lyrical
content. What reaction are you getting to
it in your market?

MARTIN: If a Rap song is a smash, it's a smash.

Our audience doesn't break it down into a cate-

gory. Rap (and Gangsta Rap), just like any form

of music, needs to be looked at on a song -by -

song basis. Like anything on the edge, we get
people who love it and those who hate it.

NEWMAN: Two summers ago, Gangsta Rap
hit its peak here. Since then, it has not been
strong on the phones-even at night, when we
play these songs. The audience has moved away

from Gangsta Rap with the same old message.

THOMAS: Although polarizing, certain Gangsta

Rap songs break through for KLUC. As a Top 40

station, we look for Rap songs that appeal to more

people. Our core audience doesn't appreciate the

hard, street Rap with no musical hook. However,

they do like certain songs from artists such as

Coolio. So while Gangsta Rap as a genre isn't

liked here, certain songs break through.

HEAD: Houston loves its Rap and always has.

In the last seven months, our listeners have come

to embrace it even more, so we're playing more

Rap than ever before. Some people hate it, but
more of our core audience loves it. In fact,
they've come to expect it from KBXX. The crit-

icism out there is from people who don't under-

stand the music, and are looking for something

to complain about. Political leaders like Bob
Dole complain about how Rap and Hip -Hop
are destroying our society, but it's just ignorance.

Rap and Hip -Hop artists claim that their
songs merely reflect what's going on in

"inner city America." Do you agree, and
do you feel your audience is looking for
your station to recognize that reality?

MARTIN: These songs are a testimony to what's

going on in the streets. It's a fact of life. I do
think our audience is split in half. Some kids are

really into the lyrics and the message, while the

majority thinks, "Damn, that's a phat-ass beat."

The lyrics come to them later.

NEWMAN: There is some validity in the lyrics,

but most of the music is the same old, same old.

Being in such a rural area, it's tough to expose

songs that the majority of our listeners can't
relate to. If a song becomes incredibly huge with

exposure everywhere, we'll look at it. Yeah, it
depends on the issue and the lyrics, but it still
comes down to, "If I turn on the radio, am I
going to like this song?"

THOMAS: Yes, there is some reality to the lyrics,

but only for a small percentage of the audience.

KLUC will recognize the reality-to a certain
point. People look at us as an entertainment
medium. Sometimes we get so heavy in the
"hood," we forget that we need to have fun and

put on a product people will enjoy listening to.

HEAD: Some artists talk about what's goin' on

and some are a joke. The answer could be yes or

no. A small portion cares about reality, but in

general, the audience wants to hear their favorite

songs. You don't see Hammer and Vanilla Ice

making it big here. The real big Hip -Hop stars

are Coolio, Snoop, Dr. Dre, and Wu -Tang Clan.

These guys are right off the streets. Reality, or

the image of reality, is very important.

Do you maintain a strict programming
philosophy on Rap songs, or do you allow
them to play all day? Has your philosophy
changed over the years?

MARTIN: Again, our philosophy is based on a

song -to -song basis. If a song skews young, it
plays at night. If I feel a great street buzz and I

see other positives like video airplay and sales,

then it opens up to other dayparts. For example,

Coolio's "Gangsta's Paradise" received such a
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HOTLINE
huge response that it made it to morning drive

in one day. My philosophy has changed as I've

gotten more in touch with my audience.

NEWMAN: Our philosophy has changed from

all -day to nights only. Since we've gone more

adult, the only Rap we'll play is more melodic,

and it's aired after 7 pm. When you're in a
smaller market, you gotta deal with the entire

audience, including the adults.

THOMAS: In the past, we were scared to play

these songs because we didn't listen to our audience

as well as we do today. Our philosophy is to always

stay out of FCC trouble. We won't put on lyrics

that will jeopardize the radio station. Our listeners

decide what dayparts we play the records. If they

call for it, buy it and it calls out, it'll play all day.

HEAD: The philosophy at KBXX has bounced

around a lot. The more we dayparted, the more

it fucked up our ratings. Since our duopoly
with KJMQ, we daypart very little to keep our

station sounding consistent all day. New Rap
songs will start in mix shows or at night. Once

we get a read that a song might be a hit, we'll
open it up.

Many cities are now saturated with Rap
video airplay via many local and nation-
al video outlets. Does this have a major

impact on record sales and radio station
requests?

