MCI Enters The Music Retailing Arena

Telecommunications

MCI rolled out the heavy promo-
tional artillery last Wednesday, un-
veiling ambitious plans to enter the
music retailing business with the for-
mation of 1-800-MUSIC NOW, a
new music purchasing service that
will reach out and touch buyers on a
national scale via the telephone.

Callers will be able to acoustically
browse through MCI’s “music mall”
24 hours a day through any touch-
tone phone, sampling music from
over 5,000 titles (approximately
20,000 songs), which can be pur-
chased by the touch of a button. After
selecting a music style such as Alter-
native, Classic Rock or Top 40,

callers are greeted and guided through
various ways to sample music—either
through specific artist and album ti-
tle, album catalog number, artist’s
name, hottest charting records, etc.

“1-800-MUSIC NOW turns every
phone in America into a music store
and a private listening station,” says
MCI President of Marketing Angela
Dunlap. “Now you can hear before
you buy. It’s the easiest way to buy mu-
sic, whether your preference is Frank
Sinatra or Smashing Pumpkins.”

MCI has teamed up with more
than 100 major-market radio sta-
tions in 30 cities across the country
for the launch of this service. Callers

are welcomed by area radio personal-
ities, giving the service a local flavor
and cluing callers in to special buys,
local events and the latest releases
making ripples in their market. Con-
sumers can expect to pay approxi-
mately what they would at a record
store, with the CD or cassette arriv-
ing within days (or overnight).

In addition to its 1-800-MUSIC
NOW telephone service, MCl is also
targeting Internet surfers with the 1-
800-MUSIC NOW on-line service,
located at http://www.1800music-
now.mci.com. Shoppers will be able
to sample from over 20,000 song
clips as well as check out the Web’s

most comprehensive on-line art col-
lection, featuring 5,000 album cov-
ers and hundreds of promotional
photos of artists and even radio DJs.

Expect the telecommunications
giant to blanket the nation with an
advertising juggernaut a la its hugely
successful 1-800-COLLECT cam-
paign. “MCl is confident that once
consumers know the number, they’ll
call it,” says MCI VP Marketing &
Advertising John Donahue. “We're
not creating a brand; we’re establish-
ing a whole new category.”

Michael Jackson Brings ATV Music To Sony

Catalog Of Beatles Songs Highlight New Publishing Empire

Michael Jackson and Sony Music
Entertainment have formed a music
publishing joint venture, Sony/ATV
Music Publishing. Jackson is report-
ed is have received upwards of $100
million to bring a catalog that con-
tains the Beatles’ greatest hits to
Sony. The new venture is reportedly
worth up to $500 million, which
would make it the third largest pub-
lishing empire in the world.

Besides 251 Beatles songs, including
“Yesterday,” “Let It Be,” “Hey Jude”
and “She Loves You,” the newly
merged companies also combine ATV
material by Elvis Presley, Little Richard
and The Pretenders with Sony’s cur-
rent catalog (featuring Pearl Jam, Toto,
Babyface and Mariah Carey) and fu-
ture music publishing interests. How-
ever, Jackson’s own compositions
aren’t part of the new publishing giant.

“This venture represents the exten-
sion of a very special relationship that
Sony and Michael Jackson have shared
for many years,” says Sony Corp. Presi-

dent/CEO Michael P. Schulhof.
“Michael Jackson is not only the most
successful entercainer in history, he is
also an astute businessman. Michael
understands the importance of copy-
rights and the role they play in the in-
troduction of new technologies. In
joining us for this new venture,
Michael recognizes Sony’s leadership in
developing and realizing new technolo-
gies that serve to expand the creative
horizons of artists such as himself.”
“The merging of ATV with Sony

fthere ever was an artist who exemplified
being “larger than life,” its Meat Loaf.
From day one of his career, Dallas-born
Marvin Adays over-the-top vocalistics and
the equally overwhelming musical epics of
Jim Steinman turned his recordings into

what hes portrayed in his videos—the James Bond of melo-
dramatic Pop/Rock. After all, this is a guy who, when asked

how many countries his current promo tour is hitting,

replies, “All of em.”

