hat is more chilling than o
hear chat the company
you’'re working for has
been sold? For any Ameri-
can worker, thisis a very
scary proposition. For

those working in the

record business, you can
magnify that feeling by two. If you're in radio,
square it.

There are many times in the life of a program-
mer when time stands still: when you ger a bad
book, when the company hires a consultant,
when the GM negotiates privately with the morn-
ing show or when the sales manager is promoted
to GM. All of these force an adrenaline rush thar
raises the job fear factor (and correlating blood
pressure reading) above the normal threshold. To
understand how much pressure this induces, you
must first take into account that the normal job
fear facror is higher for programmers than any
other profession...except maybe cocaine dealers.

Maybe it’s because for most PDs, program-
ming isn’ta job, it’s a lifestyle...an identity. When
the job is gone, so is the lifestyle.

PDs run scared most of rhe time. Their jobs
demand it. Programming a radio station is like
running a M*A*S™H unit during the Vietnam
War. As a programmer, you're constantly at odds
with those around you and sometimes at the
effort as a whole.

You have a GM who knows little about pro-
gramming, yet wants to critique your every
move...a GM who listens to the sales manager,
the sales assistant (thanks, Andrea), the golf bud-
dies at the country club and the service station
attendant...all experts on programming. Then
there’s the sales manager, who wants to add more
commercial units and sell remotes at used car lots;
the consultant who wants musical changes based
on the latest auditorium rests from East Jesus,
Nebraska; jocks who are critical of the program-
mer’s style and expertise; record people who con-
stantly pressure the PD to add their record
because it will be good for the radio station; the
assistants (thanks again, Andrea), the tennis club
pro and the guy who fills the car with gas, not to
mention the wife, husband, girlfriend or
boyfriend (and sometimes all of the above) who
know exactly what should be done.

When the PD gets around to focusing on the
competition, there often isn’t enough time. The

hatcles within che station have sapped the energy
to compete with the person across the street.

All of this is nothing compared to whac hap-
pens when the station is sold. Programmers are
apt to panic upon hearing this news. Who is the
new company? Is it someone the PD has com
pered against? Does the new company still harbor
hatred for the dirty trick played in the pase?

The question most often asked as soon as a
sale is announced: Who are those guys?

If you are the “victim” of a sale and weren’t
involved in the nurturing process, what should
you do? Find out who those guys are. In many
cases, ditect correspondence with the new owners
isn’t possible until the sale is approved. Don’t let
thar stop you from trying. Make a call to the new
owners as soon as it is politically possible. If
someone “of weight” takes your call, be prepared.

Have a short list of questions that directly con-
cern your future. Does che new company know
who you are? If not, send a bio and resume. Will
the format remain the same? You probably won’t
get a straight answer, but follow up with a market
study that gives vour insighe. Instill in the new
company your desire to work with them in devel-
oping the property. If nothing else, you can
impress them with your desire and willingness to
help chart a course.

If vou can’t contacc the new company
directly, do it indirectlv. Find those with knowl-
edge and contacts. Gather as many facts as you
can. Is the new group a radio company commit-
ted to operating the station for a length of time or
is it financed with venture capitalists interested in

a quick turnaround?

1f the company owns other properties, contact
the PDs at the other stations for their input.

Find out whether or not the new company
has made a commitment to your current GM and
sales staff. If they haven’c been given assurances of
staying, distance yourself. Operate under the sup-
position that every person has a different agenda.
If you want to stay, begin making alliances with
the new people...directly or indirectly.

Deregulation and the buying spree that has
come with it can spell both good and bad news to
programmers. f the company purchasing your
station also owns other properties in the market,
it can mean you're out of a job. [t can also mean
that you have a better job. You may be allowed to
focus on just your core audience and not worry
about spreading your demos since those demos
are now covered by your sister stations.

