The FCC recently amended its
“delegation of authority’” Rules
which, among other things,
provides that FM applications,
i.e., for new facilities, transfers
and-or renewals, which propose
less than 6 percent non-
entertainment programming
(News, Public Affairs and All
Other) must be referred to the
Commission for disposition.
While this new Rule is procedural
and does not establish a
substantive public interest
standard as yet, the FCC is
presently contemplating an
Inquiry for the purpose of
reaching a decision as to the
actua! substantive minimum
public interest standard to be
applied, i.e., whether 6 percent or
some other percentage should be
established as a non-
entertainment prograraming
minimum. There is a great deal of
speculation that the percentage
may increase upward to 10
percent.

Stations in Calitornia propose
at renewal time less than the now
6 percent non-entertainment
programming were requested to
furnish a full explanation as to
how the proposed programming
constituted an effective method of
meeting the community
problems, needs and interests.

Many station owners took the
quick and easy method out by
merely amending their non.
entertainment proposals to a
minimum of 6 percent. Many FM
operators in large cities broad-
casting ‘beautiful music’’
formats were completely taken
by surprise and extremely
hesitant to raise the non-
entertainment proposals less they
be severely admonished by their
