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R&R: As a consultant, where do
you go to find first the
programmers, and secondly, the
falent? Where are they today?

ROOK: Well, luckily, there are
good things and bad things about
being in the business for a period of
time. A known name for exampie.
However, | never say to myself that
I have a “known’’ name. | never
believe ail that bulishit, if there is
such a thing. When you’re known the
people like the Bilt Tanners, the Bob
Barentz come to you.

R&R: What do you look for? Let’s
take a program director. What do
you look for when you go to hire a
PD? What do you want out of a
program director for 19757

ROOK: Well, | don’t think you find
exactly what you’re looking for. |
think that a program director is like
a talent. | never have found talent
exactly the way | want it. | think you
have to work with it. | think there
are very tell-tale signs that come
about in vocabulary in discussions
with people. | watch for words that
they use. For example, if | hear
someone constantly has a “my
staff,”” ““my station,”” “my people,”’
“my...."" that tfurns me off
personally because | don’t frankly,

believe in that. | don‘t believe
anyone belongs to me. | don’t believe
in that. | don’t believe in ““me’

owning people. | don’t believe in the
1" isms. | do this. | do that. That's
bullshit. Only an ego would have to
reach out and bang the drum loud
enough totell everyone about that. It
doesn’t make sense to me.

| think that when people use the
statement “my station is power’’ --
well power is a very negative term. |
think that people who use the phrase
I am the boss” are fooling
themselves. We have been reared ail
our lives of hearing the word “’boss’’
being negative. When we came
home from schoo! our Fathers and
Mothers told us “’the boss was a
bastard today.’’ So { don’t ever want
to be boss. | think that program
directors have to be tremendously
aware of another person’s feelings.
They must always be aware that
they don’t necessarily always have
to have aill the ideas. They don‘t
always have to have all the answers.
But, above all, they must be willing
to listen, and do a lot of listening to a
lot of different people. And they
must be willing to change. We’re
livingin ““future shock’ ... there’s no
doubt about it.

My God Almighty, I’'m thirty eight
years of age. | feel like I'm twenty-
five and | think a lot of that comes
because of my family. I'm young.
I'm amazed. Forty? | just can’t
believe it. Forty to me is over the
hitl. Well, | don’t feel that at ali. |
don’t relate to that at all. in the last
six years or so, | have gotten to the
point that 1 don’t run around with the
people in our business. | go deep sea
fishing. There isn‘t a soul in that
boat who has any idea who | am,
what | do, or anything. It wouldn‘t
make any difference to them. | don‘t
go into Hollywood. | don‘t get
involved with that. I’'m just notin the
least bit interested in that. And I'm
not interested in people who are. {'m
not a groupie. | think that's
ridiculous. | think Efton John is a
great talent. Right, but | sure as hell
don‘t think he’s a saviour or a God. |
don’t believe in mystiques. | don’t
believe in messiahs and ail that. It
doesn’t make sense to me. I‘'m not
about to put anyone on that plane.
And | don’t believe program 2
directors should put themselves on . . e .

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haven’t been that lucky. I’'ve some
that | didn’t understand. There have
been many things that | didn’t know
why it had happened. There have
been talents who | thought were
great, who apparently weren’t.
There have been program directors
who | thought were good, that
weren’t. There were program
directors that | thought perhaps
were lacking, that turned into great
ones. In answer to your question, |
don’t know where you find good
program directors. Over the last
five or six years, | have never
screened calls. | believe that
anyone who wants to talk to me
should be able to talk to me. But, |
reserve the right to be honest. |
reserve the right to say | have forty
seconds, that’s all I've got. I've got
four lines waiting, can | help you? |
don’t want a secretary screening
calls. I'm available to anyone who
calls. | think that helps a lot in the
final conclusion.

R&R: What does a
director for you do?

ROOK : None of them work for me.
I think that’s a fallacy. First of all |
don’t even like the word consultant.
it's a negative term to me. Many
people who have never had
experiences enough to be
consultants, never experienced
successes enough to call themselves
consultants, Just recently ... there
was a program director and general
manager of a radio station that had
been in the red, and never has made
it to the black, never has been top
rated in the market and are saying
that they are consultants. And |
always wonder what they are going
to consult. Are they going to go out
and tell someone how to go in the
red, and how to keep their stations
from being number one? | don’t
believe in ihe word consultant only
because | think it’s been downplayed
very badly. | think it’s a term that is
used by people who are unemployed
so 1 don’t like that term. And no one
ever works for me, even if | owned
the station. | think people work
together very well. | don’t believe in
anyone working ‘‘for’’ someone else.
| don’t work for anyone. | refuse to. |
never have and | never will work

“for’” anyone. | will work with
someone always. | never had a
“boss’’ in my mind. I’ve had people
that I’'ve respected very much that |
learned a great deal from -- that |
like personally, that | thought were
right in what they were doing, not
everything, but many things.

