THE FCC
(So You Can Understand It)

REPORT ON RECENT (MARCH) DEVELOPMENTS
The month of March has not produced any earth -shaking FCC

developments but there was still an ample number of rulings which
warrant your attention in both broadcasting and cable. Among those
which will likely affect your day-to-day operations, were the following:
I. Annual Financial Reports

We remind all Broadcast Stations that your Annual Financial Reports
(FCC Form 324) were due to be filed on April 1, 1975. If you've not yet
filed your Report, please contact your Washington legal rep. so that they
might so advice FCC of the justification, seek an FCC extension, and
also take steps to get it on file as soon as possible.
II. FCC's Renewal Actions Pro and Con

A. In an unusual action in this area of growing FCC concern, the
Commission designated for hearing the renewal of Station WJAM
(Marion, Ala.) for its failure to adequately ascertain the needs and
problems of the area's extensive Black population (41.8 percent) and to
provide responsive past or proposed programming to serve such needs
and problems.

B. On the other hand, FCC denied protests against renewals filed by
several Black and -or other Citizen Groups against Stations WMAR-TV
(Baltimore), WTWV (Tupela, Miss.), and 9 Topeka, Kansas Stations
which had involved the essentially similar charge that the Stations had
failed to program to demonstrated Black needs and problems, and were
discriminatory in their employment practices. FCC ruled that their
respective employment levels were within its so-called "zone of
reasonableness," and that their programming served minorities' needs
and problems despite not being specifically so created.

C. FCC also denied Petitions by the National Organization of Women
(NOW) against the renewals of WABC-TV (New York City) and WRC-

Women involved in the "Women's Movement," and that they
discriminated against Women. FCC concluded that the Stations' overall
programming did inform the public on the issues of Women's role in
society, and that their community leaders surveys did include Women
involved in that movement.

D. Stations KTLK (Denver, Colo.) and KOAD (Lemoore, Cal.) were
granted one-year renewals for failure to exercise proper management
supervision over their operations resulting in an unauthorized operator
on duty; improper logging, broadcast of a lottery, etc.

E. A short-term renewal was granted to Station WHBW (Hyde Park,
N.Y.) for permitting discriminatory treatment of political candidates,
and for tailing to identify itself properly upon commencing operations at
6 a.m.

III. New FM Station Granted on Showing of Small Additional Service.
The FCC granted a new FM Station at Glenwood Spring, Colo., and

denied a competing application on the basis that one applicant would
serve all of Glenwood Springs plus 617 additional persons with a first
nighttime service. Furthermore, the losing applicant had misused its
broadcast facilities as an unauthorized emergency point-to-point
communications to contact Station employees.
IV. FCC Denies Pre -Sunrise Operation Due to Interference

The FCC denied an application by Station WAIT (Chicago) for 500
watt pre -sunrise authorization on the basis that the Station would cause
prohibited skywave interference to the Clear Channel Station on that
frequency.
V. Station Sale Denied Due to Multiple Ownership Overlap

An application for assignment or Station WE IC (Charleston, Ill.) was
dismissed as a result of prohibited Im-vm overlap between the Station
and an existing Station already owned by the purchaser in violation of
the FCC's new Multiple Ownership Rules.
VI. Silent Station Operation Terminated by FCC

The FCC deleted the call letters and terminated the operation of
Station WLBS (Centreville, Miss.) on the basis that it had been off -the -
air since January 1971, and had failed to submit Annual License Fees,
respond to FCC inquiries, or to prosecute its Renewal Application.

VII. Employment of Women and Minority Groups Increased
The FCC's Annual Study has revealed that broadcast employment of

Women in 1974 was 25.2 percent, up 2.2 percent from 1972 an 1.2 percent
from 1973. In addition, Minority Group broadcast employment was 12.3
percent, up 2.3 percent from 1972, and .6 percent from 1973.

VIII. FCC Fines Stations for Operational and Technical Violations
A. FCC fined Station WHVN (Charlotte) $2,500 for failure to file its

Annual Financial Report; for operating with excessive power during
pre -sunrise hours; and for improper entries in its Maintenance Logs.

B. FCC fined Station WR DW (Augusta) $1,000 for broadcast of a
lottery which required purchase of a $1.00 ticket for a chance to be
eligible for an automobile drawing.

C. FCC fined Station KLXA-TV (Fontana, Ca.) $5,000 for the illegal
relocation of its Main Studio outside of the City of its License without the
prior FCC approval required in these circumstances.

D. FCC denied reconsideration of a MO forfeiture against Station
WMAP (Monroe, N.C.) for operating with excessive power and WGBR

(Goldsboro) $2,500 for violation of the Logging Rules and operation with
incorrect power, despite the Station's plea for reduction, insofar as this
was its first fine in its 36 years of operation.

E. FCC fined and admonished Station KCOP-TV (Los Angeles) $2,000
for failure to log as commercial, portions of its program "Championship
Wrestling," which was also considered to be a program length com-
mercial, and so contrary to the public interest.

RECORD INDUSTRY PROFILE:

Mike Borchetta-Independent
BORN: January 15th

BIRTHPLACE: Westport, Con-
necticut
SIGN: Capricorn

Mike was heavily into the record
industry at the tender age of
seventeen writing songs, booking
bands and managing groups. He
didn't want to be a singer or a

performer; his action was behind
the scenes. "I always knew since I

was fifteen years old that I wanted to
' be an executive in the record
business. The first group that I

managed was called Dick Grass And
The Hoppers. I used to get them
bookings in and around Connecticut
for 575 to 5100 a night. I got my in-
spiration to become a concert
booker from Bill Lockridge who had
connections with Bo Diddley. He
paid Bo $250.00 to perform in a place
called St. Anthony's Hall. I caught
the show and it seemed like there
were a million kids there and I

thought what an easy way to make
money. So I approached Diddley's
manager to book Bo into Westport.
Evidently Bo had $50 ripped off him
in the previous transaction and his
manager said "look, we got gypped
out of 550. and you'll have to make it
up." I figured, hell, with all the
money I'm going to make pay
him 5300. So I did and I realized a
very nice sum of money. I thought
this is easy, I'm going to be rich!

