Raft:  One thing  I really 
haven't covered is the indi-
vidual jocks. How about the 
personalities? What are you 
looking for when you hire 
someone? 
BURKHART: 
looking for

R&R: What does that mean? 
BURKHART: It doesn't matter 
if he screams or lays back. as 
king as he can communicate 
with his audience. 
il&R: Do you look for know-
ledgable, educated people? 

BURKHART: It is almost man-
datory today that some formal 
college education or some 
vocational education be had 
by most of the air participants 
on a radio station. Let's face

R&R:- Have you had any 
trouble finding these kinds of 
people? 
BURKHART: It's very difficult. 
and if there are any reading 
this article. I sure wish they'd 
apply. Well let me tell you 
what we look for. ok? We look 
for the communication first of 
all. The number two thing is 
voice flexibility. Number three 
is a personal interview to 
determine whether or not the 
man wants to take direction. 
After all, Paul Newman, a 
great actor, hires the best 
possible director he can find 
for a film. Because he can't 
see himself. The some thing 
applies to radio: the jock can-
not hear himself. He hears 
himself after the fact on tape. 
He needs help as he's going 
along. Critique, maybe in the 
control room while he's going 
along. We've even done that. 
The point is that he's got to 
bring talent out. If you can 
find the natural talent, you 
can bring him out and make 
him the kind of air personality 
that is desired at that par-
ticular stations in that par-
ticular market. The guy must 
communicate and he must 
have voice flexibility to be 
able to do it. 
R&R: Do you do that, or do 
your local programmers do 
that? 
BURKHART: When we look for 
guys, we look together. And 
we agree together. that we 
have found a guy who has 
potential. Then the interview 
is made by the local pro-
grammer. and if the chemistry 
iF right (if the guy wants to 
take direction. if he really 
wants the job) the local pro-
gram director is representing 
the licensee and has the 
authority to hire or reject. If 
he hires him. then we work 
with this announcer together 
to bring him out. I more or 
less stay in the background 
and work with the program 
director via long distance on 
cassette tapes. Then some-
times I'm in the market, like. 
say. every 6 or 8 weeks. to sit 
down with the PD and we 
listen to the station all day. 
and make a critique as we go. 
So it's a combination of both. 
Let me just stress this, the 
local program guy is really the 
key. It's true we've got a. lot of 
information, we've got a lot of 
advice to give, we've got a lot 
of experience, we've got a lot 
of research. The kind of local 
program director we like is 
the kind that a Dick Kent 
might be at WLAC, or jay 
Thomas might be at WAYS. 
This is the kind of guy who is 
into the town. understands

International Record & Music 
Industry Market, MUSEXPO 
'75, which will take place at 
the Las Vegas 
Convention Center this Sep-
tember 21-24, moves into the 
home stretch, it has already 
outstripped financier organi-
zer Roddy Shashoua's expect-
ations for first year participa-
tion in both depth and breadth. 
In a recent interview with 
RADIO & RECORDS. Shasheva 
outlined the structure of 
MUSEXPO '75. the reasons for 
the remarkable response. and 
its broad meaning to our 
industry. 
R&R: How do you account for 
the tremendous international 
response to a U.S.-based event 
In the face of tight money 
virtually throughout  the 
world? 
SHASHOUA: More than two 
years of intensive research 
into the sales and buying pat-
terns of the music industry 
pointed to the United States as 
the single most meaningful site 
for a marketplace that truly 
encompasses the world of 
music. The international inter-
change of music to and from 
the USA is more recognized 
today than ever. U.S. per 
capita expenditure on records 
and tapes is in excess of 21/2 
times that of the average per 
capita expenditure among the 
major 20 countries in the 
world. Today, worldwide re-
cord and tape sales alone are 
in excess of $4 billion annually 
the  U.S accounting for 460/o. 
or almost half of that volume. 
European. Asian. South Amer-
ican and African countries 
want a shot at that half, just 
as American companies are 
looking increasingly to foreign 
markets for product as well as 
sales. 
The current economic situa-

tion is such that people are

R&R: You have consistently 
used phrases like "diverse 
music market" and "expanded 
industry" in references to 
MUSEXPO '75. Would you de-
fine these?

