I have watched radio evolve over the past few years, and in my 
opinion, it has deteriorated in its race for ratings. In reading the REtll 
of April 9th, and seeing what was splashed on the front cover, I am now 
convinced that the industry has lost its marbles. 

I am able to identify with KCBQ's rather blatant and unprofessional 
ARB promotion, since I have worked within the Bartell empire during 
my tenure in this business. I realize that the stations within this organization, 
as well as RKO and others, swear by the ARB, Pulse, at cetera, and they 
program exclusively for ratings, and nothing else. as I see it. 

These so-called program directors are so obsessed by the outcome of 
the ratings, they they'll go to any extreme...no matter how devious.. 
no matter how sneaky...no matter how many toes they step onto win 
their precious numbers. I can assure the syndicators of one thing: 
their ARB idea will sell like hotcakes. Do you want proof? Just pick up 
REtR and turn to the radio news on page three. Contests, 'ripoffs,' 
and promotions galore. This, is not news at all. I look at it as fuel 
for the format radio fire. I, for one, would not like to see the ARB 
Questionnaire or the like being handed out by one of the stations 
in New York. I'd hate to think that one of our rockers would look

Radios Hotter Than TV 
A recent study by the RCA Corp. showed figures computing that TV sets are the most widely used gadget in 

the world. However, a number of broadcasters, including the President of the Southern California Broadcasters 

Association, Robert Light, have taken exception with the study, pointing out that there are over 400 
million radios in use in America, surpassing RCA's figures claiming 364 million TV sets in the world. 

Warren Tu rnbull, of KMPCILos Angeles also notes that 98% of American homes contain radios, along with 

93% of automobiles. An RCA offical stated that their studies did not cover radios because the company 
no longer manufacturers them 

NAB Opposes 50,000 Watt Licensing 
The National Association of Broadcasters small market radio committee has made a resolution against the 

licensing of stations with power in excess of 50.000 watts. The group held a meeting with FCC Chairman 

Richard Wiley to introduce the resolution, introduced by KOTSIDeming, New Mexico GM Robert Tobey, 
and seconded by VP and GM of KKZZ-KOTE/Lancaster, Calif. Glodean Kent 

Roller Coaster Competition 
Amusement parks are in the midst of fierce competition to have the most thrilling roller coaster. 

Among the newest and scariest are Southern California Magic Mountain's double-loop coaster, billed as 
the "largest, longest and most innovative," along with Six Flags Over Mid-A merica's new thrill ride which 

makes the same claims. Other amusement rides are being introduced to help gain the growing amount 
of amusement park goers, such as Richmond's "Apple Turnover." 

"Spring Ahead" This Sunday 
Remember to turn your clocks one hour ahead this Sunday night; (25th) as daylight savings time goes 

into effect in all states except Arizona, Indiana, and Hawaii. Although both houses of Congress are contemplating 

changing the dates for the start of daylight time, the law which slates this Sunday for the change is 
in effect this year 

Minneapolis Star Sells WCCO Interest 
An agreement in principle has been reached between the Minneapolis Star ft Tribune Co. and MTC 

Properties, Inc. for Star to sell its 47% interest in Midwest Radio-Television Inc., ownership of WCCO 

and WCCO-TV. The stock would be transferred to MTC in exchange for MTC's 15% ownership of the 
Star-Tribune, plus S1 million cash. 

Bicentennial Ripoffs 
The Bicentennial theme has reached the ripoff level, with some people taking advantage of patriotic 

feelings. A chain-letter rip-off, dubbed the "Spirit of '76 Invest In America Plan" has been uncovered and 
denounced by the government. The plan calls for people to join the chain by paying $37.50, plus sending 
U S. savings bonds for s18.75 to two other people higher up on the chain. The chain promised a return 

of $38,400 on the $75 investment. Maryland Attorney General Francis Burch discovered the scheme, and 
decided to come down on the plan during a radio talk show, which resulted in an outcry by many who had 

already invested their money and thought that the publicity Burch was giving would hurt their chances 
of a return from the rip-off plan. 

TWA 's Fast Baggage Incentive Dries Up 
In an effort to speed luggage delivery at Newark International Airport, Trans World Airlines initiated 

a plan last month to serve free beer to any passenger  who's luggage did not arrive within 14 minutes 
after touchdown. Any beer left over was consumed by TVVA's baggage service employees in order to 
hasten the delivery. However, the New Jersey Alcoholic Beverage Control came down on the airline for 

the practice, and ordered them to cease and desist, stating that the plan "unduly increased the consumption 
of alcoholic beverages." TWA feels that competitors made the original complaint to the ABC. 

