Spotlight Should Shift 
Dear IMO?: 

In reading the trades over the past few months I've noticed a trend, 
which upsets me. I feel that undue attention is being focused on the 
"disco dee jay." It's easy to realize why this is being done. A "Spotlight 

on Disco" can be SOLD. Advertisers of hardware and records are eager 
to jump on the bandwagon—indeed, any bandwagon which might help to 
sell their product So they buy participations and invariably you see the 

candid shots of the busy disco platter pusher accompanied by his wise 
words on the state of the biz 

Or you read about Gerry Peterson's latest stunt But then he must 
be way above the disco level and therein lies another story entirely. 

Record companies solicit the disco dee jay's wisdom and experience 
in producing that perfect disco mix. 

And to their own credit the disco dee jays are organizing and boosting 
their already high visibility with awards, associations, and trade reports. 

But what of the thousands of medium market performers who have 
literally given their lives to entertaining radio audiences across our country. 

You rarely see their pictures or read their words Perhaps the day to-day 
grind of real life radio is less glamourous than the tinsel and glitter and 
strobes and mirror balls of the current disco scene. Perhaps after a long 

air shift and production shift the "average" radio disc jockey is simply 
too tired to organize his fellow workers or to publicize his emcee work 

at the local Rotarian Club. Or maybe after 15 years he's got a new PD 
who is full of format modification. 

I believe in the value of radio. And the craftsmen who keep it alive 

through hard work.., who dig for material and prepare themselves to entertain 
their public... who work to improve themselves often at the expense of their 
private lives. These people are valuable to our industry. A once a year 

awards ceremony isn't enough. A good ARB is mute testimony to one's 
efforts.. and the big prize: keeping your job for another six months -isn't 
a very good salute, either. 

Radio is people. Good radio is good people. For the present, at least, 
it looks like these good people will have to settle for some personal 

inner contentment and sense of worth. The recognition seems to be lacking 
"out there."

Minority Ownership 
The Federal Communications Commission has announced that they will hold a conference on minority ownership 

of broadcast facilities to determine methods of increasing the number of minority held radio, TV and cable 
TV stations. The Commission says that it has found thal only one-half of 1 percent of licenses are held by 
Black owners, and other minorities own an even smaller percentage. 

No Media In FederalCourtrooms 
The U.S. Judicial Conference has turned down a request by the Radio Et TV News Directors Association 

to permit broadcast and photographic coverage of ceremonial occasions in Federal courtrooms. The request 
asked only for permission to cover events such as naturalization proceedings, not actual trials. 

Performers' Rights Still To Be Studied 
Although President Ford has signed the new Copyright Revision Act, a House of Representatives sub-

committee chairman has said that the subject of performers' rights, which was not included in the bill, would 
be studied by his Courts, Civil Liberties and Administration of Justice subcommittee when the new Congress 
convenes. Rep. Kastenmeier said that the study of performers' rights would have held up the Copyright bill for 
much longer period of time. 

CCC ft CAP Cities Profits Zoom 
Combined Conwnunications Corp. has noted net earnings for the third quarter up 140 percent to $3.6 million. 

For the first nine months of the fiscal year, the company showed net increases of 111 percent 

Capital Cities Communications' net earnings were also up for the third quarter, increasing 46.1 percent 
to $7.7 million. Profits for the last nine months were also up 44.5 percent 

WSAI-A M-FM Application OK'd 
Affiliated Publications Inc. has announced that the FCC has approved its application for purchase of WSAI-

AM-FM/Cincinnati from Combined Communications Corp. Affiliated will take over the stations in December. 

Ford At Regional NAB Confab 
President Ford was the keynote speaker at the National Association of Broadcasters' regional meeting in Portland, 

Oregon Monday. The President addressed a gathering of radio and TV executives and engineers in the third of 
seven conferences scheduled by the NAB this fall. 

Former FCC Member To Head NARB 
Kenneth Cox has been appointed as the new Chairman of the National Advertising Review Board. Cox is 

the first NARB chief with background in communications and trade practice law, and has served as a full member 
of the Federal Communications Commission. He was one of the original members of NARB, which was created five 
years ago. 

Speculation Of CBS Label Buy Squelched 
Responding to some industry rumors, CBS Records Group President Walter Yetnikoff has said that CBS 

has no intention of buying Philadelphia International Records, currently being distributed by the CBS Custom Labels. 
Yetnikoff said that there had been absolutely no discussion or negotiations on the purchase, but that a new 
distribution pact had been finalized earlier this year.

ABC network programming kept up its previous leadership for the 
fourth week of the new season, although the race is getting closer 
For the week, ABC held a 20.4 rating, CBS 19.8, and NBC 19.6. Top 
5 for the week were: "MASH," "World Series Baseball"  on NBC, 
the "Country Music Awards," "One Day At A Time," ABC's movie 
feature "Having Babies." A number of regularly high-placing shows 
were pre-empted during the week because of baseball and the Ford. 
Carter debate, as well as other politicals. NBC research estimates that 
65 million viewers watched the World Series. 

