How To Get The 
Most From The Music 
Information In R&R... 

From time to time, and because 

of  the  tremendous  subscription 

growth we've experienced, it makes 

sense to take a few minutes to ex-
plain how Radio & Records gathers 

its music information, and how you 
can get the most from the detailed 

information we offer each week. 

Let's begin with the BACK PAGE. 

The Top 30 Chart on the Back Page 

is an exact reflection of the current 
week's most played records on our 

reporting Top 40 stations. These re-

ports are taken by phone only every 

Monday and Tuesday. The chart is 
a compilation of all this data. The 

radio stations reporting to us use 
many different areas of research 

to get their individual chart num-

bers, so therefore our chart reflects 

a combination of airplay, sales, re-

quests and other supportive station 

research. 
BREAKERS: are the most active 

and most played of the newer re-
cords. These are calculated by the 

number of stations on the record 

and the showing of significant chart 

jumps, and/or the fact that a record 
has many major market additions to 

playlists on a certain week. A Break-

er, in most cases, has not yet chart-

ed, but there are exceptions. 

NE W Et ACTIVE: are those hewer 

records, slightly less played than 

the Breakers. These records are 

getting substantial airplay from our 

reporters and are in a growth period. 
Occassionally you may find a record 

here that, because of its high num-

bers on major market stations, gets 

on the Top 30. When this happens 

it means the record has not yet spread 

and you should check the Parallels 

for details. If you were to extend 

the numbering system beyond our 

30 chart, under normal circum-

stances, the top Breaker would he 

number 31 (unless it has already 

charted higher), the next 32, and 
down the Back Page through the 

New & Active and into Others Get-

ting Significant Action. The records 

in the "Others Getting" section are 
those that have beginning airplay 

at some of our key reporters and 

in some cases have already exper-

ienced chart movement. 

MOVES: The moves we report in 

our quick glance summary of a re-

cord are meant to reflect the over-

all picture of what's going on. This 

will explain why you may see small 

jumps listed or even midchart stalls 

listed. This tells you that it is getting 
this kind of action at other stations 

not listed in the summary. 

AOR HOT TRACKS: These are the 
most played album cuts by artists

This Week page, these are the re-
cords that show the biggest chart 
jumps at the most stations in any 
given week. This information is tab-
ulated directly from the data on the 
page where it is found. 
MOST ADDED: Another tabula-

tion of data, these are the most 
added records on Top 40 statons 
in any given week. R&R gives no 
point value for additions to a play-
list, and therefore even though a 
record may be added at a great 
many stations, it will not move into a 
chart position until it actually moves 
on radio station charts. We do not 
predict, we reflect weekly informa-
tion. 

GRAPHS: These are found in the 
Country and Pop/Adult sections. Be-
cause of the varied research me-
thods being used in these formats, 
and the fact that stations vary in 
their approaches to charts and num-
erical listings more so than in Top 40, 
we attempt to interrogate our re-
porters for as much other research 
data as is possible to obtain.

You 

should always check the Parallels 
for the complete picture. Numbers 

and bullets are not now nor have 

they ever been the answer. The pro-

grammer that demands more input, 

gives more to his station.

Arbitron Radio Expands Overnights 
Arbitron Radio's overnight telephone measurement service is now available in all markets. Previously, 

overnight radio surveys were only available in those markets not surveyed on a regular basis. Arbitron 

Radio VP and GM Larry Manuel stated that there is one restriction to their new policy; overnight surveys 
will not be conducted in syndicated metro during survey periods for the Arbitron Radio Market Report 
service. These special surveys can be applied to almost any time period, over any number of days, and can be 
designed to survey an entire county or a specific segment of the market. 

Carter Pressed For Black FCC Member 
The Black Mediz Coalition will ask President-elect Jimmy Carter to appoint another Black to join the 

Federal Communications Co mmission. The Coalition will make the plea to Carter after Benjamin Hooks resigns 
the Commission to join the NAACP. Hooks is the only Black to ever be named to an FCC post. 

NAB On Hypnotists Et Rolling Papers 
The National Association of Broadcasters code board has ruled on a number of items pertaining to radio 

spots. The board said that persons who are not medically qualified to perform hypnosis cannot buy time on 
code subscribing stations to drum up business from consumers who want to quit smoking or lose weight. 
The board also again stated that ads for cigarette papers were still banned, re-affirmed their policy of 18 
commercial minutes per hour, and announced that the NAB code staff would draft guidelines for comparative 
claim commercials. 

