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FCC Begins Inquiry On Quadraphonic
And Stereo Broadcast Standards

The FCC is launching an in-
quiry on the issue of adopting
standards for FM quadraphonic
radio broadcasting, in response to
three separate petitions. The in-
quiry would determine whether
there was sufficient public and

industry interest to warrant adop-
ting standards.

A number of issues would be
considered by the commission.
The inquiry would compare the
merits of the three existing quad-
raphonic transmission systems:

Multimedia Expands
Multimedia, Inc, has agreed in

principle to purchase WEZW-FMI
Milwaukee for a price in the area
of $3 million. Multimedia present-

ly owns five FM stations, with a
sixth purchase pending. The com-
pany also operates seven AM sta-
tions and five television facilities.

CLASSICAL GAS

Nonesuch Records and the Milwaukee Peaches Records store co -sponsored a
first In classical music last Friday night. In a promotion designed to "take
it to the streets' the entire Milwaukee Symphony Orchestra performed for
500 people at the store In suburban Silver Springs. Originally the event had
been planned for the Peaches parking lot but rain intervened. At the last
minute, emplcyees, some in tuxedoes, swiftly cleared an entire section of the
store to accomodate the 80 musicians and their instruments. AOR WQFM-FM/

Milwaukee donated radio time to advertise the concert. The station had
commemorative T-shirts made up featuring Its call letters and the Milwaukee
Symphony, Peaches and Nonesuch logos. WQFM also supplied orchids for the
first hundred femies to arrive. Air personalities Bobby Rivers and Paul Kelly,
who helped organize the concert, also made appearances. WFMR-FM, Milwaukee's
Classical music radio station, ran spots and sent announcer Obie Yadgar to
emcee the show. Nonesuch donated promotional albums which were given
as bonusses for season ticket purchases for the Milwaukee Symphony,
and local television and newspaper media covered the event. The air conditioning
was taxed beyond its capacity, and by the end of the performance, the
musicians had forsaken their tuxedoes and ties and were playing in shirtsleeves.

Kiernan To Phonodisc
Jack Kierran, who resigned as

Vice President of Marketing at
RCA last week (REM 6-241, has
been appointed Vice President of
Sales at Phonodisc, the distribut-
ing arm of the Polygram Group.

The FCC's ongoing payola
hearings will be conducted be-
hind closed doors henceforth. A
6-1 commission vote adopted the
no -press policy after FCC attor-
neys complained that press cover-
age intimidated potential witnes-

ses from testifying. The hearings,
which up till now have concen-
trated on alleged abuses by WOL/
Washington staffers, will repor-
tedly examine Los Angeles record
company practices in the near
future.

The commission stated that
"the adoption of standards fo'r
each of the quadraphonic systems
might create problems or produce
less than optimum sound repro-
duction or station coverage."
Broadcasters should consider, the
statement continued, "the effects
on station coverage, protection
ratios, increased occupied band-
width and multipath that are
characteristics of 4-4-4, 4-3-4 and
4-2-4 systems."

, The commission urged "radio
equipment manufacturers, broad
casters, and the listening public"
to make their interests known and
to "contribute relevant informa-
tion" to assist in the inquiry. Com-
ments are due by September 15,
replies October 17.

The FCC also announced the
opening of an inquiry into AM
stereophonic broadcasting, cover-
ing substantially the same ground
as in the quadraphonic inquiry.
The new action was taken in re-
sponse to petitions which claimed
that AM stereo conversion could
be achieved at minimal cost to
listeners, and that AM radio sta-
tions were at a disadvantage in
competing with FM stereo outlets.
Comments are due October 15, re-
plies November 15.

NABET Compromises
On ABC Strike Demands

NABET, on strike against the
ABC network for over a month,
stated that it had made compro-
mise offers to ABC in a one -hour
Washington D.C. negotiation
meeting. The network negotiating
team was to study the proposals
last weekend. No new sessions
have been scheduled, but progress
is reportedly expected this week
when ABC makes its counterpro-
posals

NBC's WYNY To
Remain Separate

WYNY-FM, the NBC network's
FM outlet in New York will re-
main a separate entity, accord-
ing to General Manager Stanley
Cohen. The station will retain its
Soft -Rock format, and will be un-
affected by the recent network
changes (REM 6/24) which brought
Charley Warner and Bob Pittman in
to oversee WNBC-AM's operations.

The profits that stock in a company produces are paid to the shareholders without requiring the executives
to purchase the security. Of 133 new plans examined by a brokerage house, 40% included such a policy.

The FCC
FCC PROVIDES FOR PUBLIC ACCESS TO PROGRAM LOG DATA

FCC has amended its Rules to require Radio Broadcasters to
make their Program Logs and/or Log data available for public
inspection, and to also make such material, as well as public inspection
file material, available for reproduction. However, FCC concluded
it would not require Station retention of Transcripts, Tapes or Disc
Recordings of News and Public Affairs Programs.

EFFORTS TOWARD POSSIBLE NEW FCC FEE SCHEDULE

There seems to be a definite effort, both in Congress and from the
General Accounting Office, to require FCC to establish a new Fee
Schedule along the lines of that one it had previously, but which was
subsequently thrown out by the Courts. Up to now, FCC has resisted
such efforts and has concluded that it cannot devolop any such
rational Fee Schedule that the Courts will not reject on appeal. But
it may, under these new pressures, take the initiative to try to develop
a substitute Fee Schedule to replace its earlier ones. It's at least
clear that the Communications Industry has not heard the last of Fee
charges by the FCC as all had hoped would be the case only a short
time ago. The status of claims for reimbursement of earlier Fee
payments is in this situation quite problematic, and without any certain
outcome at this time.

