Ha rte -Hanks To Buy
Southern For $57 Million

Herta-Han48 Newspapers Inc.
has agreed in principle to pur-
chase Southern Broadcasting Co.
for a total price of $57 million.
Southern, based in Winston-Sa-
lem, North Carolina, owns WSGN/
Birmingham, KOY Et KRFM-FMI
Phoenix, WKIK & WYYD-FMIRaI-
eigh, WEZI-FIVI/M3mphis, KULF Er
KYND-FM/Houston, and WRVA Er
WRVQ-FM/Ric imond.

In order to meet FCC require-
ments, Harte-Hanks will sell WG-
HP-TV/High Point, NC, and KFWD-
FM/Dallas, which it is buying from
Southern. The newspaper chain
is also negotiating to buy TV and
radio stations in Jacksonville and
Tampa. All transactions are sub-
ject to government and Southern
stockholders' approval.

Arista Records held its 1977 con-
vention in San Diego from August
24-27, utilizing the occasion to an-
nounce a number of significant
new signings.

Convention attendees learned
that Arista has entered into an
agreement to distribute Buddah
Records (just recently affiliated to
RCA for distribLtion) , and that
the label has signed hit AOR/
Top 40 artist Al Stewart. Also new-
ly signed were former Tempta-
tions singer and solo artist Eddie
Kendricks, ani songwriter/singer
Richard Kerr (co -writer of "Man-
dy" ). In addition, Arista has en-
tered into a production agreement
with Jeff Lane, producer of Brass

Construction; Lane will produce
product by Mandrill, Garnet Minns,
and Kendricks. As previously spe-
culated, Arista will also be distri-
buting Passport Records, an AOR-
slanted label formerly distributed
by ABC.

Over 300 company personnel and
guests attended the Arista meet-
ings, which were highlighted by la-
bel President Me Davis' keynote
address and a radio panel featur-
ing key broadcast notables. Speeches,
seminars, new product previews,
and awards presentations also
were spotlighted, as were live per-
formances by ex -Band member
Rick Danko, Mandrill, Commander
Cody, and the Dwight Twilley Band.

Capitol Records held its first Na-
tional Conference since 1971 in San
Diego, bringing together over 300
employees from the U.S. and fo-
reign offices. The meeting was the
company's biggest ever, and fea-
tured seminars, departmental
meetings, recreation, an awards
banquet, and" artist showcases.
President Bhaskar Menon deliver-
ed the keynote address, announc-
ing an improved financial picture
for 1977 and predicting further
growth. Performers at the con-
ference included Helen Reddy in
a special showcase. Mac McAnal-
ly (Ariola), Richard Torrence, Maze
featuring Frankie Beverly, Dr. Hook,
Bert Sommer, Caldera, and the Little
River Band.

AFTRA, Record Industry
Talks At Standstill

Recent talks between AFTRA
officials and record industry rep-
resentatives have apparently fail-
ed to arrive at mutually accep-
table terms for a new contract
agreement. AFTRA is reportedly
demanding increased rates of
payment and higher pension and
welfare benefits, with record
companies unwilling to go along.

The last effective AFTRA/indus-
try pact expired March 31, with
union members working on a day-
to-day basis on the understanding
that any eventual fee increases
would be retroactive. After early
August talks ended in disagree-
ment, an impasse has apparently
been reached, with no new talks
scheduled at present.

R&R's offices will be closed on Lat or Day, Monday, September 5.

WGN-Continental
Broadcasting Buys
Sacramento Stations

WGN-Continental Broadcasting
Co. has reached an agreement
with Kelly Broadcasting Co. to pur-
chase KCRA Er KCTC-FM/Sacra-
mento for an undisclosed amount.
Kelly will continue to operate the
stations until WGN-Continental as-
sumes control following FCC ap-
proval of the sale. The new pros-
pective owners anticipate main-
taining the two stations' Pop/Adult
formats with the same staff in
charge. WGN-Continental also
owns WGN-AM Er TV/Chicago, WPIX-
FM Et TV/New York, KWGN-TV/
Denver, KDAL-AM Et TVIDuluth, and
WICC/Bridgeport

NAACP Challenges
License Renewals
For LA. Media

The Beverly Hills/Hollywood
chapter of the NAACP has legal
proceedings underway to file da-
mage suits against virtually all of
Los Angeles' major television sta-
tions and a number of key local
radio outlets, with the intention
of convincing the FCC to deny the
renewal of their licenses.

The NAACP accused local broad-
cast stations of depriving "Black
American citizens...of meaning-
ful participation in employment
and programming, not to men-
tion meaningful management. The
amount to be asked in the proposed
suit was expected to be $500 mil-
lion.

