The sale marks the end of an era 
in broadcasting, as KNUS was the 
last radio station remaining of 
pioneer radio innovator Gordon 
McLendon's once- extensive empire.

New Dates For 
Spring Book 

The council was successf.il in 
getting Arbitron to postpone its 
spring survey period until after 
Easter. Arbitron will adopt dates 
recommended by Dick Montesano, 
RAB Senior VP, who was the spokes- 
person for the Goals Committee of 
the Radio Advertising Bureau The 
new dates are April 19 - May 16. 

Based upon the Advisory Coun- 
cil's strong endorsement, Arbitron, 
beginning in the fall, will imple- 
ment new means for subscribers 
to obtain survey results. In approxi- 
mately 50 markets, Federal Express 
will deliver ratings books to sub- 
scribers for the cost of shipment, 
$25. Also, for an additional $30 

each, Arbitron will call subscribers 
immediately with "share trends" 
and "demos." The phone is ex- 

Payroll Controversy At KFWB 
Although Ken Draper, Mana- 

ging News Editor at All-News 
KFWB /Los Angeles, was placed on 

"indefinite suspension" about six 
weeks ago, the reason for his dis- 
missal is apparently just now sur- 
facing. Informed sources told R&R 
that Draper allegedly had false 
overtime checks made out to sta- 
tion personnel, who would then 
endorse the checks and return 
them to Draper. A similar story ap- 
peared recently in the Los Angeles 
Herald- Examiner (8 -18). Sup- 
posedly, Draper claimed that the 
station's budget for certain areas 
had been exceeded and that the ac- 

tion was necessary to secure money 
needed by the station for extra 
assignments. 

According to one source, be- 
tween $20- 30,000 (possibly more) 

was transacted in this manner over 
a period of three or four years. 
While only four or five station em- 
ployees were allegedly involved in 
the affair, none of whom received 
any money, one person had sup- 
posedly endorsed at least $10,000 

worth of the false checks. 

Station Executives 
Unaware 

Evidently, Draper had succeeded 
in having these checks generated 
from within the station's Los Ange- 
les payroll offices rather than 
through those of their parent cor- 
poration, Westinghouse Broad- 
casting, in New York, which explains 
how the situation remained unde- 
tected for so long. Neither KFWB's 

current General Manager, Frank 
Oxarart, nor his predecessor, Art 
Schrieber, were reportedly aware 
of Draper's alleged activities. 
However, when station manage- 
ment learned of Draper's sup- 
posed indiscretions he was placed 
on "indefinite suspension" but was 
not criminally charged. 

Last Friday (8-25) , Frank Oxarart 
released the following statement 
regarding the matter: "Since 
early last month, our auditors have 
been looking into allegations of 
financial irregularities involving 
former employees of station 
KFWB. This review is being co- 
ordinated by our attorneys, who 
have advised against any further 
comment at this time." 

Draper was unavailable for 
c Dmment.

New Contract 
The council wants Arbitron to 

drop two entire sections from its 
new contract: 1) that subscribers 
must agree in the event they ,are 
delisted that their only recourse 
is to ask for a monetary refund 
and 2) that Arbitron can collect 
their full fee even though a survey 
might contain a reduction in the 
sample size due to lost diaries, for 
example, a flood. The council is 
firm on both points. 

The council voted to withhold 
endorsement of ESF (Expanded 
Sample Frame) until Arbitron 
demonstrates a "viable plan for 
controlling ESF samples." The 
council argues that the variance 
between surveys done in Chicago 
is too great and therefore will wait 
until after Arbitron has extended 
ESF to eight additional markets 
this fall to reevaluate their position. 

Callback & Editing 
While the council approves of 

Arbitron's plans to prepublish slo- 
gans and call letter flips prior 
to a survey, they want a thorough 
review of Arbitron's callback and 
editing proceedures. On July 17, 

the RAB's Goals Committee in con- 
junction with the Broadcast Rating 
Council demanded that Arbitron 
resist "arbitrary splitting of ambi- 
guous station mentions." The coun- 
cil is asking Arbitron to expand 
its methods - via identification of 
music, calls promotions, etc. - of 
verifying appropriate stations 
when a diary is unclear. The coun- 
cil suggests that if a clear idea 
of a station cannot be obtained, the 
diary be thrown out rather than 
randomly assigned to a station. 
Arbitron had advocated both a lot- 
tery system and the use of "trend- 
ing," i.e., giving weight to a sta- 
tion that did well in past surveys. 

Rating Distortion 
The council will issue a state- 

ment condemning any station ac- 
tivity which could cause a survey 
participant (diary keeper) to 11 re-

MIXED REACTIONS FROM BROADCASTERS 

Extended Seattle /New Orleans 
Arbitron Ratings Issued 
Arbitron's first experiment with 

full-scale extended rating periods, 
a three month survey of the Seattle 
and New Orleans markets, has 
concluded with the publication of 
the rating books for those markets. 
The new procedure, as might have 
been expected, was not precisely 
trouble -free, and the system amused 
a number of negative comments 
from affected broadcasters (as 
well as some positives). Arbitron 
has declared its interest in hearing 
constructive criticism of the exten- 
ded surveys, and R&R has soli- 
cited comments from program- 
mers and general managers with 
that goal in mind. In addition, a 

breakout of the metro average 
quarter hour shares ( Mon. -Sun. 
6am- 12mid) for the two markets 
provides a handy overview to sup- 
plement the broadcasters' com- 
ments (see Page 32). R&R's spe- 
cial breakout edition. coming in 
September, will also include cume 
information for New Orleans and 
Seattle. 

Problems Outlined 
The three -month survey included 

monthly reports intended for pro- 
gramming use only (a few ap- 
parently got into the hands of sales 
departments and were used with 

agencies, a prime complaint). The 
monthly reports were based on 
different diary return numbers, 
(causing considerable fluctuation 
in some cases), and when the three - 
month final books were computed, 
diaries were re- weighted, causing 
apparent discrepancies in the fi- 
gures and arousing more radio ire. 
But the chief irritant for broad- 
casters was Arbitron's employment 
of approximately the same num- 
ber of diaries for a sample base in 
the extended surveys as they'd 
previously used in traditional four - 
week samplings; radio people ob- 
viously expected a significantly 
larger sample base. 

Sample Reactions 
KYY /Seattle Program Director 

Robin Mitchell put the case of those 
dissatisfied with the sample metho- 
dology eloquently : "The weakness 
of the extended book is that they 
use the same sample size they use 
in the short book and spread it out 
over three months. In essence, 
what you have is an inadequate 
sample base spread over an inor- 
dinate amount of time." WNOE- 
FM /New Orleans PD Bobby Reno 
expressed disappointment: "We 
were subconsciously hoping that

Twelve Charlotte Broadcasters Come Together

PAPAL "CANDIDATE" COMPLAINS TO FCC 

Iowa Stations Refuse Would -Be 
Pope's Campaign Ads 

The formal complaint to the FCC was composed in a dignified, 
legalistic manner, citing numerous legal precedents on the matter of 
radio stations presenting "a reasonable opportunity for broadcast of 
contrasting views in overall programming." The petitioner complained 
that two Iowa City, Iowa stations, KRNA and KXIC, refused to accept 
"certain political advertisements for pay." Petition and petitioner 
both seemed quite reasonable until the catch revealed itself - peti- 
tioner Bob Baker had declared himself a candidate for Pope and was 
thoroughly upset that the stations would not accept his campaign ads. 

Pope Star Fantasies 
The stations may have been influenced in their decision to reject 

Baker's spots on grounds of "poor taste" by the actual content of the 
ads. They consisted of a song sung in four -part harmony to the tune 
of "Barbara Ann" (Regents, Beach Boys), with lyrics including the 
following verse: 

"Bob Bob Bob, Bob Bob Baker 
Bob Bob Bob, Bob Bob Baker 
Bob Baker, he ain't no Quaker 
Bob Baker 
If he were Pope, we'd all kick dope 
Bob Bob Bob, Bob Bob Baker" 
Baker, who recently lost a bid to become State Senator (he's des- 

cribed elsewhere in his campaign song as "the hippest Republican 
rockstar clown in town "), claimed he was eligible for the office of 
Pope by virtue of being a male Catholic, and requested a "speedy 
hearing" on the matter, as "the election of a new Pope is imminent, 
and I need to advertise my candidacy, immediately" (last week's 
election of Pope John Paul I may tend to undermine this part of 
Baker's case) . 

