As a result, a 
Los Angeles Superior Court judge 
has appointed a receiver to take 
control of the company. 

Calls by R&R to Allied Artists' 
Studio City headquarters were an- 
swered by an official of the state 
court receiver's office, who said he 
did not know the whereabouts of la- 
bel President Kim Richards, nor 
could he provide any further infor- 
mation. Richards is a defendant in 
the lawsuit, according to the Times 
report. 

Last year, Allied was promoting 
a single ( "Runaway ") and album 
by Luis Cardenas to radio and vid- 
eo outlets.

President /CEO of Private Music, 
overseeing all aspects of the label's 
domestic and foreign activities, in- 
cluding records, music publishing, 
and video. The company, which 
specializes largely in instrumental 
music, is distributed by RCA. 

Most recently VP /Marketing at 
Arista, Goldstein was previously 
President of Island Records, and 
has held executive posts at Warner 
Bros. and Chrysalis. 

In his new slot, he reports to Pri- 
vate Music founder Peter Bau- 
mann, who commented, "Our orig- 
inal goals of establishing a unique 
music company have been achiev- 
ed, and with Ron's extensive ex- 
perience we are now entering a 
competitive marketplace from a 
position of strength." 

Goldstein, who'll base at Private 
Music's New York headquarters, 
told R&R, "If this label were just 
going to remain in the new age cat- 
egory, it wouldn't have been at- 
tractive to me. The fact is, Peter 
Baumann is looking to expand 
what's here already. and the move 
to bring in someone in this position 
indicates that he really does want 
to go someplace." 

Those deceased were represented 
by family members: parents, chil- 
dren, widows. Anna Gaye Gordy, 
for instance, accepted for Marvin 
Gaye, appearing nervous and star - 
struck. "Here, my dear," she said, 
picking up the Hall of Fame 
statuette. 

There were other telling mo- 
ments. On behalf of Leonard Chess 
and the pioneering independents 
responsible "for the success and 
growth of today's record industry," 
presenter Ewart Abner urged the 
industry to "be as progressive as 
you dare." Another presenter, Sun 
Records founder Sam Phillips, also 
had people close to the edge of their 
seats with his comments about 
blacks and whites in the South. 

The event started at 6pm, cul- 
minating more than six hours later 
in a jam session which involved 
many of the stars, present and 
past. Key executive figures in the 
Hall of Fame's formation were al- 
so on hand and on stage during the 
evening, including Seymour Stein 
of Sire. Bob Krasnow of E /A, Jann 
Wenner of Rolling Stone (who was 
MC), impresario Bill Graham, and 
Foundation Exec. Director Suzan 
Evans, as well as representatives 
from the future home of the Hall 
itself, Cleveland. 

Evans told R&R, "I've heard 
that the artists themselves had a 
wonderful time, and were very 
moved by it. We're very pleased 
about that, since the dinner is done 
to honor them and the nonperform- 
ers. It was designed so that every- 
one had a good time." 

Fantasy 
Acquires Pablo 

Furthering its position as the 
largest independently distributed 
record company, Fantasy, Inc. has 
completed its purchase of Pablo 
Records. Founded in 1975 by Nor- 
man Granz, the jazz imprint holds 
over 300 titles, among them record- 
ings by Duke Ellington, Count 
Basie, Sarah Vaughan, and Ella 
Fitzgerald. The purchase price 
was undisclosed. 

Fantasy President Ralph Kaffel 
said, "Pablo is a dream catalog, 
and its roster of artists greatly 
complements and enhances our 
other jazz catalogs." Those include 
Prestige, Milestone, Stax, River- 
side, Contemporary, Good Time 
Jazz, and the Original Jazz Class- 
ics (OJC) series. 

A priority on Fantasy's agenda is 
to make much of the Pablo catalog 
available on CDs. Kaffel reported 
there are also plans to release 
about 15 new albums by artists to 
be announced shortly. A mid - 
priced album series of 20 titles is 
also expected in the summer. 

Granz plans to continue his in- 
dependent management .nd con- 
cert promotion activities, and will 
remain active as a producer. Eric 
Miller, who worked with Granz at 
Verve and Pablo in various crea- 
tive capacities, will stay on with 
Pablo as head of A &R.

VETERAN WABC TALENT 

Bob Lewis Dies At 49 
Veteran New York air personali- 

ty Bob Lewis died last Friday 
(1/23) of complications from pneu- 
monia. The 49 -year -old jock -turn- 
ed-voiceover talent had been bat- 
tling the disease since last Septem- 
ber. According to friends, Lewis 
had apparently been ill prior to 
that time without realizing it. 

Lewis, whose "Bob -A -Lew" nick- 
name came from a doo -wop song 
by the Eternals, was best known 
for overnights at WABC in the mid - 
'60s but had also worked at 
WNHC /New Haven and done 
nights at WMGM /New York (now 
WHN). As with his friend Scott 
Muni, Lewis became interested in 
progressive rock and began work- 
ing parttime on WABC -FM, now 
WPLJ. When ABC forced him to 
choose stations, he surprised them 
by opting for the FM. He later told 
an interviewer, "They said, 'How 
can you turn down the biggest sta- 
tion in the world ?' I said, 'Because 
FM is tomorrow.' " 

In the '70s, Lewis worked on 
WNEW -FM and WCBS -FM before 
settling into a career in voiceovers. 
He could be heard pitching Show - 
time, Downy, Certs, Colgate, IBM, 
and Ford, among others. A book of 
his humor had also been published. 

CFNY /Toronto Asst. PD Don 
Berns, discovered by Lewis on his 
college station WBRU /Providence, 
called Lewis "one of the most 
generous people I knew. Whenever 
I came to New York or Ft. Lauder- 
dale, he would not allow me to stay 
anywhere else but with him. I'm a 
lot better person for having known 
him." 

Rick Sklar, Lewis's boss at 
WABC, told R&R, "The last time I 
saw Bob was two years ago in the 
graduation processional at Brown 
University. His daughter was grad- 
uating along with my daughter.

Telecommunications Panel 

Rep. Edward Markey (D -MA) was 
officially named Chairman of the House 
Telecommunications Subcommittee at

FCC Seeks Fairness 
Doctrine Comments 

In an unusual move, the FCC is ask- 

ing for public comment by February 25 
in its Fairness Doctrine case against 
WYVH- TVISyracuse, NY. Two weeks 
ago a federal court remanded the case 
to the Commission for further consider- 
ation of Meredith Broadcasting's ar- 

gument that the doctrine is unconstitu- 
tional. 

Typically, the Commission only 
seeks comment on policy changes, 
rather than in disciplinary actions 
against stations. In this case, however. 

the FCC said it is soliciting various 

views "because of the general impor- 
tance of the issues" involved. 

WYVH was found guilty of airing one - 
sided coverage of a nuclear plant con- 
troversy. The U.S. Court of Appeals 
sent the case back to the FCC, but 
said the Commission wouldn't have to 
consider Meredith's constitutional 
argument if it decides to stop enforcing 
the doctrine.

WKAT Gets $257,000 
Cuban Interference Aid 

The latest Florida AM to get federal 
compensation for technical changes to 
offset Cuban interference is Hernstadt 
Broadcasting's WKAT /Miami Beach, 
which will receive $257,631. 

In 1981 the station hiked power from 
5 kw to 9 kw at its licensed site. The 
next year it got permission to move to a 

new site. 
The aid was granted despite WKATs 

ending up extending its coverage area, 
rather than merely recouping what was 
lost. That usually disqualifies a station. 
But the Commission concluded that 
limiting the upgrade to cover only 
WKATs original service area would 
have added to the cost of the project 
by requiring expensive directional 
antennas. 

Daytimer Hours 
Adjusted To New 

Daylight Savings Time 
It looks as if daytimers needn't worry 

about losing morning drive time in April 
when, under a new federal law, Day- 
light Savings Time (DST) begins a 

month early. The FCC has proposed 
daytimer pre- sunrise authority (PSA) 
for the extra four weeks. 

Stations with PSAs above 50 watts 
could continue to use their present 
pre -sunrise power. Those with fewer 
than 50 watts, or which have no PSA, 
will be allowed 50 watts "if doing so 

would not violate any international 
agreements." 

Daytimers won't have to apply for the 
benefit. If the rule change is adopted, 
stations will be notified of their new 
authorizations by the FCC before April 
1. 

KOED Gets 30 -Month 
Short-Term Renewal 

Educational KOED -FM /San Francis- 
co has been slapped with a short-term 
renewal of 30 months, as opposed to 

the normal seven years, because its 
owner failed to tell the FCC exactly 
why sister TV station KOED -TV went 
dark. 

Numerous groups challenged .the 
stations' licenses, claiming KOED, Inc. 
blamed the shutdown on equipment 
problems. when financial stress was 
the real reason An FCC law judge con- 
cluded that the company didn't lie, but 
had "skirted" the truth. 

FCC Hands -Off Formats 
Policy Clears Court 

Viacom's purchase several years 
back of WMZO (AM)IWashington (for- 

merly WEAM) from WEAM Radio, Inc. 
has been upheld by the U.S. Court of 
Appeals. The sale was challenged by 
fans of WEAM's former Big Band for- 
mat. 

They assailed the FCC's 1976 
policy statement that radio station for- 
mats are best regulated by marketplace 
forces, rather than case -by -case 
reviews by Commission staff. 

Agreeing with the FCC, the court 
said the agency had provided a rational 
explanation for concluding that the 
public interest in format diversity is best 
served by deferring to the marketplace.

Robert Baker has been fined 
$750 by the FCC for operating an il- 

legal FM translator in Louisville, KY on 
98.5 MHz, retransmitting the signal of 
WSTOlOwensboro, KY.

Station Trading Picks Up, 
1986 Backlash Starts 

After slow market activity during the 
first few weeks of 1987, station trading 
seems to be picking up briskly. as a 

whopping $51.5 million in deals was 
reported in the past week But the 
shakeout of last year's record trading 
spree appears to be settling in 

The biggest deal so far in 1987 is the 
sale of Chicago Urban giant WMBX -FM 
by Egmont Sonderling to a new com- 
pany headed by Gordon Sherman, the 
former President of the Illinois Associ- 
ation of Broadcasters, for $28 million. 
Numerous small market stations are 
trading - in many cases without the 
services of media brokers - in a series 
of management -leveraged buyouts. 

Meanwhile, not all of those deals 
from last year's record whirlwind of 
trading activity have closed. Several of 
the most prominent deals have "gone 
South." never to be heard of again. 

Reams Deal Dead 
For instance, Toledo -based Reams 

Broadcasting Corp.'s highly- touted 
$8.1 million acquisition of WSIX -AM & 
FM /Nashville has been terminated. 

