NAB, Pacifica Press FCC
On Defining Indecency

The NAB is asking the FCC to
clarify new government indecency
standards and reinstitute the 10pm
‘“safe harbor’” for broadcasts
featuring offensive language.

In a petition filed with the FCC,
NAB said the indecency standards
are “constitutionally suspect” and
raise ‘“‘serious questions of vague-
ness and overbreadth.”” NAB said
the Commission should specifically
define program matter that is
“patently offensive” and should
describe the factors which com-
prise “contemporary community
standards for the broadcast medi-
um.’)

Pointing out that the FCC’s re-
cent policy statement restricts the
broadcast of indecent material to
times when children are not in the
audience, NAB suggested that a
“bright line” test — a specific time
period, such as 10pm — be estab-
lished to make it clear when con-
troversial broadcasts are permit-
ted. The broadcasters’ group sug-
gested that absent any such test,
the entire indecency policy could
be unconstitutional because it fails
to establish reasonable restrictions
for channeling adult material.

“The Commission cannot consti-
tutionally take action which would
reduce the adult population to
viewing or listening to only what is
fit for children,” the NAB petition
said.

The group also urged that broad-
casters now under investigation
not be punished for violating the
new standards unless the guide-
lines are clarified, and that any
case findings apply only to future
violations.

Pacifica Wants Direction

In other legal action on the in-
decency front, the Pacifica Foun-
dation has stepped up its challenge
of the FCC’s new indecency and
obscenity policies by requesting
that the Commission speed up its
review of a proposed broadcast of
James Joyce’s ‘“Ulysses.”

“Obviously it’s putting the ques-
tion sqarely on the line,” said
Pacifica attorney William Byrnes.
“We wanted to make them aware
that these policies are so vague and
restrictive that they are inherently
ridiculous.”

Pacifica recently asked the FCC
to rule in advance whether it could
broadcast a program laced with
obscenities. Pacifica said it plann-
ed to air the material over
WBAI/New York on June 16 at
11pm, and would precede it with a
content warning announcement. In
its petition, the noncommercial
broadcaster provided samples of
blue language it intended to air —
but didn’t identify the material any
further. Pacifica said it would not
air the material if the FCC deemed
it to be indecent.

The FCC subsequently discover-
ed the the graphic content was a
soliloquy from the literary master-
piece. For the past five years,
Pacifica has traditionally broad-
cast live readings from Ulysses on
June 16, a date known as “Blooms-
day,” in honor of the book’s central
character.

In its new petition, Pacifica says
it didn’t feel the need to identify the
source of the controversial mater-
ial because it presented all the in-
formation “which appeared to be
relevant” under the new indecency
standard — specifically, the use of
words and phrases referring to
sexual or excretory activities.

McKinney Says Jury
Still Out

FCC Mass Media Bureau chief
James McKinney recently warned
broadcasters that a program may
be considered ‘“‘indecent” by the
Commission even if it has redeem-
ing artistic or literary value and is
not legally considered to be
““obscene.”

“Just because indecent words
are within the lyrics of a song does
not make it not indecent. It’s still
indecent. It can be within Tchai-

kovsky, but it’s still indecent,”
McKinney said at the National
Public Radio Conference three
weeks ago.

The FCC official said the Pacif-
ica matter will now receive close
scrutiny, but he denied reports that
a décision had already been reach-
ed.

“The words have now been plac-
ed in context and they’ve given us
the entire ‘Ulysses’ thing. I suspect
that the general counsel’s office
will now sit down and take a care-
ful look at it,” said McKinney. “No
decision has been made.

McKinney said commission of-
ficials are not likely to become in-
volved with precensorship of pro-
grams, but additional guidance on
the indecency issue is likely in the
future.

FEDS PLAN SPOILER TEST

Marantz Sets DAT Debut

As the government’s National
Bureau of Standards figures out
how to test the DAT-blocking Copy-
code system, US audio manufac-
turer Marantz has announced
plans to market a digital audio tape
recorder in the fall.

These latest developments oc-
curred within days of each other.
The NBS received Thursday (5/28)
a formal request from House and
Senate subcommittees to run the
Copycode tests. Marantz declared
its marketing plans Monday (6/1)
at the Consumer Electronics Show
in Chicago.

According to the letter sent to
NBS Director Dr. Ernest Ambler
by Sen. Dennis DeConcini (D-AZ)
and Rep. Robert Kastenmeier
(D-WI), three questions are to be
put to the test:

¢ Does the Copycode scanner
system prevent digital audio tape
machines from recording?

* Does the system diminish the

quality of the prerecorded material
into which the “notch” is inserted
(i.e., the removal of a “sliver” of
sound from the recording)?

e Can the system be bypassed,
and if so, how easily?

The Congressional request does
not offer technical criteria for the
study, having asked the two sides
— the recording and electronics in-
dustries — to provide these (R&R
5/29).

A Bureau spokesman said a for-
mal reply, including the cost of the
test, was being prepared. He could
not say how long it would take.

Meanwhile, Marantz was report-
ed as taking orders for a limited
number of DAT machines for fall
delivery, with a retail price tag of
between $1500 and $2000.

No other major hardware manu-
facturers have announced DAT
marketing moves in the US, large-
ly because of the home taping con-
troversy.

Restless Heart Ends Country
Crossover Drought With CHR Debut

Restless Heart’s “I'll Still Be
Loving You' debuted at 36 on the
CHR chart this week. That makes
it the first record to cross over
from Country to the CHR chart
since 1983.

The last crossover hit was “Is-
lands In The Stream’ by Kenny
Rogers & Dolly Parton, both of
whom had scored CHR hits previ-
ously. Rogers had two CHR-chart-
ing records subsequently, ‘‘This
Woman” and ‘“What About Me”
(with Kim Carnes and James In-
gram), but neither charted Coun-

try and thus can’t be considered
Country crossovers. Nor can Willie
Nelson’s 1984 duet with Julio Ig-
lesias, “To All The Girls I've Loved
Before,”” a simultaneous AC/Coun-
try/CHR hit.

Restless Heart, in contrast, has
no previous CHR track record, em-
phasizing the unusual nature of the
group’s achievement. The record’s
success is also widely regarded in
the country music industry as a
key breakthrough for country,
which seemed in danger over the
last four years of losing the ability

House Expected To Pass Fairness Legislation

The House of Representatives was expected at
presstime to overwhelmingly pass legislation codifying
the Fairness Doctrine into law. A full vote by the House
was scheduled for Wednesday (6/3). Since the Senate
overwhelmingly approved the bill two months ago, it was
to be immediately sent to President Reagan for his con-

sideration.

While the Justice Department
has previously opposed the bill, the
White House has not publicly taken
a stand. /Broadcasting organiza-
tions such as the NAB and RTNDA
are vigorously lobbying for a
Presidential veto. White House of-
ficials are said to be concerned
about the possibility that such a
veto would be overturned in Con-
gress.

Patrick Warned
By Congress

FCC Chairman Dennis Patrick
was grilled by the House Telecom-
munications subcommittee on the
issue last week, and was warned
that Congress will not allow any
further deregulation of the public
interest standard in broadcasting.

