The show is no 
more a copyright infringement 
than the Soap Opera Digest or Sis- 
kel & Ebert 's reviews of the 
movies." 

Premiere Counsel Harold Wro- 
bel said, "The allegations are base- 
less, without merit, and completely 
unsupportable under Federal copy- 
right and trademark law. Pre- 
miere plans to vigorously defend 
its rights to syndicate the ̀ Cla'ence 
Update,' and will be actively pro- 
secuting substantial counterclaims 
with ABC."

LEVY TRIAL WITNESS HELD BACK 

Pisello Sentenced 
To Four Years 

Following his conviction last 
month on income tax evasion 
charges, reputed crime figure Sal- 
vatore Pisello has been sentenced 
to four years in Federal prison. 
And a related extortion conspiracy 
trial against Roulette Records ex- 
ecutives began this week with the 
prosecution announcing it would 
not call its star witness. 

Pisello was convicted of hiding 
income he made from business 
dealings with MCA Records. He 
had recently served a two-year 
prison sentence on a separate tax 
evasion conviction. 

Organized Crime Strike Force 
Attorney Marvin Rudnick told the 
court that Pisello was doing the 
work of "evil people," and that the 
real problem (represented by the 
trial) is corruption, not income 
taxes. 

In a presentencing memo writ- 
ten by Rudnick, Pisello claimed he 
gained entry into MCA after he met 
the company's Music & Entertain- 

ment Group Chairman Irving Azoff 
at the Palm Restaurant in West 
Hollywood. 

Azoff issued a statement indi- 
cating that he frequents the 
restaurant, but does not recall be- 
ing introduced to Pisello there. 

Defense attorney David Hinden 
claimed Rudnick was on a "cru- 
sade" against MCA, and was using 
Pisello to collect evidence against 
the company. He further claimed 
the prosecutor had photographs of 
MCA executives pinned on his wall 
with their salaries printed beneath. 

Pisello did not testify during the 
trial. In his only statement to the 
court, he asked for mercy, saying, 
"I can show the court I am a re- 
sponsible man." 

US District Court Judge William 
Rea said Pisello's possible early 
release will be tied to his paying 
the income taxes he still owes. 
Defense attorney Hinden said he 
plans an appeal.

FCC Fines Silver Star 
Silver Star Communications- Albany, Inc., a Georgia - 

based radio group headed by black broadcaster Dr. John 
Robert E. Lee, has been fined $20,000 by the FCC for 
unauthorized transfer of two stations and abuse of the 
Commission's minority distress sale policy. 

Silver Star's troubles stem from 
its 1984 purchase of WTHJ /East 
Point, WJIZ /Albany, and WMJM & 

WFAV /Cordele, all of which are 
located in Georgia, from James 
Rivers. Lee purchased the stations 
under the FCC's minority distress 
sale policy, which allows a broad- 
caster who is in danger of losing his 
license to avoid a comparative 
hearing by selling his station to a 
minority buyer for no more than 
75% of the property's fair market 
value. 

In 1986, the FCC Mass Media 
Bureau alleged Lee had violated 
that policy by entering into a secret 
agreement to sell WMJM and 
WFAV to Ronald Rivers, who is 
James Rivers's son. The Bureau 
also accused Silver Star of failing 
to respond completely to the FCC's 
request for information regarding 
those allegations and filing for an 
upgrade of WJIZ facilities in vio- 
lation of the distress sale exemp- 
tion that allowed him to buy the 
station. 

An FCC administrative law 
judge, who heard the evidence in 
the case last spring, recently ruled 
there was no evidence Lee was in- 
volved in a secret sales agreement. 
However, the judge did find Silver 
Star had violated both the distress 
sale policy and license transfer 
rules by giving Ronald Rivers de 
facto control of the Cordele sta- 
tions. Rivers, who was hired as 
manager of the Cordele stations, 

RIAA'S BERMAN TESTIFIES ON 
RECORD RENTAL BAN - RIAA 
President Jason Berman testified 
last week in support of an extension 
of the Record Rental Amendment 
of 1984. He told the House Sub- 
committee on Courts that record 
rental shops, which are banned un- 
der the soon -to- expire amendment, 
exist solely to facilitate home taping 
of recorded material. Berman told 
the sympathetic lawmakers that al- 

lowing record rentals would in- 
crease record, tape, and CD prices 
while reducing diversity. Register of 
Copyrights Ralph Oman also testi- 
fied in support of the extension at 
the Thursday (5/5) hearing, and a 

subcommittee staffer said Tuesday 
(5/10) that the extension will almost 
certainly become law.

In the other matters, the judge 
ruled Silver Star had violated Com- 
mission procedures by its failure to 
properly respond to the Mass Me- 
dia Bureau's inquiries, but said fil- 
ing for a technical upgrade WJIZ 
was not entitled to did not con- 
stitute abuse of the distress sale 
policy. 

Lee did not return R&R 's phone 
calls. Willie Nunnery, an attorney 
for Silver Star, called the judge's 
ruling "basically just" and said no 
decision has been made regarding

FBC Also Hit For $20,000 
In another unauthorized transfer 

case, the FCC has ruled that own- 
ership of First Broadcasting Corp., 
licensee of now -dark WFBL /Syra- 
cuse, was improperly moved in 

1982 from Founders Corp. to Mac- 
millan Ring -Free Oil Corp. As a 
result of that finding, First Broad- 
casting has been fined $20,000. A 
spokesman for First Broadcasting 
said the company could not corn- 
ment until executives have had a 
chance to read the FCC ruling.

FCC Rejects Political 
Broadcast Complaint 
The FCC has denied a West Virginia 

politician's complaints against four TV 

stations that refused to sell him 

program- length time during his current 
campaign for governor. 

Larry Harless, a Democrat, charged 
that the stations' refusal to sell him 

30- minute blocks of time violated FCC 
rules guaranteeing candidates access 
to the airwaves. The Commission dis- 
missed the complaint on the grounds 
that individuals seeking local and state 

office do not have the right of access 
enjoyed by candidates for federal 
posts. The FCC also dismissed Har- 

less's argument that the stations 
should have sold him the time because 
they have allowed gubernatorial can- 
didates to do so in past elections. The 

Commission found that a station's 
policies in one race do not create 
precedents they must follow in subse- 
quent elections. 

Blackburn Comes Out 
Against Transfer Tax 
Blackburn & Co., one of the 

country's leading media brokerage 
firms, has come out against a bill that 
would levy a tax on the transfer of 
broadcast licenses. The company 
made its feelings known in a letter to 
Sen. Daniel Inouye (D -HI), who chairs 
the Senate Communications subcom- 
mittee. 

"We believe this transfer tax is widely 
viewed as discriminatory and punative 
and will have the undesirable effect of 
retarding the industry's growth and 
development," said the letter, signed 
by Blackburn President James Black- 
burn. The brokers also speculated that 
the volume of broadcast property 
trades may decline in the near future, 
thus making a transfer tax less lucrative 
than originally thought. 

The Blackburn letter is another in- 

dication the brokers have been spurred 
to action on the transfer tax issue as a 

result of a lecture the National Asso- 
ciation of Media Brokers received last 
month from NAB President Eddie 
Fritts (R &R, 5/6). 

