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Eastern Sold For $65 Million

Washington, DC-based Eastern
Broadcasting Corp. says it has
agreed to sell its entire chain of 11
stations for $65 million cash to a
new company formed by one of its
managers and two cable TV ty-
coons.

Eastern President and principal
stockholder Roger Neuhoff an-
nounced last week that an agree-
ment in principle had been reached
with Robert Tudek, Everett Mun-
day, and Robert Zimmerman, all
of State College, PA. The stock
transaction was brokered by Jack
Harvey of Blackburn & Co.

The three buyers will be equal
shareholders in the new broad-
casting company, which will be
headed by President/CEO Zim-
merman. He is a longtime Eastern
executive, and currently serves as
both a corporate director and VP/
GM of WRSC & WQWK/State Col-
lege, PA. Tudek and Mundy are the
majority stockholders of Tele-
Media Inc., the nation’s largest
privately-held cable TV company.

In addition to the State College
combo, the Zimmerman group will

purchase WTAD & WQCY /Quincy,
IL; WEST & WLEV/Easton-Allen-
town, PA; WRKZ/Hershey-Harris-
burg-York-Lancaster, PA; and
WWAZ & WWLI/Providence, RI.

In arelated transaction, Eastern
combo WCVS & WFMB/Spring-
field, IL will be spun off to its cur-
rent GM — Neubhoff’s son Geoffrey
— for $4.25 million. According to
Blackburn & Co., the Springfield
stations will be sold prior to the
transfer of Eastern Broadcasting’s
stock to the Zimmerman group,
and the sale proceeds are included
as part of the entire package being
purchased for $65 million.

The deals mean a sweet pay-
check for the 60-year-old Neuhoff, a
former CIA operations officer who
founded the chain in 1958 with the
purchase of WCHV/Charlottsville,
VA for $210,000. He stands to
receive about $30.5 million for the
67.2% of the company he owns with
his wife, and another $15 million
cash for a noncompete agreement.
Other family members control
about 22.5% of the stock, and
BankBoston Ventures another
10.3%.

“It was an offer that I found too
difficult to refuse,” Neuhoff told
the Washington Post. “I thought
two years ago the market had
peaked and prices would start go-
ing down. Obviously, I was

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NAB Reviewing Drug Bill,
Takes Dive On Fairness Fight

Fritts Predicts Quick Action On Codification In 101st Congress

NAB officials say they still can’t estimate the impact
on broadcasters of a tough new federal drug bill that calls

tions.

The Senate passed the “Omnibus
Anti-Substance Abuse Act of 1988”
(H.R. 5210) at 3:16am Saturday
(10/22) on a voice vote with only
four senators on the floor and
another in the presiding officer’s
chair. The bill earlier had passed
the House on a vote of 346 to 11.

The bill authorizes tough new
penalties for drug users, including
civil fines of up to $10,000. Under its
provisions, broadcasters convicted
of any drug offenses under federal
or state laws — felonies or misde-
meanors — could lose their FCC
licenses and other federal benefits
for up to five years. Repeat of-
fenses could lead to permanent loss
of licenses.

“So far as felons are already pro-
hibited from holding broadcast li-
censes, the drug bill does not ap-
pear to change anything,” said
NAB President Eddie Fritts. He
added that NAB staffers are still
reviewing the scope of the meas-
ure, but he expected it would
ultimately be challenged in the
courts.

NAB Admits Defeat
On Fairness

Another matter Fritts believes
will be decided by the courts is the
fate of the Fairness Doctrine. At a
news briefing in Washington on
Tuesday (10/25), Fritts said that
while NAB won the most recent
battles in Congress, the trade
group now concedes it has lost the
war over the Fairness Doctrine.

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Fritts predicted that passage of
legislation to write the Fairness
Doctrine into law will be “the first
order of business” when the 101st
Congress convenes in late January.
Opposition to such legislation,
Fritts hinted, would be futile.

“It doesn’t take a rocket scientist
to count votes,” Fritts said. “The
question becomes, ‘How much
blood do you want to spill in a fight
you are destined to lose?’ ”

Fritts said he believes the
Fairness Doctrine will become law
no matter who occupies the White
House next year. Democratic can-
didate Michael Dukakis has ex-
pressed support for the Fairness
Doctrine and would be likely to
sign a bill making it law. While
Republican standardbearer
George Bush opposes the policy,
Fritts said Congressional support
for codification is so strong a Bush
veto probably would be overridden
by the lawmakers. Earlier this
year, NAB won a victory when
Congress failed to override Presi-

dent Reagan’s veio o1 a Iairness
Doctrine codification measure.

Asked if NAB would mount any
opposition to Fairness Doctrine
codification, Fritts said that ques-
tion would be discussed and resolv-
ed at the January meeting of the
NAB board.

Ironically, NAB’s admission of
defeat in the Fairness fight came
during a press briefing called by
the trade association to trumpet its
successes during the 100th Con-
gress, which adjourned last week.

In the estimation of NAB Exec.
VP/Government Relations James
May, NAB had a near-perfect rec-
ord during the just-concluded legis-
lative season.

“I would describe our final
record as 15 wins, one loss, and
eight no-decisions,” said May.

Among the “wins”” NAB claims
are:
¢ Defeat of proposals to tax the
transfer of broadcast licenses.

¢ Passage of legislation that
allows broadcasters to carry
advertising for legal lotteries.

* Rejection of tax code changes
that would have limited broad-
casters’ ability to depreciate such
intangible assets as network af-
filiations.

¢ Defeat of proposals that would
have limited the deductibility of
advertising expenditures.

« Introduction of legislation bar-
ring the Forest Service from rais-
ing land use fees for broadcasters
with facilities on federal land. (The
last-minute measure did not pass,
but did play a role in stalling fee
hikes for at least a year.)

« Defeat of a proposal that would
have forced broadcasters to give
political candidates a deep dis-
count when they buy air time.

MCA Reports Increased
Revenue For Third
Quarter

MCA Inc. has reported increased
revenues, operating income, and net
income for the third quarter of 1988.
Revenues for the quarter ended Sep-
tember 30, 1988 were $806,727,000
compared to $770,598,000 for the
same period in 1987. Operating in-
come was up 28% to $102,635,000
from $80,151,000 for 1987. Income
before taxes was $83,460,000
versus $66,947,000 for 1987, and
net income was up 15% to
$54,260,000 or 74 cents per share
from $47,347,000 or 62 cents per
share for the same period in 1987.

MCA reported nine-month 1988 rev-
enues of $2,061,561,000, up from
$1,915,217,000 for 1987.

Westwood One
Earnings Down

Westwood One officials report the
company's net income plummeted
72% in the third quarter despite a 13%
increase in revenues. The company's
revenue totalled $27.1 million versus
$24 million for the same period last
year. Net income, however, dipped to
$795,000 (6 cents per share) versus
$2.8 million {23 cents per share) in
1987.

Westwood President William Bat-
tison attributed the results to a soft na-
tional advertising market and costs as-

sociated with the restructuring of the
NBC Radio Networks. Westwood re-
ported nine-month gross revenues of
$84 million versus $59.3 million the
previous year.

Olympia Completes
Debt Repurchase

Seattie-based Olympia Broad-
casting has announced completion of
its repurchase of $6.6 million in prin-
cipal of its 13%% senior subordinated
debentures due November 1, 1996 at
a price of par value plus accrued in-
terest. The repurchase was funded by
the proceeds of Olympia’'s $12 million
sale of KRPM-AM & FM/Seattle, which
was finalized last month.

NAB'’s self-described one loss
came at the hands of Sen. Jesse
Helms (R-NC), who managed to
win approval of an amendment re-
quiring the FCC to enforce its in-
decency guidelines 24 hours a day,
thereby eliminating the midnight-
6am ‘‘safe harbor” for adult pro-
gramming. That measure passed
both houses and was signed into
law with virtually no debate. NAB
and other broadcast industry
groups are planning a court chal-
lenge to the Helms amendment.

