In an exclusive interview with R&R Washington Bureau Chief Jack Messmer, Fries explains how
radio can exploit its unique target marketing abilities to build sales and discusses why radio is already a

principal ptayer on the “information skyway.”

1994 was an amazing growth peri-
@ od for radio. Was the medium just

making up lost ground, or do you
think we actually have made some progress
beyond that?

— 1 We’ve made a lot of progress beyond
A the catch-up phase, which is exhibit-
=/ ed by the fact that the percentage
growth for radio in 1994 outpaced growth for
overall advertising dollars spent. That means
we made an encroachment in somebody else’s
advertising arena. This is part of a reposition-
ing of radio as a marketing tool, which is pret-
ty much the result of the change from a mass-
marketing mentality to focused, target-market-
ing. Radio has been able to exhibit a tremen-
dous amount of accountability envied by other
media as far as being a very targetable medi-
um that puts the message directly to the con-
sumer with a profile the advertiser is looking
for. This is becoming radic’s biggest asset.
The RAB has [played] a part in recognizing
this, carrying this forward as the theme of our
training and education of salespeople. We’ve

also made a significant number of calls at the
highest level of the advertising community and
at the advertiser level, informing people about
radio’s tremendous targetability.

There are still some advertisers who
don’t use radio at all; i.e., Walmart.
What specifically is radio doing now
to try to bring them into the fold?
: A advertiser about radio’s assets. Radio’s
2 2 problem with Walmart is that Walmart
does not advertise very much. They put a low-
er percentage of their gross sales into advertis-
ing than most competitive stores.

Walmart’s strategy is to do the umbrella ap-
proach. They are a mass-marketer — exactly
the opposite of target-market, micro-market-
ing. For that reason, they are very difficult. We
are continually trying to convince them that
radio should become a bigger part of their plans.

Quite honestly, in all our conversations with
the people who make the decisions at Walmart,

RIAA credits rise to expanding retail base

The value of domestic shipments of recorded music in 1994 jumped
to $12 billion, a 20% improvement over 1993’s $10 billion tally, ac-
cording to year-end figures released by RIAA.

RIAA Chairman/CEO Jason Berman pointed to the expansion of
the retail base “as the single greatest factor contributing to the indus-
try’s year-end success.”

The trade group said the net wholesale number of CDs, CD singles,
cassettes, cassette singles, LPs, vinyl singles, and music videos shipped
to retailers in "94 also experienced rapid growth of 17.5% in 1994,

Democrats Oppose Lifting
Of Broadcast Owner Limits

Democrats on the Senate Commerce Committee are expected to
oppose elimination of ownership limits, putting them at odds with
recommendations made by Committee Chairman Larry Pressler (R-
SD), a committee aide said Tuesday (2/14).

Democrats were expected to issue their own draft of the 1995 tele-
communications bill Wednesday (2/15) in response to a draft released
two weeks ago by Pressler, which advocates complete removal of
ownership limits.

“T don’t expect them to embrace statutory repeal like the Pressler
draft,” said the Democratic staffer, who requested anonymity. He add-
ing that by keeping a cap on ownership limits, the Democratic sena-
tors hope to retain a “multiplicity of voices.”

Let FCC Decide?

However, he said, Democrats are still in favor of the FCC studying
the ownership issue and then acting on recommendations of the study,

Civil Rights Groups Defend Tax Certificates

Civil rights groups and minority members of Congress have
vowed to block repeal of the FCC’s Minority Tax Certificate
program. At a news conference Friday (2/10) in the Capitol,
they branded the Republican repeal effort as the first shot in a
GOP attack on all affirmative action programs.

“This is more than the question
of Black radio stations,” said Black
Congressional Caucus Chairman
Rep. Donald Payne (D-NJ). He ac-
cused Republicans of “turning back
the clock” with attempts to end mi-
nority preferences.

“This program [tax certificates]
has been incredibly successful,” said
NAACP Washington Bureau Direc-
tor Wade Henderson. He called leg-
islation by House Ways & Means
Committee Chairman Rep. Bill Ar-
cher (R-TX), which would repeal
the program, “the opening salvo in
a broad-based attack on affirmative
action at all levels.”

