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Support Mounts For FCC Booze Investigation

FCC Chairman Reed Hundt this week received the sup-
port of more than 240 organizations for the Commission to
examine the effects of radio and television alcohol advertising
on children. The Distilled Spirits Council of the U.S. (DIS-
CUS), however, is calling for a common code on alcohol ad-
vertising, rather than FCC intervention.

The petitioners — which include
religious groups, state and local
medical associations, and education-
al institutions — favor an investiga-

tion including beer and wine adver-
tising as well as hard liquor. Hundt,
who was pleased by the petition, has
already received the support of Pres-

ident Bill Clinton for a formal in-
quiry. The Chairman said it would
be “‘an abandonment of our duties
as public servants” if the FCC did
not begin a notice of inquiry.

“The FCC is supposed to insure
that broadcasters serve the public
interest,” agreed George Hacker,
director of the Alcohol Policies
Project at the non-profit Center for

McCain Introduces Gross-Ownership Bill

One aspect of yesteryear could again be commonplace in
the future if Commerce Committee Chairman Sen. John
McCain gets his way. The Arizona Republican last week (4/
24) introduced a bill that would allow broadcasters to own news-
papers within the same markets, now only a rarity after the
newspaper/broadcast cross-ownership prohibition was enact-
ed 25 years ago.

The Newspaper Ownership Act
“would remove one of the most ar-
chaic provisions remaining in tele-
communications law,” McCain said.

“It is not surprising that, in this era of
media diversity, newspapers have
found it tough going, [with] their num-
bers steadily declining over the years.”

The law, enforced by the FCC,
was originally enacted “when there
was a realistic fear that common
control of both media in the same
locale could result in the public’s
receiving only one point of view on
important issues,” McCain ex-
plained. But the unforeseen explo-
sion of the Internet, cable, and sat-
ellite news feeds from hundreds of
sources has made that a moot point.

Jacor Sells Four Stations At $23 Million

J acor Communications Inc. (Nasdaq: JCOR) is selling four stations
to Covington, KY-based JS Communications Inc. for $23 million.
The properties are WXLY-FM & WEZL-FM/Charleston, SC (its only sta-
tions in that market), KCBQ-AM/San Diego and WXZZ-FM/Lexington,
KY. The latter two stations were sold to meet FCC ownership rules in
those markets.

Secret Communications is also selling its final pair of stations, WTAM-
AM & WLTF-FM/Cleveland to Jacor for $23.9 million cash and 750,000
shares of Jacor common stock, which are valued at about $21.1 million.
The stations were originally slated to be sold to SFX Broadcasting Inc.
along with seven other stations, but SFX decided to forego the two Cleve-
land properties.

Odyssey Acquires Two Chicago Stations

dyssey Communications Inc. this week picked up a pair of Chica-

go-area stations, forking over a combined $10.6 million. Douglas
Broadcasting Inc. will collect $9.5 million for WVVX-FM/Highland Park,
while DMR Media Inc. will receive $1.1 million for WJDK-FM/Morris. Both
stations are positioned at 103.1.

Odyssey President/CEO Mike Kakoyiannis said the group is now po-
sitioned “to tap into the approximately $1.3 billion revenue stream of the
three top radio markets in the country” by using Odyssey’s operating strat-
egy of synchronized total market coverage.

The company owns four stations in the New York metro area and three
in the Los Angeles area all broadcasting on 107.1 pioneering what t calls
“seamiess radio station signals”

Moody’s Affirms Westinghouse Rating

M oody’s Investors Service said Monday (4/28) that over the inter
mediate term, it is lowering its expectations of moderate improve-
ment in Westinghouse Electric Corp’s (NYSE:WX) credit quality. Moody's
said it anticipates Westinghouse will generate lower free cash flow and
higher than expected debt over the next year or two; the rating service
also affirmed its “Ba1” rating of Westinghouse's unsecured senior debt.
The rating affects about $8.8 billion of debt securities. The CBS radio
stations “should maintain their solid performance;’ the ratings company
said.

It will also be used for working capital, gen-
eral corporate purposes, and will provide Evergreen with additional debt
capacity for radio station buys, according to the company.

“Diversity of viewpoints is as
close as clicking on the Internet,”
McCain said. “It’s time to finally get
rid of this relic”

The ban has gummed up deals in-
volving many large companies includ-
ing Disney, which opted to sell the
newspapers it picked up in its $19 bil-
lion acquisition of ABC three years ago.
Only a few waivers have been given to

media conglomerates since the cross-
ownership law’s inception: One was to
Rupert Murdoch’s News Corp.
which owns WNYW-TV and the New
York Post. And, only a few of the orig-
inal newspaper/radio combos, grand-
fathered afier the law began, remain in-
tact. For instance, the Chicago Tribune
still owns WGN-AM, which took its
calls from the paper’s slogan, “World’s
Greatest Newspaper”

McCainisn’t trying to do radio —
or TV for that matter —any favors,
however.

The act was introduced only days
before the Newspaper Association
of America meets for its annual
meeting.

Science in the Public Interest,
which coordinated the petition. “It
has acted to shield children from
harmful programming, including
obscenity and indecency. Helping
protect our children from the seduc-
tion of alcohol advertisements cer-
tainly deserves as much attention.”

The petitioners say although it is
“premature” to determine exactly
what the FCC should do, it should
at least “determine when alcoholic
beverage advertisements are most
concentrated on radio and television
and propose corrective measures for
advertisers to avoid reaching sub-

stantial teen audiences.”

DISCUS responded that if the
petitioners were really interested in
reaching a truce with the alcohol and
broadcasting industries they should
“join us in urging the President and
Congress to use the power of their
offices to bring the beer, wine, spir-
its and broadcast industries togeth-
er to develop a common code for all
alcohol advertising.”

Sucha code already has wide sup-
port on Capitol Hill — Rep. Joe
Kennedy (D-MA) two weeks ago
introduced a bill that would exempt
broadcasters from the antitrust laws
to allow an industry-wide agreement.
Hundt, too, is in favor of a code.

Revenue Report

Speaking of revenues, the radio

industry’s growth last year was

only 1.7 percentage points ahead
of retail spending growth and it

did not outpace ad spending

growth as a whole. In the past
four years. radio ad growth had a

three to four percentage point
premium over retail sales growth
and considerably outpaced overall
ad spending, but both those
margins closed significantly last
year. BIA speculates that ad
revenue growth in 1996 leveled
off somewhat perhaps because:

» Consolidation fever required
some owners to shift their focus
from operations to acquisitions.

e Stations had more problems
with the assimilation of their
staffs and systems than was an-
ticipated.

» Proposed rate increases were
met with stiff resistance.

The report says GMs surveyed
for this report have kept their reve-
nue projections rather conservative,
forecasting between 4%-6%
growth. Thus, BIA believes radio
will grow at a compound rate of
5.6% for the rest of the decade.

