L am not
looking tor someone who has worked [at stations
for six months all over the connery.™

Honesty is abo key."Will | get the straigght story
when | aalk to th Cook says. "l want somne-
one who takes credit and blame for their actions.

“When hiring a PD/ops manager, | am look-
ing for someone who can mativate his or her
statf.” he adds. “Will they be able o staff the sta-
tion with the right kind of people?™

When hiring. Cook also looks for someone
who understands “how to build a radio station.
Can we develop a plan and then exceute that plan
to put oni a station?”

Emmis/New York senior VI*/market manager
1an Halyburton is a big fan of tirst impressions.
“Employees want to work with people who ane
all-around good people |and] casy to know.”™ he
says. “They want to work for a boss who is the
same way. Down-to-carth, real, someone who

you believe cares for others.”

Halyburton also looks for job seckers with
strong work cthics or as he says, “People who
work hard and can't imagine any other way.”

A sense of humor is abo imporant. “They
|should] ke their job seriously but not them-
selves,” Halyburton says.

From the this Id-be-funny-if-i 1180
sad department, Cook says he was recently told
by a potential candidate that they were looking
for a new opportunity because their current job
was requiring too much time.

Emgish abso offers up some red flags. " For years

English says appearance, hygiene and groom-
ing are also inportant. "It may sound superticial,
but if people don't want to be around you or are
embarrassed to take you out into their world, you
can't gain their respeet,” he says. “*Without their
respect, you absolutely cannot lead.

“Lack of eye contact is a killer. It reflects low
seli-esteem,” he adds. while noting that unex-
plained gaps in one’s résumé is abo a red flag.

Radio’s Future Is HD, Digital Interactive,
Localism And Snagging The 12-17 Audience

By Jeffrey Yorke

Each year, Radio & Records reaches out to executives who shape
the industry to determine where the radio business is heading dur-
ing the next 12 months. This year we asked what they expect to hap-
pen, what they want to see happen and what they hope doesn’t. The
responses were wide-ranging, robust, in-depth and sometimes blunt.
They provide an insightful window on a century-old industry in the
midst of a new round of growing pains and new competition. But
the responses also show that radio benefits from leaders who are
thoughtful, optimistic and willing to adapt new technology to a
proven medium as the business moves forward.

Greater Media president/CEO - Peter Smyth
acknowledges that radio has immediate challenges
but belicves they are not insurmountable. “Radio
is part of the American culture” he siys, “The
American people have not left radio—Madison
Avenue has” partially because key advertising
decision-makers have felt neglected. “We, as a
med had taken our own customers for grant-
ed. Those days are over. We are working with our
advertisers ta find unique and innovative ways to
take their message to the marketplace.”

Smyth says those efforts have broughe new
advertisers ta the medium. “Because these are
local businesses, their successes don't make the
splash that multimillion-dollar Internet deals da,
but these are disciplined business people invest-

who bring new ideas, energy and the drive to
win, Smyth characterizes the RAB' Jeft Haley
and the NABS David Rehr as “arategic
thinkers. We, as an industry, need thae righe now.
They can see and define where radio is going.
They will do great chings.”

This month, Smyth started a term as RAB
chairman and says he sces “a cohesive market-
ing cftort taking place on behalt of the [associ-
ation| to re-establish the transmission line of
our medinm.”

However, its time to
make it happen in 20077 Greater Media has
signed up for Arbitron’s Portable People Meter
service in Philadelphia, and Smyth says he hopes
“everyone participates and moves the ball for-
ward. Our customer base is crying out for this.

The death of Adantic Records co-founder and
chairiman emeritus Ahmet Ertegun Dec. 14 at the
age c'?l' 83 has stirred the kind of reverent tributes
among his industry cohorts that is reserved for radio
and records royalty.

During a carcer that spanned six decades,
Ertegun was one of the business’ most storied and
influential figures—a prototype of the modern
record executive. He helped mold a who’s who of
careers, including Ray Charles, the Rolling
Stones, Led Zeppelin and Aretha Franklin, and
played a central role in shaping the major label sys-
tem as it is known today.

downtown Spokane one day, looking for a place to park their
car and visit their radio stations—CHR/top 40 KQQB (Live
104.5) and classic hits KAZZ (Z107)—when they suddenly
had this vision: a cool place to house the stations that would
also give listeners a place to hang out. @ “It was an old aban-

doned restaurant chat had been vacant for about five years,” Pro-Active/Spokane
GM Christa McDonald says. Their warped creative minds whizzing on high, they
rented the space, had it gutted and designed a revolutionary ground floor stu-
dio space that is completely transparent—all the walls and counters are made of
glass. Then they buile a coftee shop right in the middle of it.

