Washington: Pluria Marshall, 
Chairman of the National 
Black Media Coalition,  has 
announced the formation of a 
Black Radio Resource Center, 
headed by Vida Smith, NBMC 
Director of Black Radio Ser-
vices.

For those interested in 

exploring broadcast owner-
ship possibilities, NBMC has 
established a technical as-
sistance service to imple-
ment its commitment to in-
creasing the number of 
black-owned properties in 
the U.S. Through its network 
of experts in the field, the 
organization  will  advise 
those interested in buying 
broadcast properties at no 
charge. 

The issue of radio sta-
tions'  responsiveness  to 
community needs - severely 
affected by  FCC deregula-
tion policies in many areas 
- will also be addressed by 
NBMC through the Black Radio 
Resource Center. According-
ly,  services provided by 
stations (other than enter-
tainment) will be closely 
monitored.

"Our success in such a short 
period of time has warranted 
the formation of our own 
staff. 
"While most companies are 

cutting back," he continued, 
"we're expanding-- although 
the Capitol EMI companies 
have generally been viewed 
in the industry as conserva-
tive. Any time you can put 

people to work, I'm all for 
it." 
Gerry Griffith will conti-

nue to serve as vice presi-
dent of black music A&R for 
the company. 
Commenting on the realign-

ment, Don Zimmerman, presi-
dent of Capitol  Records, 
Inc., said, "Capitol  is 
pleased to have aided in the 
launch of Manhattan Records 
in the area of promotion. 
"It is a tribute to the 

excellant achievement of 
both Ronnie Jones, Capitol's 
vice president of black pro-
motion, and Walter Lee, Cap-
itol's senior vice presdient 
of marketing and promotion, 
and their respective field 
staffs," he added. 
Jones, commenting on his 

company's role in the corpo-
rate  promotion efforts, 
said, "It's been a richly 
rewarding  situation--
certainly not your everyday, 
normal state of affairs in 
the industry today. 
"We have really been over-

burdened with  the amount of 
product within the last 11 
months," he continued.  "But 
the entire corporate staff 
needs to be commended for 
remaining afloat in what was 
actually a 'sink or swim' 
position." 
Joining  the  expansion, 

which is in reality a re-
commitment to black music, 
is  EMI  America  Records,

which will be creating two 
new senior executive posts 
in A&R and promotion. 
A spokesperson at the la-

bel commented that, "The new 
expansion at Capitol-EMI is 
of special significance to 
those of us at EMI because 
it marks the reinstatement 
of our presence as a label 
in the area of black music." 
In 1982,  the EMI black 

artist roster, which then 
consisted of people like 
Melba Moore,  Earl Klugh, 
Ronnie Laws and George 
Clinton,  was absorbed by 
Capitol Records. 
But  EMI America's black 

artist roster has been re-
newed by reggae product from 
the Marley heirs, the Melody 
Makers, and, in January, new 
product by Michael Henderson 
will be released. 
Commenting on EMI Ameri-

ca's  renewed  thrust into 
black music,  Jim  Mazza, 
president at the label said, 
"This announcement supports 
our group's dedication to 
increasing our involvement 
into all sectors of recorded 
music on a worldwide basis. 
"We will be providing new 

opportunities and a competi-
tive  alternative  in  the 
black music community,' Maz-
za added. 
The opening of new staffs 

at Manhattan and EMI Ameri-
ca, however, does not mean 
the end of cooperation be-

tween the labels. 
In an effort to balance 

the field promotion activity 
between the three labels, 
EMI America will be utilzing 
the newly-created Manhattan 
field force for regional R&B 
promotion, effective Jan. 1. 
Conversely, Manhattan will 
employ the resources of EMI 
America's pop music field 
force for regional promo-
tion, effective immediately. 
The net effect of this 

move is to unburden the work 
horse of the group's promo-
tion efforts, Capitol's R&B 
field staff,  so that  it 
might concentrate exclusive-
ly on its own burgeoning 
roster of R&B- oriented art-
ists. 
Menon pointed out how the 

expansion will provide inde-
pendence for the development 
of black music, yet permit 
it to move more toward the 
mainstream of the industry. 
"To a large extent," he 

said, "there is a tendency 
in  this  industry  to 
Isegmentize or compartmen-
talize black music into a 
niche of its own. 
"But black American  mu-

sic," Menon continued, "is 
the overwhelming popular 
music of the world. 
"This segmentation," he 

concluded,  "is  just  not 
there at the consumer level; 
it exists only in the minds 
of the industry." 
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The saying is that every-
thing is big in Texas. The 
same holds true for some of 
the cities, like Dallas.

WHITE,KDLZI 

DALLAS: RUNNING THE 
GAMUT IN A 

BOOMTOWN 

That's  where Baron Von 
White is the afternoon drive 
maestro for station KDLZ, 
the urban contemporary FM 
station that recently modi-
fied its format and call 
letters to capture a wider 
audience. 

