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Artist Access Issue Sparks CRS Southeast

The decreasing accessibility of country
artists to radio was one of several ongoing
concerns that sparked spirited discussions at
the Country Radio Senunar Southeast, held
in Charlotte, N.C., Oct. 20-21.

While those worried about the issue point-
ed fingers at managers (Clint Black’s man-
agement organization was cited several times
by attendees as being particularly difficult to
deal with), several people said artists themn-
selves are to blame 1n some cases.

Said Brad Chambers, who spent a brief
time as an artist manager before recently
joining Veritas Music Entertainment as
VP/promotion, “The artists either reach a
point where they've kissed radio’s ass long
enough and think they shouldn’t have to do
it anyinore [and] they get tired of it, or they
get sick of [overzealous fans]. 1t’s not the
manager or the labels in a lot of cases. 1Us the
artist.”

WYYD Lynchburg, Va.,, APD Robynn
Jaymes also pointed a finger at “the artists
who have become superstars who all of a
sudden don’t have time for you.” Jaymes
said that she keeps track of the artists who
have called to thank her for playing their
records: After years of getting an abundance
of these calls, so far this year only three artists
have phoned in their thanks.

Consultant Keith Hill, restating a point
from the previous week’s Billboard/Airplay
Monitor Radio Seminar, cautioned, “1f the
artists don’t have time for us, we'll have less
time for them.”

Regardless of who is to blame, Bill Mayne,
senior VP of promotion for Warner
Bros./Reprise, said that if an artist doesn’t do
something for the station or if the station
chooses not to play that artist’s current
record, “i’s a business decision and shouldn’t
embroil [the parties in] a lifelong Hatfield
and McCoy feud.” Both sides, Mayne said,
“are mnuch 100 fast in drawing hard lines in
the sand.”

At another session, titled “When The Act
Comes To Town,” the conversation centered
on the relationship between concert pro-
moters and radio. Gene Dickerson, PD of
KRMD Shreveport, La., read oft a ridicu-
lous-sounding list of demands a concert pro-
moter had actually asked him for in ex-
change for a “presenting station” status.
Demands like this, Dickerson said, some-
times fan the flames of station rivalries.
“Some of these concert promoters throw a
fresh piece of meat into an already bristling
doglight,” he said.

Local concert promoter Kati Mulligan of
Pace Concerts said that things are tougher
on her side of the business, t0o. “As the de-
mand of country music has gotten higher, so
has the cost of the talent, so the risk for us
has gotten greater,” she said. “Our goal

sometimes is just to break even, because we
know the country audience is loyal and will
come back.”

Chambers, who previously was PD at
KPLX Dallas, said that sometimes having
the “presents” or “owning” the venue for a
concert is not even worth the expense in-
volved. This is particularly true when a com-
peting station makes the event sound like it
1s its own on the atir, as rival KYNG (Young
Country) was so successful in doing. “In Dal-
las, we spent a great deal of money to ‘own’
three venues . . . and it didn’t make a damn
bit of difference,” Chambers said. “Young
Country didn’t own the shows. They just
made it sound like they did.” Owning the
concert image is somewhat important,
Chambers said, but for the 95% of listeners
that won't go to the concerts, it makes no dif-
ference.

Also on tap at CRS Southeast was a discus-
sion about the slight downturn in audience
shares country is experiencing right naw,
something Mayne referred to as “a reces-
sion.”

WIVK-FM Knoxville, Tenn.,, OM Les
Acree cited “a definite swing down in the last
18 months. If you do call-out, you've seen
the passion scores go down. | call it the great
song drain of '94 and '95,” Acree said.
“There just aren’t enough great songs to go
around. I'in still excited about radio, but 1
don’t think we’re where we were 18 months
or two years ago.’

This prompted WSOC Charlotte PD Paul
Johnson to joke that “there is no lack of pas-
sion on the other end of the phone calls 1 get.
Passion among the record promotion stafts
is at an all ime high.”

Product sound was also a topic of conver-
sation at the programming panel, where
some concern was expressed over the di-
minishing availability of country-sounding
records. “We’re just going to have to work a
little harder,” said consultant Charlie Cook
of McVay Media. “We're going to have to re-
sound code the library for balance. A lot of
our product is rock and AC right now.”

