Country Broadcasters Challenged
By Dreams Of Working In Nashville

Nashville has long been considered
the mecca of country music, as song-

writers and artists flock to the city to |

pursue their craft. But Nashville has
also become a dream destination for
many who work in country radio.

Last year, a number of country
broadcasters left their stations to
make their Nashville hopes a reality,
even though they did not have anoth-
er job lined up. They included WHSL

One year later, only one of these
individuals continues to make her liv-
ing in country radio, while the others
are employed in different aspects of
the industry from record promotion
to artist management. Some encoun-
tered unexpected bumps along the
road, but all profess to be pleased with
how things have turmed out.

Austin, who currently does nights at
WSIX Nashville, considers herseif
lucky to have landed a coveted job in
country radio in Music City. “Even
though the market size is smaller
[than Greensboro, N.C,,] and the
daypart may not be as significant [as

middays], for me, it’s a move up to |
Y! P

pursue radio in the country mecca.”
She continues, “I resigned myself to
wait tables or whatever [ needed to do
to live here. The turnover in radio sta-
tions is so low here, lower than any
other market. Most people want to
work in this market, [where] the sta-
tions are great, the city is great. 1
didn’t have any idea I would be the
one [to land an open job].” Although
it took her almost eight months to

land a fullime on-air position, Austin

says, “In my case, it was easy, but I did-

n’t know it would be. The timing was
| just right.”

Alexander thought it would be eas-
ier to find a job in country radio in
{ Nashville than it turned out to be. “I

{was] coming from Long Island,

{thinking], ‘This is going to be a piece
| of cake getting on a country station
here.’ That was a shocker. It’s not that
i’s [a] tight [radio market]—there
are jobs available—but you have to
leave the format. If you want country
radio, you're
going to be
hard pressed
[waiting] for
people who
want to leave
this market
because this is
where it all
happens.”

That’s a les-
son learned for
Alexander
who, after two weeks in town, accept-
ed the MD/ midday position at
adult top 40 WRQQ (Star 97). “I
thought, ‘If it took me two weeks to

get this job, surely I can get another |

one.’ I spent 10 years in country ra-
dio, dreaming of coming to Nashville
and working at a country station, so |
quit,” she says. “[But] they held me to
a six-month non-compete for only
working there 100 days.’

She signed on as Northeast region-
al for VFR Records in January. She
continues to do part-time work at
WSIX and has filled in for Dallas
Turner on her syndicated Jones Ra-
dio Networks program, Nashville
Nights.

Alexander says she’li “always do
broadcasting” whatever her other oc-
cupation and says Nashville is a par-
ticularly great place 1o be on the air.

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Stations Consider Hispanic Listeners As Arbitron Recasts Markets’ Ethnicity

Arbitron VP of communication Thom Mocarsky
warns that these are only 18-plus figures that could
change when they are adapted to 12-plus. He also
warns PDs not to worry about large jumps in His-
panic population if the market penetration num-
ber doesn’t change significantly.

In a statement on the Arbitron Web site, senior
demographer Dan Estersohn calls the Census 2000
data a “baseline” and only “one of many sources
used to produce estimates of total population.”

During the fall 2001 ratings period, Mocarsky
says, Arbitron will start “asking the race ethnicity
question everywhere. We need to have some in-
formation about markets we don’t normally pro-
duce. There will be information to be used in all
markets.” Mocarsky thinks the outcome of the re-
search will give some PDs a better idea about their
own market compositions. So what about the PD
in Dubuque, Iowa? “He’ll know if he needs to
start worrying about [Hispanic listening] yet,”
Mocarsky says.

Dallas is one of the markets that the initial data
shows as having one of the largest jumps in 18-
plus Hispanic population figures—the Census
2000 places the number at 706,776, while Arbi-
tron’s vendor had previously placed it at 521,000,
ajump of 26.3%. That puts the increased pene-
tration at 4.7%.

But KSCS Dallas PD Dean James says, “What [
need to dois program to the Pls . . . to keep them
happy. They are 80% of my TSL. The world we
operate in, competing [against KPLX (the
Wolf) ], is still going to be the world we operate
in. I need to worry about the country world. How
is [the new Hispanic data] going to affect the
numbers? I can’t worry about it now. Maybe we
do need to go after the Hispanic audience, but
I'in not sure it’s a big-picture issue. I reserve the
right to change my mind in January.”

