ver the past few years, I've repeat-
edly talked about the records tha |
think were crucial to top 40’s early-
"80s revival, usually records that
forced top 40 PDs to rethink their program-
ming policies. So what records helped bring
about s top 40 revival? Well, the songs that are
significant from a musical and sodological stand-
point aren’t always as significant from a radio
perspective. “Smells Like Teen Spint” rallied a
generation, but it was never really embraced by
top 40 radio. Instead, it was the twin spins of’
“Little Miss Can’t Be Wrong” and “Two Princes”
that proved uptempo pop/rock records could
still be active records. H the Spin Dactors earned
little enduring respect, they still deserve main-
strearn top 40’s lasung gratitude.

Here’s a partial list of other candidates from
1995-97 in rough chronological order. (Some
tolks will inevitably find sins of omission here; I'd
be happy to print their lists, t0o.)

* Blues Traveler; “Run-Around”—Hootie &
the Blowfish had already done a lot to blur the
line between top 40, hot AC, modern, and
triple-A, but they broke through with two bal-
lads, traditionally the records that the whole in-
dustry can agree on. “Run-Around” was anoth-
er {egitimate uptempo pop/rock hit, but more
important, it was the kind of song that would
have been exiled to the triple-A universe just a
few months earlier:

* Alanis Morissette, “You Qughta Know”—
By the time this record came along, top 40 had
spent the better part of a decade testing only fe-
male listeners. So somebody was bound to ex-
press their viewpoint eventually. Also did a lot to
bring R&B rhythins to inodern rock at a time
when that format was at its most extreme.

¢ Los Del Rio, “Macarena”—It’s not the
record that started the dance revival. Every-
thing But The Girl’s “Missing” and La
Bouche’s “Be My Lover” deserve some credit
there, and I'd mention “Another Night,” too,
except that dance music hadn’t dried up at that
point. But “Macarena” is certainly the record
that cemented the dance revival. Just as signifi-
cant, it was a consumer-press phenomenon that
droveadult listening at top 40. Remember those
from the mid-"80s?

* Coolio, “Gangsta’s Paradise”—1he mod-
ern rack boom meant that people hated rap,
right? Meant that you should ignore rap, no

L matter what it sold, right? Meant that people

were tired of all those violent lyrics, right? Soon
those misconceptions were outlined in chalk.
Unfortunately, it was still news (for the wrong
reason) when “Killing Me Softly,” “You're
Makin’ Me High,” and “No Diggity” broke
through at mainstream top 40, too.

* Donna Lewis, “1 Love You Always Forev-
er” and Merrill Bainbridge, “Mouth™—*You
Oughta Know,” like the Spin Doctors’ hits, was
an almost perfect pop/rock record for top 40: It
had edge, it had credibility. and it had hooks
and melody. So why “almost”? Because it still
needed modern’s endorsement first. Bain-
bridge and Lewis proved that mainstream top
40 could still force its records on other formats.
Remember that from the mid-"80s?

“Lovefool’—Came along just
when the industry was willing to declare mod-
ern dead.

* Spice Girls, “Wannabe”—Because radio
needed teen idols, again.

* Hanson, “Mmmbop”"—Because radio
needed male teen idols again, too.

So what’s missing now? A few more R&B
records (I could name five that mainstream top
40 is overlooking at the moment). Maybe one
of the male-guitar-rock records that now falls
into the “too hard for top 40, but not ‘credible’
enough for modern” category. Maybe even a
great uptempo record by a heritage rock artist
that’s somehow hip enough and friendly
enough for top 40. Gosh, maybe even a country
record, although there hasn’t been one that gal-
vanized country for a few months, much less
proved a phenomenon of the “Butterfly Kisses”
variety.

“Billie Jean” and “1999” were, like many of
the key records before them, groundbreaking
cross-genre experiments. Many of the records
Pve ated above have some sort of cross-genre
angle, too, whether they are pop records with
R&B loops or Lewis” Enya-goes-hip-hop con-
cepr. As for whether any of these records become
mausically historic in the way that “Billie Jean” (or
“Smells Like "Teen Spirit”) did, it doesn’t matter:
"lop 40 was happiest 13 years ago, whenit had a
steady supply of medium-weight pop/rock
records that sounded great at the time; nobody
really needed “Cuts Like A Knife” or “What’s
Love Got 1o Do With 1t” to change the face of
pop music forever. It’s always nice when some-
thing happens to drive the music forward. But
where we are now isn't so bad, either.

revenue in the market, where we also own AC
WOBM-FM, and certainly being located near the
shore lends itself to those summertime buys, the
nightclubs, the soft drink, and the beer money,” she
says.

