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HE CHAINSMOKERS 
charge into the Billboard 
Hot 100’s top 10 for the 
first time as Roses”

(featuring Rozes) rises 11-8. The 
No. 1 title on the Hot Dance/ 
Electronic Songs chart for five 
weeks bullets at No. 6 on Digital 
Songs (72,000 downloads sold, 
up 1 percent, in the week ending 
Jan. 21, according to Nielsen Music) 
and advances 14-13 on Radio 
Songs (68 million in audience, up 
10 percent) and 17-15 on Streaming 
songs (8.1 million U.S. streams, up 
5 percent).

The New York DI duo first broke 
through with “#Selfie,” which hit 
No. 16 on the Hot 100 in April 
2014. But now the pair is heavily 
promoting its new smash — even

opening a Jan. 21 set at Billboard s 
Winterfest concert scries at the 
Sundance Film Festival in Park 
City with an acoustic version of the 
track. Also helpful? Justin Bieber 
is one ol the song’s biggest fans, 
praising it on social media.

Atop the chart is Bieber, who 
joins elite company on the 
Feb. 6 tally: With “Sorry” and 
“Love Yourself ” at Nos. 1 and 2, 
respectively, he’s just the 11th artist 
in Hot 100 history to claim the top 
two simultaneously. Meanwhile, 
his “What Do You Mean?” is in the 
top 10 (at No.10) for a 21st week 
— a run that began with its No. 1 
entrance on Sept. 19,2015 — and 
ties the record for the most weeks 
spent in the upper region since a
song’s debut.

Since 2014, the singer has 
employed a revolving stable of full­
time engineers to work on her tracks 
and vocals — at a cost of more than 
$300,000 during the span of 18

months, estimates an insider. With 
her bedroom conveniently located 
near the vocal booth, Rihanna 
would head to the studio in the early 
afternoon and work through the 
night often for weeks at a time.

In January 2015, Rihanna released 
the single “FourFiveScconds” 
with Kanye West and Paul 
McCartney, and returned with 
“Bitch Better Have My Money” 
in March, both of which reached 
the top 15 on the Billboard Hot 
100 (“FourFiveSeconds” peaked 
at No. 4). But her next single, 
“American Oxygen,” released 
April 5, fizzled at No. 78 on the 
chart. It would be the last song she 
released in 2015.

According to sources, the singer 
and her Roc Nation team had at

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that point closed the Samsung deal, 
initially targeting a June 2015 release 
with Live Nation exploring summer 
tour dates. (Reps for Rihanna, 
Samsung. Roc Nation, Def Jam and 
Live Nation would not comment.) 
When the deadline to book the tour 
arrived and the album wasn’t ready, 
plans were pushed until September, 
then delayed again as Rihanna 
continued recording. But things 
had seemed to get back on track 
by October, when she unveiled the 
album cover, designed by artist Roy 
Nachum, at a Los Angeles art gallery 
and announced that the album would 
be called Anti, leading to rumors that 
it would finally arrive on Nov. 27 — 
Black Friday, the biggest shopping 
day of the year in the I mited States.

November came and went without 
an album though, which one source 
chalked up to the record-shattering 
vortex that swirled around Adele’s 
25 when it hit stores on Nov. 20 
holding at No. 1 on the Billboard 
200 for seven straight weeks. 
Multiple people close to the situ­
ation told Billboard that Rihanna 
was still having trouble selecting 
her next single. One said the singer 
had canceled “several” promotional 
appearances due to the delays and 
was still in the studio.

The repeated release-date shifts 
made Samsung anxious, according

to one source. With such a big outlay 
of cash, the company was stuck, 
holding back on its promotional 
campaign until Rihanna felt 
comfortable with the album.

Then, on Nov. 19, Rihanna 
tweeted the link to AntiDiary.com, a 
Samsung-powered website accessed 
on mobile devices that operated as 
a 3D virtual space with a series of 
eight rooms, initially locked, that fans 
could explore to search tor “clues.” 
Four days later, she announced that 
the Anti World Tour, sponsored by 
Samsung, would begin Feb. 26 with 
support from Travis Scott in the 
United States and Big Sean and The 
Weeknd in Europe. With or without 
the album, Samsung’s rollout plan 
was officially in motion.

Still, there were questions about 
how Rihanna would release Anti 
and where it would appear digi­
tal ly — whether as a Tidal exclusive, 
only on paid streaming services like 
Tidal and Apple Music, or on all 
digital outlets including Spotify with 

its ad-supported free tier. ‘ Work 
arrived as a Tidal exclusive for about 
an hour before being serviced to 
Apple Music and the iTunes Store. 
And Rihanna has a history of with 
holding her music from Spotify 
for a period of time after release, 
a tactic that recently worked for 
Adele and Coldplay. Rihanna kept 
I napologetic off Spotify in 2012 for 
weeks and debuted at No. 1 on the 
Billboard with 238,000 in sales, 
according to Nielsen Music, her 
best first week ever. Of that number, 
58 percent oi Unapologetic's sales 
were physical and 42 percent were 
digital. A digital-only release of Anti, 
at least at first, would cut into her 
projected first-week debut.

As for Anti's distribution partner 
Def Jam, her label until Roc Nation 
signed her to the company directly, 
the Universal imprint could be in 
line to receive 11 to 13 percent of 
revenue in a standard distribution 
deal (though that number could 
climb to as much as 24 percent 
if the deal includes marketing, 
promotion and publicity). But it has 
forfeited a holiday sales bump for the 
traditionally quieter first quarter — 
one insider estimates that Anri took a 
35 percent hit on scans by not coming 
out on Black Friday.

Regardless, upon rumor oi its 
release, “Work” flew to the top of the

Trending 140 chart, which measures 
Twitter conversation around a par­
ticular song title, five hours before the 
track debuted. “I think it’s obvious 
the record will fly up the chart with 
the amount of support it’s already 
received,” says KKHH Houston pro­
gram directorCharese Fruge. “The 
popularity 01 both artists will drive 
tune-in, sales and streaming.’

Indeed, radio picked up Work” 
immediately: Two hours after its 
release at 8 a.m., Nielsen BDS’ 
real-time tracking showed the song 
getting hourly spins on several of 
iHeartMedia’s top 40. rhythmic and 
R&B/hip-hop stations, as well as CBS 
Radio s top 40 and rhythmic outlets 
like WBMP (92.3 AMP Radio) New 
York, which played the record at the 
top of each hour all day on Jan. 27. 
And Rihanna’s appearance in a CBS 
commercial for the Super Bowl and 
the Grammys seems to foreshadow a 
performance at the awards show.

Will all the stop-and-start 
surrounding Anti hinder its chances 
of hitting No. 1? “It’s a trend," one 
major-label executive says about 
surprise releases, but one only 
marquee artists should f ollow. 
You’re at a major label to take 
advantage of all their marketing and 
sales expertise, and you curtail a lot 
of that by just putting your album 
out and saying, ‘Surprise.’ ” O

Berru stepped down as CEO and on 
Jan. 20 issued a statement in 
which he apologizedl to "those who 
I have offended by my actions" 
and said he will enter rehab for 
drugs and alcohol abuse. Life or 
Death, whose clients included 
D'Angelo, Hawes and Odd Future, 
effectively dissolved the same 
day, and five of its employees — 
Nick Dierl, Duncan Will, Bradley 
Bledsoe, Emily Mullen and Linda 
Valenziano - have regrouped 
under a new company called 
Liberal Arts.

