Glven expert co-operation of this character the verieat novice at resort
managing {n avintion matters will appreclate that the
groatest (apparent) obstacle to the establishment of
aviation as sn atlruction and flnancial investinent
doea not exist.

THOUSANDS OF EXPERT PILOTS
are availnbje for engagement upon a basis of palary
and commisalon. ‘The demobdllizing of tho air forces released tons of thoue«
sands. Many of them returned to their former busipesses with an ambition
to possess a machine of their own, but large numbers found their acrial tratn-
Ing and natural aptitude to practice care in flying and attention to their ma-
chines decided thelr wish to stay ¥n thp game. Quite a number of them lanst
veason, either poszaeraesdd the means to purchese a two-seater or wero able to
influonce backing by business men who foresaw the advantage of & partner-
ship in this new direction of nfodern commerce. To my personal knowlodgo
a large percontnge of these fellowns *'cleanod up'' from
$10,000 TO $15,000 PROTFIT
during last summer, and with the operation of only a two-seater (i o, with
the ptlot and one passenger aa {ta carrying capacity) and an initial invest-
meont of from $4.000 to $5.000, Based upon th!s succe=s severa] have attracted
the attention of Investors and are now dAlrecting the organtzing of more ambl-
tious ventores in aerial transportation with from $25,000 to $250,000 In in-
vested capitsl. These figures (which can be verified if desited) should add
welght tn my recommending considerallon of aviation as a summer resort
enterprise. .

upon. 1 need not aldd that my inference in tain view la in the diregetion of o
thought of the Increased proiiis possible where the pussenger-carrying husis
ness could havo been upon a sysematic und businesalike basis, such as gre
established nnd maintained under tho neccssarily Keen management jden-
tined with =uccessful resort directing.

WHEN LIONS FIGHT!

An Open Letter to the Vaudeville Managers of the United States and Canada:

Gentlemen—There is a subject I wish to bring before your notice, a subject which, if
unchecked and unheeded, may causc both of us much regret and which may lead to great
bitterness of feeling and prolong this dispute into regions none of us dream of.

During the long and acrid fight which has been waged between you on the one hand and
s on the other hand many scvere things have been said and written (by us based on proof
and on the actual facts, and by you on the statements of discharged employecs, reports from
the private detcctives in your employ and the wild imagination of your subsidized press
ageuts).

But during the last years, because you have ccased your personal recriminations and
your ill-advised tactics, there seems to have fallen upon us both a period of more polite and
gentlemanly demeanor. g

What the Poct calls “sweet reasonableness” was in the air.
Everybody noticed it. Everybody comumented on it, and no onc was more pleased
than the writer of this open letter.

But yhen lions fight, when the masters of the forest cngage in combat, then certain
smaller fry reap a goodly harvest and eat their fill, and THEREFORE IT I$S'TO THEIR
ADVANTAGE THAT THE LIONS CONTINUE TO FIGHT.

These remarks arc prompted by the fact that when I returned to New York 1 was
shown extracts from the recent columns of the Green Sheet

In one of them I was depicted as calling you Judases, jaguars, tigers, etc. This is an
absolute lie. .

In other cxtracts the whole intent was to misquote, misinterpret and malign me with
the clear intention of making you Lelieve that I was attacking you personally and publicly
and in the vilest possible way,

The object of this is easily seen. If there is no fight between us, if the lions are not so
busily engaged in tearirg at each other's eyes and-throats as not to notice .what is going on
around them, then those who live on carrion lead a very precarious exisfence.

Has it ever struck you that the war betwcen us gives a living to a lot of undesirables?
Thirty per cent of the people who surround you would not be there if there were peace
between us, and THEREFORE IT is to t:e advantage of all these people and ESPE-
CIALLY THE GREEN SHEET THAT THERE SHOULD ALWAYS EXIST BE-
TWEEN US FRICTION, ENMITY AND PERSONAL ABUSE.

You may say that you cannot understand why this letter is addressed to you, for you
are not responsiblc for what appears in the columns. In fact, you have officially disclaimed
rasponsibility, and the editor himself has stated that what appears in his paper arc but
“pipe dreams” and “dope.”

Perhaps you are not responsidle, but, if so, why do you, within two weeks after these
aftacks appear, give to that paper two pages of totally unnecessary advertising?

Ceontrast this action with your action when The Billboard placed its columns at our dis-
posal and you at once withdrew your standing trade advertisements as a mark of your dis-
approval of The Billboard’s policy. You kecp your standing trade notices in the Green Sheet
and add to them two more pagcs. What other inference can be drawn than that you placc and
withdraw advertising as rewards and punishments of a paper’'s policy?

If so, can youn deny responsibility for the policy of a paper which you favor?

The Green Sheet tried to stir up trouble between the Equity and the Federation. In a
eimilar way it tried to stir up friction and discontent in the Actors’ Equity Association with
the purposc of disrupting thc Equity.

By its innuendo, misstatements and garbled reports of what T .said it tried to stir up
trouble between you and me. You know what I said at the La Salle Meeting. If you take the
trouble to ask those managers and agents who were there you know its reports are untrue.

And yet you give it two pages of advertising, thus making it appear that you approve
of its policy, its pipe dreams and its inaccuracies,

If you allow this 10 continue I shudder to think what may be the result. I do not want
to plungc again into a bitter pcrsonalfpublic controversy, but if I am compelled the blame
will be yours,'and I have the ammunition.

If these slanderous attacks on the Equity, on the Federation and on myself continue in
the Magazine of Fools, and you by your actions appear to publicly endorsc and approve
them, you cannot complain (whatever happens in the future) that you have not had fair and
full warning.

