The column to the left shows the relative pitch 

In decimals; column to tbe right shows the in¬ 

tervals between tones expressed In logarithms; 
always adding 0.0230S581-3 to tbe preceding 

figure, proving the absointe equality of tbe in¬ 

tervals. 

Of course, no piano can be tuned so accur.itely 

aa to conform exactly with this table. Such 

mathematical perfection In tempering the scam 

la almost impossible of attainment. This table 

gives relative pitch only—not actual.

“The American public has too long 
looked upon depressions and t)anic8 as 
a means to clarify the business situa¬ 
tion. It is legendary, this mysterious 
idea that every seven years we are duo 
for financial troubles. Perhaps It is 
traceable to the number seven itself— 
for this is the cycle that is supposed to 
obtain in species of bad luck—the 
seventh son of the seventh son—the 
seven years of plenty, and all of that 
sort of thing. It is quite true that we 
did experience difficulties in 1907 and 
also that things were not quite as they 
should have been In 1918, but there Is 
no more reason to suppose that this 
always obtains than there is for a lot 
of the other oldfasbioned Ideas that we 
once had.

shan>e8L steadiest and most insistent 

L is for seats for Frank Bacon in “Llght- 
»ln’.” Visitors to the metropolis all 
Moemingly arrive with “Frank Bacon” 
^flrst on the lists of what they plan to 
see, and they fairly besiege the ticket 
agencies, begging, pleading and at¬ 
tempting all sorts of petty bribery to 
secure the coveted reservations. 

Tho well Into Its third year, this at¬ 
traction has never shown the slightest 
sign of sagging, and there is every rea¬ 
son to believe, despite the shortcomings 
of the play, that It will break the 
world’s record for long runs aa com¬ 
pletely as it smashed that of New 
York. 

Several astute and knowing mana¬ 
gers of long and wide experience have 
prophesied that it is good for three 
years more in New York, after which 
Chicago will give it two years and Bos¬ 
ton and Philadelphia a year each. Then 
add three years more for regular so- 
called week stands, and you have a 

gain of 79,000,000 bushels over the 
record crop of 1912. 

There has been a falling off, however. 
In the wheat crop forecast a month ago 
at 770,000,000 bushels, the production 
now being placed at 750.648,000. The 
spring wheat crop was forecast at 218,- 
007,000 bushels, as compared with 237,- 
000,000 last month 

The tobacco crop has also shown a 
decline, the total production now being 
placed at 1,478,788,000 pounds as against 
1,553,000,000 pounds forecast a month 
ago. At that the crop is the largest In 
the history of the United States. 

There have been great Increases In 
the production of oats and white pota¬ 
toes forecast a month ago. 

Theodore H. Price, editor of Com¬ 
merce and Finance of New York City, 
has Just made a tour of the Northwest 
for the purpose of getting first hand 
information from this great gp-aln- 
growing district, and in a statement 
issued last week said: 

"Expectation of business reaction 
thruout the country seems to be gen¬ 
eral, but this to some extent Is due 
to auto suvgfstlon. There should be 
no fe,Tr of a panic, however, for that 
w.TS the puriwse for which the Federal 
Reserve System was created and which 
will hold its own when It Is put to the 
tesL 

a recent issue, said: “Indications that 
the slump in busine.ss is nearing an end 
and that a revival of activity may be 
looked for in the early part of 1921 are 
contained in The Annalist Index Num¬ 
ber of Business Conditions for August. 
No actual forecast is Justified yet; 
other conditions must be fulfilled; tho 
index numbers for September and 
October must show increases over 
those for July and August before tho 
index number for the latter month may 
be truly designated as a forecasL 

‘"For the fifth time, however, since 
November of last yenr, the current In¬ 
dex number is a potential forecast of 
good times to come."

It is a play of a girl, 
who after the fashion of ladies of that class hand themselves ov’er to 
a rich male keeper for no other reason than to see a younger sister 
educated and “momma” taken care of in some strange town, which, 
in this particular instance, is Erie, Pa. 

Of course she doesn’t get away with it, tho she has strings of 
pearls and lovely negligees and a beautiful “apartment.” She gets 
hec come-uppance when her boyhood sweetheart, also from Erie, finds 
out “the kind of a woman she is” and almost marries her in spite of 
it. It is all so trashy, so hideously sordid and so worthless! It will 
please Immensely, however, all the gold diggers In town, their gen¬ 
tlemen friends, who will say it’s “LIFE,” and the patrons of the 
movies who have no sense of fineness left 

Miss Heed is appealing when she plays In low tones, but as she is 
frecjncntly searching after the emotional pitch, like a prima donna 
reaching for a vagrant high note, she is ineffective- She is beautiful 
to look at and if we cannot have all our faculties appealed to suc¬ 
cessfully it is just as well to a5’oid eye strain. 

