SiKnifleant and ratifying is the announcement that a monster benefit 
wlU be held In the Auditorium in December for Andreas Dippel. All of 
the stars of the Chicago Grand Opera Company have tendered their 
services, as have other distinguished artists not with that organization. 
There is substance, warmed with the music of many loyal heartstrings,' 
hack of this coming event. AVhen Mr. Dippel waved the baton in the 
orchestra pit of the Auditorium years ago. when he was director-general 
of the Chicago Grand Opera Company, when, with splendid attainments 
and fiery sincerity, he labored to plant grand opera firm and deep in a virgin 
field, he was a notable figure in art, as well as a pioneer of unquestlonad 
courage. But the fates are said to have dealt hardly with Mr. Dippel In 
a financial way. Lately, defeated, but with the same high courage, he 
has been selling life insurance. Legitimate as that calling is. we believe 
it is no place for a maestro. Mr. Dippel has deserved a kindlier fate. That 
all of the great singers in Chicago have rallied to a testimonial In Mr. 
Dippel's behalf is encouraging and heartening. 

There is something sinister in the shadows that fall over the great 
artist when he or she faces the other way from the audience. In no other 
calling does outcast, alien, unfortunate or prodigal, find so swift and 
straight a path Into obscurity. Mr. Dippel’s vitality, qualifications and 
optimism do not place him in either of these categories, but the fact 
remains that, at least temporarily, he is removed from the orchestra pit 
by circumstances. The Billboard hopes the benefit will be one of such 
magnificent proportions that the donor will feel that the rose offerings 
of sincere hearts have not been reserved for a date when they become 
mere customary trappings.

Over Present Wage—Switching 

of Stage Crews Is Believed 

Move To Compel High¬ 

er Scale 

New York, Nov. 12.—.Subatitution of new 

stage crews in New York tbeateis is believed by 

managers to be a move on the part of the 

stage bands’ union to lompel a higher wage 

scale. It is reported that several shows bave 

been delayed on their evening performance 

recently for the reason that crews were shifted 

about, making it impossible for the new crew, 

not familiar with the <piodu<tion, to do its 

work as expeditiously as the crew originally 

assigned. 

At the headquarters of Tliealr'cal Protective 

Union, No. 1, The Billboaid was informed to¬ 

day that nothing official was known of the “sub¬ 

stitution" complained of by ra.inagers. 

“I believe there Is considerable discontent on 

the part of the men, however,” admitted an 

official of the nnion. "Their minds have been 

in this state of discontent since long before 
September 1 and the men bave become mure dis¬ 
satisfied as time went on," he said. "How 

ever," be added, "this dissatisfaction has not 

yet reached an acute stage. Eight or nine out 

of ten have that feeling and the sltuutloi. grows 

more acute as time passes. 

"Do you contemplate a strike?” he was asked. 

"We never have contemplated a strike," be 
replied. 

The uneasiness of the men Is believed to be 

due to the fact that the present scale, which 

has until next September to run, is not satis¬ 

factory to the men. The contracts call for 

$3.25 a performance. Morris Gest baa given 

bis stagehands a slight inciease in pay for the 

"Mecca” performance at the Century. Union 

officials are quoted as saying that the men 

have a right to switch If they want to. 

The houses mostly affected this week by the 

shifting of crews were the Century. Casino, 

Booth, Thirty-ninth Street.

The confusion resulting from changing 

crews at the eleventh hour has resulted in the 

curtain going up late in many of these houses, 

laist September the men wanted an increase, but 

as their contracts still bad a year to run the 

Increase was not forthcoming.

Chicago Representative Discusses 
Points at Issue 

Chicago, Not. 12.—J. Marcus Keyes, manager 

of the Chicago office of the Actors' Equity Asso- 

ciaUon, has glren another interview to The 

Billboard, relative to the Equity Shop, aa fol¬ 

lows: 

“What are the objections to the Equity 

Shop?'* be was asked. 

“Practical objections there are none—none 

whatever," he replied. “The manager baa as 

the field fr>m which to choose bis actors the 

whole world, so far as we are concerned. The 

bnaineM conditions imposed on him are emi¬ 

nently practical. Aa a matter of fact the 

Actors' Equity Association, or some such effi¬ 

cient organization, la neiessary to organize, to 

standardize the business of acting. It hat done 

It ao far, and the Equity itbop will make It a 

much more efficient organization, because it 

will enable it to control its members." 

“Will the Equity Shop curtail the artistic 

•ctivltles of the manager?” Mr. Keyes was 

asked. 
“No.” he said, “the productions of the thea¬ 

ter are necessarily co-operative and the Elquity 

Shop will promote a better meant of communi¬ 

cation between actor and manager. Make the 

conditions under which the actor wo ks right, 

and the artistic impnlae will assert itself." 

rommentlng on the Actors’ Fidelity League 

Mr. Keyes continued: 

