Music Is on® of the most potent forms of entertainment. It is for this 
reason that the majority of artists rely upon music In some form or other 
to aid them in Rettingr over. The orchestra is an indispensable medium to the 
accomplishment of such ends. In view of this it seems a pity that at the Pal¬ 
ace, America’s foremost vaudeville theater, both patrons and performers are 
obliged to put up with one of the most mediocre of orchestras. At such an 
institution one would naturally expect to hear the best of instrumentalists, 
yet what one really hears Is an instrumental group top heavy with br.ass of 
an uncertain embouchure pitted against an undersized choir of strings and 
wood winds of no especial merit either individually or collectively. There 
was hardly an act on the bill this afternoon that did not suffer in some meas¬ 
ure as a result of the incompetency of this aggregation of fiddle scrapers and 
wind Jammers. As to the program Itself it held several points of Interest, 
among them being Irene Franklin and her husband, Burt Green, both late of 
the “Always You” Show, and William Kent, last seen on Broadway in "Pitter 
Patter." The outstanding hit of the afternoon was the Franklyn-Charlea 
act. Taken all in all the bill was a good one. 

In opening the show Sylvia Loyal offered a rather unique turn, with the 
assistance of several score white pigeons, a trained canine and some straw 
hats. In addition to being a pigeon fancier Miss Loyal is a dog trainer, a 
Juggler and slack wire walker. She seems to be fairly successful in each 
line of endeavor. There Is some needless pantomime at the start of the act 
that could well be eliminated without injuring Its entertainment value to any 
great extent. The act is well mounted and ihe pigeon cot bit at the finish 
serves to send the offering off to a good hand. Nine minutes. 

Bernard and Garry, two blackface songsters, programmed as “Southern 
S^mcopators,” rolled up a neat hit for themselves in second spot, nearly stop¬ 
ping the show. Each of the twins reminds one of Eddie Leonard, A1 Jolson 
and Eddie Cantor rolled into one. In fact later in the act they offer imper¬ 
sonations of these blackface stars. These lads are possessed of no small 
degree of personality, as well as excellent voices, and have perfected a sure¬ 
fire method of selling their "stuff." Of the Impersonations offered perhaps 
A1 Jolson was the best, with Eddie Leonard running a close second. 

Donald Kerr and “His Lqdy Friends" followed in “Handle With Care,” 
which has been described by the program writer as Blow at the High 
Cost of Acting." It is Just that. Kerr is a rather likable chap, who sings 
fairly and dances cleverly. However, he’s not much of a picker of one thing 
we're sure. He didn’t see “his lady friends in a bathing suit” before he 
signed them. They are pretty enough of face, have typical chorus girl voices, 
but their nether limbs will never do. Flo Ziegfeid or J. J. Shubert or even 
Walter Kingsley—all of whom* have won fame as connolseurs of femininity 
—will tell you that a girlie act can’t possibly got over effectively without 
the aid of a well-turned ankle and a shapely calf. However, the “Lady 
Friends” can dance, and that is one point in their favor. No little credit 
is due Sammy Lee, who staged the routine. This act also carries a pianist. 
He also sings. When Indulging .n vocal efforts one would swear that his 
mouth was filled with mush. Nevertheless the act’s not so bad, and 
during the fifteen minutes It held the stage the audience evidenced signs of 
liking It. 

“The American Yodelers," otherwise known as the Wilson Brothers, 
came next, and with them came hokum, bunk and good cheer. They are 
a couple of oldtimer.o, but there’s nothing oldtimey about the way they work. 
IBoth are fair at the yodeling and strong on the “low” comedy. They are 
billed as “The Lieutenant and the Cop.” The policeman stuff is a sure-fire 
method for laughs in this city. Ten minutes and a near riot. 

Irene Franklin closed the first half of the bill. She is assisted by her 
hu.sband. Burt Green, at the piano, in what she describes as the only pii.no 
act In vaudeville that doesn’t use a piano lamp. Miss Franlin was heard in 
a cycle of character songs of her own writing. As a lyricist she Is a bit 
snappy at times, but then she’s an artiste, and one can forgive an artiste 
many things. During the months since she was last seen here she has 'ost 
none of her piquant charm or ability to put her material over with smashing 
effectiveness. She held the stage nearly twenty minutes. 

William Kent, the musical comedy comedian, late of “Pitter Patter" and 
later still of "Vogues and Vanities,” followed intermission in ’’Buh’ie<5.’’ 
written and staged bv Frank Stammers. This is a rather diverting musical 
turn, somewhat fantastic In stvie. with lots of dancing, pretty girls and 
catchy tunes. Kent is a comedian of no mean ability and is capably lissisted 
by (jiieenle Smith, Robert O’Connor and Marjorie Leach. The act is,well 
mounted thruout. several of the specialties being particularly ingratiating to 
the eye. Thirty minutes and a big hand. 

Franklyn-Charles and Company. In "A Vaudeville Surprise,” were on 
the stage Just twelve minutes, and during that time scored the outstanding 
hit of the afternoon. This act Is truly a surprise. It Is seldom that one 
finds two acrobats as versatile as th's twain. They dance, sing a bit and 
offer one of the most sensational exhibitions of strong arm w’ork ever seen at 
this house. 

Robert Emmett Keane. In next to closing, told English stories, and the 
Irish portion of the house left.