MARTIN: Absolutely. Videos are a great piece

of the marketing puzzle. They help create street

buzz in the Bay Area. But remember, great
videos are not necessarily great songs. We're
playing songs, not videos.

NEWMAN: Yes and no. Certain songs need a

video edge. I can't say we get requests off video

airplay, but it helps the songs grow in our market.

THOMAS: The BOX, Video Jukebox and
B.E.T. do sell records in Las Vegas. We get some

requests, mostly for the hardcore Rap. However,

we do the proper research and look for reaction

from our female audience. That's when we take

a more serious look at a Rap record.

HEAD: Houston isn't saturated with video out-

lets yet, but MTV and television in general can

make an impact. We were getting requests for

Coolio's "Gangsta's Paradise" off the TV com-
mercials for the movie.

Will significant local record sales earn a
street record more serious consideration
for consistent airplay at your station?

MARTIN: Yes. If you're gonna play Rap, you're

going to attract an active audience. The active

listeners buy records. However, I only look at a

local profile, not the national picture.

NEWMAN: Since record sales in Monterey and

Salinas are in small quantities, we can't judge

rotations on sales. Coolio has sold well, but it
also was in a movie with trailers everywhere. It

had that extra kick that some Rap songs some-

times don't get.

THOMAS: Sales are used as a tool. It's our job

to find out who's buying it and if they're in our

demo. Sales records are also active. We'll look for

requests and then we'll decide if these songs
deserve a test at night.

HEAD: Yes, definitely. We talk to 20 or 25
mom-and-pop retail stores every week. That's

how we found Mystikal and U.G.K. [now
signed to Jive Records), as well as another local

group, ESG.

Is there a bright future for Rap and Hip -
Hop in mainstream America?

MARTIN: Just like every other form of music,

Rap will keep evolving. Rap has been around for

years and just like Rock and Alternative, it'll

continue to be around.

NEWMAN: I don't know. In bigger cities, yes,

but probably not in cities like Des Moines, Iowa.

To them, Brandy and Boyz II Men are Urban

acts. It'll all depends on what city you're in.

THOMAS: It's hard to say. Programmers have

to be aware of what's happening in their mar-

ket. Define your listeners and specifically target

your music and your radio station to the

lifestyle of those people. If Rap and Hip -Hop is

something your demo wants, don't be afraid to

give it to them.

HEAD: All you have to do is hear Mariah Carey

and 01' Dirty Bastard on the same song. Rap
and Gangsta Rap is here to stay.

WMGI is on the warpath. The

numbers are skyrocketing. The "all -

day morning show" is keeping this

Bible Belt area on its toes. This is

the station that gave Kato Kaelin

his first minute of his 15 minutes of

fame outside of a courthouse. Em-

ployees of Columbia warehouse, the

city's largest company, work with

earphones on, tuned into the go-

ings-on at WMGI. For this Midwest farm town, Mix -

FM is definitely in the foreground, not the background.

Here's the always -shy PD Beau Richards offering a few

thousand words on the subject.

"Our station is a Top 40 personality station.

The word "personality" really says it all. Our air
talent is really talent. We don't use liner cards and

no four -in -a -row with no talk. This is a key reason

why we are so successful. The biggest competitor

in our market is a Country station, which does
very well, yet has recently gone down in numbers.

Terre Haute is 65 miles outside of Indianapolis,

which our station reaches...but none of their sta-

tions reach us. Very nice. We are very lucky in that

we have a very large demographic range, which

runs from 18-54.

"I do the morning show with my partner Mike

Echols. We don't do anything phony; everything is

real. No comedy drops, no canned comedy or any-

thing like that. One day we'll call Dr. Ruth, the next

day, Jamie Farr. Sometimes the celebrities love to

talk; other times we get hung up

on. We get in some trouble be-

cause we don't have delay. The

morning show, as well as our en-

tire on -air lineup, talks about lo-

cal issues and listens to what the

people in our area think and feel.

If we put this station in any other

market, it would sound like a fish

out of water. Kelly Green also

concentrates on topics that affect

our community as well as the

country. A good phone bit or a

good topic always plays prece-

dent to the music. Our 18-34
midday numbers have grown from a 12.8 to a 32.5;

we must be doing something right. James Gregory is

more music -intensive but, again, very localized. At

night, Tony Manero is the newest to our team;
we're lucky to have him. Todd Swann works our

overnights and keeps the Columbia warehouse

graveyard shift company.