However, after two mega-Platinum Bat Out Of Hell extrava-
ganzas, Meat Loaf does a few things different on his new effort,
Welcome To The Neighborhood. His eighth album boasts the

work of over a dozen writers, including Steinman, Van Halen

singer Sammy Hagar, Tom Waits and hit writer extraordinaire
Diane Warren. His new single, “Id Lie For You (And Thats
The Truth),” written by Warren, is already at #16 on Network
40's PPW chart. With his new video all over MTV, its apparent
that Welcome To The Neighborhood will react like a bat out
of Hell when it hits the stores on November 14.

After selling 12 million copies
worldwide of Bat Our Of Hell
11, some are wondering why
you didn’t come up with Bar
Out Of Hell 111.

One reason is because [Jim]
Steinman is so slow. [Look] at
how long it took us to do Bar IT
—we decided we were going to
doitin 1986, we signed to
MCA in 1989 and it was re-
leased in 1993. | wanted Jimmy
to work on this record, but he
was doing [something with] An-
drew Lloyd Weber.

When the people at MCA
said, “Let’s do another album,” 1
said, “Fine, but when do you
plan on releasing i©?” This was
only a year ago. | said, “If you
plan on releasing it within the
next two years, we ve got to
jump all over Steinman.” They

got Jimmy on the phone and af-
terwards, came to the conclusion
that he was going to “executive-
oversee” other people’s writ-
ing—to work with this and
that—which didn’t turn ourt to
be the truth.

Last May, 1 said, “This isn’t
going to happen.” When the
record company and manage-
ment asked me how it was com-
ing along, I told them, “Eventu-
ally you'll have a record, but I'm
not going to put it out until |
think every songisa 100.7 |
make albums; [ don’t make sin-
gles and then surround them
with other songs. | make whole
packages, whole worlds, that ex-
ist together.

In the middle of June, I still
didn’t have all the songs. Jim had
[suggested] doing a song called

“Martha” by Tom Waits, but it

never seemed to fit on anything.

When he brought it up again, |
said, “You know what? [t might
fit.” When “Martha” came to
fruition, I said, “I think this al-
bum’s done.”

How did Ron Nevison come to
the party?

[ was basically producing the
record and Steinman kept say-
ing, “I'm coming in on Mon-
day.” But every Monday would
come around and I wouldn’t see
him. Eventually, he said, “I
don’t know what to do on this
record; | just want to do Bar
Our Of Hell 1117

So I turned to Allen Kovak,
who manages me, and [ said, “I
really need somcone to help fin-
ish this thing.” Ron Nevison was
available and he did a great job.

I mean, I think these are the best
vocals I've ever done on a
record, and I hold him responsi-
ble for thar.

At one point, you were going
to call the album Escape From
Hell: Welcome To The
Neighborhood. Why did you
drop the “Hell” at the 11th
hour?

Because thar title wasn’t mine
and I didn’t like it. | said I'd re-
tire if they used it, and they be-
lieved me because I've walked out
before when I said [ would. It’s
not Bat Out Of Hell {11. Bar Out
Of Hell represents me and Jimmy
doing a whole piece together, and
just to use that as a marketing
tool was too predictable. |
thought people would assume it
was the same thing, znd | didn’t
want them to assume anything.

You've always been successful
outside the U.S., but most
people in America don’t realize
you’ve done four other studio
albums besides the two Bats.
Exactly. I'd say a good 75% of

the people who own Bar Out Of

Helland Bar Our Of Hell I don’t
know about the other records.
What's your opinion of the
overlooked albums— Dead
Ringer, Midnight At The Los
And Found, Bat Attitude and
Blind Before I Stop?

I've got a mental block againse
Dead Ringer and Midnight; |
don’t really count those. It's not
that they're horrible or anything;
they were done ata time that
wasn 't very pleasant, so I don’t
deal with tharand I don’c listen
to them. Whenever [ hear some-
thing from them, | eringe.

However, Bad Attitude came
to when | decided chat [ really
wanted to do this again. Your
best work comes when vou love
what vou're doing, not when
vou're feeling the pressure that
vou hare to make a greac al-
bum. With Welcone To The
Neighborhood, they really want-
cd me to do something, but
they were smart enough to not
apply any pressure.