After weighing all of the facts at your disposal,
determine whether or not you want to remain.
Perhaps you should seek another job before the
takeover is complete. If this is the case, look for
better answers to the questions you've already
asked. Find a company committed to radio as a
business, not just an investment. Many radio
companies have grown by leaps and bounds in a
few short months. These companies are looking
for quality programmers who will make a com-
mitmen:. Make it your job to land a job with one
of these companies...otherwise, you’ll be in the
same situation again.

If your station is sold and the new company
does decide to keep you in your position, you
must make some very hard choices. Your new
company...any new company...will be looking to
do better than the last. Those in charge will be
trying to impress their superiors with their effi-
ciency. You must be a part of this change. In any
takeover, before you can make money, you must
save money. Maybe your programming expertise
can stimulate the ratings and cause revenues to
jump, but that won’t happen for ar least three
months. In the short term, cut costs. Don’t wait
for someone to demand it. Make the moves your-
self...this way you can save without devaluing
your product.

Don’t kid yourself. Changes will be expected.
Step out in front and show your management
skills before you're rold what to do.

Change can be tumultuous. But all change
can be for the better. [Us up to you. It’s not the
challenges you face, but how you react to the
challenges that forges your future and determines

your destiny. »

He's Got The Beat

 INTERVIEW B

n a high-profile market such as Los
Angeles, 1t5 nearly impossible to overlook
the success of any major business
cially if its an entertainment or media
entity. So you have to wonder how KKBT

became the best-kept secret in town.

(’Spé’-

When Harold Austin left KMEL San Francisco to
become MD of the The Beat, it was the 13th ranked sta-
tion in town—a veritable afterthought behind titans
KIIS, Power 106 and KROQ. Yet as time ware on and
Austin moved up the ranks to evenutally become PD,
KKBT slowly snaked its way up the ratings battle, slip-
ping past KIIS and KROQ to become the second most-
popular English-programmed music station in town.

How has he done it? By crafting a consistent, high-
quality music nix, accentuated by judicious dayparting,
approachable and likable air personalities and an un-
paralleled commitment to the community. It all adds up
to a steady strong Beat that’s attuned to the pulse of L.A.

What made you get into radio?

Although I was born in San Francisco, |
grew up outside the States in Guaterala,
where I was exposed (0 Top 40, Rock, R&B
and European music that never made it to
the States. 'd study the Billboard charts and,
on visits to the U.S., go to record stores and
buy 45s. As a high school senior, | toyed
with the idea of becoming a broadcaster and
adisc jockey. | moved to the Sates in ’87
went to broadcasting school and a vear later,
became an intern ar KMEL.

Early on, were you familiar with KMEL’s
stature in the Crossover community?

Initially, | wasn’c, | was just excited 1o
be there. The idea of going 1o KMEL beat
sending out tapes and moving to Merced or
Stockeon....] realized, ac that point, that be-
ing a jock was not my forte. | was more
comfortable behind the scenes, listening to
music. That’s my passion.

The firsc few months, I manned the re-

quest lines. But waiching how Kevin

Weatherly and Keith Naltaly operated on a
daily basis was a real education. | was a
sponge, absorbing as much as | could on
how 1o run a station professionally, how 10
deal with labels, choose music and so on.

I noticed how often we'd go on records
that would become mass-appeal hits three
or four months later. It puzzled me why we
were so carly on records. Bur once | learned
about adds, Tuesday reporting and the poli-
tics of it all, it started to make sense.

How tough was it to go from just liking
music to choosing what were hits?

After six months there, | realized that
while your passion for music will always be
there, you also have to learn what makes
sense and fits the sound of the station. Afier
awhile, I developed the ability to find a
record rhat not only ! liked, but | had the
guts 1o tell Keith or Hosh Gureli tha it was
something we coukd play.

| remember the first time [ got New
Edition’s “Can You Stand The Rain.” | re-

ally liked it and ook it to Keith, who was.in

the music library. | played it for him, he
said, “Thar record is going 1o be an absolute
smash, cart it up, let’s pur it on the air right
away.” | feltlike, “Cool' | scored!”
Once you became more involved in the
music selection, did your tastes change?