So far as people who are program
directors in the stations that | am
involved in, they are program
directors. | just love working with
talented people. | get a tremendous
kick out of planting seeds and
watching them grow and talking to
talent. Well I’'ve had fifteen to
eighteen years of experience in
doing it so obviously | am
experienced enough that | can really
do a job in motivating and turning on
talent. It’'s not fair to that poor
program director, when | walk into
that station to try and take over his
radio station. | don’t do it, | won’t do
it.

R&R: Do you supply any
guidance, like music rotation
systems?

ROOK: Oh, constantly.

Everything that | talk about to a
program director over the phone or
anytime, twenty-four hours a day,
severr days a week, | always say fo

everyone: ‘‘Remember this is my

personal feelings why we should do
this, why we should do that.”” And |
try to give them the basis as towhy |
think of it or the basis as to why |
came with that solution. If there is
some information | don’t have, they
are encouraged, for God’s sake, to
tell me about it. Because my
information isn’t gospel law. Maybe
| don’t have all the facts.

R&R: Do they have to clear things
with you? For example, if they want
tohire a jock, do they have to clear it
with you and have you hear the
tape?

ROOK: | think that’s a good thing.
| don’t think there is a program
director that | work with anywhere
that does not want me to hear a tape.
It’s a nice feeling to know that they
want me to listen to the tape. It’'s an
honesty relationship. If they have
found a guy that is good and are not
hiring htm just because he’s a friend
of theirs, those type of PD’s I'm not

H

interested in anyway, they really
want my opinion. It's more
information. You can make better
decisions when you have more
information. So if | am trying to be
totally void of any personal
vindictiveness or traits or
negativeness or whatever the hell In
anything | do, hopefully, what |
came out with, and add to that tape,
might be aware of something that
the program director didn‘t hear or
wasn’t aware of. No, | don’t insist
that | have to O.K. anybody. That's
like saying ““only | know how to do
it.”* | wouldn’t be inferested in
having people around me that looked
at it in that fashion. We discuss
constantly, and | use that word
because | don’t believe in arguing as
when something becomes an
argument, then it isn’t worth
continuing the discussion.

R&R: 1 notice that you don’t run
the same contests everywhere.
Every single radio station is an
individual radio station. Even when
you were doing the Heftel stations,
you did them separately except for
the cash calls, but the individual
promotions were different.

ROOK: Well, insofar as the Heftel
things are concerned, remember
now | was totally vold. | was not
even used in Pittsburgh. | was in the
station once, in maybe flve months.
People were hired. Disc Jockies
were hired. Morning men were
hired. All that was done by the
company and | wasn‘t contacted on.
They felt that the biggest problem
they had was Florida and, therefore,
i should be totally involved in
Florida. And | wasn’t about foargue
because Florida in Dec-Jan-Feb-
March is just sensational. Besides
that, it was kind of chailenging. It’s
nice to have seven or eight or nine
competitors all going. | enjoyed
that. | enjoyed getting involved in
Florida. | enjoyed the people we put
together. I’'m very proud of that
station.

R&R: Let‘s talk about that station
because | want to get into one area
that you know well. That's the
business end of the radio station;
understanding the sales. Y100 as

well as 13Q had been accused under
the Buzz Bennettregime of spending
a lot of money and almost making it
impossible in one year or even two
years to make it back. And yet you
cameinto Y100 and still continued to
spend money to become number
one. How did itt work out
mathematically ; how did it work out
on the bottom line?

ROOQK: There’s no doubt in my
mind that Buzz finds that very
annoying tobe known as the guy who
gives away all the money. That
doesn’t say much for  his
programming abilities.

R&R: | think there is much more
to Buzz Bennett’'s programming
than just giving away money.