Then I booked in the Solataires,
who had "Walking Along," and I

drew about eight people! Nobody
knew the Solataires -- they knew the
Diamonds and associated "Walking
Along" with them. The show
bombed and I decided I'd better pay
closer attention to this business. I

booked Chuck Willis next who was
quite well known along with Robert
8. Johnny, Dee Clark, The Twintones
and some others. But, Chuck Willis
died two days before the show of an
ulcer operation so that show went
right down the tubes. I think the
show could have stood alone with
Robert 8. Johnny but all week long
Dick Clark had been advertising
that his show Saturday night (which
was the night of my concert) was
going to feature Robert 8. Johnny. So
the kids figured that if they were
going to be on Dick Clark Saturday
night, they sure as hell weren't going
to be on mine. I called their manager
in a panic and he said the show was
going to be video taped. I said
"what's a video taped?" He ex-
plained it, but back in 1958, we didn't
know from video taping so all the
kids stayed home and watched
Robert 8. Johnny on TV.

But my big break came when I

booked one of the biggest shows ever
to hit Connecticut with Bobby Darin,
Frankie Avalon, Lloyd Price, The
Big Bopper, The Chantells, etc. I got
some financial backing and another
kid, Danny Capolo, and I put it all
together. It was a huge success, but
after a couple of other mediocre
bookings, I decided to get out and
concentrate on managing and
songwriting. My first song was
written for Dave "Baby" Cortez
called "You're Just Right" with
Dorian Burton who's had many,
many hits. While I was booking I had
met the President of General Artists
Corporation, which was a talent
agency. I ran into him again in New
York when I got out of school and he
offered me a job in California. He
told me that he needed aggressive
young guys like me and to see a man
named Ron Beckman out there and
he would give me a job. Well, I

packed my bags thinking, "well,

he's the president of the company;
the offer has to be solid. So after
living for nineteen years in the same
house I grabbed a plane to Los
Angeles and went out to see Beck-
man. But he had never heard of me
and when I told him the President,
Larry Kanag, had sent me he said "I
don't care if Jesus Christ sent you, I

don't need anybody." I asked about
the mailroom, but he said "we don't
have any openings." I didn't want to
force the issue by bringing Kanaga
into it, so I just decided to pass on
the whole situation.

My next stop was at KDAY. I had
heard Alan Freed on the station. I

had met him in New York and he
was a real sweet guy. He told me
Irwin Zucker was looking for some-
one and got me an appointment.
I talked to Irwin who asked me if I

knew how to write up press releases
and I said "sure." He gave me some
information on a group and I asked
the guy in the next office, Bud Ostin,
"What's a press release?" He asked
me if I had ever put notices in the
papers for groups I used to manage
and I got the picture right away. So I
banged out a press release, took it
into Irwin who said "fine, you're
hired." I envisioned $200 a week, but
he offered me $40! I figured well it's
a job and a chance to stay in
California. Working with Irwin was
like going to college. He is a very
underrated human being. He
has salted away a ton of money. His
business, then and now, is
Promotion In Motion and he
promotes records and books. I

worked for Irwin for one and a half
years and I don't think I missed a
day. I watched him like a hawk and
learned a great deal.

Ever since I arrived in L.A., I kept
looking at the Capitol Tower and
thinking one day that's where I want
to be. Irwin told me "If you want to
work for me, fine, but the minute a
better offer comes, take it." Well a
good friend of mine, Tommy Davis,
who was one of the hottest baseball
players with the Dodgers, had a
summer promotion job with Capitol.
He put in a good word for me to
Wayne Tappon at the Tower. A job
came open for local promotion in
L.A. and I got an interview with
Wayne. When I walked in Wayne
said "I'm sorry, but I've just
decided to hire someone for the job"
and I said "get that's a shame
because I know I'm the guy you
want. I'm the best record man
around." He loved my attitude. I

was cocky, but I was serious too and
with the good words from Tommy,
he decided to hire me. He threw a
figure of $250 a week at me plus
expenses. I went crazy going from
$40 to $250 a week. I thought it was
unreal.

We started breaking a lot of
records at Capitol. I got a call from
Nick Venet saying they were going
to sign a group called The Beachboys.
I had seen them in San Bernardino
and I told Nick "that's fantastic ....
they're dynamite." Their first
record sold like crazy. Capitol
hadn't seen a record sell like that in
years. Brian Wilson had wanted me
to manage the act, but their father,
Murray Wilson, made it a condition
that I quit Capitol which I just
couldn't do for one act. But I got
them some auditions and took them
to GAC and William Morris. They
were selling, but hadn't really ex-
ploded yet. Murray ended up
managing them. He was crazy, but
he was a hard working guy. They put
out their second record called "Ten
Little Indians" and it stiffed. KMET
played it and got no response, so I

told- them not to mass release it. I

was politely told by the Tower to
keep my nose out of their business.