jor record and publishing 
firms from around the world. 
we are particularly gratified 
about the appeal the show has 
had for the middle-range firms 
that can especially use this 
kind of international exposure. 
Even among music and record 
executives based here in the 
United States. many will be 
meeting collectively for the 
first time at MUSEXPO. 
Further. MUSEXPO '75 has 

been designed to provide a 
showcase for and dialog 
between the diverse business 
enterprises that are involved 
with music and with recorded 
product, in addition to its 
main function as an inter-
national marketplace for the 
record and music industry. 
For example. retailers will 

have access to the wide spec-
trum or related products and 
services that are an increas-
ingly important part of their 
own total sales picture. 
Also attending MUSEXPO 

are foreign audio & instrument 
companies as well as inter-
national publishers of music 
books and sheet music. Their 
participation. added to that of 
American companies in those 
fields and many ancillary 
areas, brings all of the music 
industry's products to the re-
tailer, under one roof for the 
first time. We have conse-
quently, received substantial 
response from both major re-
tailing outlets and smaller 
firms throughout the United 
States and Canada. 
Managers. songwriters and 

composers.independent pro-
ducers, publishers. manufac-
turers — all attracted to 
MUSEXPO by the participation 
of a segment of the music 
industry with whom they are 
directly involved. will benefit 
from participation with the 
greater "community" of inter-
related enterprises throughout 
the world.

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RADIO 
THE FCC 

[So  You Can Understand It] 
"REGIONAL OWNERSHIP PROPOSALS" 

The FCC has proposed new standards for broadcast 
regional concentration to specify the extent of ownership 
participation to be allowed for minority stockholders in stations 
which could not be commonly owned under present multiple 
ownership rules. As reported a few weeks ago in R&R, the 
proposed regional concentration policy would limit to four the 
number of stations one person and/or a corporation could 
operate within any one state. The new rule would be 
prospective only, and no divestitures will be required. 

The FCC proposes to count AM-FM combinations licensed to 
the same community as one station. Moreover, because of the 
gross situation of UHF television, the FCC proposes to exempt 
UHF applicants from the proposed new rule and to treat these 
cases on a case-by-case basis. UHF and VHF satellite television 
stations are also to be treated on a case-by-case basis. 

The FCC proposed to disallow any party from holding a 
stock interest in licenses of stations which, under the multiple 
ownership rules could not be commonly owned, except upon 
submission of a disclaimer of any intention to control or operate 
the stations. A party filing such a disclaimer would be permitted 
to hold up to 100/0 of each licensees stock, but will be barred 
from participating in its operation or control. 

It is worth to note that in no way is the new rule to be 
construed as having any effect on the present seven station 
limitation rule. Nor does it relate to the pending proceeding 
which the FCC proposes to allow certain passive institutional 
holders (banks, insurance companies, etc.) to own up to 50/0 
stock interest, where such holdings would otherwise violate the 
seven station rule. 

Comments on the proposal may be filed on or before August 
29 and reply comments on or before September 9. 
•

The Making Of A Radio 
Show: The California Special 

By JERRY HOPKINS 

March 30 
"The California Special." 

Six hours of fun in the sun and 
surf, an examination of the 
divergent sounds and lifestyles 
of southern California, from 
Alpert to Zappa, from cruisin' 
to stardom to chanting Om. A 
musical look at the Last Fron-
tier,  the  San Diego-Los 
Angeles-Santa Barbara axis: a 
rock and roll "On the Beach". 
California as Everyman's 
Eden. The Window to the 
Future. The Technicolor 
Dream. The Orange Marma-
lade Phantasy. With a beat. 
Tom Rounds and Ron Jacobs 

and I worked together in '71, 
producing 12 hours of "The 
Elvis Presley Story." updating 
it with a 13th hour in '74. 
We'd been seeking another 
project. When Ron explains 
the format today, from an idea 
of T.R.'s, and asks if I'm up 
for another "rock-umentary" 
run, I say yes. 

April 3 
We meet in Los Angeles to 

further define the show and 
lay the groundwork. We'll 
shoot for a July 4th broadcast 
availability, a time when many 
stations schedule one of their 
summer promotions. We agree 
that the pre-production work 
can be handled largely by 
long-distance telephone if John 
Gibson can do the interviews, 
then send the tapes to me in 
Half Moon Bay, and if some-
one else can begin collecting 
what'll clearly be a huge 
assortment of records and 
tapes. Meanwhile, I'll organize 
the script, keeping everyone 
advised by phone and memo 
as to what songs and theme I 
want to use for each hour. 
T.R. will set up the promotion 
and sales machinery and 
schedule the studio time, and 
Ron will be my sounding board 
as well as a source of produc-
tion ideas. 