Census Bureau Profiles New Lifestyles 
The lifestyle of Americans changed during the last year, according to figures from the Bureau of Census 

profile. Divorce figured greatly in the change,with 3 dramatic 1 million divorce cases last year. Marriages 

dropped to their lowest level since the late 60's. The first five years of this decade saw 30% more households 

headed by women, partly because of the divorce trend. Other family-centered lifestyle changes include smaller 
fa milies, with most newly,marrieds preferring two-child families. The Bureau's statistics also pointed out that 
a decrease in the number of Americans within the poverty level is not happening. Little improvement in the 
poor peopie's situation has been seen since 1969, 

British Publishers Collect Own Royalties 
The Music Publishers Association of Great Britain will take over their own collections on mechanical 

royalties for record plays. The takeovet by MPA of the Mechanical Copyright Protection Society is said 
to be worth over $7 million in royalities 

Arbitron Appointments 
Arbitron has announced . two new sales appointments for the company. Marvin J. Strauzer, Arbitron 

Radio Eastern Sales Manager, has assumed sales responsibility for the entire East Coast, Kathy Seipp 
has been named Account Executive. Southern Arbitron Radio Sales, based in Atlanta. Ms. Seipp was most recently 

station manager at WLYF/ Miami. 

Globetrotter Reports Losses Again 
Following a 1974 profit loss of over $81,000, Globetrotter Communications Inc. now reports a loss of 

$1 3 million for 1975. Further losses in stock value, not reflected in these figures, resulted from the discontinu-

ation of some of the company's operations 

Meredith Corp. Net Up 
Net profits for the NIeredithCorporation rose nearly S7 million for the last nine-month period  Net 

gain for share value was S1 .08 per share. Profits for the period were $11,297,000. 

KABC Staff Shakeup 
Controversial KABC/Los Angeles sportscaster Ed "Superfan" Bieler, along with anchorman and former PD 

Joe Simon, have left the station. K ABC vet Hank Konysky replaces Bieler on the air, and local TV newsman 

Chuck Ashman will take over Simon's AM drive duties. "Superf an" had joined the station in 1973. but had 

been suspended during a jail sentence he was serving, re-joining the station in late 1974. 

Projected Advertising Gains Up Again 
Earlier this year, advertising experts had projected an Increase in ad 

spending of 10% over last year, but have now become even more optimistic 
for 1976's figures, projecting a 12% increase. This forecast is based on 

a healthy first quarter of the year. 

Government Waits To Inform Public On 
Flu Immunization 

A government Advertising Council spokesman has said that there are 
no plans to inform the public of the possible massive flu  vaccination 
program until Congress authorizes the plan. No formal request for help has 
been made to the Council as yet, and there are no plans to name 
an advertising agency to spread the word 

Unions Pick Up White Collar Backing 
According to statistics from the Bureau of National Affairs, union 

efforts to sign up professional white collar workers are picking up 

substantially Over 23,000 workers in these categories joined unions during 
1975, joining 22,000 professionals who joined forces the year previous. 

Fees Charged For Paying Off Bills 
New York's Citibank has imposed a 50C fee penalizing the bank's 

Master Charge card holders if they pay their full balance the month 
they are due, therefore avoiding the bank's credit charges. 

Airmail Stamps Still Useable 
The Postal Service reminds all its customers that 13 cent airmail 

stamps are still valid for first class mail, even though the Service has 
discontinued airmail rates for domestic mail. Any mail bearing the air 
stamps will be treated as regular first class. 

FCC Upholds WBZ Ruling 
A Fairness Doctrine complaint against WBZJBoston has again been 

thrown out by the Federal Communications Commission. One listener 

had complained that the station had refused to grant equal time for other 

viewpoints on the energy crisis issue, which the party felt was a con-
troversial subject. The Commission upheld its ruling that WBZ had given 
opposing viewpoints an equal opportunity to stress their opinions. 

Ethics Codes Not A Labor Matter 
The National Labor Relations Board has stated that ethics codes 

set up by companies for their employees are not under the jurisdiction 
of unions that represent their employees. The NLRB contends that such 
codes don't have anything to do with working conditions. However, 

penalities for violating such codes may be subject to unions' control. 

FTC Studies Self-Regulation Of Ads 
The Federal Trade Commission has embarked on a study to deter-

mine what criteria may be necessary to establish before guidelines 
are drawn up for advertising self-regulation. One of the Commission's 

main areas of study will reportedly be the issue of competitive ad• 

vertising. The study will try to determine whether media has the right 
to refuse such comparative ads. The Commission has also indicated 
that it will look into advertising for heavy-sugar content cereals, with 

a possible test case against General Foods.  Cr)////i/ticd  pagc

Thyret, who has been a top executive 
involved in both marketing and promotion, has been with Warners for 
the past five years...Capitol Record's head of East Coast Operations, 
Bob Edson has been appointed as Vice President of RSO Records to 
be handling the company's operations in the East as announced by Pre-
sident, Al Coury. Coury has further hired Rich Fitzgerald as RSO's West 
Coast A&R Director. Fitzgerald also comes from Capitol Records where 
he served as a promotion manager for the Seattle area...CBS Records 
has selected Yvonne Ericson as Associate Director, Media to admini-
strate print and TV media development in New York...Buddy Brown 
has joined Bang Records in Atlanta as that label's new National Sales 
Manager as revealed by co-owners Eddie and Ilene Biscoe...