The Nielsen Fast Evening Persons Report breaks down demographics 
of who is tuned in to what for the first two weeks of the season. 
These statistics also show ABC on top in 18-49 men and women. In 
both men and women, ABC is followed by NBC and CBS in that order. 
In the top 15 women-pleasers, NBC movies "Earthquake" and 'Airport" 
were the only shows from that network to place, while CBS' only entry 
in the ladies favorites was 'All In The Family," placing 14th. All other 
shows were ABC's, led by "Happy Days," "Sunday Movie," and "Laverne 
& Shirley." Their male counterparts included the two NBC movies and 
"All In The Family" in their top 15 as well, along with movies "Butch 
Cassidy," and 'The Way We Were," plus "Happy Days," "Laverne 
& Shirley," "Bionic Woman" and "Charlie's Angels." As expected "Mon-
day Night Football" also placed in the top 15 at number8.

"Ball Four" striking out along with "Doc," and ABC's "Cos." A re-
shuffling of CBS' "Mary Tyler Moore Show," "Bob Newhart" 'All 
In The Family," "Alice,"-and 'The Jeffersons" to different time slots 
was also announced...

Next week you'll be receiving toe special AOR edition ot Radio' Et Records. 
This particular publication represents the long hours and hard work of 
industry people from all parts of the nation and I think you'll find it 
particularly enjoyable. We're certainly proud of it Among the goodies it 
contains are the charts reflecting the all-time album compilation that was 
gathered from our reporters a few weeks ago; extensive interviews with 
Lee Abrams and Larry Berger; articles about the AOR Air Personality, 
Music Director, News People, Umbrella Markets, Sales and Public Relations, 
Southern Radio; the Great Debate; and more. It's all very exciting. 

The excitement comes from the fact that such a collection of material 

exists. When I think back to the early days ot Progressive radio and the 
following years of struggle we shared to attain industry understanding, let 
alone equality, there is a tremendous level of satisfaction in the accom-
plishments that all of us can enjoy. AOR radio is an industry leader and 
recognized as such. 

One of the things I noticed in being involved in the production of this 
AOR special, which included my travelling coast to coast and speaking 
with people from all corners of the genre, is that there doesn't seem 
to be any one overall truth to be extracted about the format's methods 
other than if it works, do it..or, perhaps I should say, if it attains your 
goals, do it I truly believe we are coming out of ,the age of secret 
formulas and steadfast "rights and wrongs" which have contributed to 
making radio of all formats a bit duller than we would have liked it to be. 

Looking at the wide range of methods in the national AOR radio spectrum, 
it becomes obvious that the concept of radio being a delicate balance 
of art and science is alive and well in AOR. The fact that certain stations 
achieve different results with either the same or different methods means 
that the ratio of this balance is a marked variable in the great programming 
experiments of the industry and cannot be prescribed with total or arrogant 
confidence. This is good. 

Why is this good? Because the element of risk prevails. Not the kind 
of risk that dictates you can't add more than an arbitrary number of records 
without blowing out your audience thus causing safe and comfortable stag-
nation, but the risk thAt dictates you can also not add enough and meet 
with equally disasterous results. 

Although there are not many freeform AOR's anymore (and after reading 
the Great Debate, you may wonder if there are any in the ideal sense of 
the term), the fact that it is difficult if not impossible, to accurately define 
the boundaries of the format, from the standpoint of it being a set of elements 
under some sort of common umbrella, signifies that the format as a unit, 
is, indeed, freeform. It hasn't been subject to the mythical or word of mouth 
Bible of rules and regulations that has a way of insidiously working itself 
into the fibre of radio formats thus educating the participants on how to 
become obsolete at an early age. Therefore, the main problem that AOR 
radio faces in its dealing with the rest of the industry is a very healthy 
one. It is both fragmented and difficult to explain and understand. Let 

us hope that it stays that way. Our goal should not be to make it homo-
genous. It should be to foster internal and external respect for the differences. 

It is the nature of people in any business to strive for success on 
a commercial or financial level and that is obviously quite justifiable. As it 
becomes more and more known that AOR radio including it's immediate 
satellite enterprises is as lucrative as it is widesprad, the number of people 
and companies that will try to "get into it" will continue to grow. This 
includes everything from actual radio stations to record companies to syn-
dicators to trade publications and more. As long as the concept of credibility 
remains one of the only universal hallmarks of the field, those newcomers 
who have something to offer the growth of what we all hold dear will be 
welcomed, the old timers will be respected, and the Johnny-come-lately 
rip off artists will be excreted. As we all enjoy the fruits of a decade 
of creativity, hard work, dedication, and foresight it is vitally important 
that we keep this in the forefront of our minds.