CBS Radio Adds Drama Feature 
February 5th is the kickoff date for CBS Radio's new "General Mills Radio Adventure Theatre," a new 

series that is a part of the CBS Radio Drama Network. Aired on both Saturday and Sunday nights, the 
series is aimed at producing a "theatre of the mind" for young people. 

Haley Et Comets Forfeit To Former Manager 
A Superior Court Commissioner has signed a default judgement against Bill Haley Et The Comets, 

asking the group to forfeit $240,000 to Sandra Shekel! Hart, their former manager. Ms. Hart told the Court 
that she had negotiated several contracts for the group since signing a management agreement with them in 
1973, and that Haley, who now lives in Mexico, had re-negotiated the agreements without paying her 
commission. 

SRDS To Initiate Surcharge 
Standard Rate & Data Services will add an extra surcharge to their renewing subscribers' bills, due to a 

U.S. Postal Service decision to revoke SRDS' second class mail permits. The company will now have to use 
controlled circulation and first class mail for their services, adding an extra $130,000 to their costs. The 
Publishing Director for SRDS said that they will appeal the Postal Service's decision in federal court. 
Surcharges on subscribers' bills will be anywhere from 64 cents to $1.80. Postal Service rules state that 
only publications that are considered newspapers and magazines are eligible for the second class rates. 

FTC Spies On CB Sales 
The FCC's approval of 40 channel CB units has sent Citizen's Band makers scrambling to get rid of their 

23 channel sets. The Federal Trade Commission has told all CB marketers that they will keep a close eye 
on ads and promotions for the 23 channel sets in an effort to keep commercials from misleading the consumer. 

The FTC said that no complaints had been filed as yet, but some buyers were unaware that their 23 
channel CB's could not be adapted to take on the full 40 channels. The Commission will monitor all ads 
by importers, distributors and retailers. 

Supreme Court Sides With CBS 
The U.S. Supreme Court has turned down an appeal by the Record Club of America to revive an anti-

trust suit against Colu mbia Broadcasting System, The Record Club first filed the suits against CBS in 1968, 
with similar suits filed in numerous federal courts. All the courts threw out the action after they ruled that the 
Club had not supplied CBS with pretrial information that they had requested. RCOA started bankruptcy 
proceedings in 1974. 

Combined To Buy Cleveland Outlet 
An agreement in principle has been reached between Combined Communications Corp. and Ohio Com-

munications Inc. in which Combined would purchase WIN WE/Cleveland for $7.5 million cash. The agreement 
is contingent on approval by CCC's board and lenders, and the FCC. 

FCC Stalls Public Access To Financial Reports 
Annual financial reports filed by broadcasters (form 324) will be less accessable to the public under new 

guidelines the FCC has set up. The forms will now be available to FCC staff members who have an official 
need to look at them, and to members of the public only when they have specific permission from station 
managers on the station's letterhead. The FCC's public notice on the change in ruling stated that the new 
rules had nothing to do with a September request by a Washington D.C. law firm that information from 
the forms be made readily available to the public. 

Croce Masters To Cashwest 
The New York Supreme Court has granted an injunction against ABC Records, stopping the company 

from manufacturing material . by Jim Croce, and ordering them to return all licensed masters to Cashwest/ 
Lifesong Records. Cashwest currently has a $9 million breach of contract suit against the parent ABC and 
its record division, asking for $4 million in compensatory damages and $5 million punitive damages. Lifesong 
will release a repackage Croce album, "Time In The Bottle: Jim Croce's Greatest Love Songs" in the near future. 

Interpublic Group Subsid Buys Frank Agency 
Campbell-Ewald Worldwide, a subsidiary of the huge Interpublic Group of Companies, has agreed to purchase 

the advertising assets of Clinton E. Frank Inc. for $1.8 million cash. Frank will retain their name and become 
a subsidiary of Campbell. Campbell-Ewald's billing will increase by 14 percent with the acquistion of Frank's 
$40 million business. Interpublic plans to build the expanded Campbell company into a multi-national agency, 
similar to McCann-Erickson, which is also a subsid of Interpublic. 

RSO To Debut Play In New York 
The writers of "Jesus Christ Superstar" make another attempt at a hit play with "Joseph And The 

Amazing Technicolor Dreamcoat," produced by the Robert Stigwood Organization and opening at the Brooklyn 
Academy of Music on December 23. The play will star Gleason Little.