KYYS (KY1021/Kansas City just pulled off one of the more spectacular of the Summer
outdoor biggies. Approximately 42,000 music fans (SRO) filled the Kansas City RoyE Is
Stadium on Sunday (6/26) to see and hear Ted Nugent, the Little River Band, the Climax
Blues Band, Reo Speedwagon, and Head East. The station lead up to the concert with 3
days of live breakaway coverage of the many phases of the show's preparation. Then to
cap the activity in grand style, the entire 81/2 hour concert was broadcast live over the
station with reportedly tremendous sound fidelity. Dick Wilson, Jay Cooper, and PD Max
Floyd conducted interviews with the artists during the sound checks and between the seIs,
as well as going into the crowd to talk with the people in attendance. Large speakers
were set up in the parking lots, blasting both the station and the concert to the many
folks engaging in "parking lot parties." While this was taking place on the ground,
midday personality Stan Andrews went up in an airplane and broadcast live traffic reports
to the many listeners clogging the roads to and from the stadium.

A double stage set-up kept the program moving and the concert actually got off to an
early start(10 minutes).

Interesting Side Note: On Monday (6/27) the station was notified that a local ham
radio operator had plugged the station into his rig and broadcast the concert to soldiers
land anyone else who wanted to listen) in Germany.

The entire promotion was so successful that KYYS is planning to do another one
next month.

RENEWAL ACTIONS

FCC DESIGNATES RENEWAL HEARING ON LOG VIOLATIONS

FCC has designated the WDRK( FM ) (Greenville, 0.) Renewal
Application for a full hearing on issues involving its Maintenance
and possible Falsification of its Program and Operating Logs. All
Station should advisedly continue to take steps to assure the com-
pleteness and accuracy of their Logs and Logging Procedures,

FCC GRANTS SHORT-TERM RENEWAL FOR EEO VIOLATION

FCC granted a short-term Renewal of License to Station WABX
(Detroit) finding that the Station employed no Blacks in full-time
positions, although over 16 % of the relevant SMSA was Black.

FCC RENEWS LICENSE AND DENIES COMPETING APPLICANT
ON SITE AVAILABILITY

An FCC ALJ granted the Renewal Application of Station WFAA and
KZEW ( FM) ( Dallas) over competing Applications for new AM and FM
stations. He held that the competing Applicant had failed to show
reasonable availability of a Transmitter Site (and could not rely on that
of the existing Station), so that this fact made comparative con-
siderations unnecessary.

FCC RENEWS LICENSE CITING AFFIRMATIVE EEO ACTION

FCCrenewed for the remainder of its License Term Station WMMU
(Greenville, S.C.) licensed to Bob Jones University, Inc. FCC had found
EEO derelictions in the 1974 Renewal, but concluded from its recent
Annual Employment Reports, that the percentage of Minorities had
reached the "zone of reasonableness."

EDDIE CHORAN appointed Vice -President, Artist Development/Chalice Music Group.
ROB WUNDERLICH appointed Associated Product Manager, West Coast/Columbia Records.

FCC REFUSES HEARING ON FORMAT CHANGE

FCC denied a request for a Hearing on a License Assignment
Application for WKLX (Portsmouth, Va. ) where Assignee proposed to
change an "All News" format to "Country and Western" insofar as the
change was justified because of severe financial losses under the old
News format.

FCC GRANTS TRANSFER OVER PROTEST ON FORMAT CHANGE

Similarly, FCC refused to stay its grant of transfer of WTIC-AM-
FM (Hartford ) , and refused to order Transferor ( in the process of
changing its format from Classical to Popular Music) to maintain
a partial Classical Format in the evenings, pending FCC action on a
Petition for Reconsideration of the grant.

FCC DENIES WRONGDOING LICENSEE INTERIM AUTHORITY

WSIB (Beaufort, S.C.) whose License had been revoked for
misrepresentations, was denied authority by FCC to continue operating
the Station, pending a proposed sale to a Black Comminity Ownership
Group. Otherwise, it found, would be to undermine the deterrent effect
of revocation, and benefit a wrongdoer.

FCC DENIES FAIRNESS COMPLAINT

FCC reaffirmed its earlier Ruling denying a Fairness Complaint
against WWL-TV (New Orleans) on finding Complainant failed to show
that the Issue ( appointment of a Judge) was so critical, controversial
or significant as to make unreasonable WWL-TV's conclusion not
to cover it.

FCC RECOMMENDS CONGRESS REVISE SECTION 315

FCC in a lukewarm 3-2 vote, decided to recommend to Congress
that it revise the Equal Time provision of the Communications Act
by exempting Station coverage of Presidential and Vice Presidential
Candidates whereas there is presently no such exemption in the Act.

NRBA To Advise
Arbitron

The National Radio Broadcasts's
Associationand Arbitron announced
a plan to work together on issues
crucial to the radio industry. Ac-
cording to NRBA Director -at -Large
Ted Dorf, the NRBA ratings com-
mittee will review complaints a-
bout rating services, and will then
meet with Arbitron management
to evaluate significant grievances.
The NRBA and Arbitron will also
work -together to evolve corrective
procedures for the improvement
of overall service to tie industry.
"In this manner," stated Dorf, "the
NRBA will ensure that the voice
of its over -1000 radio station mem-
bers will be represented in those
matters directly related to au-
dience measurement." The NRBA
has also offered to assist Arbitron
with regard to audience diary se-
curity, unauthorized Arbitron re-
port use, and the discouragement
of diary hyping.