The main thrust of the NAACP
announcement was aimed at tele-
vision's portrayal of Black culture,
but the issue of hiring practices
and insufficient numbers of Blacks
in key positions, which affect radio
and television equally, was also
stressed. The NAACP listed the
following Los Angeles radio sta-
tions as offenders: KABC, KNX,
KLAC, KMPC, KR, XTRA, KHJ,
KBRT/KBIG-FM, KTNQ, KIQQ-FM,
KPOL-AM-FM, KDAY, KGFJ/KUTE-
FM, and KFWB. All VHF television
outlets in the city with the except-
ion of KCOP-TV were also named
with special attention paid to those
stations broadcasting sports re-
gularly.

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FCC Commissioner
Denies Bias Accusations

FCC Commissioner James H.
Quello responded to charges from
public lobby group Common Cause
that the commission favors bu-
siness interests over consumers
by fervently defending FCc; ( and
other federal regulatory groups')
procedures. "The commissioners
have an open door policy. We're
as available as the nearest phone,"
he said, declaring that the FCC
must seek out all interested views
on a subject to determine the best

course of action.
Common Cause had reported

that regulatory commissioners
(including the FCC) met with in-
dustry representatives ten times
as often as with consumer groups.
Quello responded that the frequen-
cy of meetings was not as impor-
tant as the actual content, and that
he has often warned industry re-
presentatives about attempting to
further their own interests in deal-
ing with the FCC.

Combined Communications, following their assumption of control at WWWEICleveland
(R&R 8-26), have agreed in principle to purchase WLDM-FM/Detroit for $2 million cash and
25,000 shares of CCC stock from Lincoln Broadcasting Co. The agreement is subject to
FCC approval.

Arbitron Reissues Norfolk Report
Arbitron has announced that its April/May Norfolk -Portsmouth -Newport News -Hampton mar-

ket report will re reissued August 29. According to the company, the original report combined
returns from two counties, but response from the smaller county was much heavier than in the
larger, and listening behavior in the two counties was "dramatically different." The new report
will separate the counties.

FCC Invites Comments On Dropping 3rd Class Exam
The FCC is requesting broadcast industry comments on its proposal to drop the require-

ment for tests for third-class radio operators. Under the proposal, routine operation of AM and
FM stations, where permitted, could be performed by persons holding the new restricted radio
telephone operator permits, for which no exams are required. The proposal also calls for a
dual license structure (one series for routine operation, one for technical operation and main-
tenance). Deadline for comments is October 3, for reply comments, October 31, with further
details available from the commission.

Esquire Acquired By Felker
Esquire Magazine has been purchased by a group headed by Clay Felker, former

New York, New West, and Village Voice head. Esquire's Board of Directors, which administered
the slick monthly for 44 years, noted recent losses and expressed hopes that the new leadership
would signal a resurgence. The magazine was a pioneer "Men's" publication in the pre -Playboy
era and has maintained a prestigious literary reputation over the years. The Esquire purchase
marks a return to publishing for Felker, who recently lost a bitter fight to Australian press
magnate Rupert Murdoch for control of New York, New West, and the Voice.

L.A. Times Removes X -Rated Film Ads
The Los Angeles Times eliminated all ads for "hardcore pornographic movies" last week in a

surprise move. Times publisher Otis Chandler cited a lack of redeeming values and stated it was
"entirely out of character" for the Times to "play a role in the promotion of commercialized
pornography." In removing the ads, the Times will lose up to $1.5 million annually, while
first box office returns from affected theaters showed up to25% drops. The paper also previewed
its own "Family Film Guide," aimed at evaulating film content in more detail than the usual
rating system.

Networks Net Profits Up 42%
The three national commercial networks earned a combined profit of $295.6 million in 1976,

according to the FCC's annual financial report, representing a 42% increase over last year.
Revenues were up 26.5% in 1976. 91% of reporting VHF TV outlets enjoyed a profitable
year, while two-thirds of reporting UHF stations were in the black.

Anacin's "Better -Than -Tylenol" Ads Cause Court Headache
American Home Products Corp., makers of Anacin, have been forbidden by a federal

District Court permanent injunction from suggesting in radio, TV or print advertisements that
Anacin is superior to Tylenol (McNeil Laboratories). The injunction scored Anacin's claims as
"false representations."

KFWB Gives News Feminine Slant
KFWB/Los Angeles, an All -News station, observed Woman's Equality Day (8-26) by inviting

a number of female celebrities to read the news all day. Included in the neophyte newscaster
ranks were Judy Carter, the President's daughter-in-law; Maureen Regan, talk show hostess
and daughter of ex -Governor Ronald Reagan; Beatrice Arthur of "Maude," Patty Duke Astin,
Nanette Fabray, Barbara Feldon, and singers Nancy Wilson and Freda Payne.