Minor Miracles 
Baker's papal campaign platform, while not as extreme as the 

Catholic splinter group reported to be calling for the election of the 
first rock & roll Pope ( "Pope John Paul George & Ringo I ") , could 
be characterized as eccentric; an announcement for a Baker press 
conference stated that Dr. Baker (he has a doctorate in law) would 
discuss the "opulance (sic) of the Papacy, the need for a non -Italian 
Pope, birth control, female ordaination (sic), and celibacy. After the 
speech, Dr. Baker will attempt a minor miracle." FCC observers 
predicted that it would be a minor miracle if the Commission took 
any action on Dr. Baker's complaint. 
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WASHINGTON REPORT 
Update 

Brown Emphasizes 
Minority Ownership 

"We cannot really expect diversity in programming" FCC Commis- 
sioner Tyrone Brown told a gathering of journalists last Friday "unless 
Blacks, Hispanics, and Asian Americans are also significantly repre- 
sented in the ranks of Ownership ... and in the board rooms where 
important decisions are made." Commissioner Brown, a prime mover at 
the FCC in working for an increase in minority ownership of broadcast 
stations, has been instrumental in affecting changes in FCC actions which 
1) grant tax certificates permitting deferment on gains tax to owners 
selling stations to minority groups, and 2) permit "distress sale" of 
stations to minorities. 

Brown commented to the National Association of Black Journalists 
in Chicago, "I wish I could report that our tax certificate and distress 
sale policy have resulted in a number of sales to minority groups in the 
three months since they were announced. That has not been the case. " So, 
Brown has another idea: expand on a case -by -case basis the distress 
sale concept to stations whose licenses were in hearing (and therefore 
policy was unapplicable) when the Commission decided to implement the 
practice. 

The Payments Go On 

ASCAP and the All- Industry Radio Music License Committee, 
representing over 2000 radio stations during recent renegotiations, have 
finally reached an accord on a tentative new contract. The previous one 
had expired March 1, 1977 and stations have been operating with an 
interim arrangement. The new agreement with ASCAP is expected to set 
the tempo for future negotiations with BMI whose contract expired 
last December. 

Status of contract, subject to court approval, retains current fee of 
1.72544 percent of stations gross revenue (less deductions) . It also allows 
for all stations to compute a new discount of 15 percent in lieu of itemizing 
deductions. Although the committee was originally seeking a flat 25 per- 
cent discount, the 15 percent is better than the former 5 percent, which 
had been restricted to stations in markets under 500,000. Emmanuel 
Dannett, an attorney for the committee, told R&R that he expects close 
to 80 percent of all stations to take the standard deduction (as opposed 
to only a fraction now opting for it), resulting in a simplified procedure. 

Payments to ASCAP, BM I and SESAC have always been regarded by 
the radio industry as a rip -off. However, as an outcome of the new 
contract, radio broadcasters will be credited with $800,000 and can be ex- 
pected to save an estimated $6.5 to $8 million during the term of the 
contract which runs to December 31,1982. 

Round 2 In Memphis 

Citizen's Complaint 
The Cypress Health and Safety Committee in Memphis lacks evidence, 

according to the Commission, that several stations including W MC-AM- 
FM, WMBQ, and WMEE distorted the news. The Cypress committee 
also accused the stations of failing to cover its press conferences and acti- 
vities sponsored by the Tennessee Commission for Human Development. 
In denying review of the FCC Broadcast Bureau's previous action, the 
Commission maintained that even if these activities had involved contro- 
versial public issues requiring coverage under the Fairness Doctrine, 
Cypress had not shown that the stations neglected to provide opportunity 
for differing views on those issues. 

Since Cypress offered no concrete evidence of news distortion with its 
appeal, the FCC concurred with the Broadcast Bureau that a determina- 
tion of the "truth" was impossible. 

Tight Squeeze In Corpus Christi 

Media Properties, Inc. has successfully dodged petitions from three 
Corpus Christi stations and won the right to construct a new Class A FM 
station in nearby Portland, Texas. The format is likely to be Pop /Adult. 

Media Properties. Inc. changed its original application to reflect 
more programming for Portland. where it will locate its main studio, 
previously planned for Corpus Christi. The other Corpus Christi stations 
fear increased competition from the new station, which will locate its an- 
tenna in their vicinity and as a result will be able to place a strong signal 
over all of Corpus Christi. 

R&R Mailbag 

Battle Rages With Washington 
Legal Community 

As reported in "Washington Street Talk" last week, Rod Porter, 
legal assistant to former FCC Chairman Richard Wiley, has resigned 
from the WYOR /Coral Gables, FL case. In an aside to the case, Porter, 
now in private practice, was asked by an FCC administrative law judge 
to file an affidavit disclaiming involvement with WYOR while an FCC 
employee. Porter did that; but meanwhile, the incident, which has no 
precedent, has the Washington Legal community buzzing. Dick Hildreth 
of Fletcher, Heald & Hildreth explains why in a letter we received 
this week : 

"I read with interest the reference to Rod Porter of our firm in your 
Washington report published in R&R's Friday, August 11, 1978 issue. The 
question before Judge Lozner and the Commission was very simple and 
rested solely on a matter of principle. It is our position that the entering 
of an appearance in a proceeding is a representation by honorable attor- 
neys that there is no conflict of interest involved nor any other reason why 
we or an attorney from this firm should not be participating in a proceed- 
ing. Judge Lozner apparently did not agree and wanted Rod Porter to 
make a separate statement. We as a firm believed that Judge Lozner was 
wrong and that he had no right legally or morally to insist upon a separate 
statement. Additionally, I personally feel that it's time for the legal pro- 
fession to show some backbone and to stop being expedient whenever 
some official or governmental agency makes unreasonable demands or 
subjects lawyers to unjustified criticism. 

"That was all it was -a matter of principle. I still think we were 
correct." 

More On Advertising 
Provisions relating to advertising have been deleted in the Disease 

Prevention and Health Safety Reform Act before Sen. Ted Kennedy's 
subcommittee. Kennedy has been a long time advocate of regulating 
broadcast advertising when judged harmful to society, such as with the 
saccharin issue which was also defeated.

cord erroneous listening and

Diary Distortion 
The council has drafted a sample 

affidavit which Arbitron will pro- 
mote to subscribers utilizing a 
poster campaign. The council 
advocates a voluntary program 
encouraging every station employee 
to sign the affidavit attesting that 
they understand that the penalties 
for diary distortion will be imme- 
diate dismissal from the station 
and possible legal prosecution. 

Extended Measurement 
The Arbitron Radio Advisory 

Council reendorsed the twelve -week 
concept, but unanimously voted 
against "rolling averages." The 
council has asked Arbitron to pre- 
pare a list of pros and cons for the 
twelve -week extended measure- 
ments. 

Council Questionnaire 
The council produced a question- 

mire which was mailed to all Arbi- 
tron subscribers. There was a 46% 
overall response to the question- 
naire with 75% of the respondents 
being key radio officers. Although 
the results won't be released until 
later, both council members and 
Arbitron executives confided to 
R&R that the questionnaire results 
contain a good description of Arbi- 
tron's "strong points and weak- 
nesses." The questionnaire, it was 
said, helped keep the council from 
reaching several wrong conclu- 
sions at this week's meeting.

National Radio Broadcasters Association holds special runoff election for Regional Director in Region Two. 

Winner is a past board member, Ted Dorf, GM, WGAY -FM /Silver Spring, MD (covers Washington D.C. ). Dorf 
won out over Jim Connor, VP, WWSH -FM /Philadelphia. Other new Regional Directors include: Tim Ives, 
President, WJBC /WBNQ /Bloomington, Ill.; Bill Clark, GM, KABL -AM -FM /San Francisco; and Joe Costello, 
owner and GM, WRNO /New Orleans. The NRBA Board is composed of nine elected Regional Directors and 
sixteen appointed Directors At Large.

Washington Broadcaster Offers Minority Aid Plan 
Albritton Communications Co., owners of WJLA- TVIWashington D.C. and headed by banker 

Joseph Albritton, has announced details of a plan to help minority groups interested in buying radio 
and TV stations. The company will be working with the Chemical Bank of New York in assisting minor- 

ity buyers in finding available properties, according to Albritton Broadcast Division President 
Thomas Cookerly. 

Albritton will pay the bank $7500 monthly to evaluate proposals and analyze financial plans 
for minority acquisitions, and to represent prospective purchasers in attempts to gain financing. 
Chemical will also receive one -half of one percent of the purchase price of any successful minority 
acquisition, paid by Albritton. The Albritton arrangement comes as the result of an agreement with 
Washington D.C. minority groups at the time of the company's purchase of Washington Star 
Communications. 