Michael Connelley, Exec. VP of 
Foster Management Company, oper-

ator of WSIX, said the proposed sale 
arose from a desire to take advantage 
of the new tax laws. At the time, Reams 
was restructuring itself for the same 
reason 

"They approached us with what we 
felt was a fair offer for the stations, and 
both companies felt the transfer would 
take good advantage of the tax laws," 
he said 

No "Beaver" Trouble 
For Cavanaugh 

The deal soured in December when 
Reams discovered the acqusition pre- 
sented "unforeseen operational chal- 
lenges," according to Connelley. 
Reams then approached Foster man- 

agement with the idea of terminating 
the purchase agreement. 

"After a complete reevaluation of the 
deal, we concluded it would not be in 

our interests to assume ownership." 
said Reams Exec VP Peter Cava- 
naugh. "The deal made more financial 
sense back then than it does now. Our 
reticence to proceed with the Nashville 
acquisition in no way indicates our lack 
of desire to expand," he said. 

Cavanaugh would not comment on 

any escrow monies forfeited by Reams 
in the failed deal. but he disputed in- 

dustry rumors that problems with 
Reams's recent acquisition of WBVEI 
Cincinnati, widely promoted as "the 
Beaver," caused the pullout. 

"You can quote Peter Cavanaugh 
that the Beaver's slapping tail in Cincin- 
nati," Cavanaugh chuckled. He said fi- 
nancial projections are being met, and 
noted that Birch research shows the 
Country station is now pulling a 4.3 
share of the 12+ audience. 

Shakeout Underway 
Other 1986 deals which industry 

sources report have collapsed or are in 

trouble for a variety of reasons: 
Surrey's proposed $19.25 million 

purchase of WOOD -AM & FM/Grand 
Rapids collapsed when financing diffi- 
culties developed over the structure of 
the deal. Surrey reportedly lost a 

$500.000 escrow payment. Harvey 
Grace now has the station back on the 
block for an asking price of $20 3 mil- 
lion.

taining a clear title to the Spanish -for- 
matted station's swampland transmitter 
site near the Meadowlands in New Jer- 
sey. The sale was postponed, but the 
title problem couldn't be cleared up in 

time and the sale was terminated. 
Another big deal of 1986. the Chase 

Group's proposed $27.5 million pur- 
chase of KLBJ -AM & FM /Austin, ap- 

pears to be delayed. A closing initially 
planned for year -end did not occur, 
and neither did a rescheduled closing 
set for last week. A delay in this sale is 

of special importance because of the 

deep pockets of the Chase Group's 
owner. New York securities firm Don- 

aldson, Lufkin & Jenrette. Chase 
President Tony Chase and LBJ Corp. 
President Donald Thomas were not 

available for comment prior to R &R's 
deadline. 

Ragan Henry Selloff 
Still Pending 

One major deal that failed to meet its 

Dec. 31 deadline was Ragan Henry's 
spinoff of four stations to his longtime 
subordinate, Chuck Schwartz. In the 
transaction, Panache Broadcasting is 

to pay $28 5 million for WWDB/Phila- 
delphia, WBLZ/Cincinnati, and WTUX 

& WTLClindianapolis. 
Despite the delayed closing. Henry 

insists the deal is still on. and will close 
within the next few weeks. He ac-

One bothersome hangup was sever- 

al minor challenges at the FCC to the 
transfer of WWDB.

SCONNIX principal RANDY ODENEAL says 

"no comment" and BLAIR RADIO President JIM 

HILLIARD didn't return our phone calls, but word 

on the street is very strong that a handshake 

agreement has been reached between the two 
over the sale of Blair's stations. Pricetag on the 

deal is rumored to be about $150 million. 

Both skies reportedly are working on a final 

contract, and Sconnix is lining up financing. If the 

deal goes through, Sconnix will be catapulted 

almost overnight into one of the biggest radio 

groups in the U.S, doubling its size. A formal 

announcement of the deal is expected within two 
weeks.

Metropolis To Buy DC101 ? 

Rumors regarding the $53 million sale of 
DC101IWASHINGTON to METROPOLIS are still 

circulating. Discussions between the two parties 
are apparently in progress, but no letter of intent 

has been reached and no contract has been 

signed. Neither side will discuss the negotiations, 
but DC101's GEOFF LEBHAR says if the station 

sold for $53 million it would be such a major 
accomplishment that he would want it carved on 

his tombstone.

Pay -Per -Play Music Video Cable 
Service Available 

How many times have you said to 

yourself, "I'd pay a dollar to see my 
current favorite music video right 
now." Once? Twice? Ten times? All of 
the above? 

Whatever your answer. a recently 
formed company, Video Jukebox 
Network, Inc., is banking that you're 
not alone. The Miami -based firm is 

currently leasing one basic cable 
channel on which music videos are 
shown per viewers' request. 

Requests are phoned in to a "976" 
number and are then fed into a com- 
puter. which programs the clips to be 

broadcast in the order requested Ac- 
cording to Daily Variety, the requests 
are aired between 15 minutes and 
three hours from the time of the call. 

Callers are billed $1 per request, 
approximately 88 cents of which is 

remitted to Video Jukebox Network. 
The firm's officials claim that while the 
service receives nearly 300 calls per 
day and can broadcast nearly 280

"The I Was A Teenage Juvenile 

Delinquent Rock 'N' Roll Horror 
Beach Party Movie Book" (St. 
Martin's, $12.95) author Alan 
Betrockes 150 -page. paperback

The book is lavishly illustrated 
with reproductions of the original 
lurid posters and the occasional 
still from such cinematic trash - 

terworks as "High School Confi- 
dential."

In The Streets." But author Be- 
trock, who has previously put his 
scholarly efforts to mapping such 
non -mainstream pop culture ed- 

dies as girl groups and a complete 
guide to teenage fan magazines 
(both of which are outstanding, in- 

cidentally), stumbles a bit this time 
out. 

While Betrock is authoritative in 

the number of films covered, the 
amount of information presented is 

all too incomplete. Beyond noting 
original running time - useful for 
VCR owners - Betrock could've 
mentioned whether the films are in 

color or not, and more to the point 
could've assigned each a rating for 

quality. Even though he lists pro- 
ducers, directors, scriptwriters 
and major cast members (some 
surprisingly famous names here), 
Betrock neglects to include either 
detailed plot synopses or to high- 
light certain key scenes that give 
each movie that certain something 
that distinguishes "The Cool And 
The Crazy" from "The Delin- 

quents" or "Muscle Beach Party" 
from "How To Stuff A Wild Bikini." 
Then there's the infuriating lack of 
a complete guide to these film's 
musical sequences (stars, songs 
performed, soundtrack availabili- 

ty), which for an archivist of Be- 
trock's stature is disappointing. 

Nevertheless, until a writer with 
a style as lively as the films them- 
selves undertakes the subject 
matter. Betrock's book will sit 
comfortably under the fuzzy dice 
hanging from the rabbit ears of the 
TV of any real aficionado for the 
genre.

Aiding The Decision Process 

Vital Signs. Webster's 20th Century Unabridged Dic- 
tionary defines vital as "essential to the existence or con- 
tinuance of something; indispensable; of greatest impor- 
tance; as this matter is vital." 

Just four years ago market 
research within the confines of the 
music industry was anything but 
vital. A handful of labels did 
establish market research depart- 
ments. Unlike most of their con- 
sumer industry peers, however, 
many music executives felt there 
was no need for this traditional 
marketing tool. 

Research A Dirty Word 
"Gut instinct" and "ears" are 

the key buzz words that best de- 
scribe the data collection methods 
used to decide signings, singles, 
advertisements, album covers, 
configuration, and initial radio for- 
mat focus. 

This same methodology was im- 
plemented at the concert level, 
where promoters had plied their 
trade in a time -tested manner 
since the early '60s. Artist manag- 
ers, record retailers, and venue 
operators all felt the same way: 
research was a dirty word.

Maybe their belief was a back- 
lash reaction to radio's use of 
passive research in the mid -'70s, 
which ran concurrently with a ma- 
jor economic recession. Many rec- 
ord industry people looked at

radio's new "excuse" as the sole 
cause of major financial decline in 
revenue. 

Still others saw research as an 
infringement on their ability to 
make decisions based on their 
tenure and business experience. 
What could research tell them that 
they didn't already know? Fear of 
interference in the artist process 
was mentioned. "Hey, pretty soon 
computers will be dictating where 
to record. when to record, what 
key, and the tempo. Why, you'll 
even have to record in a specific 
climate." (Refer to the top graph.)

Perception is often equat- 
ed - and sometimes con- 
fused - with reality.

and syndicators. Some touch on it 
only in the course of dealing with 
mainstream product; others try to 
ignore it completely. A few, how- 
ever, actually focus on new artists 
and attempt to be innovative and 
"ground- breaking" in the process. 
Polling all such producers and 
distributors would be logistically 
impossible; a small cross- section 
of "large" and "small" suppliers, 

Checking On 
The Pigskin Picks " 

What a dismal week (unless you're a Giants fan). Ex- 
cept for this weekend's non -event Pro Bowl in Hawaii, the 
NFL season is over. The only thing to look forward to now is 
Sports Illustrated's swimsuit issue, followed by eight cold 
weeks of winter until opening day. 

It's not all that bad. however, if 

you harken back to Week 1 of the 
season (R &R, 9/5). You may recall 
a section titled "Preseason Super 
Bowl Picks," wherein certain net- 
work execs. spotscasters. and 
R &R editors attempted to challenge 
the Las Vegas oddsmakers by pre- 
dicting the two teams which would 
travel to Pasadena for Super Sun- 
day. We even invited readers to 
submit their selections of NFC, 
AFC, and Super Bowl champs. 

First, no readers picked the Gi- 
ants- Broncos combination, so we 
had to scalp the pair of tickets and 
buy a new widescreen TV. Second, 
those who predicted a Chicago 
Bears repeat found themselves hi- 
bernating in early January. Patriotic 
New England fans suffered the 
"Orange Crush," which in turn dim- 
med Cleveland's hopes with ari OT 
".brownout." 

The fact is, only two "experts" 
correctly picked the two Super

however, finds considerable in- 
terest in the plight of the rising 
stars. 

Mainstream syndication is sim- 
ply oatmeal. That's the common 
industry perception of syndication 
which, says Radio International 
producer Joe Trelin, is unwar- 
ranted - but understandable. 
"Syndication, by its very nature, 
can't be adventurous," he says. "It 
has to appeal to the lowest common 
denominator - but not in a nega- 
tive sense, of course. When you're 
paying your bills you have to get 
200 stations and come up with 
something they're all going to like. 
You have to play it safe." 

MJI Broadcasting President 
Josh Feigenbaum believes a "you 
can't please all of the people" men- 
tality guides most of today's syn- 
dicated programming. "Every 
syndicator believes in helping to 
develop new artists," he explains. 
"At the same time, however, we 
have to report on what's happening 
with established, big artists. We 
feel very strongly about working 
with record companies and new 
acts because they are the stars of 
tomorrow. but we have an obliga- 
tion to get the biggest artists we 
can. It's basically a balancing act 
between the two." 