In a series of attacks on the
deregulatory philosophy of Pat-
rick’s predecessor, Mark Fowler,
subcommittee Chairman Edward
Markey (D-MA) said, “The time
has come for Congress to restore
the primacy of the public interest
standard. This subcommittee will
be an active participant in telecom-
munications policy planning and
development this year.”

Patrick received a tougher
greeting from House Energy and
Commerce Committee Chairman
John Dingell (D-MI), who made a
special appearance at the hearing.
Noting that the Fairness Doctrine
“was moving forward toward en-
actment with considerable vigor,”
Dingell asked if Patrick would con-
test its constitutionality in court.
Patrick deflected the question, say-
ing he thought its “constitutionality
is suspect” but would wait and see
what legal proceeding might
develop before determining what
his position in court might be. The

answer caused Dingell to eyeball
the young chairman, and a hush
fell over the hearing room.
“Failure to enforce the Fairness
Doctrine would have unpleasant
consequences for the Commission
up here,” Dingell warned sternly.

New Limits On Station
Trafficking Proposed

Further indications of the chang-
ing regulatory winds on Capitol
Hill came last week when the
“Broadcasting Improvements Act

of 1987” (S.1277) was introduced by
Senate Communications Subcom-
mittee Chairman Daniel Inouye
(D-HI) and Sen. Ernest Hollings
(D-SC). The legislation calls for
reinstatement of the three-year an-
titrafficking rule, couples public
service programming with license
renewal, and codifies minority and
women preferences in broadcast
licensing proceedings.

Saying that many broadcasters
are making the bottom line their
“exclusive goal,” Inouye warned in
a statement accompanying the bill
that government intervention was
necessary to protect the public in-
terest.

““Our objective here is to impose
selected requirements to strength-
en the incentives of broadcasters to

serve the public interest. We do not
intend in an way to return to the
days of extensive government
oversight of the broadcast in-
dustry. That is simply not war-
ranted,” he said.

In addition to current require-
ments involving applicant
character and technical standards,
the bill sets two new standards for
license renewal. The FCC would be
required to evaluate a
broadcaster’s programming ef-
forts and determine if:

“(A) the licensee’s programm-
ing, as a whole, has been meritori-
ous and has responded to the in-
terests and concerns of the
residents in its service area, in-
cluding through the coverage of
issues of local importance.

Radio Moscow Interferes
With 1040 kHz Stations

“It’s 4:00, and this is Scott Robbins on the station the
Russians can’t get rid of.” That’s the new sign-on at
WHBO/Pinellas Park (Tampa) since last Sunday, when
Radio Moscow flooded the U.S. 1040 kHz frequency, caus-
ing interference to 16 U.S. stations.

The Soviet broadcast was
presumed to be coming from a Cu-
ban transmitter at a power of
300,000 watts. WHBO PD Robbins
said, “The FCC called us on Friday
and requested that we voluntarily
go dark so they could monitor the
signal. They didn't want us to
make a big deal about it.”

WYFX/Boynton Beach, FL was
also contacted by the Commission.
WYFX President Gary Lewis’s
prepared statement for the
station’s formal complaint filing
with the FCC says, “Radio Moscow
is estimated to be operating at
300,000 watts, six times the power
of any U.S. station. If it ever broad-
cast at night, Radio Moscow would
cover the entire U.S. and parts of
Canada.”

While WYFX declined to say
more about the Soviet transmis-
sion, WHBO’s Robbins told R&R
that the 5-minute off-air interlude
was announced in advance to lis-
teners. “Some people thought this
was just a publicity stunt,” he said.
The station received hundreds of
calls after “Radio Moscow came
booming in,” Robbins said. The sit-
uation was covered by a local tele-
vision station, Cable News Net-
work, and ABC’s “Good Morning
America.”

Interference to WHBO was no-
ticeable the whole day, according
to Robbins, especially on the open
mike. “Aside from the fact that it’s
downright boring, it’s garbage —
propaganda,”” Robbins commented

about the Soviet broadcast, which
was in English.

WHBO will also file a formal
complaint with the FCC, Robbins
said. The Soviets said in their first
May 23 broadcast on the frequency

communications Union.

US Information Agency Director
Charles Z. Wick is expected to dis-
cuss the interference problem with
Soviet officials during his visit to
the Soviet Union later this week.
“If we could get reciprocal access
to AM frequencies in the Soviet
Union, it would be fine for us to fa-
cilitate access here,” Wick said.
“If they'd like to do it legally, we’ll
talk about it.”

(B) the operation of the station
by such licensee has been free of
any willful or repeated failure to
observe the provision of this Act.”

No More Ownership Limit
Changes, Return
Of 3-Year Rule

The bill would require buyers to
hold stations for at least three
years, unless the sale is necessi-
tated by the death or disability of
station principals, “unavailability
of capital or other materially
changed circumstances,” or is sold
to a minority group member. It
also prohibits the FCC from repeal-
ing or altering the multiple owner-
ship rules which currently limit
ownership to 12 AM, 12 FM, and 12
TV stations.

Hearings on the bill are expected
to begin within a month.

Brokers Predict
Severe Impact

The reaction from the broadcast
financial community to the bill so
far has been one of alarm, with
brokers predicting a cutback of in-
stitutional financing of radio prop-
erties.

“They’re going to dry up capital
and they’re going to hurt a lot of
people,” said Gary Stevens of Wer-
theim Schroder & Co. “It could
have a significant impact on sta-
tion prices. In effect, this will take
the liquidity out of the market.”

Stevens said many investment
bankers will be reluctant to finance
radio stations if the bill passes, be-
cause they will not want to be lock-
ed into a lengthy period of low fi-
nancial returns if a station’s per-
formance slips. Other financiers
expect that the very introduction of
the bill will cause investment ac-
tivity to slow down.

“We'll see a flurry of station
trading activity if this gets passed,
a flurry of sales to avoid the
holding period,” said Bob Maccini
of Chapman Associates. “There’s
no question it’s going to dampen
station trading and the availability
of capital.”

KLBJ Sale
Fall Apart

The long-pending $27.5 million sale
of KLBJ-AM & FM/Austin to the Chase
Group has fallen apart. LBJ Co. Presi-
dent Donald Thomas said the pur-
chaser failed to meet financial
deadlines for closing the deal. The sale
was approved by the FCC last
December, but negotiations were ex-
tended several times to allow Anthony
Chase to completé financing on the
package, which would have set a
record for AM-FM combo sales.

corporations. Kellogg Co. and RJR
Nabisco Inc. have decided to boycott
the new 5% Florida advertising tax,
which will take effect July 1. Campbell
Soup Co., General Foods Corp., and
Coca-Cola are among other companies
discussing possible boycotts, accord-
ing to Advertising Age. Independent
Florida Agrinet Radio Network Presi-
dent Gary Cooper reported an out-of-
state client that has postponed a deal
worth $80,000 to $100,000. Florida
Governor Martinez and other officials
say they see no effect on Florida busi-
ness except fewer sales of products
whose companies refuse to advertise
because of the tax.