FCC Picks Future As 
Finalist For KRTH 

The FCC has awarded Future 
Broadcasting, Inc. the right to com- 
pete against RKO General for the li- 

censes of KRTH -AM & FM /Los An- 
geles. 

Future beat out five other groups, in- 
cluding one partially owned by actor 
Bill Cosby, for the right to go head -to- 
head with RKO in a comparative hear- 
ing. Before that hearing can take place, 
RKO must win its appeal of an FCC ad- 
ministrative law judge's ruling that the 
company is unfit to hold broadcast 
licenses. 

While Future will be allowed to com- 
pete for both stations, it will be permit- 
ted to take control of only one of the 
two properties.

How To Reach Hard -To -Reach People 
Salespeople who have a hard

Good Management 
Breeds Good Managers 

Agood man is hard to find, 
and a good office manager 
is even harder to find. Al- 

though many companies spend 
thousands of dollars recruiting 
management prospects, the effort 
does not always result in quality 
candidates. Many times the best 
managers come from the ranks of 
those people who are already 
employed at the company. 

The companies with the best 
track record of finding and hiring 
top -notch managers are companies 
that practice good management 
techniques, according to a recent 
article printed in the NYC -based 
Across The Board publication. 

Written by Harvard Business 
School professor of organizational 
behavior John Kotter, the article 
contains the following tips for at- 
tracting and developing good man- 
agers:

Provide new job duties and op- 
portunities to ambitious and talent- 
ed employees. 

Employees who are potential 
candidates for managerial posi- 
tions should be given both in- 
company and outside management 
training. 

Move managers between de- 
partments to develop their skills 
and broaden their knowledge of the 
company. 

A person serving in an upper 
management position should es- 
tablish a teacher /pupil relationship 
with a middle manager, thereby 
becoming that person's role model 
and mentor. 

A manager should receive con- 
stant feedback from supervisors; 
that way the manager will know 
what he is doing right in addition to 
what needs to be improved. 

Employee 
Relocation 
Cost Rises 

Executives who are running 
their company on a tight 
budget may want to think 

twice before they decide to transfer 
one of their managers to another 
city 

to the Rochester, WI- 
based Runzheimer International 
firm, it now costs a company ap- 
proximately $36,000 to relocate an 
employee. This figure - based on 
costs of transferring a homeowner 
- reflects an increase of 3.6% from 
1987's figures. 

Furthermore, although it costs a 
company much less to transfer a 
renter than it does a homeowner, a 
corporation can still expect to pay 
approximately $10,500 to move an 
employee who is renting a home or 
apartment. 

until the receptionist or secretary 
can take down your information. 
Remember to treat the person on 
the other end of the phone as you 
would want to be treated. 

Establish a good working rela- 
tionship with the secretary. The 
quickest way to an executive is 
through his or her secretary. If you 
can establish rapport with an 
exec's personal assistant ( sending 

thank you notes after special 
favors, etc.), you'll probably have 
greater success in reaching that 
person's boss. 

Leave meaningful messages. 
Don't just leave your name and an 
"I'll Get Back To You" message. 
Leave some piece of information 
that will appeal to a person's 
curiosity, or that at the very least 
gives them some idea why you call- 
ed.

OVERVIEW 

Drumming Up 
Recruitment Advertising 

QUESTION: You've briefly mentioned recruit- 
ment advertising in a couple of prior columns. It 
would be helpful if you could devote an entire col- 

umn to explaining how to generate revenue in this cate- 
gory. As we're all looking for new, nontraditional budgets, 
your suggestions on tapping this exciting category would 
be most appreciated. 

ANSWER: Recruitment advertising is one of the 
fastest growing categories in radio. By the end of 
the next decade, it will be one of the top ten cate- 

gories for many stations. 
1b start tapping recruitment ad- 

vertising, begin by researching the 
display classified rates in the pa- 
per. For national reps, that would 
include the Wall Street Journal, 
USA Today, and similar frequent - 
ly-used recruitment sources. Lo- 
cally, it would be your city's news- 
papers, as well as any business 
jour. 
Prospecting Recruitment 
One effective method of gener- 

ating revenue from recruitment is 
the integrated approach, in which 
you develop the possibilities with 
the decision -makers of mass mar- 
ket clients as well as those clients 
you work with on a day-to-day bas- 
is. These decision -makers are usu- 
ally store, zone, or sales managers. 

If these people aren't the ulti- 
mate decision -makers, they can di- 
rect you to the person with whom 
you should talk. Working recruit- 
ment advertising on a project basis 
involves targeting personnel de- 
partments of medium and large - 
sized employers. In these instances 
your primary contacts will be hu- 
man resource directors. 

Timing And Targets 
To successfully tap into the re- 

cruitment advertising market, 
target those prospects that are en- 
countering a reverse jobs- to-avail- 
able -applicants ratio. An excellent 
source for potential prospects is the 
food service industry, which in- 
cludes fast food chains, restau- 
rants, and nightclubs. 

Key times for food service ac- 
counts are April/May for young - 
skewing stations (when many 
teens are searching for summer 
jobs), and August/September for 
older -skewing stations. Other piv- 
otal times for food accounts include 
midwinter, during construction, 
and prior to a new opening. 

Also, don't write off the account 
because of traditional agency 
demos. In many cases the recruit- 
ment target is the complete oppo- 
site of the traditional agency mass 
market skew. The epitome of this 
contradiction is the fast food mar- 
ket. While mass market buys 
naturally skew young, many re- 
cruitment advertising budgets also 
target senior citizens. 

Other frequent users of radio re- 
cruitment include hospitals and

real estate companies - the latter 
have local broker, regional, and 
national budgets for this purpose. 
Then there are car dealers, hi -tech 
corporations, and amusement 
parks, and any business in need of 
parttime help during the holidays. 
The opening of a new retail store 
outlet also presents opportunities 
for recruitment. 

A final note: don't rule out na- 
tional accounts in your quest for lo- 
cal recruitment dollars. You'll of- 
ten find many traditional "nation- 
al" accounts control all of their re- 
cruitment dollars locally through 
district managers, zone offices, 
and individual location managers. 

Call Strategy 
1b determine if an account will 

generate recruitment ads, get in 
the habit of asking the following 
question of each prospective client: 
"Are you finding it difficult to at- 
tract and recruit qualified appli- 
cants?" For multi- location outlets, 
you should also ask, "Do you have 
any new store openings planned in 
the coming months ?" 

If the account spokesperson 
gives a negative response to both 
questions, your chance of gener- 
ating dollars is unlikely. However, 
if you receive a positive response 
- and you approach the account 
with the proper positioning - you 
have a good chance of finding 
revenue. 

lb gauge if an account has the 
budget to successfully recruit on 
radio, ask to see past or current re- 
cruitment classified ads. Find out 
how frequently the ads run, and 
ask whether the company has re- 
ceived responses from qualified 
applicants. 

Another indicator - especially 
with regard to large industrial, hi- 
tech, or medical corporations - is 
asking how often, if ever, appli-

cants are recruited from other 
cities. (Advertisers forced to re- 
emit from adjacent markets incur 
media, travel, and relocation costs. 
In some cases these expenses can 
run into tens of thousands of dol- 
lars.) 