Among the currently dead issues
that NAB believes may be resur-
rected when the lawmakers recon-
vene are attempts to codify the
FCC's former rule requiring
broadcasters to hold a station three
years before selling it; legislation
requiring lengthy disclosure state-
ments in airline advertising; and
broadcast license renewal reform.

NARB officials hope the tentative,
ultimately fruitless discussions of
license reform that took place dur-
ing the 100th Congress will serve as
groundwork for some type of leg-
islative action next year.

AM Stereo Standard Bill
Will Be Back

Another measure almost certain
to be reintroduced in the 101st Con-
gress is Rep. Matthew Rinaldo’s
(D-NJ) bill calling upon the FCC to
establish a single standard for AM
stereo. Two stereo systems, Moto-
rola’s C-Quam and the Kahn sys-
tem devised by engineer Leonard
Kahn, are currently in use among
AM stations.

In remarks made when he intro-
duced the last-minute measure,
Rinaldo called stereo the “largest
potential improvement to AM ra-
dio” and chastised the FCC for its
repeated refusal to choose one sys-
tem as a standard.

“The FCC may have once
thought that market forces could
solve this problem,” said Rinaldo.
“But in this case, the lack of a
standard has created market grid-
lock, not harmony. The worst part
is that this gridlock has ac-
celerated the decline of the flagship
of American broadcasting: AM ra-
dio.”

NAB General Counsel Jeff Bau-
mann, who follows the AM stereo
issue for the group, said he had not
seen the Rinaldo bill. NAB, Bau-
mann said, favors establishment of
such a standard.

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Using The Phone
To Full Sales Advantage

s much as many may hate

to admit it, the telephone is

often a salesperson’s best
friend. Still, despite the time they
spend on it every day, many sales
and marketing executives tend to
think of Ma Bell’s little contrap-
tion as something their secre-
taries should worry about.

This can be counterproductive,
however, claims George Walther,
president of the Seattle-based
TelExcel company. He is the
author of “Phone Power,” a book
that says it’s important for ex-
ecutives to make a good impres-
sion on the phone.

Here are some of the tips
Walther offers for giving good
phone:

* Walk & Talk It: Replace your
regular phone cords with longer
ones. This allows you to walk
while you’re on the phone, which
not only adds ‘‘body language’’ to
your voice but also helps fight
phone fatigue.

* Avoid “Rudy Vallee Syn-
drome”’: Speaker phones are fine
for conference calls, but never use
them for one-on-one conversations
with an individual.

* Show Appreciation: Frequent-
ly reward and recognize your pri-
mary phone people, including sec-
retaries, customer service people,
operators, and so on. These people
— who make contact with roughly
240,000 people on the phone each
year — should know they're an im-
portant part of the company’s
business.

o Schedule: Work out a calling
schedule for yourself. Set specific
times for phone calls — both out-
going and incoming — and have a
list of objectives. This way you’ll
be sure to discuss the important
business at hand.

» Systemize: In addition to

scheduling, develop a system on
how you want to deal with your
calls. Talk to your secretary about
when you can accept calls, when
you can be reached, and when
you'll be returning calls.

Time Management Tips

he first step toward elimi-

nating time-wasting activi-

ties is identifying them. Ac-
cording to “The Organized Execu-
tive” author Stephanie Winston,
other ways you can maximize pro-
ductivity include recognizing and
avoiding the following time-
wasters:

Listening To Your Feet

Ithough broadcasters are
Ausually judged by what
they say and how they say
it, they should keep in mind that
communication is a process in-
volving more than the mouth.
While the lips are flapping, other
parts of the announcer’s anatomy
may be contradicting his words.
According to psychiatrist and
business consultant Dr. Martin
Groder, feet are reliable indica-
tors of thoughts and feelings — es-
pecially those we want to hide
from others or from ourselves.
Certain movements indicate cer-
tain moods. For example:

* Tensing the foot upward. This
action — combined with tightly
curled toes — is a sure sign of fear
or anxiety.

* Up-and-down movements. This
pattern usually denotes boredom
or impatience. Increases in speed
signal a change to feelings of
anger or hostility.

» Twisting and writhing. The cir-
cular motion is a clue that the per-
son is squirming inside with feel-
ings of embarrassment, shame, or
sexual restlessness.

rating employees.

According to a recent article in
Personnel Journal by Richard
Girard, personnel director of the
New York-based PAYCHEX,
many corporate appraisal sys-
tems force managers to rate
workers using a number of dif-
ferent performance levels. As a
result, morale may drop when
workers with similar records get
different ratings due to arbitrary
or minor distinctions. In such
cases, managers must keep exten-
sive records on each employee to
defend these close grading
systems.

Girard suggests the best policy
is to simplify the grading pro-
cedure, narrowing it down to three
performance levels — excellent,
acceptable, and poor. Further-
more, only excellent and poor per-
formances should be documented,
with the former being rewarded
and appropriate action being
taken against the latter.

Everyone wins under this
system. Workers get the message
that performance counts and is
being watched, while manage-
ment cuts down on paperwork and
avoids unfair employee ratings.

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Programming Vs. Sales
Vs. Programming

et’s begin with a simple multiple choice

question. When your sales manager or

PD calls, leaves a message, or is waiting
outside your office, do you:
A) Think nothing of it?

B) Think ‘“Damn it! What the hell does he

want now?”’

C) Wish your GM would get his act together
and blow this obviously incompetent individual

out of your life?

In addition to being a
budget preparation period,
this is also the time of year
when relationships between
programming and sales de-
partments can grow strain-
ed. Imagine, for instance,
the programming depart-
ment that needs additional
budget for talent, promo-
tions, and contests — but
none of this is possible
because the sales depart-
ment can’t sell the product.

On the other hand, sales
is making revenue projec-
tions which greatly outper-
formm the current market
share, with assumptions
based on projected ratings
increases. Naturally, sales
doesn’t deliver on their
budget when the revenue
figure isn’t hit. Sales says
the reason is that program-
ming has taken away units
and given away free adver-
tising for image’s sake.
Programming claims they
didn’t get the numbers be-
cause of sales unit load, re-

motes, and sleazy sales pro-
motions . . . and the circle
repeats itself.

In part one of “Program-
ming Vs. Sales Vs. Pro-
gramming,” we’ll suggest
some general strategies
that can be adopted by both
departments to relieve
many conflicts. Regardless
of what the sales/program-
ming relationship at a sta-
tion might be, there are
always ways to improve it.
The alternative could be big

costs in the areas of dollars,
ratings, and future man-
agement advancements for
both parties.

(General Strategies

eDo It Yourself: Don’t
rely on the GM, for in-
stance, to serve as the cat-
alyst for improved rela-
tions. Both parties have to
directly institute, monitor,
and analyze the process
without outside help.

e Consistency: When re-
lationship strategies are
finally agreed upon, they
must be carried out relig-
iously. There are no one-
meeting repairs.

e Time: The amount of
time the departments de-
vote to one another is the
most critical element in fos-
tering improved relation-
ships. Because our business
tends to be reactionary, we
all too often only meet when
a crisis is at hand.

* Meetings: If you don’t
already have specific week-
ly meetings solely between
the PD and sales manager,
with no outside parties in-
volved, then you absolutely
must start now. Of course,
this is in addition to weekly
promotions meetings, de-
partment head meetings,
and so forth. In some cases,
the managers may prefer
to have two weekly meet-
ings — the first on Monday
to cover the week’s plans,
and the second on Friday to
examine what’s been ac-
complished.

These meetings, especial-
ly at first, should be held
outside the office where you
can both devote quality
time and thought to the
agendas without the typical
station distractions. Also,
it’s wise to get in the habit
of keeping a file folder to fill
with items to be discussed

at the meetings.