‘No Deal, No Tax Loss’

Archer’s bill passed the Ways &
Means Committee last week (2/8)
after Republican members turned
back repeated attempts by Demo-
crats to amend the bill and retain or
scale back the tax certificate pro-
gram. The legislation could come to
the full House for a vote before the
month is out.

Rep. Charles Rangel (D-NY)
said he would try to prevent any vote
on the bill by claiming that Archer’s
bill violates House budget-balanc-
ing rules. Archer claims his bill rais-
es $1.6 billion over five years by

eliminating tax certificates — rev-
enue which would be used to offset
the cost of a tax deduction on health

insurance for the self-employed.

(projected to cost $2.9 billion over
five years). Rangel, however,
claims repeal won’t raise any mon-
ey because deals simply won’t get
done — a view shared by many
broadcasters.

The man at the center of the tax
certificate firestorm also says Ar-
cher’s math is wrong. “There is no
tax loss,” said Frank Washington,
an African-American entrepreneur
who heads a partnership with a
$2.3 billion deal to buy Viacom'’s
cable TV properties (and a much
smaller deal to buy KLTN-FM/
Port Arthur, TX, Page 8). “If
there is no deal, there is no tax
loss,” he told reporters after the
news conference.

olden West Broadcasters has been fined

$20,000 by the FCC for EEQ violations at

KMPC-AM & KSCA-FM/Los Angeles.
And the company will have to make special re-
ports on minority hiring efforts.

The NAACP, National Black Media Coalition, and Na-
tional Hispanic Media Coalition had all petitioned the FCC
in 1990 to deny license renewals to KMPC & KSCA (then
KLIT-FM) based on allegations of inadequate EEO efforts.

The FCC has approved the license renewals but faulted

Golden West for failing to contact minority-specific recruiting
sources for nearly half of its job openings. It rejected Golden
West's arguments that it engaged in good-faith efforis to re-
cruit and promote minorities on its own and that contacts with
minority-specific sources had not proven productive.

“We're going to pay it,” said Golden West President Bill
Ward, who declined any further comment.

Completion of the EEQ investigation clears the way for Goid-
en West to complete its sale of KMPC to LMA partner Capital
Cities/ABC. Capital Cities/ABC will be responsible for filing
the special EEO reports on KMPC.

Evergreen Pledges Search
For Minority FM Buyer

vergreen Media has told the FCC that it

will seek a minority owner for at least one

of the two FMs it must divest in Chicago
after acquiring Broadcasting Partners Inc. — if
the Commission grants it a one-year waiver of
ownership limits.

Evergreen said its temporary ownership of two AMs and four
FMs “is insignificant from a competitive standpoint” in media-
rich Chicago. It also said neither Evergreen nor BP| can com-
mit to “pre-merger disposition of its Chicago stations because
of the inherent risk that the merger might not be completed.”

NAB suggested the FCC work with the Federal Emergency
ManagementAgency to set up a funding mechanism. The filing
also expressed concems that the FCC provide broadcasters
with “safeguards against the abuse of state and loca! officials in
their initiation of unfounded or overbroad emergency alerts.”
Allowing state and local officials to commandeer the air-
ways is a new feature of EAS. The only official having such
authority with EBS is the president.

aced with congressional efforts to loosen

or eliminate restrictions on foreign owner-

ship of U.S. radio and TV stations, the FCC

has launched its own inquiry into relaxing the limits.

But even some FCC members are skeptical of the move. Com-

missioner Jim Quello said the FCC is acting prematurely and
should walt to see how Congress addresses foreign ownership.

Commissioner Susan Ness also expressed concem, saying

she saw a need for “heightened scrutiny where a foreign entity

will exercise editorial control aver the content of transmissions.”

Using that information to produce a fax
service or radio programming not only violates the terms of the
on-line service agreement but also violates AP’s copyright.

Your readers should be told that such use is illegal.