In addition to the above num-
bers, more than 250 stations oper-
ate as LMAs in the Arbitron-rat-
ed markets. And BIA found that
duopoly stations usually include
the more successful stations in a
market — both in listening and
revenues. In the top 50 markets,
the typical duopoly station had a
41 share of listening and $4.7 mil-
lion in revenues. Non-duopoly sta-
tions had a 1.5 share and $2.6 mil-
lion in revenues.

Of course that brings up a cause-
and-effect question: Were these sta-
tions made successful because of
duopoly, or were they successful
anyway? BIA’s analyses found
there was a very slight increase in
listening to duopoly stations but
revenue gains were no better than
the market as a whole, leading to
the conclusion that duopoly hasn’t
yet shown any “discernable reve-
nue benefit. on average, for the
combined stations.”

Strained Financing?

Transaction activity will contin-
ue to be brisk through the end of
the year, BIA predicts. Of course,
it’s going to be tough to repeat
1996’s volume (particularly since
last year’s totals included West-

inghouse swallowing both the
CBS Radio and Infinity groups),
but a few more mega-mergers be-
tween Top 10 groups are possible.

However, the report says to
watch for a couple of trends:

* First, ownership concentration
into public companies is destined
to increase, since public money is
cheaper than private money, and
it’s more difficult to acquire pri-
vate money at the cash-flow ratios
that some station sale prices are
generating.

* Station prices will remain high,
mainly because in-market opera-
tors are willing to settle for a lower
expected return on investment if the
acquisition will help the ratings or
revenues of its other stations.
Translation: If you own your com-
petitor, you may not have to bet the
bank on TV commercials during
the next rating period.

But BIA warns: “Public compa-
nies and high-end buyers are pay-
ing prices that cannot be justified
from cash flow perspective.” If
revenue growth levels off as pre-
dicted, duopolies don’t result in
higher ad revenues, interest rates
climb, and stock prices fall, “real-
ity will set in.”

Radio Holds Its Own With Media Buyers

3 Medium’s strength in targeting cited in survey

Bryan Farrish, editor of fax/e-mail newsletter Radio-
Media, recently asked this question to media buyers nation-
wide: “When you’re buying radio in a market in which you
will also be buying print or TV, does your selection of radio
stations/formats differ from those which you would have
chosen if you were instead buying just a radio-only cam-
paign for the same client/product?” Here are the responses:

“It seems highly unlikely that
the selection of format would
change simply from the addition
of another medium. More likely,
one would feel the need to buy
greater frequency on the radio sta-
tions he or she selects if radio
alone is used for the buy. One of
radio’s greatest selling points is its
strength in targeting. It should not
be altered by additional advertis-
ing sources.”

My answer is no, 1
don’t think if [ were buying radio
only — versus radio with TV and
print — that I would change my
selection of stations. My target au-
dience doesn’t change, so I would
still buy the best stations/formats
against that audience. The only
thing that would probably affect
this would be a campaign where
I'm using three mediums, and my
budget for radio would be smaller
than if I were doing radio alone.
Therefore, I might have to buy few-
er stations thai I would normally.”

“When we are buying radio, it’s
always to promote a live concert
event or other entertainment activ-
ity, so we are both playlist- and de-
mographic-sensitive. When deal-
ing with strictly a radio buy, we
tend to lean toward a ‘shotgun’
approach, and we buy not only sta-
tions that are demographically ad-
vantageous, but also ones which
are on playlist. In other words, if
a particular station has the artist
we are promoting for a concert on
high rotation on their playlist, we
will include them on our buy be-
cause of the high artist profile on
that station.

“However, once you include
print and TV, budget becomes
very important, and the buy be-
comes much more demographi-
cally surgical for radio. We will
buy only the stations with the best
numbers, demographics, and bo-
nus-spot offers, so that we can
better afford the higher-priced TV
and print costs.”

“What is most likely to change
when radio is bought in conjunc-
tion with other media (particular-
ly TV) is the number of stations
purchased. It would be more lim-
ited, as opposed to a radio-only
plan, which would allow deeper
market penetration. Using radio
with other media, one can hone in
on one or two stations of the ap-
propriate format, and target the
audience composition and use
those stations effectively.”

“The answer is a qualified yes.
A multimedia campaign, gener-
ously funded, would utilize print
to reach those who view little or
no TV, and who are (traditional-
ly) defined as older, better educat-
ed, more affluent professional or
managerial types. Print might also
be purchased to provide reinforce-
ment at the retail level, or to de-
liver a coupon, or to provide
graphic enlargement of an offer
made via a :30 TV or radio spot.
Broadcast TV would be the means
through which to achieve high
reach of the overall target quick-
ly; radio and/or cable TV would
provide affordable message fre-
quency against specified segments
of the overall target.

“If radio is the sole advertising
medium, it may be because: (1)
Research indicates the target is a
heavy user of radio; (2) Budget
is too small for other media con-
siderations; (3) Client bias, i.e.,
success with radio in the past, and
no interest or perceived need to
spend money in other media; (4)
Product advertised is highly sea-
sonal or has a short ‘shelf-life,’
such as a price-item sale, leaving
no time/money for production of
print ads or TV.

“In these instance radio has the
burden of reaching the entire tar-
get. Since different ages and sex-
es gravitate to different formats in
most markets, the number of sta-
tions/formats is quite likely to be

“We develop a profile of the
product/service consumer, deter-
mine reach and frequency goals
based on product cycle stage, and
choose appropriate media vehicles
to effectively reach our strategic
target. Our choices are assisted by
MRI/Simmons for print and tele-
vision and by Scarborough/Me-
dia Audit for radio. Our target
consumer, campaign objective,
and creative execution dictate the
programs, formats, and titles that
we will use ... not the media mix.
In a single-medium campaign,
reach considerations also enter
into the media equation where the
program or the station’s audience
size receives due consideration.”

“The answer is not usually, but
it conceivably could. The main im-
pact of running radio with other
media is you might be willing to
schedule slightly lower levels in
radio since it does not have to car-
ry the entire communication bur-
den itself. Radio-only plans are
presumed to require more frequen-
cy. If the radio is playing off the
television, then you can get by
with less. On the other hand,
sometimes radio gets added to a
media plan because it’s the only
affordable way to achieve the de-
sired reach and frequency levels
for the desired period of time.

“Running with other media
may allow you to focus on opti-
mizing reach or frequency in ra-

" dio, depending on your overall

plan strategy.

“Television is purchased on a
DMA (designated market area)
basis, which is generally larger
than the radio market area. This
could cause you to add additional
radio markets to cover the DMA
(if they exist), or to buy radio on a
DMA or TSA basis. You could
also add some stations from non-
measured areas, though this is less
likely unless the area is exception-

ally important.