“We had o build 3 caté in there with some
very high-powered coftee to keep the jocks
awake, since we're live 2477, and to keep the
salespeople going, If they re not selling, we just
hit them with three shots of espresso, and
they're good to go.” Live PL Steve “Kekeluv™
Kicklighter jokes.

Let us review: You've got dhis tully function-
al, independently owned coffee shop located in
the heart of Spokane’s downtown that sells
everything from chai teas and espressos and
mochas to pastries and bagels and cinnamon
rolls. We're talking a catteinated NTR machine,
McDonald says.

“We have 10 TVs facing out on the street.
There are 20,000 cars that drive by here every
day. so on those TVs, we have chings about the
stations and activities and events in the market,
and we're selling advertising on the sereens,”
she says. “We've even sold the coffee cup
sleeves to a local Toyota dealership, We've sold
the lower section of the shop to Scion, so it'll
be the Scion Lounge.”

The coffee shop. which McDonmald coyly
admits cost “a lot” also features tree Internet
access and a S0-inch flatsereen TV that runs
sports and is also hooked up to a PlayStation 3
so people can hang out and play videogames,
On a countertop in the shop that is only a few
feer away from the studios, there are Cricket
phones that visitors can use to text-message the

Jjocks, and—surprise! Cricket phones are also on
sale in the shop. And there is more: The space
also houses a reaail store that sells sports gear
from local schools Gonzaga, Washington State
and the University of Washington. Kicklighter
says, “At this point, every person who wins
something on the radio gets their prize and a
coupon for a free latte at the coffee shop.”
The building also contains two radio stations.
On the other side of the coffee shop are the stu-
dios, which are completely visible to people in
the shop and on the street . . . which means you
can't fool listeners with fancy radio ¢ like,
well . . . you know.“Our jocks are real jocks, not
voice-tracked or Memorexed.”

Burns’ focus
for 3 Daughters Media is to invest in undervalued and/or distressed media assets
at bargain prices. The company has an impressive track record and continues to
see considerable opportunities moving forward.

Getting into the business: “I'm one of those guys

The company‘s mission: “We look for underper-
forming media asscts, buy them, fix them up,
bring them to market, produce a profic from cash
fow and sometimes people come and offer you
big mukiples. When | left C.in 97, | was look-
ing for something entreprencurial. | was looking
for stations in rated markets that had not been
comolidated, that may have been inferior FM
facilicics or that may be near bankrupe. And if |
could buy those stations in 2 market that had 2
VHEF television station and a daily newspaper, |
converted it to talk. As an example we took a sta-
tion in Lynchburg. Va., that had $30 in billing
on it when we bought it to S80,000 in billing.
1 bougl it for 500,000 and something dollars and
sold it for $4.4 million, 30 it was a good day in
the park for me.”

Current projects: “We have a station in Gremna,
Va., | found a liede AM station in Bedford, Va.,
that had a CP to go to 5,000 wates. Clear Channcl
needed to divest a radio station in Chattanooga
and 2 part of the negotiation proces | got them
to throw in their AM sports/ealk stations in
Roanoke and Lynchburg, so | am pusting those
vogether with all of the stations | have in this arca,
and we are going to do ESPN sports/talk on a
number of AM and FM radio stations from this
area. We've bunched a statewide sports magazine
called the Virginia Sports Report, and we're going
%o run it in conjunction with all of those ESPN
spores/talk stations | am putting together. Then
we've got a project on an AM and FM station in
Chattanooga. I'm not sure what we are going to
do with those stations yet, but | think we're going
o do something fun.”

Biggest chall “I'm really g lifc at this
point, and I'm only working on projects that
interest me. | scc 2 good opportunity with the
nctwork of sports stations and the sports maga-
zine, and again we're looking for exciting things
in Chatanooga.™

State of radio: “The BIA study that came owt a
couple of weeks ago said you can get higher
returms in radio than in almost any other busines
in America. We just dont have the growth any-
more but neither does a satellite company. There
are just 0 many forms of distribution now and
as HDD radio comes online, my God, isnt this like
FM all over again?™

Career highlight: “Probably at 57 years old that
I'm still in the business and making more money
now than | ever made—so you can't tell me the
radio business is in difficuk straies. | ery o take
pal programming on them with a defined mis-
sion, and we, make moncy.”

Career disappaintment: “Of course. if you could
#o back and rerun your career and look at it in
the rearview mirror, | think everybody would do
a lot of things differently, but at the end of the
day. you can¥ look back. You can only look for-
ward, 5o | am pretty content and happy.”

Most influential individual: "I worked with the
guys & Burkhart Abrams. | like Kemt a lot,
Dwight [Douglas] and Don Bemson and being
able to bounce idcas and concepts with those
guys was great. Kene and | still calk a o times
a week and always have dinner at comventions and