It  is  also the former 
KNOK, where the Texas grown 
Von White has been employed 
since 1979. 

The  station's audience 
expansion and Von White's 
unusually lengthy tenure at 
the outlet are both to the 
jock's liking. 

Horatio Alger and oppor-
tunity lives! 

The recent BILLBOARD Video 
Music Conference, held in 
Los Angeles, offered some 
frugal hope for the video 
industry. 
A panel of record company 

executives with responsibi-
lities in video said that 
while the music video boom 
might  level  off,  there 
aren't  going  to  be  many 
reductions in the budgets to 
make such videos,  although 
there won't be any increases 
either. 
Some execs said that they 

hoped that they could secure 
budgets in 1986 that will be 
commensurate to 1984 and 
1985 levels while others, 
such as David Altschul, vice 
president at Warner Bros. 
Records,  said that there 
will likely be no reduction 
in the number of music vid-
clips produced by the label, 
but that there will be a 
greater emphasis on the War-
ner  Bros.  home  video 
division. 
This attitude would seem 

to be in keeping with a 
recent study which claims 

that consumer electronics 
stores, including home video 
outlets,  have  grown  56% 
since 1980. 
The study was conducted by 

New York-based research firm 
Audit & Surveys, which said 
that record store expansion, 
once keyed by the growth of 
home video, appears to be 
softening. 
Leisure  time  products, 

according  to  the  study, 
seems to be the greatest 
factor in retail expansion. 
Record company executives 

on the home video market for 
music yids, however, are 
cautious and contend that 
the break-even point for 
such product has  to be 
lowered, despite artists' 
and managers' demands that 
more money be spent in the 
production and promotion of 
such titles. 
Emerging video technology 

may help contain the rising 
production costs of such 
vids. 
There  will  be  greater 

cross-merchandising of re-
cords and videos, according 
to some of those speaking at 
the BILLBOARD conference, 
who also noted that video 

speciality stores may not be 
the best place to sell music 
vids. 
Long-form videos contain-

ing  high  fidelity  ren-
derings of hit records set 
to video might grow slowly, 
but should be another source 
of revenue in the long run. 
Take  Phil  Collins'  "No 

Jacket Required," for ex-
ample.  That Atlantic Video 
release was certified gold 
by the RIAA recently for 
having registered in excess 
of 25,000 units sold. 
The video contains four 

conceptual videos of Col-
lins' songs and one  live 
concert clip from the ar-
tist's  most recent tour. 

Bill Parker Prods, managed 
to squeeze in video produc-
tion of  Stevie Wonder's hit 
single "Part-Time Lover," 
released by Tamla/Motown 
Records. 
Bill Parker had to drop 

his preparations on a pair 
of other videos to fly to 
New York where he directed 
the video with line producer 
Steve Golin.  Karolyn Ali 
produced the project for 
Bill Parker Prods.

"The audience here in Dal-
las is a broad cross section 
of everybody," explained Von 
White, once known in Dallas 
as Baron Bacon, a tie-in to 
his morning drive duties 
there.

Noting that when KNOK be-
came KDLZ on Aug. 18, 1985 
(Von White's birthday), it 
signaled the station's de-
sire to attract a more adult 
18-35 audience. The Texan 
said, "We have not changed 
from a black station; we've 
just urbanized." 

Von White pointed out that 
KDLZ might play Tears For 
Fears and Rick James back-
to-back in an effort to keep 
hits lively on the air. 

For the afternoon drive 
man, it's all in the transi-
tion. 

He said while the station 
runs contests and giveaways 
on  the  air,  "there's  no 

clutter and hype. 

"I  like  to make  sure 
everything flows," Von White 
continued, adding, "I like 
to be able to come out of a 
loser to a good Diana Ross 
record so the audeince won't 
change the dial. 

Von White noted that Dal-
las is a city that is always 
moving  and  that  it  was 
"just time" for the station 
to change its programming 
approach. 

The Waco, Texas native is 
not unfamiliar with change 
and  movement  (he claims 
101,000 miles have been put 
on his 1981 Toyota Tercel). 

He  started  his  career 
there while a student  at 
Baylor in 1975. 

It was at station KRZI 
that Von White began mike 
chores that lasted two years 
before he moved to Beryan-
College Station, Tx. where 
he continued his collegiate 
education and radio career 
at Texas A&M's WTAW-FM, a 
top 40 station. 

"I owned that market," Von 
White confidently recalls, 
adding that while a program-

mer there, he organized the 
world's largest volley ball 
game as a promotion. 

"There were about 30,000 
people who turned out to 
Kyle Field for the event." 
After two years there, Von 

White said, "I got bored; I 
wanted a bigger (naturally) 
challenge." 

Von White  said that he 
had set his sights on Hous-
ton's KMJQ and on Dallas' 
KNOK and the latter respon-
ded first. 