Also at the programming session, Mayne
spoke about how the changing country
record business affects radio. When he came
to Nashville eight years ago, Mayne said, the
seventh label had just been launched there.
Those labels were all working 12-15 records
at a ume with an average of one new release
a week from each. Now, with about 23 coun-
try labels in Nashwille, they are all working

just one record at a timme, and “people aren’t

going to back away from something until it’s
beyond over. That is adding to the haze.”

Mayne also cautioned that “we’ve all got-
ten marketing conscious. | would hope we
would all relocus on the music,” he said.

“The fict that the
record was on BNA changed that attitucle very
considerably . .. That got it started. Ina short pe-
riod of time, enough people were playing the
record and had tested it that it got a huge re-
sponse. The rest took care of itself.”

Like many PDs, WIVK-FM Knoxville, Tenn.,
OM L.es Acree says it was the Shenandoah duet
that brought Krauss to his attention. "I hat led him
to play “When You Say Nothing At All” before
BNA dedaded to make it asingle. “At one nime, that
one song was drnving three albums in the knoxville
imarket—the tribute album, Keith Whitley's great-
est hits, and the Krauss albuni.” The latter remains
top five in albuim sales there, Acree says.

Before the awards, Rounder stafl had been “go-
mg round and round on what todo next.” according
to Paul. They had planned to issue a new single in

January, but krauss’ CMA sucvess caused therm to re-

think that plan. The labet will release the new single,
“Oh Atlanta,” to country raclio in two weeks.
Whether Krauss’ success will help Rounder
and other independents at country radio in the
future remains to be seen. Paul’s first test will

come around the first of the year, when he re- |

Night,” 1o country radio. “I have reat high hopes
for it,” Paul says. “Hopefully, people will be more
willing to look at something from Rounder. They
are certainly more aware of the label.

Seminar.

Former WSIX PD/MD
Doug Baker, now with Capi-
tol Nashville, won awards
for his former positions. In
addition, morning host Ger-
ry House won the pnze for
local air personality of the
year for the fourth consecutive year.
House had been nominated in that
category along with two of his collea-
gues, afternoon host Carl P. Mayfield
and former midday host Hoss
Burns, who retired in August.

WSIX managed this year to best its
1994 Radio Awards performance,
when it picked up honors for station,
program/operations director, and lo-
cal air personality.

This year's other multiple country
winners were KKBQ Houston,
KASE Austin, Texas, and WPOC Bal-
timore, which won two awards each.

WKLB Boston has been sold from Fair-
banks Communications to Fvergreen Media
Corp. for $34 million. Speaking at the Bill-
board/Airplay Monitor Radio Seminar last
week in New York, Evergreen chairman,
CEOQO Scott Ginsberg said his plans call for
“maintaiming our viability as a country radio
station. I that doesn’t work, we would look
at some kind of AC [format].”

Meanwhile, crosstown rival WBCS VI7/GM Pe-
ter Smyth has renewec the million-dollar guar-
antee he made last January that would pay out
the cash to the first person 1o call if the station
abandoned its format before the end of 1995.

But a majority ol sta-
tions are part of duopolies—57%, or 7,241
stations, vs. 43% stand-alones.

Quality, Tempo Key At Radio Seminar

Concerns about product quahty and iempo
were the key issues at the country sessions of the
Billboard/Airplay Monitor Radia Seminar, held
Oct. 12-14 in New York.

Consultant Moon Mullins complained chat
because racio has demanded so many tempo
songs, Nashville songwriters have begun pro-
ducing “tempo records that have no depth,”
stch as “Pickup Man™ and “Watermelon Crawl.”

‘We're not generating enough passion tor the
music we play, because we're playing a lot of bub-
blegumn,” agreed consultant Jay Albright.

“Radio needs 1o get into a mode where we
[program| the better songs and not be concerned
about the tempo,” added Mullins, who noted that
at one of his client stations, WUSY Chattanooga,
Tenn., “we’ll play three or four down records ina
row.

Nearly everyone who took part in the debate
seemed to agree that there is still plenty of good
product coming out of Nashville right now, but
it’s just more difficult to spot because of the prod-
uct glut. “There are just as many great songs out
there,” said consultant Joel Raab, but “they’re
harder to find, because there i1s 100 much weak
stuff getting on the radio that shouldn’t get on the
radio.”

Consultant Rusty Walker agreed, calling those
records “high-impact novelty songs that we're
treating like real records.”