James concedes that his station has not been a
magnet for Hispanic listening thus far. “In the
last five books, Hispanic 12-plus, KSCS has a 0.2
average quarter-hour. KPLX has a 1.6 average
quarter-hour.”

TAPPING THE HISPANIC MARKET

But in El Paso, Texas—where the 12-plus His-
panic population is 74.2%, according to Arbi-
tron—KHEY-FM PD Chaz Malibu says tapping
into that market has been an important part of
his station’s continued survival. “When I first
came here, [then-rival] KATH was beating
KHEY. I was able to win by playing more bilin-
gual things, things which appeal to the Hispan-
ic market. I played more Hispanic artists like
Emilio, Trini Triggs, Rick Trevino.” Those acts
remain among his power golds. “I went after
Hispanic listeners specifically. If you’re in an His-
panic market, why aren’t you playing the Mav-
ericks as heavy gold?”

Malibu, who is Hispanic himself, says, “There’s
a huge link between Hispanics and country mu-
sic. If you walk across the border, what you’re go-
ing to see Mexicans dressed in is Levi’s, boots,
(and] cowboy hats. A lot of them work on a
farm.” Malibu contends there are a number of
country songs that work particularly well in His-
panic markets, such as Pam Tillis’ “Mi Vida Loca”
and the Dwight Yoakam/Buck Owens duet
“Streets of Bakersfield.”

KSON San Diego APD Greg Frey finds some
songs work better than others in his heavily His-
panic market as well. “The new Tracy Byrd single,
‘Just Let Me Be in Love,” [has] a real Spanish gui-
tar [and] a very Laun feel to it. There’s a version
they are going to have with a chorus in Spanish.
But I wouldn’t play that exclusively. It’s something
you can slip in every once in a while. Caucasian
listeners [in Hispanic markets] are very used to
that influence.”

Consultant Ed Shane, who has worked exten-
sively in such heavily Hispanic markets as Hous-
ton, San Antonio, and San Bernardino, Calif.,
says, “Country stations that waited for Census fig-
ures to notice Hispanics in their markets are
doomed. That's a brand-conscious and brand-oy-
al audience. They’ve formed an impression al-
reacly of any station that ignored them, so the first
job is to undo previous damage.

Mi VIDA LOCAL
“If you’re in a Hispanic market,” Malibu says,
“you have to go after them. If you don’t, a Te-

jano [station] will get them, or a top 40 playing
Ricky Martin and Christina Aguilera. When you
have a Hispanic [Arbitron diary] which weighs
twice as much as a regular respondent, it’s defi-
nitely something to worry about. Each Hispanic
book [may be] worth two to three times a regu-
lar book. Don’t just sit back and say, ‘What am |
gonna do?’ You've got to take action. Program
to the Hispanics.”

Frey doesn’t necessarily agree. “We don’t ac-
tively seek out Hispanic listeners. We just try to
program the best country station we can and
hope everybody, no matter what color, listens.”

Frey says the problem with programming for
that specific audience is definition. “It’s so hard to
gauge the way Arbitron identifies Hispanic listen-
ers. I don’t know if it's a pure firstgeneration Span-
ish-speaking [person] or a completely assimilated
[listener]. I don’t know what these people are like,
so that makes it tough [to program for them].”

Shane advises programmers to seek out His-
panics—but outside of the airwaves. “My expe-
rience has been to communicate constantly
[and] regularly with [that] audience and usu-
ally off the air.”

Frey thinks his station’s public appearances are
key in catering to the Hispanic population as well.
“The biggest thing (we do] to affect them is when
we go on the street. Find zips [and] do van runs
and remotes [as a] way to get in front of those
people,” he says. “But I don’t think there’s a way
to say we're going to target Hispanics and change
programming to try and get those people. We'd
be at risk of losing people who aren’t familiar with
[the culture].”

END RESULTS

Hallam, who spent a decade in Texas, says his
experience there doesn’t make him think coun-
try will have tremendous success in gaining
more Hispanic listening. “No matter how hard
we tried, the overwhelming lion’s share of coun-
try audience is Caucasian. In Texas, we tried very
hard to woo the Hispanic [audience]. We were
making a little progress until FM Hispanic sta-
tions came on. I guess all formats that don’t have
that rainbow coalition of listeners [will be af-
fected].”