Yl'he next consideration was to design a station
that would complement Nassau’s existing signals
and the marketplace’s demographic spread.
"Then there was the vision of Nassau owner Lou
Mercatanti, who felt strongly about top 40 and
the success of co-owned (but, Stevens empha-
sizes, much diftevent) heritage top 40 WPS'T
Trenton, N.J.

In early March, the dedsion was made to move
forward. “Now, keep in mind that while these dis-
cussions were going on, this wasn't the only project
in the Nassau pipeline,” Stevens says. Nassau was
launching classic hits WNNJ-FM Newton, N.]., in
January, followed by relaunching hot AC W]LK as
the Point in March and flipping its AM from coun-
trv to adult standards, while reclaiming the mar-
ket's heritage call letters WADB.

THE PLANNING BEGINS

“Since this was going to be a beach station, we
wanted to keep it mainstream, with a fun, uptem-
po delivery,” says Stevens. “We also wanted to keep
the name simple. We already had the moniker ‘the
Point” at W]LK, and we knew the 98.5 was locked
in.” After going as far as leafing through the dictio-
nary to jog her imagination, she dedded on B for
“beach.” Right away, that triggered a secondary po-
sitioning statement, “"The beat of the beach.”

B98.5, Stevens deaded, should be “a fun, excit-
ing station, playing the biggest mainstream and
dance hits, with a very tight and well-mixed list.”

While keeping an Area 5 HHike veil over the op-
eration, Stevens selected veteran P1) Neil Sullivan
t0 helm the new station. Sullivan most recently pro-
grammed WOVV West Palm Beach, Fla., with
stints at WKDD Akron, Ohio, and WN'TQ) (930)
Syracuse, N.Y.

“While our philosophy at Nassau is to hire a lot
of up-and-coming, raw talent and develop new
talent internally, 1 felt that with this station being a
start-up, experience was going to play a key role.
I needed someone who was seasoned and who
brought a certain level of maturity to the project.”

Sullivan initially interviewed with Stevens in Feb-
ruary at the Gavin Seminar in New Orleans. “All 1
was told was that the job was a programming posi-
tion within Nassau Broadcasting,” he recalls.
“Needless to say, 1 was very mtrigued. A start-up
operation has always been a dream of mine. 1ts like
a big blank canvas.”

FRONTIER DAYS AT THE SHORE

From the moment Sullivan walked into the un-
finished station by the sea May 5, the dock was run-
ning. “It was scary to think we only had three
weeks to airtime, and they had gutted the building
and were just starting to build the studios,” he says.
“But the engineering staff worked from 6 am. to
midnight every day, and their daily progress was
incredible.”

What emerged was a state-of-the-art, all-digital
fality. Even the studio doors are cool, says Stevens.
“Each door weighs about 600 pounds and is over
6 inches thick,” she says. “1t’s like broadcasting live
from a bank vault.”

Working out of a small office in the front of the
building, Sullivan was literally the only person on
staff for a while. “1 was trying to get stuft done and
was also playing receptionist, answering the phone
‘WOQN]J," " he recalls.

At the same time, Sullivan was attempting to
round out the air staff without letting the industry
(or the applicants) know what was going on. “It was
difficult because we couldn’tbe spedific [or] run ads
for air talent.” Luckily, he had the advantage of a
tairly large talent bank of people who routinely ap-
ply for positions with Nassau Broadcasting.

STAFF INJECTION
Due to advancing deadlines, Stevens had hired
a few jocks before Sullivan. Jersev-shore vet
Michael Lynn was inked for mornings. He had
previously worked at WBSS Atlantic City, N.J., and
was doing country at WXTU Philadelphia. At
press time, Sullivan had hired Michelle Polino

| trom Philly’'s WYXR (Star 104.5) to create the Mike

and Michelle morning show. Liz Jordan trans-
ferred from the Point to become M1Ymiddays. Sul-
livan slated himself for afternoons, and, after an
abortive experience with WDRQ) Detroit’s Jojo, is
currently looking to fill nights.