What did Berru say when you 
confronted him about the 
allegations?

if it’s a totally different person: “I’m 
the instrument Emi I y’s playing,’’ she

something true!’ That’s so rare,” she
“Emily” is the protagonist on Spalding’s fifth LP, 
Emily’s D+Evolution (out March 4 on Concord), a 
concept album centered on not just a new identity 
but a new sound: experimental rock, filled with 
noisy guitars and manic singing. I wouldn’t call it 
‘prog,’ but you can,’’ she says. ‘ Somebody got mad 
and said it sounds like acid jazz — I don’t care.” 

“It’s so tempting to say Espe has that Miles Davis 
attitude, but she’s her own person,” jazz legend and 
close triend Wayne Shorter tells Billboard (the two 
are composing an opera together). “She won’t allow 
herself to be pinned or put in a comer.”

Emily’s D+Evolution is a shocking departure 
from the stately jazz that, in 2011, scored Spalding 
a best new artist Grammy—and, because she 
heat out Justin Bieber, a tsunami oi online hate. 
Incredulous tweens made her a trending topic on 
Twitter and vandalized her Wikipedia page, which 
at one point read that she should “die in a hole.” The 
win seems all the more incredible considering the 
other nominees: Drake, Florence & The Machine 
and Mumford & Sons. But those names may as 
well hail from another galaxy. Sure, since then 
Spalding has picked up three more Grammys and 
co-hosted a workshop with Michel Ie Obama. But 
in her spare time she reads books on surrealism, 
watches YouTube interviews with avant-garde 
playwright Samuel Beckett and listens to ’60s rock 
weirdos The Shaggs. They make me so happy.

says. Ugh — I’m getting tears in my eyes. I get so 
excited about real shit. But a lot of stuff that means 
the world to me musically, people in suits don’t give 
a shit about. ’

Spalding does identify with modern-day stars 
like Kendrick Lamar who ‘keep digging” into 
challenging music that puts expression before 
riches or fame. (On To Pimp a Butterfly: “ Damn 
straight, Mr. Lamar! Be yourself.”) She sees the 
closest analog to her new music, however, in the old 
sounds of psych-blues band Cream — “three jazz 
nerds who wanted to be loud and s eel free,” she says. 
Her current group is also a power trio (she used to 
front a 12-piece), but they’re building an elaborate, 
wacked-out stage show, possibly involving puppets, 
in order to illustrate the world of Emily.

“She’s like a fairy,” says Spalding. She doesn’t 
take herself seriously. This isn’t her job. She didn't 
come here to make albums, do shows, to be some­
body’ - that’s my prerogative as Esperanza. I’m 
working for Emily, making the right circumstances 
for her to feci tree to come out and play.”

On D+Evolution. Esperanza-as-Emily is naive — 
“She’s new here,” says Spalding—but blunt, calling 
things as she sees them in her lyrics, which confront 
a complex snarl of issues surrounding faith, gender, 
race and class. It’s no coincidence that Spalding 
(back when she was actually called Emily) had it 
tough growing up under a single mom in Portland’s

gang-thick King neighborhood. Her family once 
moved into a friend’s attic when money got tight. 

“There’s nothing wrong with struggle. Anytime I 
look back at a difficult phase of my life and see what 
grew out of it — the creative survival tactics — I 
think that the good is way better than the bad.”

Fortunately, her talent was always there. AL 4, 
Spalding reproduced Beethoven by ear on her 
mother’s piano. After seeing Yo-Yo Ma on Mister 
Rogers ' Neighborhood, she taught herself violin 
and, by 5, was playing it in the Chamber Music 
Society of Oregon. She eventual y scored a full 
ride to Berklee College of Music, where she wound 
up teaching at 20. For her second album, 2008’s 
Esperanza, she sang in English, Spanish and 
Portuguese. In 2011 and 2012, between jamming 
with Milton Nascimento and Prince and making 
cameos on albums by Janelle Monae and 
Bruno Mars, Spalding was Billboard’s top-selling 
contemporary-jazz albums artist. But of course, as 
a young woman in the genre — a perpetual “jazz 
darling” — it came with baggage.

“It’s just men’s egos,” she says. “There’s a guy 
I used to pay to work with me who’d call me ‘kiddo. 
I said, ‘There’s nothing that justifies you expressing 
that to me, your boss. An older player was flabber­
gasted that Spalding could keep up during a session. 
He doesn’t have a place to put me in his world, so 
he offers the nicest thing he knows: Wow, you’re 
more than just a pretty face — you actually worked! ’ 
I appreciate the opportunity to ruffle his surface.”

When career stress caught up with her after 2012’s 
Radio Music Society, she hunkered down in the 
lilac-painted room she keeps in her older brother’s 
home west of Portland (she also has an apartment 
in Brooklyn), a perfect place to reconnect with her 
childhood. A year off became two, enough time “to 
engage in creative dialogue with the unexpected” — 
a bit 01 Shorter-bestowed wisdom she quotes often. 
While she admits some of D+Evolution may be 
subconscious push-back against expectations, the 
real inspiration was the muse she had shut out, who 
had been there all along: her “reconciling force,” 
Emily. “Your sanity is harder to get back than money 
or contacts,” says Spalding. “You are the magic. You 
are the art. You can’t lose that.” O

W
E CONTINUED TOURING 
America for the remainder of 
1984. When Annie |Lennox] and 
I played the Wiltern Theatre in Los 

Angeles, the place was absolutely packed with ha! I 
of the L.A. music industry and a host of famous 
musicians. There was hardly room for the general 
public. It was a wild show. There were a lot of 
musicians and singers backstage, and one o I them 
was Stevie Nicks.

Stevie was in my dressing room doorway, wearing 
a faux-fur coat just like the first time I met Annie. 
Underneath she wore a black lace dress and she had 
long, flowing hair. I didn’t know who she was, but 
there was something about her that I was instantly 
attracted to. Stevie remembers that I looked her 
straight in the eye and said, “I want to be your 
boyfriend.” Little did I know that the day before, 
|The Eagles’] Joe Walsh and Stevie had had a big 
fight and had broken up. She invited me back to her 
house for a party, and io minutes later, still in full 
sweaty leather stage gear. I was in the back of a limo 
with Stevie and her backing singers.

When we got there it wasn’t really a party: just 
Stevie and her singers being very speedy, laughing 
and talking. The house seemed enormous to me, 
so I wandered around, and when I came back to 
the living room, they had all disappeared into a 
bathroom for what seemed like hours. Actually 
it was hours. At around three in the morning, I 
ended up saying to myself, OK, I m really tired 

now and I have no idea where I am or which hotel 
Annie and the band are staying in.