Between Equity Artistes in “Sinbad” Company
and the Shubert Management

Narrowly Averted

AGREEMENT TO ARBITRATE

Is Reached by Contending Parties and Case Wil
Be Heard March 17—J. Marcus Keyes
Handles Situation in Ad-

mirable

Manner

Chicago, March 12.—With flve 8bu-
bert attractiona playing in Chicago
threatened with temporary oxtinction
last Saturday as a result of differences
arising between Equity artlates in “Bin-
bad” and the Shubert moangement
serictia trouble in the theatrical flold
was narrowly averted when an agree-
ment to arhitrate the differences In
Now York was réached by Equity of-
ficials In New York and the Bhuberis.

J. Marcus Keyes, Chicago repre«en-
tative of tho Actors’ Equity Associn-
tion, who investignted the ciaims of the
*Sinbad™ artistes, and who sapprised
Equity headquartera fully in the prem-
tses, was given dlsoretionary powers to
act. Mr, Keycs asked John J. Garrity.
general Western representative of tho
Bhubert Enterprises, on Friday of last
weok to deposit & check for the amount
of the claims,  to be held in escrow,
pending a full hearing of the case. He
named Saturday at 4 o'clock pm. as
the dead line within which the check
must be deposited.

My, Keyes also prepared to close the
*Sinbnd” show In the Auditorium last
Saturday night and four other Shubert
attractions playving in Chicago last
Sunday night, unless o hasla of settle-
ment was reached. Late Saturday af-
ternocon word was received from Equity
headquarters in Now York to await
the result of arbitration to be begun In
New York this week, in which a sot-
tiement of the claims would be sought.
Tho measage stated that the Shuberts
tiad promised to promptly pay any find-
ings made agningt them and that thoy
ha8 chosen Mossre, Shea and Weber to
represent them in the arbitration, ' Mr.
Keoyes and Ed Nookels, Chicage Fedor-
ation of Labar seoretary, went to New
York to attond tho meoting of the ar-
bitrators.

The immediate Shubert future In
Chicago did not look promising for a
time Saturday. If Mr. Keyex had ex-
ercisod his prerogative as head of the
Chicago branch of Fquity and stopped
the “Binbad” performance he would
have forred the repayment to prtrons
of a soldout houso. Ho would also have
refusod to allow the company to leave

town in order to begin its Datrolt en-
sagement March 7, because there would
have been no people to go with the
company. Then again “S8inbad™ had a
$6,500 ndvance sale im Detroit for its
oponing engagement and a general ad-
vance sale of $69,000 on the samo ¢n-
gagement,

The Detrolt end wasan't all there was
to it, either, Four other Shuburt shows
would have bee¢n closed up in Chicago
inst Sunday night. They are “Monte
Christo, Jr,” In the Woods Theater;
“Zome Timo,” in tho Studobaker; '"The
Ruined lady,” !n the Princess, and
*Heollo, Aloxander,” in the Garrick.

The facts in the controversy, 88
stated to The Billboard, are as follows:

When the #“Sinbad"™ Company came to
Chicago there were just six members
of tho organization who were membera
of the Hquity Association. Mr. Koyes
got busy, and one hundred new mem-
bers resulted from his efforts on the
chorus and cast of tho company.

Some days ago the members of tho
“Binbad” chorus called ¢ Mr. Keyes
and asked for Fquity protectfon. Mr.
Keyes at that time took the position
that as thoy werv not members of tho
Equity Association when they Joined
tho show and that they had made only
verbal agreements with thelr mannge-
ment, and that altho -after twentr-five
weeks they had joined the Equity
Assoclation and asked for Jts protectivo
features, the Equity Assoclation would
feel it incumhent to insist that they
fuifill thelr verbal agreements,

Thia ruling apparently closad the
matter for the time being, but two days
after this eonference the chorus people
again called at Mr. Keyes' oifices. Thia
time they asked the IZquity representa-
tive why, since he insixted they fulfill
their verbal agreements, the Shuberts
nlso should not bo reguircd to keep their
promisea?

Mr. Koyes told them that in view of
the fact that such agreements were
neobably made individually and not in
the presence of competent witneases
such enforcement might present seri-
ous obstacles. It was hero that the
chorus members arose in a body and
told him that the agreement \was made
to the members collectively. With a

Chicago. Mareh: 13.—Booking agenis
in Chicago nre again on the defenstvo.
A proposition has agnin been brought
before the City Council to pluco a -
cense on the agents of eomewhere from
$76 to $200. The mattor first was
broached before the Council somo
monthe ago and led to the agenta form-
ing a permanent protective orguniza-
tion to fight what they termed an ex-
cegajve tax. At that thme It was pro-
posed to place a tax of $600 a ycar on
the booking men.

A mombor of the Counell Committeo
at the time of the flrsi hearing sald
that he had been teld that performers
in Chicago theaters wera being pald as
high as $1,000 a weoek, and that such
persons sal@ that they had to have
that much in ordor to meet the per-
oentages claimed by the booking agents.
The ogents informed the committee

that such high salaried performers wero
ali booked from New York and that

‘they never even got in sight of such

putrons.

“I don't know why the impgression
persista that the booking agents in Chi.
cago are making money,” sald A. Mile
Bennott, of Bennott’s Dramatic Ex-
change, to The Billboard. “There has
never been anything but a lving in it
during my thirty yoars' experience In
thia eity. A booking agent is Jucky if
ha collects onc-hnlf of thoe business
that he books. If he got it all he
wouldn’t get wealthy. We now pay &
licenso of $50 n year to the State. I
am also informed that the Government
is geekinx to place an extra tax on us.
An additional liconse by the city can
not do otherwiea than close up moet
of the offices. - They can't pay it be-
cause they don’t got 1t