Malcolm Williams is unqualifiedly excellent as the rich “vllbun,’’ 
natural, well-mannered and always effecth’e. A finished and talented 
actor! Allen Dinehart is enough to drive any girl from Erie, and 
Florence Nash In a fat part scores.—P.A’TTEHSON JAMES.

The Irish Co-Operative Players have suspended operations until 
they can find another abode. Butler Davenport nturns forthwith to 
the scene of his triumphs and we anticipate much merriment from 
the newa For the first time In America Synge s poetic "Deirdre of 
the Sorrow’s” was given by the Irish actors as their temporary adieu. 
It Is too big to get the proper treatment at the Bramhall Playhouse, 
but the Co-Opa went after It with real Irish dauntlessness, and If the 
'result left something to be desired we heard the lines read w’ith in¬ 
telligence if not fire, and we got some idea of the play. It is better to 
do a good thing honestly, tho deficientl.v, than It is to do a bad play 
badly and expect people to approve of it. No one knows better than 
the players themselves the limitations they possess and their courage 
^ commendable, far more commendable than the crltici.wm made of 
them by one Broadway reviewer, who emptied the capsule of his dis¬ 
pleasure on their heads. It would hav*' been far more sportsmanlike 
for the critic referred to If he took a real slam at the powerful the¬ 
atrical Interests up the street and let stragglers alone. There are “lit¬ 
tle brothers of the rich” among the newspaper reviewers as there are 
In other places. But pretense, in a theatrical reporter above all other 
forms of animal life. Is the most offensive. “Deirdre of tho Sorrows” 
wa.s given as well as could be under the circumstances, and it was an 
attempt to bring to American playgoers wmethlng of the loveliness 
and the poetry of the drama which money grabbing commercializers 
of the playhouse have raped from it.—PATTERSON JAMES.

“ANNA ASCENDS” 
A Xew American Play by Harry Chapman Ford 

"Mayhem—the offense of depriving a person by violence of any 
limb, member or organ or causing mutilation of the body."—Cham¬ 
bers’ Dictionary. 

If you kissed Anna Ayyobb, the beautiful Syrian heroine of “Anna 
Ascends,” she would not scream, nor holler for father, nor call In the 
police. She would calmly bite you on the hand. That is the reason 
no one ever kicked her. She might have given an imitation of the 
bulldog mentioned by the late Charlie Case. Anna gets on in the world 
by chewing hunks out of the hands that offend her, and as every man’s 
hand is against her she has a tine collection of bites. She also keeps 
off too ardent admirers by stabbing them in the bread basket with a 
butcher knife without drawing a drop of blood. 

To submit a girl of such tine talents as Mi.'^s Brady to the atrocities 
of a play like Mr. Ford’s is nothing short of blasphemous. She has 
almost every equipment for doing fine things, including a singing voice 
of genuine beauty and tenderness. She has personal charm which 
not even "Anna Ascends” can destroy, and she knows her business. 
It Is not only throwing pearls before swine to present her in such 
trash, it is Inviting porkers into the house and feeding them pearls 
off a silver spoon. 

Gustave Rolland, as Anna’s Syrian “boss man," gives a fine. In¬ 
telligent performance, and Frank Hatch, as the genial publisher, is very 
good. The rest of the cast is just as good as the play. 

There is an unconquerable feeling of irritation after witnessing 
such a waste of talent as Miss Brady’s. One can tolerate mediocre 
players in bad pla.vs, but to see great possibilities squandered for some 
reason the Immutable sphinx alone knows is really saddening. Even 
the ribald laughter that the play creates has an apologetic ring. Ev- 
ervone with a love of fair play will sympathize with the star.—PAT¬

eeks Aid in Fight for Life—Showman 
Said To Be innocent 

Jack Eelloy, « former actor, has been tried 
and convicted of murder in the courts of At¬ 
lanta, Ua., but claims be is innocent of the 
crime and Is asking aid in his fight for a re¬ 
heating. The following letter has been reeelved 
from Kelloy’s attorneys: 

The Billboard—We are inclosing herewith a 
letti-r !iddreii>ed to you by one Jack L. Kelloy. a 
young man b,liom we represented a few days 
ago in a trial for bis life. He was cbargeil 
with murder, and put on trial within less than 
a week from the l ine the crime is alleged to 
have been committed, and within less than 48 
li nr. after the •irniiil Jury indieted him. The 
state of the puidic mind w.is sm-b tlnit tlie is'ur 
fellow, altho innocent, had not a chance. We 
did everything that eould be done, but he was 
convicted and scnteneeil to hang Octol'er LI*. 
Ihl’O. We are convinced of his innocence, and 
have filed a motion f'.r a new trial, and feel 
assured that we can get a new trial, and at 
least save big life, if bis friends come to his 
rescue and finance his defense, even in a small 
way. 