“Now, the final result of the Equity Shop 

will be the elimination of the Actors* Fidelity 

Leigue. The Actors' Fidelity League is an 

example of what is known in the labor move¬ 

ment as an ‘employers' union.* It has no right to 

exist. It performs no necessary function. If 

you know of any actor who intends to vote 

against the Equity Shop, arm yonrself with 

argument and challenge him. He may have 

been misled by the newspaper attacka on trade 

unionism. He is probably sincere, bnt misin¬ 

formed. We want the EVjnity Shop so that 

we alone may guide the young actor from the 

time he enters the profession. This is our 

right, onr privilege, as the only representative 

organization of the profession, and It may lead 

to many wonderful activities In the Ameriean 
theater.**

TTifre »rc two claiiws of poople orer here wfco 
form a n.untant danger to the natloa'a iirogrees 
and enlightenment. One of them romprlae* the 
extreme Coneervatlvee—not to be ronfotinded 
with the venerable Cerman Conservative Tarty 
—nho do not *eem to reallxe the narrow and 
bigeled stand they are taking; nor do they real¬ 
ize that they hine been direetly reaponslble for 
most of the ronfllrt!i which have In late years 
arisen between (Jermany and most of the other 

nations Ltuklly the vast majority of the peo¬ 
ple over lore have come to the realization of 
the awful predicament In which, after the pro¬ 
digious shake up of the great war, they are still 
kept thru the ‘•bellowings" of a small tho over¬ 
bearing caste of demagogues, which ran only 
eount for evil and forms a continual menace to 

a general understanding. 

The other class comprises the agitators of the 
dynamite schord, and It seems a pity that these 
tivo divisions of our otherwise admirable Ger¬ 
man family cannot be played off one against 
the other, to secure their extermination. 

One of these extreme Conservatives, wishing 
to turn himself Into a prophet of Ill-omen, pre 
diets recently In one of their party papers that 
If Germany continued republican she would be¬ 
come a second America. May nothing worse be¬ 

fall her! 

If nothing else, Germany.has to thank Amer¬ 
ica for a very practical—and Just now Im¬ 
mensely useful gift—potatoes. And. sec-ondly, 
Germans ought to be obllgevl to the giHsl old 
Cnited States for another great blessing—tha 

American eccentrlo oomsdian. 

Admitting that life In Germany has not flowed 
for the last six years thru scenes shadowed by 
an Immense tragedy without receiving a deep 
tinge of sadne-s. But Germans have always 
been In the habit of "taking their pleasures 

sadly." Even when they say "Life is a Com¬ 
edy," there are tears In their eyes as they say 
IL N'o doubt there Is in the German nature an 
underlying melancholy, a "gloomy" disposition. 
(Ichopenbaurr, the great German arch priest of 
pessimism, declared that this world is as bad as 
'Md could be. and that death is the only blessing 
It has to give. Germans take themselves too 
serldusl.v—far more seriously, perhaps, than 
their neighbors take them. Some of their smart¬ 
est men over here seem utterly at a loss to under¬ 
stand what could be got tmt of laughter except 
loss of dignity. 

Hut laughter la a physical necessity for the 
German nation just at present, and the mana¬ 
gers of all the various places of amusement are 
aware of this fact, and are constantly on the 
lookout for the loida of laughter who aet the 
theater In a roar—for whom the "ataodlng mom 
only" signs are brought Into requisition. They 
will bold out a glorious welcome to the Ameri¬ 

can "fnnny men," who have made their audi¬ 
ences laugh before and will make them laugh 
again! America Is the happiest country in the 
world because its citixeus are a humor-loving 
people aud continually looking on the bright side 
of life. Their humorists ought to be ctimmis- 
sloned to go out Into the world of distempered 
lives, broken spirits, morose temperaments, 
among pessimistic mortals, as missionaries, 
bringing the gospel of laughter to men who 
have permitted the rorners of their mouths to 
droop until the "laughing muscle" baa become 
atrophied. 

Most of the German hnmnrltta take them¬ 
selves too seriously and fall Into the unapprecl- 
at»-d genius attitude which makes them unpopu¬ 
lar on the stage and at their boarding house. 
They would think It so ridiculous, wo grotes<|ue, 
that any one should tell them their act was not 
at the head of the prufea-ion that they would 
not take the trouble to resent It. They would 
pity the pers«<n, and there the matter would 
end. 

I'ut there are exceptions, of course. Men 
like Otto Ueutter, Ilobert Steldl and several 
others have Iwn delegatisl to make German 
auJienci-s laugh for many years No one can 
have climbed to and w/in and lield the p^mition 
which they hold in the vaudeville world without 
hiving mm their spurs legitimately. That la 
what Olio lli'iitter's work shows and demon¬ 
strates at every turn. He does not achieve his 
sun 1.,, with Ins Voice, which nisy be regarded 

as a strictly limittd asset, but by a mere glance 
of the eye.

wilt. Just by the way, a mere specimen of 
SteidTs saving aenae of humor. Bitting at a 
popular artists’ restaurant he was praising the 
act of a rather obscure humorist, when some 
one in the company remarked: "You are very 
kind to him, for he says some ver.v unpleasant 
things about your turn.” ".\h, yes,” said Steldl, 
"but, then, both of us may be wrong.” 

There U a good deal of difference between the 
German and the American Jester. Among the 
former there are some few who are great; but, 
on the other hand, there are many who, to 
American formed ideas, are—well, that are not 
"great.” A red nose, a bald bead, a high col¬ 
lar and a painstaking effort to be funny would 
not necessarily carry an eccentric on to success 
before an American audience. 