For many years there have been aeciiona re-

These setts 
bsve been es|.eclslly reserved for the men on tbe 

newap.xpers, their work necessitating a good 

view of all the proceedings, and tbe management 
of tbe sporting project appreciating the Import¬ 

ance of tbe scribes. But now Harold P Wendt, 

publicity director of the Rivoli Theater. Toledo, 

again atepa forward with an innovation for thea¬ 

ter men.

"In vandevllle you have almply got to make good. No fame nor blurb ran save you. 
If a bishop were to speak, bis robes would help him. not at all, his dignity and place 
wonid avail him nothing, and, unless be was interesting, bis audience would walk ont 
on blm or cry; 'Get the book!’ 

“The President of the Tnlted States or the Kliyt of England would not be booked 
nnleaa he could show his 'act’ was good. The vaudeville audience is the keenest, shrewd¬ 
est and most honest crowd in America, They respect nothing, fear nothing. Tbeir human 
Interest is reduced to its bare bones. No bluff nor snobbery goes in the long rnn. They 
say to one who dares to appear on tbeir stage; Tome, what have you? Make good or 
get out, and no fooling.’ If you succeed and deliver to them a warm, living sensation, 
they are quick and generous, in their applanae. 

"Of all the famous ones who sing In grand opera or lecture in tbe university or fill 
the pulpit ‘with acceptability and power’ or thrill tbe Senate, not one In a hundred could 
successfully find the heart of a vaudeville audience in twenty mlnates and fill the bouse 
twelve times a week. 

"And do not Imagine that vaudeville audiences are low and coarse. There's a atrlcter 
test of propriety on the stsge than on the ebautauqua platform. You find pasted op 
among the rules of the bouse thst you are not to use any word or gesture that smacks 
of profanity, obscenity or vulgarity. Even Kipling must be expurgated. Refinement 
here Is not a Inxury—It la a passionate necessity. The standards are more aevsre than 
in a Methodist conference. 

"If I were In the business of preaching the Gospel, 1 would be prouder of being able 
to hold and thrill a vaudeville audience than a church convention or a rcriral meeting. 
For there you simply must make good. There la no other way."

you will understand the disappointment 
that the revival of "Peg o’ My Heart” 
Is going to bring to those who saw and 
loved It In 1912. Miss Taylor Is, In a 
sense, still "Peg," and the play is the 
same admirable mixture of soundness 
and trash which satisfied and enter¬ 
tained millions during Its career here In 
America and on the other side. But 
Miss Taylor Is far from being the same 
“Pep,” and the effect of the play is most 
unexpectedly and unpleasantly differ¬ 
ent. In her curtain speech Miss Taylor 
mentioned that the piece had been re¬ 
vived for “legal reasops." What they 
were she did not specify at that partic¬ 
ular moment, as someone blundered 
and the curtain came down In the midst 
of a sentence. When It rose again she 
had changed the subject. Doubtless the 
"legal reasons” are perfectly sound. 
They usually are—until the verdict Is 
rendered. But the company which is 
now playing Is so woefully Inferior to 
the original cast as to appear dellher- 
ately cheap. Percy Ames is exactlj-the 
same as "Alarlc” as he was In the role 
of the sympathetic friend In "Wedding 
Bells," and his equipment of manner¬ 
ism, gesture and comedy playing Is Just 
as meager. The "Jerry" of A. E.

’The Arthur Hopkins Drumbeaters, 
the Robert Edmond Jones Worship¬ 
ers and the entire Barrymore Family 
Cult got an awful wallop at the Apollo 
Theater Thursday evening. February 
17, when Lionel Barrymore was pre¬ 
sented In Mr. Hopkins’ latest Improve¬ 
ment on William Shakespeare’s cyclonic 
tragedy, "Macbeth.” The house was 
packed to asphyxiation with A. H. D.’s, 
R E. J. W.'s and the B. F. C., at 15.50 
per each. The excitement was per- 
fervld. The anticipation was with dif¬ 
ficulty repressed and the performance 
started to begin at 8:35. It never really 
begran. Thanks be to God, It did end 
about ten minutes before the witching 
hour. It was one of the ghastliest ex¬ 
periences the American theater has 
ever suffered. Thanks are due to Mr. 
Hopkins and Mr. Hopkins’ friend, Mr. 
Jones. 

We were warned of innovations in 
the production. Mr. Hopkins wrote a 
staggering note to The Times, telling 

US what “Macbeth” meant. That should 
have been warning enough to keep any 
sane man away. But no one suspected 
that Shakespeare’s ideas, lines, stage 
settings and directions would be com¬ 
pletely Ignored. “Macbeth” was treated 
exactly as it would have been If it was 
the first play of Sim Dempsey, of Talla- 
loosa, Mich., and Sim Dempsey was 
deaf, dumb, blind and paralyzed. 

Shakespeare says: "Ring the alarum!" 
Arthur Hopkins says: "That’s out! 
Curfew shall not ring tonight!” 

Did the original Three Witches dance 
about a cauldron and speak “from the 
mouth out,” as Dutch comedians ad¬ 
vise. They mlgh have. 

Mr. Hopkins and Mr. Hopkins’ friend. 
Mr. Jones, eliminate the cauldron and 
gag the witches behind masks so that 
what they want to say can not be heard. 