"We do lots of promotions. Of course, our most

memorable stunt was bringing Kato Kaelin here on

April 1. We were the first station in the country to

do so. We drew 10,000 people to a shopping mall

and the place went crazy. We had every major net-

work and tabloid show here in a frenzy. We had 651

newspaper articles from as far away as Tokyo and

Saudi Arabia, all which included our call letters. Be-

sides that, we do a lot of community service promo-

tions, such raising money for victims of the Okla-

homa City bombing. We also do the normal give-

aways such as concert tickets and trips around the

country, but most of all, we have a ton of fun."

The last station I programmed was KWOD in Sacramento.
For a variety of reasons, KWOD wasn't competing

successfully in

the Mainstream
Top 40 arena. It became

obvious that a hole existed in Sacramento
for some kind of Alternative mix.

After a lot of

research, we created one of the first Top 40s that leaned
heavily on an Alternative mix. It was much easier said than done.

Finding the "right" music to play proved difficult.

As a true Alternative
station, selecting

music for your audience isn't that tough. You have many other stations from which to

draw comparisons.
If you are

programming a Top 40 station that needs to play music from the Alternative
genre to broaden your

audience, the task isn't so easy.

What records should you play? Which will cross over to Mainstream?
Which are just core Alternative

records? How close do

you get to that cutting edge before you begin to bleed?

These are questions on the minds of many Top 40 programmers.
They have expressed a desire to see a chart devoted to the

records that have proven
success in the Alternative

genre and show the likelihood of succeeding in the Mainstream. The

Commercial
Alternative chart will attempt to showcase those songs that are succeeding in the Alternative

genre and have

crossover potential to Mainstream...based
on track records at selected stations.Those

stations include aggressively programmed

Alternative
stations and Mainstream Top 40 stations that expose a lot of Alternative music.

The decision on what stations to include in our initial data base was made on these two factors alone. Market size played no

part. As more and more Top 40 stations expose Alternative
product, these stations will also be added to the Commercial

Alternative data
base. It is important to note that these stations will continue to be included in our Mainstream and Virtually

Alternative charts. The Commercial
Alternative chart is not exclusionary; it just uses particular stations from each genre to show-

case Alternative
music that can

bridge the gap to Mainstream
Top 40.

My thanks to those programmers
and record people who

helped in this effort. This decision was not taken lightly by Network

40. We know our industry doesn't need another chart just for the sake of a trade magazine. This was not Network 40's decision,

but an idea generated by those of you in the radio and record industries who saw the need and asked us to help.

We hope the Commercial Alternative chart and section will make programming
easier. We also hope that more music will be

exposed across
formatic lines that the audience doesn't recognize.We

welcome your comments.

Back On Track ...For Good

When you get on a fast-moving train, you better strap yourself in

or be prepared to jump off" states Ty Herndon. "You'd like to

think you're ready for anything this business can throw at you,

but Country music isn't what it used to be. It's just as fast mov-

ing as Pop music; things can happen pretty quick. It can get too

much at times, but you just have to hang on."

Ty certainly knows of what he speaks. Fresh off the smashing success of his first

single, "What Mattered Most, Herndon's burgeoning career took a serious detour

when he got snared with the web of drugs. It put a damper on his next single, "I

Want My Goodbye Back," as Herndon went into rehab.

But a funny thing happened: While he worked out his problems, "Goodbye"

overcame the bad publicity and showed surprising legs at radio. Now Herndoh is

again poised to retake the pinnacle of Country music with "Heart Half Empty," a

knock -out duet with promising newcomer Stephanie Bentley.

"It got a little scary and I made some

mistakes," he admits. "I had to jump off
the train for a while. Now that I'm back,

I'm more prepared for what lies ahead."

In fact, the recent trauma is one of a se-

ries of crises that have tested Herndon's re-

solve. The first was his initial trip from his

Butler, Alabama home to Nashville, where

he was greeted with a series of rejections

and closed doors. Yet Ty persevered. "I did

demo work and jingles, sang on cruise
ships and at beauty pageants," he recalls. "I

had a bad habit of sounding like others. I
needed the years in Texas to bring myself

full cirde and become a 'singer's singer."

Herndon then spent seven years on the

Texas club circuit which, while lucrative,

can be creatively restrictive. "I was making

a great living and I was able to develop my

own style as an entertainer, but I wasn't
coming forward with my recording. In
fact, I felt like I was moving backwards."