The personal hell you went
through as a result of the
enormous success of Bat Out
Of Hell is pretty well doc-
umented. Bat Out Of Hell Il
didn’t equal the numbers of
the first Bat, but its success was
nonetheless huge. At any time
in the last couple of years, did
you reflect on what had
happened back in 1977 and
’78 and pray that it didn’t
happen again?

Oh, absolutely. Every step of
the way. I had to prevent the
emotional feeling of being
trapped, of being pushed and
bullied, and being made to go to-
wards some direcrion that |
wasn't happy with. You ger those
feelings after every hit record, but
this time I knew to speak up and
sav, “Hang on! I've got this fecl-
ing and I don’tlikeit. I don’t

want to go where we went be-
fore.” Evervbody respected that,
which is why we have another
record right now.

Since Bat Il came out years
after the first Bat Out Of Hell,
you didn’t have to deal with
the pressure to follow up a
tremendously successful record.
Was there that pressure when
making Welcome To The
Neighborhood?

Did your attraction to
theatrical, dramatic larger-
than-life musical and vocal
arrangements come before or
after you were involved in
theater?

The atrraction has always
been there. I would take songs
like The Yardbirds™ “Smokestack
Lightning™ and turn them into
theatrical events. I'd always

change the arrangements.

No, I don’t play that game.
Once you play that game, you've
fallen. Ic's like a fly going into a
spider web, and T just don’c work
like that. The only thing 1 cver
do is go in and make a record
that | like.When I'm doing it, 1
reallv don’t care what anvbody
thinks. That's kind of a cold arti-
tude, butic’s the rruth.

[ had a vision, so [ knew
what | was going for; | knew
exactly what [ wanted to say
and how to get the songwriters
to sav what [ wanted.

I'm too lazy 1o write, plus my
mother was an English teacher,
so I have chis whole mental block
against that whole thing. I don’t
even want (o write pmtcnrds!
Meanwhile, both my daughrers
and my wife are unbelicvable
writers. [ mean, they really are
brilliant. | know good writing
when T sec it because I've been
working with onc of the great
writers of all time, Jim Steinman.
[ know how to getitout of a

writet, so that’s what I do.

Back when we were doing
cover songs, I'd take “Foxy Lady”
by Jimi Hendrix, and change the
arrangement into something
claborate and off-the-wall. . do
yvou remember how Vanilla
Fudge changed "You Keep Me
Hangin® On?” Well, I was always
doing that kind of thing, looking
for the other side of it.”

You’ve also had a knack for
doing duets with then-
unknown female vocalists:
Ellen Foley, Karla DeVito, Mrs.
Loud and, now, Patty Russo on
“I’d Lie For You (And That’s
The Truth).”

That has been my thing since
I started. 1 never rold anybody
this, bur “Paradise By T'he
Dashboard Lights™ was written
about the Mavor of Dallas’
daughter. Her name was Rene
Allen, and she was a Folk singer.
[ sang with her at these licele
shows and parties, and that’s re-
ally where it started.

When 1 started o put togeth-
er this Rock band, there was a
keyboard player named Susic

who could sing, and 1 said,
“Lets bring her into the band
and we can do stuff together, be-
cause it really works well for me
when I'm doing that.” So icall
started in the "60s.

Exactly what did you want to
do for the video to “I'd Lie For
You (And That’s The Truth)?”

Originally, I wanted to doa
movic of this song, but it’s only
six-minutes-and-something long.
My next idea is to make a trailer
for a movie that doesn’t exist.
Mavbe someday they Il et us do
the actual movie....

How did you get a Sammy
Hagar song, “Amnesty Is
Granted,” on the album...was it
via a demo?

It was the funniest demo I'd
ever heard in my life. Sammy
was cither in his house or in his
hotel, and in the middle of him
singing, somebody knocked on
the door and he cussed, I can’t
come now, I'm in the middle of
singing this song.”

He heard somewhere thac |
was doing a record, and the nexe
thing you know Sammy calls
Allen Kovak. Allen calls me and
says, “I'm gerting a song from
Sammy Hagar. [t's supposcd to
be his great emotional ballad.™ |
said, “Why isn’t Van Halen do-
ing irific’s so damn good?”
Allen said, “Because Sammy
says Van Halen doesn’t do these
kinds of songs,” and I said,
“Okay, that's cool.”