Absolutely. It’s one thing to separate
what you like from what’s a hit, butic’s
even more difficulr to choose the records
you don't like tha are still right for the sta-
tion. You still have to deal wich those
records. The beauty about music is thar it’s
so emotional and subjective. But you have
10 separate those feelings from the ones thar
determine wherher the record makes sense
for the station.
How did you convince the powers-that-
be to let you schedule the music?

I had been Music Coordinator for a
while. After watching Hosh and Keith
schedule music, I thought [ got the hang of

it. L kept bugging Hosh for a chance; he'd

say, “Not yet, you have to learn more.”

On one Friday, Keith was out of town
and Hosh was really busy, so he let me
schedule Sunday. [ was psyched. On Sun-
day alternoon, Hosh called me at home and
said, “The station sounds good. Do you
want 1o do Monday?” “Sure!” Keith re-
turned on Monday and complimented
Hosh on the day’s music. When he found
ouc thar | did i, they gave me the opportu-
nity 1o do the music more often. Eventual-
ly, I took over the scheduling,

During its ’80s heyday, KMEL sounded
as if it was loosely programmed
musically. Was that really true?

T'wouldn’t say “loose” is the appropriate
term. Something thar has always set KMEL
apart from the pack is that rhe station has
an incredible vibe and a very unique flava
for the Bay Area. It also goes along those
lines musically. That's why it wasn’c unusu-
al for a Rick Chase to play Mariah into

Cube, then top it into Queen’s “Another
p
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One Bites The Dust.” T know it might
sound strange, but believe me, it worked.

I've got to give major props 1o Keith
and Hosh for allowing the jocks to do
things of that nature. There’s always a mid-
dle ground where creativity and craziness
can meet formatics and tighiness. Things
have changed and the competition is fierce,
but will the audience have a fit if you re-
placed “Always And Forever” with “Early In
The Morning?” I don’c think so.

I'm luckv to work with an airstaff who
have personalities and are real. I'd rather eell
them to shut up than have a bunch of liner-
card jocks who need to be constantly
pushed to express themselves.

Wias it tough going from a heritage
market leader like KMEL to what was
then an upstart in KKBT?

Absolutely. KMEL was che music
leader and #3 overall in the market. | came
down here to a station that was 13¢h or so;
that was, 1o an extent, painful. We certainly
weren't king of the hill.

It has been slow and sready climb,
from 13th 10 10th to sixth. We've passed
stations like KOST, KIIS and KROQ.
We're #4 now, #3 English speaking and in
terms of music stations, only Power 106 1s
ahead of us. The satisfaction of whar we’ve
accomplished is much greater. Yet we're
still hungrv because we're getting closer to
that covered #1 spot. I feel confidenr that
we can achieve it. | have no timetable on
doing it; it’s going 10 take a while, but ir
can be done.

Isn’t it more important to be #1 in the
money demos than it is to be #1 1242

Granted, the 12+ race is litcle more
than a stroke for the ego. Breaking it down
by demos, we're still very strong and we're
making money, which is the botiom line.
From the standpoint of having a goal to
achieve, being #1 12+ isa good one.

Were you behind the evolution of The
Beat from its original Urban base to a
younger, more Crossover lean?

| was one of those involved in the
move. When The Bear signed on as an Ur-
ban, it had a powerful stick and the finan-
cial resources to blow away its Urban com-
petition. It had some early success, but then
it went more Adult and its ratings dropped.
The Beat facked a vibe, a presence. [t was
like a sleeping glant.

In my first six months here, | basically
had 1o lay down a musical foundation and
make some adjustments. When Keith and

Michelle Santosuosso came down, it was
time to take care of business. | handled the
music department, Michelle ran the day-to-
day operations of The Beat and Keith was
the creative visionary. Plus he still had o
oversee KMEL along with some Evergreen
corporate duties. Once the adjustments
were made, Keith went ro Arista and
Michelle left for KMEL.

When you became PD, you had to work
on more than just the music....