ROOK: Obviously, obviously. He
didn‘t have money in a couple of
other places and did a good job. So
far as the money In Florida Is
concerned, It was a tremendous cut
in money compared to what had
been given away during the first six
months. | think that really just basic
business procedures, programming
procedures, basic administrational
duties and things that were needed
very badly is what we Instltuted.
And they’re very Important for
consistency at a radio station. They
still use the music rotation systems
we Installed. They still refuse to cali
their disc jockeys. | called them
‘entertainers’ or talents. To hell with
disc jockeys. Ali of those things. |
still communicate regularly with
them and help them in any way | can
because | Ilke Cec. I’ve known him
for a long time and he’s a Libra also
and there is something about him
that just wipes me out. | love him. |
think he’s sensational. He just can’t
stand to be better than number one. |
don’t care what it would be .- he
could have his last dollar in his
pocket and he would borrow $50.00 to
give it away or to promote his staff
or pay a talent. He thinks air talents
are very Important at a radio
station, and | do too. What happened
to those statlons, what happened in
Florida, was just consistency. There
wererecords that were never played
at those stations that shou!d have
been played, so It wasn’t all the

this departure party, | should also be given the exact telephone from the
control room that had been used in my communication with them for more
than three years. | still have the phone but find it difficult to display in my
office without having to explain to all visitors...””

music. What basically happened
there was that we just put a good
consistent, well planned (and yet if
didn’t sound well planned) radio
station together. Basically it was
just a good Top 40 radio station on
FM.

R&R: Are your program directors
invoived in budgets?

ROOK: Some are and some are
not. That's the reason you won't
necessarily find the same contests
on all statlons.

R&R: Let’s go further. When you
go in and take over a station, you’re
hired to give advice to a chain. Do
you goinand take it from the bottom
... from the public file and the budget
to the air sound? Do you look at
everything?

ROOK: Yes, definitely. We have
owners that ask us to hire managers
and chief engineers for them, which
we have. | think after a period of
time when you‘re in any form of the
business, you’ve got to be more
involved than In just plcking records
or putting a format together. There
are many business procedures and
things that have to be done from
union contracts on down.

I think the seven or eight years at
ABC prepared me tremendously
from an administration standpolnt,
from a business procedures
standpoint. There are any number of
things from artwork, logos, yes even
the actual logs for the radio stations
are prepared by John Rook and
Associates and sent to them. Public
Service Programming -- every area
involved with that radlo station from
the hiring of a sales manager. After
all, it'sall radlo -- it’s the total thing.
If we happen to come across
someone who can offer a good price
on something, | notify every owner
""here’s a good price on equipment,
here’s a good price on this, on that.
Now is the time to make a group
buy.’”” So we’‘re pretty heavily
involved in those areas. It's
important as a company or as a
service to realize that. { really

‘belleve that | can manage any radio

station In the natlon and manage it
successfully. | don’t have any doubt
of that. | think | have aliready done
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management at a radio station
without the title of Manager.

I've seenradio stations that | have
been involved In that were very
successful and when | left it, those
same stations found that
unfortunately they may have taken
some steps backwards. That kind of
leaves me on a downer because it
means that | apparently didn’t
prepare it to last. But then | can‘t
control it. | don’t own the station. |
don’t own those people. There is no
way that | can expect them to do
only what | want to do. | don’t own
them. They are not my decisions to
make. ‘tl be glad to give them
advice even If it's 100 percent
against what they believe in or what
they think. | reserve the right to do
that. But if | think a manager is a
horrible manager, 1'tl tell the
President of the company honestly
why and there Is noway in the world
that a president can’t look at me and
say ‘'you‘re absolutely correct’
because it's honest, here are the
facts.

R&R: But its also one man’s
opinion. )

ROOK: No, it's facts. | can prove
those things. It isn‘t my opinion. It's
facts that he put this contest on the
air when he shouldn’t have. It's facts
that he did this or that. it's facts that
he alienated the union. It's facts. |
didn’t do it. | didn’t dream it up. |
didn’t go snooplng around to find It
It was just there for me to see. |
don’t look around for things to ‘‘get
someone.’”” That doesn’t make any
sense tome. | don’t have any desires
to do that. If that's what I'm
supposed to do, then | don‘t even
want the job. | hope the people that |
work with are all honest enough to
tell me exactly what they think,
always having the right to disagree
with them and vice versa. 1t doesn‘t
mean that }’'m wrong or they’re
wrong. [t means we disagree.

R&R: 1975, at least the first half, is
going fo be a very rough year for
radio. I’'ve heard that most national
buys in key markets, instead of
going tendeep orsevendeep, they’'ve
cut back to three deep. Local
business has got to be off. Where do
you see your radio stations, the ones
you‘re involved with, and how do you
see them making 1975 a profitable
year?

ROOK: In order to answer that, |
would have to give you my total
outlook. Obviousty the success of the
radio stations depend upon many
ditferent things - the sconomy, the

society (what mood society is in),
etc. If you look back in history, you
realize that we go through the
“’penduylum swings’’ syndrome. Now
it seems to me that with the public of
today the entertainment business as
a whole is going to be very important
in the next couple of years. History
shows wus that when a crisis,
especially a financial one, comes
along that the pubfic will spend their
quarters on entertainment .. on
being entertained.