The record came out and it did
zero. Brian Wilson came into my
office in his bluejeans looking like a
real surfer. He was very upset over
the single and concerned about what
they were going to do next. I told him
to take anyone of Chuck Berry's old
songs, like "Sweet Little Sixteen,"
and they would have a smash. So they
went in a cut "Sweet Little Sixteen"
and called it "Surfin' USA." They
cut it at the Capitol studio, which
was more geared for Glenn
Gray, and it didn't come off hot
enough. So I told Murray to take the
kids down to Western Recorders and
just cut the same record and they
would get a better sound, which they
did. Well it sold I don't know how
many millions and it was the
beginning of their tremendous suc-
cess. It was wonderful working with
them and I still have the big gold
plaque they gave me for my help.
That was one of the highpoints of my
life.

I was twenty-one then, a real hot
shot, when I was offered the regional
job at Capitol, but at the last minute
they hired someone with more ex-
perience and I was really hurt. I left
them strictly out of an ego problem.
I was making good money and they
offered to double any other offer that
came along, but I was bullheaded
and young so I went with RCA. It
was really stupid because my deal
at Capitol included a percentage of
all the records sold out of the
branch. So I showed them-I
screwed myself out of a million
dollars! Right after I left they signed
the Beatles and just about every hot
English act around. I then went to
RCA who was s hot as a pistol when I
came and for the next two years
became, without a doubt, one of the
coldest labels that ever existed.
Even Elvis was in trouble!
as the New York office didn't un-
derstand me and vice versa. So in
1967 I went independent for awhile
and then worked for Mercury. I

worked for Bob Surempo who was a
hell of a nice guy who eventually
became a record producer.

We were hot then, but Bob left the
company and his replacement and I
just didn't hit it off. At that point,
Russ Regan called me and said "I
don't know if I like you, but I think
you should go independent," So I

opened a little office in January of
1968 and my first client was a guitar
playing kid I had known at Capitol.
He said "I don't have any money to
pay you yet, but if I hit you'll be on
for life. And this song "Gentle On My

I've known Jeff Wald for several
years. I met him during his
struggling years when he proved to
me and everyone else that when you
believe in something, you can make
it happen. Jeff harrassed me for
nine months to play the first Helen
Reddy hit. I was wrong, he was
right. The stories you hear about
Jeff are probably true, but to deal in
the business world you can't always
be a 'nice guy.' The reason for this
interview is because Jeff is one of
the few managers that has taken the
time to understand the importance
of radio. He's concerned about radio
and how it can and does affect an
artist. More important, he has
always been there for radio even
though they have not always been
there on a Helen Reddy record.
Some of Jeff's comments are biting,
but they are his genuine, concerned
thoug his.

JW: Basically one of the reasons I

wanted to do the interview is that
I've been unhappy with certain
attitudes in radio that I can see
looking at radio as a whole. Not
being in radio specifically, but radio
being an important part of what I do
and I feel that radio denigrates itself
and doesn't see itself as important
as it is. And I don't mean in the
selling of records which is like a
subsidiary part of radio, an im-
portant part, but a subsidiary. The
thing that bothers me is a lack of
overview by radio, a lack of a total
picture of what it is that they're
doing, or a concept, or a plan, and
how to proceed with what they're
doing. I don't think they've really
begun to measure the effect they
have. Look at the impact they had
with the Beatles. Now I don't mean
the Beatles' music, I mean the
sociological impact the Beatles had
everything from hairstyles, to
drugs, to religion to everything else.
What the Beatles said became very,
very important. And changed the
social feel of this whole country's
youth, which eventually changes the
country. I don't think they've
realized the impact of some of the
records that they've played,
whether it was the San Francisco
trip starting with Scott MacKenzie
going through the hallucinogen drug
scene with the Jefferson Airplane
and the rest of them. But radio has
been the thing that spreads the
culture, because kids don't really
watch TV. They watch at 1 o'clock in
the morning maybe.

R&R: Because there's nothing on
for them.

JW: There is nothing for them. We
tried to put on prime time TV with
Helen. They didn't want Cheech &
Chong who we put on their first
prime time shot. The network
executives stood there and wanted to
know who Jim Croce was: They
didn't want to know from those
people, they didn't understand that.
Sweep up the same old shit. You
can't make a movie star. There's
only one female movie star in the
business and that's Barbra Steisand.
Everybody else is a working actress,
sometimes. As far as male, there's
Paul Newman and Bob Redford and
Steve McQueen and Clint Eastwood.
And that's about it for really male
movie stars and they were made a
long time ago. And as big a star as
they are, there's no guarantee that
their pictures will do well. Redford
was in a turkey, "The Great Gats-
by." It's as important that they
have a good picture as it is that they
be a star. So what I'm saying is that
the studios are incapable of building
up movie stars, box office draws ...
to me a star is someone that people
will pay their money to go and see in
something. That's a star.
Everything else is bullshit. People
don't shell out the dollars either in a
movie theatre ticket or a concert
ticket or a nightclub ticket or a
record album. I mean, that's the
bottom line.

THE R&R INTERVIEW

JEFF WALD
R&R: Where do you see where

radio can improve that?
JW: I think that they should have

an overview in terms of what it is

that they do. Be less conscious on a
per record basis, and become more
into artists. FM did that, but got into
too many artists and got too
esoteric. Top 40 can combine the
best of all possible worlds. They can
remain a mass -appeal media, which
they have to try to go for as wide a
demographic basis as they can.
There's an exclusiveness about Top
40 radio that I like. In spite of
everybody saying "longer playlists"
... I don't think there's anything
wrong with a playlist of 30 records.
First of all, I don't believe that you
can sell records unless you have that
kind of concentrated airplay on
them. That's why Top 40 radio sells
records, because you're competing
for flashes of people's attention. A
lot of times they're driving a car,
they're doing housework or there's
some other activity they're engaged
in while they're listening to the
radio. Which is the great thing about
radio . . . it can be on and keep you
company, but you don't have to
watch it. You don't have to tie up all
your time with it. So to get their
attention, you got a 3 minute record
or whatever, and I like the ex-

clusiveness about that. But I find
sometimes that the radio stations
spend more time judging a record as

such, and not going by an artist and
not tying in the utilization of that
artist with a personal appearance
that artist is making.