April 17 
Although most of the music 

will be by Southern California 
acts, it also will include songs 
written about the area, thus 
may include the Beatles' "Blue 
Jay Way," Arlo Guthrie's 
"Comin' Into Los Angeles,"

Jerry Hopkins authored the 
script for Watermark's new 
six hour spectacular for radio, 
"The California Special." Hop-
KINS, AN EDITOR FOR Rolling 
Stone and author of a dozen 
books on American pop music 
including the definitive bio-
graphy of Elvis Presley,"Elvis" 
is well remembered by radio 
folk for penning the script for 
the thirteen hour radio special 
"The Elvis Presley Story." 

Dimension, Three Dog Night, 
Rick Nelson, Eagles, Partridge 
Family, Nancy Sinatra, Ven-
tures, Mamas & Papas, Crosby 
Stills, Nash & Young; others 
not so obvious: Ritchie Valens, 
Harry Nilsson, Chris Montez, 
Righteous Brothers, Delaney & 
Bonnie, Seals & Crofts, Linda 
Ronstadt, Canned Heat, Phil 
Spector. Such diversity cre-
ates problems. In the 12-hour 
version of the Elvis show 
about 225 records were fea-
tured. For this show, which is 
half the length, my master list 
of songs has over 400 titles! 

April '24 
John Stewart is our choice 

for narrator. Unlike Ron and 
T.R. and I, he's a native 
southern Californian, born in 
San Diego, raised in Pasadena 
and Pomona, where he formed 
his first rock 'n' roll band (the 
Furies): later he joined the 
Kingston Trio, later still wrote 
the Monkee's biggest hit, 
"Daydream Believer," and 
finally he went out on his own. 
His speaking voice has a 
Johnny Cash sort of bottom to 
it, giving him a warm "hu-
man" quality that'll fit perfect-
ly against the "human" inter-
view subjects he'll introduce. 
There's a resonance and sin-
cerity that'll give him author-
ity. And he can tell his own 
stories. He's not just a narra-
tor, but a participant. 
Ron finds John on the road

(in Denver), tells him what 
we're doing. John says he 
really wants to do it. 

April 25 
Ron is in San Diego, chuck-

ling with satisfaction as he 
enumerates the network of 
interviewers. John Gibson is in 
L.A., spending hours on the 
telephone trying to pin down 
40 or 50 recognizeable names. 
(Some of whom are outside the 
music business, but generally 
no less known. Examples: 
Dodger Steve Garvey, novelist 
Ross MacDonald. actress Jane 
Fonda, astronaut Buzz Aldrin.) 
1 connect with a freelance 
radio lady about her getting 
Susan Ford to say why she 
wants the Beach Boys to play 
in the the White House at her 
high school prom. We'll catch 
Frank Zappa in Chicago, using 
a local newspaper writer to do 
the interview. I have a close 
friend in London interviewing 
Derek Taylor, the all-time 
Beatles publicist who came to 
L.A. in the Sixties to beat a 
drum wisely for Monterey pop. 
the Byrds and many more. Ed 
Hamlin of KXOA in Sacra-
mento is bird-dogging Gover-
nor Jerry Brown to ask him 
about his coming of age in Los 
Angeles. However remote 
some of these names might 
seem from music, there's a 
link. When Steve Garvey talks 
about how the Dodgers have 
been rained out only once in 
13 years since coming to L.A. 
from Brooklyn, isn't he intro-
ducing any one of a dozen 
songs about the California 
sunshine? When Ross Mac 
Donald talks about the Santa 
Barbara oil spill, isn't he set-
ting up a collage of "protest" 
songs? And didn't Jerry Brown 
have the Sufi Choir perform at 
his innauguration? 

April 27 
The outline is finally to-

gether. The first hour is our 
introduction and definition, a 
chronicle of the great trek 
westward in search of free-
dom, youth. opportunity. sun-
shine, and will include Step-
penwolf's "Born To Be Wild." 
James Dean. Seals & Crofts' 
"Summer Breeze," California's 
No. 1 love songs: the hour's 
themesong: "California 
Dreamin'." 
The second hour considers 

the physical attraction and 
comfort of sun, sand and surf, 
plus special tributes to the hot 
rod, cruisin' and "California 
Girls." 
The third hour: "So You 

Wanna Be a Rock and Roll 
Star?" With segments devoted 
to  TV  rock  personalities 
(Monkees, Archies, David 
Cassidy, Rick Nelson), the 
Sixties Pop Establishment 
(Mamas & Papas, CSN&Y) and 
the two singers who've be-
come household words in the 
Seventies, Cher and Alice 
Cooper. 

RADIO 

Hour No. 4 presents "The 
Children of Bobby Dylan" 
(Byrds, Turtles, etc.),a look at 
the Sunset Strip (Love, Seeds, 
Johnny Rivers), the spawning 
ground  of  "protest-rock" 
(Barry McGuire. Mothers of 
Invention. etc.). Plus: the big-
gest Strip band of all, the 
Doors. 