Black Magazine Readership Report Results
In a recent report by Lee Slurzburg Research in New York, Black magazines "Ebony"

"Jet" and "Essence" have greater Black female readership than general market women's
magazines such as "Good Housekeeping" "Better Homes & Gardens" or "McCalls." However,
"Sports Illustrated" is read more by Black men than Black -oriented sports magazines such as
"Black Stars" or "Black Sports," according to the same poll.

Upper Class Terms Music High Priority
According to a Gallup study commissioned by NBC, highly educated and high income

groups rate music "very important" in radio programming. 67% of college graduates polled
found music important, 66% of business workers, and 62% of those with annual incomes above
$20,000. Demographically, 68% of _those under 24 ranked music as important, and 61% of those
under 34.

London Records Projects $2 Million Profit Increase
London Records' profit for fiscal 1978, ending next March, is projected to reach $2

million over '77's profit figure. A greater volume of Classical product sales, catalog sales
and recent Disco releases are given credit for the potential company growth. London is in the
process of realigning its national distribution ties and has recently opened a Los Angeles office
in anticipation of further growth.

KTLA/KMPC Studios May Become Historic Monument
The KTLA/KMPC studios, located on the site of the old Warner Bros. studios where

numerous classic movies were filmed, may be declared a historic -cultural monument. If the
Los Angeles City Cultural Heritage Board's qualifications are met, the declaration will take
place to coincide with the film industry's October 6 celebration of sound pictures' 50th anniversary.

According to TK, previously most successful in
the R&B/Disco area (KC & Sunshine Band, Dorothy Moore, George and Gwen McCrae),
the new label will be "discriminating in signing acts."

Guitarist Plays 6 Day Solo For World Record
Tim Smith of Orlando, Florida broke the world record for continuous guitar playing last

week, picking and grinning (or at least picking) for 142 hours and 15 minutes. He broke the
old record, held by an English guitarist (not Alvin Lee), by 14 1/2 hours. After completing
the marathon, Smith complained not of sore fingers, but of sore feet from standing so long.
At deadline time, no offer to join Led Zeppelin was forthcoming.

Rock Manager Hartmann Scripts Music Business Film
John Hartmann, longtime music industry personal manager (now handling Poco, among

others), has written the original screenplay for "Los Angeles Story," a film project focusing on
three days in the lives of a Rock band playing the Forum. Hartmann and Harlan Goodman,
also a personal manager, will be Executive Producers,with Gary Essert producing. Hartmann
intends to cast actor/musicians in key roles.

Moonlighting Heavier Than Ever In U.S.
4.6 million American workers currently moonlight, a record number, according to the Labor

Department. One-third of multiple jobworkers moonlight to meet regular expenses, while only
20% reported enjoying their second jobs. Moonlighting is still more common among men than
women, but the percentage of increase is much higher for women, who now represent 25%
of all moonlighters.

NBC's Monday Movie Tops TV Week
Gina Lollobrigida and her 1969 film vehicle "Buona Sera, Mrs. Campbell," broadcast

on NBC, topped all comers on TV for the week ending August 21. ABC won the network
battle for the second straight week with a 15.5 rating, followed closely by CBS at 15.1
and NBC at 14.3. Perennial leader "Charlie's Angel's" came in second, followed by "Laverne
& Shirley," "Happy Days," "Barnaby Jones," "Super Cops" (CBS movie special), "Szysznk,"
CBS hot new series, "MASH," "Eight Is Enough" and "The Carey Treatment" (CBS movie
special). ABC's "David Soul Special" finished 22nd, while the same network's new music -
related "Sugar Time" series was 27th, down from 13th in its debut week.

In Arbitron TV meter service ratings for August 13-19, "Laverne & Shirley" topped the
New York ratings, followed by 2) "Charlie's Angels," 3) "Happy Days" and "Sugar Time"
(tie) 5) "Baretta" 6) (tie) "Eight Is Enough" and "Buona Sera Mrs. Campbell" 8) "Szysznyk"
and, tying for 9th, "Maude" and CBS' Friday Night Move plus NBC's Movie of the Week.
Los Angeles registered "Charle's Angels" on top, 2) "Happy Days" 3) "Laverne & Shirley"
4) "Eight Is Enough" 5) ABC Tuesday Night Movie, and in a 5 -way tie for eighth, "Baretta,"
"Barney Miller," "Best Of Donny & Marie," "David Soul Special" and "Three's Company."