BBC Local Radio Gains More Needletime, 
Loses Other Music Time 

Most BBC local radio stations learned last week that their daily needletime allotment (the time 

they're allowed to play records, according to agreements with musicians' unions) has been doubled 
as the result of a new pact. According to Radio & Record News. 17 of the 20 local stations now have 
two hours of needle time daily instead of one, while stations in London, Manchester and Birmingham 
went up from two hours to three. However, the stations lost out in another area, as their previous 
gambit of playing new records for "review" or "illustrative purposes" and counting such time as non - 

needletime is now forbidden. 

Coors Light Lights Up Radio 
The Adolph Coon Co. is marketing its first light beer, Coors Light, with an advertising cam- 

paign described as "the most aggressive . . . the company has undertaken" starting shortly, empha- 
sizing radio spots. Radio will be represented with two four -week flights, although details were not 
available; TV will receive similar coverage, and print ads are also scheduled. Initial distribution for 

Coors Light will be in nine of the 16 Western states in Coors's territory: Arizona, California, Colorado, 
Idaho, Nevada, New Mexico, Texas, Wyoming, and Washington. Eventually the new brand will be 
marketed in all 16 states. 

RAB Local Marketing Task Force Gears For New Drive 
The Radio Advertising Bureau's recently -organized Local Marketing Task Force concluded 

meetings in Chicago last week aimed at launching a new intensified drive to boost radio with ad 

agencies and retailers. The Task Force decided to form four subcommittees composed of radio exe- 

cutives concentrating on the following "development target categories ": large advertising agencies, 

medium ad agencies, large retailers, and small retailers. The subcommittees will determine specific 

station needs for RAB sales tools to help in the four development categories. A joint statement from 

RAB President Miles David and Task Force Chairman Richard W. Chapin maintained, "Radio 

makes the most sense for advertisers whose overall marketing effectiveness is consistently being 

reduced by the escalating costs and declining efficiencies of other media. This situation provides a 

timely climate for an intensive sales development drive by radio stations everywhere." 

WGN Continental Purchases Two Sacramento Stations 
WGN Continental Broadcasting of Chicago has announced that it has completed the purchase 

of ICCRA- KCTC-FMlSacramento from Kelly Broadcasting. Since Kelly will continue to operate 
KCRA -TV in that city, WGN will change KCRA's call letters to KGNR. Bob Henley, Vice President/ 
General Manager of WGNIChicago. will become President /General Manager of KGNR. 

RTNDA Elects Regional Directors

Last week we briefly scanned the fall lineup for the new television season, which begins around 
and about September 18, with various specials and preview showings preceding it for a week or 
two. Continuing our new show checklist, Friday shows ABC standing pat with "Donny & Marie" and 
movies, while CBS adds "Flying High," the saga of three stewardesses and their flights of fancy, to 
its comic book schedule ( "Wonder Woman," "Incredible Hulk "). NBC sandwiches "Rockford Files" 
in between three new shows: Joe Namath's basketball comedy -Waverly Wonders," "Who's Watch- 
ing The Kids," which used to be "Legs" and before that'Blansky's Beauties "; and the drama "Sword 
Of Justice." 

Saturday sees one new ABC comedy, Norman Lear's Depression -era "Apple Pie," with "Carter 
Country" moved from Thursday for a lead -in; "Love Boat" and "Fantasy Island" follow. CBS follows 
"Rhoda" (moved from Saturday) with "Good Times" (from Monday), then debuts "The American 
Girls," the saga of three female reporters, and last season's dramatic mini -series "Dallas." NBC goes 
with "CHiPs" and movies. Finally, on Sunday, ABC follows the "Hardy Boys" with its highly- touted 
science fiction spectacular series "Battle Star Galactica," and concludes with movies. CBS, after 
"60 Minutes," goes with "Mary," Mary Tyler Moorí s new variety showcase. Reliables "All In The 
Family" and "Alice" are next, followed by a dramatic lawyer series, "Kaz." On NBC, it's "Disney" 
followed by an unspecified "Big Event" and a new dramatic lawyer series, "Capra." And that's 
that, subject to final fine tuning. 

ABC Wins In Breeze; Obscure Movie Tops List 

ABC took home another Nielsen victory for the summer in the week ending August 20, bolstered 
by the film "Joe Kidd," which topped all comers to the surprise of many observers. ABC earned a 
15.6 average rating for the week, with CBS (13.7) and NBC (13.4) trailing. Following "Joe Kidd" 
in the top ten were 2) "Three's Company" (ABC) 3) "MASH" (CBS) 4) "One Day At A Time" (CBS) 
5) "Barnaby Jones" (CBS) 6) "Alice" (CBS, airing opposite "Joe Kidd" but still finishing strong) 
7) "Laverne & Shirley" (ABC) 8) "Charlie's Angels" (ABC) 9) "Quincy" (NBC) and 10) "Carter 
Country" (ABC). 

ABC did quite well in Arbitrons New York/Los Angeles rating week ending August 18, domina- 
ting Los Angeles thoroughly and taking the top four places in New York. "Charlie's Angels" was 
the Gotham champion, followed by a three -way ABC tie featuring "Love Boat," "Starsky & Hurch," 
and "Three's Company." Next came 5) "Quincy" (NBC) 6) a tie between "Barney Miller" (ABC) and 
CBS's "One Day At A Time," and 8) a 6- program pile -up pitting ABC's Sunday Night Movie, "Carter 
Country," "Fantasy Island" and "Mother, Juggs & Speed" (an unsold pilot) against CBS's "All In 
The Family" and "MASH." 

In Los Angeles, "Three's Company" led, followed by 2) "Carter Country," "Laverne Sr Shirley," 
and "Love Boat" tied (all ABC) 5) "Fantasy Island" 6) "Starsky & Hutch" tied with independent 
KCOP's "Evening In Byzantium," and 8) a four -way tie between CBS's "Alice," NBC's "Project 
UFO" and "Quincy," and independent KTTV's NFL football broadcast.

Zenith To Market Three -Hour 
Video Cassette Recorder 

Zenith Radio Corp. will market a three -hour video cassette recorder 
in the fall with a suggested retail price of $995, the current price of the 
company's two-hour unit. Zenith will also introduce a three -hour cassette 
tape for $20.95, compared to its two-hour version priced at $16.95. The 
three -hour recorder features a remote pause control and built -in electronic 
clock- timer. 

Tape Technology Taking Off 

Experts are calling a new develop- 
ment in cassette tapes and recorders 
the greatest advance in cassette 
technology since the introduction of 
chromium dioxide tape. 

Utilizing iron or iron alloy (rather 
than iron oxide) as the magnetic par- 
ticles with which the tape is coated, 
these new tapes have magnetic and 
output capabilities which more than 
double those of present oxide tapes 
and which will enable cassettes to 
provide a performance quality equal 
to present reel -to-reel machines. 

Depending on recorder design, 
these metal -particle tapes are predic- 
ted to produce lower distortion, better 
high- frequency response, improved 
signal -to-noise ratio, and a higher out- 
put. However, according to Dr. John 
Holm of 3M, who expect to have their 
version of the metal -particle tape 

under the brand name Metafine on the 
market before the end of the year, 
"the future offers possiblities for spe- 
cial new applictions we can't even 
contemplate now because of the limi- 
tation of present media." 

Some of those limitations exist be- 
cause metal -particle tapes are so 
difficult to magnetize that conven- 
tional cassette machines lack the 
bias or erase currents necessary for 
those operations. Still, current models 
equipped with a switch for chromium 
dioxide tapes will be able to play 
back prerecorded metal -particle 
tapes with improved fidelity. 

To combat this temporary imbal- 
ance, Nakamichl has updated cer- 
tain models to accommodate the new 
tape and Tandberg is marketing a 
new unit which will be also compati- 
ble with the new configuration. Other 
manufacturers should soon follow.

As we conclude our profile of WCCO /Minneapolis, Program 

Director By Napier discusses the unique family atmosphere shared 
by the personalities and their unusual overlapping air shift arrange- 
ments. In addition, the chronological history of the station picks up 
with the '40's right through the present. 

R&R: So Glen opens up at Sam and flows til 
7:00 but at 6:00 Howard comes in and they 
are both there. 
NAPIER: Right. Howard will then come in 
and do his record show from 8-10. Then at 
10:0e it's the Boone & Erickson show until 
noon, and the same thing applies. Howard 
can stay into their hour, or they may come 
in earlier on his show. Boone & Ericson have 
been together 17 years now, although at dif- 
ferent time slots through the years. Then at 
noon, Roger Erickson, half of the team, 

takes the air by himself until one, then Charlie 
Boone, the remaining half of the team, takes 
the air from 1 -2pm. Dan Hertsgaard takes 
over at 2 -4pm. Although you'd never call 
us a full music station at any time of the 
night or day, he does play some records. 
Then from 4-7pm we have Steve Cannon. 
Steve is a very witty fellow who brings with 
him what he calls his family, the Little Can- 
nons and they include such colorful people 
as Morgan Mundane, who is the fourth edi- 
tor of the Congressional Record. 