Dick Carr, VP /Entertainment 
Programming at ABC Radio Net- 
works, believes it is the syn- 
dicators' and stations' responsibili- 
ty to keep one step ahead of the 
mainstream. "They have to be in- 
novators of a sort," he elaborates. 
"Networks and stations have to 
reflect what is new. They don't 
need to be pioneers to the extent 
that they're beyond the cutting 
edge, because that would be play- 
ing a dangerous game. But listen- 
ers want to hear a station say 
'Here's something new you ought 
to know about," and it gives them 
more confidence in that station - 
and the station can get a new per- 
spective on new developments." 

StarSearch 
Most program suppliers view 

themselves as being on the cutting 
edge of syndication and believe 
their product is the "exception to 
the rule." Trelin, Feigenbaum, and 
Carr all feel their company's pro- 
gramming does what no other can 
for at least introducing new artists 
to the radio audience. 

"Syndication can break a new 
artist only in one case, and that's 
with a show like (MJI's) 'Metal - 
shop'," Feigenbaum insists. "It 
has played a large part in introduc- 
ing metal acts to radio listeners,

those acts which aren't getting 
much exposure elsewhere. The 
program has come to define state - 
of- the -art heavy metal." Feigen- 
baum believes heavy metal is one 
of few musical genres that can use 
syndication as a "letter of introduc- 
tion" to listeners. 

Likewise, Radio International's 
Trelin feels `Rock Over London' is 
unique in handling new artists 
because it deals primarily with 
British acts who are virtually 
unknown to many American listen- 
ers. "`Rock Over London' was the 
first place World Party played in 
America, and that's the sort of 
thing we like to do," he comments. 
"Listeners know they're listening 
to bands they otherwise wouldn't 
get to hear, and the record com- 
panies respect the way we in- 
troduce their acts. It's also an ex- 
tra way for programmers to be 
able to gauge response to a par- 
ticular artist." 

Even mainstream countdowns 
and profiles serve as an introduc- 
tory tool for new artists, Carr adds. 
He cites "American Top 40," 
"Power Cuts," and "Rockline" as 
three examples of established pro- 
grams which deal with up-and- 
corners. "The audience is very 
quick to pick up on what's happen- 
ing, and we have to stay in touch 
with things because we are so corn - 
mitted to staying on the leading 
edge," he maintains. "We are in an 
excellent position to determine new 
trends as they're happening - 
trends not only in music but in 
changes in its content as well." 

Breaking In 
All media hype aside, just how 

readily can/does syndicated pro 

gramming actually help "break" 
new product? With massive pro- 
motional campaigns leading the 
way for the record labels, and with 
over 9000 radio stations for a 
distributor to deal with, what im- 
pact can a weekly syndicated 
series have on the debut of an artist 
or record? Can a syndicator ac- 
tually make a difference? 

Yes - in certain cases. "We 
have helped break an act, as close 
as syndication can come to doing 
that," Trelin recalls. "Actually, it 
was more a record than it was a 
whole act. Right after the first or 
second Duran Duran album came 
out we played the song 'Is There 
Something I Should Know' on the 
show. All of a sudden our affiliates 
started getting requests for that 
song, which Capitol hadn't releas- 
ed yet. So they pulled it off the show 
- illegally - and started playing 
it. The competition got mad be- 
cause it was a song the other guy 
had and they didn't, so Capitol 
rereleased the album with that 
song on it." Trelin experienced a 
similar situation with Frankie 
Goes To Hollywood. 

ABC's Carr believes all networks 
- as well as radio stations - could 
break new artists if they weren't 
afraid of making mistakes. "Some- 
times to avoid making a program- 
ming mistake stations and syn- 
dicators take the easy way out. But 
maybe making a small mistake 
like taking a chance on a band is 
the best thing you can do. Wouldn't 
it be great to be so strong you could 
accurately and proudly say `You 
heard it here first ? "' 

Network Radio 
Up 16% In '86 

The results are out! Network radio achieved the 
greatest percentage gain among all major media last 
year, according to a report commissioned by the Radio 
Network Association. 

The study, prepared by account- 
ing firm Ernst & Whiney, indi- 
cates total network ad dollars for 
1986 topped out at over $380 million, 
representing a 16% increase over 
1985's $328.7 million. The report 
further states that all four geo- 
graphical sales regions enjoyed 
major revenue increases, while 
Detroit was credited with the larg- 

est single market increase (18%). 
RNA President Bob Lobdell 

commented, "The fact that all 
parts of the country reported such 
positive performance indicates the 
health of our industry. Network ra- 
dio continues to attract a greater 
number of accounts, as well as 
higher levels of expenditure on the 
part of many of our best custom- 
ers."

PLAYING FOR FUN AND PROFIT 

The "Radio!" Game 

Radio is a fun business, and at our station we play the 
game of "Radio!" to win. Our management team at- 
tempts to guide our sales staff by setting specific, 
measurable goals and trying to make sure the staff has fun 
achieving them. 

With our Sales Manager feeling 
more and more like Peter Marshall 
and his "Hollywood Squares," 
each month we create a sort of 
"Milton Bradley" job description 
for our Advertising Consultants. 

This "Radio!" game allows us to 
call attention to the activities we 
feel are important, encourage the 
staff to accomplish goals, and have 
some fun while getting there. 

How It Works 
We make a list of all the goals we 

have for the month, add in a few 
tasks we see as priorities, and look 
for some real challenges to take on. 

At the first sales meeting each 
month, each Advertising Consul- 
tant creates his own game card by 
randomly placing a number from 
one to 25 in each block on a blank 
sheet. We then make a list of goals 
and targets for the month and ran- 
domly assign a number to each 
task, write the task in the square, 
and "bingo!" (so to speak) - 
we're playing "Radio!" 

As the sales month progresses, 
specific goals corresponding to 
numbers on the game card are 
achieved. For each goal met, the 
corresponding number is marked 
on the card. The account name, 
goal achieved, and the date the ads 
first air are recorded on the list 
below the grid. 

(This sounds complicated, but 
it's simple to play. You'll get the 
hang of it after you try it once. ) 

For those salespeople who tend 
to shun the less pleasant tasks, 
such as collections and prospect- 
ing, "Radio!" provides a fun way 
for them to make a little extra 
bonus for doing their job. Salespeo- 
ple who get in the habit of calling 
on the same accounts or selling on- 
ly what they are most comfortable 
selling learn that variety is the way 
to win in "Radio!" - and in radio. 

The Game Rules 

4. Spec ads must be sold and 
start in the same month as written 
to qualify. 

5. All ads must start within the 
month the contract is entered on 
the card to qualify (except special 
packages). 

6. Each contract/goal can only 
be counted once. If a goal achieved, 
or contract sold, qualifies for more 
than one game number (such as a 
spec ad sold to a new client for a 
newscast), the salesperson must 
select - within 24 hours - which 
square it will be used for. He may 
not change that decision later in 
the month. 

7. Each card is valid for one 
month only. The game ends on the 
last weekday of the month at 4pm. 

8. All goals and sales are subject 
to Sales Manager approval before 
they count. The Sales Manager's 
decision is final. That decision will 
not be influenced by temper tan- 
trums, tears, bribes, or coercion. 
(Well, maybe bribes. )

Success Tips On Playing 
For best results, the game card 

should be taped right over each 
person's desk. Salespeople should 
carry a second copy with them. 
When a salesperson has some free 
time, he will often check the card to 
see if any of the tasks in the 
squares might be done in that time. 
Review the status at least once 
each week to let everyone know 
you're paying attention. 

We usually pick something fairly 
easy, or expected, to fill the center 
square - the card and then add on 
from there. You simply have ev- 
eryone put the number ten in the 
center, and make number ten 
something like "Make your billing 
goal for the month," or "Don't 
argue with the Traffic Manager for 
one month," or "Have all orders in 
by 3pm Friday." (Did I say "fir,) 

Speaking of every station's mar- 
tyr, the traffic person, we have ex- 
panded the game to include all 
staff members. We simply give 
every employee five or ten dollars 
any time all three cards are filled 
in one month. They really like to 
feel they are part of the sales pro- 
cess, and the extra push from a 
production person can win the 
game for someone. We also create 
teams to participate with their 
team leader - the salesperson. 
Often the winning team gets treat- 
ed to dinner, a weekend away, or 
sometimes Happy Hour at a local 
club paid for by the losing team. 

Keep It Realistic 
Don't make the mistake of creat- 

ing goals and tasks which are 
unrealistic or too difficult to 
achieve in a month. The game's 
goals, like any other goals, should 
be specific, have a time factor, and 
- most important - be measura- 
ble. Nothing demotivates game 
participants more than the feeling 
that they are being cheated 
because management's opinion of 
when a goal is accomplished dif- 
fers from the salesperson's opin- 

ion. Keep it simple. When argu- 
ments arise, we put the matter to a 
vote of all participants (salespeo- 
ple). 

For your salespeople who are 
simply "above playing those silly 
games" because they're too "pro- 
fessional," include them anyway. 
We have found that once they get 
three or four squares in a row, they 
begin to smell blood. As in most in- 
centive plans, the best and most 
"professional" salespeople should 
win. When they don't, there is 
either stronger competition next 
month or a lot of excuses. And 
nothing pumps up younger sales- 
people more than beating the 
seasoned pros at their own game. 
Eventually, everyone is calling in 
for messages and to see if anyone 
else is close to five in a row. 

The best salespeople find the 
most interesting loopholes, but we 
figure that's part of the sales train- 
ing and part of the fun. Be flexible. 
Remember that you are making 
your goals their goals - and vice - 
versa. If they find more creative 
ways to get there than you found, 
at least they're trying to get there. 

Take the suggestions of your par- 
ticipants. We started to add "Four - 
Corners," "Sevens," "X -The- 
Card," and "Box- The -Outside" 
because some of our folks played 
some variation of the "Radio!" 
game at church and said they won 
there with something other than 
five -in-a -row. 

Imagine the bliss of all of your 
salespeople fighting to "Cover The 
Card" or "Blackout," using 25 
goals that you all agreed upon. It 
makes my wallet pulse .. .

OVERDOING IT 

Running On Full 
A common complaint from promotion managers is 

that they have too many things to do and can't seem to 
catch up. An essay in a recent issue of Inc. magazine by 
Everett Suters, author of "Succeed in Spite of Yourself," 
points out that you're not alone if you're constantly falling 
behind because you have too much to do. He also offers 
ideas on how to overcome this problem, which are includ- 
ed here. 

Anyone who runs a company (or 
department) knows that time is al- 
ways a scarce commodity. We are 
all searching for ways to get more 
of it or - failing that - to use what 
we do have more efficiently. CEOs 
seek the advice of time- manage- 
ment consultants, but those ex- 
perts seldom have the answers, 
since they can't add hours to the 
day or days to the week. As a 
result, we begin working even 
harder, and that's when we get in 
trouble. 

Know Who You Are 
Suters writes, "I almost ruined 

my business and my health several 
years ago because I was so over - 
whefned with work. The problem 
was not that I wasn't managing my 
time effectively or that I didn't like 
to work hard. It was that I had 
committed myself and my com- 
pany to more than we could handle. 