Taft Loss For
Broadcasting

Totals
$53.1 Million

Taft Broadcasting Co. is reporting a
$53.1 million net loss for the fiscal year
ending March 31, compared with net
earnings of $19.4 milion for the
previous year. The company attributes
most of the problem to a $58.2 million
loss suffered during the sale of its five
independent TV stations. Revenues for
the year totalled $499.8 million, up six
percent from $472.8 million last year.
Company directors are considering an
offer to sell the fim to a partnership
controlled by Cincinnati financier Carl
Lindner.

New Partners For Turner

The CNN Radio Network is about to
have some new owners. The Federal
Trade Commission and the US Justice
Department have cleared the sale of a
37% stake in Turner Broadcasting
Systemn, and the federal government
granted an early termination of the re-
quired 30-day review period for an-
titrust considerations. TBS will sell
37% of common stock at $576.4 mil-
lion to United Cable TV Corp., Time
Inc. of New York, and Tele-Commun-
ications, Inc. of Denver in order to
refinance some of the debt incurred
from last year's acquisition of the MGM
film library. Ted Turner's voting power
will be reduced from 80% to just over
50% when the deal is completed later
this week.

Metroplex To
Sell Washington
Stations

A choice broadcast property in the
nerve center of America is now on the
block. Metroplex Communications is
entertaining offers for WCPT & WCXR/
Washington. The asking price:
“north of $20 million,” says Gary
Stevens of Wertheim Schroeder, who
is brokering the deal. The sale comes
as Chairman Norman Wain decides he
wants to drop out of broadcasting and
sell the business to President Robert
Weiss. The sale of the Washington
properties is designed to help reduce
debt required to takeover the entire
group of 13 stations.

Radio Tells FCC: Cool It
On Call Letter Changes

Broadcasters are overwhelmingly
opposed to any tinkering with the cur-
rent radio station call letter system, ac-
cording to a mass of legal briefs recent-
ly filed with the FCC.

“If it ain't broke, don't fix it,” said
Capital Broadcasting Corp., the own-
er of WTRG/Rocky Mount, NC., ex-
pressing the general industry senti-
ment.

The FCC recently proposed a
sweeping overhaul of call sign rules re-
cently in Mass Media Docket 87-11.
Among them:

¢ Eliminating the geographic restric-
tions for using “K” and “W" call signs;

* Allowing the same call signs to sta-
tions in different broadcast services
(AM, FM, TV) where the stations are
not commonly owned;

e Streamlining the “first-come-first-
served’ rules involving call-sign trans-
fers in station ownership transactions.

Massive Public Confusion
Predicted

While the FCC still has the proposals
under review, broadcasters were virtu-
ally unanimous in their contention that
massive “public confusion” would re-
sult from changing the current system.

“Deregulation merely for the sake of
change does not serve the public inter-
est,” said Knight Quality Stations, the
licensee of WHEB/Portsmouth, NH.

Broadcasters cited at least a dozen
reasons why the Commission should
not adopt the proposed amendments.
The most common objections were
summed up by Shamrock Broadcast-
ing's statement that “the Commission’s
proposal will engender distorted audi-
ence measurements, injury to ratings
services, advertisers, and advertising
agencies, loss of good will and reputa-
tion, and general economic harm to the
broadcasting industry.” Unnecessary
lawsuits and the thousands of call letter
assignments already available under
the existing system were other reasons
cited.

Arbitron’s list of probable negative
effects was based on its findings that
“call letters are the principal means by
which the broadcasting industry and
the generai public identify stations and

that confusion is created by call letter
assignment changes.”

Sarkes Tarzian Inc., the owner of
WGTC & WTTS/Bloomington, IN,
voiced concern that “the potential for
confusion in diaries used by rating ser-
vices would be enormous if the use of
common call signs in different services
by independently owned stations is
permitted.”

Group W Broadcasting, pointing to
its stations KYW/Philadelphia and
KDKA/Pittsburgh, said, “If ever there
was an unnecessary change for the
sake of change proposal, this is it.”

FCC Recordkeeping Blasted

In a joint filing, Taft and EZ Com-
munications warned that allowing dif-
ferent stations to use identical calls
would create a paperwork nightmare
and aggravate existing problems with
the FCC's filing system.

“One of the worst sources of poten-
tial confusion is at the Commission
itself. It is common knowledge that the
Commission’s present license files
contain misfled material and some-
times fail to include such essential
documents as renewal applications . . .
the present misfiling problems are cer-
tain to become even worse, making it
more difficult for members of the public
and licensees themseives to locate
essential documents,” they said.

Lone Wolf Supports Change

Virtually the only broadcaster to sup-
port the proposed rule change is Andy
James Fakas, the owner of Spanish-
formatted KCAL/Redlands, CA. He
said the proposal “rids the Commission
of an unnecessary and overbroad rule
which discriminates against individual
station owners in favor of multiple sta-
tion owners.” He says stations in the
same community which do not broad-
cast in the same language should be al-
lowed to use the same basic call let-
ters.

While citing the availability of 35,152
possible call sign combinations under
present rules, other broadcasters sug-
gested allowing stations to use the “N”
prefix, which is currently reserved for
military use with naval vessels.

Instructor Blasts “Hard, Fast,
Caustic”’ Radio Atmosphere

Recently I received this letter from Ed Joyce, an in-
structor at Bellevue High School in Bellevue, Washington:

“I teach radio-television in a
state-certified vocational course.
One of the assignments is to send a
tape and resume, along with a
cover letter, to at least two sta-
tions.

“Enclosed are copies of two re-
sponses one of my students receiv-
ed — one from KMBY/Monterey,
the other from KPLZ/Seattle.

“The KMBY letter shows the stu-
dent how hard and fast (sarcastic
and caustic) the real radio world
can be. While this letter at least is a
response, it lacks courtesy. But it
still is a valuable lesson for my stu-
dents.

“The second letter, from an un-
doubtedly busier PD (not an assis-
tant), is in sharp contrast to the
first. It is personal and courteous,
and it offers specific, constructive
tips and encouragement.

“It is this second letter that my
future air personalities will model
their professionalism after. It
bears repeating: what goes around
comes around. And believe me,
many of us job-seekers have L-O-
N-G memories.”

1. Remember, less is more. The
more condensed your thoughts, the
easier they are for people to com-
prehend; i.e., in the weather you
said, ‘Drive carefully,” That may
not seem like much, but it’s one
more thing you can leave out.

2. Be specific. When you give the
time always make it digital. It
gives the listener one less thing to
distract his attention. The temp
should always be a specific num-

ber — ‘34’ as opposed to ‘the
mid-30s.” ‘News is up in 60
seconds,” not ‘after these mes-
sages.’

3. Keep the faith. Experience is
the best teacher. I could talk all
day and never do more than make
a point or two on the basics. When
it comes to being a friendly per-
sonality, all it takes is practice.

You're well on your way. Don'’t
give up on your goals; this business
can get rough at times, but the
rewards are tremendous.