Ultimately, you'll find the most 
success with companies placing 
display classified ads that run at 
least three times a week. 

Positioning 
The best approach when dealing 

with a potential advertiser is to ex- 
plain that "radio allows you to 
reach qualified applicants who are 
not actively pursuing a new job." 
As an additional positioning tool, 
sgggest that radio allows the ad- 
vertiser to focus employee pros- 
pecting at the time when dissatis- 
fied workers are most apt to con- 
sider other employment - after or 
immediately before a shift change. 

The logic here is simple : even 
happy employees have bad days, 
and what better time to showcase 
your job opportunities than the 
hours when someone is just start- 
ing or getting off work? 

Copy And Schedule Tips 
The copy outline I most frequent- 

ly recommend to recruitment ad- 
vertisers is a 60-second spot broken 
into 15- second increments. The 
first 15 seconds should be used to 
showcase current, happy em- 
ployees endorsing the company, 
talking about the security, the posi- 
tive work environment, the bene- 
fits, etc. (This technique works ex- 
tremely well when dealing with 
doctors and other high-ego profes- 
sions, because they get to be on the 
radio.)

From 15 to 45 seconds into the 
spot, fill in the specifics of the job 
that is being recruited. Then use 
the last 15 seconds for a call to ac- 
tion. Here's a tip: to weed out un- 
qualified applicants, make sure the 
account is very specific about the 
job qualifications. 

Many stations use their mailing 
address to receive resumes. There 
are two reasons for this. First, it of- 

ten magnifies the results generated 
by the ad, as listeners are more fa- 
miliar with the station's address 
due to the frequency with which it 
is heard on the air in promotional 
spots. Second, you will make more 
of an impact on the client when you 
personally deliver the mail re- 
sponses to the account.

Schedule the spot to run a total of 
24 to 36 times during the course of a 
week. The earlier in the week you 
front load, and the more vertical 
frequency you generate, the great- 
er the results. 

The average schedule length for 
each job applicant is ususally one 
week. In extreme cases where 
there are several job openings it is 
not ususal to get a two-to-four -week 
schedule. 

Closing 
To accelerate the closing pro- 

cess, identify a job that the account 
is looking to fill, and prepare a spec 
spot with copy that addresses that 
particular opening. Prepare a 
schedule showing the client that 
you are heavy around specific shift 
changes. Research the normal 
shift changes for the job you will be 
promoting, and match the sched- 

uled times 
changes.

Pepsi's Jackson Ads To Air On Soviet TV 
Will Michael Jackson be 
the choice of a newSoviet 
generation? That's what 

PepsiCo Inc. is waiting to find out, 
as two commercials featuring the 
Buckled One will be watched by an 
estimated audience of 150 million 
Russians beginning May 17. 

The commercials are set to air in 
advance of the Ronald Reagan - 
Mikhail Gorbachev summit meet- 
ing in the Soviet Union, slated for 
late May. The two 60- second spots 
are part of Pepsi's series of "Bad" 
commercials, which premiered on 
US television during the Grammys 
telecast last March. 

In addition to the Jackson ads, 
two other 60- second Pepsi commer- 
cials plus a 30- second spot will air. 
The Soviet version of the commer- 
cials will feature Pepsi's "Choice 
Of A New Generation" slogan, plus 
the company's logo, in the Russian 
Cyrillic alphabet. The soft drink 
company paid an undisclosed sum 
for the spots, which will run May 
17 -21 during the broadcast of a joint 

US /USSR- produced public affairs 
series. 

With these commercials, Pepsi 
becomes the first US advertiser to 
purchase time on Soviet television. 

However, the soft drink is already 
familiar to Soviet citizens - Pepsi 
became the first Western con- 
sumer product made available to 
the Soviets in the mid -'70s.

Around And Around 

Jogging and cycling enthusiasts who don't have enough time during a 
busy workday to accomplish both activities may want to check out a 
new bicycle designed in South Korea and marketed by the Piscata- 

way, NJ -based Alenax Corp. 
The " Transbar" is a uniquely designed bike built with 28% fewer parts 

than a traditional ten -speed cycle. Instead of pushing the pedals in a cir- 
cular motion, the cyclist propels the pedals in an up-and -down, vertical 
line. This motion is much closer to jogging than the motion exerted when 
riding a standard bicycle. 

The unusual propulsion system - in which the pedals are always posi- 
tioned for a more powerful downstroke - enables the rider to move faster 
with less effort. In addition, the gears and sprocket of a traditional two - 
wheeler have been replaced by a less complicated system of levers 
(pedals) and a ratchet. By varying either the stroke or the force of the 
pedaling motion, the cyclist automatically produces different gear ratios. 

Currently the only Transbar model available in America is a four- speed, 
which - because of the specialized propulsion system - allows for a 
broader range of power ratios than a standard ten -speed bike. The com- 
pany is also developing a five -speed bike for the US market. 

A mass marketing campaign to promote these new pedal pushers will 
begin later this spring, with New England and California targeted for special 
attention. (These regions currently are the hottest areas for bike sales in 
the US.)

Salty Snacks Ten Times A Month 

The average American 
bought salted snacks more 
than ten times within the 

last four weeks, according to a re- 
cent report by the Alexandria, VA- 
based Snack Food Association. 

In addition, the consumer survey 
found that 64% of snack purchasers 
clamed to be buying the same 
amount of - or more - salted 
snack products than they did two 
years ago. Of this group, 36% say 
they're buying more simply be- 
cause household members are eat- 
ing more salted snacks. 

When it comes to popularity, po- 
tato chips are still tops, with the av- 
erage consumer buying the crun- 
chy spuds three times a month. 
Salted nuts are the second most - 
popular snack, purchased at an av- 
erage rate of 1.3 times per month, 
followed by (in order of frequency) 
tortilla chips, corn chips, cracker 
sandwiches, cheese puffs, pack- 
aged popcorn, and pretzels.

The bottom line was that we had a 
good feeling about her." 

McNutt told R&R, "I was totally 
knocked out by the staff and man- 
agement. It's a great offer and a 
great opportunity. One of the things 
that's really exciting to me is that 
they're relatively young and 
there's lots of room to move within 
the station and the company." 

McNutt is from the West Coast 
and was MD of both KMET /Los 
Angeles and KGB /San Diego be- 
fore moving to Nashville in 1986. 

She resigned from the WKDF PD 
post last fall and has been out of 
radio since. 

"The first couple of months away 
were pretty much a relief," 
McNutt said. "But once I started 
listening to the radio again, that 
was it. I was hooked." 

McNutt said she plans to arrive 
in Sacramento "sometime around 
the end of the month."

Anger has been with PolyGram 
since 1976, aside from a 1981 -84 
stint as VP /International Opera- 
tions at Arista.

Boz Scaggs: Other Roads To Sweden 
Boz Scaggs makes a timely return with his single 

"Heart Of Mine" and brand -new "Other Roads" LP - 
he's just in time to fit into the on (and on) going Double 
Decade Club series here. Of course, taking eight years be- 
tween LPs (see table below) made the qualifying for the 
20 -year veteran roster a little easier, but Scaggs has a few 
little -known recordings that date back before his US debut 
with the Steve Miller Band in 1967. 