Common Goals &
Objectives

Knowledge is absolute
power — and sharing your
respective goals, objec-
tives, and current pressure
points can breed greater
awareness and understand-
ing. One of you may be
more apt at interpreting re-
search, for example, than
the other. You should be
able to help each other out
in different areas.

You should also get in the
habit of giving each other
copies of every memo that
you funnel to your staffs.
You can both gain tremen-
dous amounts of informa-
tion in such areas as re-

search, marketing articles,
and meeting agendas, by
doing this. For instance,
AID reports pulled by the
sales department can be
very useful material for a
programming meeting,
while a great deal of the in-
formation contained in the
programmer’s package
and/or results from focus
groups can be used to the
sales department’s advan-
tage.

One of the more poignant
example of how sharing
goals and objectives can
greatly benefit a station oc-
curred when I was GSM at
WINZ/Miami. David Hos-
ley, the PD at the time, was
under tremendous pressure
to lower the 65-to-dead
demos. His on-air staff was
young and good-looking,
and he wanted to showcase
them somehow. Unfortun-
ately, he had no budget to
accomplish this. After some
serious brainstorming, we
decided to bring a free jazz

concert to the city. There
was an interesting angle in
that an AM news station
was presenting a music
concert, and it ended up ac-
complishing the PD’s
needs.

More than 7000 yuppies in
their 30s showed up. The an-
nouncers served as emcees.
TV coverage of the event
was presented both locally
and nationally. And in the
next book, the station’s
25-54 demo increased three-
fold. The sales department
benefitted with $250,000 in
new business — including
such diverse accounts as
nightclubs, beer, and rec-
ords — generated through
sponsorship and other pro-
motional hooks. There was
also the added benefit that
hundreds of media buyers
present at the show were
able to see a young, affluent
audience of 30-year-olds
that never showed up in the
book.

Whether or not your shar-
ing of goals brings you
something as dramatic as
this, you’ll still be surprised
by how frequently both par-
ties can help each other ac-
complish goals, specifically
in the area of target audi-
ences (i.e., younger, older,
less ethnic, more female,
ete.).

Sharing Contacts

You probably already
share many contacts, but
are probably working with
them unilaterally. Record
companies are the most ob-
vious example. A hypothet-
ical situation: program-
ming is looking for an out-
standing promotion, such
as a 30-minute, station-
hosted, music video TV
show. Meanwhile, record
companies are looking for

increased performance at
trade accounts (i.e., more
shelf space at retail stores).
And sales, of course, wants
more money from the rec-
ord companies.

By working together,
such a show could be pro-
duced, hosted by your
morning team and airing on
a local station (free adver-
tising). Videos can be se-
cured with the assistance of
the labels. The labels can
secure real estate through
in-store promotions featur-
ing the program’s top ten
videos. And sales generates
revenue, both from the la-
bels and outside accounts
who sponsor the TV show.
Everyone wins in the end.

Record labels are just
one example. There are
many others, including pro-
gramming’s public service
contacts who could benefit
sales. These might hypo-
thetically include the bank
president who’s also the
board chairman of “Toys
For Tots,” or programm-
ing’s network contact who
can provide the sales man-
ager with tickets to the Su-
per Bowl. Programming
can also benefit from such
sales contact examples as
the bank president who’s
chairman of the St. Pat-
rick’s Day parade, which
your station would love to
co-sponsor, thereby ripping
it out from under your com-
petitor.

What’s more, it’s estimated that
50% of all food expenditures will go
to eating out by the year 2000, as
opposed to this year’s 36% and only
21% in 1973.

Notable examples include
Kentucky Fried Chicken’s “Chick-
en Littles” and Burger King’s
“Burger Bundles.” Meanwhile,
processed food manufacturers are
also making note of the aforemen-
tioned ‘“‘grazing” trend. Both Na-
bisco and Keebler have introduced
downsized versions of their
crackers and snacks, while Oscar
Mayer’s ‘‘Zappetites” line includes
snack-sized frozen cheeseburgers,
pizzas, and hot dogs.

e’ve all heard the expres-
sion ‘‘a swimmer’s
body.” However, swim-

ming as a means of weight con-
trol may be a bit of a popular
myth. A recent study published in
the American Journal of Sports
Medicine that examined the
weight and fat reducing effects of
swimming as compared to those
of cycling and walking came up
with the following results:

* Overweight women who
walked 60 minutes a day lost an
average of ten percent of their
body weight.

» Those who rode stationary
bicycles dropped 12% of their
body weight, while swimmers
gained three percent.

» While walkers and cyclists
lost body fat, swimmers main-
tained the same amount.

So why doesn’t a strenuous ac-
tivity that works the entire body
reduce fat? Exercise creates
weight loss by increasing body
temperature, but water conducts
heat away from a swimmer’s
body, preventing a rise in body

temperature. Air doesn’t conduct
heat as well, which is why walk-
ers and cyclists are more apt to
drop some pounds. The doctor
who conducted the survey also
theorizes that being immersed in
cold water may actually
stimulate a subject’s appetite,
resulting in higher food intake in
order to ensure a greater layer of
insulation.

Nevertheless, the doctor
stresses that swimmers shouldn’t
give up the activity, as there are
few exercises that provide better
cardiovascular fitness and total
body development with a mini-
mum of possible injuries. Still, if
weight loss alone is your goal,
you may be better off buying a
bike or a pair of walking shoes.

The “other shoe” has finally
dropped at KMLE/Phoenix, which
changed from Religious to Country
programming at noon on October
24. In late July, Shamrock Presi-
dent Bill Clark had announced the
newly-acquired station would go
Country when the deal closed.

The transfer from Chandler
Communications to Shamrock of-
ficially took place at 12:0lam
Wednesday (10/19). At that time, a
computerized voice counted down
from 82,000 and advised listeners to
“stand by for a new, clear, radio
station.”

At 12:25pm Monday, October 24,
“Camel Country 108" was born
with the liner, “Finally, you have a
choice. We’re the one with the good
times and the great country favor-
ites. Camel Country 108.” The first
song was Alabama’s “Mountain
Music.”

Nuclear Fallout

As innocent-sounding as the
“new, clear” line was, it did cause
a hit of a stir — perhaps because it
was delivered in a computer voice
during a countdown. PD Bob Glas-
co said the FCC received about 100
calls and that local police and TV
stations also received calls from
people concerned about a “nucle-
ar” radio station. “Apparently it
frightened some children,” said
Glasco.

Accordingly, as part of its kickoff
KMLE invited the family of one of
the kids featured in a TV story to
the station. The six-year-old girl
actually put the station on the air,
playing the first liner and then hit-
ting the first record.

The “new, clear” line stems
from KMLE'’s use of the new Dolby
SR system.

{ST 9/30) has Z100/NY filing suit
against crosstown Hot 97 for using the Z100
service-marked phrase “From The Top Of The
Empire State Building” in the latter's legal ID.

Meanwhile, Hot 97 is suing Z100 over
its use of the phrase “Saturday Night Dance
Party” — which Hot 97 has been using on-air
for the fast 18 months. (Both stations’ special,
Saturday night, dance-oriented programming
originates live from select Manhattan
nightclubs.) In recent weeks, Z100 has
stepped up its promotion and marketing of the
10pm-1am feature, drawing fire from Hot 97.

Hot 97 PD Joel Salkowitz says, “That
show is most significant in terms of image and
business for Hot 97. ‘Saturday Night Dance
Party’ is our service mark. We're tired of
having our stuff ripped off.”

Z100 programmer Steve Kingston
responds, “We intend to deal with this issue
as aggressively as we do in all other aspects
of our station.” More judicial fisticuffs to come.