CDs represent the largest and fast-
est-growing format of recorded mu-
sic, registering a 33.6% increase in
units (662.1 million) and a 30% in-
crease in dollar value ($8.5 billion)
last year.

The format showing the sharpest
decrease in 1994 was the vinyl sin-
gle, registering a 22.5% decrease in
units (11.7 million) and a 7.8% de-
crease in dollar value ($47.2 million)
over 1993.

Figures for the RIAA report are
compiled quarterly by KPMG

Standard TV practice ideal for agencies, potential ‘nightmare’ for radio stations

or years, agencies have held TV stations accountable for

achieving goals negotiated during the buying process.
Through a procedure known as “posting,” agencies match
new ratings against those projected by the TV salesperson. Sta-

tions that fail to deliver the anticipated ratings

compensate with make-goods.

Posting has been the norm in TV,
but radio mostly has managed to
avoid it: Most clients feel posting
procedures for our medium are too
difficult or time-consuming.

The factors that make radio diffi-
cult to buy also make it hard to post:
the number of stations, our small age-
cell targets, format/call-letter chang-
es, tight audience ranks, and the high
workload versus smaller profit mar-
gins for agencies. But this may be
about to change.

New Computer System

Donovan Data Systems (DDS),
which supplies media planning and
contract systems for agencies nation-
wide, has developed a posting pro-

66)

gram for radio.
Posting will be-
come easier and,
therefore, more
likely. Since DDS
services 18 of the
Top 25 agencies
nationally, radio
posting will become a bigger factor.

From the agencies’ perspective,
posting represents a 100% win. They
sell added value to the client by
“guaranteeing” results. They also
obtain more leverage in rate negoti-
ations, since less significance is
placed on “leading” stations or val-
ue beyond the numbers. What’s
more, agencies expect to receive
make-goods if the schedule underde-
livers, but they don’t pay more if re-

This could lead to a nightmare for
radio. Strong business conditions al-
ready have placed a great deal of
pressure on inven-
tory. Being asked
to provide free
spots to make up
for underdelivery
of a previous cam-
paign will worsen
the situation.

m Simply  put,
posting represents
agencies’ attempts to get what they
feel they paid for. If they buy a sche:l-
ule designed to deliver 100 GRPs,
they want 100 GRPs. Unfortunately,
buying and then posting according
to the numbers raises several issues
that must be addressed before estab-
lishing any posting procedure.

Spot Placement

For some agencies, posting means
checking whether spots ran where

they were supposed to run. This be-
came a problem in *94, when agencies
with low-cost targets encountered the
radio marketplace’s booming business
and increased rates.

Agencies and sales reps engaged in
some creative packaging — agencies
bought reduced-cost preemptible spots,
assuming they’d get even rotation.
When the station sold spots at higher
rates, the original spots ran in less de-
sirable slots within that broad daypart.

If numbers from lower-rated day-
parts are compared to the original con-
tract’s better time periods, buys won’t
post to targeted goals. Stations and
agencies will have to reach a better
understanding about the audience esti-
mates used in the post-buy and the rates
needed to guarantee spot placement.

TV Comparisons

If radio is to be posted like TV, it
should be bought like TV. TV projects
future audience estimates based on
seasonal viewing levels and expected
ratings. After new ratings are released,
the projected estimates are compared
to the actual performance.

Since posting uses future ratings to
judge performance, projections for ra-
dio must be negotiated based on the
“past” estimates of the current ratings
report. These would have to consider
current statistical wobbles and standard
error, as well as the effects of future
trends, format changes, personality
moves, seasonal/sports events, etc.

Furthermore, TV viewers tune in
to programs, not stations; Nielsen
measures audiences for specific times
and days. Radio listeners tune in to
dayparts, not programs, and Ar-
bitron’s diary layout focuses on
broad time periods. Post-buy proce-
dures shouldn’t use TV criteria that
current Arbitron radio methodology
can’t support.

If You Gan’t Fight I, Then...

ince posting may be hard to prevent among specific
accounts, the following guidelines can help soften
the impact and provide more accurate results.