“If you have a time-of-day strat-
egy, and your audience doesn’t
watch daytime television, then you
might focus on radio during that
period in order to get continuity
throughout the day.

“I don’t think it would general-
ly affect targeting to any signifi-
cant degree, although it could if
the radio is being used to specifi-
cally bring up the delivery against
some target sub-group such as (but
not limited to) teens.

“If radio is being used to prima-
rily provide promotional support,
then obviously this would have an
impact on the buy.”

“It really depends on the actual
product. With most markets being
so fragmented, it is necessary to
look at a radio buy not as either a
principal or support element, but
rather as the ‘pulse.

“I know this sounds wishy-
washy, but essentially a mixed-
media thrust needs careful
blending, especially when it
comes to sports products or
products aimed at 25-49 males
with high disposables.

“My strategy is to use radio as
an accent, or pulse, and I’ve
found that this technique tends to
prolong the life of a campaign,
especially if the client does not
use TV.”

wenty-one Twin Cities radio stations
joined together last Friday (4/24) to aid
flood victims in the Grand Forks, ND
region. The historic live broadcast — which took
place from 5am-noon at the Target Center in
downtown Minneapolis — were spearheaded
by KDWB morning vet Dave Ryan.

Ryan approached PD Dan Kieley with
the idea after witnessing a weekend of
devastating floods and fires that forced 56,000
residents to evacuate, then began soliciting the
support of other local stations. In addition to

KMOJ, KNOW, KQQL, KQRS, KSGS, KSJN,
KSTP-FM, KTCJ & KTCZ, KYCR, Minnesota
Public Radio, Radio AAHS, WCCO, WLTE,
and WMNN broadcast their morning shows
from the Target Center, asking listeners to
contribute money, food, water, and other
essentials to assist the thousands left
homeless by the rising Red River.

“'ve been in the business 20 years and
have never seen anything like this unbelievable
support — we couldn’t keep up with it,” said
Kieley.

McCartney’s ‘World’ Takes Wing At Radio

] Capitol leads with grittier ‘The World Tonight’ in the U.S.

The choice of a first single: It’s often a delicate issue
and one that receives due attention from labels. But when
the decision involves the first new music in years from a
former Beatle, well ... let’s just say I would have loved to
have been a fly on the wall during those discussions.

That set-up aside, Capitol offi-
cially started going for adds at all
rock formats this past Tuesday (4/
28) on “The
World Tonight,”
Paul McCart-
ney’s first new
single in four
years. The label
hand-serviced
the single to
most other pop |
formats.The
“Flaming Pie”
album — a 14-
song disc that
features collabo-
rations with Ringo Starr, Jeff
Lynne, Steve Miller, George
Martin, and his wife Linda, as
well as the recording debut of Mc-
Cartney’s 19-year-old son, James
— hits retail on May 20.

What'’s interesting about the re-
lease — besides the fact that it’s
McCartney — is that the rest of the
world 1s being serviced with anoth-
er single, the poppier “Young Boy.”
MPL Communications VP/Pro-
motion & New Product Develop-
ment Bill Porricelli agrees that ini-
tially “the intent was not to go
with™ two separate songs. “The
great thing is that Paul has been
terrific and listening to everybody's
opinion to make sure we do the
right thing

“In Europe, the managing direc-
tors unanimously flipped for
“Young Boy.” which is something
that’s more identified with McCart-
ney over there. *“The World To-
night” has more of an edge and is
something you can hear Rock ra-
dio playing. That's important, es-
pecially because with the last few
albums. we didn’t get much reac-
tion from Rock radio. Yet what's

great about this album is that
there’s something for everyone. It
crosses the board with all formats,

Scott Shannon Tracy Johnson
which is something we believe we
can do.”

‘Magic, Spark, And Balls’

After hearing a tape that also in-
cluded “Young Boy” and “Some-
days,” Capitol Sr. VP/Promotion
Phil Costello started lobbying for
“The World Tonight” in the States.
After repeated listens, as Costello
explains, it became clear to him
that “World™ needed to be the lead
single. “Eventually. the McCart-
ney camp heard about the enthu-
siasm coming from Capitol for this
song. Paul, T was told by second
parties, was enthused about our
reaction and agreed we should go
with it.”

In fact, Costello had to go to the
mat for the single. “Let’s just say
there were some people who felt
it was better not to rock the boat
— to go with "Young Boy" and live
or die by the results. I wasn’t one
of those. And as always. when
these things happen. everyone will
take credit. and that's OK with me.

“I believe the song will help
McCartney in a number of ways.
From a musicianship point of
view. the song has magic: it’s got
spark and balls to it. Don’t get me
wrong — ‘Young Boy’ is a great
song and the second single in the
U.S.. but it’s not the first flavor of
Paul McCartney that [ want to re-
introduce to radio.”

Costello doesn’t see any down-
side in going with a grittier rocker
instead of the mainstream pop tune
with which McCartney usually is
identified. In fact. he adamantly
disagrees that the track may throw
the public a curve: "I don’t see any
negatives because of the great re-
action I'm receiving everywhere
from Alternative and Rock radio to
the mainstream and adult formats.
I see only a win-win situation.”

Perfect Timing

Capitol is releasing the single at
an opportune time at radio. Alterna-
tive is embracing softer, adult-lean-
ing tracks. Those hits are crossing
to CHR/Pop, Hot AC, and even AC.
“World” also fits perfectly at the
growing number of Alternative ACs.

“You're seeing a lot of success
with bands like the Counting
Crows and the
Wallflowers,”
i Costello points
out. “Tom Petty
can put out a
massive single
and see it run its
course through
Rock and onto
the adult and pop
formats. Timing
always plays a
big part in any
project, but I
thought that now’s the time to take
some chances and seize the oppor-
tunity.”

As for cynics who might say re-
cording “The World Tonight” is a
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Leslie Fram

calculated move to win back rock
audiences. Porricelli responds.
“That wasn't the intention at all.
Paul simply wanted to make a
record that he enjoyed.”

What McCartiey's done, accord-
ing to a quartet of leading program-
mers, is craft a single that has the
potential to react well with young-
er and older listeners. KLOS/Los
Angeles PD John Duncan says it
marks a promising return of Mc-
Cartney to the format. “When Cap-
itol played it for me. I knew it was
going to work for us. Paul’s done
such wimpy stuff before that this
is so welcome. People want to hear
him make records like this again.”

The single, which Duncan add-
ed two weeks ago, is reacting and
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‘The World Tonight’ has more of an edge and
is something you can hear Rock radio playing.
That’s important, especially because with
the last few albums, we didn’t get much

reaction from Rock radio.

generating phones. “It’s working as
well as we expected. It has a great
edge to it. It’s perfect for a main-
stream Rock station like KLOS
and is appealing across demos.
And the staff really digs it.”