He was originally slated 
to  handle  morning  drive 
chores and become "Baron 
Bacon in the Morning," but 
ended up on the seven to 
midnight shift for five num-
ber one rated years before 
changing. 

When the station began to 
contemplate the program al-
teration  and  identity 
change, Von White said  that 
new program director Kelly 
McCann asked him to assist 
in the programming chores 
until a music director was 
hired, and it was a role 
that Von White played until 
Michele Madison came aboard 
just prior to the changing 
of the format - "Z" day!

JENNIFER HOLLIDA Y AND BILL WITHERS 

AT THE BEVERLY THEATRE

The Beverly Theatre, long 
ago sold out, featured an 
interesting double billing 
of Geffen's Jennifer Hol-
liday and Columbia's Bill 
Withers- with the unwelcome 
addition of some serious 
sound troubles. Unfortunate-
ly, Bill got the brunt of 
the technical glitches and 
he let the audience in on 
the problem. Opening with 
the vintage "Use Me," Bill 
kept signaling for the sound 
man to turn up the bass end. 
Seemingly, an attempt was 
made to correct the situa-
tion, but in vain. So about 
two-thirds into the set, 
Bill leaped off the stage 

and ran to the back of the 
theatre  where  the  sound 
board was located, and cor-
rected the problem himself. 
That accomplished, Bill 

proceeded to get a little 
more into his set. Few of 
the songs needed introduc-
tion as Bill stuck primarily 
with tried and true hits 
such as "Ain't No Sunshine," 
"Lovely Day," "Lean On Me," 
and "Grandma's Hands." The 
few new  tunes  included 
"Sweet Lovers in the Night." 
His straightforward,  un-
abashed delivery has not 
changed over the years as he 
held a monologue on religion 
and the fact that, as indi-
viduals, we do not choose 

our  rel igious bel iefs. 
Rather, they are given, no, 
forced on us at birth with-
out our consent. 
Okay, now for the music. 

Bill's band ably backed him 
up with conviction, allowing 
his warmth to come through 
despite  the  distracting 
technical problems. He ended 
his set with the Grammy-
winning "Just the Two of 
Us," to the delight of fans 
eager to have him back as a 
performer - despite his low-
key approach. 
Jennifer Holliday, by con-

trast, is one dynamo of a 
vocalist.  Her  first  L.A. 
concert in some time galva-
nized the audience as it 
gave back just as much as 
Jennifer gave. Opening with 
a cover of the Pointer Sis-
ter's  "Jump,"  Jennifer 
deftly balanced  uptempo 
songs, inflected with her 
inimitable gospel  style, 
with affecting ballads. 
Garbed in a black sequined 

dress  with  bat  winged 
sleeves, Jennifer strolled 
through songs culled from 
her two albums, the latest 
being Say You Love Me. As a 
matter of—Tici 7The title 
cut,  a long-ignored  D.J. 
Rogers compositon, proved to 
be  the  show-stopper.  It 
complemented  Jennifer's 
style in that the gospel-
like build up climaxed bril-
liantly. Church was never 
like this! 

Perhaps the warmest moment 
of the evening came when 
Jennifer cleverly combined 
Stevie Wonder's "Love's In 
Need  of  Love"  with 
Foreigner's "I Want to Know 
What Love Is," a song on 
which she sang background 
vocals.  She  had only a 
simple piano accompaniment, 
allowing her to stretch out 
with ample power and tender-
ness. That was Jennifer's 
theme throughout the evening 
- songs that spoke of love 
and warm relationships. 
Jennifer gave credit where 

credit is due by giving each 
member of her band a shot at 
the spotlight in the form of 
a brief, yet tasteful solo. 
Her  three-member  female 
backup vocal group supplied 
nearly as  much punch as 
Jennifer. Rightly so because 
Jennifer would have over-
shadowed anyone of lesser 
talent. 
Jennifer ended the show in 

a predictable, but much an-
ticipated manner,  with the 
showstopping "And I Am Tel-
ling You I'm Not Going" from 
her Tony Award-winning show, 
"Dream Girls." It is a pow-
erful,  chilling and spine-
tingling song that, although 
she's probably sung it a 
zillion times, still packs a 
punch. The audience appro-
priately gave Jennifer a 
standing ovation,  richly 
deserved for a job well 
done.

Four pianists - 
Cedar Walton,  the under-
rated Tommy Flanagan, Wynton 
Kelly and  McCoy Tyner - 
provide the cornerstones for 
the  varied  tonal  color, 
while Paul Chambers, fea-
tured on three of the re-
cording dates here, high-
lights the consistent rhyth-
mic groove omnipresent 
throughout. 
Produced  by  Atlantic 

chieftain Nesuhi Ertegun, 
"Countdown" is an example of 
Coltrane% visionary explor-
ation during the 1959-60 
period. 
If the Coltrane package 

exemplifies the variety of 
one jazz artist, the entire 
Atlantic Jazzlore  series 
embodies the variety of this 
idiom.