RCA Label Group chairman Joe Galante cau-

tioned that “this format could become top 40 if

we go to the song side. Ever since | came back [to
Nashwille] all I hear about is the songs,” when it's
supposed to he an artist-driven format. “It seems
to me that on the radio side, we're picking the
songs with no real thought about the artists be-
hind them.” Labels, Galante said, are “spending
more money tuning vocals than we are record-
ing albums, and that’s unfortunate. That's not
what this town was built on.”

KKBQ (93Q) Houston PD Dene Hallam coun-
tered, “I'd rather have a hit song by a person who
can’t sing than a stiff song by an artist who can.”

Walker also spoke about “a developing sense of
inchividualism” in country radio. Instead of a uni-
form format, Walker said. now more than ever
there is diversity in programming. “ I'here are now
500 community-by-communiry eountry formats.”

KKBQ's Hallam disagreed. “The top 30 songs
on the Billboard chart are on the majority of re-
porting stations. | don’t think vou could get 30
people n this room 1o agree on anything,” he said.

Hallam also complained that radio is at
the mercy of label release schedules and
must endure a June-July dry spell and deal
with a glut of good product in the pre-
Christimas season. Galante pointed out that
labels do 40% of their business in the six-
week holiday season that begins in mid-No-
vember.

Because of the ebb and flow of good, new avail-
able product, Hallam said, “I think it's imperative
that radio not have the scune rotations 12 months
a year, that they change week o week.”

At another country session, soimne concern was
expressed that superstar artists are no longer as

accessible to radio as they once were. The lack of

superstars at the recent M]1 and Huntsman
broadcasts during Couniry Music Assn. week was
used as an example.

Gary Falcon, who manages Baker & Myers and
co-manages Travis Tritt, explained that events like
the CMA-week broadcasts sometimes make artists
teel like they’re being run through a mill. “The
artists become part of a flood that hits the station,
and there is nothing distinguishing about it,” he
said.

Consultant Keith Hill responded, “If Travis
Tritt decides he doesn’'t have tive minutes for a
half-million listeners in Houston, he’s making a
mistake.

The artist relationship question also came up at
“Artist Wars: Radio's Divisive Issue,” a panel at
which record reps from R&B, album rock, and
top 40 joined Decca’s John Lytle and showed
themselves to be just as caught in the crossfire as
country PDs. At that panel, 93Q)’s Hallam com-

plamed that an arust dinner had been called oft
when a rival PD had announced thar the station
wouldi’t come if93Q) came. “Labels shouldn’t let
themselves be extorted, ™ declared Hallam. “Don’t
deal with radio terrorists—they should be black-
balled.”

GROUP HEADS, FEMALE PDS & MORE

In other session news, the confab’s Oct. 13
opener, a panel of group heads titled “By Next
Year One Of These Men Will Own Your Station,
tocused on consolidation and pending ownership
regulation changes.

“Instead of duopoly, we now have dustering,”
said Scott Ginsberg. charman/CEQ of Evergreen
Media Corp., who defined the term as “the ability
to own a substantially larger group of radio sta-
tions.” Asked how he got a waiver to own four sta-
tions in Chicago, Ginsberg said he proved four
FMs in that market didn’'t represent a substantial
enough media control to be a canse for concern.
“It doesi’t amount to enough media voice to 1ase
the hairs on the back of the regulators’ necks,” he
said.

Despite the consolidation, Dan Mason of
Group W Radio said, “Tt’s still a ratings and rev-
enue business. That’s something that will never
change, no matter how many stations weown. ..
Without great programming and ratings, we own
sticks.”

Later that day, Larry Rosin, president of Edi-
son Medlia Research, presented the results of a
study, commissioned by Airplay Monitor, on how
women and men relate to and process music.
One of the kev findings was in the area of lyrical
content. “Overwl 1ielmingly, women are move like-
ly to listen to. . . and remember lyrics than men,”
Rosin said. “Men hear the lvrics of a song.
Women listen to the lvrics of a song.”

For stations langelillg women, Rosin recom-
mended that PDs “evaluate the lyrics in a much
more profound way, talk about the lvrics [on the
air], have your jocks read them.”

Rosin also noted that women enjov hearing the
same songs over and over much more than men.
“Men simply cannot tolerate repeated listening of
songs as well as women can,” he said. “For
women, songs are a story. They are like charac-
ters in a play, and [women] like to rewisit those
characters over and over”

The panelists for “Female Programmers: \What
They Know About Your Audience That You
Don't” agreed with Rosin that there was such a
thingas “female intuition,” particularly as it relates
to picking new music, but also in creating contests,
special events, and even station logos. “It just makes
sense 10 have female imput when programining tor
a predominantly female audience,” sard consultant
Lz Janik.