While most PDs are taking a wait-and-see atti-
tude, Hallam says that they will need to “keep
(the new Arbitron data) in mind (when] we’re
programming and selling our numbers, so agen-
cies aren’t unnecessarily alaimed when [coun-
try shares fall off after the fall 2001 book]. I'm
saying keep your eye out for it. Whenever there’s
a change (with Arbitron data, you need] to keep
that in mind when analyzing book to book. I
don’t think it’ll bring massive changes, but
someone at an agency looking at a four-book av-
erage—and your station is down three-tenths—
may say, ‘Wow, what happened? Country’s off.” ”

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CG/Arbitron Talks Enter Eleventh Hour

Clear Channel and Arbitron are still locking
homs in the most high-profile contract negoti-
ation ever. At press time, talks were going into
the 11th hour with no signs of a resolution. No
matter what the outcome, it will be an interest-
ing conference call July 19 when Arbitron re-
ports its second-quarter earnings. Just two days
before it began releasing spring ratings, Arbi-
tron sent a carefully positioned letter to adver-
tisers and agencies informing them of a new
area on the company’s Web site (arbitron.com/
subscribers) that identifies which radio stations
are subscribers.

There was no mention of Clear Channel in the
letter signed by Linda Dupree, Arbitron’s senior
VP of advertiser/agency services. Arbitron wrote
that it was sending the letter as part of the com-
pany’s continuing need “to protect our copy-
righted data and safeguard the interests of our
subscribers.” There was also an underlined warn-
ing: “You cannot share these estimates with an
employee of any radio station that does not also
subscribe to the report.”

In April, Clear Channel sent a one-page letter
to research companies in hopes of spurring a rival
service, but it didn’t find a taker among Media
Rating Council-accredited firms. Last week, there
were reports that Clear Channel was talking with
Tom Birch, who challenged Arbitron once before
with a ratings service. There were even discus-
sions of Clear Channel buying out Arbitron in or-
der to set up a nonprofit cooperative among ra-
dio companies.

Even if Clear Channel could come up with an
alternative, the company would find itself in an
uphill sales climb. “We wouldn’t accept an alter-
native; we need research from an accredited
source,” says Bonita LeFlore, executive VP and di-
rector of local broadcast for Zenith Media.

As First Union Securities’ Jim Boyle points out,
Clear Channel doesn’t have to win its contract
battle in order to make its point. “You don’t need
Arbitron to cave 100% to successfully lower the
cost of doing business. It also sends a message to
other vendors that Clear Channel wants special
treatiment,” he says.

SLOW GROWTH EXPECTED
AS RADIO BOTTOMS OUT
As radio groups prepare to report weak second-
quarter earnings, analysts have declared that the
worst is over. But how fast the market rebounds is

another question. Blame it on “lack of visibility"—
the new buzzword in the Wall Street lexicon.

“July is reportedly off to a slow start,” notes a
Lehman Brothers report. James Marsh of Robert-
son Stephens says the month is pacing slightly
better than other months—down 4%—while Au-
gust is flat. National is pacing down 10% in the
third quarter, a marked improvement over the
negative 22% reported for May, says UBS Paine
Webber analyst Lee Westerfield.

“Advertisers are just now starting to think
about budgets for the back half of the year,” says
Karen Agresti, senior VP/director of local broad-
cast for Boston-based Hill, Holliday, Connors,
Cosmopulos. “Right now there’s no inventory or
rate pressure.”

With the tough double-digit comparisons go-
ing away for the second-half of the year, Radio Ad-
vertising Bureau president Gary Fries agrees that
the market has bottomed out.

“There is no driver, no fuel in the market engine.
In the early "90s, we had a strong telecommunica-
tions revolution and the computerization of the
work force. We don’t have a new advertiser en-
trant,” he says. While most yearend forecasts are for
slight revenue increases of 1%-2%, Fries said he’s
optimistically holding on to his forecast of 3%-4%.