"Then there was the music library. Rather than
hunt down specific CDs, Stevens bought a library
from Century 21. 'Io maintain the secrecy, every-
thing was funneled through WPST. Not always
toolproof, however: “When we were flipping
WNN] to dassic hits, we had the library sent to
WPS'T,” Stevens says. “Almost immediately, some
guy who worked at a software company related to
the library company called me to tell me how up-
set he was that WPST was changing format,” she
adds.

‘1o turther focus the sound of the new B98.5,

Stevens and Sullivan scanned through playlists of

other influential top 40s. ““Then we narrowed that
list down to about 125 records, primarily currents
and recurrents with very litde gold,” says Sullivan.

“That blank-slate mentality extended to Selector
rules when imputing the new titles. “1 had never
gone into a situation before where there were no
existing music rules,” says Sullivan. “Other than
the few presets that Selector recommends, Liz and
1 set the sound coding, artist separation, and tem-
po ourselves.”

Right now, there is no new-music category, with
the exception of three new records rotating at
night, says Sullivan. 'The name of the game right
now is “ultrafamiliar”

Here's a sample 5 p.m hour on B98.5: White
“Town, “Your Woman”; Gin Blossoms, “Found Out
About You”; Gina G, “Ooh Aah .. . Just A Little
Bit”; Technotronic, “Move This”; Wallflowers,
“One Headlight”; No Mercy, “Where Do You Go”;
TLC, “Watertfalls”; Paula Cole, “Where Have All
‘The Cowboys Gone?”; No Doubt, “Don’t Speak™;
Blackout Allstars, “I Like It”; Robyn, “Do You
Know (What It Takes)”; Smashing Pumpkins,
“19797; Cardigans, “Lovefool”; Bruce Springsteen,
“Secret Garden”; and Captain Hollywood Project,
“More And More.”

The sales staft had presold spots to selected
clients on a station with a mystery format. All they
were told was that the format was targeting the
18-49 demo. Sullivan says he “built one initial for-
mat clock containing one stop-set per hour that
could hold up tosix units. On our first day, I had
to build another clock with an additional stop-set,
because we were already over six units in some
hours.”

OUT TO LAUNCH

“You could feel the anxiety building during the
last few days leading up to the debut,” says Sulli-
van. “The jocks were milling around, champing at
the bit to get in the studio, but they couldn’t.
Thankfully, GM Don Dalesio decided to throw a
cocktail party to show off the new fadility. He invit-
ed the mayor and other local dignitaries, as well as
some clients and Nassau brass. Dalesio introduced
Stevens to the attendees; she introduced Sullivan,
who introduced his staff.

Cut to May 23, just before noon. Stevens, Nassau
executive VP Dan Henrickson, and Dalesio pile
into his minivan so they could eatch the launch like
an average listener.

Following a produced opener about the birth of

astation, Liz Jordan hit “Wannabe” by Spice Gitls.
Sullivan’s first choice for a first song was “Mmm-
bop” by Hansen, but Dalesio asked him for a favor.

Timed with the Launch was a $200,000 billboard
campaign, as well as airplanes towing banners over
the beach that read “B98.5, the Beat of the Beach
and the Jersey Shore’s hit music station.”

FINALLY ...

Stevens says, “lIt takes innovative thinking,
tremendous focus and vision, total dedication, and
precision in execution to create a great radio sta-
tion. Attention to detail, high standards, teamwork,
passion, and fun are the key elements.

“I compare this experience to putting up a bare
Christmas tree,” she says. “Then you put on the
lights and add the decorations.”

Is the star on top of the tree yet? “Not yet,” she
savs. “Butit’s coming.”

Louis And Alice: Sittin’ Near The Top
Of The Dock Of The Bay Area

hen asked about his move from the
Midwest to the Bay Area, Louis
Kaplan, PD of modern adult KLLC
(Alice @ 97.3) San Francisco, says,
“Actually, it was easy—just 4'/2 hours on TWA.”
Once the laughter stops, which is pretty quick-
ly, the former PD of top 40 WGT7Z, (793) Dayton,
Ohio, admits that making the adjustment to the
streets of San Frandsco was a challenge. “The day
L arrived here, I found a large newspaper ad
taped to the wall of the studio,” he recalls. Under
the heading, “It’s What People In Ohio "Think
San Frandisco Is Like Every Night,” were pictures
ofa grandmother-type wearing biker gear, a guy
in only a sailor hat and underwear . . . etc.”
Compared to Dayton, San Francisco is “the
great American melting pot. We have a huge
Asian [and] Hispanic population, as well as black
and white. Even the lay of the land is different;
people who live in the city behave differently
from those in the suburbs. There are a lot more
factors at play with every dedsion,” he says.
Kaplan was named PD of the CBS station last
September, shortly after heritage rocker KRQR
morphed to this “Alice” thing that spread across
the country like a virus. Kaplan admits that he