I just went to bed in one of the four bedrooms 
upstairs. I woke up at about 5 a.m. to the sound 
of doors rustling open and in the half-light saw 
Stevie opening and closing closets, as if it was the 
middle of the afternoon. Obviously they were all 
still wide awake, aided. I imagine, by what we 
in England call ‘ marching powder.” Stevie went 
back in the bathroom and about an hour later 
came out in a long Victorian nightdress and qui­
etly slipped into the other side of the bed. Stevie 
is an incredibly talented, soulful and beautiful 
woman. There was a fair amount of what I’d call 
skirmishing that went on. I remember at one point 
actually I ailing backward out of 
bed onto the floor, which made 
us both laugh hysterically.
Stevie recently told me that all 
she could see when she came 
out of the bathroom that night 
was a mound of black leather 
and chains on the floor and a 
wild head of hair poking out 
of the bed covers. I remember 
making love once, but she later 
told me we made love twice. 
And then she said, “I remem­
ber clearly because I was wide 
awake, wired on cocaine.” Ii 
was all very good-humored and

sweet, but also romantic in a rock’n roll kind of way.
I was woken up at about 9:30 a.m. by Stevie saying 

I had to leave because someone might have been 
coming around to collect their clothes, and things 
could get tricky. 1 did n’t 1 ike the sound of “tricky,” so 
I phoned my management, found out where the band 
was staying and jumped in a cab.

After San Francisco we had some time off. and I 
decided to go back to .A. to see Stevie again. Jimmy 
Iovine, the great producer who went on to start 
Interscope Records in the early ’90s, had invited me 
to stay with him at his house, and this was where it 
got interesting. I had no idea of the complexity of the 
relationships among limmy, Stevie Nicks and Tom 
Petty at the time. But I was soon to find out more 
than 1 ever imagined.

Jimmy had been living with Stevie in 1981 when 
he was producing her album Bella Donna, which 
was a huge success. Now lie was working on her 
next album, except this time around they were not 
together. Stevie said later that it was because she was 
so addicted to drugs at that time.

I played Jimmy the demo of “Don’t Come Around 
Here No More” [which Stewart co-wrote and co­
produced ], and he said, “Wow! This is going to be 
great. Let’s make it for Stevie’s album.

I jumped at the chance to work with Stevie, and we 
went right into the studio a few days later. When wc 
started recording, Stevie was acting strangely and not 
really coming out of the bathroom much.

There seemed to have been quite a bit of friction 
between them. I had no idea that it was because 
they had been living together and were now broken 
up. Finally, Stevie appeared with her lyric book and 
started to sing into the microphone.

I was mesmerized until Jimmy said, “She’s reciting 
f—ing Shakespeare.” He did have a point; it was kind 
of Shakespearean and very odd. He was trying to get 
Stevie to change the lyrics. Stevie was upset and the 
discussion became very tense. He was saying, ‘ Can 
you stop arguing with me in front of my friend David? 
You don’t really know him.” And she said, Your 
friend? What are you talking about? We slept together 
the other night.” I turned white and stared at the 
floor, wondering what was coming next. Fortunately 
Stevie turned, walked out the door and left the studio.

I thought Jimmy was going to ask, ‘ What does that 
mean?” But he just said, T know what we should do. 
We should get Tom Petty down here to finish writing 
the song with you. He’s great.” O

ing verses: “She swam by me, she got 
a cramp...” “He ran by me, got my suit 
damp...” As Danny and Sandy move in for 
the final verse, one of the T-Birds strikes a 
pose on a cardboard box and — crunch! — 
it collapses underneath him. Kail calls 
out “Cut!” to a hail of giggles, as another 
T-bird comes in with the punch line: 
“Crushed it!”

"We’re not hiding the fact that 
everything is happening live 

and on the stage,1’ says Palmer.
"You're actually going to see 

so me of that raw stuff."

REASE WAS 
nostalgic from the 
very start. In 1971, 
Warren Casey and 
Jim Jacobs wrote 
a little musical 
about life in 1958. 
at Chicago’s rough- 
and-tough Taft High 
School, and based

many of the characters on their 
friends. They set their sweet love 
story of two kids working up the 
courage to be themselves in a j
world of teen issues —pregnancy, I 4 
social pressure, abortion — to a ।
soundtrack of vintage-inspired 
originals that were meant to make • 
young audiences dance and older 
audiences feel young again.

After the rowdy show’s Chicago run, 
its 1972 downtown New York transfer 
“didn’t even open to great reviews,” says 
Barry Bostwick, who originated the role of 
Danny Zuko, later played by Richard Gere, 
Patrick Swayze and lohn Travolta, but “it 
just sparked something.” Grease eventually 
became the longest-running show in history 
at the time. “American Graffiti hadn t been 
out, and the Fonz hadn’t been invented 
yet,’’ says Bostwick. After the turmoil of the 
’60s, I think audience members wanted to 
recapture that innocent time when things 
didn’t seem so complicated,”

The appeal remained potent a few years 
later, when the 1978 film — produced by 
Robert Stigwood, the Bee Gees impre­
sario who died in [anuary, and directed 
by first-timer Randal Kleiser — became 
a global phenomenon, 
leaping over Superman to 
eventually (with a 1998 
rerelease) earn $394 
mil ¡ion worldwide — 
roughly $1.3 billion today.
(Bostwick still prefers 
the musical to the movie, 
in which “everyone is so 
frenetic and hyper [and] 
seems coked up.”) People 
talk about Travolta’s career as if Saturday 
Night Fever (another Stigwood production) 
was as important as Grease, but Grease has 
earned twice as much domestically as that 
film. (Grease 2 famously bombed.) 

Meanwhile, the movie s original 
soundtrack eventually spent 12 
nonconsecutive weeks at No. 1 on the 
Billboard 200. Since 1991 alone, when

Summer Nights” and Olivia Newton- 
John s swoony ballad Hopelessly Devoted 
to You” hit No. 5 and No. 3 on the Billboard 
Hot too, respectively. But the album’s two 
No. 1 hits were songs added to the movie 
at Stigwood’s behest: the John Farrar- 
written “You’re the One That I Want” and 
“Grease,” written by Barry Gibb and sung 
by Frankie Valli. “When Barry sent me 
the demo, 1 immediatel y said yes,” says 
Valli, the Four Seasons frontman and Rock 
and Roll Hall of Fame inductee. “If they’d 
known that song was going to be such a big

hit, I never would have gotten it. I guess it 
keeps coming back because Grease was a 
celebration of the teenager.”

Valli, 81, still performs his Grease hit, as 
does Newton-John, 67, who just extended 
her Summer Nights revue at the Flamingo 
Las Vegas casino for another year. “They 
were made of sharkskin or something,” 
Newton-John says, remembering the 
form-fitting pants that “Sandy Two” wears 
in the film s finale and without which her 
pre-Madonna 1981 hit “Physical’ might 
never have spent 10 weeks atop the Hot 
100. “Gosh, I was kind of thought of as the 
girl next door, country and all that, and 
Grease was considered so naughty! Playing 
Sandy Two gave me the courage to branch 
out and do more rod .” In Vegas, Newton- 
John says, fans come up and tell her they 
watch the movie with their kids and now 
their grandchildren: “Grease is timeless.”

Of course, it’s not timeless in every 
respect, and Grease: Live dispenses with 
the all-white cast singing R&B, the gay 
jokes about the nerdy Eugene and the 
racist crack about Koreans. Fox means 
to reach the widest possible audience

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by updating Grease for the widest — and 
necessarily most diverse — audience. “We 
can move past some of those [politically 
incorrect! things,” says Kail, “and still 
have the integrity of the story.”

Palmer, who is African-American, says 
she was initially worried that her casting 
would be tokenism but now believes the 
production truly reflects America in 2016. 
(Hudgens is Filipino-American; the

-Birds are thoroughly diverse.) “They 
specifically wanted to make this new to our 
generation,” she says. “That’s so dope.”