The fellow is absolutely without money aod 
friends in this part of the country. He api'ears 
to be a Frenchman, und tells us be was lioro 
in Syracuse, N. V.. went to France when he 
wa* four years old. was educateil there and 
came back to this country in 1911. He says 
that he was a member of the White Ruts, and 
was at one time connected with Barnum A 
Bailey. We do not know what his stage name 
was, but we are sure that be bus been on tbe 
stage quite a bit. He is indeed a very fino 
singer, and we believe him in every wsy 
Worthy of the heh* of the pe«|ile he was for¬ 
merly a.'MiH'iated with. 

He claims to have left the stage some years 
ego, and settled down and tried to make a hap¬ 
py home. This great misfortune has befallen 
him, however, nn'l unless his friends Come to 
hla aid his future looks very dark, if you will 
do him tbe kindness to publish his appeal for 
aid eo that all showmen who desire may have 
tbe oppurtuoity to help him we will greatly ap¬ 
preciate it. T’oiirs very truly.

Gentlemen: 
Will you please d<v me the kindness to publish 

this letter? 1 am a showman, formerly with 
Barnum Js Bailey. I left tbe stage Some two 
years ago. 1 was recently tried for murder, «n 
offense of which I am nut gnilty. 1 was rushed 
to trial, however, without an opportnnity to get 
my witnesses, was convicted, and sentenced t5 
hang on October 1*9, 19:10. I am absolntely inno¬ 
cent of the charge, and if I bad been given on 
opportunity I could have proved my Innocence. 

I was put on trial in less than a week from 
tbe time the man ia alleged to have been killed 
aod in less than 4S hours after I was indicted 
by the Grand Jury. Altlio my lawyers made a 
valiant fight they could not clear me, because 
they had no time to prepare the case. I am ap.- 
pealing for a new trial, but I am without money 
to pay my lawyers, and unless my friends come 
to my rescue 1 will have to bang.

PLEASURE BEACH PARK 

Construction Is Being Pushed—Indus* 
trial Exposition To Be Feature 

Bridgeport. Conn., Oct. 8.—Construction work 
la already In full awing ou the new I’leaaure 
Beach I’ark at BridgeiM>rt. on tbe island of Cap¬ 
tain Kidd treasure tr.iUition. It is expect^ 
that It will require fully nine montJis* time to 
carry this project to completion and in tbe end 
it IS promised by Llwood balsbury and bis as* 
soriatea that it will be the last word in modem 
amusement park development. 

The island is strategically located for 
amusement park purposes. It lies in Bridgeport 
harbor about 13 minutes’ sail across tbe bay.

,, money in Olilo than in Kentucky. If these conditions do not exist there mast be some 
o distinct cause. There Is such a distinct cause, and it is tlie censorship of the O’.i o scrcc-i.

<1 otlii-eis of tlie law, charged with the performance of a duty. I think the law is asinine,

<> Prom F-onversations I bsd with various exhibitors and film men I letm that a lirst- 
’’ class picture will do more business in Lainiaville than in Cincinnati whenever the censors 
‘‘ in Ohio meddle too much with the film. 1 looked at comedies In Oliio which I bad seen 

In New Yoik. I could scarcely ie«-ognixe them. The “pep” bad been tboroly and c«n- 
‘ ‘ SF’ientioiisly removed by the censors at Columbus. • 
' * Do not for a moment believe that the censorial activitlea escape the nnfavx>rablc 
' * notice of the men and women who patronise the pictures. They miss tbs good things 
‘ [ that tl.e rutliless scissors of the inquisitors have cut out. They catch the fact that the 
,, picture has been tampered wltb by some one who wanted to spoil their entertainment.

M.ithewa. who h.i* Implicit faith in hts abil¬ 

ity deaplfe the inaiiiuat'.ng remarks of Jealous 

physicians, who dub him a “Society Doctor.’* He 

becomes engaged to Marian Aluawortb, society 

beiresa, who delays his receipt of important 

message calling him back to his patient. Lov¬ 

ing him desperately she takes him picnicking, 

and tbe patient dies. Scorned by bis coReagnet 

be cannot explain that it was a woman’s whim 

wbich deprived him of tbe telephone message. 