Tor quite some years a great many people 

over here could not appreciate the keen humor 
and delightful foolery of the American "funny 
man"; and so be had not halt the reputation 
that be deserved. They did not seem to un¬ 
derstand bla droll way of droning and irresist¬ 
ible comicalities with that solemn sang froid 
which is not met with outside the frontiers of 
Yaukeeland. In the eyes of the German audl- 
encea be was a lunatic who did nothing like 

other people. 
"How any rational human being ran get any 

fun out of such sorry stuff passes my under¬ 
standing," was the remark of a renowned critic 
of one of the leading local papers to me after 
the first appearance of a couple of world-famous 
American eccentrics at the Wintergarten some 
twelve years ago. "The public must be edu- 
rated up to them," I suggested. "It would take 
more than a thousand years," was the distress¬ 

ing reply. 
But times have changed! Since the last ten 

years or so there is nothing over here so safe 
to rely upon as a laugh-provoker of an unlimited 
drawing power as the "komisebe Amerikaner.” 
I’eople now seem to have the ability to laugh 
indefinitely at hla delightful performance; they 
not only tboroly enjoy it themselves, but will 
take their friends to see the act, and enjoy It 

over again, seeing their friends laugh!

FOUR SHOWS A DAY OR 
THE RIGHT TO WORK 

By HARRY MOUHTFORD 

This week I received a letter from what would be known as a Big 

Time Act. but which has been forced by circumstances or the ukase of 

the Booking Oftlccs to play split weeks, and to their surprise they And 

that in some of these weeks there are four shows a day. 

In this letter the actor says to me: "Can not you stop four shows 

a day? Is tliis going fo continue forever? I did not know that the 

Keith Booking Olllees booked four shows, so that I am now inclined to 

believe your statement that there are theatres that play Ave and six 

shows a day. 

"L’p to the present I have not encountered them, but after these last 

two weeks, anything may happen. I have been talking to one of the 

Managers, and he said he believed that Managers would be willing to 

pay pro rata for over three shows a day. What do you think of that 

Idea ?” 

This matter Is of so much importance that I answer this portion of 

the letter publicly. 

I thought every Actor knew there were four rfhows a day played on 

the United Booking Ofllce Time in certain theaters, but the Stars and 

Feature Acts, believing the prop.iganda which has been so lavishly spread 

among.st Actors, or, at least, pretending to believe it. got into the habit 

of thinking there wore no four shows a day except in theatres they 

would never play. 

The American Artistes’ Federation objects to more than three shows 

a day, not because of the time spent in the theatre, not because of the 

added work, not because of any eight-hour-a-day tlicory or any sug¬ 

gestion of limitation of work, but because it is bad for the Profession, 

for the Actor and for the Management. 

It lowers the standard of the performance. It degrades the Actor 

and Actress into the automaton. It kills Artistry and makes of the Poet 

a puppet, of the Dancer a machine and of the Artiste an assa.'^sin of all 

that is spirituelle, delicate and fragile. It murders Acts. No man or 

woman has an Act after they have |>layed four shows a day regularly. 

Kntertainments become vain reintition, and in four or Ave shows a day 

the .Actor gives as real a performance as a Buddhist Prayer-Wheel docs 

of a h«-artfelt appeal to the Alndghty. (By the bye, do you know what 

a Buddhist Prayer-Wheel is? When one of them wishes to offer up a 

prayer, the prayer is written on a piece of paper, placed in a round box 

on an axle, the shape of a wheel, and then r<-peatodly revolved. The 

theory is the prayer can then be said many thousand times in an hour.) 

That is the theory of four, Ave, six and seven shows a day, and 

naturally, by the end of the day, the performance is just as mechanical 

as the prayer of the wheel. 

My correspondent asks me if we would be in favor of pro rata for 

all shows after three. My an»w» r is. No! No! No! In the Arst place, for 

the reasons set forth alM>ve, and heeaiise w ith us this is not a matter of 

money or more money. It is a ntatier of degree and class of entertain¬ 

ment. E\er\hody knows that a two-.n-tlay .Act has a higher standard 

than a three-a-day Aet, and naturally every three-a-day Act has a higher 

standard than four, Ave. six and seven-a-day Acts. 

AVe do not oppose the four shows a day on the ground of insufficient 

pay or more pay. We oppose it because it is a matter of Art, a matter 

of the future well-being of Vaudeville and the future of Actors and 

Actresses. 

In the second idaee, another reason is that there are so many spine¬ 

less, weak-minded sycophants, who have no belief in their Act, who are 

not sure of tlielr powers, who have no conAdence in themselves or their 

Act, that they are witling to do anything to get work. 

Actors who have Acts that they are convinced are good are the great 

danger In the business. They will do anything, say anything and stand 

for anything to get next week. In fact. In my possession is a letter, 

written by one Manager to another, referring to a certain Act: "This 

Aet told me he would do anything to please the Manager, and would 

play even twelve shows a day if required." 

This man was dependent fur his wovk. not upon the excellence of 

his performance, but upon the fact that if necessary he would do twelve 

shows a day, sweep out the theatre, give out the bills, flatter the Manager 

and bribe the Agent or anything else that was asked of him. 