The witches were bad enough In their 
red, red robes, standing like bloody 
statues In center of stage against a 
black cyclorama drop Instead of a 
Masted heath, but the real sho ;k of the 
evening arrived with the first view of 
Mr. Jones’ "Room in the Castle.” The 
Room In the Castle, and all the other 
rooms of the Macbeth flat, according to 
Mr. Jones, consisted of two sections of 
board fence, about nine feet high, with 
convenient gashes hacked in them so 
the characters could get In and out. The 
fences were cut on the bias to make 
them easier to look at, and In this tug- 
house enviroment a supposedly Intelli¬ 
gent audience was forced to sit and suf¬ 
fer. Lionel Barrymore will never re¬ 
ceive a greater tribute of personal af¬ 
fection than he did last night. Nothing 
but a love such as a mother has for her 
babe prevented the maddened specta¬ 
tors from boarding the stage and tear¬ 
ing Mr. Jones’ Idea of stage settings to 
toothpicks. Lady Macbeth’s chamber 
was a quartet of pasteboard cones that 
resembled drunken Eskimos’ igloos. 
It Is altogether impossible to describe 
other artistic efforts of Mr. Jones. Give 
the nearest infant a pair of shears, the 
hunk of cardboard which supports your 
dress shirt on Its return voyage from 
the laundry, a ten-minute talk on Fu¬ 
turism, turn him loose In the bathroom, 
and If he doesn’t come out In two min¬ 
utes with a better set of stage pictures 
than Mr. Hopkins’ friend, Mr. Jones, 
jlgsawed out for "Macbeth,” then 
strangle the brat with a towel. 

Mr. Barrymore’s “Macbeth” began 
and ended on the same note. It was n 
pitifully unintelligent characterization, 
utterly without insight, comprehension 
or development. There was not an In¬ 
stant of It that was even exciting. Miss 
Arthur was better. The rest of the 
cast, with the exception of the First 
Murderer, played by Stuart Black, who 
was virile and businesslike, might have 
been creations of Mr. Hopkins* friend, 
Mr. Jones. The Porter only needed a 
tin badge, a spear-shaped chin whisker 
and two verses of “Suckin’ Cider Thru 
a Straw” to step right into "Way Down 
East.” 

There were moments of great beauty 
before the curtain. In one, when Mr. 
Hopkins’ friend, Mr. Jones, did not have 
hls futurist picture puzzle to play with. 
The color effects were exquisite and the 
arrangement of the hangings gave a 
fine woodsy illusion. The sustained 
dripping scarlet of Macbeth’s and Lady 
Macbeth’s costumes was an excellent 
touch. The beating drum business, 
lifted from "The Emperor Jones,” was 
a bit effective, and some* of the group¬ 
ings were characterized by vividness 
and appeal. But nothing, nothing, noth¬ 
ing could hope to overcome the hopeless 
direction of Mr. Hopkins, the scenery 
of Mr. Hopkins’ friend. Mr. Jones, and 
the schoolboyish conception of the 
character of "Macbeth” by Mr. Barry¬ 
more. 

I said a lot of things about the svn- 
thetlc production of "A Winter’s Tale.” 
After seeing Mr. Hopkins’ "Macbeth” I 
wish to state that the synthetic produc¬ 
tion of “A Winter’s Tale” was one of 
the best shows I ever attended.—PAT¬

Thia collect loo conaists of five American plays, 
with thel* full text, and an introduction by 
Ge-nge Pierce Baker. Profassor of DrasMwa 
Literature of Harvard University. 

The plays chosen by Professor Baker for In- 
rlnslon In tbe volume are “As a Man Thinkt", 
by Aufustua Tliomaa; “Tbe Return of Peter 
Grimm”, ny David Belatco; “Romance,” by 
Edward Sheldoa; “The Unchastened Woman”, 
by Louis Anspacher. and “Plots and Play¬ 
wrights”. by Edward Massey. All of these piays 
have proved their worth in tbe theatar and all 
make good reading. Thw book should be wel¬ 
comed by studonta. players and wrritera on 
these two counts alona, for it is not often 
that a coHectlon of plays la Issued In which 
all have been proved of commercial value. In 
addition to having literary quality.

On tbe stage these rhyme* seem to 
hamper the player*, often slowing up their de¬ 
livery. but on tbe printed page they seem to 
do Juat tbe opposite.

1 can not cram all the New Year's playa into 

one week's letter; not even It The liillhuard 

were to give me two columns to do it In, each 

as big aa the Columbua column on 4htb street 

aud Broadway In New York. Permanent and 

transient Berliners have a general idea of bow 

much show busincas is just now going on In this 

town, but few of them grasp Its real immenaity. 

Almost every new play of any kind triea to give 

lu first real performance In Berlin. But there 
are many plays 1 can’t go to see, as there are no 

tickets obtainable for love or money, and tbere 

are some plays I won't go to see. Several of 

the new offerings are too strongly fiavored with 

garlic and ap.ced with paprlkb. 

‘'Neun Monate a dato’* (“nine moatha from 
now"), for instance, at the Folies Caprice, is 

a moat disgusting fabrication, iiaradmg se¬ 

duction and adultery in a dreary, brutal manner. 

It la a marvel that women of respectable ap¬ 

pearance can be aeen sitting thru Ita perform¬ 

ance and laughing at acenea and lines which a 

few years ago would not have been tolerated 

even in the lowest show bouse of this conntry. 

The motto of aome of our theatrical managera 

la at present; "We give the public what it 

wants." Uow much mure to be desired is the 

motto of Goethe on the Opera Uoose at Frank- 

fort-on-the-Main: "To the Truth, the Light and 

the Good!" 