Things came to a head at the Texas
Music Awards Show. Although out-of-
state acts were routinely ignored in the
competition, Herndon and his band had
played the state for so long that they
were nominated for seven awards. Ty
took his mother to the ceremony and
proceeded to watch his band lose in the

first six categories. Ty pledged to get out
of the business if he lost the remaining
category, but his mother assured him
that he'd prevail. The result: Ty was

named Entertainer Of The Year.

Suddenly, Herndon's career had just

rocketed from neutral to overdrive. That

night, an Epic Records rep contacted his

management, which led to the deal. His

next challenge: choosing the right songs for

his debut album. "I'm really hard on songs

for one simple reason: I'm a true believer in

sending pictures out to people. If I can't re-

live the song in some way, there's no way

people listening to it will believe what I'm

singing about. I've got to get a picture in

my head about how the song relates to my

life; that makes it believable. If I haven't

lived it, I'm not going to sing it."

The song that brought Herndon almost

instant acclaim was "What Mattered
Most." "That song means more to me than

any other song on the album," he states.

"About a week after it came out, a station

in New Orleans called and told me about a

lady whose husband was dying of cancer

and had a couple days to live. She wanted

him to hear the song, so he'd know that

he'd done everything that mattered most to

her. At that point, I knew it was something

special to folks and would do well."

Herndon was off to a great start when

he went off track with his substance abuse.

It was a tough way to learn some hard but

valuable lessons about the business and
stardom. "The one thing I learned is not to

push so hard. Let things take their natural

course and don't get overloaded. Now I set

boundaries for myself. I feel secure in doing

only so much in a day and that's it. I get

the required sleep I need to do my shows,

interviews and whatever else I need to do.

"I'm also very proud of the music in-

dustry and Country fans, whose support
was overwhelming. They saw through the

sensationalism of it and said, 'The boy had

a drug problem and he's doing everything

in his power to take care of it.' They've
given me another chance to live my dream

and do what I was put on my earth to do."

Herndon was also concerned about
the effect on the work he and his wife do

for pediatric AIDS. "I worried about my

role model status, but my grandma said
a real cool thing: 'Son, there's not a per-

son over the course of time who started
out as Snow White. Everyone grows and

learns from their mistakes...even role
models.' I hope to work with the kids
and do lot of good."

In fact, the one constant that has kept

Herndon on course through all his travails

is "a little thing called family," he declares.

"My mom, her two sisters, my uncle, my

grandmother and great-grandmother were

singers. They all had a dream to do this. To

me, they were the Loretta Lynns and Patsy

Clines of their time. Even to this day, you

can hear their great harmonies in the
kitchen. They encouraged me and I'm nev-

er going to look back. I'm living a dream,

not only for myself but for these five in-

credible singers. I've taken their dreams to

reality. So while I've been discouraged and

I've taken a brief vacation from it, I'll al-

ways keep moving forward with it."

The next step is "Heart Half Empty,"

a duet with Stephanie Bentley, who'll
have her own album coming out early
next year. "I've always wanted to do a
duet," Herndon claims. "Stephanie and I
come from the same school of singing-
the big belty, emotional, feel -everything -

you -sing school. We cut the scratch vocals

at the same time, but our schedules didn't

allow us to actually record together. So I

went in first and she came in the next day.

"Then the producer calls me and says,

'Buddy, you better come back in because

she sang circles around you!' I went in and

re -sang my part, then Stephanie came in

and re -sang hers. The outcome is some of

the best work I've ever done, because we

challenged each other to do better."

Herndon is back on the road, his roller

coaster career back on the upswing. "Good

thing I like roller coasters," he says. "It's

been a heckuva wild ride, but I wouldn't

trade it for anything because I love what I

do...especially the challenge of it.

"Nobody ever said this was going to be

a bed of roses. My advice to young artists

coming into the business is sing everywhere

you can and don't expect it to always be
fun. But if the music's in your heart, it'll be

something that you'll love to do."

hort playlists got no reason,

short playlists got no reason,

short playlists got no reason

to be.

It's got too many Oldies

and not enough hits, it's
Recurrent heavy and it's
givin' me fits.

Well, we don't want no short playlists...don't
need no short playlists...don't want no short
playlists 'round heah!

Nashville, forever in love with the song,
should re-release Randy Newman's classic with
those new words. It's familiar to everyone already.

Two things are being cut in Country music
today: playlists and promoters' wrists. And there
isn't a lot that can be done about either.