*I knew Sammy because he
opened for usin 78, When |
heard the song, I was thinking,
“I don't know how to do this
type of song.” Little Steven pro-
duced that track and turned it
into a rcal Rock song,. Tt was sup-
posed to be an emotional bal-
lad...and I had to be the one to
tell Sammy. Everybody ran out
of the studio when Sammy came
in; they just left me chere. 1 said,
“Well, Sammy, um...um...(I'ra

stuttering)...here’s vour song.” w

As you begin planning a budget for the
upcoming year, do you have a ballpark

on need than any figure. Obviously, our company
expects a certain performance out of their stations
and hates to spend money needlessly. I submit a
fairly detailed and comprehensive plan with an
explanation for every item. If it’s justified and
well-conceived, it’s usually approved. Once the
budget is set, there is little flexibility in terms of
getting more. Our company expects us to deliver

what we say we will.

PARKER: At every station I've been at, we've used
last year’s budget and looked at possible additions
for the coming year. There isn't a lot of flexibility;
Ijust figure out what I need and then force myself

to stick close to it.

LEWTIS: No, there really isn a ballpark figure. From
a flexibility standpoint, it is more predetermined by
what [ think we really need for growth in the com-
ing year—and the year after. | prioritize six months

to a year ahead, which, in turn, sets us up for 1997.

What are the most common pitfalls of
the budget planning process?

nature of our business. As market conditions

change and the competitive landscape evolves, it is
impossible to predict or budget for everything

that will happen even a few months ahead.

PARKER: Some major problems include not cov-
ering all the bases, not thinking about everything
you're going to need through the course of the
year. That's when things pop up and you haven’t
set aside any money for them. You need to look
back and see what kind of unexpected expendi-

tures can come up.

LEWIS: One is the speed of which it takes to get
the budget okayed; another problem can be the
lack of communication between the corporate

office and the General Manager. Yet another prob-

lem is them coming back six weeks later asking why
a figure is higher than it was last year, and you're
forced to go back and remember exactly why. I try
to take a lot of notes when [ put in for raises, pro-

motional expenditures or new kinds of research.

Do you often find yourself making bud-
get revisions? When does this usually

happen?

JOHNSON: When changes to our budget are
needed, we sometimes shift money from one area
to another to allow us the flexibility to take appro-

priate action.

PARKER: We almost always make some sort of a
revision, usually around July or August. We make
sure we go over anything that’s unexpectedly
come up and if we have any extra money, we may

use it for the Fall book.

LEWIS: Revisions usually fall every quarter and
also after every ratings period. This is when most
radio stations should sit down with the budget and

re-evaluate sales and programming projections.

Do you believe in an “emergency fund”
and, if so, how much of a budget should

be saved in it?

JOHNSON: We don' keep an emergency fund. If
something were desperately needed, we would peti-

tion the company for increased resources at the

time. Emergency funds in a budget are dangerous.

If the money is there, it's going to get spent.

PARKER: Absolutely. I go by past experiences
and just make sure there is enough money
to cover anything that may come up, like a
major promotion or extra staff that may need

to be hired.

LEWIS: I believe in it, but [ don't use one. If you
plan for that money, it'll just get used someplace
else. As an Operations Manager, along with my
GM, we know where the available funds are, but
we dont mark them for emergencies. We can

always make the necessary budget revisions.

What radio station priorities rank as the
most important during this entire

process?

JOHNSON: Our top priority is personnel, espe-
cially talent, from DJs to the creative services that
produce the sound of the station. Second is mar-

keting and promotion. Third, is research.

PARKER: There is only one priority to me and
that's making the station sound incredible. I'm
looking for everything that will make the radio
station win; it may be personnel, promotions or
imaging. | don’t necessarily prioritize them
because whichever one we need is the most
important. Anything that’s going to affect the on-

air sound is ultimately a priority.

LEWIS: First take care of your people, financial-
ly; they are the biggest asset of the station. If you
don't have the right people while you're making
the budget, you should budget for the right kind
of people. Then, you need to take care of the tools
that'll make the radio station leap ahead. | ask
myself, “What do [ absolutely need to make the
radio station more successful?” I make that answer
into dollars for the GM, for the next six months
to a year. These are the two priorities that jump

out fOl’ me.

In terms of lifelong experiences, where
does planning a budget rank?