Absolutely. Music will always be the

There’s the old saying, “A hitis a hir,
no matter what.” And that’s true for the
handful of huge monster records. Yet there
are certain records that are only hits on the
West Coast...or East Coast..or just in LA,
Are certain records hits for The Beat and
not for Power...and vice versa?

Definitely. For example, Lina Santiago
is a perfect record for them. Bruce St.
James has even told me thatit’s #1 for
them in call-our. We've rested it and had

no luck with it. [t wouldn’t make sense for

main element in the mix, but there are so
many different things, the between-the-
records elements, that are so crucial. That
has made us different from everyone else in
the market. Our commitment to the com-
munity is more than running a public af-
fairs show from 5 to 7 am on Sunday. We
tackle issues that affect our community, be
it weltare, AIDS or the racial situation.

Our “No Color Lines” campaign is per-
fect for L.A. which, due 1o Rodney King
and O.]., has at times been almost like a
ricking time bomb. By emphasizing a com-
mitment to bring people together, we've
built an audience tha’s 50% African-Amer-
ican, 30% Hispanic and about 20% white.
You’ve even gone so far as to co-promote
a racial discussion event with KROQ.

Someone in our Community Action
department had an idea of doing a show on
atfirmative action. Our listeners are primari-
ly for it, but we needed someone to repre-
sent the other side of the coin. One station
that attracted them was KROQ. They’re
very well programmed; I've known Kevin
Weatherly since he hired me at KMEL.
They're two 1otally different animals in mu-
sic and audience, but the passion factor of
both camps is high. T contacted him, he
thought about it and our public service peo-
ple worked out the details.

Is a hit in 2 more Hispanic market like
L.A. different than what it was at KMEL?

us to touch it. By the same token, Toni
Braxton is worshiped and revered by our
audience; I'm not sure if Power 106 could
embrace her.

That implies that Power and The Beat
serve two different core audiences.

Nort completely. Somerhing very inter-
esting has been happening here. Power has
made some adjustments musically; they're
playing more Dance music again. On top of
the Ice Cubes and Kris Krosses, they'll play
the Lina and Mighty Dubkats. We've
stayed consistent and true to our sound. As
an R&B station, we'll play Mainstream
with a bit of Hip-Hop, slow jams and Old
School. A good portion of both audicnces
likes the music on both stations.

When Power adjusted their music, how
did you counterprogram?

We counterprogram in ways other
than the music. We're nor going to start
plaving records that don’t make sense tor
our station, just because they're playing it.
We don’t expect them to do that either.
We'll still take some chances and step out
on certain things. But I don't need 1o al-
ter our core to counterprogram to what
Power is doing,

Where do you draw the line between
competitive warfare and respect for the
other programmers in the market?

Certainly it's competitive and you want

1o win, but I respect all of my peers in LA.

When you get 1o this level of programming
in a market like this, obviously, you've done
something right. The track records of all
these programmers speak for themselves.

I'm still growing and learning on the
job. I've been doing this on my own for the
last nine months, bur I can’t take the credit
for our success. You've got (o give credit
where it’s due. This has been a total team
effort victory. From the early davs, when
Keith and Michelle were here, to the pre-
sent, I'm surrounded by the most ralented
staft in radio. Maurice DeVoe, our APD, is
my right-hand person. Mariama Snider, our
MD, is a rising star. Our Programming Co-
ordinator, Emily Ordaz, keeps it all togerh-
er. Our GM, Craig Wilbraham, is our fear-
less leader. Our Street Team, our promo-
tions and sales departments...Jike I said...ive
are a team!

Where is Crossover radio going?

Over the past couple of years,
Crossover has lost some of its popularity.
Some of that is due o Alternative hecoming
the format flavor of the month. Ic’s also got
to do with stations playing 100 much Rap
and not realizing the consequences.

Playing thac music and not balancing
properly with other types of music can kill
you. We balance our Rap carefully; we're
sensitive to the older audience, so we'll sull
play the Marvin Gayes and Al Greens. We
daypart carefully, but not drastically.
We've got Lionel Richie on middays and
mornings, but notar nighr. The Mack
10/1ce Cube record is exploding, bur we
play it after 4 pm. The dayparting has (0
be done in a way so it doesn’t sound like
two ditterent stations depending on the
time of day.