R&R: The movie industry is hotter
now than during World War 1.

ROOK: The record business put
out fewer records and made more
money, right, and still are breaking
artists. To me it meant that better
product was out. Obviously the
broadcasting business is an
advertising media. Now advertising
definitely takes a drop when fewer
dollars are available. So there are
going to have to be a tightening of
belts in a tew places, but that's true
of every area. It's true of the world
today.

R&R: Does that mean longer
shitts? Does it mean less newsmen?
etc.

ROOK: | think, and {don’t want to
sound {lke 1‘'m on a soapbox talking
about the world problems, but when
you realize, and it's fact, that right
now milllons of people are dying.
They’re dying because they’re
hungry. And we sit here eating, have
a wonderful home. Even if we
wanted to share our food, we
couldn’t get it tothem in time to save
them. To me, | think of those things
when an ownersays tome ’I’'m going
to have to cut back, can we go to
five-hour shifts?’‘ | say, you better
believe it. We sure as hell can
because that's sure a iong way from
starving todeath or a long way from
not having a job.

{ think that's true. We’ll have to
start watching a little closer. You
and me, we watch closer in our own
personal planning, orobviously,
you‘re going to have to be more
aware and do a little bit' of belt
tightening and | don’t think wrong of
peopie doing that. | do it in my
personal planning, my own personal
household. And stations have to do
it. | think they’‘re doing it aiready.
They’ve been doing it all year. The
syndication busines, the automation
business is just a glant now. Why?
Because It’s one way to go, in these
times, when you have no other
money to really compete with a full
staff, you're going to have to go to

automation, in some shifts at least.
It’s possible. |t isn’t the ideal thing.
When you have programmed a radio
station in Newcastie, Wyoming and
maybe billed $160,000 and you
program a radio station in Chicago
that bitled six million a year, you
can easily remember what it was
like not having the money to do this,
this and this. I’ve never forgotten
that. | live in a nice home now. | like
my home, but | remember when |
didn’t have a nice home and, God, ]
hope | never have to go through that
again. | don’t want to. But, | think
the same thing goes with a program
director, a jock or myself. When an
owner says to me ‘‘we have a
problem. We can no longer afford to
operate our all night show. What can
we do?"’

R&R: What do you cut, though? Do
you cut the news, public affairs,
jocks?

ROOK: It depends upon the
station. If you have a newsstaff of
fourteen and you can get by with ten,
fine. | operate on the basis that
money has never been the prime
thing ... it never has been. | have
never paid attention to money. | like
it. i like to be able to afford a living. |
like being able to have some nice
things. | like security. | think we all
do. But-money hasn’t been the thing.
| have clients that | have continued
with that didn’t have enough money
topay me. | had a client call me nine
months ago and said ‘‘John, we have
a terrible problem. We’re going to
have to go to cut twq disc jockeys off
the staff. We just can’t continue.
We‘re going to have to go to six hour
shifts.”’ | said "‘cancel my fee.”” And
they did. | took a ‘lesser fee in
another case. It doesn’t bother me
to do that. if | didn’t have enough
money to make a living myselt, |
may not be able to do thatso easily.
1t would kill me personally to know
that a station was sounding like a
piece of crap and here | am making
money off it. Only on a basis that
they didn‘t have enough money to
pay talent. Well, | want them to be
able to pay talent. | want talent paid.
| don’t want there tobe cuts.

There are people, thank God,
that have been around me or
working with me for a tong time and
never left .- we still work together to
this day and they cail. Because,
they know, Damn it, that when it
comes right down to it if there is a
situation involved where it’s going to
get to that - cutting someone -- Il
probably drop my fee that month.

That doesn‘t bother me.

R&R: Does a program director
sacrifice his promotion budget?

ROOK: | don’t think that he has to
in every area. | don’t think that
there should be black and white like
that. {f the manager says ‘'no mére
promotion budget’’ then we 're
going to cance! that.

R&R: Isn’t it true that most
managers, even in your major
markets, are, most of the time, sales
oriented. To them, even though the
ratings are what they sell, it is very
hard for them to believe that giving
away $500.00 or a trade out,
something or other, is really going to
get them what they need to get their
sales, It seems like the comments |
get from program directors, and it
didn‘t happen to me in my years of
radio. | was just lucky | guess, but
the promotion budget and the
programming department are
always the first not to get the money
or the first to lose it. When it comes
to the sales staff cutting down on
their expenses, that‘s after because
that generates immediate revenue.
If you take the guy out to lunch, you
have a betfer chance of getfing in
with him. Get him a kick back, get
him a color TV whatever. But the
programming side, whether it's
gettinga budgetfor a music research
person or giving money away,
whatever it takes, always seems to
be the first to suffer.