R&R: How many artists today
even respect a radio station? And
then where do you cut off where an
artist will participate with a radio
station? Will they only participate in
the top 20 markets? What about the
guy who's busting a record in a
small market?

JW: Our attitude is we participate
with anybody, basically, who asks.

R&R: But that's got to change
sometime. Helen's going to get too
busy doing television and records.

JW: But you know what I found. I

found that when certain artists like
Glen Campbell got too busy, the
radio stations got too busy to play
their records. In other words, what
I started to say, and I've gone about
it in circular motions, is that radio is
the basis of our power. If Helen
Reddy was not a large record seller
she would not be a star. She wouldn't
be a television star, she wouldn't be
in a movie, she wouldn't be a concert
star and a nightclub star.
Everything came from the record -
sales. So I don't want to lose that
since that's the basis of her power.
You can no longer build somebody
as a motion picture star. You can get
them in a hit picture and they can be
hot in it. Look at Elliot Gould. He
was hot for 20 minutes and 2 good

pictures and then 8 turkeys. So you
can't do that. You can't build
anybody through nightclubs,
because the only nightclubs that
exist are in Las Vegas and in order
to get into Las Vegas you gotta be
somebody to begin with. You can't
build anybody in concerts because
nobody goes to see you unless you
have a record.

So you can't build an artist
through it ... you can get them to a
certain point if they work. But you
can't make them a star that can
draw 10,000 people. So that elimi-
nates that. And you can't build them
on TV anymore. The woods are
full of yesterday's TV series' heroes.
In 4 minutes Sid Caesar was the
biggest TV star in the world, and
would be very happy to get a job
today, at anything. And I'm not
putting these people down. I'm just
stating a simple fact. The only way
to sustain yourself as a star and to
emerge ... Elton John is the biggest
star in the world. Period. In any way
you want to judge a star whether it's
income, I'm sure that Elton John
has the highest income in show
business. There's no question about
that. Probably equal to what the
Beatles and Presley were making
when they were hot. Elton John is a
draw all over the world at 25,000 seat
stadiums. You know what I'm
saying. And he did it through
records.

R&R: What has he done for radio?
JW: What has Elton done for

radio? Given them good stuff to
program. Good upbeat stuff to
program. Obviously it's what' he's
done for radio because if it wasn't
working for radio they wouldn't play
his records. Now whether or not he's
taken the time personally to get
involved I don't know. He's an
English artist, he doesn't live here...

R&R: He just recently did guest
spots in San Francisco and Los
Angeles.

JW: Well then obviously, and I

know Elton, it's important to him
and to John Reid his manager, that
they maintain their ties with radio.
So I'm sure that there's a local
station involved in their concerts. I

think that's very important. I think
that the stations should get involved
more in those aspects. The distur-
bing thing has been to me sometimes
in relation to radio, and I don't want
to pick a specific city, naturally, and
piss off somebody that's never going
to play a Helen Reddy record again.

But I've gone into "X" city with a
concert with Helen Reddy, and the
station is not playing whatever her
current single is. And it's not a
question that they're not playing it
because it's not a hit. They'll go on it
maybe the week after we leave, or
two weeks later, depending on what
that station's pattern Is for going on
records. Now if I were a PD in a
market, especially let's say in a

secondary market, let's use San
Antonio for example and I knew a
Helen Reddy was coming in and
"Delta Dawn" was like 60 on the
charts, or "Leave Me Alone" was
leading the charts, or "Angie
Baby," and you could see all the
signs were there for a hit. So you
weren't really taking a big risk and
the artist had a track record ... I'd
play that record to death before that
artist came into town.

R&R: You're talking about "show
biz." You're talking about the radio
stations becoming involved in show
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biz. That's supporting the act, that's
bringing them in, that's doing all
that kind of stuff.

JW: Yeah, they can do it on dif-
.erent levels. They can do it by being
a participant in the concert, by being
a sponsor; they can do it through
their DJ's. I have always gone out of
my way, whenever we go into a city,
I make sure ifs a disc jockey from
the Top 40 station hosting that show
as an MC. Even if there's not a direct
tie-in. Sometimes our concerts are
directly tied -in where WDGY and
the promoter will present Helen
Reddy, or whatever the station
happens to be. That's not totally
necessary. When we had our TV
show our announcer was Robert W.
Morgan. NBC hit the roof. They got
20 guys getting a salary every week
as staff announcers, who, as they
said, had voices that are familiar to
millions because they've been staff
announcing from 20 years at NBC.
And here I come in with Robert W.
Morgan who, to them, is an off the
wall Top 40 jock. And what they
didn't understand is that I wanted
that audience that listens to Morgan
and listens to the other radio stars,
to tune in on Helen's show.

I wanted to give them a

familiarity since they knew of Helen
Reddy before television from their
radio. And when somebody listens to
their radio that disc jockey is part of
what they hear going into a record
and coming out of a record. So it was
important that they hear that on the
show, that was their identification
factor. The Top 40 voice, the Top 40
style of announcing. To me it worked
wonderfully, and they would up
being happy with Morgan at NBC.
The same thing with the presen-
tation of shows. Since we are a
contemporary record act, I wanted
other contemporary acts. That's
why it was more important to have
Cheech & Chong than it was to have
Jim Nabors. It was more important
to have Jim Croce than it was to
have Ken Berry or Tim Conway.
You know what I mean?