The fifth hour is devoted to 
dancing (Chris Montez, Canni-
bal and the Headhunters, 
Beach Boys, Mamas & Papas). 
Monterey Pop, and the catch-
words of the psychedelic Six-
ties: Love. Drugs and "Good 
Vibrations," with a salute to 
the Laurel and Topanga Can-
yon Crowd (Joni Mitchell. Log-
gins & Messina, Eagles. Jack-
son Browne. CSN&Y again). 
The final hour answers the 

question: Where do you go 
when you reach the Pacific? 
The answer: straight lin to 
outer space or straight  into 
inner space. Themesong: Neil 
Young's "After the Gold Rush.' 
With a slam-bang finish. 
With this outline, the 4 by 
5-foot magnetic board is final-
ly taking shape. It's divided 
into six columns, one for each 
hour. There're five program 
segments per hour and once 
it's decided what sort of story 
gets told in each of these, I 
position the color-coded mag-
netic pieces -- yellow for 
songs, white for interviews, 
blue for narration, orange for 
"collages" and special produc-
tion trips. For two or three 
weeks I expect these pieces — 
representing literally hundreds 
of separate program elements 
— will be moved around a lot 
as I change my mind about 

songs and new ideas occur to 
Ron and T.R. and John. 
Our Man in Sacramento is 

told to go away. "The govern-
or will think your questions 
frivolous. But." he's told,"per-
haps if you hung out near the 
governor's apartment building 
and caught him on one of his 
unscheduled evening walks 
through the park..." 

May 1 
We must be doing something 

right. While being interviewed 
for the show, Jimmy Webb 
volunteers to write a theme-
song. Too late, but how nice 
that he offered. Dr. Demento 
is preparing an 8-minute-long 
collage of the more overlooked 
California songs. Wolfman 
Jack will cut a special segment 
for the show. And Lou Adler 
is showing paternal — per-
haps proprietary — signs and 
is organizing interviews with 
Michelle Phillips and  Jan 
Berry. while promising an-
original comedy sketch on the 
subject or subjects of our 
choosing  by  Cheech  and 
Chong. 

May 4 
T.R.  is assembling  the 

collages as I send him the list 
of elements, returning the fin-
ished collages for my okay. 
There're a dozen on the list 
already and it's clearthe total 
will go at 20 at least. Many of 
the themes are obvious, such 
as Girls ("Jenny Lee," "Little 
Latin Lupe Lu." "Barbara 
Ann" "Hello Mary Lou"), 
Surfing (Which includes just 
about every surfing hit, except 
for the three biggest, to be 
featured in another segment) 
and Hot Rods (ending with 

"Dead Man's Curve," which 
introduces Jan Berry, talking 
about his near-fatal accident 
near the curve he sang about). 
Most collages will be assem-
bled by cutting or cross-fading 
from one song to another; 
others, such as the one about 
the terrific weather, will 
incorporate voice tracks from 
our interviews along with the 
music. Still more will utilize a 
full range of sound effects and 
on-location tapes. And always 
the emphasis will be on the 
music. The first collage back 
from T.R. is of four bands 
from the Sunset Strip that 
never really made it, but all of 
whom  had hits.  It's two 
minutes and 8 seconds of 
dynamite; by lucky coinci-
dence. all four songs are in 
the same thundering tempo. 
I decide  today  to  put 

together a collage of singing 
actors. Who, after all, could 
resist Lorne Greene's "Ringo" 
and Tab Hunter's "Young 
Love" (both No. 1 hits!), not to 
mention Walter Brennan's 
"Old Rivers," Sal Mineo's 
"Start  Nlovin — . Richard 
Chamberlain's "Theme from 
Dr. Kildare" and Rock Hudson 
singing the, uh. love songs of 
Rod NlcKuen? 
Our Man in Sacramento. 

meanwhile. joined Jerry Brown 
on an uninvited walk through 
the park last night. He asked 
all the right questions. The 
governor didn't even acknow-
ledge Our Man's existence. 
C'mon Jer. You used to live in 
Laurel Canyon. Remember? 

May 5 
Bad news from John Stew-

art. It won't in any way affect 
his doing the show, but he's 
wearing incredibly awkward 
and painful .temporary bridges 
in his mouth to build up his 
bite. Consequently, all the 
muscles of his mouth (and 
tongue) are stretching and 
finding new tolerances. "It 
only hurts when I talk, - John 
says. grinning. 
The word from the White 

llouse, meantime, is no. The 
First Lady's press person. who 
also talks for daughter Susan, 
says Susan has been in Cali-
fornia only twice and inas-
much as the Beach Boys will 
not be playing at her prom 
after all, she really doesn't 
think she's qualified to say 
anything. 