RCA Unveils Selectavision Videotape Recorder
RCA displayed its new Selectavision home videotape recorder, scheduled to reach the

market in late September. The unit carries a suggested retail price of $1000, lower than'any
of its competitors, and has the capability to record four hours of programming on a single
cassette, as opposed to other brands' two. A $4 million advertising campaign will launch
Selectavision. RCA also indicated that it has no plans to market prerecorded tapes at this point;
blank cassettes will be available at $17.95 for two-hour tapes and $24.95 for four-hour.

Williams Red-hot: Soviets Russian Out Album
Andy Williams has attained major stardom in the Soviet Pop music market, w.th wide-

spread popularity among both youth and adults, according to a Moscow newspaper report.
Melodiya Records is issuing Williams' LP Andy Williams Sings in response to demand from the
Moscow Young Communist League's Discoteka Club. In reviewing Williams' career, the new -
newspaper called his TV program "one of the best on American television," generous if slightly
outdated praise.

At the recent Arista convention in San Diego, I had the pleasure of participating
on a radio panel featuring Gerry Peterson, PD of KCBOISan Diego; John Sebastian,
PD of KDWB/Minneepolis; Mary Kay Anthony, National MD for Bartell Broadcasting;
and Ed Wright, owner/operator of GEL, an independent publicity and merchandising
company. A variety oftopics were discussed, but the main thrust of the meeting was
focused upon the details of "passive audience research" and the theory that radio listeners
are either artist oriented or song oriented.

As I mentioned in a recent column, it wasn't long ago that music radio listeners
were drawn toward particular "images" with which they identified. It was, indeed,
the schism between group identification factors that lead to the emergence of a mainstream
style of radio and an alternative one. The evolution of the public's consciousness, in
regard to music and all its sociological implications, determined the boundaries in the
competitive struggle between the two forms.

If in fact, listeners are beginning to find less social identification in music, regarding
it mostly for its entertainment properties, it might be wise for AOR and Top 40
programmers to turn their attention toward artist -orientation and song -orientation as a
major dividing line in catorgorizing radio listening habits and tendencies.

Every record has a different degree of potency in its ability to attract a radio
listener and that strength changes from day to day, from minute to minute. On one level
even a terrible new record by an important artist can be attractive to radio listeners
for a limited period of time merely out of cultural curiosity. On a totally differertt
level, certain songs are certainly going to emerge as favorites even among the most
sophisticated of audiences. In "The Top 40 Story" Paul Drew puts it rather succinctly:
"You can't hum a hit album."

It was generally agreed to at the session that no matter what your research
tells you or programming methodology you subscribe to, people listen to songs on the
radio for a great variety of reasons and the more of those reasons taken into account,
studied, and dealt with...the more creative and prone to success a programmer will be.

It was an interesting session and although I didn't have the opportunity to stay for the
whole convention, I got the impression that it was successful. Congratulations to
Clive Davis and fine company!

In 1954, TILLMAN FRANKS took me by
a club in MEMPHIS to see a new kid
BOB NEAL had told him about. He was
good-looking, tall slim kid with dreamy
eyes, slicked back, brilliantined hair and

It was
an old ARTHUR CRUDUP song called

The second time
they came, we had over 300, the
third time, still on a Tuesday night,
it was over 500. The 4th or 5th time
Elvis came to Houston to work for
me, was at OLD EAGLES HALL on
Saturday night, The Grand Prize
Jamboree, and we had an overflow
crowd, between 700 and 1000. The
last time I saw Elvis to TALK to
him was a Thursday night in Galves-
ton at the Old City Auditorium. We
had FLOYD TILLMAN, TOMMY
SANDS and the people from my
Houston TV show, and Elvis, Scott,
and Bill (they were splitting the
"take" on their dates then). Elvis
and I were talking backstage during
the show and he said, "Hey, I'm
finally gonna get to do what you
said I should. Mr. Parker got met
on a television show in New York
with TOMMY and JIMMY DORSEY
this Sunday night." (That was the
JACKIE GLEASON Summer Re-
placement Show where he got his
first national exposure). I said, "Well
Elvis, it was nice knowing you."
I knew in my mind, without pre-
tending to be prophetic, after watch-
ing our crowds react to his per-
formance, that he was rare. I was
right. Elvis was indeed a rare com-
modity the world will not soon for-
get

Elvis Presley proved to be at least
one of the world's most influential
people of his generation. I'm flatter-
ed to have been one of the first to
showcase his talents. I would be less
than honest in a tribute to Elvis, if
I didn't recognize the genius of TOM
PARKER. He made millions directing
the career of EDDY ARNOLD, and
then HANK SNOW, before Elvis ever
bought his first 512.98 guitar. What-
ever it was that Col. Tom Parker
did for Elvis has historically been pro-
ven. And the world can be grateful
to him for shaping the legend. Long
live the King...