WCCO became much more music -oriented in the forties. Listeners 
woke up to the music of Dayton's Musical Chimes and went to bed with 
the music of Friendly Fred. Various bands played tunes of the day like 
"You Are My Sunshine" and "That Old Black Magic." Teenagers could 
be seen crowding around the Prom Ballroom digging the music of Tom- 
my Dorsey, Jo Stafford and a young singer who would later be known as 
"01' Blue Eyes." 

It was the Sunday afternoon broadcast of the New York Philhar- 
monic concert that brought news of World War II to WCCO listeners 
when the voice of John Daly announced: "The Japanese have just at- 
tacked Pearl Harbor." 

Mel Torme made a guest appearance 
on 'CCO's " Stairway To Stardom" 
in the early Forties. 

Atop the station's mobile unit, Larry Haeg 
did a remote from the stockyards during 
World War II. The Bob -O -Links appeared daily 

shown here reaching for a high 
note. 

Slim Jim was a very popular Country 
singer in WCCO -land. 

WCCO geared up and met the challenge when America went to war. 
The news department brought reports of D -Day, FDR's death, the 
memorable report of the funeral procession by Arthur Godfrey and Tru- 
man's surprising victory. 

"Hail! Minnesota" was adopted as the state song and Hubert Hum- 
phrey was elected mayar of Minneapolis. Larry Haeg was brought to 
WCCO from the Department of Agriculture in Washington, D.C. to es- 
tablish one of the station's most important features, the Farm Service 
Program. In the forties, the station also established its annual WCCO 
Aquatennial Show, featuring guest celebrities. Arthur Godfrey was the 
first to appear at the midsummer stage show. Godfrey was tied close- 
ly with WCCO as they broadcast his morning show, which was the hot- 
test program in radio. 

The Minneapolis Auditorium was filled to 
capacity for the station's first Aquatennial 
Show back in 1948 when Arthur Godfrey, 

Bob Hope and Vice President Alben W. 
Barkley were the guest celebrities.

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R&R: He voices all the characters? 

NAPIER: Yes, plus a swinging grandmother, 
and he has a whole cast of people, and he 
does all the voices; he's as good at it as any- 
body I've ever heard on the air. It's fun. 
Fun is one of the main ingredients in our 
day. We really feel like we're entertainers 
instead of just presenting a lot of information 
on the air. We try to emphasize the enter- 
tainment aspect. After Cannon, we go into 
the nighttime pattern of usually major 
league sports, staring at 7:00; right now the 
Minnesota Twins. Our all night man is Frank- 
lin Hobbs; he comes in around 10:30 to 5:00 
AM, making for a long evening. He's been 
on our nighttime slot for about 17 years. His 
show is mainly mellow music. 

R&R: Do you hold jock meetings? How does 
your relationship work with each individual 
guy or collectively? 

NAPIER: We try to meet together about 
once a month if we can. If we can't, then 
we do have individual sessions with the 
fellows to discuss their work. 

R&R: What is normally discussed during a 
group session? 

NAPIER: General guidelines, station philo- 
sophies. The station does have a philoso- 
phical viewpoint, an approach, which we 
have to keep reminding them of. It centers 
around believeability and the art of com- 
munication. 

R&R: WCCO has an outstanding reputation 
for weather reporting.. . 

NAPIER: The weather, of course, is very 
big in our part of the world. We have direct 
lines to the U.S. Weather Service in Min - 
neapolis-St. Paul, and we've also had an 
arrangement for a number of years with 
Triple A advisors all over the state. It's 
a reciprocal thing; we promote them and 
they in turn are weather observers for us. 
That coupled with our school closing pro- 
gram and other things make the weather 
very important for us. Winter is very serious 
business, and even in summertime ; since we 
have great resort country, bad summers or 
a wet summer can be bad news for resort 
owners. 

R&R: Can you explain the continued domi- 
nance of WCCO? 

NAPIER: I don't think you can with one 
thing, unless it would simply be people. We 
have some very special people on the air, 
we've had them with us for a long while and 
their familiarity with the listeners can't be

bought. These people are warm, witty, 
knowledgeable and they care. They're human 
beings, they work very hard at relating to 
people at that level. I think it's a very rare 
talent to be able to relate to people on a one - 
to-one basis in radio. Some of them do the 
commercials, which is part of our style. The 
advertisers welcome it, in fact pay extra 
for it. 

R&R: I understand that just a few years 
ago, the station converted to a cart system 
after running ET's for all this time. How 
come it took so long to convert to cart? 

NAPIER: For us, there was really no reason 
to convert to cart. We're two unions here ; the 
IBW operates all our turntables, all of our 
console equipment. One of the great advan- 
tages of cart, of course, is they're self - 
cueing, self- starting, but we have people to 
do that, so there was no great rush toward it. 
What we were waiting for basically was a 
major remodeling of the station that was 
completed last year, all new facilities designed 
by our own engineers, so we were able to 
incorporate carts into the system. They 
work beautifully.

Cedric Adams continued his unchallenged popularity in the fifties 

and was a guest on Edward R. Murrow's "Person -to-Person" TV show. 
Stew MacPherson, from Winnipeg, joined the staff and introduced 

a quiz show, "Let's Get Together." Other new programs that were de- 
veloped in this period were "Going Places," a half -hour informative talk 
show; "Checkerboard Quiz," which featured high school students from 
the area; "Stairway To Stardom" and "Murphy Barn Dance Jamboree." 
And in May of 1950 a young announcer joined the staff. His name is 
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Stu MacPherson interviewing entertainer 
Victor Borge who has performed many 
times for the station's Aquatennial Show.

Howard Viken and he's still there today in the morning slot. 
A year later, the strongest winds in the history of Minneapolis blew 

through the Twin Cities at 92 miles an hour. Willie Mays played his 
first game for the Minneapolis Millers and the United States Supreme 
Court ruled that racial segregation in public schools was unconstitution- 
al. 

1952 saw CBS selling ownership of WCCO to Midwest Radio-Tele- 
vision, Inc., the present owners. 

Rock 'n' Roll swept the country's youth. And with it came the "DJ" 
who spoke of "piles of platters" and "stacks of wax." 

Meeting this challenge brought a significant change at WCCO, as 
announcers were encouraged to develop an informal sound while re- 

taining their own identifiable personalities. Val Linder, Program Dir- 
ector at the time, is credited with this transitional undertaking. Also at 
this time, Chief Engineer Kermit Sueker and others developed a new 

system linking any telephone line in the country with radio broadcast- 
ing. This made possible airing high -quality telephone calls and cleared

the way for such programs as "Open Mike" and "Honest To Goodness." 
Housewives continued to do their daily chores by listening to daytime 
soap operas. In the evening it was Red Skelton, "The Bickersons," "Mr. 
Keen - Tracer Of Lost Persons ", "Stop The Music" and Ralph Edwards' 
"Truth Or Consequences." 

"Cash On The Line" was introduced in 1956. All the listener had to 
know was the key word given at the beginning of a program and be 
tuned to WCCO when the jock called. They could win up to $5000 from 
"Big Bill Cash," a mythical figure. The first week over $3200 was paid 
out. 

WCCO also experimented with something called "Phantom Spots." 
Just at the close of a song, listeners would hear a voice say "Ike Tonight," 
or as the announcer paused before his next comment, a voice would say 
"Lakers Tonight." The promotions were designed for the subconscious 
mind and were the first to be done via radio in the entire country. The 
idea annoyed listeners and was discontinued. Highlighting the close of 
the Fifties was a series of 12 broadcasts, each depicting an important seg- 
ment of Minnesota history as WCCO helped celebrate the one -hundredth 
year of statehood for Minnesota.

R&R: Do you run contests? 

NAPIER: Very few. If we do it's usually 
very small prizes, but we've avoided them 
during ARB time. We don't like the feeling 
of buying listeners. We don't get into any big 
productions. 

be his running mate as Vice -President. Humphrey promptly ended his 
conversation to make way for the President's call. Humphrey accepted, 
ran with Johnson and was elected. 

Major league sports came to WCCO in a big way in the sixties. The 
Minnesota Twins arrived in 1961 and that Fall WCCO broadcast the first 
Minnesota Vikings football game. Professional hockey came in 1967 with 
the North Stars. Val Linden was appointed Program Director in 1960 
and kept that position until he retired in 1975. 

In 1968 WCCO broadcast from the North Pole on April 19th when 
Ralph Plaisted claimed the first overland trip to the Pole. The station had 
followed the expedition almost daily and flashed word of the expedi- 
tion's arrival at the Pole. 