"Such behavior is typical of 
overachievers and often goes hand 

in hand with being a workaholic. It 
should not be confused with the 
behavior of high achievers, how- 
ever, who are aware of their limi- 
tations and pace themselves ac- 
cordingly. Today, I confess, I am 
still a workaholic and make no 
apologies for it. But as a matter of 
survival for myself and my com- 
pany, I have become a reformed 
overachiever." 

The Turning Point 
Suters's turning point came 

when he realized there is a dramat- 
ic difference between overcommit - 
ting and overplanning. As a work- 
aholic, he concluded that overplan- 
ning was healthy - it provided him 
with a backlog of projects to do. 
But for the future he was con- 
sciously determined to undercom- 
mit himself. 

"My own predicament evolved 
gradually," he remembers. "After 
four years in sales and without any 
formal training or experience in

management, I started a computer 
service business. What I lacked in 
knowledge and experience, I made 
up for in long hours. That manage- 
ment style worked at first because 
I had few customers and a small 
staff. But as my customer base and 
operations built up, I couldn't keep 
on top of the job; the job was on top 
of me. By the end of my second 
year in business, I was ready to 
give up. Although the company 
was growing, I felt tired and dis- 
couraged most of the time. We 
were always behind on our com- 
mitments to customers, and I used 
being too busy as an excuse for not 
planning. I mostly followed the 
squeaking -wheel principle, re- 
sponding to the greatest pressure 
at the time. My appointment calen- 
dar was so tight that I was getting 
further behind with every emer- 
gency, and, as you would expect, 
emergencies were happening with 
greater frequency." 

There Goes Management 
Suters became so overbooked 

that he could no longer meet with 
members of his staff on short 
notice or spend any quality time 
with them. Whatever big ideas he 
had about participatory manage- 
ment went out the window. He 
could no longer keep the staff up to 
date. There were so many things 
on his mind that he found he wasn't 
even listening well when he did 
meet with his people, and he 
couldn't understand why they 
didn't have the same interest and 
drive in the company as he did. He 
was noticeably busier and putting 
in longer hours than anybody else 
in the organization. "The fact is 
that not only had I imposed unreal- 
istic deadlines on the whole com- 
pany, I was holding things up be- 
cause I had assumed too many 
responsibilities. Instead of delegat- 
ing to my staff, I was telling them 
what to do and later second -gues- 
sing and interfering with their 
work. That led to a constant parade 

of people in and out of my office, 
asking questions and checking 
things out with me, which meant I 
had even less time. Turnover was 
high and morale was low - espe- 
cially among my best people." 

Beyond The Office 
Overachieving was taking a toll 

on his personal life as well. His 
moods were up, down, and side- 
ways. Every time he missed going 
home for dinner, he felt guilty. His 
children were growing up, and he 
felt he hadn't spent nearly enough 
time with them. And that is how, 
quite by accident, he came upon 
his cure. 

"Until then I had not taken a real 
vacation, but instead took a day or 
two at a time. By the end of the sec- 
ond year, I was so burned out I 
decided to take my family on a trip 
West for about a month. I assumed 
that when I returned the business 
would be in a shambles, but that 
somehow I could put the pieces 
back together. To my amazement, 
things were running smoothly 
when I got back. It came to me as a 
revelation that if things could go 
this well without me in the office, 
they could continue to do so with 
me around." 

A New Regimen 
And Routine 

Suters started a new regimen. 
When people came to him with 
questions, he didn't offer answers 
as he had before, but rather asked 
a question of his own: "What do 
you recommend ?" It wasn't very 
long before the parade into his of- 
fice thinned out. He found that peo- 
ple began to think through their 
questions and the possible solutions 
before coming to him. In the pro- 
cess, they came up with their own 
answers. His staff began to think 
more like managers and became 
more self -reliant. Since they were 
closer to the problems than he was. 
their solutions tended to be better 
than those he could have sug- 
gested. 

He also changed the wayjie dele- 
gated responsibility. Previously he 
had always asked himself, "Who 
can best assume this responsibili- 
ty?" Very often the answer was 
himself. Now the answer started 
being other people. 

Similarly, promotion managers 
often say they find it difficult to 
delegate responsibility at first. But 
in Suters's case the difficulty was 
in weaning people from their 
dependence on him. He found that 
many of his company's problems 

had come from promising too 
much to customers (read: sales- 
people and other department heads 
in your station). He concluded that 
although customers may always be 
right, they are not always reasona- 
ble, and so he started negotiating 
his way out of impractical re- 
quests. This not only helped his 
operations but also aided customer 
relations, because he started 
meeting deadlines instead of miss- 
ing unrealistic ones. 

His most significent step? "I 
became almost fanatic about con- 
tinually setting and reviewing my 
priorities and then focusing on 
them. Obviously, I get sidetracked 
at times. If someone tells me the 
building is on fire, I will man the 
water buckets - but once the fire 
is out, I go back to my priorities. In 
order to focus on priorities, I have 
had to make a critical distinction 
between overcommitting and over - 
planning. In retrospect, that has 
enabled me to survive in busi- 
ness." 

A Simple Philosophy 
All of this has led Suters to an 

almost embarassingly simple phil- 
osophy: 

Plan to do more than you can 
do. 

Prioritize what you plan to do 
by importance and urgency. 

Commit yourself and your 
department to less than you can 
do and only those projects that are 
the most important or urgent. 

The advantages of shifting from 
being an overachiever to a high 
achiever are many. It makes you 
more effective and allows you to 
get more done with less effort - 
and with a dramatic decrease in 
stress. Your assistants and sup- 
pliers will find themselves more 
highly challenged and motivated. 
You will still encounter problems, 
but they will result in very few 
emergencies and even fewer cri- 
ses. Your station will prosper, and 
you'll enjoy your work even more. 

A Final Thought 
Suters offers this admonition: 

"This is not to suggest that it's easy 
to maintain this management 
style. As with most addicts, re- 
formed overachievers have to be 
on the alert constantly to keep from 
backsliding." 

There's a lot of useful advice for 
radio people in Suters's philosophy. 
If you implement his suggestions in 
1987, your year and your depart- 
ment will run more smoothly.

1986 was a better year for breaking new artists than 
1985, generally speaking. And although the overall picture 
has its cloudy aspects, there are cheering signs for '87. 

For the past two years, on a AC as an artist- breaking format 
rough quarterly basis, I've been right now, and judged on this 
tracking the number of artists hit- year's showing, other companies 
ting Breaker for the first time, for- may be advised to pick up on the 
mat by format. Last year, the first cue. 
year I tracked a full 12 -month 
period, there were 100 new artists 
broken in the AC, AOR, B /U, CHR, 
Country, and Full- Service AC for- 
mats. 

This year the number is 107, no 
dramatic upsurge, but a 7% in- 
crease is nothing to scoff at. I'll 
take it format by format, checking 
how each format stacked up to last 
year, and also mention the artists 
broken in the fourth quarter of last 
year (the other three quarters al- 
ready had their own columns). 
Here's the roster of new acts 
broken first in AC:

Ten artists is an encouraging 
sign for the format, which manag- 
ed just four in all of 1985. Even 
more remarkably, all ten broke be- 
fore the fourth quarter, which is 
traditionally a bad time for new ar- 
tists, thanks to stepped -up super- 
star competition, and resulted in a 
shutout in AC. (Ben E. King did 
break simultaneously in CHR and

Good news for a format that's 
taken a lot of heat for hostility to 
new artists. This year's figure of 21 

new artists broken first in AOR is 
way off last year's 32, but without 
the fourth quarter. AOR wouldn't 
have even been in the ballgame. 

Nine of the 21 broke in the last 
quarter, with AOR becoming a 
startling exception to the overall 
trend of new artist fourth-quarter 
freezeout. That was as big a 
quarter as any format could boast, 
excepting the always- hospitable 
Black/Urban. 

And while some of the new art- 
ists broken were of the "safe" 
variety - soloists on sabbatical 
like Ann Wilson and Benjamin Orr, 
newly configured veterans (the 
KBC Band) - acts like World Par- 
ty, Georgia Satellites, and Robert 
Cray add a lot of spice to the AOR 
mix. (Same goes, of course, for 
earlier- breaking acts like Bruce 
Hornsby, the T- Birds, Timbuk3, 
Smithereens, etc.). 

AOR couldn't keep this hit to itself 

AC, but not only did he have hits in 
the pre -R&R era, he had a CHR 
and Black hit in 1975 with "Super- 
natural Thing," so he's eligible on- 
ly for the Comeback award. ) 

Even with that status-quo final 
quarter, however, AC made strong 
steps into asserting its ability to 
break acts. Three of the ten went 
on to big success in other formats, 
and the format -exclusive new hit 
artists were an impressively 

'varied lot. Some labels are ob- 
vibusly paying a lot of attention to

As happened last year, B/U 
eclipses the other formats in new 
artist- breaking volume. In 1986, 37 

scored first in this format, almost 
double any other format's figure, 
but actually down from 1985's 40. 

With Nu Shooz, Oran "Juice" 
Jones, Regina, Gavin Christopher, 
Timex Social Club, Gregory Ab- 
bott, and Chico DeBarge going on 
to big crossover achievements, the 
format has much to be proud of. 

Black /Urban's fourth quarter fit 
to a T the traditional expectations 
of a fourth quarter: only four new 
artists (or 11% of the year's total 
B/U crop) established themselves 
in the last three months. Of the 
four, three were full- fledged new- 
comers ( Donna Allen, Miki How- 
ard, Vesta Williams), while Bobby 
Brown had enjoyed previous suc- 
cess with New Edition. (Luther In- 
gram scored his first hit in some 
time, but his early '70s hits dis- 
qualify him for inclusion as a new 
artist. ) 

Part of the reason for B /U's high 
new artist totals is the fast -moving 
nature of the chart itself, but there 
is also an unquestionable receptivi- 
ty to new artists that I'm sure 
many wish carried over into other 
formats.

CHR improved on 1985's total 
with 22, compared to 20 new artists, 
thereby edging AOR for second 
place among the formats. As usual, 
the spread in geographical origin 
(Britishers, Canadians, Irishmen 
transplanted to Italy, two Austri- 
ans) and styles (Bangles, Boys 
Don't Cry, and Blow Monkeys 
cover quite a range, and that's just 
the "B "'s) was impressive; but 
then again, if CHR can't be eclec- 
tic, who can? 

The surprising development was 
the dropoff in new CHR Breakers 
after the first quarter's nine. The 
next two quarters had five (I 
originally reported four, but decid- 
ed that, in a very narrow technical 
sense, George Michael and Daryl 
Hall should be included), and the 
fourth quarter slid to three: Robbie 
Nevil, Samantha Fox, and Billy 
Vera & The Beaters (the last of 
which became that astounding rar- 
ity, a CHR No. 1 on an independent 
label). 