One final note: you are doing a
great job with the one area where
many jocks fail: selling the call let-
ters! When you say ‘KASB,' I be-
lieve it and understand it. If a jock
does nothing else, that’s the most
important thing.

DALLAS RACE HEATS UP

CONTEMPORARY HIT RADIO

Kiss And The Eagle

Battle The Gila

CHR (Top 40 circa 1957) was practically invented in
Dallas by Gordon McLendon at KLIF. It seems only fitting
that the market continues to carry on the format’s herit-

age with a truly competitive battle.

In the three-way race, format
leader KEGL (The Eagle) moved
5.1-5.3, newcomer KHYI (Y95)
jumped 2.54.2, and KTKS (Kiss)
dropped 3.7-3.1 in the winter Arbi-
tron. They're all demonstrating
different musical, promotional,
and imaging techniques in their
fight for market dominance.

Eagle Soars Higher

Undaunted by two changes in
PDs and Y95's sign-on, KEGL PD
John Roberts moved to town last
December after programming AC
WLLT/Cincinnati. “I really like
CHR, but this station has always
had a rock orientation because of
its previous AOR base. By playing
only the most mass appeal Urban
crossovers mixed with pure CHR
hits, we're positioned in listeners’
eyes as the mass appeal CHR. We
sit squarely between AC KVIL,
CHRs KTKS and Y95, and AORs
KTXQ and KZEW.”

Defining just how Urban or
mainstream the Eagle flies, Rob-
erts said, ““Chicago, Madonna, Are-
tha Franklin, Chris DeBurgh, and
even Whitney Houston will be play-
ed. While these are hits, many Ur-
ban records don’'t work for us, as
our cume doesn’t expect to find
them on the Eagle. We don’t want
to teach them, we just want them
to listen.”

Using slogans such as “Non-Stop
Rock & Roll Hits” and ““All Hit 97.1
KEGL, the Eagle,” the station
plays a mix that’s about 60% cur-
rent, 20% recurrent, and 20% li-
brary. “Most of the library is from
the ’80s,” Roberts said. “We don’t
talk about gold as being old but
position it as a fresh song.”

While he admitted that both Kiss
and Y95 can outspend him dollar
for dollar, Roberts feels the Eagle
has superiority in on-air personali-
ty. “We have three of the most

identifiable and outrageously fun-
ny, not trashy, folks on the air:
Moby in the mornings, who was the
bulk of our promotional fall push;
Kidd Kraddick in afternoons; and
Jimmy Steal at night.”

Sensing the need to reinforce the
market’s perception of KEGL’s
music profile, Roberts instituted
the “Eagle Free Flight Lucky
Seventh Song Contest.” In 16 of 24
hours, 40 minutes of nonstop music
was played. When the seventh song
of the sweep began, the seventh
caller won a variety of prizes rang-
ing from $7000 sailboats to concert
trips and cruises.

From now until summer’s end
KEGL is airing ‘“The 97 Days Of
Summer.” “If it’s moving in this
area, we're going to jump on it and
be there,” Roberts said. “We've
gotten together with Coca-Cola and
have 12 trips to Hawaii plus a
Porsche as top prizes. with others
being added all the time.”

Confident of the upcoming spring
book resuits, Roberts added, “ (Y9
PD) Mark Driscoll is a great com-
petitor. He did the right thing in
taking his station a bit Urban, but
now it’s becoming more main-
stream. We're waiting for him to
stub his toe as they try to add more
personality. They can’t stand up to
ours.

“KTKS is another story. (Kiss
PD) Kevin Metheny’s fine-tuning
to try and catch us hurt him — he
wasn't paying attention to Y9Y5.
Without the $106,000 Kiss spent in
the winter book, they’d have been
in bad trouble. Y95 just came in
and took away their thunder. Kiss
has to go for the adults now, as the
teens are split between us (20.4)
and Y95 (22.6).”

lilators

Gladiators Swing
Into Combat

Y95 was born again (as it were)
from the ashes of Christian outlet
KLTY last September and ‘“went to
ground zero in our cume before
climbing again,” said PD Driscoll.
“We had a skeleton staff and bad
equipment, but gave it a go. By
January we knew things were be-
ginning to roll.

“When you come on with as
many teens as we did you're bound
to have a leveling, but our cume is
still exploding. Now we’re convert-
ing more 18-34 listeners to our side
— especially females — KEGL'’s
weakest point.

“H&G President Scott Ginsberg
and I came here to do one thing:
win. We saw that KEGL with its

slant and KTKS with its slant to-
gether made a traditional CHR. So
why not give the audience one sta-
tion that does both?

“Y95 doesn’t want to be stale.
Everyone else is playing oldies;
why should we? Musically, we hit
the reaction records. We have to
make every stroke reverberate
like a sledgehammer, not a tack
hammer. Our current-intensive
music philosophy of ‘on and then
gone’ supports the active cume
we’re seeking.”

Sharper Image

Aside from the music, Driscoll
and staff positioned themselves as
gladiators, defined in dictionaries
as ‘“‘warriors engaged in battle for
purposes of public entertainment.”
“The term gave us an on-air atti-
tude and a cohesive force,” said
Driscoll. “It was so camp it was
hip.
“The liner at the top of the hour
— ‘Get Out Of The Way Wimps’ —
has really caught on. When the ID
hits at one health club, everyone

stops and yells, ‘Get out of the way
wimps,’ along with the radio. It’s a
marketing technique which gener-
ates an emotional response from
the audience. Since this market is
heavily weighted for Hispanics and
blacks, we had to take advantage
of this. It was also the easiest way
to get our teen base and begin to
cut into the available 1824, the
Eagle’s stronghold.”

Another competitive edge Y9
plays up is its production, using the
latest in digital equipment and ef-
fects. Driscoll refers to these
techniques as “cinematic produc-
tion” that ‘“‘paints a picture in the
mind’s eye. So much so that KTKS
is taking shots at us.”

Armed with a six-minute spot
load and a hefty promotion budget,
Y95 has spent over $500,000 thus
far. Supported by TV and reported-
ly the largest billboard showing in
market history, on-air contests
have included “Free Money Music
Monitors™ and “Cash Call,” offer-

ing grand prizes of $25,000, $50,000
and now $100,000 for those who
say “I listen to the new sound of
Y95’ when called. Additional
cume-building efforts include a di-
rect mail bumper sticker cam-
paign, that allows listeners to win
$5000 on the spot when pulled over
by the Hot Y’er Sticker Patrol Van.

Then there’s the ‘“9-2-5 Contest,”
wherein listeners keep track of
songs played at 9am, 2pm, and
5pm. The 95th caller between 5:30-
6pm nabs $5000,

“We’re building a legacy radio
station,” said Driscoll. “I'd love to
crack a five share this spring, and I
think that’s a realistic possibility. I
think we’ll beat KTKS again this
book, and KEGL knows we’re com-
ing at them. How close we get re-
mains to be seen, but they’d better
be ready to move over.”