Texan Scaggs first played with 
Miller in a college band called the 
Ardells at the University of Wis- 
consin in Madison. Then, in true 
sixties fashion, he suffered an at- 
tack of wanderlust and went to 
Europe, landing for a time in Swe- 
den. There, he hooked up with a 
band called the Merrymen and 

they made an album issued only in 
Scandinavia. From that LP 
came the 1965 single shown above, 
a cover of the Coasters' "Search - 
in' " in a bluesy style, with B.B. 
King's "Understand" on the flip. 
The Merrymen were quite pleased 
with their coup of capturing an 
authentic American singer who 

could handle colloquial English lyr- 
ics; Boz gave the group quite an 
advantage over many of their com- 
petitors, who managed some spec- 
tacular lyric garblings in the 
course of covering US or UK rock 
standards. (The Hep Stars, the 
main ancestor group of Sweden's 
principal musical export, Abba, en- 
listed a former member of the Phil- 
adelphia girl group the Orlons for 
similar reasons of authenticity.) 

The merriment ended for Boz 
and the Merrymen, and Scaggs re- 
turned to the States, hooking up 
with Miller in San Francisco as 
that city's scene was starting to 
take off. The Steve Miller Band, af- 
ter holding out for a relatively luc-

rative contract, released its first 
single, "Sittin' In Circles," in late 
1967, followed by the "Children Of 
The Future" LP in mid -'68. 

Scaggs left the group after its 
second LP, "Sailor," and started in 
soloizing in 1970 with the "Boz 
Scaggs" LP on Atlantic. He joined 
Columbia the following year, but 
didn't break through big -time until 

1976 with "Silk Degrees" and its 
"Lowdown" and "Lido Shuffle" 
hits. His next two albums were suc- 
cessful as well, but he inaugurated 
his self - imposed hiatus in 1980 and 
has only ventured back now. What 
he'll do next is unguessable, but we 
can probably rule out a reunion LP 
with the Merrymen. 

LONGEST INTERVALS BETWEEN RECORDS 

Of Rock 
For purposes of comparison, I also looked at theBeach Boys' midsixties release pattern, from an 

age when commercial pressure still had the upper hand over artistic fulfillment or whatever term 

acts use to justify lengthy intervals between records. 

I should acknowledge the inspiration of Spy magazine, which stylishly displays this sort of 

table frequently. I've more or less ... uh ... adapted the concept (I think "lifted wholesale" is 

the technical term). 

The JD Salingers 
Boz Scaggs certaintly took his time between records - eight years and a month. While 

that's by no means the longest recent lapse, it does qualify him for the J.D. Salingers of Rock 

Club, named after the famed author -recluse who's published not a word in the past 23 years and 

just one story since 1959. 
Below you'll find a selection of other Salingeresque artists, or "gap" bands. I nearly included 

J.D. Souther in the club, because his name was such a close match, but he had an uncon- 

trollable prolific spell and actually released an LP four years ago - his only album in nine years.

A Star Is Born 
When Robin Williams first got famous enough to justi- 

fy his network printing up a bio sheet, someone asked for a 
few vital facts such as his place of birth. Williams, who 
was born in Chicago and grew up in a 30 -room mansion in 
the posh Detroit suburb of Bloomfield Hills, got a sudden 
wild hair and told the PR flunkies he was born in Scotland. 
More than a decade later, there are still reference books 
which dutifully list him as a Scotsman. 

Bing Crosby made it even more 
difficult for those wanting firm 
facts about stars by listing no few- 
er than four different years of birth 
at various times, even to the point 
of simultaneously giving different 
birthdates in the American and 
British editions of his autobiog- 
raphy! 

Actors do have their reasons for 
slipping a few bits of garbage into 
studio bios. Duncan Reynaldo, 
famous in the role of the Cisco Kid, 
gave his birthplace as Camden, 
NJ, to cover up his illegal alien 
status. 

Girl- next -door Hollywood star 
June Allyson used to let the studio 
PR people say she came from a 

happy, loving family in ritzy West- 
chester, NY, whereas she had actu- 
ally been a poor kid from the Bronx 
whose father abandoned her before 
her first birthday. While she was at 
it, Allyson erased seven years from 
her age by scooting her bio birth - 
date from 1917 up to 1924. 

Lucille Ball is so famous that 
you'd think any misinformation 
about her roots would instantly be 
revealed, but current published 
works report she's from James- 
town, NY; Butte, MT; Wyandotte. 
MI; and Colvin, NY. Ball's birth - 
date is variously reported as Aug- 
ust 6 or 11 of 1910 or 1911. We go 
with August 6, 1911, and James- 
town. 

"Calendar" and other databanks 

carry the birthdate of Efrem Zim- 
balist Jr. as 1923, but Tim Brooks, 
author of "The Complete Directory 
To Prime Time TV Stars," reports 
he has reason to question that. 

"I have recently seen a very old 
record catalog (of 785), dated Ap- 
ril, 1919, which lists new releases 
by Efrem Sr. and Alma. It contains 
a picture of the proud artists show- 
ing off their brand -new baby boy 
(they had only one). Efrem is that 
you ?" Brooks is now running with 
1918 for Junior, which would make 
the star 70 rather than 65 next 
November 30th. 

It's a running battle to pin down 
moving targets such as stars' ori- 
gins and ages. If a "Calendar " -list- 
ed birthday doesn't jibe with anoth- 
er source, your call to report the 
conflict is sincerely appreciated 
and will be investigated. 

Brooks's book explains his own 
severe but defensible policy on 
that. "If you want to quibble about 
someone's birth date ... you'd bet- 
ter send a copy of their birth certif- 
icate!"

Although McWilliams joined on- 
ly recently from KDWB /Minneap- 
olis, O'Malley has been in place for 
two years.

A History Lesson 
Despite his "newcomer" status, 

Cook was able to talk about 92X 

from a historical perspective. "Our 
AM, WCOL, was the dominant sta- 
tion in the '605 and mid -'70s, until 
WNCI came on the air. Originally, 
we simulcast with WCOL (as 
WCOL -FM). Around 1970 we went 
Religion on FM, then Religion dur- 
ing the day with underground mu- 
sic at night, and eventually under- 
ground around the clock. We were 
the first AOR in Columbus. 

"While WNCI can 
outspend us dollar for 
dollar, our ability to call 
on our heritage, 
consistency, and 
superior creativity will 
keep this a real race for 
years to come." 

"WCOL -FM was one of those cult 
stations that prided itself on lot 
playing any hits. Once (AOR) 
WLVQ came on they kicked our 
butts, and WNCI finally surpassed 
WCOL (AM) around 1978. So man- 
agement decided to take the AM 
more adult, but kept the old FM 
AOR jocks for the new Top 40 for- 
mat. 

"Around this time we were still 
getting beat, holding at around a 
seven share and very rock -ori- 
ented. The presentation was funny 
... kind of laid back, without ener- 
gy, excitement, or ratings." 