In other legal courtin’ and sparkin’, it looks
like BJ105/Orlando “Breakfast Bunch” partner
Darrell Hammond won'’t be heading to
crosstown Y106 as previously reported (ST
10/14). BJ took it before a judge, who not
only enjoined Hammond from defecting, but
also ordered BJ105 to take him back to finish
out the three months remaining on his deal!

ST hears that Outlet's KIQQ/L.A. will be
sold this week — for about $55 million — and
that the buyer will surprise you. The company
that will close the deal has not been involved
in any of the previous ST about this sale.

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Gannett’s Cook:
Bullish On Radio

annett Radio Presi-

dent Jay Cook’s ca-

reer began 31 years
ago on the 250-watt “Voice Of
North Central Texas,” KSTV/
Stephenville. Along the way,
he worked as an air personality
at WHBQ/Memphis and WFIL/
Philadelphia, where he later
became PD.

In October 1979 he moved on to Na-
tional PD duties at Combined Com-
munications, now known as Gannett.
His tenure includes promotions to VP/
Programming, President/GM posts at
KSD-AM & FM/St. Louis and WIOI
(now WUSA)/Tampa, Regional VP/GM
duties at KKBQ/Mouston, and even-
tually the presidency of Gannett Radio,
succeeding Joe Dorton. An unabash-
ed fan of radio — and CHR in particular
— he recently talkked with R&R's Joel
Denver about the industry’s future pro-
fitability and other related subjects.

R&R: Are you still bullish on the
CHR format?

JC: Yes, because CHR as a for-
mat makes sense. It’s one of the
three best format opportunities in
radio. The other two are AC and
some of its subcategories, and
Country. CHR is where my roots
are. It’s what’s made me a living
for a lot of years, and is really
where my heart is.

R&R: But you've switched sev-
eral stations from CHR to NAC.

JC: The decisions to do CHR in
Dallas (then KTKS) and Seattle
(then KHIT) were not very wise;
Seattle probably was the worst. We
did modified versions of CHR in
Seattle and Dallas when we should
have gone for the teens and worked
upwards. In San Diego it wasn’t a
mistake; we were just operating at
a signal disadvantage.

Research has told us the least
popular element of the NAC format
is the acoustic new age material.
Jazz is the most popular element

and probably the key to the success
of it. We thought there was an op-
portunity for us in Seattle and
Dallas, and it appears to have been
the best option. Since making those
switches, Ganneit has learned
more and invested more in finding
out what’s going to make this thing
fly than any other company, in-
cluding Satellite Music Network.
The correct mix is a bit different
from market to market, we’ve dis-
covered.

R&R: What's the single biggest

change in Gannett’s posture since
you became President?

JC: 1don’t know that there is any
major difference, except maybe
just a difference in style between
Joe and me. I'm more low-key, but
I don’t think the Gannett Radio
philosophies have changed.

R&R: You're regarded as one of
the industry’s nicest and brightest
players. Has this image made the
chain more cohesive?

JC: It’s not a matter of style. It’s
the only way I know how to do
things. I try to communicate with
people a lot, listen to what they
have to say, talk things through,
and let everybody contribute. The
stations talk with each other more
than they did in the past. That may
be a function of me coming from
the product side of the business as
opposed to the sales side.

R&R: As VP/Programming,
what hand did you have in the suc-
cess of KIIS-FM/Los Angeles?

JC: One of our biggest projects
while I was running the program-
ming end of things was KIIS-FM.
Work began in 1982 to modify its
Disco image. We all came to the
same conclusion: people had ex-
pectations that KIIS should be a
CHR station. And only when we
delivered on those expectations did
KIIS begin to be more successful.
Credit for the major part of that
turnaround has to go to (former
President/GM) Wally Clark, Rick
Dees, and (former VP/Program-
ming) Gerry DeFrancesco.

R&R: What’'s your outlook on
KIIS's battle to regain first place in
the market?

JC: We're still the number one
station in all the demos that are im-
portant. The caliber of competition
in L.A. since KIIS began its run, if
you will, has improved immeasur-
ably. That the competition has got-
ten better is not surprising. I
would’'ve preferred that everyone
had stayed asleep, but that hasn’t
happened.

The KIIS-FM programming/
management team of (PD) Steve
Rivers and (President/GM) Lynn
Anderson-Powell and all the de-
partments have done a remarkable
job in what we all know are very
difficult circumstances. The fourth

or fifth year into a CHR’s life is
very difficult; it’s the crucial time
in its evolution. That’s when you hit
the wall and you’re not new any-
more. Much of CHR's appeal is be-
ing hot, fresh, and new — all those
things that capture the attention of
the so-called “hip” element.

I think most people would agree
that the most desirable radio prop-
erty in this country is KIIS-FM,
and it will be for a long time to
come. Gannett’s support has allow-
ed us to make sure that Rick Dees
stays with us. So if anybody wants
to come play the game, we’re here
to play.

R&R: Were you shocked by Wal-
ly Clark’s resignation and Dees’s
rumored departure?

JC: Wally and I talk regularly,
so I knew he was considering the
move. One of the top priorities I
had when I came to this job was to
make sure we not only told Rick

thanks for the years that he’d been
working, but continued to show
him so. Given the scenario, espe-
cially in the sports world, if anyone
was ever justified in asking us to
reopen that package it was Rick.
He never did; a deal was a deal.
We started talking about his new
deal over a year ago. We were
about wrapped up on a new long-
term deal when all the rumors
started.

R&R: Some people say Gannett
no longer spends big bucks for pro-
motions.

JC: That’'s more a matter of
perception than reality. All our sta-
tions are spending more each year.
If they’re talking about KIIS-FM,
it’s really a wrong judgment. KIIS
has done so much for so long — and
we're still doing things in as big a
way as ever. Unfortunately, those
things have become rather ho-
hum; people expect that from
KITIS.

In some markets this perception
could have been generated because
it’s my basic belief that we don't in-
vest in a product until we think it’s
ready for promotion. Then we go
ahead and do what needs to be
done to let people know about it.

R&R: With DeFrancesco mov-
ing to WUSA as VP/GM, will Gan-
nett name another VP/Program-
ming?

JC: 1 don't know. We'll just see
how that works out. Gerry’s been
in that job fulltime for almost two
years now, and he’s done a very
good job. We’ve got some really ac-
complished programming people
in the group all the way across. So I

think the need for anyone to do that
on a fulltime basis is somewhat
lessened. Gerry will need to have a
little withdrawal period from pro-
gramming, which is only natural,
so were still covered here in a
sense.

R&R: Is radio overconsulted and
overresearched?

JC: No. We’re a much better in-
dustry, and we program smarter
and operate much smarter since
we’ve been involved in research.
The key is the value you place on it.
I don’t think there’s any substitute
for instinct, knowing your market,
and knowing your station.

R&R: But many of your stations
seem to have relied more on re-
search than guts recently.

JC: We haven'’t given up that gut
feeling, but we are doing more re-
search in some markets than in the
past. You can get away with gut
level programming when the com-
petition is soft. But if it’s not, you
had better have some additional in-
put from the audience. Not to have
that kind of input will really kill you
in the long run unless you’re one of
those remarkably instinctive,
brilliant people of whom I've met
only two or three in my 30 years in
radio.

In the areas of new music and
adding music to the station, re-
search can’t tell you what to do.
You can’t measure the acceptance
of a record until it’s been heard. To

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wait on the research before you
move on a record would be deadly.
You better have a feel for what
your audience will respond to.

R&R: You've hired several GMs
with programming backgrounds.
Is that an advantage?

JC: The product side of the
business has become more com-
petitive, and there is certainly
more reason to allow program-
mers to get into those positions.
You fit the person to the job. If a
station requires intensive pro-
gramming skills, the programmer
is the best choice. If the product is
in pretty good shape and you need
to maximize your revenue poten-
tial, then it just seems very logical

to me that you’d put in somebody
with more of a sales background.

R&R: What qualities do you look
for in a GM?