® Average several books 1o reduce the reliance on individual surveys
and their accompanying statistical anomaties. Do this during the negotia-

® L ook at total market delivery first — rather than individual station
performance. Some stations will decline due to statistics; others will gain.
If the market delivers the goal, look no further.

¢ Establish a level below 100% as a valid posting target. For example,
consider a buy that posts at 90% of the goal to help account for margin of
error. When station fiukes are factoredin, it can be argued that 90% equals

® Avoid hour-by-hour analysis. Broad dayparts offer more reliability.

® Project future ratings. A discussion about expectations {format chang-
es, seasonal influences, etc.) will prevent future surprises.

® Agree in advance about spot placement and distribution policy. Fixed

® Use multiple estimates and dayparts. For instance, one Arbitron
estimate is used for 12 spots, Monday-Sunday, 6am-midnight — and that
estimate could drop in the next book due to statistics. Placing the same
schedule with three spots each in 6-10am, 10am-3pm, 3-7pm, and 7pm-
midnight uses four estimates. The more dayparts, the more likely that

® Ask for more money if you overachieve targets. Hey ... it doesn't hurt to try!

Also consider margin of error, a
complicated process that involves look-
ing at each individual number. Arbitron
itself says a rating only should be con-
sidered a range. If Arbitron says a 1.0
rating could be anywhere between 0.8
and 1.2, then 12 spots against that rat-
ing could deliver anywhere between
9.6 and 14.4 in a post buy.

Ratings Volatility

Radio ratings experience more fluc-
tuation than TV’s — and not just due
to statistics. Radio is harder to mea-
sure, and stations face more competi-
tion while targeting smaller, more loy-
al core audiences in narrow age cells.
Fluctuations appear in radio ratings
due to target age cells’ low sample siz-
es and individual survey respondents’
unusual listening patterns.

Over time, these wobbles even out
for each station. This must be consid-
ered as part of a radio post buy. If not,
radio stations will be held accountable
for factors they can’t control.

A unified industry’s strong effort
is needed to keep this issue from hurt-
ing radio ad sales. While posting
probably will become a reality, our
main goal should be to try to influ-
ence the design of the posting policy
(see “If You Can’t Fight It, Then ...”")
to reduce the potential effects on spot
negotiation and inventory.

This major agency, with a roster in-
cluding many blue-chip, Fortune 500
clients, told us that they are bombard-
ed with media reps (all media, not
just radio) calling on the agency.

a suggestion similar to language in-
cluded in the telecommunications
bill drafted last year by then-Chair-
man Ernest Hollings (D-SC).

Sources, though, said to expect
more from the Democrats this week
than a warmed-over version of last
year’s bill.

The House Commerce Commit-
tee is expected to release its draft of
a telecom bill in coming weeks, a
spokesman said.

The NAB’s Radio Board is ex-
pected to discuss the legislative op-
tions in a conference call meeting
within the next couple of weeks. The
TV Board is already in the midst of
reportedly heated meetings to re-
solve deep divisions over conten-
tious issues such as cable deregula-
tion, network deregulation, and
whether or not there should be au-
dience caps in ownership limits.

Little dispute is expected, though,
in the Radio Board. “The radio
group owners have basically en-
dorsed an open market concept,”
said NAB President Eddie Fritts,
who noted that small-market station
owners have said essentially the
same thing.

A Programmer’s Take On Talk Radio Sales

In recent years, Bill McMahon has emerged as perhaps

the leading Talk radio programming consultant. As readers of

this and other publications know, he is considered something
of a guru on the topic of identifying and developing radio per-

sonalities.

What most people don’t realize,
however, is that McMahon’s pre-con-
sulting background was in News/
Talk sales and station management.
Two resume highlights: GM stints at
KIRO/Seattle and KSDO/San Di-
ego. Some of his clients have taken
advantage of that experience. For
example, he recently supervised sales
at KSTP/Minneapolis for a brief
period while the station searched for
anew GSM.

Based on his time in the trenches,
McMahon has developed a ...
well-thought-out philosophy % #
for running a successful Talk
sales operation. The corner-
stone of that belief system is
to have faith in — and capi-
talize on — the unique as-
pects of the format.