Built-In Beatle Base

At Alternative WNNX (99X)/
Atlanta, PD Leslie Fram says the
Beatles legacy remains as rock-sol-
id as ever. “I’ll be the first to ad-
mit I'm a huge Beatles fan. I col-
lected just about everything imag-
inable, and Paul was my favorite.
There’s always been this aura sur-
rounding the Beatles, and there
will always be a certain respect for
that they did. And with so many of
the format’s bands being influ-
enced by the Beatles, why not play
one of the originals?

“It’s a great song. and the guitar
work is fantastic. [t’s a great rein-
troduction of Paul McCartney. This
song shows some diversity. It’s
much better than having one of his
sappier love songs. which we prob-
ably can’t play.”

Fram had 99X take a low-key
approach to debuting the single.
“We played it one morning and
didn’t say who it was. Immediate-
ly we got five calls from people
between 20-30 years old asking,
‘Was that McCartney?” Everybody
thought it was pretty cool. Some
said that if anybody was going to
play the song, it was going to be
99X. There weren’t any ‘Why are
you playing this?’ calls. It was all
positive.

“No matter what age you are,
there always is this introduction to
the Beatles, so it’s not like only the
35-45-year-olds are going to appre-
ciate this. There are going to be a
lot of 18-24-year-olds interested.”

In the pop world. Hot AC
WPLJ/New York PD Scott Shan-
non observes. "'l can’t speak for
the rest of America because I'm
such a big fan. but I love hearing it
on the radio. It's a great record. It’s
the Paul McCartney I've been wait-
ing 15 years to hear.

“Like so many people. I'm a
huge Beatles fan. When they
broke up. I'd wait for the next
John Lennon or McCartney al-
bum. Other than a few songs, |
wasn't too fond of [McCartney's)
music over the years. Finally. this
one arrived.”

Shannon calls the song “the
best shot he's had at a real hit in a
long time. It sounds like he’s got
his head where it should be. It's
not like he’s obsessed with sound-
ing like the McCartney of old. The
style is very current. but it stitl
sounds like Paul. It's a compelling
and intense piece of music.”

Working The Demos

On the left coast, Hot AC
KFMB/San Diego PD Tracy
Johnson is just as bullish. “I'm
excited about the song because
I'm a huge McCartney fan. I know
there is a lot of interest about him
as an artist. [t’s the best thing he’s
done in a long, long time. This is
as good a shot he’s had in recent
times to put a comeback together
and be a viable pop artist again. |
hope it works, that everybody gets
excited about it, and that it turns
into something.

“Our plan is to give it a shot and
see what happens. The key is to
play on the older end of our audi-
ence that knows who he is: Pro-
mote it to them, get them excited,
and then sell it to the younger au-
dience that has heard of him but
doesn’t really care. But it needs
to take off and work quickly if it’s
going to happen.”

Johnson does offer Capitol one
bit of advice: “I’'m very interest-
ed in hearing the final mix, be-
cause they could probably tight-
en it up quite a bit. If they don’t,
we probably will because it slows
down and gets a little repetitive
about two-thirds of the way
through.”

Huge Promo Push

To support promotion and mar-
keting efforts, Porricelli has been
working overtime on a variety of
projects. For instance, there’s an
in-the-round performance being
televised worldwide May 17 on
VHI1. Later that night, McCart-
ney will participate on a live In-
ternet chat (details are still being
worked out). There’s also a VH 1
documentary on the making of
the album airing May 16. And
MJI will offer a two-hour syndi-
cated special over Memorial Day
weekend.

Yet one thing that Porricelli
takes great pride in is landing
“Young Boy"” and “The World
Tonight™ in the Ivan Reitman
film “Father's Day.” starring
Robin Williams and Billy Crys-
tal (it opens on May 9).

"I played it for [music super-
visor] Peter Afterman, and he
said, "This is our movie.”” Then
he played it for Reitman, who
said the same thing.

“It’s something I've very proud
of. I can’t tell you the number of
times we've been approached for
McCartney copyrights and we've
turned them down. But Paut
doesn’t want to be in a film just
to get the exposure. The music
has to work.”

Look for " Young Boy’ to open
the film and for “The World To-
night” during the closing credits.
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RCA’s Robyn Has ‘What It Takes’ For CHR

What’s the deal with Sweden these
days? The country that gave us ABBA
and Ace Of Base now is exporting the
Cardigans and Drain S.T.H.

Now it’s time to add 17-year-old
singer/songwriter Robyn, whose pure
pop RCA single, “Do You Know
(What It Takes),” was Most Added at
CHR/Pop two weeks ago. Major-mar-

ing for more uptempo songs “in
March and April, when the weather
begins to warm up. If you're lucky
enough to identify the hits and get
them established early, they’ll be big
for you in the peak times of late spring
and early summer. That doesn’t mean
I’'m ignoring the big power ballads. 1
just like our station to be more fun
and uptempo.”

Robyn

O’Brian isn’t the only
programmer excited
about the single. Two
weeks ago, KHKS PD
Ed Lambert — who lit-
erally took it out of Gold-
ner’s hand and put it on
the air — increased re-
ported plays from seven
o 40. And two months
ago, CHR/Rhythmic
i WBBM-FM/Chicago

| requested an import copy
of the record and started
playing it. That was
enough to convince RCA
1o move up its add date
from May 5 to mid-
April.

Goldner admits the set-
up was “nothing more
than having heard the mu-
sic and knowing we had a
great single to launch her
with. She lives in Sweden.
She has not been to this
country yet or done any
performance for radio or

ket outlets reporting the single include
KIIS/LosAngeles, WIOQ/Philadel-
phia, KHKS/Dallas, WWZZ/Wash-
ington, KDWB/Minneapolis,
WFLZ/Tampa, and WPRO/Provi-
dence.

Robyn already has established a
firm base in Europe. where her debut
RCA album, “Robyn Is Here,” sold
over 100,000 copies in Sweden (plat-
inum) and hit gold in Denmark.

RCA’s U.S. promotion stalf was
first introduced to Robyn’s music last
September during the compuny’s na-
tional meetings. Recalls VP/Pop Pro-
motion Bonnie Goldner. “We were
all very excited about the music and
the artist. We felt very strongly that it
was going 1o be very big forus.”

That excitement crossed over 10
WWZZ PD Dale O'Brian. who says
“DoYou Know™ is a “perfect song for
our station, especially this time of the
year where I'm looking for fun, upt-
empo records like this”

Like most pop programmers,
O’Brian says he usually starts look-

anything like that. We set

it up at radio, and radio responded. It’s

perfect for what CHR’s playing.”

Soundtrack Catches Berri
On The Rebound

Add R&B singer LaKiesha Berri
to the list of artists who have received
their first taste of major-market airplay
on the strength of a soundtrack. In fact,
Hollywood Records was so enamored
with the vocalist that the lubel signed
her last month.