The Billboard/Airplay Monitor Radio Seminar
attracted more than 750 anendees from the ra-
dio and record businesses, up from 600 at last
year's gathering. Its dosing-night awards banquet
attracted more than 1,050 attendees.

45,000 members. The station also uses an in-
teractive phone system.

Silverstein says. “ Value is very important. 1 nev-

er give away anvthing [ wouldn't want to win.”

She is blessed with a sales departiment that
knows “not to coine near me” with cheesy pro-
motional ideas. In words hardly ever heard
Irom a promotion director, Silverstein says
WPOC's account executives are “a pleasure 1o
work with,” but, she adds. “not every dav.”

Promotionally, the station concentrates on
big-ticket proiotions, stch as this vear's Flight
93 contest, which sent 30 winners on a whirl-
wind, 36-hour trip to Nashville that included a
private concert with Lorrie Morgan at the Ry-
man Auditorium, dinner at the Stockvard
restaurant, and a visit (o the Wildhorse Saloon.

The station’s next major event is the annual
“secret private-performance” concert, for which
1,100 winners are not told the name of the
venue until they receive their tickets. This year’s
show will be headlined by Faith Hill and Mark
Collie.

That show 1s one of WPOC's 1three miajor fall-
book promotions. Another is the justcompleted
Country Music Assn. Awards ticket giveaway con-
test and partiapation in the Ron Huntsiman En-
tertainment-produced “Live From Nashville!”
CMA week hroadcast.

In Deceinber, the station will launclt its third
major contest, the annual $10,000 shopping-
spree giveaway. The winner will have seven
hours to spend the cash.

WPOC maintains a policy of never tapping
artists for favors at station events, Silverstein says.
“"We don't ask arists to do things lor lree. We are
achient that pays cash. We don't ask for a lot or
take advantage. That's probably why we get
what we need when we need i1.”

A\t the sccret-location contest this month. Sil-
verstein will pay for evervihing. including lights,
sound, tickets, security, talent. and food. All of
those things will come out of her promotion
budget, which she savs is not lruge but is care-
fully spent. “We don't have megadollars.” she
says. “| have a very nice budget for promotions,
but I use it carefully, and I'm very frugal. My
hushand wishes I managed money [at home]
the way I manage the budget at work.”

Silverstein started her radio career as an in-
tern at WCAQ Balimore and worked her way
up to promotion director there. She joined
WPOC 1'/: years ago in the sane capacity.

Her ivolvement in so many elements of’
WPOC is a testament to how much the role of
the radio promotion director has evolved over
the years. “We're not hanner boys and girls any
more,” she savs. “\We make a difterence.”

St. John: New Songs Have To Be Great

Sam Cerami said it best regarding music to-
day: “It can’t be good—it has 10 be great”
(Country Airplay Monitor, Sept. 22).

There are nol too many new artists. There are
not enough new artists with great songs. Ac-
cording to today’s standards, good is mediocre!
There are a lot of good songs that radio says no
10. because the audience expects better than
good. Nashville has already set the standard for
the listeners’ tastes. It has 1o be great!

It is a usual occurrence that weekly call-out
comes back and three-quarters of the audience
have voted 30 songs with less than a 50% “like a
lot” or “favorite” score. Most of the music is in
the 209%-30% passion range. How about a nice
thank you from the music industry for contin
uing 1o play these songs!

Product familiarity is not the business of ra-
dio. When a sound cuts through the Nashville
hit machine din, the audience demands to
know more about that artist. \Ve quench tlie lis-

teners’ thirst with the information demanded.
I don’t know of very many listeners who would
say to themselves, “Wow, I've got 10 know more
about that mediocre-sounding artist! [ wonder
wlio it was!”

Promotion, advertising, and publicity induce
familiarity. So, promote. Advertise. Publicize.
['hat’s what radio does. The best artists cannot
altord not to hire their own aggressive publicist.

IU's simple. Nashville has already raised the
standard. Great songs quickly find their way to
radio and get played more, along with more in-
formation about the artists, because the audi-
ence demands it. The market doesn’t care
about tlie rest.

Just for the record, 1 would rather play a
great song by a new artist than a mediocre song
by a supersiar. It makes my siation stand out.
And it sells records!