CAPITOL

Broadcasters are breathing a sigh of relief now
that the House has managed to stop campaign f-
nance reform through a procedural move. Voting
228203, members rejected a set of rules for debate
on the measure, which effectively means the hill
won't reach the floor until the fall, at the earliest
Particularly irksome to the National Assn. of Broad-
casters was the amendment sponsored by Sen.
Robert Torricelli (D-N_].) that would have given po-
litical candidates deep discounts on TV ad rates.

Low-power FM radio stations could be coming
to a market near you soon. While the FCC has
granted fewer than 100 construction permits, it has
received more than 3,200 applications—about one-
third of which could be awarded licenses.

Viacom COO Mel Karmazin may be headed
to Capitol Hill July 17 to testify before the Senate
Commerce Committee about relaxing owner-
ship limits. He’ll have some persuading to do.
Committee chairman Sen. Fritz Hollings (D-
S.C.) has opposed any effort to increase the 35%
TV ownership cap.

CAPITAL

Jack Taddeo’s Radio K-T picks up WLKG Lake
Geneva, Wis., about halfway between Chicago and
Madison, Wis. Radio K-T is also the owner of
WKTT Sheboygan, Wis. Taddeo is also a regional
programmer with Clear Channel.

Canada’s Standard Radio continues to grow, with
the addition of four Manitoba stations, including
country CFQX and top 40 CKMM Winnipeg. Stan-
dard had dealt its previous FM in the market to
CHUM Group in a deal that also saw it pick up her-
itage rocker CHOM Montreal.

‘Convicted Prankster’ Miller Sharpens
His Morning Show’s Edge At KEBQ

KBEQ (Q104) Kansas City morning host
Randy Miller’s show has been a staple of the mar-
ket for many years, including eight at his present
station, but Miller contends he isn’t necessarily
doing a country morning show. Skirting the
edges of the law at times—and good taste more
often—it may be the edgiest moming show in
this traditionally family-fitendly format.

Even though he started his career at country
WIVK Knoxville, Tenn., Miller brings his expe-
rience from top 40 radio in such markets as San
Diego to his present show, which he considers
“mass appeal” rather than country. “Most of my
background has been in everything except
country,” he says. “We try to do so many differ-
ent things on the moming show and appeal to
$0 many interest levels, it’s kind of a big draw
from alot of different formats. I hear from a lot
of people who say they don't especially like
country but they listen to the show. I'm glad to
hear it. I try to incorporate everybody.”

A master of off-the-wall bits—including the
much discussed arrest of his moming sidekicks
when they dressed as two handcuffed convicts
and went door to door looking for a hacksaw—
Miller says, “I like to come in with a new angle
on everything we do”—even the hacksaw bit,
which was done elsewhere.

Miller’s “new angle” often isn’t something oth-
er country morning shows would attempt. “We do
a regular thing called Stuff the Stiff. We get inter-
view requests from book publishers, something
we know is going to be dull, [but] we go ahead
and book 'em. Without them knowing, we tell the
audience to call in with their stupidest question.
The [author] has to play along because they want
to sell books. We had a guy . . . who wrote a book
on anger management, and at the end of the in-
terview, he was absolutely screaming at me.”

It wasn 't the first time someone has screamed
at Miller. When he came to Nashville for his first
Country Music Assn. Awards show, he had a run
in with artist Hal Ketchum. “He did the song
‘Mama Knows the Highway’ and [then] he sits
down [for the interview]. I say, ‘So mama knows
the highway? It’s not exactly a compliment to
mama. I don’t know if I'd say that about my
mama.’ He says, ‘Well, I didn’t write the song.’ I
ask, ‘You don’t care what you sing about?’ He
says, ‘You're a real wise-ass, aren’t you?’ I'm still
thinking he’s kidding with me, so I said, ‘The
trick is getting people to pay you for that.” He
says, ‘No, you're a real wise-ass,” and he took his
headphones off and stormed out.”

And true to that moniker, Miller used the ex-
change for further show fodder. “That quip of
[Ketchum’s]—You're a real wise-ass’—has been
on the program probablya thousand times now.”

But most artists do play along. “We are getting
artists now who are so familiar with the program,
they are getting into the show in a different way.
They tell us stories they don’t tell anybody else.”