and the CBS brass didi’'t know what they were
launching themselves into at the time. “The for-
mat, modern AC or whatever we were calling it,
was still in formation at the time,” he says. “After
almost a year, we're still finding our way, but what
we're doing here has obviously struck a nerve.”
In a market in which contemporary radio is
measured largely in R&B and rhythmic terms,
Alice ranks No. 3 in 18-34, behind KMEL. and
KYLD. Alice was No. I among 25-34 people and
exceeded 600,000 12-plus cume for the first time.
In 12-plus audience, the station was up 1.8-2.7.
In a nontraditonal market like San Franasco,
which is full of nontraditional outlets, an eccen-
tric entity such as Alice seems to fit like a glove.
“People have gotten a kick out of the name ‘Alice’
because it’s so obviously so new and different and
sets us apart,” says Kaplan. “But by the same to-

ken, I'm sure that when listeners first heard the
name ‘Power’” or ‘Mix’ in front of a frequency,
they thought it was strange or cutting edge. To-
day, they’re just like any other goofy radio name.

“1 see Alice as a hit music station, not neces-
sarily a textbook top 40-style station, but while
we borrow music from other formats like a top
40, we only borrow the hits. There’s a wealth
of music available tor us from alternative, triple-
A, and AC, and within that mix we’ve found
acts that don’t comfortably fit into any of the
above formats—those acts have found a home
with Alice.”

Here are a few of those artists, captured durin
arecent 2 p.m. hour on KLLC: Sister Hazel, “All
For You”; 311, “All Mixed Up”; Indigo Girls,
“Shame On You”; Third Eye Blind, “Semi-
Charmed Life”; Deee-Lite, “Groove Is In The
Heart”; Beck, “The New Pollution”; Fiona Ap-
ple, “Sleep 1o Dream”; Proclaimers, “I'm Gonna
Be (500 Miles)”; Lusdous Jackson, “Under Your
Skin”; Blind Melon, “No Rain”; 'I"pau, “Heart
And Soul”; and Camus, “U Who.”

Kaplan hired Sarah and Vinnie for mornings
from the former WDRE Philadelphia, as well as
tormer WGTZ MDD Gretchen Corbett for mid-
days, followed by Bill Webster, a veteran of Pitts-
burgh’s WNRQ) (the Revolution) and the old
WMXP Market vet Sterling James is doing
nights. Overnight jock Steven Seaweed is a
holdover from the KRQR days.

Julie Stoeckel, a vet of crosstown KKSE, was ini-
tially hired as programming assistant, then pro-
moted to MD. Two other KRQR vets also re-
main: promotions director Denise St. Louis and
production/imaging guy Jack Perry. “Jack and
Denise are creauve and hardworking and have
an excellent sense of who Alice is supposed to be.”

Indeed, every idea brought to the table is
deemed either “Alice” or “not Alice.” “I know
we've hit the mark when someone says, “That’s
so Alice,” ” says Kaplan. “Everybody on this staft
has taken the station personally. Alice is a terrific
collaborative effort that’s due, in no small part, 1o
GM Steve DiNardo's personal vision of this sta-
tion [and] his dedsion in the beginning to move
KRQR in this direction.”

In another case of radio making strange bed-
fellows, modern adult Alice is preparing to be-
come the sister of modern mainstay KI'TS (Live
105), a station clearly affected by Alice’s debut.
“Needless to say, we're all very interested to see
how the dynamic will change,” says Kaplan.
“Should make for an intriguing summer.”

Alice is still a work in progress, and that’s the
way it will remain, if Kaplan holds true to form.
“I've never gotten too comfortable anywhere
where 1 thought I was done,” he says. “Music
changes, people change, tastes change. 1f 1 ever
start thinking this station is where it needs to be,
Pm probably a step behind.” KEVIN CARTER