While older fans should appreciate 
cameos by the film’s original Frenchy 
and Doody (Didi Conn and Barry Pearl, 
respectively! and the sight o: Boyz II Men 
harmonizing on “Teen AngelHough, 
Hudgens, epsen and Palmer each capture 
different, millennially skewed 
demographic slices. Meanwhile, Jessie J, 
27, wi! 1 kick the show off with a 
rendition oi Valli’s “Grease, ” and Joe 
Jonas’ band DNCE wii I play the dance 
competition and pep rally. Jonas, 26, 
promises a “throwback” feel for “Cake 
by the Ocean,” which DNCE will play for 
the first time at the Dance-Off, along with 
“Maybe Baby,” a new song written by 
Brian Yorkey and Tom Kitt, who share a 
Pulitzer for Next to Normal. Kitt describes 
it as “a really fun rockabilly, bluesy song 
from the era.’ (It docsn t hurt that writing 
new material costs less than licensing 
“Hound Dog.”) Kitt wrote the ballad “All I 
Need Is an Angel ’ specifically f or Jepsen’s 
Frenchy. The iTunes soundtrack, to be 
released the night of the broadcast, will 
include all three new tracks.

Jonas is a lifelong Grease fan. “I 
auditioned to be Danny Zuko months ago,” 
he admits. “I’m glad they’ve got a cast 
that’s believable and younger and sexy 
because Grease is sexy. I mean, the sweet 
girl falls in love with the bad boy, then the 
roles reverse?

AIL, WHO 
spent the 
morning on 
conference calls 
for his gig 
directing 
Hamilton, hud­
dles the cast for 
a pep talk after

Nights” run-through. “We are going to 
establish that this is a live show,” he says. 
“You’ll see the hustle and bustle, the gunk 
ofit — the golf carts, the crew, the calles, 
the satellite uplinks.

The format may be what ultimately 
sets this show apart from countless other 
iterations of Grease like the Broadway 
revival starring Rosie O’Donnell as Rizzo, 
the London revival with Debbie Gibson 
as Sandy or the 2006 reality show Grease: 
You ’re the One 1 hat I Want. Kail tells the 
cast that he has been drawing from a wide 

range of inspirations, from concert films 
and Playhouse 90 (the live CBS scries from 
the 1950s) to the site-specific theater 
of the ’60s and ’70s” and social media, 
which will be aggressively integrated into 
the show.

To underscore that Grease: Live is one 
night only — “Grand opening, grand 
closing, as Chris Rock says,” jokes Kail — 
the show will begin in natural daylight at 
precisely 4 p.m. Pacific time, rain or shine, 
with Jessie J’s “Grease.” It will conclude 
three hours later, in the actual dark of 
night, at exactly 7 p.m.

We’ll end in the town square,” Kail 
tells the cast, noting that they’re building 
a full-size Ferris wheel and 50-foot 
carnival tent. “Any questions?”

HARROWING 
DEATH OF

Before the former Stone Temple Pilots 
frontman overdosed one final time in December, 
he feared losing his parents, children, money, 
bandmate and even - temporarily - his mind. 
His wife, friends and family of the notorious 
rock star, many speaking openly for the first time, 
reveal the singer’s longtime struggles

HE LAST TIME JAMIE WEILAND SAW
I her husband, Scott, alive, the couple spent
I a romantic T hanksgiving Day dining at
I Italian restaurant Maialino in New York.
I The night before, Nov. 25,2015, the former 

Stone Temple Pilots and Velvet Revolver frontman 
headlined the nearby Gramercy T heatre with his 
backing band, The Wildabouts. 1 think maybe I 
knew I was never going to see him again,' amie, 
37, says. “We couldn’t get enough of each other. It 
was very powerful.”
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Weiland was 
photographed by 
his wife, Jamie, at 
The Bowery Hotel 

in New York in 2012. 
"He was massively 
misunderstood/’' 

she says. "He wasn't 
like anybody else/'
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ONE WEEKLATER, SCOTT 
ROBERT WEILAND 18.
IW FOUND DEAD ON HIS 
TOUR BUS FROM A TOXIC 
MIX OF DRUGS. HIS DEATH 
WAS RULED ACCIDENTAL.

The 9os-rock icon’s history of heroin 
addiction was well-documented, but the 
multiplatinum-selling artist hadn’t used 
the opioid in 13 years. What was less known 
were the last 10 months of Weiland’s life, a 
series of turbulent episodes that included a 
close friend’s death, the cancer diagnoses 
of his mother and father, severe financial 
troubles, estrangement from his children, 
self-medication and mental illness.

It had been five years since Weiland’s 
oncc-wildly-popular grunge band Stone 
Temple Pilots reunited to release a 2010 
scl -titled LP, which hit No. 2 on the 
Billboard 200, and two since S I P fired 
him for announcing a solo tour of its 
greatest hits without the band’s blessing. 
But in March 2015, Weiland was back with 
a new studio album, Blaster, and a band 
he believed in, The Wildabouts, when 
guitarist Jeremy Brown — whom Weiland 
considered one of his best friends — failed 
to show up for rehearsal, he 34-ycar-old 
had died at his home in Venice, Calif., 
caused by what the Los Angeles coroner 
would later determine involved accidental 
multiplc-drug intoxication.

At the same time, Weiland was 
experiencing episodes of paranoia and 
mania caused by his bipolar disorder. After 
a March show at Boston’s Brighton Music 
Hall, Weiland hosted a d isastrous VIP meet- 
and-greet session, heckling one fan with 
“Let’s suck a dick!” and insulting others 
who had paid $150 tor the interaction.
‘ Some girl hit on Scott and he goes, ‘You 
know what? You can go f— yourself. Do you 
have any idea how much I love sucking my 
wife’s pussy?’ ” recalls Jamie. Weiland later 
apologized publicly on Facebool for acting 
like “a total asshole.”

That same month, he threatened to twist 
the nipp le of a reporter. “I’ve never felt 
more disrespected in an interview and am 
honestly shaken by the experience,” said the 
journalist in an e-mail to Weiland’s publicist.

Jamie had confronted Weiland’s bipolar 
episodes before, after they first had become 
inseparable in December 2011. “He would 
be on the couch with a drink, smoking and 
watching whatever mindless television,”

she remembers. “I started to see 
he had paranoia and some of the 
bipolar stuff started to come out. 
He kept his curtains closed all 
the time. “At one point, it was so 
bad 1 had to move out because 
he was unstable.” They found 
one medication that worked, but 
Weiland gained 40 pounds, so he 
stopped taking it. Eventually they 
found a medication that leveled 
him out. “ I 'or the last couple of 
years, he was doing pretty great.’

Then, on The Wildabouts 2015 
spring tour, Weiland’s behavior 
became scarily unrecognizable. 
In April, a video of Weiland 
failing at a painfully stilted 
off-key rendition of STP s 
Mainstream Rock Tracks chart 
No. 1 “Vasoline” went viral. The 
suspicion: One of music’s most 
notorious junkies was back on 
smack. But it turned out that 
his prescribed dosage of the 
antipsychotic drug Geodon was 
too high. “I thought that he had 
some rapid-onset version of 
Parkinson’s or something,” says 
lamie, who toured intermittently 
with her husband. After an 
adjustment, the change, she says, “was like 
night and day.”

But then, on Father’s Day, his biological 
father, Kent Kline, 72, called to say he had 
prostate cancer. And soon Weiland learned 
that his mother, Sharon, 71, with whom he 
was very close, had progressive cancer. This 
was especially devastating since he already 
had lost his only brother, Michael, in 2007.