She comes to explain, but a quarrel ensues, and 

she returns bis ring. Dr. Mathews, gtieralng the 

truth, urges him to go to tbe Dakka Islands and 

pursue hit gland theory. Later a yachting 

party, seeking him, meets with disaster, and 

Marian ia carried from tbe burning boat by a 

love-crazed sailor. She leaps overboard to es¬ 

cape bla attack, and swimming to a nearby 

Island faints from exhaustion. A dog rescues 

her, and Carrington—who ia marooned on tbe 

atrip of sand—caret for her till she recovers. 

Then bis pride forbids a return of tbe old af¬ 

fection, and a dead line is established between 

their thatched butt. The sailor reaches tbe 

island and at night attacks the girl. Carring¬ 
ton battles with him, and after conquering the 

evil in the man’s heart they all depart for the 

mainland in hla boat. Tbe lovers agree to for¬ 

give, and a better understanding of life Is found 

by the haughty heiress. 

THE CRITICAL X-RAY 

There is interest and suspense all the way 

thru this society picture, which is beautifully 

presented and constructed with rare skill. De¬ 

spite the many scenes, which shift from social 

gaieties, conventional bouse parties and oper¬ 

ating rooms at a hospital to a tropical island, 

the main thread of the story bolds tightly. 

While it is a battle of stubborn natures—tbe 

lover being cold and more calculating than 

the impetuous girl, whose chief fault was lov¬ 

ing too intensely—the numerous colorful scenes 

help the idea along with ever increasing interest. 

Thrills too are frequent, with suspense intensi¬ 

fied by the sitnations which corner tbe girl in 

her fight against tbe madman. Contrast is nice¬ 

ly blended, with the love romance struggling for 

the light, plat ed in an environment of exceeding 

charm. Evidently the film has been photo¬ 

graphed on the shores of Florida, for ocean 

and palm-lined beach make a fitting background 

for tbe romantic episodes which fill tbe pic¬ 

ture. 

Conway Tearle is a splendid actor—bnt much 

too cold; there is nerer an indication of warmth 

about bis lovemaking, and there are no illumi¬ 

nating high lights in his work. Zena Keefe 

could not be improved upon aa tbe pampered 

aoclety girl. She appeals to the eye, possessing 

superb taste in dress and manners. Her black- 

lace sleeping garment w^s aa chic as Paris could 

make it. She caught the right 8{>irit of tbe role 

and played with proper discrimination. 

Photography was nnuanally clear, direction 

brilliant and tbe cast of high grade.

He dis¬ 

covers that the giiT siipperta the brood, and 

loves her for her virtues. Ho ixvnvinces his

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cletg mother that she is tbe right girl for him, 

and an introduction into the charmed circle ia 

the result—her dream of a rich hnaband coming 

true. 
THE CRITICAL X-BAY 

There is a lot of pop to this picture, and the 

titles just bubble over with laughter. It ia 

very human stuff—the kind that Broadway and 

the Bronx comprehend without introduction. The 
many scenes somehow have the right ring, and 

we skip over the inconsistenciei, realiziug only 

tbe sprightly romance which gets rapidly under 

way. The story never descends into emotional 

depths, nor affects oiir tear duct, but we sense 

the aimilarltj to life in the struggle of the poor¬ 

ly-born girl with an ambitlou* spirit. Our cit.y 

is deluged with Just this particular type, made 

inevitable since the flood of immigiation filled 

this old town with the American-born foreigner, 
wbo^e parents are constant reminders of the 

wretchedness of Itussia. This girl, with her 

large almond eyes and sleek, shiny black hair, 

understands the rule she Is ivortraying. She 

also possesses the ability to get over tbe com¬ 

edy idea without undue exaggeration. • While 

her work will need a deal of polish it is quite 

evident that Bebe Daniels will continue to acin- 

tilate in mildly naughty vamp Mlea fur which 

nature has qualified her. 

Jack Mulhall, aa gentleman and chanffear, 

was always pleasing, tbo only in the movies are 

the wealthy lovers willing to overlook the cheap, 

dowdy home and distressingly large family of 

tbe heroine—and yet be willing to marry aueb 

connections. An amusing bit was the bero’a 

calling on tbe girl in her miserable room in a 

basement, which rouses the old father and 

mother from slumber and keeps them prisoners 

in the bathroom during bla visit. There ia con¬ 

siderable contrast of a liberal display of modish 

gow-ns at the fashion show to tbe poorer quar¬ 

ters of the Ghetto.

Correct atmosphere of 

the Cansdl.an Fur Exchange formed a con¬ 

trast with the blinding heat of the desert. 