Therefore, If one did agree for pro rata for over three shows a day, 

this Actor and others like him would say they were getting paid for the 

extra shows, but would make a private arrangement with the Manager 

not to get paid for them. 

In other cases the Manager would pay it for a week or two and then 

cease, and tell Actors: "Oh, the others don’t get it,” “The others do It, 

why shouldn’t you?” 

If four and five shows a day were good and were a money-making 

idea, then the Palace, New York, would be doing It, and Keith’s, Boston 

and Philadelphia, etc. 

If the four and five shows a day were good, then Actors would want 

to do them. (When I say Actors, I mean real Actors.) 

No Manager would lose money by a universal no more than three 

shows a day policy. In fact, he would make money. 

But some Managers are driven to it by the unfair competition of Ir¬ 

responsible, illiterate and inefAcient opposition, whose only idea of a 

show is to open the doors and get the people’s money as quickly and as 

often and as many times a day as possible. 

My correspondent says: “Can not YOU stop four shows a day?" 

My answer is, that I can not stop four shows and more a day. That is 

up to the Actors. I can only point out the evil and show Actors how to 

remedy it. The Managers certainly, as a body, will never stop it, because, 

as my correspondent found, it is even practiced in the United Booking 

Offices, so that the U. B. O. can throw no stones at Marcus Loew, Pon¬ 

tages or any of the other chief offenders in this respect. 

The way to stop it is for the Actors, the real Actors, not the gentle¬ 

man who will do anything for the last three days of next week, to be¬ 

come members of the American Artistes’ Federation, and then we can 

stop it, because our members can say, as many good Aotors say now, that 

they will not play more than three shows a day, and we can insist upon 

it being put in the contracts. 

Before that comes, of course, we shall have the sycophantic Actors 

and the subsidized Press shrieking that we are interfering with their 

"right to work,” that an Actor has a right to do twelve shows a day if 

he wants to, that he has a right to do anything he wants to, and that it 

is un-American to interfere with his “right to work.” 

Every man has a right to work except at the sacrifice of others’ 

rights, but no man has a right to work when that work means Artistic 

ruin, spiritual degradation and the Anal deterioration of the Profession. 

There is a well-known Writer, called Herbert Kauffman, who is at 

present the Editor of McClure’s Magazine, and in a collection of hia 

poems appears the following, w’hich is an abstract from a poem of his, 

called "The Judas": 

I claim the Right to Work— 

For whatever the boss will pay; 

If the wage is low, why, out you go 

And in 1 come to stay. 

I’ve not your skill. 

But I’ve got the will 

To do as the masters say. 

I claim the Right to Work— 

Till my very soul is raw”, 

I claim the right for day and night 

So long as a cent I draw; 

For when you quit 

I earn my bit; 

So I’m for the twelve-hour law. 

I claim the Right to Work— 

In a shop where few may thrive; 

In dust and smell, or flretrap's hell. 

From Ave o’clock till Ave; 

Though every breath 

Is sick with death. 

What matter if I’m alive? 

I force the wages dowrn? 

Of the many to slave and shirk? 

Although I quicken, the hundreds sicken 

Amid the muck and mirk. 

Well, what care I 

If the workers die— 

I claim the Right to Work.

Vt'e. thought the big spread would compensate 

for our small nuuilHT. but we deceived only 

ourselves; the big spread never did deceive tlie 

natives—altho our m.in.v-cr thought It did. 

"Just see how they s;iri'a.l out to make it 

lock big;" and tiien the natives would laugh 

at us for Iieing such fools. 

We always nneterestiraatod the IntelHgenee of 
our listeners and audiences. If ih.y didn't 

lar.gh at our show we said. “It went above their 

heads. ’ If they didn’t appreciate our music, it 

was bee.aase they didn’t liave sense enough to 

recognize our super!ir talents—speed and noise. 

We got their contempt, and sometimes their 

sympathy, when they saw us sweating out in 

the sun on a hot dav—but never tlieir applause 

or approval of our riilici'Ious efforts. 

We know a little better now. but there is still 

much room for improvement in some quarlers. 

The big war bands and the augmented town 

bands of tiie present day have been a big factor 

in educating us to a true sense of values. 

Tbe extremely small band no longer receives 

any notice at all, and tbe rotten bands, sueh 

ns we knew in the old days, are only a tradition 

now. 

Show banda must be bigger and better in 

these days if they are to draw anything to tbe 

allow. 

The manager who turns out a small, inferior 

band uiily exposes his weakness and redii. es his 

receipts. Cheap musicians are no longer in 

demand. You must deliver the goods—be ab'e 

to play in a musieianly manner, especially 

well in tune, or you can't stay. 

We are glad this change has come about. We 

do not parade now. AVe play a concert; and 

wo carry real mnsicians and pay them real 

salaries. But you MUST be able to deliver.

Editor The Billtioard. 

Dear Sir—1 would appreciate It very moeb, 
as a subscriber, if you would giro space In your 
’’Oped Letters” columns to this subject: 
“Wbat’s Wrong With tbe Music Business?” 

Sow, Mr. Editor, erery Ssturday evening, 
when I get my copy of “Old Billyboy,” I ton 
to tbe Open Letters and read about the above 
subject until my eyes get sore. 