Tbere was also a time in this conntry 'when 

theater managers fought ticket speculatura. Af¬ 

ter that managers am' apeculaton joined bands 

to levy toll on theatergoers and divide 50-50. 

The result was aimply au increase of the price of 

good acats and popular performances. Now (or 

good seats at a really popular performance no 

one thinks of going to the box-oOlce, and tbe 
price la whatever tbe speculator can get. Tbe 

evil never wae so bad as it is today, sod tbe 

chorus of ticket speculators on the sidewalk 

never was in better TOi.;e! 

"Wenn die Liebe Erwacht" ("When Love 

Awakens") at tbe Sollendorf ITace Theater Is 

certainly one of tbe prettiest things in Berlin, 

In tbe way of scenery, costume# and mnsic. 

Tbere is not much about the piece itself to dis¬ 

tinguish it from the countless others of the same 

kind that come and go on tbe Berlin stage in 

unending profnaion. In ita outline the atory 
gives the experiencea of woman in her quest for 

love which takes her out Into the world, where 
she sneountera temptations of every form. Tbere 

are more good musical numbers to the square 

Inch of the prompt book than can be heard else¬ 

where. And it doesn't matter when yon atrolv 

into the theater, aa none of the aonga baa any 

bearing whatever on the ao-called plot. 

But—marveloua to behold. Berlin has also a 

musical piece with a real plot. This la "I’.ar- 

oneaai'ben Sarah,” at the “Komlacbe Oper,” 

Mr. A. Neidbardt la its author. There la a 

bint of soma forgotten Ftencb farce in it, but 

tbla may well be forgiven as tbe story suppl es 

laughable altuationa and Intpires clever lines. 

From every point of view the heroine of the 

operetta, Praulein Else Muller, baa a delightful 

role to Imperaonate. It gives her a chance of 
expreastng almost every imaginable human emo¬ 

tion. She portraya a girl who loyally atanda by 

her bankrupt father and helps him thru the 

crisis. Together with the man on whom tbe 

curtain was later to fall as ber devoted husband, 

rierr Paul Heidemann, they sing '‘Mein Mann 

sold go seln wle papa” (my buaband mnat be like 

my daddy), and acore a big bit with this aong, 

and alao with their most extravagant dancea. 

In which they never once overleap the bounda of 

propriety. 

A drama which la wanting in tbe saving 

grace of fresh air la "Dia Tournee,” by B. B. 

Lenormand, a Frenchman, presented at the 

"Tribune Theater,'* "Anton Edlhoier, the hero, 

one of the few German actors of today who 

has the power to carry the audieccea off their 

feet with bis emotional acting, after trying 

vainly to save hia wife's aouL blows out ber 

brains and kills bimaelf and brings the curtain 

down on a tragedy. Tbe place and manner of 

assignatiooa, tbe decepuous of the faithless wife 

and the tearful plead.nga of tbe loving husband 

are tbe appealing scenes that make the play. 

The theme it a hackneyed one, and is not ban¬ 

died in an original way. 

Opening a new theater in Berlin has ceaaed to 

cauae wild excitement in the city, but ao well 

arranged and cozy a little house like "Die Kum^ 

die" in Bulunstrasse deserves menliun. Adriean 

Netto, ita manager, who uaed to be one of the 

priucgial actors of the "Tribune Theater," wiU 

devote bis stage to one-act playa only. This 

ought to prove ao attraction in itacif; also the 

proapect of an Intermlasion between each of 

the playlets will be heartily welcomed by tbe 

puollc. Tbe German playgoer loves bis Inter- 

jniaaion. A aine qua non of every theater over 

here is a large foyer, fianked by cold buffets, 

which, are piled with heaps of greaey-luoking 

aaudwicbes and innumerable glasses of beer. Ev¬ 

ery performance is interrupted (or at least a 1:0- 

minute interval in the middle, when the en¬ 

tire audience storms the buffets, aatiafiea its ap¬ 

petite and then aolemnty defflea in pTocession 

•round the foyer. 

In Berlin tbere are any number of firtt-claaa 

concert halls, where artistes with lotematiuoat 

reputations—aingerR, violiaista, pianists and 

'cellists—may be heard every nlgbt during the 

winter season and wut tbe plaudits of bouaea sold 

out in advance weeks belore. In moat casern 

The halls: Philbarmooie, Smaakademle, Bee¬ 

thoven and Beebstein aaal are advertising tbo 

following aingers for tbe coming week: Mar- 

garete Meyael, I’anl Bender, Alice Bredow, 
Brouageest, Bobert Butt, Jadiowker, LiUlo 

Eehmann, Leo Siezak and Adolph Trimbom. Not 

only famous artists, but also budding aspirants 

supply concert programmes. Tbe verdict of ths 

Berlin critics is considered essential to futurs 

sncceas by would-be concert "•tart,” and they 

flock to Berlin to submit^ tbelr wares to the judg¬ 

ment of tbeee repatatitm-makera and unmakers. 

The net result is that our metropolitan aud.encss 

in the courae of a concert season not only have 

the pick of luminaries wbo have already "ar¬ 

rived," but enjoy tbe privilege of passing in re¬ 

view a boat of ambitious talent wbo regard Ber¬ 

lin approbation a certain augur for future sue- 
ceea. 