I often say that it's not enough to define the
problem, we must also offer solutions. I'm afraid I

will be guilty of the former in this Editorial.

With few exceptions, Country programmers
across the country are shortening their playlists.
Why? There's not one major reason. It's a combi-

nation of a lot of little things. Over the past two
weeks, I've talked with programmers in major and

smaller markets to get their views. It seems that no

matter the market size, their reasons are similar.

Of course, each believes that there is a lack of

good product available. Programmers accuse
record companies of producing "cookie -cutter"
records by different artists who all sound alike.
While a case can be made for this point, it's not all

the fault of the record companies. For the most
part, programmers are not likely to add records
that don't fit the "sound" of the other records they

are playing. Record companies can't be faulted for

trying to deliver what they believe radio program-

mers want. They are in the position of being
damned if they do and damned if they don't.

Another complaint from programmers is that
record companies don't give records enough time

to become hits. Records by new artists were once

worked in smaller markets first, then moved into

larger markets as the records proved themselves.
Most records break out of larger markets now.
And there are a couple of reasons for this.

In the late 1980s, as Country music made its
way into the mainstream, major and large -market

radio stations were dominated by consultants.
Consultants, for their own needs, like to keep
playlists short. It's a safer position. Fewer currents

and more recurrents make for a more familiar, if

less exciting, sound. The consultant epidemic
hadn't spread to the smaller markets and those
programmers were able to take more chances.
Exposing new product worked in those markets
and record companies recognized that fact.
Records were broken in smaller markets, then
moved into the big time with a track record to
back them up.

Then came the 1990s. Major and large -market

Country stations began putting more responsibil-

ity on individual programmers and in-house
research. Consultants moved to smaller markets

and the situation reversed. Today, it's easier, in
many cases, to get new product exposed in major

markets than in smaller markets because no con-

sultant is involved.

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Another culprit is SoundScan. Record compa-

nies saw research proving most records were sold

in large markets. Why were they spending so
much money servicing and working the smaller
markets? The ends didn't justify the means. On
paper, that's accurate. But those of us in the radio

and record industries have the unique ability to
reason accurately to an inaccurate conclusion.

That same research also pointed out that the
largest portion of the sales market was the combi-
nation of all the smaller markets. If all the smaller

markets were successfully programming a record,

the possibility of large sales could also exist. But

record companies are often unable to supply the
records to the smaller market consumers because

records in these markets are ordered and con-
trolled by major racks...who feel more comfort-
able buying product that has already been estab-

lished in, more often than not, the larger markets.

So why does radio in smaller markets have to

suffer because of an inefficient product delivery
system? That's the way it is...or has been. How-
ever, that fact of the business is on the verge of a

dramatic change...a change spearheaded by Net-
work 40 that will revolutionize product sales. But

that's for another Editorial. Just remember "The
Diamond Project."

Because of instant sales reports, record compa-

nies are quick to give up on new projects. If a
record by a new artist doesn't show immediate
results, record companies react. This isn't the fault

of just record companies. Programmers see this
sales information as well. They are quick to quote

sales figures as an excuse to drop a record early.

And then there is the superstar problem. Every-

one knows that record sales for all artists increase

when superstars release albums. The entire indus-
try rides the coattails of major artists with major

records. The problem arises when major stars go
months, sometimes years between releases. This
was one of the major factors that chilled Top 40.
In "The Good Old Days," major recording acts
released a single every three months. It allowed
programmers to feature more new artists because

the audience was never far away from a big hit by a

big group. The same was true for Country.

Now, it's a different story. The major acts in
Top 40 began building tours around album
releases. The tours became longer and so did the
time between releases. It's hard to work on an
album when you're touring every week. Major
acts began releasing albums every other year.

The same is happening to Country today.

What's the answer? To record companies, it's

more new artists. There's no choice. You have to

release more product to find the next superstar.
The only way to produce the next superstar is to
give those with talent a chance. The more new
product that is exposed, the better the chances.

To programmers, it's a shortened playlist. The

audience is comfortable with more recurrents and

Oldies. Those songs are familiar. The audience is

confused by new artists who sound alike. As I've
pointed out, this is a good policy for the short
term, but in the long run, unless Country music
produces new stars, the passion will begin to ebb

and Country will face the same problems now
plaguing Top 40.

Every Country programmer knows this, but as

one told me, "Gerry, I want to live to be 60, but
first I've got to make it to 30."

Unfortunately, those are the same numbers
now being applied to playlists. r