JOHNSON: It’s not quite as much fun as getting

my wisdom teeth taken out.

PARKER: Right below spending a week with my
family during the holidays. That’s nor a pleasant

experience.

LEWIS: From a career-long experience, it brings
your head into the business game. When you start
looking at how much it costs to run your business
and how much you're making, it forces you to re-
analyze your business decisions. I consider this an
opportunity to stand up and pitch why the radio sta-
tion is going to be successful in the next 12 months.
This is where I get to go in and beat them up for the
things [ believe I need.

Future Trends of Top 40
by Bill Richards

From time to time, it's always a good idea t0 reflect on the state of radio. Having lived with Top 40 for many years, I've wit-
nessed its successes and its failures. As a fan of the format, | have faich chac it can rebound. However, it will take smarter, more
strategical\y-minded programmers chan ever to see it through. Here are some of the trends | see:

o Music will be more Mainstream and mass-appeal than it has been in years. The balance of music is betrer and will continue t©
be. In simplistic terms, chis will allow Top 40 to become the station mom and the kids can listen to...cogether...again.

o Programmers will pay more attention to Image Flow. With so much competition, the balancing of song-to-song “Image Flow”
will be critical.

« Programmers will avoid the “Rubber-Band Syndrome. » For too long, programmers have overreacted to the whatever is the lat-
est savior of music instead of sitting in the middle.

o Top 40 will learn to travel the interstates, not the side roads. Stations must pick their interstate (musical focus) and not veer
from it, racher than taking side roads. Side roads might be less competitive, but Top 40 can’t afford to go off on uncharted routes.
Let the niches take the chances.

« With more and more markers having stand-alone Top 40 signals, Top 40 will be able to win—albeit with smaller shares. 1¢s all
relative: More competition drives down shares. This will make the format more attractive © companies looking for an identity.
The format will rebound nicely and you'll see more coverts back to the format.

o Top 40 will do a better job of not banding over listeners 1o Hot AIC. AICs and Hot AICs have continued to adopt Top 40 traits.
This will be 2 “wake-up call” © Top 40 PDs who realize that images such as “Variety, Fun and Upbeat sound,” must be batdled
for as well as music. Old axiom: “You own nothing undl you give it away.” New axiom: “Stop giving it away.”

« Top 40 will feature a less intense, “in-your-face ” presentation. The days of “Move over and let the big dog eat” sweepers are
over. Top 40 will look for more jocks who sound fike real “people” and shy from the hyped jock approach. The “white-
noise MTV” style of sweepers will burn quickly, so Top 40 will move rowards a new sound.

« Top 405 will embrace more lyrically meaningful songs. Songs like Blessed Union Of Souls’ “1 Believe,” Martin Page’s “House of
Stone and Light” and others are curting through more, as listeners yearn for more meaning in the lyrics. Especially in light of re-
cent terrorist acts in America, listeners are looking for chis. This will help Top 40 in its batcle for Pop-turned-Country listeners
who had grown tired of Top 40's negative baggage-

« Top 40 will finally learn to avoid the dreaded “25-54 disease.” With it, we'll see a returned focus to a purer Top 40 sound.
Stations will learn chat the Oldies they play must have proper Formatic Filering to achieve their goals. Playing the Oldies, bal-
anced with a tight current/recurrent playlist, will serve Top 40 well.

« Top 40 will win by returning to “Delivering on Expectations.” Especially for heritage stations, Top 40s will match listeners’ ex-
pectations by delivering music chey expect t0 hear on them.

« Radio, in general, will have to vealize that Top 40 is different in every market. Quit trying to force Top 40 into a definidive de-
scription. Like it or not, in some markets, Rhychm is the Top 40 in that market. Accept it for what it is.

« Top 40 will realize that Alrernative isn't the answer.

o A return to tight radio. “Tight'is right!” Wich so many demands for people’s time, playing too many songs will become in-
creasingly dangerous.

Top 40 is an exciting format to program. Because its images have been frayed over the past few years, other formats have
adopted more and more Top 40 elements in an obvious atcempt to add spice to their format. If you're a Top 40 station, don’t be
afraid to be what you are. If you're not, then use some of Top 40’s tactics wisely.

Top 40 will survive if it pays atention to where it has been...and knows where it's going. Good Juck on your future!