What kind of future goals have you set?

To be honest, [ see The Beat as my fi-
nal radio experience. This is a blast; ic’s a
dream job for me because ir’s a challenge. |
look forward o coming to work everv day.
My goal now is to continue to establish this
station as a player and take it to the nexr lev-
el of success and respect. Still, I've been do-
ing this for eight years, so | seriously doubt
if I'll be doing it five vears from now.

Eventually, I'd like to work at a label or
explore other things outside of radio. But
anything can happen. Life, itself, is chal-
lenging and interesring. I know change
scares a lot of people. But 10 me, | welcome
it as something new and adventurous. [t’s
just a door, and you don’t know what's be-

hind it. The fun comes when you open it. v
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The Art Of Commmcation
By Mark Bolke

“We're i the communication business...why don’t we communicatel”

I¢’s a question that has been asked by others...and myself...at every station I've ever worked at. During day-to-day con-
versations, industry conventions ot afier-work get-togethers, hroadcasting professionals from all departments of 2 radio sta-
cons air their frustrations. Obviously, there are a myriad of specific topics. However, common threads seem to be laced
through cach of them.

“They just don’t understand.... He never told me 1o do that...] should have put it in writing....1 couldn’t bear what she was
saying.... We need 1o have a meeting.... We have oo maty meetings.... He's always on the phone....She s never available.”

Communication is at the heast of all these frustrations. Whether in our professional ot personal lives, all of us need to be
better communIcators. Conflict is often the end result of a lack of—or a breakdown ‘n—the communication process. There
are numerous elements 10 communication theory which I feel neither qualified nor confident to attemipt to postulate on.
However, there are four basic tenets which 1 clearly remember from “Introduction To Speech Communication 101.”

* Message: The thought, feeling or emotion we re trying to communicate. How we communicate it affects how, or
even if; it will be received.

s Listening; Do we really hear what people are trying to tell us? Are we distracted by noise, interference or just not pay-
ing atiention’

« Understanding: Do we understand what the sender is trying to tell us? Do we have empathy for their position’

o Feedback: How we verbally or physic;llly respond 1o the message. The process is not complete without it. Lack of
feedback, positive or negative, is probnbly the leading cause of a communication breakdown.

All of us can relate to petsonal frustrations resulting from a breakdown of any one, ot all, of these princip\es in dealing
with management, an associate or our staffs. What are we guilty of as individuals? What specific problems exist with our
stations’ current systems of communic;nion...and low can they be cot rected? These are all questions you should ask your-
self. A litle effort can go a long way on improving the communication at work—and in youst pexsonal lives. And if you
haven’t thought about it yet, cach of these }\rinciples applies to how we communicate wich our listeners as well.

MESSAGE

in our hectic, {ast-paced lives, face-to-face communication has been rcp\aced by memos, fax, voice mail and quick ex-
changes on (ke elevator or in the hallway. Depending on the speciﬁc message, many of these forms of transimission work
very well. However, their convenience has 1'epl;1ccd pcrsonal group conversation. Sure, format execution, a station promo-
tion or the speciﬁc needs ol a client can always be communicated in memo form. But did everyonu get the memo? Did
everyone understand it? Does everyone buy nto the plan, or is there dissention?

Without direct interaction, we lose the element of feedback. Be it a frown, smile or a clarification (uestion, the pres-
ence of feedback improves the chances for the message to be heard and understood.

How we deliver the message verbally affects understanding and listening as well. Loudly or softly? Choose your tone
carefully. How you speak can cicher command attention...or put them 1O sleep. Your visual message is equally imporeant.
How you dress, your facial expressions and whether you sit o stand all affect your message delivery.

The key to avoiding the pitfalls of non-verbal communication is to force feedback through follow-up memos, Messages
or, if atall possible, face-to-face contact. Make sure your message was understood the way you intended it to be.