ROOK: | don‘t know if there is a
black and white answer to that. For
example, for a program director to
say to a manager ‘‘I can’t lose my
music research person, therefore
you can’t take it away from me.””
It's entirely possible that there is a
talent on the station that could do
both jobs. When { was a jock, | did a
tour hour shift (and jyst because |
did it doesn’t mean that | think
everyone else should.) | threaded
the news machine, | put the teletype
paper in. | did all the public services
in many cases. ) did production. |
did the music. | did everything |
possibly could. | don’t see anything
wrong with that.

R&R: When did the three hour
shifts come in? What was the

advantage?
ROOK: | think that’s nice to some
degree.

R&R: People don‘t listen in three
hoyr blocks.

ROOK: Right. For years, | have
stopped using times. I‘ve sald so
and so s the ‘morning man.’
Because the public doesn’t

understand “‘tune in tomorrow and
hear Joe Blow between six and nine,

or six and ten. They don’t
understand that. Why don’t you just
say ‘‘Joe Blow, mornings.”” Now
they’ll understand it. Pete Smith,
afternoons, Joe Brown, evenings,
midday or evenings or all-night. |
think four hour shifts is a good move.
I think it always has been. | think
that during the day of real high
pitched, fast moving, I'm talking
about the eariy sixties when echo
chamber radio was there and it was
just fifteen different fast moving
things at all times, jingles and
screaming, Jesus Christ, noonecould
stand it for more than three hours!
At that time, it was probably true,
maybe three hour shifts were needed.
But, | think four hours has always
been a good thing -- 6 to 10, 10 to 2, 2
to 6 has always been a good bit. |
think it’s a lie, and it doesn’t sound
convincing for me to tell an all night
man you’'re not important so you
have to work midnight till six. Six
hours!? Since when is his shift no
more important than anyone else‘s?
His shift could be just as important
to me as any ofrier shift on the
station.

t don’t believe in six hour shifts. |
know that there are stations that run
three hour jock shifts during the
important time periods, whatever
they are. And yet they shit all over
the tistener in other areas. It doesn’t
make any sense to meé. it doesn’t
even start to make sense to me.
We‘re all going to have to tighten our
belts in both business and
personaily. I'm like Lyndon
Johnson. I‘m running around the
house turning off lights and seeing if
the TV needs to be on. I’'m teaching
my family. | even turned off my
lights on my circle driveway. | paid
far them -- they’re all in, it's just too
bad | can’t use them! I’'m telling my
boys don’t use the gas too
much.Well, I’'m doing it and { think
the same thing goes at a radio
station. There is nothing wrong for a
staff at a radio station torealize that
the station just might soon have to
watch what it's doing for a dollar
standpoint. Maybe it's important.
Americans are spoiled rotten. | love
it. | love life here. But it's a shame
we don‘t understand what’s
happening. It used to be during a
crisis, we used to all come through.
m not sure the fibre of the
American public would know how to
do that.

1974 was the biggest year in
country ‘music history. Dollar-
wise, more money was grossed in
country music related product
than at anytime past. From 62
country stations in 1960 to almost
1200 this year. From a gross of
less than three milljon dollars in
1939 to a gross of over a billion in
1947; from the first country-pop
No. record (’’Chattanooga Shoe
Shine Boy’’ in 1950) to over a
dozen country-pop hits in 1974,
From the step-child of the music
industry to the 1930’s (the record
companies placed all “hillbilly”
players on subsidiary labels so
the public wouldn’t'’know that that
particular company was
associated with such a primitive
sound) to a clamor for the new
breed of country-pop hitmakers
who can win the world in 1975.
Yes, country music has come to
town! | might predict here at the
outset, that country music will be
responsible for the first big
recession-breaking hit record
artist to happen. in 1975.

Soon the world won’t have fat to
laugh at, it seems. Kenny Price
lost about 75 pounds in 1974, from
over 300 to a respectable 235‘ish;
Mac Wiseman had an intestinal
by-pass and dropped 125 pounds,
down to 170‘ish; now Dr. Andrew
Trimble of Tucker, Georgia, is
taking away much of the physical
personality of A.J. Samples, Jr.
Dr. Trimble hospitalized Mr.
Samples recently for treatment of
his diabetic condition and of a
cholesterol level which the doctor
says was the highest he’s ever
seen.