R&R: Did they drive you crazy?
JW: NBC?
R&R: Yeah.
JW: They made me absolutely

nuts. I mean, they hated it. I mean
they just fucking hated it. But the
proof of the matter is that if you look
at the history of summer shows that
didn't become series, i.e., Melba
Moore, John Byner, Jerry Reed,
most of those artists have gone into
oblivion. Helen Reddy left that
summer show 10 times the star that
she was when she went .into it. It
didn't hurt , it helped her. Made
her a bigger draw in concert. That's
where "Delta Dawn" and "Leave
Me Alone" came from, out of that
show. It just made her a big star.
And the reason being that we gave
the people, especially our audience
... the same audience that buys the
records ... we gave them a con-
tinuation on TV. They had
something in prime time television
with the Eagles, and Croce, Cheech
& Chong, George Carlin, Albert
Brooks, Robert Klein and all those
people that they were getting on
their records.

R&R: With all the newly -cancelled
series in the 5th week of a new
season, they're already cancelling
50 percent of their new shows, has
anybody come to you and asked you
to do Helen's show?

JW: Yeah, and we've decided that
a series is probably a kiss of death,
especially for a recording artist,
having watched Glen Campbell and
Tom Jones and Engelbert Hum-
perdink, your sales decline, you

burn it out. So I'm interested in

Helen doing a special or two specials
a year. Probably doing a special and
then maybe a theme special... We're
talking now of doing an animated
children's show in the morning using
Helen as a character. Because
there's no woman animated
character there. There's a Bill
Cosby "Fat Albert" and the

Osmonds have a morning cartoon
show. What I want to do is develop
some characters in it .... we're
probably going to use the ladies
she's created with "Delta Dawn,"
"Leave Me Alone" and "Angie
Baby," all crazy ladies. But we're
going to stay contemporary and the
guests are going to stay fairly
contemporary and the music is
going to stay contemporary.

Because TV is going to catch up to
radio eventually. What they don't
realize is that the kids that listen to
the radio now, when they get older
aren't going to be tuned to the TV
habit. You and I will because when
we were kids, TV just came out, so
everybody is my whole neigh-
borhood used to come to one apart-
ment just to watch the TV with a
magnifying glass in front of it. So TV
was a novelty and you got into the
TV habit, the viewing habit. My
daughter, I bet she doesn't watch 3
or 4 hours a night and what she does
watch happens to be the nostalgia
shows, "Happy Days" and that. But
she listens to the radio. That radio is
on from the time she gets up in the
morning till the time she goes to bed
at night. That's what she does. She
listens to the radio. She's developed
her own tastes. She goes out and
buys records, and I can't influence
her tastes. I can't force anybody
down her. I can go in her room and if
she pulls down a Bobby Sherman
poster and David Cassidy goes up, I
know where that career has gone.
Both of them. You know, when

David Cassidy came down and the
Osmond Brothers went up, and so
on. But I don't say anything to her.
Same thing with stations. I know
which stations the kids switch to and
listen to and which station's coming
on in the marketplace.

R&R: Let me ask you a question ...
if you monitor your 12 year old. How
does that happen? Is it word of
mouth from school?

JW: Yeah, the kids just know,
whatever it is. I don't know how it
happens ... when yOu're a kid ... all
the kids are doing this, and all the
kids bought the Stylistics album, you
know what I mean?

R&R: Word of mouth is a tremen-
dous factor in selling albums.

JW: Yeah, for example, when
Capitol had Rick Springfield
posters, albums, Tiger Beat
magazine ... she wouldn't hear of it.
And she showed her friends and they
didn't care. But the Osmonds they
cared about. I didn't have to say to
her, hey Bobby Sherman's grosses
are down or his record sales are
down, cause one day she came and
put up a David Cassidy poster. I

mean, they're the ones responsible
for some of these sales and grosses
being down. When they turn off ...
they turn off. You can see what's
going to last by the quantity,
whether or not the kid goes out and
buys a single and sometimes an
album. I don't want my kid buying
singles. She buys albums. I never
bought a single in my life.

R&R: But that's very strange.
Your success is predicated on single
sales.

JW: Definitely. You can't find a
better sales tool than a single. A lot
of people can't afford an album. And
a lot of people just want to hear the
one track, and they're not interested
in the rest and that's fine to. Maybe
she had but one or two singles. She's
bought some black singles, I should
mention that. She likes the Stylistics
and the O'Jays.

R&R: Have you ever tried to
monitor the kids? That would be
interesting.

JW: Yeah, I play her Helen's
records before I ever decide on a
single. If she really dislikes a

record, a single, I won't put it out. I

mean she loved "Angie Baby." She
just loved "Angie Baby." And that's
very important to me. If that kid
hates it ... she's just a typical 12 year
old kid.

R&R: How does Helen feel about
working with radio?

JW: Helen comes from a different
background. She's from Australia
where they work hard. Show
business is just not easy. In order to
make a living in Australia, you have
to get up in the morning and do a
commercial, and then play to a
women's luncheon at noon, and then
in the afternoon do a network TV
show you get $50-$100 for, and at
night work two nightclubs. You
know what I'm saying. So Helen

doesn't mind working. I -think
personal appearances are an in-
tegral part of selling records. So we
stay on the road farily frequently
getting at least to the major cities
once a year, and the secondaries or
whatever ... going to a Wichita or a
San Antonio or to an Albuquerque ...
every 18 months or 2 years. We
completed a trip coming the first
week in December in Seattle,
Portland and Denver. Now while we
were there, we did station phoners,
interviews, whatever they wanted to
do, because I'm all for that. So she
will call a KSLQ and wish them a
Happy Birthday or she will call a
Program Director and do a slug for
the station, or I make sure that a
local jock is the MC when we go in
and do a concert in that area.