May 7 
In L.A.. T.R. has a crew 

recording the Hare Krishna 
street chanters, traffic on the 
Sunset Strip, the sounds of 
State Beach. etc. While John 
Gibson chases stars. Many of 
whom are being uncommonly 
honest about their origins. 
Roger McGuinn, for example, 
says the Byrds made Michael 
Clarke their drummer not 
because he could play drums, 
because he  couldn't,  but 
because he looked like Brian 
Jones of the Rolling Stones. 
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Brian Wilson says he tried 
surfing only once, got hit on 
the head by the board, and 
quit. Rick Nelson says he 
started singing to impress a 
high school date who didn't 
like him. David Cassidy and 
Micky Dolenz tell how the 
Partridge Family and Monkees 
were fabricated. 
As John gets the interviews, 

he sends me the tapes special 
delivery — there's a mail 
person at my door each 
morning at nine— and after I 
decided which parts might fit 
best. I return the tapes to John 
with a cue sheet. He'll edit 
everything before we go into 
the studio in June. giving each 
"actuality" a number and 
giving us an index, so we can 
find everything rapidly. 
I decide. by the way. that in 

most cases it's a bad idea to 
think actors can sing. so I 
throw out the singing actors 
collage. I did listen to some 
intriguing stuff, though. I'm 
especially fond of Leonard 
Niinot's rendition of —Twinkle 
Twinkle Little Earth" and 
Telly Savales. singing any-
thing. Cod. 

May 12 
Every day Ron calls at least 

twice, and the others check in 
usually once. For weeks, Ron's 
been talking about getting the 
three biggest L.A. sportcasters 
together in one spot. "It'll be a 
first that'll really turn the 
sports fans on!" he insists. 
"But what about the rest of 
us." I sat. "who never heard 
of  Vin Scully. Dick  Enberg 
and Chick Hearn?"

Mv problem is 1 don't 
know how  to use the men 
because IA ith rare exception. 
"rock-umentary" voices intro-
duce mush. \Men Ron tells 
me all three teams (Dodgers.

fellows is Chuck Berry's 
"Promised Land" and Ronnie

Our Man in Sacramento. 

piqued by the non-interview in

June 4 
Ron says this • is the first 

time he's • had a full script 
before going into the studio. In 
preparing "The History of 
Rock and Roll" for Bill Drake, 
Ron says the exhausted writer 
was crawling around the KHJ 
lobby on his hand and knees, 
scribbling the final pages -in 
crayon on large sheets of 
paper minutes before record-
ing. In producing "The Elvis 
Presley Story." I  A as turning 
'tit :111 hew. and a half script 
it week. sometimes finishing 
the last page on basically the 
same short schedule. 

RADIO 
Tomorrow we begin three 

days of tracking with John 
Stewart and after that we put 
the pieces together. Almost 
everything is on hand: hund-
reds of records, hundreds of 
sound effects tracks and 
tapes, about 150 choice inter-
view bits, a dozen or so 
different musical logos (based 
on the melody lines of "Cali-
fornia Dreamin" and "Surfin' 
U.S.A." 'and orchestrated es-
pecially for the show) and 
miles of 4-and 8-track tape. 
There are also 18 collages, not 
counting Dr. Demento's 8-
minute nostalgia trip and 
seven more that we'll as-
semble as we encounter them. 
Five of the last are Ron's 

and will cover Protest, Drugs, 
The Return to Mysticism,and 
introductory Mini-History, and 
something we've fondly en-
titled Future Schlock. I've 
compiled long lists of sug-
gested elements for these col-
lages and with these ingre-
dients Roil will perform his 
customary studio magic. "You 
write the script." Ron says in 
his blunt yet genuinely humble 
fashion. "and I'll come into 
the studio and add my diddly-
shit ." 
Our Man in Sacramento 

says he's got an 11th hour 
plan to get the governor. 
That's tomorrow. 