R&R: Are your personalities allowed out- 
side interests? 

NAPIER: They're involved in MC work, 
that sort of thing, but certainly not on any 
other media. We don't permit them to do any 
TV or other radio work in the market. They 
do commercials on a regional/national basis, 
but not in this market. 

R&R: How about community projects? 

NAPIER: They donate their time to a lot of 
things. Some of these carry over on the air. 

Howard Viken, for many years, has run a 
Christmas for mentally retarded children 
on our air, which has been highly successful. 

R&R: Howard has been there longest, 28 
years. Who is the air personality with the 
shortest time span at WCCO? 

NAPIER: Glen Olson just started with us in 
March of this year. 

R&R: In terms of your music policy, do 
your jocks follow a list to any degree at all, 
or can they play what they like? 

WCCO continues its dominance into the late 70's as their audience 
shares find them beating all comers easily, including television compe- 
tition. Two major changes occurred. First, Val Linder, Program Director 
since 1960, retired and was replaced by By Napier. The other significant 
change was the station's contemporizing its music policy. You'll still 
hear 01' Blue Eyes and maybe even a Jo Stafford record, but they 
have given way to such upstarts as Seals & Crofts, Abba, the O'Jays 
and Gerry Rafferty. Music policy is guided by Music Director Denny 
Long, who also handles music for their even more contemporized FM 
station. 

Robert B. Ridder, Chairman of the 
Board of Midwest Radio -TV, Inc. 

NAPIER: A combination. I'm not one to be- 
come so regimented that we prepare all their 
music for them. We feel they should have 
some creative freedom in preparing their 
shows. What we do is prepare a list, which 
we call airplay, which contains about 48 
current tunes, pretty much what you have 
in the Pop /Adult section. We ask they select 
at least 50 percent of their show from the list. 
The other 50 percent can also be from the 
list or they may go through other current 
records or oldies. I think it's paid off by their 
feeling that it's still their show.

It's getting so you could almost attend a convention or gathering 
every month of the year, but there are a few well worth your time and money and from all 
indications, the NAB was a good investment of both. 

Speaking of conventions (I can still segue with the best of 'em), next weekend in Atlan- 
ta (9/8 -10) Ron Brandon will hold his second annual RMR (Radio Music Report) Conven- 
tion. I mention it for two reasons. First, I know it will be a great chance for everyone in the 
South to get together and share some thoughts and fun; and second, because I have accept- 
ed an invitation to moderate one of Ron's panels. Now for those of you unfamiliar with the 
duties of a moderator, let me just say that my job will be to feed straight lines to the panel- 
ists. But seriously, I will have the pleasure of moderating the Program Directors' panel 
with some of the most successful PDs in the country participating, and we'll see if we can't 
get some straight answers out of 'em. See you in Atlanta! 

This week, as promised, a look at G100, Mobile's new number one radio station. With 
just one ARB under their belt they have accomplished what few other radio stations have 
been able to in that short a period of time. For those of you who are interested in putting on 
station -sponsored concerts, a look at Jeff Gelb's column this week will give you some real 
insight about how to approach it. 

Next week, some of your reactions to last week's thoughts on "Teen Music, The Scene 
That's Not Heard." 

G100Takes Mobile 
Tales of rapid success in radio are not nearly as common now as they were ten years 

ago, but if you've had a chance to see the latest Mobile, Alabama Arbitron you may have 
noticed WKRG -FM with a 20.8 rating. The station had peaked at a 5.9 share of the total aud- 
ience in the Spring of 1976 using a syndicated format on their automation system. The rat- 
ings declined to a 4.1 share in 1977, while the Top 40 giant of Mobile, WABB, was enjoying 
a 15.7 slice of the total listenership. 

The owner of WKRG- AM /FM /TV, Kenneth R. Giddens, a former Director of the Voice 
of America, realized that the radio side of the operation was not living up to its full potential. 
He contacted Edd Routt, who had just left the General Manager's position at KLIF /Dallas, 
and invited him to visit Mobile and look over the situation. 

The real success story of the station begins with Edd Routt: "From my vantage point 
in January of this year, when I was first contacted by Kenneth R. Giddens to come to Mo- 
bile, the market looked a little sleepy. Jim Davis (who had been Edd's PD at KLIF) and I 

returned to Mobile for about three days and monitored the market. He confirmed my sus - 
icions and we decided that what we ought to do is come in here with a hit music station. We 
drew up floor plans for new offices and studios. We bought about $175,000 worth of new equip- 
ment, started hiring people and set a kickoff date of March 3rd." 

The ball was already rolling when Mr. Giddens hired Edd to manage the station. The 
attitude from the top was a dream come true for Edd: "Mr. Giddens told me one thing, 
'I want to be number one.' And he gave me every cooperation a licensee can give a man- 
ager. Anything I needed, I got." 

The station debuted the new live format exactly on schedule (3/3) and the response 
was nearly immediate. Program Director Nick Alexander picks up the story, "Edd is a 
brilliant marketing strategist. He came into town with Jim acting as consultant and got with 
the finest agency who created some great visual logos for us. We began with a 200% showing 
of billboards. We were buying newspaper, we had spots running on our own TV station. 
The kickoff theme was 'Get your rock on G100.' Blaine Kelly was the initial PD at the sta- 
tion, but he left after the first month of the live operation. I arrived as Program Director 
just as the spring book began." Nick had been Assistant Program Director of KLIF under 
Jim Davis and then Music Director for Charlie Van Dyke. Prior to KLIF, Nick worked 
for KYNO /Fresno.

Nick outlined some of the first steps he took to insure that G100's product would back- 
up the huge advertising campaign the station had mounted to alert listeners of their pres- 
ence, "One of the most successful contests that I've ever seen, which we are still doing, is 
Cash Call. It's one of the oldest in the world but it worked beautifully here. We used a lot of 
other contests along the way too. We didn't do anything big, it was really a lot of small stuff. 
Our first big event was when school let out, which was our Better Boogie Beach Blast. That 
was an incredibly successful promotion involving a giant beach party and concert with 
giveaways and demonstrations of Kawasaki Jet Skiis." 

The station took on an immediate identity of community awareness and involvement. 
Anything that affected the demographics of G100 would be a point of interest and participa-

tion for the station. Movie screenings, concerts, charity affairs became the vehicles that 
brought the programming of G100 into the minds of new listeners. Of course the giant ad- 
vertising campaign didn't hurt audience awareness, but as Edd stated, "You and I both 
know that if you don't have a product it doesn't matter how much you advertise." 

The programming of the station was not exotic but Nick did have a few words on G100's 
sound. "The station is highly dayparted musically. We are doing a great deal of music re- 
search. We use call -out research and have a full-time off -the -air Music Director, Patti 
Martin, whose background was in the retail side of music. She owned a record shop in Mo- 
bile and when Jim Davis originally came in to set the station up, he asked around as to who 
might be knowledgeable about Mobile music. Patti's name kept coming up, so he offered 
her the job. She has been a tremendous help in the success of the station. But the biggest 
thing we've done is to get involved with Mobile and have Jun on the radio!" 

When the 1978 spring Arbitron was released for Mobile everyone was quite pleased and 
surprised that G100 had debuted their new live format with a market leading 20.8 share of 
total persons 12 -plus! The dramatic turnaround was more than any of the participants had 
projected, but Edd was not surprised at the station's sudden and overwhelming popularity, 
"We have just not made any mistakes with G100. The music has been right. The people have 
been right. The graphics have been right. The timing was right and I just can't give Jim 
Davis too much credit for getting us started. The competition here was complacent. And 
my philosophy in running any radio station is to find good people and let them function. You 
hire a man like Nick Alexander who has the expertise to do a job and it's foolish for manage- 
ment to impose unreasonable restrictions on a man of his talent. So I hired people and let 
them run." 

The speed of the market takeover is the key point to the entire G100 story. In slightly 
over three months the station went from a 4.1 to a 20.8 share and Nick offered an explana- 
tion, "The biggest thing that I noticed about his market is that it was starved for good ra- 
dio. It's been a one -horse town for years and the people never really had a choice. We came 
along and offered them that choice and I guess they were ready for it. Not because WABB 
was bad, but perhaps because we were the new guys in town. People like to switch to new 
things and try them out. Also we were really the first FM live Top 40 format in the city." 

Nick reiterated the value of the total effort everyone put forth on behalf of the new G100. 