So it may have been a great year 
for the Fox family (Samantha and 
Sly), but CHR in the last three 
quarters declined as an artist - 
breaking format. Perhaps, as I 
speculated in an earlier column, 
it's merely returning to its tradi- 
tional role as the format that skims 
the top hits from the other formats. 
Let's see what happens in 1987.

There was a lot of talk in Country 
circles about new artists invigorat- 
ing the format. that it was finally 
happening, and the totals this year 
bear it out. After seven new artists 
managed to chart in 1985,18 did the 
trick this past year. Almost all of 
them are fresh, youthful talents, 
and the prognosis seems healthy. 

Thirteen of the 18 emerged dur- 
ing the first half of the year, so 
there was a significant slowdown. 
In the fourth quarter, just two art- 
ists charted for the first time. 
veteran artist /songwriter Rodney 
Crowell and the O'Kanes, whose 
Kieran Kane has had substantial 
hits of his own. 

Nonetheless, there's no reason to 
feel anything but highly optimistic 
about the continued good prospects 
for new artists in Country. If some 
of them start crossing over, 1987 

could be a euphoric year in Nash- 
ville. 

Full-Service AC 
Randy Goodrum 

Full- Service equalled its 1985 

total of one artist, but by its very 
nature (less intensive concentra- 
tion on music) new artist breakouts 
are not expected. The format did 
follow up the music -intensive sta- 
tions on a good percentage of its 
new artist Breakers, and has by no 
means proved to be the sanctuary 
of traditional balladeers and bor- 
derline Easy Listening artists, as 
some had forecast. 

When the first quarter ends, 
we'll be able to see if the gains of 
1986 have been consolidated (and 
the slowdowns of the fourth quarter 
offset). Clearly there's a stronger 
industry awareness and concentra- 
tion on new artists, and it's likely 
that attitude will bear fruit this 
year.

RETAILERS EVALUATE THE NEW MUSIC 

The Street -Level Forecast: Fine 
New music slated for release in the next few months 

will find a warm reception at retail, judging by the com- 
ments of buyers at five of the nation's leading retail 
chains. Labels may break a significant number of develop- 
ing acts, these merchandisers say, because of the shortage 
of new product by major names. 

Nevertheless, two superstars 
dominate any conversation about 
the period: Michael Jackson and 
Whitney Houston. The buyers in- 
terviewed here - for the Music - 
land, Camelot, Record Bar, Sound 
Warehouse, and Record World 
chains, which together represent 
more than 1000 stores - await firm 
release dates on both these pro- 
jects, but March is considered 
possible. 

In sales terms, the availability of 
either album (better still, both) 
will transform the quarter from 
solid to spectacular. Meanwhile, 
these retailers are upbeat about 
new product from a variety of 
other rock, R&B, country, and jazz 
acts. In addition, they agree that 
the arrival of the first four Beatles 
CDs this month (see separate re- 
port) is almost as exciting as the 
recent Springsteen box. 

Jackson A Monster, 
Despite 'Thriller'

Norman Hunter, Manager/Pro-

Record Bar, says he feels "sort of 
sorry" for Michael Jackson, 
"because this album could wind up 
selling, say, ten million and most 
people will call it a stiff, which is 
bullshit."

Starting this year, baby- boomer 
parents the world over can use 
their compact disc players in the 
same way.

Camelot Music VP /Purchasing 
Lew Garrett says he's heard peo- 
ple within his company agree that 
these are the CDs which will finally 
spur them into buying a player. At 
Musicland, the largest-music mer- 
chandiser in the US, VP Bob Hen- 
derson says there's "a pent -up 
demand" for the Beatles on corn- 
pact disc, and that sales will be 
"terrific." 

Early Sales Will 
Help Later Buying 

Record Bar Manager /Product 
Development Norman Hunter 
comments, "I'm expecting great 
things, and we'll be doing major 
campaigns around their release. 
When I first heard Capitol was go- 
ing to put them out in straight 
chronological order, I was disap- 
pointed because I certainly want- 
ed my 'Sgt. Pepper' like everyone 
else. But now I think it's a fortunate 
strategy for retail, because by the 
time we get to the albums which 
will have major CD demand - 
such as 'Pepper' and 'Abbey 
Road' - we'll have had a chance 

to evaluate sales on the early 
titles. We'll have some history to 
help figure out what to buy." 

Will Capitol's supply meet retail's 
demand? At Sound Warehouse, 
head buyer Tracy Donihoo says 
he's heard that only 250,000 of 
each title will be available initially, 
"which is the same trap the 
Springsteen fell into." But 
Camelot's Garrett says, "Capitol 
assures us that, at this point, 
they'll be able to ship our initial 
order - and everybody's - corn - 
plete." A Capitol spokesman told 
R &R that sufficient quantities 
would be available.

Bruce Willis To 
Top Don Johnson? 

Most of the buyers are bullish on 
the Bruce Willis project, given the 
"Moonlighting" star's current 
media exposure. "This album 
looks good," says Lew Garrett, 
VP /Purchasing for 190 -store Cam- 
elot Music. "If we do with it what 
we did with Don Johnson, we'll be 
very satisfied. At this point, 
though, the calls for Willis seem to 
be greater than they were for 
Don." In addition, Garrett -an- 
ticipates strong sales with Bryan 
Adams, the Judds, plus Jackson 
and Houston. Among new acts, he 
cites Tesla and Europe. 

Steve Lerner, Director /Puchas- 
ing for 70 -store Record World, is 
upbeat about the Willis album 
( "based on his personality and ap- 
peal to women, it's going to sell "), 
but his hottest prospect is Houston. 
"This can be bigger than her first," 
he says. "I heard two songs from 
the new album when she played 
Jones Beach last summer, and 
they sounded sensational - 
similar to her other hits, but why 
ruin success? She is the female 
star of the next five years." His 
other releases -to-watch include U2, 
Tesla, Europe, Expose, and Carly 
Simon. 

LP Sales Hold For 
'60s, '70s Artists 

Norman Hunter also predicts ac- 
tivity for Carly, as well as label - 
mate Alan Parsons. "Both appeal 
to the older rock consumer, which 
makes that a challenge for us to 
determine how well the LP will do. 
With artists who established their 
popularity in the '60s or '70s when 
the LP was the dominant product, I 
find that customer base still tends 
to be more LP-oriented." 

On Hunter's good -prospects list 
are the Judds, Hank Williams Jr., 
Gregg Allman ( "the worse he 
treats himself, the better he 
sounds "), Husker Du, Tesla, and 
the Dolly Parton /Linda Ronstadt/ 
Emmylou Harris collaboration. 

Overall, the five merchandisers 
expect better first- quarter /first- 
half results as compared to last 
year. Apart from anticipating new 
music by Jackson, Houston, U2, 
and others, they see continuing 
sales for holiday hits by Bon Jovi, 
the Beastie Boys, Genesis, the 
Bangles, and the Georgia Satel- 
lites. They also predict still greater 
growth for the compact disc . . .

personality to PD to VP /GM. His elevated position entitled 
him to a whole lot of big boy toys, including a brand new 
luxury car with an expensive FM /AM stereo and a cellu- 
lar telephone. 

A stickler for quality, the GM 
was always concerned about his 
station's signal and took great in- 
terest in the settings of the audio 
processing chain. 

Now he was in the car, listening 
to the radio. He was talking on the 
eel phone to his chief engineer, who 
was back at the station on a speak- 
erphone and standing in front of the 
audio rack gizmos, ready to 
receive instructions for fine -tuning 
the output. 

"I don't hear enough high end," 
said the GM. 

"Okay," replied the chief. "I'm 
cranking up the treble. Tell me 
when to stop." 

In a few seconds, the GM said, 
"There! That's about right. Now 
give me more bass. More. A bit 
more.

Label Execs Tell What's Ahead In '87 
What does 1987 hold musically for AC? I contacted 

several top label executives and asked them to discuss key 
releases planned for the next six months. The crystal ball 
is all warmed up and ready, so let's peek and see who - 
and what - is out there. 
A &M: Well- Rounded Mix 
Many of you are no doubt famili- 

ar with British quintet China Cris- 
is, whose current A &M single "Ari- 
zona Sky" is getting AC airplay 
(the group previously recorded on 
Warner Bros.). The cut is describ- 
ed-as a "mix of CHR, AC, and 
Jazz" by A&M Director /Adult Con- 
temporary Promotion Jon Konjoy- 
an, who likens the group to Double 
but "with more tempo." 

A &M newcomer David & David 
also has a new single, "Ain't So 
Easy," which is expected to break 
first in CHR and then hit AC. Also 
look for the Human League's 
"Love Is All That Matters" from 
the "Human" album. 

Two artists will have quick fol- 
low -ups early this year. Sergio 
Mendes will be back with "What 
Do We Mean To Each Other," 
while OMD has a single called "We 
Love You." 

The label also has releases from 
two veteran chart -topping artists. 
Herb Alpert's rhythm -based single 
"Keep Your Eye On Me" doubles 
as the title of his latest album. And 
the company has scheduled a 
March release for Richard Carpen- 
ter's first solo LP. 

Studying his label's product pic- 
ture, Konjoyan sees "a well-round- 
ed mix of different sounds on one 
side and more established artists 
on the other. It reflects what's go- 
ing on in AC right now. There's a 
whole smorgasbord of different 
things on the AC chart." 

RCA: Blending Old & New 
RCA is also slating a mix of the 

old and new over the next few 
months. Label Director /Promotion 
& Trade Relations Bonnie Goldner 
says RCA is looking at great things 
for Restless Heart in 1987. This 
Nashville -based ensemble, de- 
scribed by Bonnie as "an Eagles - 
type group," has had considerable 
success on the Country charts and 
has begun to cross over to AC. An- 
other RCA newcomer is K.T. Oslin, 
also based in Nashville. 

Two other new acts hoping to 
score in '87 are Pseudo Echo and 
the Parachute Club. The path to 
the AC chart for Pseudo Echo 
would appear to be a long one; ac- 
cording to Goldner the label is 
planning to break it first in AOR, 
then CHR, and finally AC. John 
Oates is producing and performing 
on "Love Is Fire," a Parachute 
Club single which, Goldner be- 
lieves, "definitely has AC appeal." 

Also in the works are releases 
from longtime Elton John associ- 
ate Bernie Taupin (set for Febru- 
ary), the Pointer Sisters, Daryl 
Hall, Bruce Hornsby, and Jeffer- 
son Starship (the latter being an 
anthology expected to contain 
some AC material). We can expect 
tbtbear ballads from Hornsby, 

and the Pointers. 

"We're getting songs from our 
established artists that are right up 
AC's alley," Goldner says. "Of all 
the projects we've got scheduled, 
the most effort will go to Restless 
Heart ; I think we'll have good suc- 
cess with it." 

EMI America /Manhattan: 
More Serious About AC 

Earlier this month two of EMI/ 
Manhattan's artists - Corey Hart 
and Glass Tiger - earned Break- 
ers on the R&R AC chart in succes- 
sive weeks. Label executives are 
looking to continue the trend in 
1987. 