Kiss On The Defensive

Kiss PD Kevin Metheny has
been on board since last Septem-
ber. He succeeded Chuck Morgan,
who left to program Q107/Washing-
ton. KTKS is taking a more defen-
sive posture, especially in music
and promotion. “I suppose we are
less aggressive than, say, Y95,”
said Metheny. “But we're not
reluctant to differentiate ourselves
from our competitors’ deficiencies.
Idon’t agree there is one target for
Kiss. I want to share most with
whoever has the contemporary
18-34 female audience.”

He cited two major cume pools.
“There’s the KTKS, KEGL, KHYT,
and KTXQ cell; then the KTKS,
KVIL, KMGC group. We are the
only contemporary to share so
much with all of them, but we do
share mostly with KEGL. Musical-
ly, we're walking a narrow tight-
rope. We've restructured as a vib-
rant contemporary station geared
to the lifestyle of the 18-34 adulit,
without a lot of the ‘Star Wars’ and
digital annoyance heard on Y95.”

No Taboos

While he admitted to softening
Kiss with more severe dayparting
and the addition of up to 40% more
gold, Metheny insisted, ‘“There are
no musical taboos. I have less of a
need to look like a duck and walk
like one in order to be one. We're
dealing with the market and its
competitive structure as it is, not
as it should be in the national pic-
tum.!?

The music KTKS is trying to stay
away from includes ‘‘songs with a
hard, strident edge” and no rap
music. “We’re concerned about
maintaining a significant urban
component to the music and hunt
for the right ones to play. We would
die a grisly death without urban
music, and an even more grisly
death playing as much of it as K104
and Y9%.”

Kiss The Teens Bye-Bye

“There’s not much you can do
when a significant portion of your
audience is going to leave you by
default. We've abdicated the teens
to others. I can’t justify throwing a
lot of time, money, and effort into
teens when they return so little to
the bottom line. By fall our 18-34
female core should be set, and we
can set our sights on tackling
KVIL. But to do that you need a lot
of help. Half of that comes from
(Country) KPLX. I think Kiss will
be the other half that’s needed.

“Thankfully, we’ve got great en-
tertainers on the air. Our morning
show featuring Walton & Johnson
sets us up for a great adult base.
They’re topical, irreverent, whim-
sical, and occasionally bad boys
walking the line of good taste but
never crossing it.

“Until we see things stabilize a
bit and get ourselves sounding like
we want, we're going to forego a
big campaign this spring. We’re
just selling our musical attributes
— ‘Not Too Hard And Not Too

Light’ — and running our hourly
ten songs in a row. The $106,000 we
spent saved us from total disaster
in the winter. Everyone who’s ever

been in the way of Cecil Heftel’s big
cash teen machine raise your hand
and tell me how you would get out
of the way.”

NIGHT MOVES

KFOG’s Adventure Hour And
WEZX’s Rock ’n’ Roll Club

Here’s a couple of interesting approaches used to
shore up night numbers, which have softened at many sta-
tions as AOR’s 25+ audience turns more to television and
other activities in the evening.

KFOG/San Francisco has insti-
tuted the “KFOG Adventure
Hour,” a series of off-the-beaten-
track one-hour features at 9pm
Monday-Thursday. Here’s the line-
up:

Monday: “Deadhead Hour” —
Grateful Dead music and news, in-
cluding concert tapes direct from
the band’s audio console.

Tuesday: “Midnight Dread” —
reggae and related genres present-
ed by Bay Area vet Doug Wendt.

Wednesday: ‘‘Musical Star-
streams” — New Age and electron-
ic music hosted by nationally syn-
dicated expert Frank Forest.

Thursday: ‘“Blues Power Hour”
— A show hosted by popular local
pianist Mark Naftalin, who's
played with the Paul Butterfield
Blues Band, the late Mike Bloom-
field, and John Lee Hooker.

WEZX'’s Clubland

WEZX/Scranton has dubbed its
evening show the “WEZX Rock 'n’
Roll Club,” and employs a concept
that’s half programming/half
packaging to appeal to musical ac-
tives at night. The music mix fea-
tures only uptempo, energetic
rock, with none of the Huey Lewis,
Bruce Hornsby, Steely Dan, and
mellow Genesis the station plays
during the day. New music gets an
additional slot an hour, and the sta-
tion will often -hold off on playing
brand new product it receives dur-
ing the day in order to debut it at
night.

The presentation includes plenty
of ticket window giveaways and
large doses of artist and concert in-
fo. The jock refers to himself as the
Chairman Of The Board, and gives
out membership cards good for dis-
counts at local retailers. Each
night he honors members of the
club, putting them on the air to in-
tro songs and do the weather. ““It
makes them feel cool,” says PD
Dave London. “The idea is to get
the listener involved in radio.”
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Initial signs are encouraging —
nearly 1000 requests for member-
ship cards have come in, says Lon-

don. He adds that soon after the
feature started in March he spotted
fans at a Kansas concert with a 4’ x
8 sign that read ‘“Rock 104’s Rock
Club Welcomes Kansas.”

Both KFOG and WEZX are hop-
ing that unique programming will
inspire adults to change their hab-
its and use radio in the evening in-
stead of watching TV or doing
whatever else they now do. R&R
Jazz Editor Barbara Barnes re-
ported two weeks ago how stations
such as WQXI-FM/Atlanta,
KIFM/San Diego, and WLVE/Mi-
ami take that philosophy a step fur-
ther. They run AC or CHR during
the day and then do an about-face
after 7pm and play Jazz. Their
adult numbers at night, compared
to how the stations fare during the
day, are staggering:

Persons 25-54 Rank, M-F

6a-7p 7p-Mid

WQXI-FM 6 1
KIFM 9 1
WLVE 10 3
I’'m not advocating that AOR sta-
tions start playing jazz at night,
only that some form of special pro-

gramming that’s exceptionally
compelling to adults might be the
cure for sagging night numbers.

It Was 20 Years Ago
Today . . .

The 20th anniversary of “Sgt.
Pepper’”’s release tied in nicely
with the 20th anniversary of
KSHE/St. Louis, which gave away
Beatles-themed trips to England
packaged by Active Markets. Pro-
mos read, “It’s only appropriate
that two historic rock 'n’ roll cele-
brations come together.” The pro-
motion drew 41,000 entries, with

people registering at local retail

chains or calling in when the sta-
tion aired a promo.

On June 1st, the “Sgt. Pepper”
release date, WYMG/Springfield
did an elaborate recreation of that
day in 1967. They used the handle
“History rarely repeats itself, but
sometimes it’s necessary to repeat
history.” From 8am-6pm all music
played was from the era, and
tracks from “Sgt. Pepper”’ were in-
troduced as though the album were
brand new. The first commercial
in each stopset was a vintage spot
lifted from NBC’s weekly “Flash-

back” show, and all the news that
jocks read was from the era (such
as, “New York Yankee pitching
star Whitey Ford announced his
retirement yesterday”). Give-
aways included tickets to the
“opening night of ‘“‘Casino Royale”
at a local theater, copies of “Sgt.
Pepper” on vinyl rather than CD
(for authenticity), and a Beatles
record catalogue that a station
would’ve given away in 1967: only
the albums leading up to and in-
cluding “Sgt. Pepper.” A battle of
the bands pitted two ‘‘current”
records against each other: “Light
My Fire” vs. “N.Y. Mining
Disaster 1941.”