According to Cook, things were 
moving along in the right direction 
but didn't get serious until the ar- 
rival of Buddy Scott. "In January 
1980 Buddy came up from the orig- 
inal WDJX in Dayton. I was his 
Asst. PD and became PD when he 
left. In fact, Buddy and I have 
worked together since WIFE /Indi- 
anapolis in 1975. Buddy still con- 
sults 92X to this day. 

"We've been in the same building 
since 1948. Our equipment is mod- 
em, but some of the wall paper in 
my office is from the '60s ... pretty 
psychedelic. If you think our ten - 
year anniversary is special, WCOL 
- the first AM in the market - is 
celebrating 67 years of service." 

Cook said 92X's largest promo- 
tional event of the past ten years 
was its "Gas War." "It was just 
great," Cook reminisced. "We had 
three gas stations embroiled in a 
battle for the lowest price. One guy 
eventually went down to nine cents 
a gallon. So for about $1000 we had

MARKET SKETCHES 

Winter Ratings Slide 
Arbitron report cards have been mailed to stations in 

the 79 Continuous Measurement markets. This week's and 
next week's columns will chart progress in selected 
metros. Unless otherwise noted, comparisons are 
winter '87 to winter '88. 

Boston 
The most significant develop- 

ment was the emergence of Oldies 
WODS. Most notably, it improved 
its 25-54 numbers (from when it 
was WMRQ) by more than six 
shares, and is already number two. 

Full -Service WHDH was the lone 
AC that didn't experience 12+ ero- 
sion. It remained flat (5.8) and 
ranked second among format sta- 
tions behind fellow FSA power 
WBZ. Both FSAs utilized TV and 
bus sides during the survey. WSSH 
remained the leading FM AC, al- 
though WROR supplanted WMJX. 

The largest 12+ loss - register- 
ed by WBZ - was due, in part, to 
the illness and honeymoon of AM 
driver Dave Maynard, who missed 
most of February. AM drive num- 
bers at WBZ have been down or 
flat the last three sweeps. 

Conversely, WHDH scored a 
morning drive increase, posting its 
finest AM stats in over a year. Con- 
tributing to 'HDH's power surge 
was the arrival of new partner 
Tom Doyle for morning stalwart 
Jess Cain. The Cain /Doyle duo was 
second overall behind Maynard in 
the race for morning drive suprem- 
acy. 

AC stations experienced rough 
going within the 25-54 target demo. 
While all six slipped, WROR and 
WVBF lost the least. WBZ, WMJX, 
and WSSH experienced identical 
demo losses. WSSH remained the 
demo pacesetter. WROR benefit- 
ted the most, moving from number 
four among ACs to number two. 

Chicago 
The news wasn't much brighter 

in Chicago, where WCLR, WFYR, 
and WLAK all posted down books.

The difference, though, was that 
their combined 12+ erosion was 
only 0.9. Former CHRs WKQX and 
WLS were included in the analysis 
for the first time. 

In spite of its 0.7 loss, WLAK was 
Chicago's leading AC 12 +, with 
WCLR now just a tenth behind. 
However, in the demo race, 'CLR 
advanced past 'LAK. WCLR's 
"Pillow Talk" night offering had 
been pulled from the schedule; its 
night numbers showed no major 
fluctuations. Former CHR power- 
house WLS transformed itself into 
an FSA with better showings in 
higher demos. WKQX had an off 
book, with PM drive numbers par- 
ticularly weak. 

Detroit 
Full- Service WJR was a solid 

number one 12 +, 25 -54, and 35-64 as 
it segued back to 12+ double digits, 
gaining 1.6. With mid -teen 12+ 
numbers, 'JR's longtime AM driv- 
er J.P. McCarthy actually bettered 
past eforts. 

Meanwhile, other ACs echoed 
Boston and Chicago's down trends. 
Last winter, only 0.5 separated 
WNIC, WLTI, and WOMC. This 
winter it was still a horse race, 
with 'MC winning by 0.7. 

Only WJR improved within the 
demo. The most significant decline 
was WLTI's -1.8. 

Los Angeles 
KOST's position as the city's for- 

mat leader was rock solid, with a 
0.5 12+ increase that placed it 
fourth among all corners. FM ri- 
vals KIQQ and KBIG were off by 
about that much, enabling KOST to 
post a full two-share lead over 
number two challenger KBIG. 

Of greater significance was 
KOST's 1.3 25-54 improvement. As 
a result, the combined demo totals 
of Format 41 affiliate KIQQ and 
KBIG were just slightly higher 
than KOST's, the overall 25-54 

market honcho. 
Full- Service KFI was basically 

flat, but trailed its FM counter- 
parts by a wide margin. KFI took 
on a larger nonmusic image by 
slotting Dr. Toni Grant in middays 
and adding Talknet's Bruce Wil- 
liams at night. The station also 
picked up rights to the L.A. Raid- 
ers and will schedule a nightly one - 
hour call -in sports show. 

In other market developments, 
KIQQ PD Craig Hines moved to 
KBIG for midday duties. CHR 
KPWR improved its winter num- 
bers by 1.4. 

Nassau 
Forty -three stations appeared in 

the book, most licensed to New 
York City. WALK had a smashing 
survey, with potent AM drive

New York 
While WNSR, WPIX, and WNBC 

fell, format frontrunner WLTW 
picked up 0.6 to strengthen its lead 
over number two rival WNSR. The 
12+ and 25-54 rankings (WLTW, 
WNSR, WPIX, WNBC) were the 
same as a year ago, with 'LTW 
carving out bigger leads in both. 
The frustration for WPIX con- 
tinued; the station hadn't hit the 2.0 
level (12 +) since fall '86. 

CHRs WHTZ and WQHT each 
gained 1.1, and WYNY's switch 
from AC to Country helped produce 
a 1.4 increase. Much of WYNY's 
gains came from the former WHN 
(now all -Sports WFAN). "The 
Fan" was down 1.1, and Talk WOR 
dropped 1.7. 

Philadelphia 
Last year's tight three -way race 

developed into more of a two-sta- 
tion affair, with WSNI the victim. 
WMGK was flat 12+ and up 25 -54. 

Soft WKSZ fell in both demos. As a 
result, last winter's 0.8 differential 
separating the three AC contenders 
(with 'KSZ leading) turned into a 
3.6 margin, with WMGK holding 
the advantage. WMGK peaked per- 
fectly 25 -54. WKSZ had more mass 

appeal and garnered excellent 
25-54 and 35 -54 numbers. WSNI was 
weak across the board; its best 
results came from younger au- 
diences. 

San Diego 
The format showed some growth 

in Southern California. Current - 
based KFMB -FM (B10(1) (with a 
staggering metro cume of 41,160) 
and sister Full- Service KFMB 
each improved 12 +, as did KYXY. 
KWLT fell 0.5. 

Overall 25-54 market leader B100 
was the lone AC down from last 
winter; nevertheless, it held a corn - 
manding demo lead over nearest 
competitor KFMB. Talk KSDO put 
together a powerful book which in- 
cluded strong AM drive numbers. 
B100 and KFMB were two-three, 
with nearly identical, sold stats. A 

model of consistency, B100 remain- 
ed strong until the final daypart. 
KYXY posted its finest 25 -54 mid- 
day numbers. 