JC: He must have the ability to
communicate with people. I report
to Gannett: President/CEO John

Curley and Gannett Broadcast
Group President Cecil Walker, and
they’re both very clear on the way
we do business. We concentrate on
people, then product. If we do a
good job with people, the product
will happen and profit will follow.

R&R: What do you look for in a
PD?

JC: While people skills are a
must, obviously technical exper-
tise, creative ability, and admin-
istrative skills are all parts of the
mix. We look for people who are
able to bring all those qualities to
the job, who are challenged and
happy to be coming to work.

When the people who work for a
PD, sales manager, or GM come to
work worrying about what kind of
mood their boss is going to be in, it
diverts them from what they’re
supposed to be there for. If I dis-
cover we have a manager like that,
we see if we can find someone else.

R&R: And your forecast for ra-
dio’s future?

JC: Radio has gone through
some of the trials TV has to deal
with today — fragmentation and
specialization. We’ve already
played that ballgame and won. Ra-
dio has been declared dead a num-
ber of times and always seems to
bounce back. I see radio continuing
to be a very vital medium in the
media mix and very profitable for
years to come.

We may have hit a wall for sta-
tion turnaround situations, where
you buy dirt cheap and make a sud-
den windfall. Gannett gives its sta-
tions lots of longterm corporate
support, and that’s a winning man-
agement philosophy that applies to
all radio stations — no matter how
big or small.

The other third is a mixture of
oldies from the '60s and '70s.

“The target demo is 25-49
blacks,” he continued.

Explaining the discharging of all
the station’s personalities in favor
of a new lineup, Mayo said, ‘From
a talent standpoint, all of the old
jocks would have been compatible,
and it was very tough to let some of
them go. It's difficult explaining to
someone that it’s not their talent
that’s the problem and that talent
has nothing to do with it; that it’s a
decision based on a station image
problem.

“Our emphasis was not to find
disc jockeys to be competitive with
those on WGCI; our DJs will even-
tually become stars, just as the sta-
tion will. A lot of people didn’t un-

An off-duty jock rushes into the control room with the
latest piece of hot local news. ‘‘Joe Blow is out over at Sta-
tion X! On the street!” The morning man, barely looking
up from his playlist, replies, ‘‘Yeah, I heard. Our switch-
board’s already been on for an hour and he hasn’t called

yet. Wonder where he is?”’

Poor Joe Blow. His bargaining
power deflated about 95 percent
before sunrise. Yesterday an equal
competitor, today just another out-
of-work bozo scrambling for Rod-
ney Dangerfield’s leftover scraps
of respect.

If he had phoned yesterday when
he was still employed, a PD would
probably have taken the call, if for
no reason other than curiosity.
There’s always a tidbit of com-
petitive information to be picked
up, or some gossip.

But if Blow phones today from
the street, he’ll be awfully lucky to
get a call returned. There’ll be no
mystery about what he wants.

If the PD does want to talk jobs,
okay — but if there are no im-

mediate openings, the pink
message slip will sail into the cir-
cular file atop all the other little
balls of paper.

Blow will sit at home, thumbing
through his address book, making
call after call to people who were
his industry colleagues yesterday
but “aren’t in” today.

Tomorrow will turn into next
week. Next week will segue into
next month. His lack of market
value will begin blowing Blow’s
mind. He’ll smile on the outside but
shrivel on the inside while mailing
tapes and making calls. More dues.
More dues.

And then the sun will break from
behind those black clouds and a
call will be returned. A job will be
dangled. Blow will strike at the

lure. Back in business! Back on the
high road.

When he announces his new ad-
dress, Joe’s ego will have un-
shriveled to the point that he’ll be
able to tell acquaintances — with a
straight face — about the several
stations he rebuffed while cagily
closing the new deal. After a few
days, he’ll even believe those
“other offers’” himself.

Then, down the line, one day at
work he’ll learn that John Doe over
at Station Y is suddenly on the
street. As he relays the news to the
morning man, he may chuckle and
say, “He’ll be calling any time
now!”

Or, depending on how much his
own experience taught him about
compassion, Joe Blow might grab
a phone and give John Doe a call,
to let him know that someone cares
and will be on the lookout for open-
ings.

The world has a name for that
second option. For centuries, it has
been called the Golden Rule.

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KKRZ Cops Sixth Straight Win

Portland Outlet’s Streak Threatened By Challenger KXYQ

Getting to the top is one thing, but staying there is an-
other. Just ask KKRZ (Z100)/Portland OM/afternoon
driver Sean Lynch. His station commanded the market
lead with a 9.1 to 9.3 increase in the summer Arbitron for
the sixth consecutive book. Not far behind KKRZ isKXYQ
(Q105), programmed by Jim Ryan. It leaped 5.6-8.0 for
third place, trailing Country KUPL-FM (8.1). In the sum-
mer Birch, however, KXYQ topped KKRZ 10.9-10.7.

KKRZ's winning streak began in
summer 1984 under then-PD Gary
Bryan (now programming KUBE/
Seattle). Lynch was his Asst. PD at
the time, taking over the program-
ming reins two years ago.

Airstaff Greatest Asset

Well-versed in the market,
Lynch knows what got KKRZ
where it is and what keeps it there.
“Our greatest asset is the staff. If
morale suffers so will the air
sound. We have to stay pumped up,
so we let the airstaff have a sense
of autonomy on-air and off-air. I
believe in getting the best people
and letting them do their own

Lynch also points out the impor-
tance of KKRZ's morning zoo to
the station’s success. “Our morn-
ing show as a lot of heritage. (Host)
John Murphy’s been here for two
years, and he’s backed up by
(character voice talent) Dan
Clark, (traffic personality) Tony
Martinez, and (news talent) Brook
Belson.

“KKRZ’s promotional posture
has also been a big factor, as we've
continued with the ‘Big Money
Song’ and a ‘Birthday Garme,’
where we hand out cash every
Thursday. We’re always trying to
come up with innovative ways of
programming. I also like to find
creative new ways to increase bill-
ing without increasing the number
of units. When you can get clients
to pay the hard costs, that can bet-
ter affect the bottom line.”

KKRZ maintains a mascot, “The
Jammin’ Salmon,” and has a van
out on the streets daily looking for
bumper sticker winners who nab

““Z100 dollar bills.” ‘‘We continue to
out-promote Q105 but that doesn’t
mean we spend more cash,” Lynch
remarks.

KKRZ recently participated in a
city food festival (‘““The Bite”’) and
hosted the “Z100 Last Chance Sum-
mer Dance* over Labor Day week-
end. “We had a great turnout for
groups like Denise Lopez, Dino,
the Fat Boys, and local groups like
Shock.”

Music Counter
To Market Mix

Interestingly, many of the
groups in that show have Urban
and/or dance roots. Notes Lynch,
“We’'ve always leaned Urban,
which surprises people due to the
lack of ethnic listeners in the mar-
ket. Our female target audience
really likes to dance, which has
been borne out in other markets.
Our strength is that we can play a
wide variety of music, including
the good rock music that’s out now.
Like most stations we daypart
music, and the percentage of cur-
rents to gold varies with each
daypart. But I'd say we’re general-
ly 75%-80% current.”

Lynch keeps only a half-open eye
on the competition because “I’ve
got no control over what they do.
Frankly, the competition from
KXYQ has increased time spent in
the CHR format in general and has
had a dramatic impact on overall
market competition.”

In the past, the competition bet-
ween KKRZ and then-CHR rival
KMJK had escalated to the point of
filing legal proceedings. This bat-
tle, however, doesn’t seem as cut-
throat. “I've had dinner with Jim
Ryan and get along with him pretty
well — as well as you can expect
for two people fighting it out tooth
and nail for the same turf.