“To succeed in Talk sales, [
you need to accept and em-
brace the wonderful reality
that selling Talk is unlike sell-
ing any other format,” says
McMahon.

Ringin’ The Register

One of the major differences be-
tween Talk radio and other formats
is its power to achieve results for
advertisers.

“Talk is the most results-oriented
format,” notes McMahon. “Nothing
even comes close.” That reality, he
adds, should shape every Talk sta-
tion’s sales effort. In fact, McMahon
insists, it should be used to set the
station completely apart from radio.

“Never sell radio,” he says. “It’s
too hard to first sell radio as an ad-
vertising medium and then sell your
station. Position your station as a
unique vehicle that gets results bet-
ter than any other medi-

The best way to make that
sale is to ignore the ratings
and barrage potential cli-
ents with documented
proof of the staticn’s effec-
tiveness at mov-
ing product.
“Don’t ever sell m
on cost-per-
point,” McMa-
hon insists.
“You should be
way above that (rate.}
Cost -per- point is based
on passive listening. Your
listeners are actively in-
volved. They have to either turn it
up or turn it off.”

McMahon suggests that Talk
sales departments actively solicit
client letters that detail the results
generated by advertising on the sta-
tion. Whenever possible, says Mc-
Mahon, the letter should come
from the owner or president of the

Depending on the
size of the market, a Talk station may
need twice as many salespeople as a
non-Talk outlet.

Because Talk sales reps face so
many content-related objections,
McMahon recommends that stations
hire only true believers in the for-
mat and its power: “If sales reps
don’t have a deep personal belief in
what their station does, they’ll quick-
ly be beaten down by critics.”

The most successful Talk reps, he
adds, are people who can sell their
station on the basis of ideas and con-
cepts — not rates. They were attract-
ed to the job not by the glitz of work-
ing in the media but by the opportu-
nity to work with and lesarn about
all types of business. “They are peo-
ple who want to know how a restau-
rant makes its money.”

To Motivate Sales Staff

® Emotions and Positive Energy - The 1980 U.S. Hockey Team
used this to defeat the more experienced Russian team.

® Attitude —A leader with a great attitude can take everybody with him

or her to the top. Dalias Cowboys lineman Nate Newton said, “Attitude

® Motivation — Risk-taking, drive, commitment, and passiort. Tennis
pro Thomas “Miracle Man” Muster defied doctors who said he wouldn’t
walk after being hit by a drunk driver. Through purpose, passion, and per-
severance, he became the sixth ranked player in the world.

® Visualization — Tommie Frazier, Nebraska’s National Champion-

ship college footbail team quarterback, didn't know if he’d start in the title
game against Miami, but he described exactly how he’d run the winning
drive — then did it in the game. Visualization triggers the emotions that
make a perfect performance possible

® Exercise — [Legendary pro footbail coachj Vince Lombardi said,
“Fatigue makes cowards of us all.” How can you fight emotionaf and men-
tal battles if you can't fight the physical ones?

® Deep Breathing —The body can go days without food and water, but
less than five minutes without air. Japanese executives seek to strengthen
their “Ki,” or breath, which improves heaith and stamina.

® Nutrition — Martina Navratilova overcame poor nutrition and set
the standard for women’s fennis.

® Humor And Creativity — Mark Twain called laughter our greatest
weapon, but the one we use the least. Focus always follows fun, not the
other way around.

® Rituals — How does [tennis great] Jimmy Connors use rituals to
succeed? Your sales staff can use rituais to put them into the ideal perfor-
mance state.

® Training Program — It will be fun and exciting as you and yeur staff
develop “Mental Toughness.” As world champion Russian weightlifter Yuri
Vasilov said, “There is no more precious moment in life than this, the
‘White Moment,’ and you will work very hard for years to taste it again.”

“artist” will become easier and eas-
ier. You will find that relating sto-
ries, promotions, weather, even time
and PSAs will become more mem-
orable and visual to your audience.