The 23-year-old singer’s “Like
This And Like That.” taken from the
soundtrack to**The 6th Man.” is gain-

ing momentum at CHR/Rhythmic and
Urban after charting at both tormats
three weeks ago. Leading Rhythmic
stations reporting the single include
KHTS/San Diego, KKFR/Phoenix,
WWKX/Providence, and KTFM/
San Antonio. Major-market Urban
outlets include WEDR/Miami,
KMJM/St. Louis, and WZAK/
Cleveland.

Hollywood and “The 6th Man”
soundtrack almost didn’t come to be.
A deal to include “Like This” on the
Atlantic soundtrack to the movie
“‘Space Jam” fell through just two days
before mastering, according to Berri’s
bio. Not long after, Hollywood came
calling and got the song placed on
“The 6th Man,” which eventually led
to her label deal.

One programmer who’s happy the
record eventually came out is KHTS
PD Todd Shannon. “It has an incred-
ibly infectious, mid-tempo pop groove,
which — unfortunately — we don’t
get that many of. IUs either rap or bal-
lads. That really helps the song cut
through”

Shannon, who added the track April
1. says the single “is readily accessi-
ble to just about anybody. IU's pulling
down good phones and getting a lot of
curiosity calls. People need to keep an
eye out for her.”

That's exactly what Hollywood VP/
Promotion Tim Burruss likes to hear.
“It’s not that often you see artists
signed off soundtracks. But when she
came 1o us, she already had an album
put together. When we listened to it
we agreed there were several other
songs that are hits.”

Hollywood, which is about to drop
Jade’s “Keep On Rising” from the
soundtrack, will continue working
“Like This” to radio and already is
eveing a second single. “We want (o
establish her at Urban, Rhythmic, and
CHR, then come out with her album
later this summer,” Burruss says.
“That’s when we’ll come with the sec-
ond single and really start building her
carcer. We’ve also now started to get
her on the right track dates.”

Elvis fans
take note: RCA is releasing a four-CD, 100-track Elvis
Presley boxed set on June 17, two months prior to
the 20th anniversary of the King’s death. The setin-
cludes 77 previously unreleased recordings, includ-
ing a version of Bob Dylan’s “Blowin'In The Wind” ...
B-Real and DJ Muggs are in the studio, working on
the fourth Cypress Hill studio album. Meantime, B-
Real has also completed an album with another side
project, The Psycho Realm, slated for July release
on Ruffhouse/Columbia ... Kenny G embarks on his
national summer tour on June 6 in Portland ... Co-
lumbia has signed the Neville Brothars, and sister
label Sony 550 Music has inked Finley Quaye, un-
cle tolstand trip-nopper Tricky ...

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How To Develop Your Air Talent
Through Aircheck Sessions

Managers and programmers worry: “I can’t find any good
talent. I've listened to 50 tapes and they’re all bad or mediocre.

Why?”

They wonder: “Where are all the
good people hiding? Why can’t ra-
dio attract the ‘A’ players? Where
is the next generation of talent out
there?”

How can we find programmers
who can work to develop the po-
tential stars of the future? Can peo-
plein local markets really compete
with top-notch syndicated national
shows? The answer is yes ... and
the way to develop talented people
into powerful air personalities is
through airchecks.

Yet so many PDs move up the lad-
der without any formal basic train-
ing in airchecking. There are boot
camps that teach it and much of it is
common sense — bear in mind the
first rule of an aircheck session is
“do unto others...”

* What Is AnAircheck Session?
Specific feedback with specific
examples backed up with tape of
what went on the air, with achiev-
able goals to help the talent move
up to the next level of performance.

¢ Isn’t There A Better Way To
Develop Talent?

If there was, I would hope we
would have found it by now.
Airchecking isn’t the only way to
develop and improve talent, but I
think it’s the best way. If you are a
radio program manager and your air
talent asks you, “What did you think
of the show?” airchecking is some-
thing you might want to consider if
you either “didn’t hear it”; “did hear
it, butdidn’tlike it (or can’t pinpoint

exactly why...)”; or“don’t have time
to deal with it now.”

Too often, programmers hire and
fire shows without ever having in-
vested the time and energy that
might have made a good host great,

Talent Hungry

For Feedback
Surprisingly, I'm often hired by
talent at their own expense to con-
duct aircheck sessions with them

that their PDs can’t or don’t have
the time to do.

Here’s why. The purpose of the
aircheck session is the talent’s
growth, through evaluation and con-
structive, usable, feedback. The
power of the aircheck session is the
understanding, reinforcing, support-
ing, and strengthening of the air per-
sonality by rehearing and then talk-
ing about what took place on air.

Why does it work? It’s effective.
Air talent grows faster and improves
with this technique, especially when
it’s consistent. A friend of mine lik-
ened airchecking to the religious
confessional. He said, “There are
some things that just have more
power when witnessed.”

For talent listening alone, the
show sounds different than it when
another person is there. For the host
to refocus on how other people hear
him, it helps to have an audience,
however small, in the room.

One air talent I work with says,
“When I listen alone, I focus on how
I did. I get critical of just me, not
how the whole show went. When I
listen around other people I focus
on everything that is happening on
the air, the interviewee, the sound
effects, the callers, the spots, the
breaks, etc. I hear it all.”

Why Not To Aircheck

Programmers may not aircheck
for several reasons. First, PDs be-
lieve they can’t take or make oppor-
tunities for regularly scheduled
aircheck sessions. It takes a lot of
time (as much as two hours a ses-
sion for each hour of tape) and can
be emotionally draining. Other rea-
sons include a lack of the necessary
mix of support, constructive criti-
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cism and motivation; or finding PDs
rarely in the mood to aircheck on
top of everything else they’ve got on
their plates.

Some PDs secretly don’t feel up
to the job. They may think, “Who
am I to pick apart this show? These
guys are professionals and have
been doing it pretty well for a long
time. I don’t want to say anything
to them that will break their stride.”

Some talent can be very difficult.
If you’re a new PD managing a show
that’s been very successful, you may
face an uphill battle when it comes
to bringing the talent in for an
aircheck session, especially if they
haven’t had one in a long time. What
the PD often fails to realize is that
most talent is starving for feedback.
They all want to be successful and
grow. How you present the idea of
an aircheck session can be impor-
tant. Sometimes, instead of a formal

appointment, try an informal ap-
proach. After a few sessions like
that, talent will be delighted to sit
on your couch.

Whatever aircheck techniques are
used, trust and truth must be estab-
lished. Do not attempt to manipu-
late talent with false praise. It isn’t
right, it isn’t fair, and most of these
folks are smart enough to know what
you’re doing. Pick out the stuff you
really do like and be specific.

Entering Virgin Territory

The first time I airchecked a
morning show, I was one of those
nervous programmers. [ thought,
“Gee, who am I to tell these guys
whatis wrong with their show?”’ The
night before I listened to hours of
their work, made lists, took copious
notes, and was t0o nervous to get
much sleep.