Miller was having a discussion with his traffic
reporter about how she prepares for a gynecol-
ogy exam during a recent visit by Trick Pony,
and the band members quickly joined the fray.
“Heidi [Newfield] starts off by saying Ira [Dean]
had her shave his butt the other night on the

bus.” Miller says that’s the type of artist interview
his audience expects. “If [I asked], ‘How did
you come up with the lyrics for this song?—that
wouldn’t be [for] the audience we have.”

Beyond the unique interviews, Miller also
strives for oddball stunts. In honor of an intern’s
first day on the program, Miller sent him out to
a truck stop and told him to “go into the men’s
room and offer [patrons] free doughnuts un-
der the stall. We found out guys don’tlike to talk
alot when they are ‘involved.” ”

The same intern was the target for com-
plaints, Miller says, when, in honor of the
movie premiere of Dr: Doolitile, he posed as an
animal expert who could talk to animals. “One
woman called in and said she had a dog that
would jump on her kitchen table, and he sug-
gested she should use a belt and whip the dog.
I’'m acting like I'm outraged. Then he suggests
wiring the table with electrodes to shock the
dog. People still thought he was an expert and
were calling in to complain.”

While others may cringe, Miller is able to find
humor in bizarre circumstances, as typified by
the arrest of his sidekicks. “When those guys got
out of [the apartment complex where they had
been going door to door], the cops came out
with four squad cars and a chopper. [The police]
had them down on the ground with a gun to the
backs of their heads, and [his sidekicks are]
screaming, ‘It’'s Randy Miller!” ” Miller aired the
entire event, and after it was over, “we turned it
into a fun thing on our Web site, with Tshirts
made up saying ‘Department of Correction.
Convicted Prankster.” We sold those to boost our
legal defense fund.”

Miller has been in hot water over stunts before,
including during his tenure at rock radio. “April
lisa national holiday for me, [and] one that I was
fired for, [because] we [once promoted] a ficti-
tious Bob Seger concert. This was when Seger
wasn’t touring and hadn’t for five years. We got to-
gether with a local record store and [told listen-
ers] to go to the record store and get Seger tickets
for $5. When they got there, they were handed a
piece of paper which said, You've been had by
Randy Miller’ on one side and offered a dollar off
a Seger CD on the other. I found out you don’t
mess with Seger fans. I had to call the police to
take me home.”

While constantly testing the boundaries,
Miller says, “We would never want to do any-
thing that involves injury to anybody. Despite
the edginess of the bit, I always try to bring it
back around and let people know we're pokmg
fun. We’re not trying to shock anybody.”

Shocking his audience is getting tougher, he
concedes, because he’s been in the market for
so many years. “I've been back here four times.
I worked two times in San Diego, in Atlanta for
three years, Pittsburgh for two years, and
Cincinnati for a year. Between those stops, |
kept coming back to Kansas City.” He worked at
KBEQ when it was a top 40 station and returned
to it after it {lipped to “young country.”

After his many returns to the market, he says,
“I finally got the message [that] this is where I
should be.” He calls the eight years he has spent
at KBEQ “absolutely [a record for me]. It at
least doubles the timne I spent in any one place
[before]. We've built up a pretty good following
here, and [I] love it as a place to live and raise
your family.”

Miller’s family includes two daughters, three
dogs, and six horses. “And if we don’t have to
move them around the country, [that’s
good].” Miller says he works at being an en-
tertainer and a part of the community. “We do
our share of good stuff too. We just took a
trailer of supplies for tormado victims to Kansas
and did the show from there.” And then there
are the PSAs that the station now runs for the
local police force.

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Summer Means More Fests For The Weary

Large outdoor events, which are prevalent
during the summer months, allow radio stations
to shine and promotion professionals to sweat.
When planning such events, it’s almost impossi-
ble to cover all the bases, especially when you're
planning a “fest” for the first time.

To ensure your outdoorevent planning goes
smoothly, our panelists say there are some things
you can never pass on when putting together a
large outdoor party, such as record-keeping,
communicating, recruiting volunteers, banner-
hanging, and hiring security.

Our Promogandists say keeping a record of
past events can help prevent future problems.
Adult top 40 KIMN (Mix 100.3) Denver’s Pete
Kuhn says he keeps “a before-and-after check-
list. That way, not only does the current event
go off without a hitch, but any problems can be
remedied immediately so the next event is flaw-
less as well.”