He was sad about his mom,” says guitarist 
Nick Maybury, 33, who replaced Brown 
in The Wildabouts. At a tour stop in San 
Diego, Weiland broke down crying on the 
street before soundcheck. “We were just 
holding him like, It’s ail right, brother.’ ”

Making it al l worse: Weiland was 
estranged from his own children — Noah, 15, 
and Lucy, 13 — who lived with their mother, 
Weiland’s second wife and former model 
Mary Forsberg. A court had granted her full 
custody o I them. (Forsberg did not respond 
to Billboard's request for an interview.) He 
talked about missing his kids in November, 
when the singer met up with his mother, his 
brother’s widow and his two nieces at The 
101 Coffee Shop in Hollywood. Mary made 
it so difficult for him to see his kids,” says 
Michael Weiland (nee Keenen), who shared 
first names with her husband. He was

upset about that.”
Celebrity Rehab drug counselor Bob 

Forrest, a former sponsor to Weiland’s 
brother, also saw him at the restaurant 
that day. “I was just like, ‘Are you OK?’ He 
didn’t look so good; he looked gray,” lie 
remembers. “He definitely shouldn’t have 
been touring.”

But Weil and needed the income, which 
was another major source of anxiety. With 
a Grammy-winning catalog that spanned 
more than two decades, he had sold 
16.2 million albums in the United States, 
according to Nielsen Music, but many 
trips to rehab, child-support payments, the 
expenses oi addiction and two divorces had 
left the entertainer in dire financial straits.

Nor was he physically healthy. In addition 
to six prescription drugs he took regularly, 
he was drinking heavily, which concerned 
his wife — Weiland had hepatitis C, a 
liver condition likely acquired from years 
of intravenous drug use. “ His body had 
suffered an enormous amount of abuse; 
that’s no secret. But he was not done,” says 
Jamie. “The notion that we’re not supposed 
to ‘glamorize him’ [because he did drugs] ? 
F— that. He’s an icon.” He also was human. 
“He f—ed up. We al 1 f— up. You know?”
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. THE FIRST TIME WEILAND 

TRIED HEROIN W 
IN AUGUST1993, TWO 
MONTHS AFTER STONE 
TEMPLE PILOTS' DEBUT LP 
CORE WENTPLATINUM.

He was 25 and staying at the Royalton 
Hotel in New York when he smoked dope 
on the last stop ol his grunge band’s co­
head lining tour with Butthole Surfers. It 
made me reel safe. It was like the womb,” 
Weiland told Esquire in 2005 about his early 
experiences with the drug. I felt completely 
sure of myself. It took away all the fears.”

As STP’s success ballooned, so did 
Weiland’s heroin use. Core became a 
smash thanks in part to MTV’s heavy 
rotation ol a lumbering alt-rock single, 
“Plush” (which critics dismissed as 
Lollapalooza karaoke), and on Nov. 20, 
1993, STP made its musical-guest debut 
on Saturday Night Live. I ive days later, 
Weiland injected smack l or the first time. 
In March 1994. the band won a Grammy 
for best hard rock performance with vocal. 
That April, Weiland checked himself into

a detox center in Pasadena, Calii. — in 
less than six months, his habit already 
had metastasized into what he would later 
characterize as “a big black monster.”

In May 1995 — after SI P’s sophomore LP 
Purple debuted at No. 1 on the Bill I oard 200 
and sold more than 3 mil I ion domestic cop­
ies — Weiland was arrested in Pasadena for 
drug possession. He already was dope sick 
when his first wife, Jannina Castaneda, paid 
his $10,000 bail. He begged her to drive to 
his dealer. When she refused, he jumped 
out of the moving car’s window, caught the 
bus to buy smack and then holed up at the 
Chateau Marmont, where he shot drugs 
with Courtney Love tor days.

There were spells of sobriety, including 
a six-month stint in 1996, but they were all 
outnumbered by relapses. In the late ’90s, 
STP’s manager for 10 years, Steve Stewart, 
remembers one time Weiland was in bad 
shape at the Four Seasons Hotel in Beverly 
Hills. He was doing things that were very 
risky and dangerous, and I realized this 
was a chance to say goodbye to him,” says 
Stewart. “I told him, T may not ever see 
you again. If I don’t, I’ll tell you that I love 
you, we’ve had a great run together, and 
I’m always here for you.’ ” Weiland kicked

him and told him to “f— off”
Addiction ran in the family. Born Scott 

Richard Kline on Oct. 27,1967, in Santa 
Clara, Calif., Weiland was only 2 when 
parents Kent and Sharon divorced after 
four years of marriage. According to his 
2011 memoir Not Dead & Not for Sale, 
his mother was an alcoholic, which she 
admitted when Weiland was young. ‘ Yeah, 
she did,” confirms Kent. “That was a long 
time ago. [The alcoholism ! also probably 
had to do with us splitting up.”

At age 5, Scott took the last name of his 
stepfather, Dave Weiland, an aeronautics 
engineer who raised him and younger half­
brother Michael and relocated the family 
to Ohio for a job promotion. “Scott always 
was a creative person since the time he was 
tiny, and he was a sweet, wonderful child,” 
says Sharon, who was sober * or 25 years until 
she found out both of her sons were heroin 
users, which prompted a slip. “He had lots 
of 1 riends growing up.”

He also experienced trauma at a young 
age. In Not Dead & Not for Sale, Weiland 
recalls a high-school senior raping him at 
age 12, around the same time he chugged his 
first beers. It was quick, not pleasant,” he 
wrote. “I was too scared to tell anyone.” He 
suppressed the memoiy for years.

The Weilands eventually moved back 
West, to Huntington Beach, Calii., where 
Scott attended Edison High School and 
became a standout athlete — football 
quarterback, wrestler, volleyball and soccer 
player. He also sang in a robed choir and 
lormed his first band, Soi-Disant, during 
junior year.

High school also marked his first trouble 
with drugs: Weiland spent three months in a 
psychiatric-care unit after his stepdad found 
marijuana, cocaine, a razor blade and a 
mirror in a drawer. [Scott] was devastated,” 
reca I Is Cory Hickok, guitarist I dr Soi-Disant 
and a close friend. “He thought his parents 
overreacted. They had an ambulance come 
to our school and take Scott out of class. It 
was really traumatic for him because the 
whole school was starting rumors. He felt 
like it was completely unnecessary.”

In his memoir. Weiland also recalls a 
teenage girlfriend’s abortion, which left him 
“heartbroken.” For the next two decades, 
his love affairs would be an ongoing source 
of anguish. His marriage to Castaneda fell 
apart in the late 90s. Before the divorce was 
finalized, he began dating Forsberg, whom 
he would marry after a jail stint in May 
2000 and then have Noah and Lucy. But 
after several domestic-violence incidents
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involving police — both were arrested at 
different times; Forsberg once torched 
S8o,ooo of his clothes in their driveway, 
which she documented later in a memoir — 
the couple divorced in 2007.

That same year, his brother Michael died 
from cardiomyopathy, a disease oi the heart 
muscle often stemming from drug use. 
When Weiland got the call, the first thing 
he did was chug a glass ot whiskey. Be fore 
long, he was smoking cocaine. “Scott loved 
his brother. 11 was a huge devastation,” says 
Michael’s widow. “I don’t think Scott ever 
fully recovered.”