These latter scenes were well bandied, only 

the characters did not appi-ar as suffering saf- 
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tcIeDtly from the hlistering atmogphore as to 
make thor uiiaeiy a|i|H'ar geniiiae.

It 
this he the result that the cheap fares ar> 
almlislied it will mean great hardship on the 
smaller paid artists, and the theatrical folk say 
that this step will be the greatest asset for the 
cinemas that the motion picture companies have 
ever had. 

EINEMA SYNDICATE AT WORK 
A powerful syndicate la extensively engaged 

in buying provincial theaters to turn them into 
kinemas. It ia stated that owing to the conui- 
tlons of travel and the imposaibility of getting 
housing accommodation for big traveling shows 
bus'nest theatrically is being affected and that 
some of these provincial theaters do not take 
as much money in proportion to their exiienses 
as kinemas. It ia fieely stated that Sir Oswald 
8toll haa withdrawn bis money from the Gulliver 
Tour to Invest it in this class of enlerprise 
During the past two years seven theaters in I-on- 
don have been converted into k nemus. one is at 
present being converted, and the Empire and 
I'alaoe theaters will be opened as kinemas in the 
New Year. The object of the present movement 
is to convert these provincial bouses into trust 
bouses to insure the exhibition of idctiires in 
which they are financially interested. In this 
they are but copying a movement which is iin- 
derstissl to be in extensive pr.iciiie jn America.

KANAGEKS LINING UP AGAINST P. B. S. 

The I’erforming Bights Society has for many 
years luist been a tliorn in tlie eide of manage' 
mrnta here by exacting a payment for the fees 
when any of the works of its members are 
played in their theaters, be they theater.^ proper. 
Tauderille houses or ciuenias. For some years 
they graded the rate by tlie number of musicians 
employed; then they worked on a plan of the 
amount of salaric* iiayalde, but now they hare 
grown ever ao mm b bolder. Recently they 
issued a form which has to be filled out by the 
proprietor which requires the a|>pliiant to state 
bis full hold'ng laiiacity and the amount pay¬ 
able for each admi.Niion, thus enabling the 
I*. B. .S. to know the total capacity. On this 
basis ppiprietors will have to omke a payment 
by means of royaltiea for the full capacity of 
the bouse, plus fifty-two times. Truly a most 
Iniquitous thing and au unronsclonable burden on 
the industry. The management will have to 
pay on the gross, including the rompl'mentary 
seuts. whether the bouse is playing to h. R. O. 
or not. The tax will he assesseil on the S. R. O. 
All sections of managers and iiroprielora are 
lining up ^gainst this action, and the courts 
will have to decide as to the rights I>egat 
oi>iDioD obtained by the managers is to the effect 
that legally the I'. B. S. is a Trade Union, and 
as BUCb It is illegal to make these demands, 
and, altbo it ia regii^ered as a limited stock¬ 
holders’ company, no actlou can be brought. 
Tl.ere could be nothing to prevent individual 
auib-.rs from demanding royalties for the per- 
fo mance of their works, but that's another 
matter. 

COMPLIMENTARY PROFESSIONAL COPIES 
USED AS "TBAPS" 

The first that will be beard of this kind of 
business will arise out of a threatened actioD 
by the P. B. S. against a Northern c'nema for 
royaltiea for playing some music which they 
claimed as theirs. It happened thus: Music 
publishers are in the habit of sending free seta 
of band parts to musleal directors for free per- 
fo-mance, and the musical directors use this 
niaterral as requested by the publishers. But 
for so doing, at the request of the publishers, 
the P. K. 8. at once steps in and elaims riiyal- 
ties. It is now suggested that these publishers 
are acting as "decoys” for the P R. 3 The 
I*. R. S. some time ago sued J. D WJlIlams, 
the general secretary of the A. M. C., because 
in his oflic'al eapai ity he bad pla< ed a retalia¬ 
tory embargo on the 1*. R. S. by forbidding the 
A. .M. U. men to play any of tlieir music. This 
was brought about by the action of the I*. R. F. 
in scaling fees per capita per musVian thru 
causing managements to rediiee their or he.stras 
to esiape the heavy eliarge made, The courts 
decided in favor of Williams, so the P R. 8. 
then approached Williams and offered him a 
Job with thrra as their ’'adviser.' This latter 
Job is now understood to have been caneeted by 
Williams, ostensibly beeau.-e the I’. K. h. did 
not lake h's advice and also maylie because 
various managers on the K N. I queried 
Williams’ iH'sitkin as secretary fo the K N I. C. 
occuiiying such an invidious p<'sition.