Every week some poor friend has bad a 
mss. retnrned, marked “unavailable lor use” 
by a song publisher. (So have I—dosens of 
them.) Then they sit down and write a long 
letter to the poor editor, and try and get him 
to sympatbixe with them. Ye gods, what the 
life of an editor must be! They tell their 
gnef, they have bad good m:>s. returned by tbe 
pubEsbers, Just as good and a little better 
than wbat la put out by tbe staff composers of 
tbe pnbllsbers. It Is rcfreablag to know that 
one person thinks It Is as good (even If It Is 
tbe author bimself). Then they call tbe pub¬ 
lishers all kinds of names for not accepting 
tbelr material, and. as one writer said, tbey 
nearly kicked btm out of tbelr offleet. (I won¬ 
der If be tried to tell tbe publ'sber wbat 'ue 
thought of btffl?) Well, Mr. Editor, I have 
never had tbe pleasure of meeting any of tbe 
pnbllsbers of songs, but 1 have put many-mss. 
before them. They have all been retnmed to 
me. (It's sad, but true.) At flrst tbey came 
back with tbe usual slip (which has bMn de> 
scribed by many) attached. I ve spent time on 
them since then, and I ran see that there were 
good reasons for tbe'r returning tba tame. 

Lately I placed another f><>ng before them, and 
Instead of tbe nsual slips I've received one and 
two-page letters, telling me that tba kind of 
material that I have been sending in Is tbe kind 
that their staff composers are paid to produce. 
I think this is very reasonable. So I have 
changed tbe style, and in a couple of weeke 1 
will have a number which is tbe novelty ^pe 
to place before them. Should It be retnrned 
I will plug some more until I do draw tbelr 
attention. I won’t get sore and enss tbe pub* 
Ushers, and if my discouraged friends will only 
give the time to looking over their rejected 
mss. that tbey give to knocking tbe poor pub* 
Ushers I'm sure they will see why tbelr ma* 
terlal was returned. 

Tbey claim an outsider has no chance. Let 
them look over tbe latest popular songs coming 
ont. How many of tbe comitoaera’ names have 
tbey seen before? True, there are some, but 
again there are many which tbey have never 
seen, which all goes to show: Give tbe pub¬ 
lisher tbe material and see bow qulrkly be 
talks terms. Tbe person who thinks that tbe 
publisher would turn down a number which he 
thought would go over, simply because the ati- 
tbor or composer is an outsider, is absolutely 
crumbling In his grave.

Let’s try a little memory test. It’s more 

than that. It's a test of more than mere mem¬ 

ory. How far do you rememlier back, as tested 

by the songs that you bold as a part of your 

life? Is it n<.it a fact that you also, associate 

a singer with the great gems that ere dear to 
you? 

I remember "Silver Threads Among the Gold” 

as having heard that great contra tenor, IHch- 

ard Jose, sing it in the days when minstrel 

shows were the dispensers of good music for the 

towns and smaller c'tles. "Where Is My Wan¬ 

dering Buy Tonight” has rung thru my mem¬ 

ory, as 1 first heuid it sung by a sidendid sing¬ 

er—the song and the singer are one in mem¬ 

ory’s hapiiy dream. I have attended vaude- 

eiile shows fur years, where I have heard lit¬ 

erally thousands of songs. A few stand out. 

In each case I can name the singer who first 

sang the song as 1 beard It. 

It Is the one who creates « song who usually 

•tamps it on the memory. Even an Indifferent 

singer can Impress a song on your mind the first 

time you hear it, and you will associate him 

or her with that song even after you have 

heard far better artists sing it. 

Here Is the lesson that this should teach ly- 

ceum and Chautauqua artists, singers of all 

classes. Get your own songs. Try them out 

first. Don't wait until the publisher has sold 

a million coiiles before you start in to sing a 

number. Create one for yourself. 

Bisk your Judgment on a song. Create that 

faith in your own ab'.lity to choose that stamps 

one as an artist. If you were ever to conduct a 

lyceum or chautauqua course, teacher’s insti¬ 

tute or some such gathering, you would see the 

reason why you should learn to develop your 

own Judgment. The repetition of the old, staid, 

hackneyeil numbers are certainly a bore to any 

audience, and eveu the best there are seem 

to lose their power to please after you have 

heard a dozen different aggregat'ons take a 

whirl at them during a week. 

There are a number of people who cry trash 

^as soon as a popular song is mentioneil. But 

there is certainly a growing demand for the 

popular songs tint are being sung. Don't wait 

nntll some one brings out a record, then rush in 

to try and Imitate what has been produced. 

That is not creation. 

You will make a far better impression with 

a new number that has never been heard before 

than you will with an old one—provided you do 

It equally as well, and also provided the num¬ 

ber la of equal merit. 

There are a few who are wlH'ng to rl'k their 

Judgment on a number. That few is growing 

Into real numbers. They are willing to r sk a 

dozen failures to strike one success. Create 

one number and be associated with it and you 

will have achieved a real victory. A paying one 

at that. 

Frank Gates, m-anager of the Metropolitan 

Glee Club, has been one of the far-sighted mana¬ 

gers who has stepped out of the beaten oath 

and risked his own Judgment. He has even 

been unmercifully criticised because he spoke 

bis mind and said what be thought nboat <ce 

•election. But that only helped b;m to see 

the need of developing bis own Judgment. 