There waa once a time over here when an 

actor or an actress of fame and dUtlnctlon in 

tbfr legitimate or operatic field (like Barry Wal¬ 
den, Budolpb Schlldkraut, MItal Wlrth and 

others) could go into vaudeville and get by on 

hit or ber name. The aud.ence accepted him 

or ber on tbe strength of their past perform¬ 

ances. Nowadaya nothing counts ezevpt tba 

quality of work. The legitimate star's mere 

appearance meant nothing, lie mlaeea the big 

aop.'orting company and tbe wealth of scenery 

and coatumes, and finds that be has got to de¬ 

liver tbe goods. The new environment la alao 

hardly particularly congenial to him. This la 

noticeable at the Apollo Theater this month, 

where Tom Tetiaff and Leo Conns id. In their 

aketch, "Bute Dlch ("Beware!”), find It rather 

bard to awing the audience from a troupe of 

trained steera into a dramatic or even tragic 

playlet. More often than not the, sole object 

of the manager In making such engagements Is 

to secure an attraction with which to "head¬ 
line” the annonneementa. One act plays and 

operettas Dotwtthsuoding, the bsckbone of 

Tsudeville la this country will slways consist of 

scrobstlcs, juggUng and other feats of atrengib 

and skill; with the difference, however, of slab- 

oration and refinement.

hours a day!!! How can a man like 
that understand the yearnings of a 
woman's nature for arch-itects and lib¬ 
erty and villas on islands and thinRS? 
Yes, she did fall In love with her young 
arch-ltect, but could she help that? 
She waa getting on towards fifty, and 
a girl must have her fling sometime. 
ITut how unselfish her love was. She 
couldn't marry him. because she was 
over the age limit and she couldn’t be 
his mistress. All she wanted of her be¬ 
loved arch-ltect was to build either a 
cathedral or an opera house. A woman 
can not he all bad who has a soul full 
of cathedrals and opera houses, can 
she? 

So Elsie sends Joergen (that’s the 
arch-ltect’s name) off to the msdnland 
•with the other male goats, and she set¬ 
tles herself for a nice long winter with¬ 
out a man to spoil the landscape. Lit¬ 
tle by little it com-.?s out that Elsie is 
really Sex-Starved. She wants her 
arch-ltect back, and he comes back 
eight months later. 

The minute he kisses her she knows 
he has changed. Oh, how he has 
changed! He kisses her like a husband 
trying to conceal the odor of synthetic 
gin on his breath, or a brother opening 
negotiations for a small loan from a 
suspicious sister. Joergen hasn’t built 
the cathedral or the opera house, but 
he has drawn the plans for the loveliest 
hospital. Oh. hut he’s changed. So 
changed in fact th-it he has actually 
fallen in love with Elsie’s red-headed 
maid, Jeanne, who Is also Sex-Starved. 
Jeanne sold her girlish soul for a pair 
of silk stockings.' Imagine a rising 
young arch-ltect preferring Jeanne, a 
girl with no more business Instinct 

than to sell herself for a pair of hose to 
some cheap skate that never even threw 
in a teddy bear or an envelope chemise 
for luck to Elsie, when he might have 
married a woman ■who, her second time 
out, grabbed a Copenhagen snuff maker 
with plenty of Jack. When the returns 
are all in Elsie sends for Husband 
Llndtner and suggests that she is will¬ 
ing to take up the White Woman’s Bur¬ 
den once again. But Richard has, In 
the meantime, developed symptoms of 
sex starvation, so to prepare for a hard 
winter he has gone and engaged him¬ 
self, whiskers and all, to a nlneteen- 
year-old maiden, •who loves him for his 
snuff alone. So Elsie ends the play by 
yelling at the top of her lungs: “Empty, 
empty, empty!” She Is At Liberty. 
Next Week Open. No reasonable offer 
refused! 

The play Is presented by a co-oper¬ 
ative group of actors, of both sexes, 
known as the Fellowship Players. The 
production is In conjurfctlon v.'lth A1 
Woods, who is in conjunction with 
"Ladies’ Night," offered evenings In the 
same theater for the benefit of Sex- 
Starved Men. The combination Is an 
excellent one. if you happen to be hun¬ 
gry. 

Lucille Watson plays Elsie and Is an 
Ideal selection for the role. She has 
the brazen stage manner which smart 
women affect in everyday life. She 
rattles off the cheap cynicisms of mis¬ 
understood wives In the proper medical 
key of strained, nervous Irritability. 
She can play feminine phalliclst of the 
advanced drama to the letter. But of 
sound feeling her characterizations 
have none. In her moments of disap¬ 
pointment In “The White Villa” she 
stalks like an angry cat, but she looka 
well and conveys the Impression of 
great vital vigor. She will suit the 
Sex-Starved Sisterhood down to the 
ground. Edward Ellis is connubial as 
the husband and distorts the character 
skillfully to meet the requirements of 
the feministic drama, and, presumably, 
feminine direction. Frank Morgan Is 
very bad. He makes love like an amor¬ 
ous street car conductor and his mo¬ 
notonous elecution is maddening. 

Doris Kenyon Is the most encourag¬ 
ing young player of the cast. She has 
a voice which merits deserved training 
and Intelligent development. She car¬ 
ries herself like a gentlewoman and has 
two very Important bits of technical 
equipment. She can play the piano and 
sing. Actresses should be able to do 
something besides speak lines under 
direction. They ought to have certain 
gentlewomanly accomplishments to be 
drawn on when needed. Miss Kenyon 
has possibilities meriting her own very 
serious consideration. Anita Rothe was 
a comedy relief and a good one. 