Direct Marketing In Radio

Throughout history, there are examples of successful marketing efforts for products of services facing seemingly impossible challenges.
Some of the most compelling stories deal with emotional issues and concepts. Examples of today's hottest marketing idea, Direct Market-
ing or Databased Marketing, might include the well-documented creation of this country and the crafting of the Constitution. Less lofry
would be the success of the AARP or Mary Kay Cosmetics.

Direct or data-based marketing has been around a long time, and regardless of the message ot the product, proper use of it can cer-
tainly make a significant difference on the long-term viability of any product or service. Marketing is an entire umbrella concept that we
often confuse with advertising. Advertising is simply one component of an entire marketing campaign.

1f you analyze some of the most incredible marketing success stories, you often find several basic ingredients present in all of them:

* Astrong emotional foundation: “This is fairly obvious in religions, governments, the AARP and whatever it is that they believe so re-
ligiously at Mary Kay.

* High profile personalities: Every Jong-lasting, group is led by a very powerful personaliry with tremendous public appeal.

* Strong, well focused leadership: Each organization has a strong set of leaders who really believe in what they were, or are marketing.

* A clear set of rules: The 10 Commandments and the Bill Of Rights or any mission statement, is necessary to succeed.

* Strategic, long-term thinking and planning: Jesus was not proposing the :dea of Christianity as an idea that was “good” for the next
12 weeks. Idealistically, the U.S. Constitution was created to last forever.

* An operations manual: A clearly defined set of goals and beliefs that clarify the organization’s philosophy.

+ A Club with a large number of members: 1n fact, each great entiry had, and still has, lots of clubs, all holding slightly different be-

licfs. but all centered on certain core values. Members find comfort, security and enjoyment interacting with others.

So what does this have to do with radio? Simple. We are entering a new era of marketing rooted deeply in the past but widely accept-
ed and used today. It’s a fact, these concepts have never gone away. They are being used every day by huge organizations like the
Catholic Church, AARP, Mary Kay Cosmetics, General Motors and the Hard Rock Cafe (diverse mix, huh?). The realities and implica-
tions of “Loyalty/Club Marketing” are being fully recognized and utilized by every major industry in the world today.

The entertainment industries’ broadcasting, have been slow to move, but we are picking up momentum quickly. It is fair of say that
most radio stations are either participating in, or are considering building, 2 “Loyal Listeners’ Club” of some sort very soon. It’s expected
that every successful radio station will have such a club in the next two years. Properly orchestrated, this concept can create a strong link-
age with listeners, provide substantial revenue and provide efficient ways © market stations in today’s noisy and expensive world.

One problem: By nature, Radio people think they can do “anything and everything” themselves. Many well-intentioned broadcasters
have jumped into this game just to learn a frustrating, painful and expensive lesson. We have either personally been, or worked for radio
executives who tried to cut costs by eliminating “Loyalty/Club Marketing Programs.” The same people, I might add, scream when car
dealers wants to write and produce their own radio commercials. Does this sound familiar? “We are the experts at writing and producing
radio commercials. Stick 1o selling cars....and leave the radio commercials to us!”

If you believe nothing else, please take this one piece of advice to heart: This is one project and concept best left to the experts...the
small band of specialists who have learned the lessons and know how it works.

Recently, | have been spending a large amount of my time dealing with “Loyalty” and “Club” marketing projects whose “wheels have
fallen off.” In most cases, | have to spend a lot of valuable time, and a substantial amount of the client’s money, trying to unravel a giant
mess before we can move forward. Each year, more and more radio executives are learning the power of *Loyalty/Club Marketing.” The
smart ones also realize that it s an industry unto tself and is best left to those who understand its nature and unique subtitles. “Loyal-
ty/Club Marketing Programs” can also be powerful research tools and lucrative Jlternative revenue sources for radio stations. This is tru-
ly exciting, and provocative. Done correctly, the investment is worth the results.

Industry experts agree that only those broadcasters who want, and need to create a long-lasting, powerful and profitable organization
should consider “Loyalty” and *Club” marketing, Short-term players should continue to follow the same old worn-out path, spending
their resources on the concepts, and ideas that have perpetuated the roller coaster ride that they have ridden for decades.