You may find that after exchanging three memos, four voice-mails and two faxes, you could have solved everything
with five minutes and a cup of coftee.

LISTENING
Many experts feel this is the key to eftective communication. Our failure to listen carefully leads to our failure to un-
Jerstand. How often have you become frustrated with having 0 explain a station promotion of contest to A liscener, after
you've run it on-air or played promos for wecks? They probably heard it before, but just weren’t listening. Often times the
same scenario occurs within your radio station, with your own staff. Where have they been? Didn’t they get the voice mail?
Maybe the aural message alone wasn't enough to cut through the noise of everyday life.

e
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Noise or interference comes in a variety of forms. [t can be a bad connection on the phone or a bad copy. Maybe it’s
the kids screaming in the car, 0 the dishwasher in the background. Maybe they were thinking about buying a new cat
and how they were going to pay for it. Distractions are the biggest obstacle to overcome in your quest t0 be heard. If you
want to become a better COMMUNICaros, work first on becoming a bertter listener.

As a manager, 1’ critical that you take the time 0 listen and really hear what your staff is trying to tell you. Think
about the best boss you ever worked for. I would bet that person was & great listener. Taking the time to listen—and
hear—what someone is trying to say shows empathy and compassion. You will be perceived as more approaclmhle...and

you'll be surprised at what you can learn about your staft and your station.

UNDERSTANDING

Understanding is the root of most communication problems—even if the message still may notoceur. Think about
when you were a child in school and you were having a problem with a specific concept...ler’s say in math. The teacher
would explain it again and again, but you suill didn’t get it. 1f you were the only one in the class in this predicament, a form
of interference probably setin. Peer pressure! You were left with two options: Tell the reacher you understand and hope
they'll move on, or et them know you need more help. A teacher who was a good communicator would probahly have no-
ticed how uncomfortable you were (while you're rurning bright red) and offered clarification, or one-on-one time after class.

As a manager, you are equally responsible to make sure that understanding takes place. Don’t ever assume that every-
one from your 10-year vet to your recent broadcasting school grad knows what your talking about.

The age-old battle within every radio station seems t0 be sales vs. programming. The stations that are successful have
overcome it. The answer has been good communication—nbuilton understanding. Each department needs to take the
time to communicate what they want to accomplish...and how they're trying to do it.

Sales Managers and PDs, jocks and salespeople should shadow each other for a day to get a better idea of whai the
others do. Bring the sales people into your next jock meeting. PDs should attend sales meetings at Jeast monthly. You'll
be surprised on how little everyone knows about the other’s job, and what's happening in their respective departments.

For yeurs, programmers and promotions people have all laid claim to the K1.S.S. Theory: Keep It Simple, Stupid! If's
a good rule to keep - mind for every other lisrener message you program. IUs very €asy t0 get too slick or, to borrow an-
other cliche, too hip for the room. The most effective station sweepcers oF positioners are often the simplest...and the easi-

est for the listener to understand.

FEEDBACK

The final phase in the communication chain is feedback. Without it, effective communication can never rake place.
It’s the response to the message. 1c acknowledges that the message was received, positively or negatively, and whether it
was understood or not. Feedback is either the catalyst 1 further clarification and discussion, or the recognition of the end.

Within radio stations—and businesses of all kinds—one of the most common complaints from employees is that
they don’t get enough feedback. Most of us, as managers, forget the power of positive feedback and the necessity of nega-
tive. Whether the inessage is delivered by voice mail, fax, memo, meeting or that ancient technique of face-to-face, with-
out feedback the sender has no way of knowing whether you heard it, whether you understand it and how you feel ot
think about it. 1f you don’t understand something, dor’t be afraid to ask a question. If you agree, say sO- And, most im-
portantly, encourage your stafl to do the same by allowing them the time and the access to do so.

Good communication requires a little effort and sometimes a little more time. Use today’s modern conveniences to

help facilitate—and not eliminate—good communication.