You know she went in and did a
dinner for Rick Sklar. She did the
dinner for Rick Sklar, not cause you
can get WABC to play a record,
cause you can't. He's going to play it
if he likes it and he thinks irs a hit
and that's it. But it was important
that what he was doing was ad-
dressing a conference of broad-
casters that covered the full spec-
trum of radio, a radio symposium,
and there were about 1100 radio
executives there. And Rick was the
host. And I think this was the first
time that somebody from a Top 40
station, and granted it's the most
important Top 40 station, can run
this thing for the rest of radio. So it
was important that the rest of these
broadcasters see a legitimacy in the
people that these radio stations have
spawned, like a Helen Reddy.

To see that there's a legitimate
talent, that there's some degree of
intelligence, that not everybody is
out there gang -banging groupies and
doing that. There are other sides to
the rock & roll business. There is
some seriousness. And Elton John is
a very serious person about this
music. And Neil Diamond takes his
composing very very seriously. Joni
Mitchell takes her composing very
seriously. And they have something
to say for the most part. Whether
what they say is presented as light
comedy like in "Big Yellow Taxi"
when Joni is making a statement
about ecology; or is presented in a
hard -rock form like Graham Nash
with "Chicago" or Neil Young with
the "Ohio" record or it's a

documentation like Joni with the
"Woodstock" record .... all these
things have something to say. Now
Helen has had an attitude or a theme
with her records with women. Now I
don't say that radio has to be a social
forum. Radio's job is to entertain.

R&R: Do you consider Helen a
superstar right now?

JW: Yes, in so much as that she's
all media, has a very recognizable
face, and an identity as a human
being, an identity as an artist. She's
not faceless.

R&R: You also may be right in the
fact that so many radio stations
went on "Angie Baby" right away.
Just like an Elton John record. They
recognized a new Helen Reddy, good
record, and went right on it.

JW: You know, I'm in love with
the record. It's got that kind of in-
terest like who did Bobbi Gentry
throw over the Talahassee bridge, or
the "Night The Lights Went Out In
Georgia" ... irs got that kind of
interest. We're thinking of doing
some sort of a contest with the most
original idea of what happened to the
kid in the radio, where did he go,
who is her secret lover, that kind of a
trip. It's an off-the-wall song. It's a
natural record. We have not had
natural records. "I Am Woman"
was not a natural record. I would
say to myself, knowing a lot of the
program directors around the
country, that it would definitely not
be high on their list when it came out
of records they were dying to play.
That particular record was actually
forced in a great measure by the
public.

The relationship between Album
Oriented Rock Radio and the record
promoters has always been a close
and productive one. Large or
limitless playlists, an audience with
an unlimited appetite for Rock
related activity, and open unjaded
programmers have set the stage for
a mutually beneficial mode of
operation. Many of today's National
record execs started on the road to
success by hanging out as young
local men with the all night jocks at -
Progressive stations back in the late
'60s.

It is refreshing for programmers
to deal with promoters who have a
real interest in music and more than
a layman's knowledge of broad-
casting. It is the smart record
person who familiarizes him -herself
with the format, mechanics, and
tastes of each and every station
contacted before pushing product.

It was with a degree of skepticism
that I assessed the success potential
of a recent promotion at KNAC FM
in Long Beach, when I first heard it
was going to take place. For the
third year in a row, some thirty
record promoters, who service the
station regularly, were invited to
become guest disk jockies on April 1
and 2 for KNAC's annual "April
Fool's" special. Each was given one
hour to play and say anything at all.
The only restriction being that they
couldn't play their own product.

Needless to say, I was quite
honored when Program Director
Ron McCoy invited me to act as
Judge in this marathon of mayhem
and select winners in the categories
of "Most Together," "Most
Humorous," and "Most Far Out." I

spent all day and night Saturday
listening to telescoped airchecks of
the entire two-day oddity.

Before I go further, let me state
that my skepticism in the whole
affair stemmed from my own
"broadcasters" preoccupation with
radio technique and profes-
sionalism. So what I had to do,
in order to Judge the thing fairly
and objectively, was to forget
everything I know about radio and
approach it as a regular listener,
who did not know the people in-
volved, nor anything else involved.
Suppose I was a taxi driver, cruising
around Long Beach, listening to my
favorite station.

Let me tell you, that was some of

The title of this album tells the whole
story ... Gilley is "movin' on" to even
better sound. He expands his already
versatile style with a fine blend of
musical highlights. I should say much
of this album is a "Killer" because
Gilley makes fine use of the "Jerry Lee
Lewis" arrangements on some cuts.
Particularly strong cuts: "I'm Moving
On," check out the fine fiddle and piano
bridge on this one; "You'll Never
Know," a nice programming cut;
"How I Love Them Old Songs," strong
production cut, with a sing -a -long flair
to it; "Pen &Paper," a tune written by
the very talented producer of this
album, EDDIE KILROY; "Honky
Tonk Wine," cookin' country at it's
best; and you'll find a very strong
arrangement on "In A Shanty In Old
Shanty Town."

EDDIE ARNOLD
"The World Of Eddie Arnold" (MGM)

The master of the country ballad
gives us more in the "Eddie Arnold"
tradition. The total album was not as
strong as I hoped, but Arnold continues
to put out some quality tracks worth
some spins. Top cuts include: "Red
Roses For A Blue Lady," a pop stan-
dard which could easily become
another country classic for Arnold;
"Nearer My Love To You," from the
motion picture "Framed." This cut is a
good medium tempo ballad. Also
strong: "The Great Mail Robbery," a
recut of the mid -chart hit of Rex Allen,
Jr., good lyric content; "Still Loving
You," a very tasty side sure to get
many spins and, finally, "Middle of A
Memory," is worth lending an ear for
possible play.