June 5 
Jan,. Stewart arrives with 

his son, Michael, about four 
and  we begin recording the 
narration immediately. This 
first half-day is intended only 
as a break-in session. but John 
is fired up, so we go for 61/2 
hours, working our way 
through the first hour and a 
half of the script. 
I'm on hand for all last-

minute word changes and to 
explain to John what specific-
ally he is introducing, telling 
him a little about what so-and 
so actually said (the script 
doesn't include a transcript of 
the remark) and if it seems 
helpful. how it's said. He 
wouldn't want to come on too 
heavy, for instance, in front of 
someone whose voice is sort of 
quiet and laid-back. 
Watermark's head engineer, 

the unflappable Lee Hansen, 
is on the board with Ron. His 
and Ron's ears are far sharp-
er than mine and they decide 
whether there's any room 
noise. a slightly bobbled 
"-ing" ending to a word, a 
reading that isn't quite right. 
Ron is the show's director and 
he guides John's readings, 
speech by speech. John gets 
much of the narration on the 
first take: an average might be 
around 4 or 5. 
Out' Man in Sacramento 

gets ousted from the gover-
nor's private elevator, so we 
say to hell with Jerry Brown, 
even if he does drive his own 
car and eat crunchy granola. 

June 6 
John's incredible. The way 

he pronounces the word "Cali-
fornia"!It sounds hokey to say 
so. but I swear you can hear 
the creaking wagons bringing 
the early settlers and the 
wheezing Model T Fords 
bringing the Dust Bowl immi-
grants. He's the consumate 
American story-teller, and if 
someone doesn't nail him 
down to host a big Bicenten-
nial film or TV show, they're 
missing a bet. He's also contri-
buting much to the script. In 
writing it. I'd referred to his 
days with the Kingston Trio, 
had him tell how he wrote the 
Monkees' hit and his own hit 
about the first walk on the 
moon. In the studio,he's add-
ing more personal touches, 
giving the show an intimacy 
we couldn't have had other-
wise. And, not so suprisingly, 
• we discover that John reads 
well to music, so we're re-
cording musical background 
and some of the longer 
speeches simultaneously. 
Through it all, between 

speeches, John's been taking 
out -those painful goddam 
bridges of his and -filing them 
down and building them back 
up again and returning them 
to his mouth, seeking a com-
fortable fit. John says it's 
apparently futile, but he never 
complains. 

June 7 
We finish recording narra-

tion ahead of schedule and 
begin assembly following sup-

per. Watching Ron in the 
control room as he supervises 
the careful fanning and fitting 
of all the parts of this show is 
like watching Leonard Bern-
stein. The genius is, in a 
word, physical. He wheels 
actoss the small room in his 
rolling chair, arms stretching 
for knobs and buttons, calling 
directions: "Go! Ka-pah-pah-
bah-DAH! ' One arm begins 
pumping the air like a piston. 
Now -he's on his feet, doing 
something that's a cross be-
tween a shadow-boxer and a 
cheerleader. 
Other times, Ron rides the 

pots as gingerly as if he were 
dismantling a bomb. 
Ron really gets to show off 

in assembling the collages, 
where he can take advantage 
of the full range and depth of 
the 8-track recording equip-
ment available to us, stacking 
and overlapping songs and 
interviews and sound effects 
and you-are-there tapes until 
the ears cry out in ecstacy. 
We did the first collage to-
night, the "mini-history": six 
songs,scenes from five movies, 
16 different voices and my 
own personal all-time favorite 
quote about Hollywood. "It's a 
place," says Derek Taylor, 
"where you can be a genius in 
February and a flop in March; 
forgiven in April, forgotten in 
May, embraced in Trine, rein-
stated in July,and Nurriber One 
in August. (Pause) And it 
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vestment opportunities are 
using MUSEXPO as a platform 
from which to see the music 
industry in action.. 
R&R: What triggered the re-
cent announcement that a 
talent showcase would be 
added to MUSEXPO? 
SHASHOUA: Given the nature 
and extent - of world-wide re-

Their combined conviction 
that a talent showcase is a 
viable event even in the face 
of the fabulous entertainment 
lure of Las Vegas itself, con-
vinced us to secure the Con-
vention Center Rotunda for a 
talent showcase in keeping 
with the professional nature of 
the audience. 
Showcases will be sche-

duled during the regular 
MUSEXPO daytime hours and 
will be limited in both the 
number of acts, in each show-

case and the length of each 
performance. All participants 
in MUSEXPO '75 will be in-
formed of showcase schedules 
and talent through the general 
Convention information chan-
nels. 
R&R: What broad implications 
do you see resulting from 
MUSEXPO'75? 
SHASHOUA: We believe that 
MUSEXPO '75 will broaden the 
marketing spheres of its par-
ticipants and foster the grow-
ing internationalism of our 
rapidly maturing industry. The 
success of .this first United 
States based music market 
will confirm our conviction 
that INTERNATIONAL  MUS-
EXPO will become the major 
annual event in the inter-
national music business.