"That is really the most important thing we have going for us, that we are a team. Every- 
one here has worked very very hard to get this thing off the ground and not just the jocks. 
Everyone has been incredible. We're doing a lot of the traditional things that successful 
stations have done, but we're just doing them well. We're involved with the people in our 
city and that, I think, is really the key to our very rapid success. That and our massive 
advertising campaign that created the awareness." 

The combination of factors that contributed to the debut performance of G100 were all 
apparently correct. Mr. Giddens's commitment to be number one, Edd Routt's'marketing 
strategy and management, Jim Davis's and Nick Alexander's progamming and that most 
elusive factor of all, timing, combined to catapult the new G100 to its current position of 
market dominance. 

How do you follow an act that has been so dramatically successful? Edd indicated that 
for the first time the Mobile marketplace would have an Oct -Nov. Arbitron and he felt that 

a repeat performance of their 20.8 share would be a bit unrealistic to expect. And yet I get 
the distinct impression that Edd and Nick wouldn't be all that surprised if the fall book was 
just as good (if not better) than their impressive spring debut.

of the Beatles versus the movie soundtrack from Sgt. Pepper's Lonely Hearts Club Band. 
KE W I /Topeka staged a "Battle of the Superstars" over the weekend of August 12 & 13. Each 
cut from the soundtrack was backed up by the corresponding track from the Beatles or vice 
versa. Listeners were then asked to call in and vote for their favorite version. According to 
PD J.R. Greeley a vote was recorded every 23 seconds, 
and over 30% of the voters were over 24 years old. J.R., 
who manned the phones personally along with a research - 

assistant, said the final tally was close, but the sound- 
track from the movie edged the original Beatles' versions 
by a mere 112 votes. An interesting outcome to a very 
exciting weekend promotion.

The minister performed the 
ceremony from outside the iron sanctuary, and we're told that the station representatives 
also watched from a safe distance.

the sample would be increased over 
an extended period." KISW /Seattle 
GM Harry Caraco stated, "The 
book got back fewer diaries than 
with their four -week sampling. I 
don't think that's to anyone's best 
advantage." And KVI /Seattle PD 
Mike O'Shea, who expressed gen- 
erally favorable reactions to the 
survey, mentioned the fewer - 
diaries problem - "We operated 
this time from 1147 (diaries) while 
we were expecting over 1200." 
O'Shea added that Arbitron has in- 
formed the market that 1500 diaries 
will be guaranteed for the fall sur- 
vey (beginning September 21) , 500 

a month distributed instead of 400. 

AOR stations reported difficul- 
ties in Arbitron's perennial problem 
area, the 18-24 male demographic. 
Caraco said, "This is two books in 
a row that 18-24 males have been 
weighted substantially up, more so 
than any other demographic, and 
that makes it hard for an AOR sta- 
tion. They should oversample in- 

stead of undersampling. The per- 
centage of the 18-24 male popula- 
tion in the metro is 9.2%; they only 
got 5.1% of them weighted in the 
sample, so they had to weight them 

supposedly a programming guide, 
but I cannot make a decision based 
on 300 diaries. The monthly re- 
ports were totally worthless to me." 
Mike O'Shea commented, "Over- 
all, the three books were reasonably 
consistent for us. But for a couple 
of stations they were kind of weird. 
KMPS -FM in the April monthly 
had a 14.0 share in men 18+ mid - 
days, and in the June monthly in 
men 18+ middays they had a 0.6. 
That was the biggest wobble of any 
of them and so we joke at that." 
WNOE -AM -FM /New Orleans GM 
Eric Anderson also reported signi- 
ficant wobble, and did not seem in- 
clined to joke about it: "That leads 
me to question the validity of the 
survey in any form or fashion." 

Assailing Sales Use 
Of Monthlies 

Anderson reported that 16 monthly 
programming guides were sent to 
WNOE in the first month (April), 
allowing many to go to salesmen, 
who in turn used them with agen- 
cies. The same problem occurred 
in Seattle, but O'Shea relates, "Ar- 
bitron was very upset about it. On 
the last monthly we received, each 
page was stamped with a serial/ 
identification number, so that if 
photocopies were circulated and

up almost two to one." And KZOK/ 
Seattle GM John Hayes added, 
"There were 58 diaries for men in 
18-24 in the metro survey area, and 
in the TSA there were 72. What 
happened to KZOK was incredible. 
In the 18-24 men middays metro, 
we had a 1500, while in the TSA 
we went to 9000. Arbitran explained 
that to me as a statistical fluke." 

Book Of The Month Clubbed 
The monthly reports, which at 

times apparently registered ex- 
treme fluctuations, aroused strong 
criticism from some respondents, 
especially in cases when the books 
fell into the hands of sales depart- 
ments (a situation which Arbitron 
maintains has now been corrected). 
KMPS /Seattle Operations Direc- 
tor Ron Norwood said frankly, 
"The monthly reports are not worth 
a shit, for this reason: they are 

sent back to Arbitron, at least they 
would know which station was 
fiddling around. They warned sta- 
tions in front not to use the month - 
lies for sales purposes." 

Rolling Downhill 
Arbitron had proposed to insti- 

tute a "rolling average" monthly 
survey starting with the fall book, 
in which each new month's results 
would be averaged in with the 
previous two months for new three - 
month results. Most broadcasters 
contacted expressed disfavor for 
this idea, and Arbitron's Radio 
Advisory Council has now voted 
unanimously against the idea ( see 
separate story, Page 1) , putting its 
future in doubt. 

General Comments 
Thus far the "constructive cri- 

ticism" has been stressed here, 

but the general concept of extended 
measurement received consider- 
able positive reaction. KMPS's 
Norwood said, "We liked the three - 
month survey very much and hope 
they continue it ; it discourages 
hyping and gets a little broader 
base." WNOE's Anderson agreed, 
as did KZOK's Hayes, who said, 
"I agree with extended measure- 
ment conceptually and I think that 
in the long run it'll be a better 
method of surveying, but I have to 
add that there are some other ser- 
vices now that have methodologies 
which better serve KZOK and con- 
temporary stations in general .. . 

Unless Arbitron rearranges their 
methodology, they could be in 
trouble from the competition." 

KVI's O'Shea summed up by 
saying, "Overall I think it's better 
than what we had before, and I 
think it better represents true 
listening habits, and does discour- 
age high intensity hypoing because 
it's spread over three months." 

But another broadcaster, who 
did not wish to be identified, told 

R&R: "It's not working out at all. 
The dumbest things are those month- 
ly samples. They tell stations not 
to sell them, but the day after 
they're in, the agencies are papered 
with the high -rated stations' new 
numbers. I think Arbitron did this 
whole thing because they are hear- 
ing footsteps from other research 
companies and they wanted to show 
broadcasters they were trying 
something new. But it didn't work. 
Most of the area broadcasters feel 
stupid, because they feel as if 
they've been had." 
Arbitron To "Tighten Up" 
Arbitron spokesperson Connie 

Anthes declared, "We're going to 
tighten up our procedures" in the 
fall book. According to Anthes, Ar- 
bitron is aware of the problems 
which arose, but feels they can be 
corrected. "We're going to go from 
400 diaries in the monthly reports 
to 500," she told R&R. She explained 
discrepancies between monthly fi- 
gures and three -month results by 
citing the "total reweighting" ne- 
cessary to arrive at the final figures. 

"With respect to the information 
in the monthly reports," Anthes 
stated, "perhaps the increase in 
sample size will help some of the 
wobble. We've got some tables pre- 
sented to us here that really don't 
show much wobble on a monthly 
basis." She added that Arbitron 
is now sending each station just 
one monthly report, addressed to 
the general manager, and coded 
much as O'Shea described to iden- 
tify abusers. 

Arbitron seems aware of exist- 
ing and potential problems, but the 
strong reactions of some of the 
broadcasters polled indicate that 
extended measurement may face 
serious problems for some time to 
come, in Seattle and New Orleans 
and conceivably in other markets 
should Arbitron attempt to spread 
the system elsewhere. In general, 
many seem to favor the concept 
but few are happy with the execu- 
tion, and that situation may ham- 
per extended measurement's 
acceptance.

based in Windsor, Ontario for the present. 

CKL W'S "Adult" Approach 
McCord, in discussing Bozzi's departure, also 

clarified the station's format situation (CKLW 
had been long rumored to be switching from Top 40 
to Pop /Adult). "I think it's a good thing for Dick 
and a good thing for us," he told R&R. "It's not a 
purge situation at all." He added, "We think we're 
adult /contemporary now; that's what we've been 
telling people for years, but it's all in the eye of 
the beholder. We think CKLW is and will remain 
an adult radio station. We may have a different 
idea of that word than you, looking at a national 
perspective. But we stopped being a teen -oriented 
radio station several years ago as a matter of deli- 
berate policy, and we probably did it a year or two 
earlier than WFIL or some of the other stations 
did." 