One new artist on the product 
schedule is Najee, who performs 
an instrumental version of Anita 
Baker's "Sweet Love." Another 
act receiving attention is ' Ray, 
Goodman, & Brown with the single 
"Take It To The Limit." In the next 
few months material will come 
from some pretty familiar names: 
Paul Davis, Sheena Easton, Kim 
Cames, and Dan Seals. 

whose upcoming releases might 
surprise some folks with their 
"softer" feel, and the Bee Gees, 
who have been relatively silent for 
several years. 

Columbia: Wide Range 
Of Releases 

Always active in AC, Columbia is 
gearing up for the year with re- 
leases from a wide range of artists 
- including traditional AC heavies 
and some fresh blood. The year's 
first project involves newcomers 
the Bums Sisters. This five -woman 
band hails from Ithaca, NY, and 
received TV exposure last July on 
ABC -TV's "After The Sexual 
Revolution: Women in the 
Eighties." Their new release is 
"Listen To The Beat Of My Heart," 
which should open the door for 
many clever station promotions. 

Columbia is also issuing a fol- 
low-up, "I Got A Feeling," to Greg- 
ory Abbott's crossover hit "Shake 
You Down." Also up: Rodney 
Crowell, whose "She Loves The 
Jerk" could win an award for 
"Most Interesting Title "; Billy 
Joel; Toto; Paul Young; and a 
movie-oriented release from Ken- 
ny Loggias. 

Discussing AC's future in 1987, 

priority in 1987 is to establish Luth- 
er Vandross as a core AC artist. 
"Luther is a 25+ artist who ap- 
peals to all spectrums of the 25+ 
demo," Anthony says. "He truly 
appeals to the core demo that AC 
stations are trying to garner. He 
sells albums, cassettes, and CDs, 
but he is not a big singles seller. 
1987 is Luther's year. It's his turn!" 

Perhaps even greater expecta- 
tions rest on Michael Jackson's al- 
bum, planned for release later this 
year. If sales even approach the 
"Thriller" numbers, Epic's collec- 
tive executive heads will start to 
spin. "Anticipation is the key word 
to Michael's album because there's 
something magical about him," 
Anthony observes. 

How do you follow an act like Mi- 
chael Jackson? With Don Johnson, 
of course. Epic expects the "Miami 
Vice" star to put down the shades 
long enough to release "Voice On 
The Hotline." Anthony describes 
Johnson as a "no lose" situation. 
"He has classic female appeal," 
she says, also noting that men don't 
seem to dislike him either. 

The label will also be pushing 
"Something Tells Me," the new LP

They're newcomers from 
Scotland and AC/Promotion Direc- 
tor Dino Barbis insists the group is 
a "perfect band for AC." The Big 
Dish will issue its first single some- 
time in February or March. 

Other 1987 releases will center on 
big name artists. Fleetwood Mac 
will issue a new album, with 
material rumored to be "the 
group's finest since 'Rumours.' " 
Also on tap are Steve Winwood, 

Columbia Director /National Pro- 
motion, AC Sheila Chlanda says, 
"AC radio in the last 20 months has 
become more recurrent than cur- 
rent.

In 
spring /summer '86, the station moved 2.4- 7.0 -6.8 12 +, 
making it the highest -rated major market Gold FM. In 
the fall Arbitron, WKLH was up to 7.7; longtime AOR 
leader WQFM, which had rebounded in the summer, sat 
at a 5.6. 

Two prime differences separate 
WKLH from many of its brethren. 
First, although national consult- 
ants still dominate AOR Gold, 
WKLH is one of the few successful 
homegrown attempts at Classics. 
The other difference lies in 
WKLH's determination to have the 
rudiments of a living, breathing ra- 
dio station.

Among the items offered were 
baseballs from each American 
League team with autographs 
from every player. A basketball 
autographed by Moses Malone, 
Magic Johnson, Julius Erving, and 
others raised more than $1000. 

Frequent live morning show 
broadcasts front billboards, listen- 
ers' homes, and other odd locales 
- such as a bowling alley that host- 
ed a packed "Bowling for Break- 
fast" promotion. Another remote 
was at a local school where Lu- 
czak's partner, Carole Caine, read 
news from the music room, then 
played sax with the school band. 

"Crosby, You & Nash:" When 
David Crosby and Graham Nash 
played Milwaukee in December, 
one winner received a new VCR 
and a video made backstage with 
the pair. Other fall contests includ- 
ed CD players on John Lennon's 
birthday and six "Classic Trips." 

No Rules 
"We've found that there were no 

rules." says Goldstein of WKLH's 
marketing. "We were making 
them up as we went along. Our 
liners were a lot more adventurous 
and image-oriented than a lot of 
other formats; e.g., `for a greater 
variety, you'd have to be in a rec- 
ord store. "' 

WKLH's chief image line at its 
inception was "Why didn't some- 
body think of this before?" That 
spurred the creation of the now- 
syndicated "Drives Me Nuts" spot 
and billboards declaring "Some- 
body had to do it." One unusual 
sales tool mocks up a set of Cliff's 
Notes and contains demographic 
information. 

The last year has seen the Class- 
ics format develop musical rules as 
well. As with many Gold/AOR hy- 
brids, WKLH's music has moved 
considerably in a year ; there's now 
deliberately less title depth or 
genre mix than on other Classics 
outlets, however. It's a very con- 
servative mix for a Gold/AOR, al- 
though if you view the station the 
way Luczak does - as a "Hip AC" 
- the mix becomes far more radic- 
al. Music planning, even with a 
computer, takes 3-4 hours a day, 
twice the preprogramming time of 
a conventional AOR. 

WKLH's music is now considera- 
bly more AOR- imaged and, al- 
though PD Joe Krause denies this 
was by design, male -vocal orient-

ed. (The several hours monitored 
had only one female vocal, "Don't 
Get Me Wrong. ") "Some of the 
poppier early -mid '60s tunes - the 
Raiders, Buckinghams, Judy Col- 
lins - just didn't cut it," says Gold- 
stein. "They were high- novelty, 
high -burn, and they weren't dura- 
ble tunes." 

"When the station signed on, it 
was the Philadelphia Freedom' 
syndrome," adds Krause. "I felt it 
was a little too broad and maybe 
served females more than males. 
We're positioning ourselves be- 
tween WQFM and (CHR) WKTI. 
Since we wanted some of WQFM's 
audience, I said, 'Let's toughen it 
up a little bit. "' 

Although WKLH shared more 
with WKTI, by a few percentage 
points, through the summer it's 
been WQFM that seems hardest 
hit. (One explanation is that, for 
many WKTI listeners, WKLH sim- 
ply replaced WQFM as the "rock" 
button.) Even before WKLH's ar- 
rival, WQFM had started temper- 
ing the metal -heavy image built 
under Andy Bloom and Lee Arnold. 
Under PD Greg Ausham, WQFM is 
down to 30 relatively conservative 
currents, fewer than it once 
reported in heavy rotation alone. 
Despite this, the "nuts" spot por- 
trays an (unnamed) competitor as 
playing "heavy metal yin -yang 
music," something frequently 
disavowed in WKLH's liners. 

"I don't think WQFM even war- 
rants the 'metal -monster' term 
anymore," allows Luczak. "But 
their listeners perceive them as 
such because they did go through 
that four to five -year period. It was 
obvious to us that, whether or not 
they play the same music we do, 
they are perceived as totally differ- 
ent in the marketplace." 

"WQFM has made many direct 
attacks at WKLH," says Goldstein. 
"If I were in their shoes, I would be 
more Concerned with protecting 
my core audience than chasing one 
that no longer belongs to them. 
They're trying to play our game 
and we're not trying to play

theirs." In contrast, he says WKTI 
"understands its audience well. It 
continually markets to them and 
protects its own audience. They've 
taken the high road in dealing with 
us." 

Point Men 
Luczak joined WKLH three 

years ago when it was AC WMGF. 
He and Krause have helmed their 
station together since August, 
when PD Kelly Wallace left after 
four months. "When they were 
talking about me coming in," says 
Krause, "I told Dave, 'I don't want 
to get involved with this. You're go- 
ing to be OD: I'm going to be PD. 
Is this just a title ?' He was very 
straightforward and said, `No 
way.' " 

"Joe is the point man," says Lu- 
czak. "He deals with all the jocks, 
does all the music, and basically 
runs the radio station. My responsi- 
bility is to take care of the morning 
show and also to help with the over-

all sound. I help write and produce 
promos, and give the station some 
texture and feel. No matter how 
hard we work, nobody at the radio 
station works harder than Tom 
Joerres. You can't talk about any of 
us without discussing him." 

"And he's a Milwaukee native," 
adds Krause, "so he's someone I 
rely on. He knows how the things 
we do will go over here. It was his 
idea, for example, to have. Eugene 
Hassenfus, who lives nearby, co- 
host the morning show last 
month." 

Perhaps Hassenfus can smuggle 
WKLH some records. "It's so dif- 
ferent not talking to record 
people," Krause states. "This is 
the first station I've ever worked at 
where record people don't call." 

"We would like to talk to 
people," says Luczak. "It's a bitch 
to have to go buy currents on a sta- 
tion that's dominating the market 
25 -49."

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A Production 
Upswing In '87 

"All systems go" seems to be the operating slogan for 
many labels as they step up, revive, or launch aggressive 
jazz release campaigns in 1987. With CDs a priority on ev- 
eryone's agenda, here's the product outlook for the first 
half of the year. 

Antilles /New Direction 
Island's newly -formed Antilles/ 

New Direction brings the company 
back into the jazz fold. In its hey- 
day Antilles issued albums from 
such highly respected musicians as 
the Heath Brothers, Anthony Brax- 
ton, Joanne Brackeen, and Ronald 
Shannon Jackson. In its present 
configuration, the label will con- 
centrate on new artists under the 
direction of former Europa Presi- 
dent Jean-Pierre Weiler. 

Weiner stresses the non -new age 
label will release at least six new 
records in the next six months: 
"Bush Dance" by Nana Vasconce- 
los ; "Journey To The Urge Within" 
by 22- year -old English sax player 
Courtney Pine (a 12" will accom- 
pany the release) ; "Games" by 
David Mann, another young sax 
player; and "Sonata for Piano and 
Violin" by composer Samuel Zy- 
man. 

Rereleases from the Antilles cat- 
alog include "Of Human Feelings" 
by Ornette Coleman, "Koyaanis- 
qatsi by Phillip Glass, and 
Europa's "Comin' and Goin' " by 
Jim Pepper. 

Atlantic 
Atlantic's Director /Jazz Produc- 

tion John Snyder* says the label 
will primarily focus on reissuing 
catalog items via CDs. He hopes to 
issue 20 per quarter from subsidi- 
ary label, Ateo, Vortex, Embryo, 
and Cotillion.

over 60 by the end of the year. Each 
artist's work will be released on 
LP, cassette, and compact disc.