Clever Promos

KISW/Seattle ran a series of pro-
mos with a John Houseman sound-
alike attesting to the station’s cred-
ibility and heritage while taking a
dig at competitors. Sample copy:
“Silly contests, big giveaways,
cars, cash. Is that really what you
want from your radio station? I
think not. All hits, all hype. They
pay you to stay, or else you go
away. Invest in a station that has
delivered the goods for 15 years. At
KISW, they attract listeners the
old-fashioned way — they earn
them.”

Nice tag line on a WGTR/Miami
promo for a contest cosponsored
with MTV that awarded a Colorado
ski trip, where winners got a
chance to hang out with Patty
Smyth and Deep Purple: “While
some stations play dollar games
(sfx: coins spinning on tabletop),
we give you a prize money can’t
buy.”

Prize Patrol

An unusual trip promotion from
WYMG: “The Ultimate Day Trip”
sent listeners from Springfield, IL
to the Bahamas for one day. Three
hundred and fifty people paid $149
to leave on a chartered jet at 6am,
spend 10-11 hours on an island, and
return home at 11pm the same day.
Two trips sold out easily.

The set-up of the promotion cen-
tered on the station’s morning
team, which complained that it

In the middle 1960, rock music exploded
into many adventurous and stylistically dif-
ferent directions. We saw mainstream
America accept offshoots into electric
blues, hard rock, country rock and dozens
of other fresh and powerful approaches.
Some styles faded with time while others
continue to evolve and mature. One of the
classic examples of evolution is in progres-
sive rock. Though the term “progressive
rock” has more than a few interpretations,
one thing is clear-and that is that it is an
attitude toward taking rock music to
another level.

One of the most stunning examples of
how rock can go further was 20 years ago
when the delivery of Sgt. Pepper brought
forward the age of headphones, allow-
ing the listener to hear into the music in a
theatre-of-the-mind sort of way. It affected
music the way 2001 affected film.

While traditional rock continued to
thrive, a very futuristic and ethereal form
of rock also continued to gather momen-
tum. By the early 1970, there was Yes,
Genesis, and quite possibly the most
important release, Dark Side of The Moon
by Pink Floyd. The music was intense yet
atmospheric, complex and heady, yet it
co-existed with solid melodies.

Now in the late 1980’s, the progressive
rock movement continues to thrive with the
introduction of Cinema, a brand new label
distributed and marketed by Capitol.

One theory is that the music people like
in their musically formative years of 16-20
is the basic style that one prefers for life.
Cinema reaches out to the progressive
rock audience-the audience who's been

waiting for the next evolution in progres-
sive rock.

It's Cinema’s goal to evolve progressive
rock by remembering the spirit of its
founders and applying the technology of
1987 with the science fiction vision of
2001. There is no “design” to Cinema
beyond the desire to create individual and
powerful music that will appeal to the new
generation of audiophiles as well as to the
mass audience that has kept Dark Side
of The Moon on the charts for almost
700 weeks.

If this music is to be categorized, an
appropriate term would be “New Pro-
gressive” And if any artists define New
Progressive, it would have to be Patrick
Moraz and Pete Bardens, the first two
artists to be released on the Cinema label.

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homogenized music that borrows from the
classic bands without evolving. New Pro-
gressive Rock combines the roots of
orchestral rock with a symphonic and vis-
val feel. The new progressive artists that
work will be real...they will tour, they will
experiment, and they will create for all the
right reason:s.

The demographic appeal will not be
teens, but instead the 20-34 year olds that
grew up with progressive rock and are
yearning for the next step. They’re too
young to remember Gene Pitney and too
old to appreciate Poison. They're looking
for big wide-screen music that celebrates
high-tech and respects musical emotion.

New progressive is not the type of music
that will likely become “the new hip thing,”
but instead will strive to put a breath of
fresh air into one of the great styles that
evolved out of the 60s.

Sgt. Pepper, Dark Side of The Moon,
Fragile, Switched On Bach and Court of
The Crimson King will never be dupli-
cated, but the fallout from that music isn’t
about to dissipate. By breaking a few rules
and getting in sync with 1987 audio tech-
nology, we should prepare to welcome the
new frontier of progressive rock.

needed a day off. After calling
travel agencies on-air and getting
quotes that a one-day trip to the
Bahamas would cost as much as
$450, the jocks found an agency
(pre-arranged, of course) that
could put it together for $149. Mar-
veling at the low price, they made
it available to listeners.

The promotion was the talk of
the town, according to PD Bryan
Jeffries, who also arranged to send
along a local TV reporter. “We'll
be the only people I know of who
win ratings by making our listen-
ers pay for something,” he says.

Try predicting the last three dig-
its, in order, of the daily Dow Jones
industrial average. That's what's
called for in a contest WOOJ/Ft.
Myers is copromoting with Coca-
Cola. Prizes range from a three-
bedroom home to a $10,000 savings
account. A contestant who guesses
all the numbers out of order will
have to settle for an '87 Yugo, while
folks who nail only one or two digits
get secondary prizes.

Rumble In Boston

This is year number nine for
WBCN/Boston’s “Rock ’'n’ Roll
Rumble.” This ain’t your usual
“send in a tape and we’'ll pick a
winner’’ deal. Instead, bands battle
it out by playing live on area
stages. The competition takes
place over the course of eight
nights, with preliminary and semi-
final rounds held at clubs and the
finals at the Orpheum Theater. The
bands that participate are chosen
by a committee of 'BCN staffers,
and all must have received airplay
on the station in the last year. Per-
sonal pick, just for its name: Treat
Her Right.

Rocker Rag

KRQR/San Francisco's monthly
newsletter is one of the better pro-
paganda sheets we've seen. Be-
sides recapping the usual station
promotions and programming, it
quotes qualitative data on the AOR
audience from various sources and
strokes local agencies by con-
gratulating them on picking up
new accounts.

The Return Of The Big D

AM’s ranks have always been full of Gold stations try-
ing to invoke a former Top 40 heritage. Now that approach
has jumped bands and paid off for Buckley’s WDRC-FM/
Hartford. It rose 2.7-5.2-7.6 to fourth place overall — with-
out a consultant’s help — after abandoning AC for Gold on
the first day of the fall Arbitron.

WDRC’s success is also a come-
back for PD Frank Holler, who
grew up in Hartford and worked at
WPOP between 1967-71 when it was
battling Charlie Parker’s WDRC,
then known as the “Big D.” After
helming WKLS/Atlanta, WWWW/
Detroit, WCMF /Rochester, and
WCOZ/Boston through the
mid-'80s, Holler returned to his
hometown and temporarily exiled
himself from programming.