CHR KKLQ ( +6.0), KSDO 
( +2.1) , and KFMB were the big 
winners. UC XHRM ( -2.2), NAC 
KSWV ( -2.1), Gold XTRA ( -1.5), 
and Big Band KPOP ( -1.06 suffered 
the largest 12+ losses.

If you thought 'XRK's precip- 
itous fall slide was a harbinger of 
hard times for the Classic Rocker, 
think again. With Howard Stern 
leading the cavalry, the station 
fought back to tie 'NEW 12+ and 
beat its rival in several key demos, 
including 18-34 adults. 

Stern, who took an uncharacter- 
istic fall in the fall (fall in the fall? 
- that can't be right), regained a 
point in AM drive. Perhaps even 
more significantly, the station's 
night numbers doubled, enabling 
'XRK to finish number one in the 
market in 18-34 and 25-34 men 
('NEW was runner -up in each), 
and number two in 25-M men. 
'NEW still beat 'XRK in non-Stern 
dayparts, but was down in all male 
cells. And 'XRK, which now has a 
slightly younger audience than 
'NEW, was able to overtake the lat- 
ter in 25-34 males from 7pm -mid- 
night.

bread -and -butter demo. The two 
Loop sisters combined have over 
an 18 share in that cell. 

The big loser was undoubtedly 
Classic Rock WCKG. Two books 
ago, staffers were crowing about 
edging the mighty Loop.

'CKG plummeted over five 
points in 25-34 men, falling from 
first to fifth in the market.

WMMR 's lowest 12+ in three 
years was still good enough to give 
the 20 -year rocker its twelfth con- 
secutive number one.

With both AORs adding new mu- 
sic at a furious pace, Classic Rock 
WCSX took advantage of the open- 
ing, squeezed by on the rail, and 
won this three -way rock 'n' roll 
horse race. It marked the first time 
'CSX has beaten WLLZ, whose last 
four books define consistency: 
4.6- 4.6- 4.5 -4.6 (its individual day - 
part trends follow suit). 

'CSX's biggest gain was in mid - 
days (its 5.6 significantly outper- 
formed the rest of the day), and it 
primarily came at the expense of 
WRIF. Great American's first De- 
troit book is one the company 
would rather forget, as 'RIF not- 
ched its lowest 12+ in at least a 
dozen years (that's as far back as 
my stats go). 'CSX jumped two 
points in 18-34 adults, passing 
WLLZ to rank number two in the 
market. WLLZ remained number 
one in 18-34 men, but the makeup of 
that demo flip- flopped. While 
WLLZ's 18-24 plunged almost nine 
points, 25-34 soared nearly seven. 
'RIF was actually up a point in 
younger men, but shed five shares 
25-34 and fell from first to third. Not 
coincidentally, 'CSX was up five 
points in that demo to claim top 
market honors. 

In the "inexplicable quirks of the 
book" category, 'CSX's fall spike in 
18-24 women (over a ten share) 
was followed by a six-point drop in 
that demo. Given the equivalent 
rise the station enjoyed in 25-34 
women, it's obvious that a lot of 
'CSX's female listeners must have 
celebrated 25th birthdays in the 
winter. (Yeah, right.) 

Boston: 'BCN Rolls Again 
WBCN 7.4 -7.2

Yawn. WBCN finished first 12+ 
for the third straight book and 
completely dominated all the 
meaningful demos. Most notewor- 
thy is the obvious success of the 
station's aggressive new music 
posture at night.

shares in that daypart since last 
summer. 

The big story of the Boston book 
was new oldies entry WODS, which 
posted huge gains in all categories. 
Much of 'ODS's rise came at the 
expense of Classic Hits WZLX, 
which lost more than half of its 
35-44 men. However, it should be 
noted that 'ZLX's most significant 
loss - a massive ten -point drop in 
18-24 men -was not at the hands of 
'ODS, which showed only a modest 
two-point increase in that younger 
demo. ' ZLX was actually up in the 
all- important 25-34 male cell. 

Both new music -intensive 
WFNX (1.4- 1.5 -1.3) and out -of - 
market rocker WAAF (1.9- 2.0 -1.9) 
have been models of consistency 
over the last three books.

younger end, while KZEW had the 
edge in the more desirable demos.

WWDC -FM (DC101) has been 
doing the up -down lately - up one 
book, down the next. (Luckily, the 
station has saved its best books for 
the spring and fall.) But despite the 
half -point drop, DC101 posted its 
best winter 12+ in three years. The 
station was once again number one 
in 18-34 adults and men, and show- 
ed growth in all key cells. In fact, 
the only dip the station experienced 
was in 35-44. 

Classic Rock WCXR relinquish- 
ed many of the gains it had made in 
previous books, although its flat 
25-34 male share was still good 
enough for a second place finish. 
The station was down at least a 
half -point in all dayparts, and the 
demographic breakdown revealed 
similar declines. However, none of 
the losses were significant enough 
to justify dire predictions for the 
station's future. 

WHFS needed a big jump and 
got it, almost doubling its fall num- 
bers. 

Houston: 'ZFX Off Sharply 
KLOL 6.2-5.6 
KZFX 4.8 -3.7 

This was a tough survey for Clas- 
sic Rock KZFX, which had been 
valiantly keeping pace with KLOL 

despite the latter's jump last year. 
In losing over a point to drop to its 
lowest 12+ since adopting the new 
format in fall '86, 'ZFX fell par- 
ticularly hard in its most prized 
demos, suffering its worst decline 
in 25-34 men. (Still, the reduced fig- 
ure was good enough for number 
two in the market, five points be- 
hind KLOL.) KLOL tumbled over 
six points in younger men, but bal- 
anced that with upward moves in 
older demos, copping the coveted 
number one prize in the 25-54 male 
cell. It's noteworthy that KLOL's 
dominance in upper demos con- 
tinued even though the station 
plays a very high percentage of 
currents.

YBPC Honors Its Own 
Sixth Annual Award Banquet Salutes James Alexander, Step Johnson 

Each year, the Young Black Programmers' Coali- 
tion (YBPC) holds its Award of Excellence Scholarship 
Fund banquet. During that event the organization 
honors two individuals: one from radio broadcasting, 
another from the music industry. This year's honorees 
are WJLB /Detroit Program /Operations Manager 
James Alexander and Capitol Records VP /GM Step 
Johnson. I recently spoke with both men regarding the 
respective industries in which they've excelled. 

Alexander: 
'Genuine Commitment' 
James Alexander, who's work- 

ed in radio for nearly 20 years, 
will celebrate his sixth anniver- 
sary with WJLB this September. 
He began his career as an after- 
noon disc jockey at WCIN /Cincin- 
nati while still a high school 
senior: "When I got into this 
business, the number one record 
was 'Ain't Nothing Like The Real 
Thing' by Marvin Gaye and Tam - 
mi Terrell." 

After leaving WCIN, Alexander 
worked for WDAO /Dayton. He 
went on to air personality stints 
at New Orleans outlets WBOK 
and WYLD -FM and WBMX /Chi- 
cago, where he advanced to PD. 
His next programming stop was 
KRLY /Houston, known then as 
"Love 94." When the station 
dropped its Urban format, Alex- 
ander segued to WJLB. 