“I don’t think KXYQ can ever
beat us. If T did, then it would be
time for me to move on. The only
way we'll lose is if we defeat our-
selves from within. Now I'm not
deluding myself — KXYQ did get
close this time — but close only
counts in horseshoes.”

KXYQ: Close Enough
For Ryan

Of course, KXYQ's Jim Ryan
sees the 1.3 share margin a bit dif-
ferently. He took the station live
CHR in spring ’86, moving the
tower and studios from Salem (for-
merly KSKD) to Portland the fol-

lowing spring. “It was a lot of
work, but it feels good when it all
pays off,”” says Ryan. “Qur new
tower fell and we were on-air from
a temporary tower for six months
with a makeshift antenna. It was
awful.

“It’s especially hard
when you’re competing
against a good station
like KKRZ. When they
make a mistake or miss
a beat, we have to be
there to capitalize on
it.”’

“Technically, we got it together
just last fall, so it’s only been about
a year that the whole market has
been able to hear us. It’s especially
hard when you’re competing
against a good station like KKRZ.
When they make a mistake or miss
a beat, we have to be there to
capitalize on it.”

Discussing market changes
since KXYQ’s debut, Ryan says,
“There are now 17.3 CHR shares
here. In fall 1986 there were only
13.9 shares, and KMJK was still in
the format. And at the time we had
two AC FMs with a total AC share
of 10.5. Now there’s only one FM
AC,KKCW, and they have a 6.0.

“We certainly benefit from not
having a strong AOR in town, but
we have really filled the hole that
(AOR) KGON gave up with its
Gold-based approach: in this book
we were a solid #1 in 18-24 and 18-34
men. It’s really a split market, but
we're also #2 1824 women and
fourth in 1834 women behind
eclectic-sounding KINK and
KKCW.”

Jim Ryan

Night And Day Differences

Explaining the contrast between
KXYQ and KKRZ, Ryan points
out, “We had to be positioned dif-
ferently than KKRZ. We felt we
could gather strength from the rest
of the market and present a CHR
product that leaned more toward
the rock side — and it’s worked
(see accompanying sidebar).

“We never played Keith Sweat’s
‘T Want Her,” yet KKRZ never
played Def Leppard’s ‘Pour Some
Sugar On Me.’ Generally, I try to
stay away from the Urban-oriented
teen records and leave them to
KKRZ. I'll play Whitney Houston,
but Madonna records and those
soundalikes are burned according
to the research.

“KKRZ doesn’t do as much re-
search as we do,” he criticized.
“Many retail stores say we’re the
only ones who call them. We also
do a lot of calout research to help
determine burnouts. And we do a
new music show on Sunday night
soliciting calls to see what should
go into test rotation.”

Legend has it that the Pacific
Northwest is a bit conservative.
“People are hesitant to change,”
he confirms. “This market has the
slowest rotations of any major
market I've ever seen.”

How slow? “We turn over our
hottest records every 3:40. KKRZ
is even slower, but we both speed it
up at night. That’s helped our
18-34s to the point where we’re tied
at 13.2 with KKRZ and at a virtual
tie in teens. KKRZ beats us 25+ on-
ly because they’re more establish-
ed, but we gained here as well this
book.”

Ryan’s airstaff features well-
known Portland personalities, in-
cluding morning man Archer
(formerly Production Director at
KKRZ), midday guy Steve Naga-
numa (16-year market vet who had
programmed KMJK), and after-

noon personality Gloria Johnson
(seven years at KGON).

Unique Key
Card Campaign

Both KXYQ and KKRZ em-
ployed bumper sticker campaigns.
KXYQ is now doing the “Q105 Key
Cards,” which are distributed
through Burger King. “They’re
embossed with a number, which
we call out for prizes beginning at
7:30am and throughout the day.
But the bonus is they provide key
loss protection: they can be return-
ed by mail with guaranteed post-
age just like a hotel room key.
Some 100,000 are in the market al-
ready. We’ve just ordered another

100,000, having registered 45,000
listeners in just six weeks.”’

He also mentioned added visibili-
ty with the Q105 giant boom box
and the station’s recent co-promo-
tion of the “Mayor’s Ball,” which
features local bands and draws
money for the Portland Music As-
sociation. And the outlet has inked
an exclusive agreement for out-
door coverage on Portland’s new
electric train system (MAX: Metro
Area Express). Ryan feels this
close ratings race is the shape of
things to come. “I really think
we're on the verge of beating
KKRZ. The tide is starting to shift,
and our research indicates a lot
dissatisfaction from their
listeners.”

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For KISW, The Sky’s The Limit |

KISW is back. Based on the latest numbers, Seattle’s
17-year AOR has not only weathered 1986’s mass defection
to crosstownKXRX - it’s made the essential transition to
a 25+ station. And the person charting the Nationwide
outlet’s successful new course is rock radio’s most well-
known first-time PD: Sky Daniels.

One of AOR’s most colorful,
outspoken personalities since he
burst on the scene at WLUP/Chi-
cago ten years ago, Daniels never
had been given the opportunity to
program until KISW GM Beau
Phillips recruited him last June.
Phillips was KISW’s PD back in
the days when the hard-rockin’ sta-
tion dominated Seattle’s AOR
scene, until GM Steve West led a
parade of KISW staffers across the
street two years ago to what had
been AC KQKT. Over a dozen
KISW staffers eventually defected
to KXRX, including both high-
profile drive teams, three salespeo-
ple, and the chief engineer. When
Phillips was upped to replace West,
he was left with the unenviable
task of completely rebuilding the
station.

“When that kind of raid takes
place, most stations fold up and
change format,” Daniels says.
“Beau weathered an incredible
storm. Having been privy to the
most personal ramifications of that
situation, I can tell you that very
few individuals could have held up
under the blow. To Beau’s credit,
he was like a lighthouse in a time of
great turmoil, and it clearly show-
ed on the players here.”

*“I had a pretty good
idea of how to take a
traditional hard rock
AOR and coax it into a
more palatable
25-34-oriented radio
station.”’

Phillips may have held things
together, but KXRX made an im-
mediate ratings impact. Ex-
clusively targeting the lucrative
25+ demo, the “X’’ debuted with a
4.3 while KISW slid 8.0-6.2. Three
books later KXRX led the battle,
4.6-3.8. KISW eventually rallied to
pass its rival 12+, but its strength
was mainly 18-24. Last spring when
the “X” was number one 25-34 men
it led KISW by almost six points in
that crucial cell.

Music Revamped
To Lure 25+
Daniels says he knew immedi-
ately upon arriving that the
station’s music needed to better re-
flect the 25+ audience rival KXRX
had exploited so successfully.

“I felt instinctively that the sta-
tion was still a little tied to some of
the modal-era attitudes,” Daniels
says. “The station had great 18-24
numbers, but it fell off rather
dramatically 25-34. I had gone
through that musical evolution my-
self, going from the Loop — which
was the king of modal — toKFOG’s
Superstars IT approach, to working
with George Harris. So I had a
pretty good idea of how to take a
traditional hard rock AOR and
coax it into a more palatable 25-34-
oriented radio station.”

To accomplish that, Daniels ex-
panded the library extensively, ad-
ding 600-700 titles. A good percen-
tage of the depth tracks were
released in the last ten years. “One
of the things I chose to do was to
‘contemporize’ the station,”
Daniels explains. “We're in 1989,
for all intents and purposes, but
people in AOR tend to view the ’80s
as ‘modern rock.’ It’s almost
laughable. For a lot of 28-year-olds,
’80s music is their music.”

Specifically, Daniels beefed up
catalog from Dire Straits, Talking
Heads, R.E.M., and similar bands
which had been receiving only lim-
ited airplay. Other additions came
from traditional upper-demos
faves like Steely Dan. Secondary
and tertiary tracks from core ar-
tists also found their way into the
KISW mix. At the same time,
Daniels began dayparting some of
the potentially-offensive harder
rock the station had been relying
on for years.