I remember as a boy stalking my
sister through the house with a wa-
ter balloon. As I rounded the corner,
I saw my mother, General Georgina
S. Patton, who warned me that if my
balloon were to be released within
non-enemy territory, retaliation
would come from the Royal Fight-
ing Forces of my father. I retreated
to the backyard, awaited an oppor-
tunity, and ambushed my sister as
she crossed the patio.

Visual Reinforcement

Now, that’s a true story. But what
exactly made me change my mind
and go outside? My mother’s warn-
ing? Not hardly. 1t was the thought.
the visualization of my father com-
ing home. Words and sounds are
meaningless. The sight of
my father raising his hand
moments before feeling the
sting of a thousand Portu- §
guese man-o-war attacking
my behind was the only
thing persuading me to take
my maneuvers outside.
With a few choice words,
my mother painted a picture
of impending disaster — a
picture clear enough for me
to change battle plans.

On the radio, we have the same
opportunity with our audience. We
have the opportunity to create pic-
tures in listeners’ minds, whether
they’re driving, working, running,
walking, whatever.

For example, you can make your
weather forecast come to life. Per-
haps “tonight’s a good night to grab
that sweater before your walk on the
beach,” or “by 3pm those weekend
getaways to the Antarctic you’ve
seen in the travel mags are gonna
seem awfully tempting.” Statements
like these will help you create a vi-
sual image for your audience — cer-
tainly more visual than “a Jow of 49
tonight.” Giving your audience
samething to relate to and see will
increase interest and help avoid tune-
out. Use brand names of well-known
products: “You’ll need those Oak-
ley sunglasses before you head any-
where today.”

You can also use a descriptive
imagination and involve station per-
sonalities when doing PSAs. In re-
lating a benefit dinner, I'd say, “This
is one of those events where our own
Mike Grisdale goes in like a pencil
and comes out like a beach ball. But
the people at (benefactor) will be sure
to save some for you.” Remember:
it’s not what you say, it’s how you
say it. And how you say it is in direct
proportion to how others will see it.

In the next de-
cade, one principle is certain — busi-
nesses that try to be all things to all
people will run the risk of becoming
nothing to everyone. That’s as true
with banks, restaurants, and retailers
as it is with radio stations.

Many CHR clients spend
time and ad money trying to
expand their demographic
base, but they can be more
successful if they concentrate
on expanding their core. The
marketing principle here
should be familiar to CHR
programmers: build the core,
not the fringes. CHR clients
must choose between raising
the highs of their businesses
or fixing the lows. It’s much
more profitable to make the
highs even higher.

Radio’s ability to target is its most
powerful tool in helping clients in the
marketing wars. Concentrate your
advertising in fewer places and be
dominant where you do advertise. It
will dramatically increase the impact
of your advertising.

universities, and radio stations
across the country. In “Mental
Toughness: The Path Of A Happier,
Healthier, More Productive Life,”
he’ll discuss easy ways to keep your-
self and your staff performing at the
highest level.

Two books provided the impetus
and research for this subject: “Peak
Performers” by Charles Garfield,
and “Mentally Tough” by Peter J.
McLaughlinand Dr. James E. Loe-
hr. The genesis of this program was
developed about eight years ago as
questions arose about why some
sales reps perform better in high
pressure situations than others. Hav-
ing been an athlete for most of my
life, I turned to the sports profession
to see if there were any common
qualities between championship-
caliber athletes and championship-
caliber businesspeople. There were
parallels, and that’s how this pro-
gram came to be.

The question really is: Why do we
perform better on some days, while
other days we feel like boneheads?
If you take two reps frem different
stations who have learned all the
ways to close sales calls and over-
come objections, which one will get
the job done and which will cut out
at 3pm and head to the bar? This is
where ‘Mental Toughness’ comes in.

During the second quarter of

1994, I conducted Mental
| Toughness training over a
13-week period with my
staff. I asked our sales reps
to train the same way ath-
|letes do in order to achieve
their goals. Athletes are al-
ways training to move to the
next level, so I challenged
our staff to improve their
performance potential. The
great thing about it was, the
more they lived up to their
own capabilities, the more
fun they had at work.