After they got off the air the next
day, our three morning team mem-
bers walked in, sat down, looked me
in the eye, and waited for me to say
something. With sweaty hands, I put
the tape in the cassette player. Be-
fore I could open my mouth, one
host said, “No, no, no, let’s skip over
that part. Wait until you hear the next
part, now that was funny ... and wait,
back it up ... here’s where we had
that boring caller! Etc., etc., etc.”

This went on for about an hour
and a half. I had not uttered one
word. At the end of the session,
members of the morning show stood
up and smiled. “Valerie,” they said,
“you're great at this. It’s the best
aircheck session we’ve ever had.”

These broadcast professionals
had known exactly what was right
and what was wrong with their
show. They just needed someone to
be a visible audience for them and
to be a witness for their self-critique.
That aircheck session all those years
ago taught me a lot. I learned more
from those hosts than I taught them.
This was my lesson — people al-
ready know their own strengths and
weaknesses. All we programmers
and managers have to do is help
them emphasize their strengths and
conquer or play down their weak-
nesses. By working regularly with
your airstaff in using good aircheck
techniques, you improve your odds
that your talent will thrive.

The key principles for aircheck-
ing, both for talent and for manage-
ment, are two-fold: Our areas of
weakness are probably the things we
try to avoid or don’t like to do. What
comes easily to us is most likely our
area of strength.

What follows are various
thoughts on airchecking I've assem-
bled from my own experience and
using the wisdom of others, who
both manage talent and are them-
selves airchecked regularly.

* Wait to critique until the session,
don’t scare your talent with an im-
promptu meeting unless it’s an
emergency.

* Never do an aircheck session just
before a show. Do them the fol-
lowing day, at a time that is mutu-
ally convenient.

« Don’t build unnecessary resent-
ment. Be sensitive to your talent’s
sleeping schedule. For example,
don’task your overnight guy to ap-
pear at a noon meeting. If you
aircheck the morning show, don’t
pounce on them at 10am. After five
hours on the air, it’s lunchtime. It
might work better to take show
members out to breakfast —
they’ll be more receptive if fed.

« Aircheck regularly at set specific
times. Never hotline the talent on
the air while they’re doing their
show. No matter what they say.
(Unless the health or safety of the
listeners is at stake or the station

could lose its license due to what
is happening on the air.) It’s better
to wait unti later when things have
cooled off and can be discussed ra-
tionally and reasonably. Always
have the tape on hand for this dis-
cussion.

Create a safe setting. This may
mean a private setting, a mealtime
discussion, or over a glass of wine
or cup of coffee. It doesn’t have to
be formal, but does have to be reg-
ular and consistent.

@

Methods Of Airchecking

Aircheck methods vary from pro-
grammer to programmer. but what
doesn’t change is if talent and pro-
grammers are comfortable with the
process, they don’t feel threatened.
It works a lot better. Creative work
is easier if done in a “safe” setting.

* Remember, the aircheck session
evaluation is for the host’s im-
provement only, not for the ego of
the programmer. The focus should
be only on the show. This isn’t the
time to take up other concerns the
PD or manager may have about the
talent.

As a PD or manager, you have
power over these people, so use it
carefully. Additionally, air talent
should remember that the PDs suc-
cess is measured by your own. Try
to remember that he is really there
to help you.

 Acknowledge the host’s accom-
plishments. Give them authentic
feedback for good work. Start with
the stuff they do right.

* Always use specific examples
backed up with tape. Tape every
moment on air. A discussion can
degenerate quickly if the actual
facts of the case are in dispute.
Having the tape allows you to look
at not only the content, but the con-
text of an event on the show.

« Let the talent select the tape. En-

courage him to pick a tape of an
“average” show. Let your host tell
you the parts where the magic mo-
ment occurred and where it failed.
If they blow it, they know it. Don’t
dwell on the obvious failures. Ac-
knowledge them, and move on.
Think before you speak. Criticism
goes in very deeply. Talent is sen-
sitive. So be clear, direct, and non-
punitive. No matter how angry you
are, avoid verbalizing your negative
reactions to a piece until you can
express it calmly and rationally.
Don’t Dump. Sometimes an
aircheck session turns into a
“dump” session where talent un-
burdens himself of a lot of
thoughts having nothing to do with
the show. A double standard ap-
plies here. It’s acceptable, to a
point, for the host to digress. After
all, you the PD are uniquely able
to understand the pressures talent
may be under and even, in some
cases, be able to do something to
alleviate them. As a manager, how-
ever, you are there to aircheck, not
to vent.

Listen to the talent. Should you
hear the makings of a great show
taking place in your office, encour-
age the talent to put it on the air.
Cuution: Don’t let these diversions
distract you from the aircheck ses-
sion, just move the subject back to
the tape and the show at the most
appropriate moment.

* Ask a lot of questions and do a lot
of listening. Find out why the tal-
ent did what he did or where she
was going with it. How did your
host want the listeners to respond?
Did it seem to work? If not, why?
On-air talent tend to be extremely
perceptive and they know when
you are not telling the truth, so be
as honest as you can. If the talent
feels he or she has been lied to, it
will destroy their trust in you and
ultimately hurt what goes on the
radio.

Don’t put copies of aircheck eval-
uations in the talent’s personnel
files. Nor should you discuss an
aircheck session with others. Only
tape a session if the talent wants
to take the cassette and listen to it
again later. For trust to develop,
these sessions must be private and
confidential.

End each session with agreed upon
achievable goals that can easily be
accomplished by the next sched-
uled session. Try to let the talent
initiate goal setting if possible.
And encourage the talent to do the
work to his or her best ability.

Airchecking works best if there
is only one primary person doing the
feedback sessions. It can be very
confusing for the talent to hear com-
ments from many, many sources.
That can be frustrating if the prod-

uct can be “fixed” with just a few
small changes.

Not everyone is going to like ev-
erything an air talent does. But if
they try to grow and take some risks,
more often than not it’ll work.
Sometimes managers need to be re-
educated in order to learn that what
they have on the air is a “work-in-
progress,” not a finished product and
that the show will most likely de-
velop and get a lot better in the
weeks and months to come.

Radio is live performance. It is a
living thing. Some shows work,
some don’t, but it’s never an acci-
dent when a show is number one. It
takes incredible show prep, effort
and mistakes before it gets there.

Creating Powerful Radio

The principles of “Powerful Ra-
dio” apply in airchecking. After
hearing the show, ask questions and
listen to the answers. What worked?
What didn’t? Why? Was it visual?
Did the presenter care about what
they were talking about? What was
the motivation for doing that partic-
ular topic or bit on the air?