Adult top 40 WMTX Tampa, Fla.’s Shannon
Hannon maintains a “complete history ‘bible’ on
each event to refer to.” Hannon says her ideal pre-
planning start date is at least 60 days in advance.

Kuhn says communication before the event
and on game day is key. “E-mail beforehand, a
full staff meeting the day before, and cell phones
on site.”

Clear Channel/Miami’s Camie Dunbar says
staffers use walkie-talkies, but “everybody in the
promotions department has a Nextel phone,
[with] which we can radio each other back and
forth.

Greater Media/Boston’s Adam Klein says two-
way radios are the best resource on the day of
the event. “Onsite multi<channel radios [are]
the only way to go.” Klein also suggests putting
“your sales staff on one channel, keep them on
that one channel, [and] identify one and only
one person [who] can cross over to the event
producer. Put sound [and] production on one
channel, promotions on one channel, and
broadcast [and] airstaff on one channel.”

When it comes to staffing the event with vol-
unteers, country WPOC Baltimore’s Sheila Sil-
verstein recommends going outside the station.
“Use people you can trust to show up and get
the task done. Sometimes, you have to ask your
friends or your spouse. Use your local military
base [or] off-duty police officers. The military
people are great—they follow orders well and
are grateful to come to an event for free and
bring their families or friends.” Silverstein says
it’s a “must” to have a separate area for volun-
teers with food and beverages.

But Infinity/Hartford, Conn.’s Tristano Kor-
lIou doesn’t use volunteers at all. “The promo-
tions team takes turms and so do the air person-
alities. Taking tuuns makes you avoid burnout.”
Korlou thinks it's essential to have staff members
in front of the public.

“You must cover all your bases concerning
what s in the best interest of your radio station,”
Korlou says. “If you are going to attend the big
events, make sure you put the best foot forward
and show off your best by providing bands, great
prizes at your booth, and great staff members
representing your station. That is the chemistry
for a well-organized and successtul event.”

With all the elements that go into planning
for all contingencies, Klein says, “appearance is
everything. You want to own that event. You want
people to walk away with an image. Make sure
you look great.”

One of the keys to looking great is banner

placement. Kuhn says he has found an ideal way
to recycle his station’s banner at each event. “We
have a banner that says, ‘Mix 100.3 FM Wel-
comes,’ and the rest are removable letters. We've
changed it from * ’N Sync’ to ‘You and Your
Family’ for about $1 per letter. It takes one day to
get changed.”

But Dawn Hare at top 40 WAKS (96.5 Kiss FM)
Cleveland had a different kind of “removable”
banner: “We make sure we get all of them, even
though kids try tosteal them all the time. Last year,
we did High School Football Hits every Friday
night, and some kid was on the other side of the
field stealing our banner. One of our interns ran
around the track and was chasing the person.”

Perhaps in response to persistent cries from in-
dustry protessionals and artists, the Country Mu-

venerable Countiy Music Hall of Fame this fall, as
opposed 1o its customary pair of honorees. Many
in the industy, including Willie Nelson, have
been vocal about the backlog of worthy candi-
dates. Nelson made a plea 1o the CMA on the
matter during his own Hall of Fame acceptance
speech at the CMA Awards in 1993

The two inductees selected under the normal
rules for Hall of Fame election are Nashville
Songwriters Hall of Fame member Bill Anderson
and Sun Records founder and rockabilly godfa-
ther Sam Phillips.

Anderson, who celebrates his 40th anniversarv
asa member of the Grand Ole Opry this month,

is an accomplished radio/ TV personality who
‘ first rose to faine as a songwriter when Ray Price
gave his trademark counurv shullle treatinent to
Anderson’s “City Lights,” a 13-week No. | in
1958. As an artist, Anderson placed 32 albums
and 80 singles on the Billboard charts, including
duets with Jan Howard and Mary Lou Turner.

Phillips, who is honored in the non-pertorn-
ing category, founded the storied Sun Records
and produced historically important sessions for
such artists as Elvis Presley, Charlie Rich, Jerry
Lee Lewis, Carl Perkins, and Roy Orbison. A for-
mer D], Phillips is cited as the priinary force be-
hind the rockabill movement, whose hevday was
195458, That influence wasn’t limited to his sta-
ble of artists, either. Studio professionals, includ-
ing longtime CBS chief Billy Sherrill and
writer/ producer/artist Jack Clement, spent ime
under Phillips’ tuelage. Other country artists, in-
cluding George Jones, Ed Bruce, and Dickey
Lee, appeared on Phillips” Sun sessions.