WEILAND NEVER 
THOUGHT HIS DRINKING 
WA PROBLEM

I don’t see it as suicidal,” he offered in 
Not Dead & Not for Sale, where he describes 
himself as “a regular garden-variety 
boozer.” But in the spring of 2015, the newest 
Wildabout, guitarist and recent teetotaler 
Maybury, worried about his bandmate’s 
drinking. He tried talking with Weiland, 
but that was useless, so he took refuge in 
Al-Anon, a recovery program for family and 
friends of alcoholics. ‘ It’s a heavy thing. I 
realized it wasn t going to make a difference 
— that’s how he was.” On past tours, 
Weiland brought along a sobriety coach ! or 
support, but he hadn’t used one in years.

On the road, Weiland and bassist 
Tommy Black were drinking buddies. 
The two had been out late on Wednesday, 
Dec. 2, in Chicago, where The Wildabouts’ 
bus stopped after a show in Toronto. The 
next morning, according to a crew member 
on the bus, Weiland woke up at nine, used 
the bathroom and then returned to bed. 
Sometime later, after they had arrived in 
Bloomington, Minn., Black knocked on 
the singer s door to invite him to breakfast, 
but Weiland didn’t answer. This wasn’t 
unusual. 1 Ie slept late.

That was one custom everyone observed: 
li Scott’s asleep, w leave him. So when the 
band and crew headed out to the Mall of 
America to shop for Christmas presents, 
they left him behind like always.

In Los Angeles that day, Jamie woke up 
to a text that read, “I’m so in love with 
my beautiful wife.” She called and texted 
Weiland’s phone but got no response. 
It wasn’t like him not to get back to her, 
especially on a day off. “I just started 
getting this weird, agitated feeling,” says 
Jamie. At 7 p.m. in Minnesota, she called

Aaron Mohler, the band’s tour manager 
and a former Marine, who promised to 
rouse the singer.

Around 8 p.m., Mohler entered the tour 
bus. which was parked behind a Marriott 
Courtyard Inn. Weiland was lying on his 
left side in a fetal position. His hands were 
by his head, and his eyes were half closed.
I shook his leg and thought, ‘Oh, my God, 

he’s not moving.’ I went to his shoulders and 
realized he was stiff.

Mohler called drummer Joey Castillo, 
who sprinted there from the lobby. He 
looked for a pulse along Weiland’s neck 
but couldn’t find one. Meanwhile, Mohler 

dialed 911. “I think he’s dead,” he said to the 
(lispatchcr. “He’s not breathing.

lamie still hadn’t heard anything, so she 
kept redialing Mohler s cell, which went 
straight to voicemail. 1 hen a crew member 
called to break the terrible news: Honey, he’s 
dead. He’s not coming back. “I just fell to the 
floor,” Jamie remembers.

1 ’olice arrived within minutes. I was 
in tears,” says Maybury. “It was like — it’s 
all over.

“Take It Easy’’ and turned it into a footloose anthem of post-hippie 
hedonism. Lighten up while you still can,’ he breezily counseled. 
“Don’t even try to understand.” It was Frey who drove the band 
from being longhaired wastrels at Los Angeles’ fabled Troubadour 
club to sel ling out vast stadiums—who took the garage-band 
grit of his native Detroit and injected it into the balmy milieu of 
laid-back L.A., pushing the Eagles to slough off their country-rock 
constrictions and eventually lay claim to the second-best-selling 
album of all time (Greatest Hits 1971-197$).

I or a generation (or two) of American youth, the Eagles 
became the prism through which the old golden dream of 
Southern California was newly perceived. Just as Frey himself 
had pined for the Pacific Ocean and the Sunset Strip as he 
grooved to Beach Boys and Buffalo Springfield records back in 
the grimy Motor City, so now millions of teenagers fantasized 
about the sun-kissed bliss of Los Angeles as they swayed in their 
denim flares to ‘One of These Nights,’ “Best of My Love' and 
the ubiquitous meta-statement that was “Hotel California.

So why did Frey and Henley succeed where their stylistic 
forebears (Poco, Gram Parsons) did not? Because it never occurred 
to those acts that West Coast country rock could be fortified and 
marketed to Middle America as efficiently as any boy band, and

“We 
agonize over the lyric. We analyze every and’ and the’ and ‘but.’ ”

As obsessively as any of the great Brill Building duos, these 
two slightly odd bedfellows — with input from Browne, Bernie 
Leadon, Randy Meisner, Joe Walsh, Jack Tempchin and JD 
Souther (Frey’s old partner in pre-Eagles duo Longbranch/ 
Pennywhistle) — relentlessly strove for pop perfection as they 
fine-tuned their chugging rockers and limpid ballads and 
polished their pristine canyon harmonies.

And if all that perfection struck some country-rock purists and 
punk-besotted critics as soulless and sterile, what did Frey and 
Henley care? They were living on a hilltop in Bel Air in a house 
that had belonged to Hollywood goddess Dorothy Lamour... at 
least until their cocaine consumption got out of hand and they 
began to drive each other crazy. In 1980, after the interminable 
gestation of The Long Run, the Eagles called it a day.

If Henley offered a superior post-Eagles solo resume. Frey never 
grouched about it. He quit drugs, did some glossy acting and in later 
years seemed an altogether more contented soul. When the Eagles 
reunited and toured — and toured — he took his responsibilities 
seriously and was always in good voice. And the arenas were filled 
with teary-eyed baby boomers who sang along to every word.

“They were made to sell a million records,” said Elliot Roberts, 
who once co-managed the group with new-mogul-on-the-block 
David Geffen. “They wrote to be huge.” -BARNEY HOSKYNS

A one-time musical partner and lifelong friend of Frey's recounts 
the freewheeling salad days of the future Fagles great

A
 lot has been and 

will be written 
about my first 
songwriting partner 
and best friend in 
Los Angeles. His 

charisma, musical genius, discipline 
and relentless hustle were absolutely 
genuine. Glenn Frey believed in 
himself, his partners and the power of 
good music. I ve never known anyone 
ike him. He made my life more fun, 
more trouble and harder work than it 
had ever been before. I love him. Here 
is a story you haven't heard.

When Glenn and I were partners in a 
duo called Longbranch/Pennywhistle 
in 1969 and 1970, we played free 
gigs in the park, open-mic gigs at folk 
cribs, political ral ies, an afternoon 
show at a Catholic gir's high schoo 
(don't ask) and pass-the-hat gigs at 
even smaller folk clubs. In other words, 
we played everywhere for free. But we 
played our music. Our music.

The very first taste of what we used 
to call the "million-dollar future" was 
an arena show at the University of 
Cal forma, San Diego, opening for 
Cheech &Chong and Buffy Sainte- 
Marie. I have no idea how we got on 
that peculiar bill, but such were the 
times. Strange things were happening. 
Legendary producer-manager Lou 
Adler, who managed Cheech & Chong, 
flew us all down to San Diego in his 
Lear jet. It took 25 minutes. This was 
a trip that took two-and-a-half hours 
in my ailing Sunbeam Alpine, a beaten 
red roadster with no heater, to play for 
free at The Candy Company, where our 
pa Jack fempchin ran an open-mic 
night. Not tonight!