How has Gates grown and bow has bi.< com¬ 

pany prvwiiered by doing these things? We re- 

pr’nt the list of committee rei>orts as we have 

gathered them on bis company. We are glad 

to furnish an 80-page booklet of reports, free of 

charge—write for a copy.

"JUST LIKE THE BOSE” 

The words arc by Harold C'«d atbl Dorothy 

Terrlss, and the music by Libel Bridges. Here 

are Gates’ ideas alxiut this song: 

A song in 4-4 movement, with a suggestion of 

the or'ental in the verse, with good swing and 

tuneful. The accompaniment is well adapted to 

the melody and is well written fur what Is in¬ 

tended in the song. The oriental is not over¬ 

done to the extent that it takes the composi¬ 

tion out of the running for a place among the 

best uti-to-d.ite ballad songs, but is Just 

enough to make the number attractive. Tlie 

accompaniment gives a splendid delicate touch 

and finish thruout the entire verse, especially 

the un>er notes in the th’rd and fourth and 

seventh and eighth measures in the bass. 

The chorus, however, is the attr.K tive part of 

the song, in the odillty of the melody. It is 

one of those arrangements that is different. I 

have never come across any song Just like it. 

In the chorus, as well as in the verse, the mel¬ 

ody is Mipie>rte<l by the accompan’ment in a way 

that leaves little to be desired in the number. 

The writers of the lyric seem to have had 

an idea and carried it out in a way that d-'es 

them credit. 

This is a "different” style of sent'mentol 

song that would go well on any program in ly¬ 

ceum and Chautauqua or vaudeville. It is one 

type. The writer has rs<-at>ed the usual warding 

of this sort of lyilc and gotten at h's meaning 

in a way that Is more acceptable than many 

wlio write lyrics of this sort. 

The writer of the music has grasped the tiiea 

of the words and given us a meIo<ly that is 

very adaptable ond tuneful. His aceoinpanliiieiit 

supports h's meb'dy nlr-el.v, lielng well harmon¬ 

ized and appropriate, making a sfilendid song in 

the 3-4 movement. 

This nunilier is a very desirable song as a 

solo. It IS also a splendid orchestra numtier, 

and. if cleverly arrangetl. It would be a ’’quar¬ 

tet'’ number that would be rememtiered. It Is. 

h'weve*. • number that would be appreciate*! 

anywhere. 

"A YOUNG MAN’S FANCY” 

-As a novelty song I have fa'led to find any¬ 

thing that smpasses tliis one. The writers of 

the lyric had an idea and carried It out in a 

W'jy that does them credit. Tl'.ey have taken 

a theme as old as time and g'ven it to us in a 

new and novel way. Saying that It is attra' tl'e 

is putt'eg it but mildly. 

The meb-Kly of the song is very appropriate 

in every way. adding to the thought of the 

writers of the lyr'e. The n<-c*>mpanlment sup¬ 

ports the melody in every way that rould be de- 

s'red. is well written, well barmontzed and fits 

the theme of the song. 

The Imitation of the "Music B. x” adds great¬ 

ly to the attractiveness of the s ng. giving 

it a touch and fln'sh that I have failed to find 

before in any song. 

“.V Young Man's Fancy,” besides being a 

splendid s*<ng, is an ideal number to be Use*] as 

a piamdeg by using the "Music Box” imitation 

accompaniment after the secs'nd verse Instead of 

the regular accompalnment.

“REDLIGHTING” THE UNFORTUNATES 

We have always believed and fondly hoped that the days of brutality 
and inhumanity had vanished from the present day circus, but an item 
culled from The Cherokee MessenRer, of Cherokee. Ok., and dated Tues¬ 
day, November 2, has shattered our hopes and broken our fondest dream. 
The item told a sordid tale of a circus which pulled into the yards on the 
morning of November 3, on its way from its closing stand at Fairview to 
its winter quarters, and related the miserable details of the wholesale 
"redlighting” of a score or more of unfortunates, who, according to The 
Messenger, were dumped from the train as it pulled out of the city, some 
of them half naked and many of them barefooted. 

The men, who were penniless, stated that they had been forcibly 
ejected from the train, but gave no reasons for this drastic treatment, 
according to The Cherokee Messenger. They were rounded up by the 
police and placed on a Santa Fe passenger train bound for Enid. 

Publicity of this nature is by no means wholesome, and its effect on 
public opinion towards shows and show people can be anything but bene¬ 
ficial. 

The days of swashbucklerism and ruffianism have passed, and it Is 
time that the show manager, regardless of the size or nature of his or¬ 
ganization, should see to it that his show, his name and the good name 
of others in the outdoor show business are not laid open to seriously harm¬ 
ful criticism of this kind.