“The White Villa” Is another exam¬ 
ple of the sort of thing which Is raising 
destruction with decent Ideals inside 
and outside the theater. Its underlying 
philosophy Is rotten to the core, and It 
will only serv’e to console In their view¬ 
point a common type of woman who 
prides herself on being misunderstood 
and who really wants only a change— 
from the man she has to the one she 
has not.—PATTERSON JAMES.

I Dialled one of my song poems to a 
highly advertised concern, which upon receipt of 
same inimeilintely advised me I had sent tnrtii 
the greatest lyric that they had received up t.v 
that date, .and with one of their melo<ties (be) 
the composer was glad to inform me that 1 
could easily draw royalties on upwards of a 
half million copiek (sheet mnsic), as that 
type of song was always In deman.i (t>elng a 
rsg song) and be at that writing had before 
him a letter from his publisher asking (or that 
very type of -oug, and that upon receipt of $25 
he would get the song out at once, as the pub¬ 
lisher wanted it immediately. 

Not having the $23, I wrote and asked that 
be, the composer, please supply tbe melody, and 
I would gladly give him half interest, or be 
could collect tbe first hundred dollars from 
royalties, etc. In reply he stated inasmuch as 
he bad been willing to meet me more than half 
way, by allowing me to pay him for placing 
tbe song after a thousand copies bad been sold, 
be felt that be was unable to assume a greater 
risk, by doing as I bad asked him to do. There¬ 
fore if I were willing to let $2.3 stand between 
me and suecess he would* return the lyric upon 
my request. Which be did. But his statement 
regarding tbe risic on tbe one thousand copies, 
etc., "let the cat out the bag.” for if he was 
assuming such a risk by collecting on the one 
thousand copies, then .what must have been 
tbe risk that 1 must assume on trying to col¬ 
lect on half a million or even a quarter of n 
million copies? Which brings ns again to tbe 
opening paragraph, "Cse your head.” 

In coDolusion I wfli advise all amateurs, be¬ 
fore sending your bard earned cash to concernn. 
first examine each proposition from all sides, 
then "look under It" from the bottom up. Ton 
will fled this old saying means morn to tbe 
am.'vteur song writer than any one I know: 
”Be sure you’re right, then go ahead.”

SAVING THE KINEMA 
(A British View) 

TTie agitation goinc Pn at present against stupid American films is wise so far as 
it goes, but it hardly goes far enough. AH power to any morement ■which strives to 
establish a more Intelllgeot censorship over the kinema than it has so far had to answer. 
For the 'tlnema, with Its enormous influence, especially over the imaginations of young 
people, has a power for great good and great eviL The weakness of the current agitation 
is that Its criticism is mainly destructive; it rails at the stupidity of the eternal ‘‘triangle’’ 
dramas and the eternal slapstick farce. But little enough is being done towards ; 'ting 
the kinema on to ita right track, of formulating some S'^rt of first principles of k—ema 
art the observance of which might conceivably result in picture# of dramatic and poetic 
worth. Yet the task ought not to be hard. The wordless play was one of the first dr*- 
matic mediums known to man. Gesture as a form of poetical expresaion has ever been 
nttive to the most primitive tribes. The puppet show, as Gordon Craig has so often told 
ns. can by means of silent miming thrill ns with emotions common to our kind. But how 
few kinema playwrights have realised the kinship of their medium with the dumb puppet 
show! With even the more earnest of them the fault has been to ape the technique of the 
theater proper, to construct for "the silent drsma" plays dealing with domestic and social 
intrigue demanding a complexity of plot and of character which only the spoken word 
may render Intelligihle. The kinema will cime by its own as soon as it is content with 
plays whose action is broad and self-explanatory, and whose characters are merely per¬ 
sonifications of our primal emotions, desires and conceits. Such a character is Pimeh. 
’’Tlie foundation of drama.’’ WFite Arthur Symons a few years ago, "is that part of ac¬ 
tion which can be represented in dumb slnw. Only the essentlsl parts of action can be 
represented without words.’’ Yon would set the really great kinema actor vilniy to 
work on any maleri.il tnt that which is cmimon to humanity. The greatest dramas of 
the world are. at hotu-m. raelodramaa. in that their characters are simply broad stales 
of mind and feeling in conflict. And the significant gesture not less than the significant 
word can give them dramatic life. Here, aecmingly. is the cue for the kinema playwright 
of the futuure.—MANTIIESTER lENGLAND) OUABDIAN.

THE IRREPRESSIBLE MOONEY CASE 
Abnnilant evidence has been produced that Thomas J. MooneT. the Sin FraneBeo 

labor leader, did not hare a fair trial. The confession of John McDonald, one of the 
wltneeaea on wh«ee testimony he was convicted, which was printed in The World Tues¬ 
day, gives additional eonflrmation to what had already been revealed. Leas than four 
inontbt ago D-aper Hand, the detective, confessed that he was the chief agent In securing 
and drillii.g the witnesses who swore away the lives of Mooney and his companions. The 
stories of these two men sbfiolutely agree in pointing to a conspiracy to build up a case 
against Mooney thru worthless and perjured testimony. The rattleman, Oxisan, who 
rendered the prosecution invaluable assistanco at the trial, beyond a doubt perjured 
himself. 