Connie Smith's new "Lotta Hurtin' " album is just
full of sparkling stuff, like "Sunshine Blue," "Why Don't You
Love Me" and on and on . . . course I'm a Connie Smith
fan . . . they signed birth certificates for their Jeanne Lynn,
her fourth child (it was March 17th) . . . RCA scored a coup
with the "live" album soundtrack of the "In Concert" special
which showed last week on ABC-TV. The Ip features Chet
Atkins, Pride, Dolly Parton, Jerry Reed, Gary Stewart and
Ronnie Milsap. It's release coincided with the TV
showing . . . Pride's new company is "Chardon," his partner
is Don Kierns . .. Tommy Roe signed with Fred Foster at
Monument, cut his first single with old (former) producer
Felton Jarvis and former guitarist Chip Young at Chip's
"Youngun Sound" studio in nearby Murfreesboro. That's
where Billy Swan cut his "I Can Help." . .. Billy Swan's
dream came true!

the most entertaining and in-
formative radio that I've heard in a
long time. The amount of
preparation, honesty, and downright
communication that these people
brought to the radio, turned the light
on a whole dimension of this
business that is often overlooked in
an effort to program for other
programmers or dismissed as no
longer working.

As cliched as it sounds, the choice
was difficult because everyone was
good in different ways. However,
these are the winners:

Williams, National Sales Director;
Chuck Flood, National Promotion
Director; Edward Thomas and
Anita Ball, Assistant Promotion,
Carolyn Baker, Publicity and Hylton
Hawkins, Communications
Engineer.

R&R: Since you came from radio

to records let's get some background
information: How did you start in
radio?

FRICKE: Jack, I started when I

was going to Baylor University. My
roommate was a disc jockey at a
local station that's no longer on the
air. The station was in such a poor
financial condition there were only
two employees; my roommate and
the General Manager, who was also
on the air and the salesman. It didn't
even have an AP or UPI machine.
All the newscasts when given were
read from the newspaper. One day
while bringing my roommate
something to eat, he received a
phone call that President Kennedy
had been assassinated in Dallas. He
immediately made the
announcement over the air that
reportedly Kennedy was shot.

Then the phone calls started;
people saying it's bad enough we
joke about news, but that wasn't
something to joke about. In order to
verify the story he asked that I take
over the control board. Since I had
been in the studio many times with
him it was nothing new. The General
Manager heard me on the air, drove
to the studio and offered me a job.
Less than three months later I was
hired by WPOP in Hartford, Ct.

During the next few years I

worked in rock radio except for
about a year when I worked for Jay
Hoffer and Manning Slater at KRAK
in Sacramento. I didn't really start
in Country music until I finally
decided to complete my college
education. After finding that West
Texas University was about the
least expensive college to attend, I

moved to Amarillo, Texas, and
enrolled. Then I applied for work at
KPUR, a local rock station and was
hired as News Director. However,
school hours and work conflicted
and since there was not an opening
for an announcer, I started applying
at other radio stations in Amarillo.
The first of which was KDJW and
fortunately, I was hired. About two
months after I was at KDJW,
Country station, Paul Hull was
brought in as General Manager.
Paul asked me to assume the
programming of the radio station.
At that time we were No. 6 in an 8 -

station market, it would seem
logical that Country music should be
stronger in Texas than a couple of
rockers, MOR and good music
stations. Ratings were only taken
once a year so it gave us time to put
a game plan together. It worked and
we became No. 1, even with teens.
This is how the Constant Country
format was developed, Initiated and
refined. The Alton organization
transferred me from KDJW to
KBUY in Ft. Worth as Operations
Manager. The Constant Country
format was successfully utilized
once again.

Shortly after this time Scripps.
Howard decided to turn WMC in
Memphis Country. Dean Osmundson
asked me to be the Operations
Manager. Through Dean's belief and
the Constant Country format WMC

Vf/B's Jonathan Fricke

became No. 1 in a matter of months
and I was fortunate enough to
receive the Billboard Program
Director of the Year Award. I then
rejoined the Walton organization to
be the Operations Manager of K FOX
in Los Angeles. While In California
met Bob Wilson who asked that I be
the Country Editor for Radio &
Records which opened a new
dimension In my career. It was also
at this time that I met Andy
Wickham, who heads the entire
Country Music Division for Warner
Bros. Records. We discussed the
problems of record companies
trying to enter the field of Country
music.

R&R: Well, what were some of the
problems you discussed?

FRICKE: Questions like why are
very few record companies
successful with Country music as
compared to other forms of music;
to questions as to what is Country
music?

R&R: Did you decide what
Country music was?

FRICKE: Yes, we decided
everybody has their own definition
but perhaps Andy and I could come
up with a Country sound for Warner
Bros. that would satisfy the majority
of stations programming Country.

R&R: Let's go back to your
statement about why there are so
few successful companies in
Country music.

FRICKE: Well, purely
speculating, I think some companies
try to enter the field with little
involvement or concern from the
corporate heads. They think they
can run it like a Pop division; or buy
their way into Country . . . or have
the attitude "Well, we have a
Nashville office, let's see what they
can do." Rather than say, "Now we
are exploring a new field, what can
we do to assist our Nashville office."

Actually when a new company
opens an office in Nashville It's like
entering a brand new field. I think
you have to learn about Country
music as Nashville sees It; meaning
how it's produced, how It's played,
how the people think. You have to
study the companies that have been
successful and attempt to find out
the reasons why. Patterning your
basic operation upon the successful

principles the other companies have
utilized plus adding a few innovative
ideas, a foundation for a sound
operation is laid. A company has to
learn from Nashville. A neophyte
can't tell a pro how to do it.