Question: Has anyone done 

an 8-track radio show before? 
June 11 

It's all a mind-numbing, 
brittle, magenta blur. Yester-
day we went from 1 in the 
afternoon until 1:30 in the 
morning, 121/2 hours without a 
break, and today we started 
at 8. But we last only until 
3:30, when we caved in and 
went home to sleep. 
But the excitement is build-

ing. T.R. works after hours to 
build what will be the final 
collage: 46 Beach Boys tracks, 
in chronological order, con-
densed to only 4 minutes and 
40 seconds. Memorable Ron 
Jacobs lines stick fast, such as 
when he is orchestrating the 
protest collage and shouts in 
utter joy: "We've got Barry 
McGuire on the left (channel), 
Jane Fonda on the right, and 
mono bullets all over the 
place!" And when Ron calls 
Lou Adler to say we're editing 
the Cheech & Chong sketch, 
Adler says he wants to release 
parts of the show on a double 
LP. 

June 12 
Some of the Watermark 

sales people enter the control 
room as we're back-timing a 
Doors song. Three tape re-
corders are running back-
wards simultaneously and the 
room is awash in high-decible 
electronic gibberish. All of us 
are staring into space, our lips 
pursed, appearing to dig what 
we're hearing.  We say 
nothing. The salesmen shake 
their heads and leave silently. 

. June 14 
We finish at noon. It's taken 

us 70 hours to assemble it, but 
what a show! All that remains 
to be done is tightening for 
time, mixing and final master-
ing. 
What is it? Jane Fonda's 

voice is one of the last in the 
show: "I think California's 
probably one of the states 
with the most contradictions in 
the country. It's a place that 
people came to in search of a 
dream, and at the same time 
it's a very scary place to live, 
'cause it's so transient. You 
know, you can get a whole lot 
real quick and lose it the next 
day. And it's like a bell-
weather. All the problems are 
magnified here and all the 
things that're good are mag-
nified here. It's a typical 
American place." 
And you Can dance to it.

I had the opportunity to speak with Ray Thomas, of The 
Moody Blues, who just released his first solo album, "From 
Mighty Oaks." 
R&R: What was the usual process of creativity in the Moody 
Blues, and what role did you play in it? 
THOMAS: Before we went into the studio, we had various 
discussions exploring many ideas and themes. It was an unusual 
band, in as much as everybody wrote. It was basically done 
very democratically.  • 
R&R: Quite often, when a group is run democratically, some 
where along the line, there develops ego problems, as opposed 
to when a group has a recognized leader and everybody follows. 
Didn't the Moody Blues have any ego problems somewhere along 
the line? 
THOMAS: Not at all, not at all, and_I can't explain it and I 
always thought we were quite fortunate in that respect with the 
Moodies. And now, with the band I got together for "Mighty 
Oaks", it's the same thing. Usually, when you get four or five 
guys together, or a half a dozen guys together. you always get 
one asshole, right? Someone to give you static or ego problems. 
But, it happened again. Maybe someone's looking after me. (Ha) 
We had really beautiful people. We had a ball. 
R&R: Do you have any plans to join another group? 
THOMAS: No. I plan to keep the band from "Mighty Oaks." 
We'll go on the road together. We might add the use of an 
orchestra though 
R&M What is the difference between being a member oi a 
group that is democratic and being the leader of a group? 

THOMAS: Well, that doesn't really relate to me. I've always 
been in a group, so I think like a group, rather than as a solo 
performer. During the sessions, I let everybody have their say 
rather than telling them. "That's the way I want you to do it. 
You're getting paid for it." That's not the way to create. 
R&R: Well, if you all got along so well, why did the Moody Blues 
split up? 
THOMAS: Well, we didn't really split up. We're just giving it a 
rest. After all, we have too many interests that we are involved 
in collectively. You can't get to this stage of the game and then 
turn around and walk away from it. We've been together a hell 
of a long time. However, we are our own worst critics. It would 
be easy to go in and make another "Days Of Future Passed" or 
another "Lost Chord." But we wouldn't be satisfied. No way 
would we do that. So it was time to get individual projects out 
of our system and add fresh blood and new ideas. We did the 
same thing prior to "Days Of Future Passed." We stopped for a 
while and had a re-think. And then we came out with eight 
albums. 
R&R: Die hard Moody Blues fans will be happy to know that 
there will be more Moody Blues albums in the future. 
THOMAS: Possibly within the next year. All we are doing is 
getting fresh ideas. 
R&R: Your new album, unlike the Blue Jays album, doesn't 
"sound like" the Moody Blues. It sounds like you, it sounds like 
something new. Do you find that people expect your music to 
sound like the Moody Blues? 
THOMAS: Well, people have their own opinion of that. Some 
people say that it sounds like the Moody Blues, some people say 
it sounds different. But I didn't plan to do it one way or the 
other. I just layed it down as it came. 
R&R: Does it bother you if people have preconceived expecta-
tions of you in your efforts as an individual artist? 
THOMAS: Well, if they think that way, maybe they're in for a 
bit of a surprise.