McCord emphasized, "We're heading in that 
direction, we'll continue to be heading in that direc- 
tion, but we're not going to be an MOR station 
in any context of the word; we're going to play 
the hits. We just think that with (morning man 
Dick) Purtan here and WXYZ changing format, 
we're going to have a stronger lock on the whole 
40- and -under demo than we've had." 

McCord Details WXYZ Changes 
"With the growth of the FM's in the market," 

McCord explained, "it's seemed pretty obvious 
that there hasn't been room for two of us (rockers) 
in the market on AM. So we're moving and they're 
moving, and ABC knows how to do that News 
and Information format very well." McCord also 
commented that CKLW had been interested in ac- 
quiring Dick Purtan's morning man services for 
four years. Returning to Bozzi, McCord concluded, 
"Dick's got a thing together than I think is going 
to make him some dough, and we've got a guy here 
who we think has been ready for some time. Dick's 
leaving is more pleasant than these things nor- 
rally are." McCord expressed a final hope that 
Bozzi would be producing a number of Canadian 
albums - "we need the Canadian content," he 
laughed.

Last week Dick Gregory was keynote speaker for the National Association of Broad- 
casters radio programming convention in Chicago, speaking of radio's potential power. "TV had 
all the power and blew it," Gregory maintained, "and it's about to come back to you. Realize how 
much power there is, understand your power and the amount of people who listen to you. They've 
turned off to television ..." Backing this statement further RAB Senior VP of Marketing 
and Research Richard J. Montesano says : "Radio reaches more adults in a day or week than 
any other major daily advertising medium." The RAB used several measurement sources 
to determine its figures, which claim that in a week radio reaches 95% of adults (18+ ) com- 
pared to TV's 90% and newspapers' 84%. In a day, radio reaches 81% while TV reaches 
76% and newspapers 69% . Montesano commented, "This documentation is the latest indica- 
tion to advertisers and agencies of radio's ability to get their message out rapidly to more dif- 
ferent consumers than newspapers or TV." These figures should impress on all of us just 
what type of responsibilitis we have to so many people who spend hours listening to the radio. 

WYLD Sets Example 
With school opening in just a short time stations are gearing up for the fall. Some 

have already begun campaigns for the back- to-school season: For example, one that stands 
out is WYLD /New Orleans "W -O-U -For A Good IQ." Here's how it works: the promotion 
will run throughout the school year, with periodic grade checks (about every 6 weeks). The 
school with the most A's at the end will win a free disco as well as a donation from the station 
for whatever needs the school has. 

This type of radio programming seems quite valuable. The listeners in schools are 
going to be listening anyway so why not make it fun? Let's make the new Black radio have a 
solid positive image within the community. 

The Ebony article on the "new generation," which I spoke of recently ( R&R 8 -18) , points 
out images of blackness coming from the media influences on our young, who spend many 
hours of their lives in front of the television set and therefore interact less with their families 
in talk, games and the like. It goes on to say: "The black role models have usually been 
poor television images. The sit -corns depict blacks as frivolous and happy -go-lucky again." 
This is a problem that affects all races but should be of special concern to the black com- 
munity where schools and families are in deep trouble - since surveys of all types are always 
showing how much time we spend listening to the radio - let's use it to educate . 

We must teach the "New Generation" of blacks as the article points out that "if they 
can concieve it and believe it, they can achieve it." Jesse Jackson, leader of the operation 
PUSH as well as the Strive For Excellence programs, says, "We must teach through precept 
and example, that if they sow short -term pleasure they will reap long -term pain, but if they 
sow short-term pain they can reap long -term pleasure." He further states, "Effort must 
exceed opportunity for change to occur. Opportunity must be matched by a superior effort. 
We must urge to excel." 

Travis Smith, Program Director of WYLD /New Orleans, has more radio educational 
tools than his "We -O-U" campaign. "I'm working with a Black Studies teacher who has set 
up a series of questions related to prominent blacks who were instrumental in freedom, 
politics and other areas of importance related to black people," he reports. Smith says his 
radio education tools have a twofold purpose: breaking the normal mold of contests as well 
as educating listeners young and old. " According to Smith, the school board is already plan- 
ning to award letters of commendation to the station. 

WYLD recently proved to be number one within its market in the latest ARB. Smith's 
creativity in contests as well as his community commitment, as shown by his latest promo- 
tion, may be largely responsible for his victory.

Bringing Music To The People 
One of AOR radio's most popular ongoing promotions 

has been presenting live music by well -known and liked 
artists to station listeners at a budget price (usually 
matching the station's frequency). Often these concert 
performances ( not to be confused with superstar, high - 
priced shows that the station cosponsors with a pro- 
moter) are fed back to the station studios where they are 
aired live for those listeners who couldn't make it to the 
concert site. In the past year WOUR /Utica has presented 
thirty-plus shows of this type for its listeners from the 
Four Acres club locally, charging 96 cents admission to 
see such acts as Eddie Money, Pat Travers, Elvis Costello, 
Dixie Dregs, City Boy, Fandango, Head East, and many 
others. PD Jeff Chard, who has coordinated the station's 
activities along these lines graciously consented to out- 
lining the basic steps necessary to run the promotion 
sucessfully . 

"The first thing you need is the place or places to work depending on how you want to set 
up. We work with only one location at this time because of its proximity to the station, which 
comes in handy for the phone lines for the radio broadcast (details later). We prefer club 
broadcasts to studio ones because they generate enough income to pay part or most of the 
artists' expenses. Also, we feel you'll get a better performance from an audience of three 
hundred than you will one of fifty. The club agrees to take on the concerts because it helps 
their image. Often you'll ask a club to take on an act they won't make money on, but if they 
know there's an Elvis Costello coming up, for instance, they'll do it. They take in the 96 
cents door admisson which only brings in a gross potential of about $384, which won't even

pay for the group and the lighting. So they have an open bar, which of course limits entrants 
to those over 18 (New York's legal drinking age). And we always have an opening act, local 
people whose music is nct on the radio broadcast, to extend the bar time and bring in more 
capital to pay expenses. 

"Also helping with expenses are the record companies, with whom we work about 50% 
of the time. When we bring in a better known act the company will underwrite some of the 
increased costs. Otherwise the bands make union scale (around $200). By the way, any 
station that does live broadcasts that is getting money either from the club, the record com- 
panies or anyone else to pay for the cost of the broadcasts should run promotional considera- 
tion announcements at the beginning and end of that broadcast. And all our promos that 
mention the club's name must be logged as commercial time. 

If the groups have a good experience with you the word's 
going to get out and the same for a bad one. " 

"We get our acts from the record companies, whom we contact or who contact us, as 
well as area promoters who have helped filter acts to us, and from groups' managers. A year 
ago we had a lot of trouble getting people to do the shows; they'd had bad experiences with 
other radio concerts and broadcasts. If the groups have a good experience with you the 
word's going to get out and the same for a bad one. It's essential to develop a reputation for 
technical competence, which is hard when you're just starting. So initially you take on some 

acts that aren't killer, but these are the people who spread the word around about how smoothly 
things went with their performance for your station. Once you have developed a reputation 
for technical competence you can then start asking for more popular acts and developing 
a reputation for the caliber of artists who have played for you. Our station's chief engineer 
John Bunkfeldt is the broadcasts' technical director. From our school bus located behind 
the club he works our mixing board where the shows are remixed for radio as they go out over 
the phone lines. We feel it's essential to remix a concert for radio and that can't be done in the 
club where you can't hear properly. 

"The cost of setting up phone lines from a club to the station will vary by market. Our 
initial installation charge was only a few hundred dollars, and regular costs are per usage 
per mile. That's why it helps to locate a club that's close to the station. The further away 
the club is, the more potential there is for something to get into your phone lines as inter- 
ference. And in case of such an emergency, it's essential to know the phone number that 
gets you into the phone company building where your phone lines come up. In a year of do- 
ing concerts we have only had last -minute line problems twice, and that number really 
bailed us out. We've always found the phone company to be as anxious as we are to have 
things go smoothly, since the concerts reflect on them as well. 

"One of the keys to our success is that we have taken responsibility for as many things as 
possible to make the show go smoothly. We make the arrangements for the p.a. system and 
lights. In many cases we take care of the actual rider (contract) requirements, though we 
dc; so with the club's money. If the club has any limitations, like small dressing rooms, 
we re up front about that with the people we talk to about arranging for the concert so there 
won't be any surprises awaiting them when they come to town. And even though I've lived 
in Utica for years I took the time to take the freeway offramp and follow it to the club so that 
my directions to the club would be exact. Little things like that really count in building your 
reputation with the groups and their management and record companies. Any arrangements 
dealing with food or accommodations are the group's responsibility and come out of the 
money they are paid for the gig. Of course it's important to remember that it costs less to 
eat and board seven people overnight in Utica than in New York City. I can tell them 
where they can get a room here for $30 that sleeps seven. 