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Coming Soon To A Desk Near You 
The next few months will bring exciting projects to your desk from established artists as well as an abun- dance of product by new artists - all fighting for a place 

on your radio station. Here are the comments of major -la- 
bel execs on some of their releases for the next six months. 

Capitol /EMI America 
VP /A&R Lynn Shults: 
Lisa Angel le - We'll have some 

product on her in the spring. We 
think we've gotten a focus on what 
she really is musically. The new 
stuff will be pulling on her Louisi- 
ana and Cajun -style mots. It will be 
very contemporary. She's a sensu- 
al vocalist; there are some songs 
that should prove to be very intri- 
guing to radio. 

Suzy Bogguss - Her first single, 
which is just out, is a '40s tune call- 
ed "I Don't Want To Set the World 1í On Fire." It's a totally different 
style of music than what anyone 
has put out in a long time. She's a 
unique stylist with a supper -club 
sound. 

Jay Booker - We found this 
young man when he was a student 
here at Belmont College. He too is 
unique. fis is a fun, upbeat, up- 
scale, tap- your -feet -have -a- great- 
time kind of music. The first single 
is "Hot Red Sweater," due out in 
mid- March. 

T. Graham Brown - "Don't Go 
To Strangers" will be the final sin- 
gle from T.'s first album. We'll re- 
lease his next LP in early spring. 

We think we've defined the mu- 
sical marketplace for T. and we're 
going straight ahead with more of 
the same. The new album may be a 
little looser and freer than the last 
one. It's fun music, combined with 
some great country /blues- oìiented 
singing. 

Barbara Fairchild - Her single, 
"Too Much Money," will be out in 
late February. We believe she's 
one of the more distinctive vocal- 
ists who's ever been on the radio. 
She deserves a chance to be heard 
because of that sound. 

Dobie Gray - Product on him 
will be out this summer. We think 
the "baby- boomers" or "yuppies" 
make up a great deal of the frag- 
mented country audience, and that 
Dobie is viable with that audience. 

Barbara Mandrel] - She'll be 
going into the studio soon with long- 
time producer Tom Collins. The 
album should be out in the sum- 
mer, the single in late spring. 

We're obviously very excited 
about Barbara, because she's one 
of the truly great personalities in 
America. She can sing any type of 
song. The key is to find great songs 
like she had in the past. 

Don McLean - The oldie "He's 
Got You" will be released the latter 
part of February. The album, due

out in late spring, is a compilation 
of six of Don's hits - most of which 
were on United Artists - along 
with four new songs. 

Dana McVicker - Dana is a 
young lady who's been singing in 
local clubs and on demo sessions 
for the last three years. She's an 
energetic, powerful, contemporary 
vocalist. Produced by SKO pro- 
ducer James Stroud, the single will 
be "I'd Rather Be Crazy" and is 
expected at the beginning of Feb- 
ruary. 

Anne Murray - Due in the 
spring, her new album won't be 
"high- tech." We're back to basics: 
great songs, great melodies, great 
vocals. It's contemporary produc- 
tion, but that's normal for Anne. 
We think it will be very palatable to 
radio. The album contains the best 
songs she could find, many from 
Nashville writers. 

New Grass Revival - The next 
single will be from their new album 
and should be out in late spring. 
The last album received critical 
acclaim, and we scored with sales 
to bluegrass music fans. This was 
despite a lack of airplay success. 
This time out we hope to get some- 
thing going on the radio. 

Dan Seals - The next single 
from his current album is "I Will 
Be There" and will be out in a cou- 
ple of weeks. He'll have a new al- 
bum in September. 

Tom Wopat - We're just finish- 
ing an album on Tom, and think he 
can go a long way. It's taken some 
time for people to believe he's a 
serious singer, but the "Rock And 
Roll Of Love" single seems to be 
proving that. It's taken a couple of 
records to get people's attention. 
We think he's one record away 
from exploding. 

Other Capitol /EMI America sin- 

gles and albums to be released in 
the next six months: Marie Os- 
mond, late summer; the Osmond 
Brothers, late spring; and Me 
McDaniel's first greatest hits al- 
bum, featuring two or three new 
tracks which will be singles, in 
mid -May. 

Also due out is Tanya Tucker 
with a single in March and an LP in 
May. Sawyer Brown has an album 
set for late summer with a single in 
the spring. 

Shults also wanted to clear the 
air regarding Don Williams's ru- 
mored retirement. Said Shults, 
"He's decided to take some time 
off. He'll let us know he's ready. 
Once his back gets better and his 
creative juices get flowing, he'll 
be back in the studio. We expect 
an album to be out next January." 

LPs now than she ever has, and we 
attribute the sales to that sound. 
Her new album, scheduled for 

I May, is an LP of that same kind of

Merle Haggard & Willie Nelson - We have a duet project of con- 
siderable substance from these two 
targeted for June. " Pancho & Lef- 
ty" sold more than a million units, 
so we're obviously looking for 
great things from the album. 

O'Kanes - We're very excited 
about the success these two have 
had with their first single "Oh Dar - 
lm'." These guys are here to stay 
and will be a major part of our fu- 
ture. The new single, which should 
be on people's desks now, is called 
"Can't Stop Your Heart." 

Rattlesnake Annie - This lady 
has been around for many years; 
she's a survivor and a real charact- 
er. She's not chromed and polished, 
she's very raw, very pure - al- 
most eclectic. She's Nashville -bas- 
ed and is a hit in Europe with a 
huge cult following. 

We had to talk her into being on a 
label. She says she does quite well 
without us and wanted to know why 
she should be part of all this. She's 
being produced by Buddy Black- 
man and Pat McManus, who did a 
lot of the Exile stuff. A single 
should be out in the next 30 days. 

Rosanne Cash - We expect to 
have product on her this summer. 
She's still talking to prospective 
producers. Rosanne took some ex- 
tra time to do some writing. She al- 
so wanted to screen outside songs. 

Shooters - We're very excited 
about this group from Alabama, all 
from the Muscle Shoals area. Peo- 
ple compare their sound to the 
Eagles. 

The centerpiece of this group, 
and the one who put it together, is 
Walt Aldridge. He wrote "There's 
No Getting Over Me" for Ronnie 
Milsap and "Holding Her and Lov- 
ing You" for Earl Thomas Conley, 
plus he produces Lacy J. Dalton for 
us. They're in the process of doing 
an album, and it should be out in 
the summer. 

The single "They All Come Out 
At Night" brought in more adds 
than we thought it might in the first 
two weeks. It just seems to be the 
kind of thing radio is looking, for 
right now for balance. 

CBS: Columbia and Epic 

CBS /Nashville VP Rick Black- 
burn outlined his label's release 
schedule: 

Asleep At The Wheel - This 
group hasn't had a hit record in 
some years. It's maintained an ex- 
tensive touring schedule and has 
regrouped in the studio. Their sin- 
gle ships this week and the album 
the first week in March. The whole 
campaign is titled "Western Swing 
Ain't Dead ... It's Asleep At The

Wheel." With what's gone on in 
music during the last year or so, 
we figured the time was now right 
and we'd just bring it out and let 
them do what they do. It's our feel- 
ing the public is ready to catch up 
to what the group does, not unlike 
the Willie Nelson phenomenon a 
number of years ago. We feel the 
market is ripe for this kind of 
sound; no one else is doing Texas 
swing on a regular basis. 

Janie Frickie - We've discover- 
ed a sound witli Janie on the record 
"Always Have, Always Will." That 
one still won't stop selling. This 
sound, created with Non-o Wilson, 
is right for her. She's selling more 

Sweethearts Of The Rodeo - 
The single out now is the third cut 
from the album. We've had good 
chart success, but the best thing is 
that the album is selling. We don't 
know yet what the next single will 
be, but it will come from the cur- 
rent album. We have no reserva- 
tions about going four deep, be- 
cause the music is there. We're 

looking at the fall for their second 
album. 

Union Station - Also out of Mus- 
cle Shoals, we have an as- yet -un- 
named band that comes from a 
production deal we have with Walt 
Aldridge and Rick Hall. I think 
we're going to call them Union Sta- 
tion. They have seven cuts done, 
and we'll have a single in June or 
July. The lead singer's voice is 
very distinctive, somewhere bet- 
ween a Lee Greenwood and Randy 
Owen with a traditional sound. 

Ricky Van Shelton - This new 
kid from Virginia is really starting 
to gain a lot of adds. We're just one 
single out of the album, which just 
shipped. Our plan is to go four deep 
in his "Wild Eyed Dream" LP as 
well. We're not certain which songs 
will be singles. 

Bruce Hinton 

MCA 
MCA /Nashville Sr. VP Bruce 

Hinton: We're not going to sign a 
lot of new people; we'll maximize 
the effort on the people we have. 
There's a wholly different album 
Sales plateau we want to reach 
with our established artists. 

Here's his release outline for the 
next six months: 

Glen Campbell - We anticipate 
signing Glen very soon, and hope to 
have a new album in June. This re- 
unites Glen with MCA/Nashville 
President /Producer Jimmy Bow- 
en. A little trivia: when Bowen 
produced "Strangers In The 
Night" for Frank Sinatra, Glen 
played lead guitar. 

Desert Rose Band - This group 
features Chris Hillman and Herb 
Pedersen, is produced by Paul Wor- 
ley, and an LP will be out in April 
or May. Chris and Herb have eclec- 
tic backgrounds. Both are steeped 
in bluegrass tradition. Chris was a 
founding member of the Byrds. 
Herb has been a stalwart of the 
L.A. studio /session scene. The only 
way to describe the sound is to say 
it's unique. 

Steve Earle - The final single

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from the current LP. "Goodbye's 
All We've Got Left," is just out. His 
new album is due in late May. He 
will easily meet the promise of his 
first album. 

Lee Greenwood - At this time, 
we don't anticipate a single from 
the current album. In late May 
we'll release a new LP, Lee's first 
produced by Jimmy Bowen. We'll 
be coming with something of a new 
sound. Lee is a singer's singer. 
Bowen has proven time and time 
again what he can do with someone 
like that, and we're expecting 
something very special from those 
sessions. 

Nanci Griffith - She has a tre- 
mendous following from the folk 
circuit she's worked for years and 
from the "Austin City Limits" PBS 
TV show. We just released "Lone 
Star State Of Mind" and have ship- 
ped her first album. There's no de- 
cision yet on the next single. 

Patty Loveless - Her first al- 
bum is just out. The followup single 
to "Wicked Ways" will be "I Did." 
You might remember it was re- 
leased once before, but at that time 
we weren't ready for an album. So 
we made the decision to pull it after 
about ten days and wait until we 
had an album to back it up. 

Lyle Lovett - His new single, 
"God Will," has now been shipped. 
The next album won't be until fall. 

Reba McEntire - Late spring 
will see the release of a "Greatest 
Hits" album. It'll feature one new 
cut that'll be out as a single. I can't 
talk about it yet, but it promises to 
be something special. 