“When I came back to Hartford,
I called several local PDs; the only
one that returned my phone calls
was (former WDRC PD) Fred
Horton,” Holler says. “I told him I
was willing to come back in any ca-
pacity because I knew it would be
easier to get an on-air job.” Holler
began doing weekends on WDRC in
summer 1985, then moved to nights
on the AM, then PM drive on the
FM before being promoted to PD
last June.

Beaten By AM

Under Charlie Parker, WDRC-
FM had once tried to uphold its
CHR tradition. After being outgun-
ned promotionally by WTIC-FM, it
became one of four local AC FMs
in 1982. When Holler inherited
'DRC-FM, it was losing 4.2-3.1 to its
own AM which was running a full-
service, personality-heavy Gold
format.

“WDRC-FM was viewed by a lot
of people as not being as good as it
once was because it wasn’t CHR.
Listeners were saying, ‘It just
doesn’t have the flair it once had,’
which is true of AC in general,”
Holler says. Buckley was also eye-
ing the success of Transtar’s
“QOldies Channel” on its WSEN/
Syracuse and Holler’s ‘‘Jukebox
Saturday Night” program, which
featured WDRC'’s jingles and pro-
duction from the '60s.

As with “Jukebox,” on which
Holler sometimes does '60s-style

rhyming breaks, much of ‘“The Big
D-103” ’s presentation is heavily
retro-flavored for an FM. Twelve
of WDRC’s PAMS jingles and sev-
eral Drakestyle a capellas have
been recut with the FM logo. Unr
like many ex-rockers that ended up
in Gold only to find that any traces
of the previous format had been
destroyed, WDRC still had its jin-
gle library. “A lot of the archives
were back in the shed with the
lawnmower, but they were retain-
ed nonetheless,” says Holler.

This is not the kind of thing many
people brag about, but WMXJ/Miami
late-night announcer Mike Knight
writes that he’s just completed a role in
"Revenge of the Nerds II” as a charac-
ter named “Pot Roast.” He's also ap-
peared in six episodes of "‘Miami Vice."

No Advertising

After a week’s deliberation,
WDRC-FM was rebuilt in ten days’
time — fast enough that some of
the jocks had only one day’s notice
that a change was imminent. In the
fall, Holler says, ‘There was no
TV, no newspaper, no billboards.
We relied on word of mouth be-
cause we wanted to make sure the
product was right.” This winter
there was outdoor advertising —
letter-size flyers hawking “solid
gold rock and roll; all oldies all the
time” — distributed through a
chain of parking garages, as well
as some bus advertising.”’

'DRC-FM’s first major givea-
way, held last December, awarded
a trip for two to San Francisco. En-
trants sent in lists of their top three
songs of all time which were then
used for a *“Top 300" countdown on
New Year's Eve. Listeners who
picked up print copies of the Top
300 at sponsors could then enter
another drawing for a $2500 one-
karat diamond.

Last month 'DRC-FM tied in
with another sponsor to award a re-
stored ’57 Chevrolet. Morning man
Jerry Kristafer hosted weekly
oldies nights at a hotel nightclub —
the only time registration forms
were available. A winner was
chosen from 295 qualifiers invited
to a sock-hop at the hotel’s ball-
room. This spring, D-103 is looking
to be involved with the community,
according to Holler. One such pro-
motion, tied to the city’s “Taste of
Hartford” fundraiser, will feature
a free concert by Beatle Magic and
a ’50s-style band.

No Staff Changes

While the new WDRC-FM is con-
siderably more frenetic than its AC
predecessor, the airstaff is the
same. “My jocks have all been
here longer than me,” says Holler.
“They’re people in their thirties
who grew up on the radio we’re do-
ing here.” In middays Larry Wells,
who topped a 10-share 12+, has
been at WDRC for seven years;
night jock Ken Gilbert has been
there for four, plus a previous stint.

Kristafer, whom Holler first
heard on a tape sent to him in De-
troit by his ex-wife, is a veteran of
several area FMs as well as Joey
Reynolds’s experimental ACs,
WHLW/Lakewood NJ and KQV/
Pittsburgh, in the mid ’70s, where
he was known only as “World
Famous.” After five years and
several formats at 'DRC-FM,
Holler says, “Jerry sounds better
than ever; he’s very conscious of
the audience we’re playing to.

“Once we went Gold, the jocks

were better able to zero in on the
audience. Like Country audiences,
they’re extremely loyal and very,
very supportive. The feedback is
there, as opposed to AC, where you
don’t know if you're playing to a
25-year-old man or 40-year-old
woman.

“Jerry’s also very involved in
the community. In January he
hosted the Cerebral Palsy telethon
that each staffer participated in.
The other day he was cohost of the
Arthritis telethon; tonight he’s one
of the hosts on the Connecticut
Public TV auction. He knows how
important it is to be in front of peo-
ple.”

The Other D

The down side of 'DRC-FM’s
success was that its AM, stripped
of format exclusivity, fell 4.22.5-
2.0-2.2. It now runs Transtar out-
side the drives, but because of
morning veteran Brad Davis’s
presence the two stations probably
won’t simulcast. Davis is also ex-
tensively involved in community
promotions and hosted a dance-
party show in the *60s which, Holler
says, ‘“Most of the people in our
audience either watched or danced
on.”

WDRC sells its two stations in
combo; WTIC, because of the dis-
parate audience its outlets draw,
still sells separately. My numbers
are perfectly balanced,” contends
Holler. “I've got 47% men, 47%
women, and six percent teens. I
think people would kill for the
demographic spread we’ve got.”
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THREE RETAIL PERSPECTIVES

Mom And Pop Stores:
Black Music’s Lifeline

This is the first week of Black Music Month, and one of
the best ways to celebrate it is by talking with the people
who helped make black music what it is today: the people
who sell it in the inner city. These are the Mom and Pop
stores, which record manaufacturers say are responsible
for huge sales of black music product.

For viewpoints from different
parts of the country, I took the ad-
vice of several record industry per-
sonnel and contacted Boss Ugly
Bob’s Record Shop in Memphis,
Fortune Records & Tapes in Los
Angeles, and Jimmy’s Record &
Variety Shop in Chicago. Each has
total credibility with the major rec-
ord manufacturers as stores that
sell product. They have traffic and
their customers spend money on
their favorite records.

“If You Want To Program
R&B, You Need To Talk
To Me”

Brandon Catron manages Boss
Ugly Bob’s for his father Bob. He
pointed out that his knowledge of

the music he sells would give radio
stations an advantage if they talk-
ed to him weekly. “We only sell
what the people want to buy,” he
said. “We pay close attention to
what they ask for and what they
just want to take a listen to. I've
learned that if they want to take a
listen to something they’ll probably
come back and buy it within days.

“‘Stations need to know what the
people want to hear,” he continued.
“Some don’t know what to air.
They play a lot of music that just
doesn’t make it, and we hear our
customers make comments about
what some of the local stations are
playing. We only buy and stock
what we know people in this area
want to hear. It seems logical that
if you want to program R&B in this
town, you need to talk to me about
what’s happening musically.