So what prompted Alexander to 
get involved with programming

in the first place? "The desire to 
advance ached deep within my 
heart. I wanted it, so I went after 
it," he explained. "I didn't want 
to be one of those 45- year -old 
jocks moving all over the coun- 
try. It's the best thing I ever did 
professionally; it helped me to 
help myself."

For Alexander, the idea of help- 
ing oneself extends to fighting the 
challenge posed by dance mu- 
sic /Urban -leaning CHRs and hy- 
brid stations. "In many cases, 
CHR isn't really Urban's biggest 
problem. In some situations, the 
Urban station is its own worst 
problem. The serious Urban out- 
lets can not only deal with this 
challenge, but they can continue 
winning if a genuine commitment 
is there." 

Calling the YBPC honor "truly 
something that is near and dear 
to my heart," Alexander passed 
along the following words of wis- 
dom to young broadcast enthu- 
siasts. "People who've chosen 
radio as their career should keep 
in mind that preparation, execu- 
tion, and consistency are very 
important. I still talk about these 
things because they work. Pursu- 
ing a dream, perseverance, and 
the willingness to go where need- 
ed to further your career - these 
are also musts." 

Johnson: 'We Must 
Work Together' 

Step Johnson is an 11 -year 
record industry veteran. Prior to 
his start at now -defunct ABC 
Records, Johnson worked for 
Bristol -Myers and McNeil Lab- 
oratories, a division of Johnson & 
Johnson, following his graduation 
from Loyola University in New 
Orleans. After ABC, he became a 
regional rep for MCA Records. 
From there he was named South- 
west Regional Director of Black 
Music at A &M Records, which 
later promoted him to National 
Director and VP. His Capitol as- 
sociation soon followed. 

So how did Johnson make the 
transition from product manufac- 
turing to record promotion? 
"Having played basketball in col- 
lege, I was able to meet people 
working in a number of different 
professions. During that time, I

"Our total scholarship fund dona- 
tions have exceeded $40,000. 
The money's been distributed to 
such schools as Mississippi's 
Jackson State University, Loui- 

siana s Southern University and 
Grambling, Memphis's LeMoyne- 
Owen College, Dallas's Bishop Col- 

lege, and Greensboro, NC's Ben- 

nett College. During 1989, we

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VIACOM'S RADIO MARKETING CAMPAIGN 

The Most Music Allowed By Law 
Most people don't even realize there's a legal limit to 

the amount of music you can play on the radio. But it fig- 
ures. After all, the government regulates everything else, 
doesn't it? 

April fools! All right, so I'm a 
few weeks late. But I'm not kidding 
when I tell you that "Most Music 
Allowed By Law" is fast becoming 
one of the hottest positioning 
phrases around for all formats. It's 
the hookline of a marketing cam- 
paign coined by Viacom and trans- 
ferred into TV commercial form 
under the direction of FihnHouse 
President Curt Hahn. 

Think Tank To Reality 
As KIKK /Houston VP /GM Craig 

Magee tells it, "The line came 
from a think tank session. I was sit- 
ting around with (Viacom Presi- 
dent) Bill Figenshu, (KICK OM) 
Jim Robertson, and a few other 
people, talking about how to em- 
phatically present the 'more mu- 
sic' image of our station. All of a 
sudden, the line came up." 

While neither Magee nor Robert- 
son remembers exactly who origin-

ated the line, both recall it getting 
some laughs. "We all chuckled," 
says Robertson. "But then we look- 
ed each other in the eye and said, 
'Wait a minute. Maybe we have 
something here.' " Adds Magee, "I 
guess we did, because people are li- 

RIVALS CALL FOR TV BAN 

Trouble In The Land Of Laws 
When the "Most Music Al- 

lowed By Law" campaign 
proved successful for KIKK! 
Houston, it was adopted by 
Viacom sister station 
WMZOIWashington. Be- 
cause of the city's special 
sensitivity to laws, the text 
was changed slightly, refer- 
ring to "WMZQ's law of 
playing the most music." 

While the campaign caused no 
problems in Houston, it caused a 

mini -furor in DC. Randall Bloom - 
quist, Associate Editor of R &R 's 
Washington Bureau, filed this re- 
port: 

Radio listeners and regulators in 

Washington have been scratching 
their heads over WMZQ -AM & FM's 
current advertising campaign. 

"We've all seen those ads, and 

we honestly don't know what law 

they're talking about," said a 

spokesperson for the enforcement 
division of the FCC 's Mass Media 
Bureau, adding there are no laws 

governing how much music a radio 

station may air, other than a require- 
ment that stations take a moment to 
identify themselves at least once an 

hour. 
A WMZQ spokeswoman said the 

campaign, which debuted in Octo- 
ber, has generated some calls from 

listeners wondering what statute 

the station is talking about. And 
what are these callers told? 

"We're referring to a Viacom law 
which requires us to play the most 
music in the market," said WMZQ 
VP /GM Paul Wilensky. 

Truth In Advertising 
Isn't it sort of misleading to refer 

to a corporate edict as law? 

"It's no more misleading than hav- 
ing two women go on TV and claim 
to be Alcott and Andrews," re- 

sponded Wilensky, referring to ads 
for a chain of women's clothing 
stores. He also said most of the 
calls the station's received have 
been from reporters seeking to stir 
up trouble. 

But there were others looking to 
stir up trouble for WMZQ. The 
FCC's files include a letter from a 

listener who described the "law" 
campaign as deceptive. The Com- 
mission staff advised the complai- 
nant to take up the issue with the 
Federal Trade Commission, which 
has authority over false advertising 
claims. 

At the height of the campaign, the 
GM of one of WMZQ's AC rivals 
contacted local TV stations, asking 
that the spots be rejected on the 
grounds they are misleading. The 
TV stations, however, said they 
found nothing wrong with the cam- 
paign and continued airing the 
spots. 

censing or stealing it for a number 
of formats and markets." 

The Game Plan 
As the TV spots hit, so did the 

KIKK on- air liners. OM Robertson 
explains, "The line is used live on 
the morning show a couple of times 
an hour, maximum. After that, it's 
part of our recorded IDs, coming 
up every hour or every other hour. 
There are also a couple of live 
liners the jocks use in rotation with 
other image liners." 

Robertson says the morning 
team of Charlie O'Neal and Pam 
Ivey "do it from dead serious to al- 
most putting a question mark on 
the end of the sentence in place of 
an exclamation point. It's one of 
those tongue -in -cheek things. The 
success of the whole campaign is 
the implied humor in 'What law? Is 
there really a law that dictates how 
much music you're allowed to 
play ?' 

Has the line accomplished what 
the station hoped it would? "If the 
proof's in the pudding, it's worked 
great," says Magee. "We've been 
number one 25-54 every book since 
that line hit the air (prior to last 
summer's sweep). The TV spot it- 
self created a lot of talk and 
brought a lot of attention to the sta- 
tion. Some people saw the humor in 
it. Others thought there really was 
a law." 

Having people debate the law is- 
sue has also contributed to the sta- 
tion's top -of -mind awareness. In 
fact, the spot actually caught the 
attention of a local TV station's 
legal reporter. Explains Magee, 
"He did this great five-minute 
story as if he was searching to see 
if there was such a law. He inter- 
viewed local law professors, even 
went to the law library." 