“As an MD of some conse-
quence, I had distilled a wide list of
material, having kept notes on all
the different stations I worked at,”
Daniels says. “When it comes to
putting together an AOR library, I
have a pretty far-reaching back-

ground. I basically came in here,
took what was by and large a
straightforward, meat-and-
potatoes radio station, and added
some colors that didn’t exist here
before.”

Current Percentage Upped

In addition to the library expan-
sion, KISW began playing more
new and recurrent product. That
strategy is in direct contrast with
that of most stations attempting to
lure upper-demos, and a welcome
change for an AOR long perceived
as one of the nation’s most conser-
vative.

Daniels discusses music with
Jones, consultant Jon Sinton, and
Nationwide Group PD Guy Zapol-
eon. ‘‘Guy’s a very astute CHR pro-
grammer who understands the
value of making this an active, cur-
rent station — particularly at
night,”” says Daniels, who
estimates KISW’s current/re-
current-to-gold ratio at 50/50.

“Our currents had a lot to do
with it (the station’s success),”
Daniels says. “We weren't afraid
to play new music. We went after
it. We're really banging currents.”

While it was imperative that
musical changes be made, Daniels
says his most significant contribu-
tion was to elevate staff morale.
“There was a lot of uncertainty and
confusion. There was a sense of
this great radio station almost will-
ing to settle for what it got and just
be glad it was surviving. When I
got here I made it clear to every-
one that the changes were stop-

“I'm honored to have been able
to come in here and see people
really start to feel a sense of
regeneration.

Numbers Reflect
Hard Work

The KISW staff was rewarded
for its efforts. While both AORs suf-
fered big losses in younger men
(CHR KUBE posted an incredible
12-point increase in 1824 men),
KISW leaped eight shares 25-34.
Meanwhile, KXRX fell over two
points in that demo. Overall, KISW
beat KXRX 5.7-3.7 12+.

Daniels is understandably happy
over the results of his first book,
but remains pragmatic. “This is a
pretty big jump,” he says. “Who
knows — it may be a wobble. One
book doesn’t tell the whole story.
But I do know that since I got here

the energy and commitment have
dramatically increased. I think
that just now we're starting to hit
our stride. I don’t know what this
next book will portend, but I do
know that in two books we’re going
to be a force.”

Asked about KXRX, Daniel says,
“When I first heard the ‘X’ they
had an incredible adult, eclectic
mix. They really sounded great. I
would give a lot of credit to
(original MD and current KKZX/-

sonalities. Crow & West are prob-
ably the best PM drive team I've
ever heard in album radio. It truly
astounds me that they haven’t been
wooed away to do mornings in
some top five market. But I guess
that’s my problem.”

the last book? Daniels believes
KISW’s success had more to do
with what the station did right than
with what his competitor may have
done wrong. “This was one of the
biggest AOR outlets in the
country,” he says. “It had been
sampled extensively in the market.
It was a question of making some
changes and getting these people to
believe.”

Daniels does cite a change in
KXRX’s musical policy as a possi-
ble reason for his rival’s ratings
drop. “They bought extensive TV
in the summer, which also had me
chagrined at the time, because

they really saturated the market
(KISW didn’t do any TV). Their big
message was ‘no heavy metal,’ but
at the same time they were bang-
ing Guns N’ Roses and the Scor-
pions. They went on the air saying
they wouldn’t play it, and they did.
I don’t know how smart that is. But
I'm not here to demean that radio
station. Let’s just say the ‘X’ may
have slid in its aesthetic appeal
while we leaped forward in ours.”
He’s Only Just Begun

Regardless of the reasons for the
summer turnaround, Daniels says
his job has really just begun.
“There’s a lot of work that’s got to
be done yet. I’'ve probably done

10% of what I need to do. I've really
devoted a lot of attention to the
music. Now it’s time to attend to
the production values and the mar-
keting of the station with the same
zeal. We’ve got a nice strategic
plan, and now we’ve got to get tac-
tical and just execute relentlessly.

“I haven’t felt this great about
life since 1979 at the Loop. All the
elements are coming together.
This can really be one of the best
radio stations in the country. Ev-
eryone’s giving me 110%, and it’s a
joy to behold. There are days I
drive home and I’'m so proud to be
working with these people, I don’t
know what to say.”

The Importance Of Recurrents

This week, WBMX/Chicago MD Daisy Davis and
KTWD/Little Rock PD Lyn Henry discuss recurrents:
their importance and how to use them, based on market
needs and competitive situations.

Davis is a nine-year industry vet
who has been in her present posi-
tion for the past year-and-a-half.
WBMX faces competition not only
from Urban WGCI-AM & FM, but
also from the city’s many other
quality stations.

Proven Hits The
Public Still Wants

Asked for her definition of a
WBMX recurrent, she said, ‘“A re-
current is a record that may have
dropped off the national charts but
is still important in our market to
our listeners. These records make
up the most important category of
music on the station, because they
are proven hits that the public still
wants to hear. Because some of
these records are falling off the na-
tional charts doesn’t mean they’re
over in a particular market, or that
a station should stop reporting
them and automatically end their
airplay. The public is just getting
used to them.”

She went on to point out that
CHR stations are just starting to
play certain records when most
Urban stations are getting rid of
them. “Our industry refers to them

as ‘crossover records’ because the
mass appeal audience is just begin-
ning to hear them. That should
mean our audience is just begin-
ning to enjoy hearing these same
songs, but sometimes UC pro-
grammers program too much to
themselves instead of to their lis-
tening audiences. In our case, any
songs that make it into our ‘A’ cat-
egory, which is our power rotation,
become recurrents.

“A record starting out in light
rotation will take at least six to
eight weeks for the public to catch

on to it if it’s good. The life of a
record should be longer — 12 weeks
or more for new product that be-
comes a hit.”

Davis added that labels have to
take some of the blame for the
short lifespans of records. ‘‘They
sometimes release another single
while the first single is just starting
to happen,” she commented. “We
keep our music on the cutting edge
by airing new product, but we also
hold onto the hit product by contin-
uing to play it. It may be called a
recurrent, but we’re rotating it in a
fast enough rotation to keep the
public happy.”

On the subject of research, Davis
advised smaller stations without
the funds for professional firms to
use local college students for call-
outs as interns. ‘“All you have to do
is have them call the households
and rate the records. Then you’ve
got something to look at that can
help you make better local deci-
sions about the music you’re think-
ing about adding,” she explained.

Competitive Weapons
Against CHR

Henry has been in the industry 11
years and in his current post since
February. He previously program-
med KOKY/Little Rock and was
MD at XEAZ (now XHRM)/San
Diego. He defined a recurrent as
“an established hit record in our
market and also on a national
level.

“If you notice, yesterday’s mu-
sical news to us is today’s news to
CHR. Holding onto the songs we’ve
made into hits gives us the ability
to compete with CHR stations
when they move in our direction
and play black music. Simply put,

when they’re on a song we're still
on it, but not the the degree that it
becomes a turnoff to our listeners
who have been hearing it longer.

Henry also gave his assessment
of why the trades’ Urban charts
move so fast. “PDs and MDs are
allowing record promotion people
to tell them what to do instead of
doing what research says their
listeners want them to do. All that

programmers have to do is con-
sider what’s being requested,
what’s selling in local record
stores, what’s on the national
charts to some degree, what’s
popular in local clubs, and their
professional feel for their station
and market. That’s it. Then they’ll
know the correct music to play.

“If PDs and MDs would report
properly the music that’s really
happening in their markets, the
charts wouldn’t turn over so quick-
ly,” he added. “We have to get
more than six to seven weeks’ use
out of a piece of hit product. Some
of what we call recurrents are real-
ly still current pieces of music that
are just becoming popular with the
public. Good Programiming 101
says familiar music is the key to
success, and we try to remember
that at all times when program-
ming our music.”