What sports psychology has
taught us is that there is an ideal per-
formance state that will allow you
to do anything to your greatest ca-
pacity at peak performance levels —
especially under extreme pressure.

Us’

[ Execs examine the challenges of selling an ever-changing, in-demand format

Country’s hot ... Country’s not. We have *70s Oldies to our
right and Progressive to our left — not to mention more direct
format competitors. Country sales departments, like their pro-
gramming counterparts, are under the gun to produce more than

ever before. What'’s a salesperson to do?

The good news is today’s sales
departments can concentrate on their
product’s virtues rather than spend
time answering silly anti-Country bi-
ases from years past. Though some
bias still exists, most advertisers are
aware that Country delivers a quali-
ty audience for their product. One
challenge met, of course, is soon re-
placed by another. Discussing to-
day’s Country sales issues are a
cross-section of people involved in
selling Country radio daily in a va-
riety of markets.

Know Needs, Goals

alone Country. There’s more to cre-
ating new business than watching
other media to see who’s using them:
Where does an advertiser sit from a
market share perspective? How much
do they spend versus their competi-
tors? We must convince them their
money is best spent on radio.
“What’s more, 65%-70% of ev-
ery advertising dollar is spent on
promotions. Ad agencies aren’t plac-
ing them, it’s promotion agencies

doing the buying. Rep firms don’t
see any of that money. Ad agencies
don’t have to lose those dollars. They
can keep it in-house and use com-
panies like ours to do promotions.”

Kite says it will be increasingly
difficult for individual Country sta-
tions to maintain their revenue
shares in the face of stiffer competi-
tion. However, she notes, “Country
stations are at the forefront of find-
ing creative ways to generate non-
spot revenue. They're way ahead of
other formats in using interactive
phones and other vehicles to help
meet clients’ needs.”

‘Grovel With Pride’

WSSL/Greenville, SC VP/GM
John Cullen believes today’s sales
issue is service. “We’ve been treat-
ed like meat too [ o
many times. By i e
making service |
paramount, we
want toensure that
never happens to
our clients. We '
have a sign over
the sales depart-
ment door: ‘Grov-
el withpride.” Like

to make the process as beneficial to
the customer as possible — from
having a tape of the morning show
for people on [telephone] hold to
ensuring our billing is done in a
timely fashion.”

An example of WSSL’s service
level is the addition of a sales as-
sistant providing increasingly so-
phisticated sales tools. “For the
price of a computer and graphics
program, we now can provide cli-
ents with customized presentations
to make the points we want. The
key is actually doing these things
rather than letting others do them.”
Cullen says his company stresses
service to four specific constituen-
cies: listeners, advertisers, fellow
employees, and employees’ fami-
lies. “Our goal is to service every
person in any of those four groups
in the best possible fashion.”

To honor exemplary assistance,
WSSL has a monthly “Legendary
Service” award, which Cullen says
takes precedence over even the Sales
Person of the Month award. “It goes
to the person who may have had a
client or listener [tell someone], ‘I
called WSSL, and here’s what they
did for me.’ There are a lot of places
advertisers can buy radio cheaper,
but there aren’t many places where
they’ll get better service. Hopeful-
ly, by groveling with pride, we’ll
never have to overcome a bias
against Country again.”

Maximizing rates is another key
issue. “It’s no longer a question of
‘do they want my station?” Now
it’s ‘what will they pay’ for what
we view as a premium product.
Rates aren’t negotiated with just
raw numbers. The equation now

includes the station’s relative mar- -

ket position, personalities, and piz-
zazz. Buyers, especially those in
medium markets, are influenced
by stationality. Stations with a lot
happening can surpass their com-
petitors in revenue before surpass-
ing them in ratings.

“Under our ‘Partnership '95’ ban-
ner, we offer clients certain addition-
al service elements above and be-
yond what we afford other non-base,
intermittent advertisers. They make
acertain dollar commitment, and we
provide them with added value to
ensure the overall success of their
entire advertising efforts.”