How did the talent hope to en-
gage the audience? Was it predict-
able? Did it have the element of
surprise? Did the talent “own it?”
Was it original? Did the talent put
themselves into it? Was the topic
overdone? Was the talent secretly
bored with the subject but felt pres-
sured by the front page of the news-
paper or the headline news, so must
be talked about?

All these questions have answers.
It’s up to the talent of the program-
mer to know how to ask the ques-
tions and then hear what the talent
comes up with. All these questions
have answers. They just might not
be answers that programmers want
to hear.

The easiest part of the aircheck
session is keeping the talent on track
formatically. If you listen back to a
tape and they 're supposed to give the
station name or time checks at cer-
tain points and they do it, great. If
not, it can be worked on.

Getting Them To Do
What You Want

Programmers around the world
share a common frustration and ask
the same question of talent: *“Why
don’t you simply just do what you
are told to do? How hard can this
be? We have talked about this over
and over again!”

Talent says: “You care more about
call letters and time checks than you
do about content! A monkey or ro-
bot computer conld do formatics.
I'm an individual I got involved in
what was going on the radio.”

If they ask, “Why must I ham-
mer these call letters over and over
again? People already know what
they are listening to,” show them
how the listeners listen — with
short attention spans and with ra-
dio as background. Take the time
to explain.

Why rebel with formatics in par-
ticular, or forget to do them? The
answer is they don’t believe it’s
important. If they don’t understand
why they’re doing them or have
specific explanations for the rea-
sons behind these formatics, it’s
not a priority. They like to be in
the know. They do not want to be
good little soldiers and just “fol-
low orders.” They hate being told
what to do without the reason.
They hate just taking orders. Keep
them in the loop.

If the goal is to get the talent to
behave formatically, explain the
reason why things are being done
at specific times. Give them the
reasoning behind the format and
talent usually will respond favor-
ably. Programmers that say, “Do
it this way because I'm the boss
and [ say you will do it!” tend not
to be running successful opera-
tions with top shows.

Finally, listen to why they do stuff.
Maybe a talent is not doing some-
thing on the show because they think
it could work better another way.
They might just be right, so ask them
what their ideas are. And if they have
a better idea, throw out your ego and
use it! Does it matter where the great
idea comes from if it works?

After a harsh winter, especially in many Midwestern states,
spring is finally in the air. And it’s time to tap into spring fever and
start planning the promotions that will help create top-of-mind
listener awareness of your station between now and Labor Day.

Warm weather means concert sea-
son, and label reps must be feeling a
lot like concert promoters these days.
From WBBM-FM (B96)/Chicago’s
“Fifth Annual Bash™ on June 29 to
KDWB/Minneapolis's May 12
“Star Party,” CHRs are lining up the
hits live. On June 1, WWKX (Kix
106)/Providence’s “Third Summer
Bash™ is in the wise piggyback posi-
tion after WXKS (Kiss 108)/Bos-
ton’s infamous “Kiss Concert 18 on
May 31.

But one of the more original shows
and concepts can be found at WDCG
(G105)/Raleigh. For G105's “Big
Shindig.” OM Brian Burns and his
staff have assembled an event in
which Shawn Colvin, Duncan
Sheik, Third Eye Blind, Verve Pipe,
and Barenaked Ladies, among oth-
ers. will perform June 1 on two stag-
es. To keep G105 on the edge, Burns
has employed CitySearch — a na-
tional Internet provider — to produce
adedicated homepage promoting the
show.

And during the show, CitySearch
will provide “virtual backstage pass-
es” so that G105 ticket winners in the
audience can ask the bands questions
via computers from a dedicated site
at the venue after each performance.
Computer and input personnel will
be located in the hospitality tent back-
stage so the artists can privately an-
swer questions and get some post-
show pampering. For fans who were
unable to obtain a ticket to the sold-
out show, pictures and editorial will
be posted immediately on the Inter-
net. For more information, contact

Nikki Linn, Marketing Director
for new CHR WVYB/Daytona
Beach and co-owned Alternative
WKRO) has assembled one of the
finest lines of station clothing I've
ever witnessed. Taking the concept
one step further, she has set up an
entire store called “The Merc,” which
features an entire line of the latest
styles of clothing with each station's
respective logos tastefully intermin-
gled into the designs.

A promo-
tion that taps directly into the soccer
moms is “Kidd Kraddick's Diaper
Derby,” held during an event called
Kid’s Funfest 97, a large two-day
event with shopping, entertainment,
and events geared toward young chil-
dren and their families. In the derby,
more than 250 infants (12 months or
younger) competed in acrawling race
on a carpeted 10-foot track. The first
two kids crossing the finish line in
each of the 24 preliminary heats ad-
vanced to the semifinal rounds. Each
winner of the six semifinals made it
to the finals, and the grand prize win-
ner pocketed $10.000 in his little di-
aper.

Ideas For The Taking

* When your station interviews
artists and other celebs, take an extra
moment or two with them to record
some PSAs (for example, “don’t
drink and drive™ or “don’t do drugs”
messages). Those come in especial-
ly handy during the Memorial Day,
Fourth of July, and Labor Day holi-
day weckends. When done right,
these PSAs can help image your sta-
tionand earn FCC cred-

Many stations have covered either or
both of the events live.

* A day of pampering always
works for the ladies and is a popular
in-office promotion.

* Some stations like to reward their
fulitime airstaff with long weekends
off. If that is in the cards, now’s the
time to start laying the groundwork
for music features like the “Memori-
al Day 500.” special '70s and "80s
weekends, and “The Greatest Party
Songs Of All Time,” (10 name a few.

* As warm weather approaches. air
conditioning sends your listeners’
power bills soaring. During middays,
ask listeners to fax in a copy of their
bill. If you read their name on the air
and they call, your station pays the
bill.

* Are you going to the
Can Film Festival? Not
France’s famous Cunnes
Film Festival ... the fes-
tival your station can
hold in conjunction with
a local theater or chain.
The promotion works
like this: In exchange for
cans of food, your listen-
ers will receive coupons
good for a free movie
and free popcorn or can-
dy. All proceeds can go
to a local food bank. This

kind of promotion is es-

pecially timely if your station wants
to assist in the Northern Plains flood
relief efforts.

¢ Pets are in, and many stations are
having success with “Pet Walks” and
“Dog Jogs.” These promotions ben-
efit local animal shelters or local vet-
erinary schools offering free care to
dogs and cats that require major sur-
gery or medical treatment for pet
owners unable to afford those servic-
es. Most “Dog Jogs™ feature a two-
mile timed event with trophies in the
male and female (human) as well as
large, medium. and small dog cate-
gories. There is also a children’s di-
vision. In addition to the timed race.
there is a one-mile fun walk/run, a
costume contest, an owner/dog look-
alike contest, a spokesdog contest,
and a raftle.

* For Mother’s Day (May 11) and
Father’s Day (June 15). ideas range
from the simple but effective (flya-
ways to see mothers or fathers) to
the outrageous — awarding a va-
sectomy on Mother’s Day or a
breast enlargement on Father’s Day.