‘The remaining 10 inductees cover a broad va-
ety and period of influence. The Delmore Broth-
ers, Alton and Rabon, are remembered as the
most creative and influential country brother<duo
of the "30s and '40s. Both skilled multi-instru-
mentalists and songwriters, thenr work inchides
such classic countiy songs as “Brown’s Ferry Blues™
and “Blues Stav Awav From Me.” Their inuicate,
sophisticated harmonies, ofien featuring complex
yodels and falsettos, melded rural gospel and
black blues styles. They are cited as i key influence
on the Louvin Brothers, also among the 10 spe-
cial inductees. Ira and Charlie Louvin’s harmiony

Law shepherded Columbia
Records’ A& R activities and oversaw the careers
of Lefty Frizzell, Johnny Cash, Carl Smith, anc
Ray Price, among others. Nelson was Capitol
Records’ counuv kingpin in Los Angeles and was
wellkknown for the creative freedom he allowed a
stable of artists that included Sonny James, Wan-
da Jackson, Buck Owens, Merle Haggard, and
Ferlin Husky.

The remaining three inductees are generall
considered to be the most overdue of the crop.
The eccentric and brilliantly gified Don Gibson,
who recorded extensively in the "50s and "60s for
RCA, will be enshrined this year. He is known pri-
marily as the songwriter of such perennials as 1
Can’t Stop Loving You” and “Sweet Dreams.
Gibson’s soft but troubled singing stvle is a hall-
mark of the fabled “Nashville sound” era.

For mostly political reasons, Waylon Jennings
and Webb Pierce have heretofore been over-
looked tile and again for induction. Pierce’s leg-
endary feuds with neighbors, garish style. and
shrewd business dealings left a bit of scorched
earth inder the feet of many among Music Row’s
old guard, but his hiunaking and creative influ-
ence are undeniable. He became the heir ap-
parent to the honky-tonk throne vacated b
Hank Williams in 1953 and had more No. | hits
m the "50s than any other counury artist, includ-
ing Preslev. As part owner of the venerable
Cedarwood Publishing company, he helped
launch the careers of Mel Tillis and Charley
Pride, among others. He introduced the music
world to the pedal steel guitar, played by Bud
Isaacs, on his 1954 barroom weeper “Slowly.

Finally, “70s outlaw icon Jennings will be feted
at the inducton ceremony after some 35 vears as
an outspoken challenger of Nashville’s staius
quo. Jennings was the first major artist to argue
publicly—and successfullv—over the creative
control of his recordings. He was a key figure in
the outlaw movement that dominated country
music prior to the Urhan Cowboy period of the ear-
Iv’80s. He was the centerpiece of Nashville's first
[)launlnn—sellmgalbum a 1976 concept album ti-
ted Wanted: The Outlaws, which also featured
Willie Nelson, Jessi Colter, and Tompall Glaser.

As Arbitron Recasts Markets’ Ethnicity»

Arbitron will begin incorporating ‘
Census 2000 figures, along with other
dat used to calculate the ethnicity of |
markets, in falt 2001, and many pro- |
grammers are being warned that the
Hispanic population data provided by
the U.S. Census Bureau could drastical-
lv change the way diaries are weighted
in some markets. Arbitron will also be-
gin asking respondents for their race
and ethnicity in every market, meaning
that some PDs will, for the first time,
have a handle on the size of their mar-
ket's Hispanic population.

Hallam has noticed a jump in Hispanic
listening in his own market and is won-
dering how country stations will fare
when the new data is incorporated.
“The more Arbitron retlects [and] gets
more accurate on the changing face of
America, the more it’s going 10 watet
down [the country shares| we already
have | nationwide],” he says. “[Even] if
we stay the same, our share may go
down. We may be doing just fine, the
music may be just fine, and the index
may go down.”

Arbitron has made the current 18-
plus population figures for Hispanics
available on its Web site for program-
mers to look at as “indicative but not de-
finitive” numbers that will be used in the
fall ratings period.