On this auspicious occasion, we 
would be p aying to thousands of 
peoplefor the firsttime yet made the 
unusual decision to avail ourselves of 
a psychotropic substance about an 
hour prior to stage time (again ... just 
don’t ask). While the hallucinogen was 
beginning to round the edges in the 
¡ocker room before the show, I started 
a new song with which to open our 
set. Glenn started strumming along, 
harmonizing the choruses, adding 
a great guitar figure, and just as we 
had the thing only slightly more under 
control than ourselves, Lou stuck his 
head in and said, "Guys, you're on." 
Really? We just stood there, guitars 
strapped on, each with a foot on a 
bench in our ragged Levi's and boots, 
staring numbly and wondering if we 
had gone too far. Then we both burst 
out laughing, and Glenn said. "OK, 
John David. Let's go lor it!"

So two best friends who lived in a 
run-down box in Echo Park stepped 
out into the big time for the first 
time. Before the largest audience 
either of us had seen, I stomped my 
rigi tfoot, Glenn flipped his hair, and 
we opened our set, high as the sky, 
with a song that hadn't existed an 
hour before. You need a real partner 
with big balls and a heart full of love 
to try that. We nailed it.

That's Glenn Frey.

B
ack in 1973, the 
Eagles were 
nterviewing 
producers to 
do their On the 
Border album.

I was somewhat hesitant when both 
Joe Walsh and rving Azoff said to me, 
'You've got to talk to the Eagles.

I didn't want to make country records; 
I wanted to make rock albums. They 
said, "Well, they want to rock!"

Don Henley and Glenn Frey had a 
few specific questions for me when 
we met. Henley asked how many mics 
would I put on his drums, "heir earlier 
producer, Glyn Johns, would only put 
like two orthree, where I would put up

to eight or nine — so of course Henley 
was happy with that answer. Glenn 
wanted to know how long he could 
take on his guitar solos.

"A1 ready Gone" was the 
very first track that I ever worked on 
with the band — day one, track one. 
We ended up spending a good eight 
hours on all his lead parts. In the liner 
notes for The Very Best of the Eagles, 
Glenn paid me one of the greatest 
compliments l have ever received. 
He told Cameron Crowe that he "was 
much more comfortable in the studio 
with Bill, and he was more than willing 
to let everyone stretch a bit. Ai ready 
Gone' — that’s me being happier; 
that's me being free.

When I came in to do On the 
Border, the Eagles werejust starting 
to scratch the surface of what they 
could be. At some point, peop’e 
thought Henley was the R&B guy and 
Glenn was the country guy. They got 
that backward. Even though Henley 
real y appreciated R&B, he wasn't 
anywhere near as immersed in it as 
Glenn and I were. When they ater 
made solo records, Henley made Cass 
County, whereas Glenn would do R&B. 
He and I were both from Michigan 
originally, and we were both complete 
R&B junkies, into all those great sou 
singers, from Otis Redding and Sam & 
Daveto all the Willie Mitchell records, 
things like that. He came out of that

soul thing, but at 
the same time, he 
was in a country­
rock band. It was 
the combination 
of those two 
things that was 
so distinctive in 
Glern's voice.

One of Glenn's 
nicknames was 
Roach, and my 
nickname was 
Coach. I would 
take a bunch o' 
great, obscure R&B 
singles and put 
them on a cassette, 
and I d say, "You've 
got to listen to 
these — things 
that I knew that

he hadn't heard. And he'd turn right 
around and send one to me. So we had 
these Coach-to-Roach and Roach-to- 
Coach cassettes going back and forth. 
That was our little club,

Glenn was the MC of the Eagles' 
shows, that's for sure. He was The 
Guy. I think Henley said it best in his 
statement: "He was the spark plug, 
the man with the plan.' And that 
was true. I mean, Glenn had this all 
basically laid out, and to some degree, 
all of us were like, 'OK, we re along for 
the ride—let's go.'"

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IRVING AZOFF ON THE EAGLES: 
AVE SURPASSED THE AMERICAN DREAM’

For more than 40 years, the band sold out arenas and stadiums, rewrote the live-music rulebook and gave new 
meaning to the term farewell tour. Their longtime manager looks back on their billion-dollar legacy

he Eagles’ touring 
history, marked 
by a14-year 
hiatus after they 
disbanded in 
1980 until

they returned in 1994 and through 
their most current (and biggest) 
tour in History of the Eagles, has 
affected the live industry in both the 
unprecedented business generated 
and the strategy behind it, engineered 

Over Tour, which ran from 1994 
to 1996, remains one of the most 
successful ever, selling 3.4 million 
tickets at arenas, amphitheaters 
and stadiums in North America, the 
United Kingdom, E urope, Australia 
and Japan, according to Billboard 
Boxscore. 'He i Freezes Over was 
originally planned as a six-week tour/' 
says Azoff. "Twenty-two years later 
[the reunion] was still going strong.”

The Hell Freezes OverTouralso

After playing intermittently as the 
millennium wound down, the group 
resumed touring full time in 2001, 
with a lineup consisting of Frey, 
Henley, Joe Walsh and Timothy B. 
Schmit, along with Steuart Smith and 
other sidemen. In 2007, the Eagles 
released Long Road Out of Eden, 
and the foliowing year, on March 20, 
2008, they launched their world tour 
in support of Eden at the 02 Arena 
in London. According to information

Alison Ellwood and produced by Alex 
Gibney, that chronicled the group's 
rise, inner turmoil, 14-year split and 
triumphant return. "Glenn sat down 
with me and planned it, plotted it and 
executed it," says Azof'.

Though it rarely was recognized 
as such, touring in support of 
a documentary, as opposed to 
in support of new music, was a 
groundbreaking move, accomplishing

The Eagles quickly developed 
into a hard-touring act playing 
radio-friendly hits and were 
headlining arenas bythe 
time they were on the road 
supporting their fourth album, 
1975's One of These Nights.

heralded a new era in ticket pricing, 
as the Eagles became tl e first rock 
band to shatter the $100 ceiling for 
the price of a ticket, "wenty-two 
years later, Azof I stands behino that 
strategy. "Tickets should be priced 
at what the fans are willing to pay to 
see the performer," he explains. "It 
wasn't just about making more 
money, though, t was also about 
sending the messagethatthe Eagles 
were America's biggest band, and 
perhaps one of the biggest in the 
world — charging like it influenced 
both fans and media that we were the 
biggest ever,"

supplied by the band, the Eagles 
played 228 shows from 2001 through 
2013, much of it under the Farewell, 
Part I banner.

Presumably making a joke out of 
the endless "farewell" tours common 
among classic rock acts, the Farewell, 
Part I moniker exemplified the 
sense of humor the group displayed 
throughout its career. Even so, the 
bandmembers "took themselves very 
seriously," says Azoff. "They always 
understood the Eagles' legacy and 
took the responsibility of preserving 
and protecting that legacy."

In 2013, the act began the 
extended History of the Eagles 
our in conjunction with the band's 

documentary release History of the 
Eagles, which aired on Showtime, 
followed by an exclusive run on Netflix. 
Azoff says Frey was the "driving force" 
behind the film, a compelling, no- 
hoids-barred look back, directed by

Eagles have reported 564 
shows totaling $850 million in gross 
and 8.8 million tickets sold. Given 
that the Boxscore total is short by 
approximately one-third, it is safe to 
assume that the group has grossed in 
excess of $1 billion and been seen by 
10 million fans worldwide. The Eagles 
reunion was the most financially 
successful in popular music history.