•Hie New York World, whose expose of the building situation In Manhattan has 

resolied In most sensational dcxelcpinents before the Lockw->-1 leglslutive Inyestigating 
Committee, has taken on another >'h. the showing up of the ticket speculating giaft. 
Every se.is- n s •uieone stirs up the mahehirous conduct of theater ticket sales. It gets 
just so far. Theater managers who are hand in glove with the grafters profess the 
ui. st virtuous intentions. de< Lire to high heaven that they have nothing to do with 
plundering the piihlle. and shout that the Inlipiltous praatlco roust stop. Some poor side 
walk • s[iec" Is arreslail. a gieat hullabaloo Is made by some notoriely-sr-eking light of 
the law, a coat of Judicial whitewash Is smeared over the affair, and the g'*uging of 
the tiieater patMn g as on Its many way. The blame belongs to the man who control 
the tickets orglnslly at the theater Imx-offlae. Contemi«orary pro<lueera. as a class, 
•are not sliowman at all. They care nothing for art and less for the theater Itself, ex¬ 
cept IS a field for mercenary exploitation. Tliey belong to the shoestring class of 
gamblers. They "take a chance" on a ahow (preferabi.v a dirty onel, give It all the 
prurient advertising they can get from any and every angle, whet the cinloslty of the 
de:>iaved. ami when the boom baa been launched enter Into an agreement with the 
ticket ‘pe. ulators for the aale of enough aeats to get them “off the nut.” as the patois 
of the show w. rld has It. It la not alone In the department of dirt that these gentle¬ 
men operate. S me of the higher e nie sh ws get the same treatment. For Instance, 
take "The Fiist Year." Two nigh.a after the piece opened at the Little Theater I 
went to the boy-ofl e for aeata myse'f. and was Informed that there was nothing at 
all for the foil, w ng week In the orc..estra. It Is a small theater to l.e sure, and It 
may have been tint the people who wasted to aee the sh'W waited up for the reviews 
to appear, and finding out that It bad been paaaed and approved imme<lialely camped on 
the door step of the theater and waited for the boisvfflae to open to get tickets. In all 
probability so many t.esleced tbe treaaurer of the Little TLe.iter that the whole or¬ 
chestra fo. r w.is swallowed at once. Yet strange to say tickets for tbe same week 
were to be had at the th ket agencies on Broadway, alfho none could be bought at the 
box-offlee. Certainly theie Is no collns'on between the boy-offiee ami the agency grafters. 
The plain truth Is th.it the managers do not want to stop the giaft because they profit 
by It themselves. The benefit performsnee given by the .A-’tors Enulty during the 
strike proved that an honest management and nn honest box-office can stop the spollla- 
tlon of the piiMlr. Thc-e were one or two attempts on tbe part of speculators to sell 
tickets for tiiose performances (It is Imoossihle to forestall them from getting hold of 
tome tleketsl, but the salesmen were arrested on evidence secured by members of the 
union and fined That stopped It. One way to put an end to the evil would be for 
the theater miuagert to open combined ticket bureaus In several central places, charge 
enough a.lvsnce on the box-office price to pay for the upkeep of the branches and try 
to deal fs'.ily with the people who put money in their po. kets. T'ere are dozens of 
other s. hemes whereby the public could be protected, hut none of them will be tried. 
The .Amer'. sn the iter Is run on the "Trim the Suckers" plan and it will continue to be 
so run until the institntion Itself comes under tbe complete contrd of the p«*.ple who 
make It a theater, the actors. I wish The World good luck and G.vdsreed. but If It can 
clean out the Augean stables of the emmen Isllred. plundered, bruta'lred show houses 
of New '■k It will have accom'dished s feit In com-arlson to which the Jobs of 
Her. iilcs were kindergarten pastimes —P.ATTERSON J.AMES.

THE OPEN SHOP SMOKE SCREEN 
For the benefit of actora who are members of organized labor and who after a bit¬ 

ter fight a year ago ralablished their right to tie repreaented by an organlaatlon of 
their own chooalug hi their dealinga wilth their oigunizeil employers there is reprinted 
below some ezeerpt from an article printed In ".Ymerlca" aoiue time ago and written 
by the Hev. Ignatius (Y>z. 8. J. Since it has been openly assertvwl by employers that 
the ensuing four yrara will witness a great drive against organizeil workers it ii well 
that actora should have an Intelligent knowledge of what la Involved, »' far at they 
are concerned, and slinuld have In Iheir iKwivesaiun at least one or two Intelligent reasons 
for ataniling with their organizeil clase against the forces which will uliimatelr seek 
to detiroy their organization. Father Coz aa.vs: "The zeal of employers for the open 
ahop Is a real smoke wreen behind which they are waging a battle to destroy the workers' 
org.iniralion. witlioiit which i-ollecttve barg,siniiig la impoaslhle. It la a drive to dis¬ 
organize labor. Here it la well to remember a fact which most people seem to over¬ 
look—Hint the employers are reserving to tliemaelvea a right of organization and col- 
lei-tive action of wliW-li they seem deiermiued lo deprive the workers The Commission 
on Industrial Relations found that many employers who held to the theory of the ot>en 
ahop 'did not as a rule knowingly or willingly employ union men.' 