When the Supreme Court of California, in a lame derision, denied thst it had power 
to afford Mooney relief, the only means of saving hia life was thru an aet of clemency' 
by Governor Stephens, who communted Mooney's sentence to life imprisonment. He it 
still In the penitentiary, tho every rlrenmstanoe today strengthens the belief that bs was 
the virtlm of a sinister miseairisge of justice. 

If ever there was a case where the law baa failed to afford a remedy for Iti own gross 
iniBuse, it is that of Mooney. That be bad a guilty part in the bomb outrage on Prepared¬ 
ness Day in 1916 was never credibly established. That the prosecution employed methods 
to justify his rooviotiOD at the time, dishonorable and corrupt, is shown in the sworn 
statements of men once at ils service. Judges and Assistant Dletrlct Attorneys connc' ted 
with the case have since declared that on the evidence presented against him Mooney 
should not have been convicted. 

Yet notuitig is done U) rectily a wrong which strikes at the very foundation of the 
administration of Justice.—NEW YORK WOBLD.

THE FAIR AS AN INSTITUTION 

That the fair 1* an instltatlon that make* tor the greater development of all that 
la heat la life ia generally recognized. Occasionally a carping critic raiaes objection to 
fairs in general, becauae. foraootb, be has found here and there an objectionable feature, 
but the pnbllc In general aerepts the fair as a wholesome, upUtUng inatltutloo, and 
enjoya to the fall Its many delightfully entertaining feature*. 

In a recent Issue a publiratlon, called "The Sbortbom In America," carried an 
article whieh, while treating aperlfieslly of the Iowa State Fair, has such general ap- 
pllcatton and so aurrinetly expresse* progress made by the fairs of the United States and 
Canada that it it given herewith tn full; 

"Steadily thru the years there baa grown on the site of the Icwa Fair Gronndt an 
Institution of great proportions and greater import. Its beginning, like others of Its 
kind, bad a modest setting in keepini; with the modest hopes and limited opportnnitie* 
of Its founder*. But with It* development the scope of its usefulness broadened, and as 
It broadened the vlalon of Ite sponsors expanded. The educational posaibilltlea of the 
fair aa an Inatltatlon were revealed aa the response of the public became more definite 
and more general. 

"The primitive housing, adequate for the period, has given way In an department* 
to enlarged structures of permanent character, enclosing many acres under root. Exten¬ 
sive as these modem facilities are, there is no nnused space, and It appears that still 
larger area* will be required to accommodate the exhlbits^xbibits denoting the present 
day progress In every line of useful industry.

The 
Legkslatcre has yielded to the urgent requirements of the fair, grudgingly at first, re¬ 
luctantly later, conaervatlvely always—but It has yielded, and in doing so has served 
public Interest not limited to a few vocations nor confined within the boundaries of tbs 
Btate. 

"Tba Iowa Stats Fair baa kept pace with the advance of the times. Indeed, ft has 
for the musi paai led me advan..e. lu wli...,.er hue of useful effort that has contributed 
to the betterment of agricnltnre and ita kindred vocations the Iowa Fair has aided ef¬ 
fectively, positively, broadly, toward the highest plane of achievement. One may not 
stndy the extent and character of the exhibits, nor the setting, nor the purposes of the 
management, nor the attitude of the counties* thnnsaods who. year after year, throng 
the grounds, vritboot being deeply Impressed with the potent force, the solidity, the con- 
atrnctlve result* embraced within the aerpe of Us contact. 

"Herein lies the seed that shall prove the antidote to inefficient, undesirable citlxen- 
thip, the preventive of socialistic, bolshevlsttc. anarchistic tendencies. 

"In these annual events, of which the low* Fair may be Justly regarded as the near- 
ideal, are contained the element* for the making of practical, well-gronnded efficiency, the 
atimulatlng of high endeavor. There la no other agency that can serve *0 large a purpose 
as effectively. There la no appeal comparable to that of a well-ordered fair.”

The framers of *he constitution sppreclited 
tbe wisdom of encouraging invention by tlie 
grant of some suitable reward to inventors. 
It was first proposed that; "The Congress shall 
have power to encourage by premiums and pro- 
Titlons the advancement of usefnl knowledge 
and discoveries." Bnt this was abandoned in 
favor of a monopolistic grant, tbs provisions 
adopted being: "The Congress shall have power 
to promote the progress of science and usefnl 
arts by securing for limited times to . . . 
inventors the exclusive right to their . 
discoveries." 

It was thns recognized at an early date that 
llTcntiun should be encounged. Tliis has been 
Inatlfled by the siihsei|uent history of cur lOun- 
try and It is clear to any Impartial student 
ttwt the inventors of the nation have contributed 
largely to its material well being, having added 
to Ita wealth and prestige and have generally 
Blade life more worth the living. In order 
to stimulate Inventors to activity the nation 
says, in efiect: "If you will Invent and dis- 
clnse your invention to the people, teaching 
them how to use this new thing which you 
have conceived, then yon shsU be granted the 
exclusive right to tbe fruits of your invention 
for a limited period.'* 