R&R: Do any of these problems
you mention exist with Warner
Bros.?

FRICKE: No, not that I know of.
With such a new operation it's
difficult to get all the wheels turning
at the same time and in the same
direction; however, the people that
our office works with on the West
Coast are real pros. They're
probably a few somewhere in the
organization that don't understand
the operation of Country music but
they are trying to learn. Actually,
we all are still learning. But day to
day decision makers are concerned
and involved. As a matter of fact,
the head of National Sales of all of
Warner Bros. product, Lou Dennis,
is the one that pointed out the
possibility of purchasing the
"Mathilda" master from Houston.
Ed Rosenblatt, Vice President of
Warner Bros. is totally involved and
dedicated to making the division a
success. We have a weekly
conference call with the Regional
Marketing Managers discussing
ways to better improve our Country
product and service. Warner Bros.
now services over 1300 Country
radio stations with product. Plus,
when day-to-day decisions must be
made at Burbank, Andy Wickham is
there.

R&R: It must be working since
Warner Bros. seems to be making
such a quick start in 1975. Do you
plan to be adding new artists?

FRICKE: Are you looking for a
label?

R&R: No, but I do have a couple of
masters for you to listen to In your
spare time. Seriously, are you
seeking new product?

FRICKE: Warner Bros. is always
looking. You never know where you
are going to find your next major
artist. Andy and I continually listen
to tapes and masters and discuss
them daily on the telephone.

R&R: How do you differ in
reviewing a record now as opposed
to wNen you were reviewing a record
to play on the radio station.

FRICKE: Well, to answer that I'd
have to explain my concept of
today's type of programming on
Country radio stations. Rock radio
as far back as you want to go has
always had a leader, such as
McLendon, Bill Drake, Paul Drew,
etc. Whether or not one agreed with
these people or their methods of
operations, they still were
successful. Many people patterned
their programming after their Ideas
and philosophies. On the other hand,
Country radio seemed to start as,
"Well, everything else has failed,
let's try Country." It was usually
your poorest station in the market. If
you wanted to hear Country music
they were the only baligame in town.
They usually didn't worry too much
about the quality of programming.
It's still true in many markets
today; however, that's started to
change. Country music is becoming
a very competitive and profitable
form of programming. However, the
successful stations formats are not
always the same. Two stations in the
Dallas market, KBOX and WBAP
both program Country music, both
are successful, but sound entirely
different. In other words, there's no
individual leader or spokesman in
Country music as there has been in
rock.

R&R: How does this relate to
music?

FRICKE: Since there Is no trend
leader In Country one station may
like the traditional sound of Country
while another prefers the more
modern, so releasing a record to a
Country station is made more
difficult by not knowing what type of
Country records the station will
program. When we review a record
now we try to find one that will
satisfy and fulfill the sound the
majority of stations are looking for.

R&R : Now that you are talking to
Program Directors as a record
company executive, do you find
them giving the same answers as
you gave as a programmer?

FRICKE: Yes. That's why I have
Chuck Flood make the phone calls so
I don't have to hear them ... not
really. However, I do find that
Program Directors are easy to talk
to, generally will listen to your

record and discuss their feelings
about the record with you. If you
don't hype a radio station, but
supply them with facts, they
respond. Most Program Directors
that don't like a particular record
when it's released are open minded
enough to give the record a chance
when you are able to show them that
it's a legitimate song.
R&R: I've often heard it said there
isn't product in the market. Why do
record companies seem to have
difficulty getting the product out?
FRICKE: I believe Warner Bros.

has the best distribution in the
world. If we have to get product out,
we could have it there in less than 24
hours. However, our problem is
finding out what it means when a
radio station adds a record.

R&R: Well, doesn't it mean it gets
exposure through being played?

FRICKE: That's right, Jack;
however, if I bought 12 commercials
a day at a radio station I would know
that my product was being exposed
on the average of once every two
hours. However, if a record is added
to a radio station I don't know how
often our product is exposed. If the
record is just added to the list and
the disc jockey decides when it's
played it may never be exposed. But
when a station can tell us that it's
receiving "X" amount of play per
day we know how many pieces to put
into the market. For example when
KCKC in San Bernardino goes on a
record, we know exactly how many
pieces to put in the market and
where to place them because we
know that when Bob Mitchell adds a
record we are going to receive a
certain amount of airplay The same
is true for WEEP or WMC or, I'd
better quit here because I'll leave
somebody out if I keep going with
the list and I'll get some crank phone
calls.

R&R: Won't they tell you how
often they play a record if you ask
them?

FRICKE: Some yes, but their play
lists are so long that unless your
record is in the top it's rarely
played. A record buyer won't rack a
record that is not receiving
sufficient airplay, therefore, you
have to wait for the consumer to
walk in and ask for it. Some stations
are trying to protect their format
and won't tell you how it is being
rotated. Some stations let the disc
jockey choose the records from the
playlist. If their surveys are based
on the trades, this means a record
can theoretically be added and go to
No. 1 and never be played. Also
some markets will not tell you the
record shops they check for sales for
whatever reason they may have.
However, this hurts a record
company because there may be
product in the market but not in the
store or shops that radio station is
checking that week.

R&R: Well, Jon did you as a

programmer, give this information
out to record companies?

FRICKE: No, but sitting on the
opposite side of the desk I can see
why this information Is vital. One of
the best, most respected
programmers In the industry Is Bob
Mitchell in San Bernardino. The
reason a lot of record companies key
on KCKC as a breakout point Is
because they know that Bob will
check record stores, requests and
jukebox plays to tabulate his survey.
He also will talk to the record
companies and explain his findings
and give his honest opinon about a
record. His playlist Is relatively
short and you know that your record
will be exposed.