THE MANHATTAN TRANSFER has a summer TV series on 
CBS-TV. The premiere aired last Sunday (8-10), and was 
typical of the programs in this four-week mini-series. 

The show's format is to be as un-typically formatted as 
possible. To add a new type of variety to musical variety 
entertainment. The Manhattan Transfer is featured in numerous 
musical numbers, staged in a cafe, in a diner, and in fantasy 
settings with dance routines enhancing the songs. Their guests 
are showcased in surroundings to best suit their talents. For 
example, a stand-up comic appears as "intermission" entertain-
ment during the actual taping of the TV show. He is introduced 
by way of the director telling the studio audience that the 
Transfer and the band are taking a break, and the comedian is 
there to entertain during the intermission. During the first 
program, guest Robert Klein expertly used this introduction by 
leading into his routine with an hilarious monologue on sports' 
halftime entertainment. For the television audience, this 
"behind the scenes" look at a TV taping is entertaining as well 
as informative. 

The essence of "The Manhattan Transfer" show is The 
Manhattan Transfer.

A known trendsetter since age 
fourteen, Johnny has sold in 
excess of 25 million records, 
begain the discotheque craze 
at the Whiskey A Go GO, 
discovered Jimmy Webb and 
the Fifth Dimension, gave Glen 
Campbell his first gold record 
with "Phoenix," was instru-
mental in Lou Adler's early 
success as a producer, was an 
implement behind the form-
ation of Dunhill Records, was 
one of the original founders of 
the Monterey pop Festival and 
to top it, achieved these 
accomplishments before he 
was twenty-five years old. A 
true renaissance man of the 
music industry, Johnny con-
tinues to write, produce and 
sing. His former record con-
tract for the last three years 
was highly lucrative mone-
tarily, but according to Johnny 
"I don't want to live off of 
advances; I want to live off hit 
records! I've been talking to 
Ron Alexenburg for the past 
two years and I knew, that 
Epic is where I wanted to be."

what's going on at all times. 
understands the format that 
we have placed in there, and 
executes it well. But he is the 
guy that's got to make it work. 

R&R: The format you have in 
each individual market, what-
ever they may be, are you 
reflecting what the audience 
wants, are you doing the 
mirror image, or are you try-
ing to lead slightly? 

BURKHART: We believe for 
the most part that the aud-
ience likes to be lead. We will 
take shots on ideas, on music, 
on concepts. Looking for a 
fresh approach to radio. 

R&R: I think Bill Moyes of 
Magid said it fairly well, may-
be you're just saying it 
differently. What they try to 
do in their research is attempt 
to find out what the audience 
really wants, the new thing 
the audience wants or where 
they are going to go, before 
'they even realize they're 
there. Or before they realize 
that they really want to be 
there. 

BURKHART: That's right. We 
are way past them by the time 
they realize that they like it. 
We're already working on a 
new project for 3 months from 
now. that the audience might 
like. or 6 months from now, or 
one year from now. Here's a 
good example that came out of 
some research in Nashville. 
We had a problem for many 
years at most stations, most 
top 40 stations: where the 
listeners would say, "hey, you 
play too many commercials." 
We finally got that rectified, 
somehow or other. The top 40 
audience believes, and they 
will now mentally accept 12 
cumulative minutes of time per 
hour. So we sort of have that 
in place. in focus. We were 
wondering what would come 
along from a commercial point 
of view next, that would 
bother the  audience.  We 
found it in Nashville. it was a 
very simple thing, they didn't 
like to hear the same com-
mercial hour after hour after 
hour. We've all known that for 
years. right? But the fact is 
that the audience is saying to 
us, "hey. we might listen to 
your radio station longer if 
you didn't bore us with the 
same commercials hour after 
hour." Have the same clients 
on the air, that's ok, but at 
least have the courtesy to 
change the spots. 
R&R: That may be great for 
Nashville, what do you do if 
you're in a small market and 
don't have a production staff? 
BURKHART: I have no idea. 
It's not good for anywhere.. 
because it creates a multitude 
of problems.