"Another reason for our success with these shows is that we do not go with acts whose 
music we are not already playing regularly on the station. We've been offered hundreds of 
acts we will not take because we don't play their music. If we won't play their music for 
three minutes why would we want to play it for an hour? Secondly, when you book the act 
and then begin playing their music there's a question of the extent of promotional considera- 
tion that was provided; whether the concert was in fact an hourlong commercial. Plus you 
probably won't get the size crowd we need to make the show work if you're just playing 
their music for three or four days prior to the appearance. And we want a good -sized crowd 
to best reflect the Station and the area so that the word gets around. 

"We do not go with acts whose music we are not already 
playing regularly ... if we won't play their music for 
three minutes why would we want to play it for an hour ?" 

"The shows are seasonal and depend a great deal on new release dates. Eddie Money 
won't come to play if he doesn't have current product, nor would his record company help 
pay his expenses otherwise. So from September to early November and March through 
May are the months we have streaks of shows of up to one per week. We usually take winter 
and summer breaks to give us time to renovate and update our equipment. Also, we have 
found that coming off any three -day weekend we have problems both at the door and at the 
bar. The bar take also depends on the acts; rock 'n roll and really rambunctious country 
rock seem to make people thirstier than softer artists. 

"We never schedule shows on the first workday of the week; more groups seem to be 
available Tuesdays and also it's tough to come off a weekend and have to work such a long 
night Monday, since the shows can keep us busy from 2pm to tam in total. 

"The shows begin at 10:30pm and are set up to run approximately an hour, but we are 
more concerned with overall presentation than finite time limits. We tell the groups that 
our comfortable limit is an hour; we say that if they go much longer there's a question as 
to how much interest they will be able to sustain with our radio audience, and most of them 
understand that. 

"We also brief them before they go on to maintain a certain level of good taste and to 
avoid commercial mentions. They may make a reference to their current release and we'll 
log those as ten -second commercials. What we do attempt to avoid is them saying, 'hey, we 
have an incredible record and we want all of you to go out and buy it.' 

"To start the show we have the guy on the air at the station turn things over to another 
jock on duty at the school bus mixing board. He talks for about ten seconds and intros the 
jock in the club who acts as the show m.c. This way we introduce our listeners to most of 
our airstaff regularly. 

"While we do tape all of the shows, we rarely get permission to rerun them. Occasion- 
ally we'll get permission from the groups for occasional reruns after the groups hear the 
tapes, which most want to do directly after the show. We give copies of those tapes not 
only to the groups but to their record companies as well." 

If the logistics of setting up a budget -priced performance /radio concert seem stagger- 
ing (even as explained step -by -step by the patient Mr. Chard), Jeff assured me that the 
promotion's benefits far outweigh its problems and challenges. "The best reason to do one," 
Jeff said, "is to be actually involved in presenting entertainment events to your community; 
not welcoming or announcing or inviting them to attend someone else's show. Secondly, it 
helps to have the image of being able to present live music to your area which may not 
otherwise come through a smaller market. Thirdly, it gives us an ongoing catch phrase to 
go along with our frequency which we can promote: a 96 cent concert. "Continued on Page 43

... for the program directors and music directors within the sight of my words: What 
are you doing with all of those albums cluttering up your offices? Here are a few suggestions 
of what you might do with those albums: 

1. Save them for the annual fall book "Instant Ripoff" giveaway contest. 
2. Give some of the better albums to the GM and make a few points. 
3. Work a deal with your sales manager and maybe he'll let you use the company's 

trade -out at McDonald's. 
4. Take them home and show your friends what a big album collection you have. 
5. Listen to them and play the better cuts on your radio station. 
Let's face it, the first four suggestions are the easiest to do. But suggestion number five 

makes the most sense. A few years ago it would have been a waste of time. Albums were 
just vehicles to market a single. The single came out, and if it became a hit, an album was 
quickly put together and in the majority of cases, you had one good cut and the rest were 
mediocre. But things have changed. 

There has been a great deal of pressure put on the record industry by Country music 
fans, radio programmers and the recording artists themselves. Everyone wanted better 
album quality and today, for the most part, they have it. Still, the majority of Country radio 
stations do not play album cuts. As I said, a few years ago this was justified, but today there 
is no reason selected cuts cannot be played. 

It has been interesting to read the many articles recently written about album -oriented 
Country (AOC). This is a topic that has been around for many years, under the guise "red- 
neck rock" or "progressive Country." Just as these formats never got off the ground, except 
in a few select areas, I feel AOC will be a long time coming, if it happens at all. But under- 
stand, album cuts can be an excellent bit of spice for your radio stations. You hear Country 
radio being called "the Pop /Adult radio of the 70's," and it is true today more than ever. Don't 
insult your "adult" audience with the formulas that have worked in Top 40 radio - all the 
hits, all the time, every fifteen minutes. 

A proven fact is the Country listener stays tuned to the radio for a greater length of time, 
so why limit your sound to the current hit "singles" and a select group of oldies? In your 
research, check Country album sales; I am sure you will find more albums being sold than 
singles. Find ways to incorporate this information in determining what music and artists 
to play. Just remember, a listener doen't know if you are playing an album cut or a single. 
They just know what sounds good to them. 

Don't lost sight that you are a professional radio person. So use your gut and ears to find 
the best possible music for your listeners. Don't feel obligated to play a single just because 
a record company put an "A" or some kind of star on one side. Listen to the flip side or find 
a suitable album cut or two to play. Also, if a single is from an album, let your jocks know. 
This would be a good bit of information for your audience. Your feedback to the record indus- 
try on album tracks would help them determine the directions to take the music. Be involved 
and take a few chances. There is more to music than being number one with a bullet.

Do You Buy The Numbers? 
Recently, we've noticed a trend with Pop /Adult sta- 

tions (as has Black Radio Editor, Bill Speed with his 
stations) to move away from numbered charts. The most 
recent major market station to drop numbers is KSD /St. 
Louis, and Program Director Lee Fowler shared his 
thoughts on the programming value of this change. 

R&R: You changed from numbers to a rotational 
system. Why? 

Fowler: First of all, it gives me much more program- 
ming flexability. In other words, I can zero in on certain 
records for a power rotation more with an A, B & C rota- 
tional format and also refine the music for the various 
day -parts much easier than with a numbered chart. In 
my opinion you can get very specific with a non -numbered Lee Fowler 
list and because the way records are merchandised today on the retail level, I don't feel 
a numbered chart, especially for a Pop /Adult station is accurate. I believe it's not only mis- 
leading to publish a list like that, but also misleading to have the personalities operate 
from a numbered chart. Before I changed to a non -numbered list, power records were 1 -15 

and then less play on those 16-25 etc. That kind of thing. 
R&R: But isn't that rotation by catagories? 
Fowler: Yes, but the determinations that made a record 1 -15 lets say, were not the same 

criteria we use from a programming stand -point to put a record in an A rotation. For example, 
this week we have Anne Murray in our A list and that record was certainly not a top fifteen 
seller when this list was put together. In other words, we can move records into what we 
feel is the correct exposure rotation much more quickly than relying on numbers. Also with 
an A, B & C list you can get much more balance which I think is much more important for a 
Pop /Adult than, let's say a Top 40. Overall, it's playing the right music at the right time 
and mixing it as best as possible, and I believe the system we use accomplishes that better 
on a week to week basis than the numbers system." 

All The Way In The Tunnel 
In the entire state of Florida there is only one tunnel and it is in downtown Ft. Lauderdale. 

Through it runs U.S. Highway 1 with over 1,000,000 cars per month entering and exiting. 
Once inside, all radio signals, AM & FM are completely blocked out. Which brings us to 
WFTL's latest creation ... "Tunnel Radio." Inside, they have a transmitter that covers 
the entire AM /FM spectrum, so no matter where your radio was tuned before you entered, 
once inside all you get is their signal. A promo is heard encouraging listeners to tune their 
radio (if they haven't already been listening) to WFTL /1400 when they exit. PD, Mike 
Harvey, points out, "The effectiveness of this unique approach is remarkable. With bill- 
boards or bus posters it's easy to have your message missed, or lost in the clutter. Our mes- 
sage comes into their car with no active participation required on their part." 

When asked of any possible legal infraction, Harvey stated, "Due to the extreme low 
power and confinment of the signal, we do not come under the control of the FCC. It's really 
no different than having an intercom in your home."