Bill Monroe - Coming in March 
or April will be a digitally record- 
ed album produced by Emory Gor- 
dy Jr. This is very special. Bill, of 
course, is the father of bluegrass 
music and truly a legend. Being 
able to capture him in a digital 
mode will be very important down 
the line. We haven't decided wheth- 
er or not we'll release singles from 
this album. 

Oak Ridge Boys - Their new 
digitally recorded album will be 
out in mid- February, their first 
with new producer Jimmy Bowen. 
The first single, "It Takes A Little 
Rain To Let Love Grow," was sent 
out last week. 

Riders In The Sky - Emory 
Gordy Jr. will be producing an LP 
on Dot, due in late May. Until the 
music is done, it's hard to tell 
whether or not there will be a sin- 
gle released to radio. 

John Schneider - The new LP 
on John will be out in April, and 
will feature a new, high- energy 
sound. Also, John's stepping up his 
touring schedule this year, which 
will include a number of dates with 
Alabama. 

Ray Stevens - Just out is a 
"Greatest Hits" package. It in- 
cludes his single hits of the past 
and "Mississippi Squirrel 
Revival." A single from his latest 
album will be out in a couple of 

- weeks called "Can He Love You 
Half As Much As I Do." Don't let 
the serious title fool you - it's hil- 
arious. 

George Strait - "Ocean Front 
Property" is one of George's fast- 

est- breaking singles. The album, 
whïch was just released, is expect- 
ed to top 400,000 sales out of the 
box. 

Conway Twitty - In early 
March we'll release what may be 
the finest album of Conway's ca- 
reer. It features an updated, today 
kind of sound. The first single is 
"Julia" and will be out in two or 
three weeks. Jimmy Bowen pro- 
duced this as well. 

Steve Wariner - The first single 
from the new album is "Small 
Town Girl." The LP will be out in 
mid- February. 

Joe Polidor 

Mercury-Smash- 
Compleat/PolyGram 

Director /Country Marketing Joe 
Polidor describes the release high- 
lights for the months ahead. 

Johnny Paycheck - The title is 
"Modern Times," planned for late 
March. "Old Violin" did very well 
and went a long way towards 
bringing Paycheck back as having 
the strongest voice in country mu- 
sic, or certainly one of the strong- 
est. We're preparing to release a 
single called "Come To Me," a 
song we feel may be one of the big- 
gest country hits of the year. 

Kris Kristofferson - We just 
shipped a brand new album called 
"Repossessed," Kris's first solo al- 
bum in six years. The first single 
out of it will be "They Killed Him," 
which should be in the stores now. 
We feel it's an across -the -board hit 
album that will be represented 
with strong support at college and 
AOR, as well as Country. It's a 
very appropriate album for the 
times and a personal statement of 
Kris's about the way he looks at 
life. It was produced by Chips 
Moman. 

Johnny Cash - His album, still 
untitled, is tentatively scheduled 
for late March but we have not de- 
cided on a single. 

Kathy. .Mattea - She is on the 
verge of exploding. We're just ship- 
ping out her single "You're The 
Power." We expect a very strong 
entry with this. There's a great, 
very positive response from radio. 
No negatives anywhere, and the al- 
bum is starting to do very well at 
the retail level. We're looking to do 
a lot of things to increase her visi- 
bility over the coming months. 

The Everly Brothers - They are 
getting ready to record another al- 
bum. They are signed to PolyGram 
International, and a lot of their pro- 
duct has worked on a number of 
formats. 

David Lynn Jones - He wrote 
"Living In The Promiseland" for 
Willie. David's a charismatic artist 
who has a good personality and 
good stage presence. His music is 
straight -ahead country, yet very 
contemporary in terms of what ra- 
dio says they want and what the 
public is responding to. He's in the 
studio cutting material with four or 
five sides finished. We're looking at 
several possible songs to be releas- 
ed in February. 

Larry Boone - He's just been 
with the label six months and we're 
getting ready to cut some more 
material. We've had limited suc- 
cess with Larry - enough to make 
us believe and know we're right 
about his tremendous potential. 
We've simply got to find the right 
material and take our time. His 
music is straight, pure country. I 
don't have any singles scheduled 
with a title on it. We're looking at 
releasing one the latter part of Feb- 
ruary. 

We are going to do an awful lot of 
reissues this year with 80-100 al- 
bums. It'll run the gamut of Tom 
Jones to Hank Williams Jr. and Sr., 
Mel Tillis, etc. PolyGram has 
made a strong commitment to 
working with our catalog. It's a 
very viable part of our sales. 

Alan Bernard 

MTM 
Chairman /CEO Alan Bernard 

described MTM's upcoming sched- 
ule: 

Almost Brothers - The music 
due from these guys will be a little 
harder and more country than 
they've been doing. As hard as all 
our other acts work, these two have 
outdone themselves stomping the 
bushes on their own behalf. They 
asked for a company car and set 
out to visit radio - over 100 sta- 
tions. Radio likes them and wants 
to help. The trip will bear fruit, we 
just have to find the right songs. 

Girls Next Door - We've ship- 
ped a single from the Girls' first 
album "Walking In the Rain." 
They're finishing the new album 
right now, and it should be out by 
mid- spring. 

Holly Dunn - She has a new sin- 
gle out on WB with Michael Martin 
Murphey. Her next solo single, 
which will be from her new album, 
won't be out until after this record 
has run its course. 

Judy Rodman - Her new LP 
will be titled "A Place Called 
Love." Judy had a great first year, 
and we're looking for exciting 
things from this album. 

Marty Haggard - We have a 
single coming out in the next cou- 
ple of weeks called "Weekend Cow- 
boy." It's a live cut. We'll have an 
album out on him in the next six to 
eight months. 

SKO - Thom Schuyler and Fred 
Knoblock are in working on tunes 
now. The followup to "Baby's Got 
A New Baby" will be from the cur- 
rent album, "American Me," with 
Thom singing lead. 

(Ed. Note: Paul Overstreet has 
left the group and a replacement - 
if there will be one - has yet to be 
named. The group's name will re- 
main SKO.) 

Bernard added, "The next LPs 
out on Holly, Judy, and the Girls 
Next Door, all due in the next six to 
eight months, will be the first time 
we'll have music out on them that's 
brand new material. The music is 
tailor -made to hit the market 
they've found with their style. The 
first albums out on them were 
combinations of new things and 
songs that were recorded a couple 
of years ago, product we acquired 
when we first went into business."

VP /GM/Nashville Joe Galante: 
Baillie & The Boys - This group 

is produced by Kyle Lehning and 
Paul Davis and has a fresh and ex- 
citing sound; their harmonies are 
unique. Lead vocalist Kathy Baillie 
is a wonderful singer, and they're 
all accomplished players. The first 
single is called "Oh Heart," and 
will be out in early 
spring. 

Foster and Lloyd - Radney Fos- 
ter and Bill Lloyd both write for 
MTM (they did Sweethearts Of The 
Rodeo's `Since I Found You ") . 

Radney refers to the group as a 
"country garage band." It's great 
music; it has an edge to it, and the 
lyrics are very accessible to our 
format. They're young, bright, ar- 
ticulate guys. The first music from 
them should appear in late spring - 
early summer. 

Vince Gill - The reason for 
Vince's absence in the market- 
place was because he was spending 
his time learning his songwriting 
craft. He's been writing on his own 
and with Randy Goodrum, Mark 
Germino, Don Schlitz, Guy Clark, 
and Rhonda Fleming. Richard 
Landis, who produces Eddie Rab- 
bitt and Juice Newton for us, pro- 
duced this LP. It has some great 
moments on it. 

Vince has always been vocally 
perfect, but the writing and emo- 
tion came together better this time 
than ever before. We haven't deci- 
ded on the first single, but it will be 
out around March. 

Bruce Hornsby & The Range - 
We'll be working the "Mandolin 
Rain" single. To a large degree it 
was comments from radio that 
made our decision to work this 
Country. We had many stations 
saying this act fits the format and 
should be played. In some cases 
people had been playing cuts from 
the LP with great success. 

Hornsby's from Virginia. The 
lyrics and the music fit everything 
Country is trying to do as a format. 

Joe Galante 

A big help will be that Restless 
Heart is opening a number of 
Hornsby dates. 

Louise Mandrel) - For a dif- 
ferent twist, Louise is being pro- 
duced by Harold Shedd and Mark 
Wright. In the past, Louise has got- 
ten the airplay and many people 
have become major fans of hers. 
The problem we've had is we've 
never hit the right tunes. Harold 
and Mark have delivered some ex- 
cellent songs. The first single, due 
in March, was written by Richard 
Leigh (who composed "Don't It 
Make My Brown Eyes Blue ") and 
is called "Why Do I Have To Say 
Goodbye." 

Ronnie Milsap - He's in the 
studio with Kyle Lehning and Rob 
Galbraith. The answer to the ques- 
tion is "Yes, there's an oldie on it." 
It's "Ain't Too Proud To Beg" and 
he nails that sucker. 

There will also be a lot ff 
"newies" written by a number of 
different people. There are some 
neat surprises on this album; it's 
Ronnie's best in a while. There's 
a great emotion. He ranges from 
the bluesy Country feel that sent 
him to the top to music with that 
AC sound to it. It's a great blend 
and balance. The three producers 
in the studio (including Ronnie) 
have come up with some great 
ideas. 

Juice Newton - She's in the 
studio now with Richard Landis. 
They're working in the same direc- 
tion, a contemporary Country 
sound. We pulled six singles from 
the last LP, all of which went top 
five, top ten, or number one. 

K.T. Oslin - K.T. is produced by 
Harold Shedd. The whole basis for 
the signing is that her lyrics are 
such "today" lyrics, as opposed to 
reflecting the role in which the 
woman has always been depicted. 
She plays on her words differently 
than anybody I've heard. K.T. has 
that attitude we heard that con- 
sumers in our focus groups want- 
ed: that "speak to us in our terms 
of today" attitude. She wrote eight 
of the nine songs on the album. 
Anita Pointer heard one of the 
tunes, "Eighties Ladies," and is 
doing it on the next Pointer Sisters 
TV special. 

Following "Wall Of Tears" will 
be one of her compositions, "I'll 
Always Come Back." 

Sylvia - We have a greatest hits 
album coming that includes a cou- 
ple of new cuts that'll be singles.

An Industry Parable: After years of growth, there al- 
ways comes a time when clothes no longer must be bought 
two sizes too large and attention can finally be given to 
precision tailoring and overall appearance. 

While optimistic by nature, A &R 
and marketing directors went out 
of their way in recent phone con- 
versations to express a renewed 
urgency in the belief that 1987 is the 
year of "precision tailoring." With 
a few notable exceptions, label ex- 
citement centers around follow -up 
projects from Contemporary 
Christian veterans, rather than 
never -heard -before first -timers. 
The expressed hope is that the 
rapid artistic growth felt over the 
past few years is slowing enough to 
give more attention to content, in 
the sense of artistic identity and 
musical integrity, with less em- 
phasis placed on the always evolv- 
ing - and often consuming - ex- 
perimentation with technical form.