“Because of our rapport with
WXSS, we sell a lot of blues music.
They only play the blues, and they
contact us weekly about what’s
moving in our shop.”

A Matter Of Trust

Concerned about hype, some
programmers don’t trust record
shops, one-stops, or distributors to
tell them the truth about what is
selling. Conceded Catron, “I have
to admit there are retailers out
there who might not be as honest as
they should be in dealing with their
local station, but everybody knows
we don't get into that.”

Catron went on to suggest that
station personnel should look
around their markets to find stores
with which they could cultivate a
trusting relationship based on mu-
tual benefit. ‘“All they need to do is
to go to some record shops for sev-
eral months without telling any-
body who they are, and see what
kind of people they are. In time a
station will find an organization on
the up-and-up to do business with.
It’s to all of our advantages to help
one another help black music grow
in our society.”

Dorsey: ‘“We Know How
To Treat
The Customers”’

James Dorsey is the owner of
Jimmy’s Records, located in the
black community on the Southside
of Chicago. He's been in business
for more than 16 years and has ap-
proximately 20 employees. “We've
been doing the job here in the black
community,” he said. “When peo-
ple in this area are looking for a
particular song, they know they
can find it here. If they can't, they
know we’ll get it for them quickly.

“The main thing we do is con-
tinue to let our customers know
that we know how to treat them. By
doing that, we know they’ll keep
coming back when they’re interest-
ed in buying some music. We're out
to sell product for ourselves and
the manufacturers, and that’s why
we make sure we keep up with
what the public is interested in buy-
ing. Some stores will stock things
just because they think someone is
interested in a particular piece of
music. We only stock it when we
know there is interest from our
customers.”

Fingers On The Pulse

Dorsey would like to see more of
a dialogue between his store and lo-
cal Chicago radio stations. ““I think
we deserve to have a little more in-
put about what music is selling in
this community. I'm not saying
that radio stations should only air
the product we tell them about. But
these stations could get even more

valuable information from us if
they’d take the time to work with
us. We can give them correct and
accurate information on our sales
because we've got a large clientele.
We also have our fingers on the
musical pulse of our community.
That research information should
be worth something, in the form of
knowledge to commercial broad-
casters.”

People Don’t Wait
For What They Want
To Buy

Dorsey ended by saying, “We're
in a little bit of a better position than
radio to know what the people are
interested in hearing and buying
because we can reach out and
touch them when they come into
our store — and we really like be-
ing able to interact with our local
radio station personnel. We want
them to know what we already
know. That way they’ll really know
what to play when they're on the
air, and we’ll be able to sell it. Peo-
ple don’t wait for what they want to
buy when it comes to music; if you
don’t have it, they’ll go down the
street someplace and find it. In-
stant sales info is something we
can supply on a regular basis.”

Fortune Has Major
Credibility
Every record manufacturer I

talked to about which Los Angeles
record store to contact for this in-

terview said the same thing: For-
tune Records & Tapes. Fortune is
located in Inglewood, which bor-
ders South Central Los Angeles on
the city’s Southwest corner. Ingle-
wood is predominantly black, and
has a black mayor and police chief.
Black consumers who live in South
Central L.A. find downtown Ingle-
wood easily accessible for shopping.

Tim Fortune, the owner’s son,
said the store interacts with three
L.A. B/UC stations on a weekly
basis: KJLH, KACE, and KDAY.
“We use a rating system from zero
to five,” he explained. “Zero
means we don’t have whatever it is
in stock. Five is the highest rating
we can give something — it’s really
selling through, the consumer is
asking for it and buying it during
the same visit.

“A good example right now of a
five rating is the Luther Vandross
album, because it is constantly
selling for us. We’ve had several
reorders. At the same time, if I
were asked about the new Isley
Brothers album, I'd have to give it
a zero because we don’t have it in
stock yet. But I'd also have to tell
the radio stations that on a scale of
zero to five by requests from con-
sumers I rate interest in this album
at a three, because we continue to
get calls and in-person inquiries
about this album. We will have
their LP within a few days.”

Three Indicators On What
To Stock

Asked how he decides what to
stock, he answered, ‘“There are
three basic things I do. First, I lis-
ten to all of the local black radio
stations and see what they’re real-
ly banging in heavy rotation. Those
songs will probably begin to sell, if
they aren’t already. Next I pay at-
tention to what my customers are
asking about. Finally, I pay atten-
tion to what the salesperson at the
one-stop or distributor is selling
throughout the city. They usually
have a good handle on what’s sell-
ing. Since they don’t want returns,
most of the information they share
with us as their customers is honest
and accurate.”

Good Relations Is A
Positive For All

Fortune says with pride, ‘‘We
are very happy about the interac-
tion we have with our local radio

stations. Knowing that we do influ-
ence some of the things they do
musically, we always want to be
truthful with them. Our store open-
ed in 1980, and they’ve been calling
us on a regular basis since 1982.
They really hung in there with us,
and we appreciate them using us
as part of their research base.”
He added, “When KDAY calls us
they have a list of approximately 50
singles and about 30 albums they
would like us to rate. These are
things they are usually already
playing, which means to me that
we should have them in the store.”
Fortune concluded, ‘“The advan-
tage in local radio stations trading
information with our store is ob-
vious: we help them and they help

tecords tepes

us. The big chain record stores
don’t really concentrate on the
sales of black product. They’re into
rock and pop. It’s tight out here.
We all need to help each other see
to it that we’re all on track and
know what the hottest-selling R&B
product really is. That’s the name
of the game — pleasing the public.
If we as businesspeople don’t
please our customers we’ll be out
of business in no time.

“The whole point is this: we’re a
black-based business and they are
black radio stations. I want their
listeners to buy their favorite rec-
ords from us, and they want our
customers to listen to their radio
stations. That’s what it's all
about!”’

One of the row’s hottest tunes is a ditty that’ll never hit

a radio station’s turntable, but one which is providing a

few chuckles among industry insiders.

Songwriter Jackson Leap has hit
a real chord with his tongue-in-
cheek tune “A Single A Year.” The
song, written in five minutes, is a
campy followup to Thom Schuy-
ler’s “16th Avenue.” Every strug-
gling songwriter on Music Row can
identify with Leap’s lyrics: “It's a
heck of a rut when you can’t get a
cut, not to mention a single a
year.” He says he reads the trades,
hangs out at the right places,
knows the right people, but can’t
get a single a year. “I'm starting to
hate Randy Travis,”” he said. “He
ought to be singing my songs. I'd
be satisfied if Haggard or Pride
would just give me a single a
year.”

Leap’s claim to fame is Reba
McEntire’s “Have I Got A Deal
For You,” co-written with Michael
Heeney. That was back in ’85, so
Leap has already missed his cut
for '86 — but now his frustrations
have attracted the ears of a few
Nashville producers interested in
cutting his material.

More Oaks Changes:
Four Let Go

In a surprise move, the Oak
Ridge Boys have dismissed four
members from their organization.
Lead guitarist Skip Mitchell,
bassist Don Breland, road manag-
er Raymond Hicks, and personal
assistant Charley Daunis are gone.