Good Guy Image 
Robertson views the phrase as 

one element of KIKK's overall 
marketing effort. "It's not a line 
that's going to take you from a 
seven to a nine share. But combin- 
ed with our long heritage in this 
market, it's one of the many things 
that adds to the personality of the 
radio station. 

"When you've been doing some- 
thing as long as we have in Hous- 
ton, it helps to shake up the person- 
ality. It makes people look at you in 
another way, whether it's humor- 
ous or warm and fuzzy. Another 
thing which makes this line work is 
the 'anti-government' or 'anti -rules 
and regulations' sentiments. It sets 
K]KK up as the good guys who are 
going to do their best to run things 
right to the max. I can't say it had 
an effect on the ratings, but it did 
make people blink, turn their 
heads, and react." 

One side effect has been a flood 
of calls to the station asking, "What

is the `most music allowed by law ?' 
Whose law is it ?" "We tell them 
there is no law; that it's a market- 
ing line we've come up with to say 
we play as much music as possi- 
ble," says Robertson. "We don't 
try to dodge the issue by implying 
there really is something there." 

Regarding the spot's marketing 
ability, Robertson says, "You've 
got to stand out on TV because peo- 
ple are hit with so many images. 
As an advertiser on TV, you've got 
to do things that are unique and 
different. You can't always do the 
hard sell." 

Suggesting that audiences may 
be numbed by the overuse of su- 
perlatives, Robertson says, "In the 
great world of radio, everything is 
'most,' 'best,' 'continuous,' or 
'back -to-back.' Every station in ev- 
ery format in every market uses 
these same words or something 
similar. 'Most music allowed by 
law' stands out. It gives you the 
ability to say 'we play a lot of mu- 
sic' without saying 'a lot,' 'most,' 
or 'best' over and over. Besides, I 
doubt that constantly repeating

COUNTERPROGRAMMING 

We Fought The Law... 
Here's how a couple of PDs reacted when the "Most 

Music Allowed By Law" campaign hit their respective mar- 
kets: 

KILT -AM & FM/Houston OM Rick 
Candea was unfazed by the ads. 
"If you've got a good game plan and 
know exactly what you're doing, 
don't waver from it. Let the compe- 
tition do what it needs to do to - 
but don't change what you do." 

It was a different story in San An- 
tonio, where KCYY was using the 
line a few months before PD Mark 
Tudor joined rival KAJA in March. 
"At first, we weren't going to do 
anything," said Tudor. "But we later 
decided to run a counterpromo. 
The idea was to tell people there 
isn't any damn law - never was, 
never will be. It's the most ridicu- 
lous statement in the world." 

KAJA ran prerecorded an- 
nouncements with a very authorita- 
tive voice (which "sounded like a 

Texas judge," according to Tudor) 
proclaiming, "The KJ 97 legal staff 
has just completed an extensive in- 
vestigation into the laws that govern 
the great state of Texas. Nowhere 
in those laws can we find any rule 
or law governing how much country 
music can be played in San An- 
tonio." Leading out of the authorita- 
tive voice was this tag: "Some 
things never change. For the most 
country music in San Antonio, it's 
KJ 97." 

It Worked ... Or Did It? 
"I don't know if the timing was 

coincidental or what," said Tudor. 
"But a couple of days after we put it 
on, the 'Law' slogan was gone 
from the market. A couple of days 
later, I got a contract from Viacom 
asking if I wanted to use the 
phrase." (According to KKYX & 

KCYY OM Scott Huskey, the 
phrase is "still on the air in our im- 
age liner rotation," although the 
prerecorded promos are "being 
rested." KCYY has never aired the 
TV spots.) 

And what if KCYY hadn't dropped 
the slogan? "Our next step was to 
offer $10,000 to any listener who 
could show there was a law govern- 
ing how much music radio stations 
could play," said Tudor. He added 
that KAJA still runs the counter - 
promo occasionally "as a reminder 
in case listeners hear a stray liner." 

Instead, how about counteracting 
with "We play more music than is 
allowed by law ?" Since many peo- 
ple may actually believe there is 
such a law, Tudor advised against 
it, cautioning, "You don't want to 
have listeners believing you're do- 
ing something illegal."

`best' and `most' will get people to 
listen to your station tomorrow 
morning." 

Two -Year Lifespan? 
How long can the campaign run? 

"I don't think you can keep it on TV 
forever because it is a novelty," 
says Robertson. "You made your 
pitch and got them to `blink,' but 
you can't do that forever. However, 
its longevity as an image liner will 
be much greater. We don't overkill, 
we don't beat people over the head 
with it because it's not our only 
statement. It's only a guess, but it 
should have an on-air life of a cou- 
ple of years." 

KIKK also incorporated the 
hard -hitting line into a contest spot 
for the morning show. The text 
read: "Every morning you get the 
most music allowed by law. Well, 
on KIKK you have that plus the 
chance to win ..." 

Station billboards continue to 
sport the slogan "KIKK sounds like 
Texas." "That's our number one 
hammer," says Robertson, adding 
that there are no present plans to 
use "Most Music Allowed By Law" 
outdoors. He did say that under the 
rignt circumstances, the station 
would use it in newspaper or maga- 
zine ads. 

KIKK, of course, is engaged in 
one of the nation's fiercest ratings 
battles with KILT -FM, which pro- 
motes itself as "Continuous Coun- 
try,12 -in -a- row." Still, says Magee, 
"the `Most Music Allowed By Law' 
line permits us to reinforce our po- 
sition as the 'more music' station."

This imaging line just might be 

the ultimate 'more music' state- 
ment. Some competitive battles 

have simply degenerated into "X 
in a row" one-upmanship. But how 
can you top "Most Music Allowed 
By Law ?" (See accompanying 
sidebar for some hints.)

"But we 
haven't figured out how to go one 
better yet. It's going to be a tough 
one to top."

Of all the dance/Urban-oriented P1-A's (modern rock KITS, frozen this 
week, is a case unto itself), WPOW (PWR 96) /Miami inhabits a mu- 
sical universe of its own construction. Not that consensus Pl -A hits 

like J.J. FAD ( #1 this week) or TAYLOR DAYNE ( #2) can't thrive (not to men- 
tion pop and rock hits by RICHARD MARX and AEROSMITH), but an unusu- 
ally high proportion of WPOW's playlist is shared by virtually no one else. In 

that class this week are hits by FAST FORWARD (6-3), TRILOGY (8-5), 
CLOCKWORK (22-13), the controversial 2 LIVE CREW (18 -14), GUCCI 
CREW 2 (26.18), ISIS (23 -21), andJUDY TORRES (28 -22), plus debuts for 
EXPOSE "Know," RIKKI & THE BEAT, and MADI, and three of this week's 
five adds (new cuts from COVER GIRLS, RICK ASTLEY, and local hero 
STEVIE B. - the other adds are L.A. rapper ICE -T and somebody named 
MICHAEL JACKSON). The combination of a tendency to go early on future 
singles or LP tracks and the existence of a well-defined, characteristic "Mi- 
ami Sound" in dance records allows WPOW to follow its own highway, and it 
continues to work.