Offering a sample of how he posi-
tions his recurrents, Henry said,
“We do our best to hold onto our
audience with the best music we
have in the first quarter-hour. The
hour starts with a heavy, then a hot
recurrent. We have two categories
of recurrents in our music mix.
Then we move to a medium cur-
rent and an oldie. It’s to our advan-
tage to load up on the most familiar
music possible.”

Sales Vs. Programming:
The Sales Perspective

Conflicts between sales and programming are a given
in our business. For insights on the sales/programming
situation, we talked to a major market GM and two sales
managers. Based on their comments, things may be get-

ting better.

Hire The Right People

“The atmosphere between sales
and programming i probably the
best I've seen in my 34 years in this
business,” said Paul LeSage, VP/
GM at Full-Service kingpin
WTMJ/Milwaukee. ‘“When pro-
gramming and sales work hand in
hand, there can be some mutual
benefits. If both departments are
willing to empathize and step over
to the other guy’s side of the fence
once in a while, they can work con-
structively with each other.

“We have to run promotions that
are good for the station and benefit
sales. When both of those criteria
are satisfied, you have a winner. If
only one is satisfied, we don’t do
it.”

“I've always had good relation-
ships with sales managers and
sales staffs, and have that here,”
he said. "If the Sales Manager and
PD have a common understanding
of sales and promotions and also
respect each other, you work a lot
better.

“I'm more of a sales-oriented pro-
grammer and have always been
that way. I've found that too many
promotions sound like clutter and
can be counterproductive. The first
thing | want to know is what good
will come of doing a certain promo-
tion. If we can't see a benefit other
than the sales impact, the idea is
filtered out.”

A hot item these days is celiular
phones, and Bell Atlantic asked
WJBR to give away one phone
each month over the next three
months. “We want to be on in busi-
nesses, and we can see a benefit in
our office listening with such a pro-
motion,” Welldon sald. “This pro-
motion is perfect for us.”

If WJBR can't work a promotion
exactly the way the client wants,
alternative suggestions are made.
"We want advertisers to use
WJBR's strengths — one of which
is our clutter-free environment,”
Welldon said.

An example of a promotion WJBR
adjusted involved a department
store chain. Instead of doing a

Programmer Doing Double Duty

While the “combo” person (on-air and sales) is common
in small towns, it's more difficult locating one in Top 100
markets. One programmer who also occasionally pounds
the pavement is WJBR/Wilmington OM Doug Welldon.

ug Welldon

remote from the store as the adver-
tiser wanted, WJBR dispatched a
personality to make an in-store ap-
pearance. The station aired liners
promoting that the announcer was
at the store giving away prizes.
With no phone-ins from the loca-
tion, the station was able to run a
promotion without on-air clutter.

WJBR has eliminated the in-store
registration promotion approach.
According to Welldon, "You have
to focus on how you want to use
your time. Sales people see more
income because their income is
determined on the number of com-
mercials they sell — not by the pro-
motional activity they can do for a
few clients. if you spend ten hours
working on a $1000 promotion,
that's probably not as good as
spending ten hours to get $10,000
worth of advertising.”

programming becomes so driven
by its own goals and needs that it
refuses to consider the other de-
partment. Everyone views the sta-
tion’s success differently. We don’t
have that here.”

LeSage said not every WTIMJ
promotion opportunity gets im-
plemented, but that in such cases
programming will try to come up
with an alternate that satisfies the
advertiser’s goal. “In the case of a
nationwide promotion like Clairol’s
‘send us a picture of your favorite
blonde,” odds are we’d reject it
because the promotion isn’t flexi-
ble,” he said.

Fun, Upbeat, Entertaining

In the course of a week, it’s not un-
usual for each of WLHT’s six sales-
people to bring in one or two po-

tential sales promotions for con-
sideration. When ideas from
WLHT’s other sources of promo-
tion requests are added in, the sta-
tion ends up evaluating approxi-
mately 25 promotions weekly. “In
any one month, we run a major
promotion and could have as many
as four as five secondary promo-
tions,” Barr said.

Examples of some ‘‘major”’
WLHT promotions this year in-
clude house and car giveaways and
a trip to Europe. Secondary promo-
tions which helped reinforce the
station’s dial position (95.7) have
included 95-cent gas fillups, 95-
cent oil changes, and 95-cent
steak dinners. According to Barr,
“If you’re going to develop promo-
tions, you have to understand what
your audience mix is all about and
give away things that you hope will
be attractive to them. Promotions
need to be fun, upbeat, and enter-
taining. We’re not servicing teens
or those on the other side of 50.

“Promotions also need to benefit
programmmg In some cases,
'sales promotions are worked so
they create forced listening or in-
crease TSL. We’ve had great coop-
eration from programming. In
many cases, they’ve altered sales
promotions and made them even
more sales-effective.”

Barr warned that a station must
be careful that the supplier of a

large prize — such as a house —
doesn’t sound like it “owns” the
station. “That’s a programming
function and sales doesn’t have
much input,” he claimed. “Steve
(Dirksen) does an excellent job of
monitoring how many units a pro-
motion gets before the audience is
burned.

Barr, who has spent two years at
WLHT and was at crosstown Coun-
try WCUZ for eight years, has yet
to be exposed to conflict between
sales and programming. “I've
heard horror stories about the on-
going battles, but they haven’t
existed at the stations I've been
associated with. There’s always
been a maximum amount of co-
operation,”

Bright Ideas

“Bright Night,” a successful
two-year sales promotion on
WJIBR/Wilmingten, is a simple but
effective way of utilizing radio sta-
tion personnel at an area nightspot.

“We use a paying customer to
promote our ‘Bright Night’ and
their establishment,” noted WJBR
Sales Manager Chuck Ward. “On a
Tuesday night, you can go through
this club and hear a pin drop.
We’re there on a Wednesday and
it’s so crowded you can’t move.
One of our guys is there playing
records, our banner is up, and we
promote it on the air.”

The lack of friction between
sales and programming at WIBR
is due to the amicable relationship
between Ward and OM Doug Well-
don.

When you have an at-
mosphere like that, it’s contagious
throughout the building and bodes
well for business.

With Hank Sr.

Thanks to today’s innovative technology, 1988 CMA
Entertainer of the Year Hank Williams Jr. is doing some-
thing he never had a chance to do before — sing with his

dad.

Williams Sr. cut a demo — “A
Tear In My Beer” b/w “All The
Love I Ever Had” — for Big Bill
Lister in 1952. The singer gave Lis-
ter the only copy, which featured
Williams’s vocals and guitar. Lis-
ter, formerly an opening act for
Williams, had wanted to cut
“Tear” as a single on Capitol.
While moving recently, Lister
(now a gunsmith who works on
Hank Jr.’s guns) found the old 78
and gave it to Hank Jr.

Last month Hank Jr., Jim Ed
Norman, and Barry Beckett got
together to produce the song at
Emerald Sound Studio. The ace-
tate disc’s hisses and pops had
been removed via a special digital
process before the new tracks were
added. Then Hank Sr.’s vocals and
his guitar were blended with addi-
tional instruments and Hank Jr.’s
voice in a style compatible with the
late Williams’s. The song is uptem-
po and has a comical slant.

The duet is tentatively set for
February 89, appearing on Hank
Jr.’s “Greatest Hits, Vol. 3.”
“Hank Jr. has a great deal of re-
spect for his father’s music,” said
Norman. “And this was an oppor-
tunity for him to share that with
him.”

An interesting sidelight of this
project: the inevitable legal ques-
tions raised concerning who owns
the rights to Hank Sr.’s recordings.
Although all of his publishing is
owned by Acuff/Rose, Williams Sr.
was under contract to MGM when
he died. MGM was later bought by
PolyGram. Attorneys are present-
ly researching the legal ramifica-
tions.