¢ Even though it’s not Christmas,
there is a very hot toy your listeners
are trying to get their hands on.
They're called Beanie Babies, and the
good news is that if you can find
them, they cost about $5 each. Each
of the 107 bean-bag animals comes
with a birth date, identification tag,
and bio. Made by Ty Inc. of Oak-
brook, IL, one of these bean-bag fell-
as, “Peanut” The Elephant, has sold
for up to $1500.

Luscious
Jackson has been a consistent
performer at Alternative, but this
song is performing better at
CHR/Pop and Hot AC, which
have stuck with the song and
watched it build.

When I pointed out that that must
mean he’s known as what some in
our industry call the “all important
sidekick,” he said (with Scott laugh-
ing in the background), “You know
what I'm like? I am the sidekick by
name. But. I'm realty like Cordell
Stewart of the Pittsburgh Steelers.
I’ve created a new position that those
in our industry have not yet given a
name! So. therefore I'm burdened
with the sidekick label and name.
But I’'m more than just a sidekick!™

Sure, it’s typical stuff you expect
from a moming team that feeds off
of one another, but they do it so well
you find yourself smiling at the lit-
tle-boy audacity. Of course, these
two aren’t newcomers to the indus-
try: Scott has been in the industry
close to 17 years and Clarke’s been
doing the deal for 11 years. These

two are in the category of other Ur-
ban morning shows that have made
an impact, including WJLB/De-
troit’s Mason, KKDA-FM/Dal-
las’s Skip Cheatham. WEDR/Mi-
ami’s James T, and WVEE/Atlan-
ta’s Mike Roberts.

Before Scott joined KMJM in
1989. he did stints at KRE-AM/
Berkeley, CA and WJLB-FM/De-
troit. Clarke started out in Hunts-
ville, AL at WBKT-AM and went
on to do mornings at WWWZ/
Charleston, SC. Later he got the
shot to move to KMJM (o tecam with
Tony. replacing Kevin Woodson,
who left to do syndication.

Impressive Numbers

Obviously, the latest Arbitron
numbers back up all the talk for this
morning crew. Keep in mind. some
say Urban can’t really compete and
get the numbers in mornings except
in a few heavily black populated
markets. In the “money demo” of
persons 25-49 (Mon.-Fri., 6-10am)

and my wife and daughter having
something to eat at Apple B’s. And
that counts for something — partic-
ularly if they're being sampled by
Arbitron and have a diary.

“Plus,” Scott continues, “it’s not
unusual for Marc to be at a club and
grab a saxophone from a musician
and sit in with a local jazz band. Our
listeners love that; they like the idea
that the guy is so versatile.”

“As you mentioned, we are in a
city that is racially split into two
groups and is very conservative,”

Clarke points out. “But what makes
us so unique is the fact that our show
is so real. I really think that helps
the popularity of what we do. When
something happens ... be it a racial
issue or whatever, listeners know
we're going to have something to
say about it. They know the com-
ments are coming. And I think we
have a larger white audience than we
get credit for™

No One Is Safe

The guys also mentioned that they
bust each other on the air all the time.
Says Scott. If either one of us tries
a joke or makes an attempt at some-
thing funny and it doesn’t work ...
busted. right on the air. We'll bust
anyone. For example. we have a
very serious mayor’s race going on
and the incumbent who lost the pri-
mary is the former police chief who
is a black man and does not want to
partake of anything that has to do
with the black community. So. as
you might expect, we've been get-
ting our “digs’ in, and our listeners
call up and have comments about
things we've said. And we’ll put
them on the air live so our other lis-
teners can hear what’s happening.”

In the age of technology, Scott and
Clarke don’t limit their contact with lis-
teners to just airtime. “We also do a
one-page newsletter called The Black
Fax. I do it at home on my computer
and we fax it to businesses, schools, or
to anyone who has a fax machine who
would like it. And we do a segment on
the air everyday that’s information
about Black History. The station also
has a web site (www.majic108.com).’

What all this says to me is
there’s more to mornings in Amer-
ica than Stern, Imus, Dees, or
Mancow. So, who does Urban ra-
dio have to put on the field? Well,
Scott and Clarke are getting ready
on the sidelines.

Presented by the Country Mu-
sic Association in conjunction with
Advertising Age magazine, the
event will explore ways to merge
country music with corporate mar-
keting campaigns. Participants will
include marketing and advertising
executives. as well as label heads.
music publishers, and artist man-
agers.

‘Pickups To Perrier’

Kragen, a 30-year music business
veteran, is the author of Life Is A
Contact Sport: Ten Great Career
Strategies That Work. As an artist
manager, Kragen helped pioneer li-
aisons between country music and
corporate America during the early
"80s — specifically, Kenny Rog-
ers’s partnerships with Chrysler and
Dole. More recently, he was instru-
mental in Trisha Yearwood’s work
with Discover Card and Travis
Tritt’s partnership with Fruit Of
The Loom.

Several of the topics of presenta-
tions and panel discussions sound
particularly intriguing, such as “Car-
petbagger Or Corporate Genius: In-
vesting In Country Music.” Cold
Spring Harbor Group’s Bob Lob-
dell will look at country’s chang-
ing demographics in “From Pick-
ups To Perrier: Who Is The Coun-
try Music Audience?”

states. “How big was the horse that
sped across the radio? How ugly was
the bad guy? Each time radio tapped
into this theater-of-the-mind, they
were actually allowing each person’s
‘special effects machine’ to kick in.
Each time this happened, the bond
between the radio station and the lis-
tener actually got stronger.
“Today’s radio has, for the most
part, lost the art of real announcer
creativity. We don’'t really see the
value of being unique in this area
anymore. Instead, we have focused

our audience. The goal of each an-
nouncer should not be “to be brief”
— which is commonly believed —
but, rather. to deliver a message as
efficiently as possible. The by-prod-
uct of this happens to be brevity."

nouncers to help them be more cre-
ative, tapping into each listener’s
theater-of-the-mind. This, along
with great station branding, will
draw a much more vivid picture of
our station to our listeners. This will
in turn bring a much higher level of
“top-of-mind’ recall to our station.
which will mean higher ratings.
“Very few radio stations give se-
rtous consideration to really work-
ing with their on-air talent in this
area. This presents us with a clear
opportunity to race ahead of our
competition. It's rare that such an

area anymore.

this ‘creativity message,’ it is impor-
tant to give them a mental picture as
well. It should be described to them
as completing a small photo album
for each listener by the end of their
shift. This “album’ consists of sev-
eral mental snap-shots.

“Doing this right requires hard
work and determination, always
thinking of new ways of communi-
cating the message. But if we don’t
work on this area, we will be miss-
ing huge opportunities — bigger
than we could ever imagine or will
ever know.”