"They gave the fans what they 
wanted," says Azoff. "Incredible sound, 
production and flawless instrumental 
and vocal performances. If you 
wanted to hear your favorites like 
they are on record, there was no one 
better... ever."

Azoff declines to address the future 
of the Eagles as a touring entity. As to 
what managing the band has meant 
to him personally and professionally, 
he says, "I am among the very few that 
surpassed the American dream. None 
of it was possible without Don, Glenn 
and the Eagles.

Sound The Alarm: Panic At
The Disco Gets First No. 1
More than a decade after its chart debut, the rock act hits the top of the 
Billboard 200 with its fifth album, Death of a Bachelor

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I, IT ONLY TOOK 10 YEARS, BUT LAS VEGAS 
act Panic at the Disco scores its first No. i on 
the Billboard 200 with Death of a Bachelor. The 
album. Panic’s fifth studio set, debuts with 
190,000 equivalent-album units earned in 
the week ending Jan. 21, according to Nielsen 
Music. The DCD2/1 uclcd by Ramen release 
tallied Panic’s best sales week yet: 
169.000 in pure album sales — 
more than double the debut frame 
(84,000) 01 its last release, 2013’s 
Too Weird to Live, Too Rare to Die!

The new album’s arrival caps a 
rebuilding period 1 or Panic, which 
bowed on the Billboard 200 in 2005 
with its breakthrough 2 million-selling debut, 
A Fever You Can’t Sweat Out. The set peaked at 
No. 13 and spent 75 weeks on the tally. The band 
then faltered with its second and third albums, 
Pretty. Odd. and Vices & Virtues—neither 
spent more than 18 weeks on the list — and had 
lineup changes that reduced the act to a solo 
project for singer-musician Brendon Urie. But 
Panic’s manager, Scott Nagelberg ofCrush

Music, says, “They were still selling tickets and 
maintaining their core. For whatever reason it 
didn’t make noise outside oi that core.” Now, 
he adds, “it’s reaching beyond that.”

The band’s renaissance began with third 
album Too Weird, which hit No. 2, sold 407,000 
and spent 58 weeks on the chart. Nagelberg 
says there’s no single “magic bullet” behind the 
successes of Too Weird or Death of a Bachelor, 
though there was an emphasis on social media: 
Panic’s Ians are definitely the most reactive 
online out oi all our artists” at Crush, which 
also oversees Fall Out Boy and Sia. Death was 
preceded by a five-month preorder window 

‘with a very focused campaign” 
targeting the core, including the 
continual release of content and 
visuals to keep fans engaged.

Speaking of visuals, music 
videos are also still key for the act 
that won the 2006 MTV Video 
Music Award for video of the year

(for Fever’s “I Write Sins Not Tragedies’): 
Death’s four official videos have a combined 
53 million global views on YouTube, “it’s 
about connecting the fan with Brendon,” says 
Nagelberg. From him being half-naked 
in Too Weird’s ‘Girls/Girls/Boys’ video, to 
him dressed as a demon in the new album’s 
Emperor’s New Clothes’ video, it’s always 
about highlighting him as a peri ormer.” O

Rising country singer 
Russell Dickerson crowns 
Heatseekers Albums with 
his Yours, EP, launching 
with 3,000 copies sold in 
the1 week ending Jan. 21, 
according to Nielsen Music. 
The effort also bows at 
No. 14 on Top Country 
A bums.

The title cut has done 
well for the singer through 
streaming services, racking 
up 3.3 million on-demand 
audio streams. The song 
nabbed 306,000 streams 
in the frame ending Jan. 21 
(up 4 percent). Dickerson 
has yet to visit the Hot 
Country Songs or Country 
Airplay charts.

A couple steps below 
Dickerson is 7Ayear-old 
tenor saxophonist Charles 
Lloyd with / Long to See 
You. Lloyd, who has been 
charting since the 1960s 
on various Billboard tai ies, 
also enters al No. 3 on the 
Traditional Jazz Albums 
chart with the new set.

The album sold a little 
more than 1000 for the 
week and logs Lloyd's best 
sales frame since Nielsen 
Music began electronically 
tracking point-of-sale 
purchases in 1991.

Credit for the handsome 
sales frame is likely owed 
to exposure on NPR's All 
Things Considered program, 
which reviewed the a bum 
on its Jan. 19 show. During 
the four-minute segment, 
NPR's Tom Moon said the 
album's music "evokes an 
uncommon state of grace.

No.1
Rapper Yo Gotti earns 
his first No. 1 on the 
Mainstream R&B/Hip-Hop 
airp ay chart with "Down In 
the DMT jumping 4-1. It’s 
up 10 percent in spins for 
the week ending Jan. 24, 
according to Nieisen Muisic, 
prope ling it to the top in its 
12th charting week.

The Tennessee native 
first landed on the chart 
in 2007 when "Let’s Vibe" 
(featuring Pretty Ricky) 
peaked at No. 35. Since his 
initial entry he has placed 
18 songs on the chart, but 
"DM" is the only track to 
crack the top 10. A music 
video shot earlier in January 
is expected to arrive soon 
and could trigger a gain on 
Hot Rap Songs, where the 
song rests at its No, 7 peak.

Newcomer Tory Lanez 
scores his first No. 1 on 
R&B/Hip-Hop Airplay 
as "Say It" steps 2T (up 
5 percent in audience 
to 29.2 million). It’s the 
debut single from the 
23-year-old singer who led 
Mainstream R&B/Hip-Hop 
for four weeks in December 
and January. I he single 
concurrently climbs 26 23 
on the Billboard Hot 100, 
reaching a new high.

Meanwhile, Drake 
matches the Hot Rap Songs 
record or the most weeks 
at No. 1 as "Hotline Bling" 
is tops for an 18th week. It 
ties Missy Elliott s I ot 
Boyz" (featuring Nas, Eve 
and Q-Tip), which ruled at 
No. 1 for 18 straight weeks 
in 1999 and 2000, and Iggy 
Azalea's "Fancy" (featuring 
Charli XCX), which claimed 
18 consecutive weeks at 
No. 1 in 2014..

"Hotline Bling" hiked 
to the crowning slot in 
its eighth charting week 
(dated Oct, 10, 2015) and 
became Drake s 15th No. 1, 
furthering his lead for most 
chart-toppers on the nearly 
27-year-old chart.

Produced by Bay Area 
concert promoter Another 
Planet Entertainment, the 
two-show run, No. 8 on 
the Boxscore chart, was, 
a return engagement for 
the band, which played 
multiple nights at the venue 
in 2014* Two sellouts in 
March o that year drew 
17,626 fans.

Primus and Los
Angeles-based 3Teeth are 
supporting bol on its first 
road effort in almost two 
years. A total of 15 dates 
were on the schedule that 
continues through the 
end of January. Sold-out 
performances at the Sprint 
Center in Kansas City, Mo., 
on Jan. 20 and Nashville's 
Bridgestone Arena on 
Jan. 23 rank at Nos 13 and 
14, respectively.

Another veteran band 
earning a Boxscore ranking 
is Widespread Panic 
(No. 11) with slightly more 
than $1 million in reported 
ticket sales from a three- 
night stand at Atlanta's Fox 
Theatre to close out 2015. 
The concerts on Dec. 29, 30 
and 31 marked the band's 
return to the city for a year­
end engagement for the 
first time since 2013 when 
Philips Arena hosted the 
group for New Year's Eve.