"Tlie commlaalon after tboro iavealigaiiua has aliown that where the right of col¬ 
lective action Is denied 'freedom does not exist either politically. Industnallr or ao- 
oially, and that the fiber of manhood will inevitably be destroyeil by the coiitinnance 
of the existing situation.* On the other hand, after aearclilng Investigation, II was ea- 
tabllabed that In those industries where collective action existed the 'material condi¬ 
tions of the workers . . . are on a generally higher filane tli.sn where worker a arc un 
organlzisl,' and that ‘the friction which exists in such iuduatries and eatablialimenti 
baa lieen reduced rather than increased h.e piganUatlon.’ " 

Tlie concluding paragraph of the ailide says: 
"What should be the feeling of Catliolict In the presence of thla manifest drive 

of reartUuiary employers on the principle of collective bargaining and Its means of ap- 
plhation, labor unionism, seems evident. It is little short of a ringing eh.illenge to 
those whose sense of social Justice Is developed Whatever m.iy be the defects of or- 
ganizeil labor, and they are many, tlie.v .sre neither nioie numerous nor more fatal than 
the defects of organized capital. Whatever inconveniences Hi.at vague enfll.r, 'the pub¬ 
lic.” has been subjected to by organized laUir, tlicy are no greater, if as gieat, as tlioae 
which have been saddled upon It by crg.anized capital. In any case we camot alTotd to 
sit by and calmly watch the attempt to redin-e the laborers of thla country to Imlns 
trial Imimtence. Not only la Hie caii<e of lalsir at stake, but the c.suse of democracy 
ns well. For nncontrolleil capitalism Is Industrial ahsolutiam, and when that stage ia 
fully reached political democracy is dead."

Tie deservea It because 
be is indofatlgabl.v ambiti"us and a tireless worker. He has highly developed athletic 
ability, is an exielleiit dancer, and he never resorts to dirt for effects. He la a gra. e- 
ful gymnast ami lie stages his feats of physical agility in a setting wliirh gives them 
double the value they actually have. Year after year he digs up s-’me ancient bit of 
business, dresses It up in a new oostiime. paints and oils It and deliveis it with preriaton 
and the assurance that It will be accepted as a novelty. To the gieat mass of theater¬ 
goers it Is a novelty. Mr. Stone is wliat is known in the vernaeuUr of his orifl as "a 
gootl showman.” He knows liow to sell va'hat he has for the very most If can get. 
That In itself is an art. But showmanship is not all there is to a show. TTiere most 
be something substantial back of It in order tli.vt results may be obtained. In other 
words the salesman must have sometliing to sell. In ‘'Tip-Top" Mr. Stone has the 
weakest stock of merchandise he has had in years. His whip cracking specialty la 
the only new thing and It Is not sfiecfacular enough to cover the dearth of other things. 
It is no fnult of bis that such is the case. While there may tw no limit to his 
versatility there Is a limit to the raw material up»n which that versatility may be 
exercised. It is unfair to expect the star to carry "Tip-Top” to the degiee of tuccess 
bis other offerings have enjo.ved wlien "Tip-Top” Itself is as barren of ideas and di¬ 
version as a Rliode Island granite quarry is of vegetables. Fred Stone, capable at 
he is. cannot carry a show witliout some assistance from the music makers and the 
Iniok witters of the piece, lie gets none this season. If It were not for his reputation, 
the affectionate regard in which he Is held by patrons of the theater, and the quality 
of his past successes "Tip-Top" would get short slirift. No other featured player 
In America could make it last any length of time. That it Is doing capacity business 
Is a tribute to Fred Stone and nothing else. The Duncan Sisters are amusing and 
natural and the hit of the show, altho the lemdon Palace troupe of dangers kick 
with the piecislon of all Tiller students and s.'ore accordingly. We are unused to 
this style of troupe dancing In America and so for its quality of unonmnionnets It 
is enthusiastically recelvisl. For real dancing, however, the Tiller group does not 
compare with the chorus of “Mary.” The Six Brown Brothers are a staple article 
in the Stone shows and are Ja«t as good as ever. To any other player the money¬ 
getting value of "Tip-Top” would be a snfflclent compliment, but we doubt if that 
can make up to Mr. Stone for the quality of the piece. There is lomething far more 
va’nahle than money to an ambitious artist, and Stone If all of that._PATTERSON

MOVIE OR GANG? 
Again the movie has come under the critic’s lash as a school for 

crime. One paper calls attention to the fact that the scenes enacted in 
a recent bank robbery were just the sort depicted with increasing fre¬ 
quency upon the screen, and watched with eager eyes by youths ripe for 
evil influence. But as a matter of fact the movies probably incite a very 
sniall proportion of the crimes with which the country is overwhelmed 
at present- The corner gang is the true school for lawlessness. 

No matter what his predilection for crime may be, the spectator at 
the movies sees one thing with unfailing regularity—good triumphant. 
The great white light which beats uivon the screen leaves no spot where 
the crook may hide in safety, and, with the same impartiality with which 
it reveals his methods of operation, it lays bare the futility of his fleeting 
triumphs and the completeness of his downfall. 

The corner gang performs no such wholesome office. It may get 
some suggestions as to technique from the movies, but the urge to crimp 
is already there. Th.e lust for excitement is cunningly fostered, the pos¬ 
sible gains are avidly considered, the dangers discounted and the re¬ 
straints of law and public opinion are openly sneered at. The triumph 
of evil is the gospel of the corner gang. 

This is the place to begin with censorship and elimination. The 
moving picture is a result, a record, either real or Actional, of a deed 
accomplished. Those who have the safety of society truly at heart will 
seek elsewhere for the source of crime. It is not found upon the screen, 
but lurking in the shadows outside.—ST. PETERSBURG (FLA.) TIMES.