In return for this invention and its disclosure 
what does the public offer to the inventor! 
Originally it was proposed that prizes or premi¬ 
ums be given, but this is obviously impracti¬ 
cable, as it is imi>osslble to foretell in advance 
wbat the value of an invention will be and 
clearly the aame reward cannot be offered to 
all inventors. Cut by granting to the inventor a 
monopoly in the use of bis invention for a 
given period tbe matter of tbe reward is auto¬ 
matically adjusted, for If tbe Invention be an 
important one this monopoly becomes of great 
TSiue, vrfaerets if the Invention is a trivial

AIR DARE-DEVILS 

n Force at Fair Men's Meeting—Films 
of Air Stunts Shown 

Chicago, Feb. 17.—Mingling with the throng 
of fair, park and carnival men at the Audi¬ 
torium Hotel Tuesd.iy and Wednesday were 
several of the most daring stunt flyers In the 
country—flyers who have been much in the 
public eye and wbo will be seen at the leading 
fairs during the season of 1021. Ruth Law, a 
veteran in the flying game, and her buaband, 
Cliarlea Oliver, were much in evidence; Jeraey 
Uingel and Billy Bioek, newer tlian Misi L'w 
in c.vhibitlon flying, but who. under tbe akillful 
management of genial Joe Curtlf, have made a 
wonderful record and promise to be a sensa¬ 
tion of_the 1021 season, were on hand; A1 Wil¬ 
son, fooi was there, and Volara Nelson and 
ber pilot flew to Chicago from Omaha, Neb., 
to attend tbe convention.

N. A. Executive Committee Satisfied 
With Hit Work 

William A. Brady, president of the National 

Assoviation of the Motion Picture Industry, who 

is touring the I'nited Stales to effect a clipser 

afflllatioo between all branebea of the basinesa 

and to combat cenaursbip in those States where 

hostile legislatiuo threatens, has decided to go 

clear thru to the Pacific Coast. This decialon to 

extend his trip was made at the earnest request 

of the Executive Committee of the Nitionsl .1s- 

soclatioD, which is highly gratified with the work 

Mr. Brady hat already accomplished on his tour, 

and it anxious to have him cover as large a ter¬ 

ritory as possible before bis return to New York. 

The Executive Committee's wire requesting 

him to extend bis tour to the Coast reached Mr. 

Brady at Lincoln. Neb., and he immediately 

agreed to go on thru, allbo the decision meant a 

persona I sacrifice to bis own business interests. 

"If the exteuslon of the triii is for the welfare 

of the industry I will continue it.'' wired Mr. 

F.rady, "altho I have many personal business 

problems in New York.*' 

The extension of the tour takes the National 

Asswlstlon’s pres dent to I'lerre, S. P.; Bis- 

mark, S. D.; Ilelena, Mont.; Seattle, Wash.; 

Portland, Ore.; San rranclsco, Sacramento and 
Ixw Angeles. lie will also make stops at Sait 

luikc City, Denver, St. Louis, Indianapolis. Cin¬ 

cinnati, Columbus, Wheeling, Pittsburg, Buffalo 

and Rochester. 

Censorship measures are pending In practically 

every State which will be visited by Mr. Brady. 
Id many of these boetlle measures have already 

been introduced in the legislatures, in others or¬ 

ganizations and individuals which are active in 

endeavoring to restrict the freedom of the screen 

are preparing to introduce measures calling for 

State cenaorabip. 

It may be remarked here in passing that the 
South Dakota soluna passed censorship bills by 

an overwhelming majority according to advlcea 

received by The Billboard. Brady spoke before 

them. 

The Executive Committee of the National As¬ 

sociation, according to the announcement from 

the association'a headquarters, feels that Mr. 

Brady's presence in the West is essential at this 

time, both to establish a closer bond of unity 

between the various factors of the picture In¬ 

dustry and to present the facts of censorship 

evils before legislators and others who are In¬ 

terested in prc'poeed legislation. 

In each State visited, the Association's presi¬ 
dent will be met by committees which arc con- 

dneting the fight against censorship, ..nd ar¬ 

rangements are being made in advance for masa 

meetings of exchange men, exhibitors and others 

who are Interested in the welfare of the In¬ 

dustry. 

In Denver the anti-censorship champion will be 

greeted by F. E. Hickey, of the Denver Film 

Exchange Board of Trade, auB H. T. Nolan of 

the First National Exhibitors’ Circuit, who will 

act as a steering committee while be is there. 

In Salt Lake City be will be met by Murray 

W. McCarthy of the Intermountaln Film Board 

of Trade, and by O. H. McCracken and Louto 
W. Marcus, of Famous Playera, who will ar¬ 

range various meetings at which Mr. Brady will 
appear. 

In the Northwest Mr. Jensen, of Jensen & Von

Hla death waa sodden and unexpected. He collapeed at the Manhattan Club on Tuesday 
evening and waa removed to St. Vincent’s Hospital, where he died on Wednesday after¬ 
noon, February 16. A contributory cause of his death undoubtedly was the ahock he 
received aa a result of the sudden taking off of bis llfe-loag associate, James Gibbons 
Huneker, music critic of Tbe Morning World, the week previous. 

Mr. Bawling collapsed at bis desk at tbe club. In falling he fractured bis right 
shoulder. He was ruebed to tbe hospital, where late Tuesday night he suffered a heart 
attack. A seroud attack on Wednesday resulted in his death. 

Mr. Bawling was bom in Raltash, England, sixty-three years ago. He was a veteran 
news(>apcr man. haring served in all capacities on m"st of the leading dailies of the 
country, and bad been music critic of Tbe New York Evening World since 1908. Us was 
unmarried.
