It has generally been conceded in vaadevllle

tective Association had decided officially In a 

controversy of this sort that such decision waa 

binding upon both parties, and that tbe matter 

was cl<>s«*d once and for all. This, however, was 

disproved in the hearing before Justice Davia, 

when it was admitted that the V. M. P, A. 

had instructed Allison to either pay or play 

Whyte, and that tbe defendant had not done so. 

Because the V. M. P. A. lacked the power to 

enforce Its decision Whyte haled Allison Into 

court for Judgment.

HAND-SAW MUSIC 
VAUDEVILLE NOTES 

Leon Weaver Lays Claim To Being the 
Originator 

On Ajgust 1-', 1894, at fordland. Mo., Leon 
Wearer drat played music on a band-saw. He 
had Just adranred to the long pants stage, and 
was appearing as an entertainer with the med¬ 
icine show of Dr. A. D. Christy. The idea re¬ 
sulted from a purchase by him that day of a 
saw for use on the show. Before swapping 65 
cents with the general storekeeper of Kordland 
for the tool Weaver made sure his end of the 
deal by subjecting the saw to a sounding ex¬ 
amination. When be hit the saw on the end the 
▼Ibration of the steel blade emitted a sort of 
musical whang. Knowing that Weaver was the 
“novelty musician on the show in town," the 
“O. S. K.” dryly remarked: “Sort of reckon 
yon’U be play'n’ a tune on that darn saw ’fore 
long.” That was taken seriously by Weaver, 
and the very same night his program included a 
tune on the saw. Experiment proved to him 
that by changing the curvature of the blade It 
was possible to vary the pitch, after striking 
the end with a piece of wood. 

Several years later Weaver substituted a vio¬ 
lin bow for the piece of wood and played It 
with greater effect. The musical sound resem¬ 
bles the human voice minced with the weird 
strains of the Hawaiian steel-string guitar. 

With his brother, Frank, Weaver entered 
vandeville flve years ago, under the banner of 
Ted Sparks, and played in Missouri, later ap¬ 
pearing on the Pantages Circuit. The team’s 
billing was “Weaver Bros.—Arkansaw Travelers 
and Original Hand Saw Musicians.’* Since this 
team took to the variety stage quite a few nov¬ 
elty musicial acts have worked the saw stunt 
with marked success. There has been some 
dlscnasion as to who originated this form of 
mnsic, and Leon Weaver, during bis engagement 
at Cincinnati recently at the Keith Theater, told 
The Billboard that he will willingly relinquish 
his claim to the honor if he be shown where 
any person played mnsic on a saw before 1894. 
He prodneed signed papers from reliable parties 
to cooflrm his statements, among them letters 
from certain performers who admit “they’* 
copied the stuff from others.** 

.The two Weavers also play music on a one¬ 
stringed pitch fork and other novel implements. 
“We have a brand new one to offer when we re¬ 
peat our play of the large cirenita,’* said Leon.

“In 1020 the New Tofk State Legislatnre en¬ 

acted a law governing casea of controversy 

arising between two or more peraons or where 

provision la made in a contract for arbitration 

between actor and manager In case of dtspntes. 

In these cases both parties must sign a atlpu- 

lation to tbe effect that both agree tn submit 

the question to arbitration; that tbe manager 

ahall have the right to aelect one arbitrator and 

the actor another; that If the arbitrators are 

iin.ible to agree upon a verdict they must se¬ 

lect a third disinterested party, who may cast 

the deciding vote; that when the decision is 

rendered. If It Is equitable, the arbitration is 

ouforcoable as the highest point of contract at 

T;i\v and may b4 enforced the same as judg¬ 

ments, decrees and orders of tbe Supreme Court, 

when properly filed auj recorded in the Su¬ 

premo Conrt. 
•’Now, I tliln'i as a matter of fairness to 

the actor, that when be submits a controversy 

to Pat Casey he submits it to a man of whom 

there is no denial that he Is the representative 

of the Vi'ideville Managers’ Protective .Associa¬ 

tion. lie rciTcseniB their interests, and. tho it 

Is reasonable to assume that he la honeat and 

Just, still he looks ui>on such controversies with 

some degree of favor to the interest which he 

represents, .klllio, unless the question involved 

is sueh a flagr.int violation that lie cannot close 

hia eyes to the fact, he wilt usually decide as 

equitably for tbe imnkenient as is consistent 

with hla good Judgment, In order not to create 

any sii-pi'lon ns to the arbitration functlone of 

the V. M. r. A. 

CAI.I.KD WMTTH LIAR 

•‘Now. what Is the good of submitting your 

matter and your evidence to an arbitrator If he 

has no means or ability of enforcing hia de¬ 

cision. and where, at proven In this ease, he 

has no desire to enforce Itf I beie that opin¬ 

ion on a statement made to me by Mr. Alliaon, 

tho defendant In this action, in which be said 

Mr. Casey and Mr. Albee have directed me not 

to settle this case but to fight it to a finish, 

because they believe that Mr. Whyte lied about 

hia case. 

“It is evident from thia statement that Mr. 

Casey was conversant with the contract be¬ 

tween Mr. Whyte and Alliaon and his de¬ 

cision was based on a question as to whether 

a contract which provided for the re-engage¬ 

ment of an actor also required his attendance 

at rehearsals or not. This particular contract 

was silent on that question and Mr. Casey de¬ 

cided that where an actor had playe.i a part 

for a reasonable number of performances and 

was conversant with his part, even if the con¬ 

tract was silent on that point and the actor 

had been re-engaged, no rehearsals were nec¬ 

essary. 

“Yet in view of this statement and this de¬ 

cision they say that Whyte lied. I say that It 

is not a question of veracity, but a plain ques¬ 

tion of their own contract. The decision of 

Pat Casey was not a docislon of veracity or 

fact, hut a quaei-Judlclal interpretation of a 

manager's contract, based 'ipon Casey’s knowl¬ 

edge and experience and in accordance with 

customs and usages in the theatrical profession. 

When you are up against a propoaition like 

this why submit to V. M. P. .A. arbitration?”

recent criticism of the Palace Theater orches¬ 
tra by your >fr. Edward Ilaffel. some aelf-ap- 
point^ champion usually acts up a cry of graft, 
charging tbe critic with having a selfish mo¬ 
tive, just as Mr. BurtUa Green baa done In this 
particular case. 

For many years I hate been a reader of The 
Billboard rhlefiy berausA I have felt tbat it is 
the one paper publlshfd for the profession 
which la abaolntely hon^t and fair. I would 

have to be shown that a Billboard reporter is 
a grafter before 1 would believe It. 

No doubt Mr. Green knows much about vaude¬ 
ville orchestras and because of bis experience 
It Is granted he knows music, especially the 
popular variety. Also, perhaps, he should be 
applauded for ebampioniug tbe cause of a fel¬ 
low muaician. Mr. Green has to deal with 
vandevllle orchestras all of tbe time and It is 
only natural tbat be should take issue vMtb 
The Billboard critic. 

Tbat being tbe case it seems to me that his 
letter, in behalf of those upon whom he de¬ 
pends In some measure for success, questioning 
tbe motive of tbe reporter, is in poor taste. 

It might be well for all of ns to remember 
tbat money la not the only kind of graft. Sven 
tho it may not be necessary to “stand in” most 
of us like to be on the right side of tbe fence, 
if you get what 1 mean.

Dear Sir—Ilow there can be any controversy 
■tailed about the merits of tbe Palace orches¬ 
tra is quite beyuiid me. ^1 one has to do to 
find out what is thought of this orchestra Is to 
ask the performers who play the house and 
the people who pay to see the show there. I 
think you will find an almost unanimous opinion 
held that—Burt Green notwithstanding—this or¬ 
chestra ia worse than anything your critic has 
aald of it. 

1 have seen many a show at the Palace and 
cannot recall any show there which was played 
thmout with the precision and alVrtnesa which 
above everything else is required from a vaude¬ 
ville orcbcsira and its leader. I have beard 
cnea mLssed repeatedly, tempos dragged for 
dancers, accompaniments for singers played a 
full beat behind tlie voice and ia one instance 
an act entirely ruined because tbe orcbettra 
was not in tbe pit at all wiien its cue came. 

When one thinks that right across tbe street 
from the Palace, ia a moving picture show— 
The Strand—there is a mngulQcent orchestra 
and tbat at (as your critic calls it) “Ameri¬ 
ca’s foremost vaudeville theater” one hears 
only a feeble imitation ot an orchestra, it makes 
one wonder what vaudeville is coming to. And 
when Burt Green, assistant to one of Ameri¬ 
ca’s foremost headliners, says “1 hope noth- 
ing worse will happen to me than to have as 
go^ an orchestra play for me for the rest of 
my life” he leads one to i>elii-ve that he is 
either “tone-deaf” or kidding .Mr. Oaab. (?xd 
you Imagine having tbe Palace orchestra play¬ 
ing to you for tbe rest of your life? 1 wouldn’t 
wish my worst enemy tbat! .Vnd, by the way, 
Mr. Green talks about tbe or.bestra playing 
for HIM. Since Green’s position is but a sub¬ 
ordinate one to Irene Frauklin’s, would it not 
be more becoming to allow Miss Franklin to 
make such a statement. During Green’s recent 
illness George Falrman acted as accompanist 
for Miss Franklin and it secnivd to be generally 
held tbat Green was never missed. 

Ifr. Green’s pretentiousness amuses me 
greatly. Take bis statement that tbe Palace 
orchestra “contains the best flute player in 
America, bar none.” I'hat honor has usually 
been handed by musicians to George Barrere, 
first flute player of the Mew York Symphony 
Orchestra and founder of tbe Barrere Ensemble, 
tho Maquarre, of tbe Philadelphia Symphony, 
and Kouloukis, of the New York Philharmonic, 
are considered by competent judges to rank 
very high. Does Mr. Green really believe that 
the “best flute player in American, bar none,” 
is sitting ill the Palace orchestra pit playing 
for vaudeville acts when there are symphony 
orchestras all over the country eternally on 
the lookout for fine InstrumeDtalists? If be 
dues I should say that his Judgment, both as a 
musician and a controversialist, was seriously 
open to question. 

If Mt. Green really wants to hear a good 
vaudeville orchestra let him desert the "big 
time’’ for a week and play Fox’s Audubon. 
There he will bear a well-balanced band of 
players composed of musicians who know their 
business. It has been a matter of complaint 
among artiats tbat all the "big time’’ houses 
are badly equipped orcbestrally, not so much 
aa regards quality as quantity. ’There are sev¬ 
eral moving picture and "small lime” theaters 
in New York with orchestras which are aa 
much superior to the Palace orchestra aa a 
symphony orchestra is to a hand organ. 

Mr. Green does an iU service to the cause of 
better vaudeville when he heaps fulsome praise 
on such an inferior orchestra as the one at 
the Palace. Such statements as he has made 
cause one to doubt his sincerity and wonder at 
bis motives.

THE pot continues to boll merrily 
over the Hopkinsian "Macbeth,” the 
brambles underneath being thrust in, 
I suspect, by a hand interested in 
keeping the storehouse wagon from 
the door. An eminent young drama 
reporter who sat thru a second help¬ 
ing of the piece under the tutoring eye 
and explanatory tongue of one of the 
acce.ssories to the tragedy has pub¬ 
lished a long analysis of the symbol¬ 
ism of the Jonesy scenery, quite for¬ 
getting that a symbol which requires 
a diagram and a pointer to indicate 
its meaning comes pretty near being 
a conundrum. Another epistolary 
geyser gurgles, to the height of a 
newspaper column, that Mr. Hopkins 
is "the great renovator of American 
theatrical life" (a sort of springtime 
sulphur and molasses blood purifier 
doubtless), "the Reinhardt of Ameri¬ 
ca," and that the name of Mr. Hop- 
kin^ friend, Mr. Jonesy, "will live in 
the history of theatrical art" (not if 
It gets the same treatment Arhur and 
Robert Edmond have given William 
Shakespeare, the reputed author of 
the play) and "Robert E Jones is a 
genius.” Mr. Hopkins himself regur¬ 
gitates: "We think we have done 
something new in dramatic aesthetics, 
something outside the accepted cir¬ 
cumference. There may be some¬ 
thing in it, or there may be nothing. 
All we ask is that it be Judged accord¬ 
ing to its own terms ” 

But the crowning effort comes from 
a well-known alienist, who, being fa¬ 
miliar with the manifestations of un¬ 
balanced mentalities, writes that "We 
have not had so significant and im- 
■portant a production bearing upon the 
healing capacity of the drama for sick 
humanity” (Oh, dear! Oh, dear!), and 
a lady who says the trouble with the 
show Is that the audiences fail to think 
of It as "opera.” The public and the 
drama reporters for once got the 
proper angle on the production. They 
know Just how operatic it is, they do 
not need the diagnostic services of an 
insanity expert to tell them what it 
Is all about, nor any hand-patted re¬ 
viewer to explain its symbolism. Ev¬ 
eryone Justly resents the^absence of 
Shakespeare's name from billing, 
program matter and advertising, first 
of all, and, after that, a tragedy set 
not to the grandiloquent strains of 
opera, but to the syncopated buck 
dance measures of ragtime. 

I HAVE no sympathy at all with 
the people who are howling about the 
terrors of a blue Sunday. There is 
never a scarcity of amusement on that 
day if you know where to look for it. 
Take for example the letters written 
to the dramatic sections of the Sun¬ 
day papers. An unknown actress 
(about to be featured in a new his¬ 
torical play) "acts out” regarding 
Ben Ami, to wit and as follows: 

"He be« ereited a new Idiom. . . . 

I knew a woman who left the theater 

after the eecond act. Ttie doorman 

asked her In aome anrprtse if ahe wasn't 

eominx bark and she answered: *I 

can't intrude open kfr. Ben Ami's suf. 

ferinf any looser.* That illustrates the 

acutsllty of his impersonation. . . . 

"I am flad he takes that last cur.

OR obserte the potentialities in¬ 
volved in this advertisement printed 
among the come-on church notices 
one recent Saturday night: 

"Celebration of the Ordina¬ 
tion of the Rev. Abigail Foster.

Good Fellowship Hall, —^ St., 
cor. Broadway. 8 p.m. Sharp. 

Fancy a religious program which 
has a woman being ordained to the 
ministry for a headline attraction; a 
chance to get in communication fif¬ 
teen times in one night with the 
shades of P. T. Barnum, Mr. Hostet- 
ter of Hostetter's Biters, Lucrezia Bor¬ 
gia, Julius Caesar, and Cleopatra for 
an added feature, and A DANCE to 
close the show. No wonder the thea¬ 
ter owners do not want the church 
people to conduct the Sabbath. What 
show shop could stand competition 
like that!

The Governor of New York has re¬ 
fused to sign a bill limiting to fifty 
cents the amount of advance on a 
ticket sold by speculators, on the 
ground that such a measure is un¬ 
constitutional. There is only one solu¬ 
tion to the ticket gouge, stop the col¬ 
lusion between the box-office and the 
brokers’ agency. 

AN appeal from the New Jersey 
veldt comes to me to take a hack at 
Mary Roberts Rinehart because she 
wrote a letter to an evening paper in 
New York protesting in meet ladylike 
Ignorance against Equity Shop. A 
clipping of the letter was enclosed. I 
have always been opposed to encour¬ 
aging or abetting people to make ex¬ 
hibitions of themselves. That is why 
1 will not reprint Mrs. Rinehart’s let¬ 
ter. For the comfort of my corre¬ 
spondent, however, I simply state that 
Mrs. Rinehart has lived so long in the 
atmosphere of Pittsburg, where the 
constitution of the United States does 
not run, and has so long been a con¬ 
tributor to The Saturday Evening 
Post that her ideas on all subjects, in¬ 
dustrial and economic, have grown 
slightly Garyized. Besides she writes 
plays, and it is to her lntere«t to string 
along with the bosses of the theater 
She may even have a financial in¬ 
terest In the plays which are produced 
I do not know. Many members of the 
Dramatists' Guild are managers’ part.- 
ners. She may be a partner with the 
Maxim silencer on. I am unable to 

recall at this writing that Mrs. Rine¬ 
hart took any part, or raised her 
fountain pen, to help the Actors' 
Equity in its fight to drive the "old 
reactionary managers, whose methods 
were often deplorable in the extreme,” 
out of the theater. But in that par¬ 
ticular she is no more conspicuous 
than her associates in the Dramatists' 
Guild who looked to see which way 
the frog was going to hop before they 
took sides in the strike. Mrs. Rine¬ 
hart, from her study in Sewickley, 
Pa., gurgles that 

"The cloced obop U alwari a form of 

antoerary, of rorrrion thro force, and 

no proper relationabip between employer 

and employee can be built on the foun¬ 

dation of force.” 

The Augean stables of the Ameri¬ 
can theater got a half-way cleaning 
only by the force of a Herculean 
strike. It may take another to finish 
the Job. When you are doing busi¬ 
ness with a mule there is but one 
argument that is effective, a sizable 
length of 2x4 applied with constantly 
increasing vigor to that section of the 
animal's anatomy which is open to 
conviction. I do not know Just where 
that is in a mule. In a theatrical 
manager it is the pocket where he 
carries his money. Force is the only 
effective weapon against oppression, 
and if the Actors Equity recognizes 
that fact it is because it has learned 
It from years of experience in man¬ 
agerial methods. All that the Act¬ 
ors' Equity needs to consider is how to 
put the Equity Shop into unassailable 
operation. Then the Dramatists' Guild 
will come skipping to eat out of its 
hand as Just now it is nibbling at that 
of the managers. 

HOW different from Mrs. Rinehart's 
is the viewpoint of Bernard Shaw on 
the subject of Sunday night perform¬ 
ances which is being discussed in 
England. Not long ago he was Invited 
to talk to a meeting of actors on the 
subject He hit the situation smack 
on the nose and bloodied it up beau¬ 
tifully if the appended account of the 
address is correct: 

"Of «>op«e,’' he declared, “there Is 

no rompulsion on anjdiody to work In the 

theater on Sunday any more than there 

is on Saturday or Friday. The worker 

la a free man. If he doesn’t like It he 

can walk out. The only tbtntr that 

win happen la that be will get the sack 

if he doe*. 

’‘When I wa* younf there were only 

six performances a week. Think of 

that! Then you sot the Saturday mat¬ 

inee. At first that WBK regarded aa an

Mr. Pemberton, who has 
Just busted Into the firmament of 
producers with "Enter Madame" and 
"Lulu Bett,” has decided that "those 
who depend on the stage for their 
livelihood should be the first, not the 
last, to support it. 1 see no reason 
why anyone should ask me for some- * 
thing that represents an Investment 
of energy and capital than that I 
should ask him for his services with¬ 
out pay. In the early days of the 
theater there may have been some 
reason for this tradition, but ever 
since I have been in it the manager 
has paid the actor, the author, the 
musician and stagehand liberally for 
all services rendered. I shall continue 
to do so. and until Mr. Brooks estab¬ 
lishes the custom of giving Mr. Heil- 
broner a pair of pants or Mr Tilford 
of giving Mr. Acker a pound of cof¬ 
fee upon request,* because, respective¬ 
ly, they are in the same business. I 
shall not feel embarrassed at expect¬ 
ing actors and others of the theater 
to reciprocate and pay me for my 
goods.” 

Mr. Pemberton is to be congratu¬ 
lated upon acquiring boss psychology 
so quickly. For a debutante manager 
he speaks quite in the ancient man¬ 
ner, especially in the announcement 
that ever since he has been in the 
theatrical business "the manager has 
paid the actor, the author, the mu¬ 
sician and stage hand liberally for ail 
services rendered.” A youthfully dog¬ 
matic utterance that! The manager 
paid the stage hand and musician 
liberally because he was forced to do 
so by the organization of those crafts, 
and he has never ceased roaring about 
their tyranny ever since. He contin¬ 
ues to pay them liberally only be¬ 
cause he wants to keep them satisfied 
and out of an offensive and defensive 
alliance with the actor. That he has 
ever paid actors “literally” is a mat¬ 
ter of opinion. He had to be be.aten 
half to death a year or so ago to pay 
him even for all performances over 
eight in one week. He has for years 
.gouged playwrights on royalties, pic¬ 
ture rights, etc. It was only the 
threat of rough, crude, organized 
labor methods that forced him to 
yield to the playwright even lately an 
even break In their bu.slne8s relations. 
So that all talk of the liberality of 
the manager in the past towards any¬ 
one is, to say the least, slightly di¬ 
verting. Mr. Pemberton is apparent¬ 
ly Ignorant of the fact that if It was 
not for the actor there would be 
neither author, stage hand, musician 
nor Brock Pembertons. There Is still 
a long road to be traveled in the 
theatrical world before both mana¬ 
gers and actors realize who is who 
and what is what. Mr. Pemberton 
may change his mind after the suc- 
cesB incidental to the acting of Oilda 
Varesl, Norman Trevor, C.arroll Mac- 
Comas and other players in his com¬ 
panies has somewhat abated his en¬ 
thusiasm. He may see the day when 
he will be glad to "paper” the house 
with actors or hodcarrlers or street 
sweepers in order to convey to the 
public that he has produced a "hit" 
instead of a "flop." Also that when 
business gets bad he will not ask act¬ 
ors to cut their salaries to save his 
profits.

language. It is tlic dialect of Oxford and Cam¬ 

bridge and represents the product of years of 

use by the host speakers of the tongue. 

Another interesting thing which Mr. NIckiin 

hss '.one is to Interlard the text of the book 

with historical and humorous anecdoles which 

at once fix the mind on the particular point 

under discussion and relieve the tedium of 

worrying out the details of a rather dry subject 

to the average reader.

After eliminating the factor of careleasnesG, 
the answer must be because the dlcttonariea 
disagree. Webster is popular, but by no means 
the nnlTers.illy recognized and blindly followed 
authority It was a few years since. He per¬ 
haps gives one pronunciation and the Century 
or Funk ft Wsgnalls another. The conscientious 
director and the conscientious actor both have 
their favorlteh and many a heated wrangle 
la (he result. A unanimity of pronunciation 
would give much aatiafaction. I should think, 
to the noticing public. Therefore. Is It not 
possible for ns actors to agree on tbe authority 
we will follow and stick to him? Suppose wo 
start a campaign along these lines and let the 
ehurch, if It cares to, follow suit. Our Joint 
influence ia more likely to affect the pronuncia¬ 
tion of the masses than any other agency. 

If the actors will say that they approve of 
this plan we can arrange for a vote and of- 
flclally adopt the winning dictionary. If the 
ehnreh does the same thing, then our two 
committeea could get together and their Joint 
decision would be declared binding.

Why 
do these birds fall to gee that a little courtesy 
la a fine bualness asset? What they ought to 
do la to take a few lessons from the msnuscrlpt 
departments of the monthly magazines. 

Contrast these experiences with one with the 
Feist i-oncern A well-known gentleman there, 
a prominent writer, wrote me: "This song of 
yours la good, tmt we have too manv others on 
hand." Then take another reply I go. from 
an Illinois puhlisher. He went to the trouble 
to write in honest-to-gnodness pen and in)c, and 
after saying "nothing doini* at present.” ex¬ 
tended an invitation: "Write ns later." 

Another pnbliaher was very nice. (No. not a 
New Tork firm.) He said he was glad to meet 
someone who could turn out real mcaic, and 
went on to say what a "sloo" of rot canae to 
bim in tbe mails. 

Some of the publishers’ addresses 1 used 
I got from a ao-r.alled publishers’ directory 
issued by an arranger. True they w“re pub 
liahers all rieht, but only of their own songs, 
and they hadn’t the iesat desire to aee anr 
others Tills is a dandy vvay to waste one’s 
postage stamps It’s one of the reasons I sug¬ 
gested that "Song Writers’ Bnilefln” some 
weeks ago. We ought to be guided to thy 
proper market Just as short story writers are 
guided—and they sure do have some good guide*.

CrOM the time I was a child I have always had 
• a yearning and longing to play the piano.

Frank Gillmore, executive secretary of the Actors’ Equity Associa¬ 
tion. in a communication to The Billboard, which we publish in the Open 
Letters section of this issue, contributes a most valuable suggestion. 

Pointing out that the players, the platform speakers and the prelates 
of the country exercise a very great, wide, direct and constant influence 
on the orthoepy of the English language, especially In America, and cog¬ 
nizant of the very evident need of greater agreement among actors and 
actresses, he proposes, as a first step in the Interest of uniformity, that 
the profession make a choice of one dictionary and agree to abide by and 
be governed by its dicta. 

This seems to us to be a very wise and far-seeing suggestion Fur¬ 
thermore we can not think of any more useful service that The Billboard 
could engage in. We are, therefore, adopting Mr. Gillmore’s suggestion, and 
will print a voting coupon in this and each succeeding issue of the paper 
until the choice of a majority of the players of the country has been 
indicated. 

If the scheme proves practical, we will follow It with other voting 
coupons, enabling the profession in America to indicate its choice of the 
English dictionaries that will govern the pronunciation of a player cast 
for an English role, of the dialect dictionaries, the dictionaries that deal 
with the pronunciation of names in Shakespeare, mythology, etc., etc. 

For the initial experiment, however. Just the choice of the leading 
American dictionaries is deemed a large enough order with which to test 
the plan and see if it works out. 

Any player who wishes may accompany his vote with a short, terse 
letter explaining "the why” of his predilection. These we will also pub¬ 
lish in whole or in part to stimulate interest in the voting. 

The voting coupon will be found in the Dramatic section of this and 
subsequent issues.

AU my life long I have been combating the censorship of the stage to EngUnd and 
agitating for ita abolition. I have argued that the public Is the only efficient <;enaor. 
and that, on the uncenaored e’age of America, liberty was not abused, except to low- 
claaa entertainment! which would In any caae escape the jurisdiction of a cent t, and 
coold only be dealt with by the police. 

After what I have aeen thla season in flrtt<Ias8 New York theaters 1 cannot 
honestly repeat thla argument. The American public not only tolerates bnt flocks to 
witness and applaud entertainments which are indefensible, outrages I will not say 
upon morality, but upon decent citizenship of any sort. I do not think that this la a 
sign of corruption. 1 would rather Interpret it as arising from a sort of unawakened 
tooocence in some, and in others from a fear of being thought prudUb. 

Whatever its origin, this acquiescence in nnscmpulous baseness is a eery grare 
danger. It plays Into the bands of Puritanism, snd enormously strengthens the case for 
blue laws of every sort. If the tbestriral public euffers the liberty of the stage to be 
abused It must be prepared to see it abolished. There will always be questions as to 
wbat Is and what Is not decency, but there are also cases to which no such question 
arises—in which the purpose of indecency is flagrant and undisguised. Such enterprises 
conflict with common sense and public policy, and no civilized commnnlty can aSerd to 
wink at them. 

1 do not think I am either a Puritan or a pmde. In such witty and ingenious 
entertainments as, for instance, the Greenwich Village Follies, I take the Uvelleat pleaaure. 
But when I aee things a faire rongir des singes presented to and accepted by the 
American public it ia my love of America that moves me to protest.

Game," ‘ The Firal Year," "The TsTem." ‘ Kollo’s WiliT-Oat,” "Lightnin',” or a num¬ 

ber of others familiar to any playgoer. 
.4 few plays are manifeatly designed for pertons whoac Idea, of drama and humor 

are Inextricably wra|iped np in bodrooiuh. In aome produetiona the almost naked human 
form in all Ha lewdnes*. nearly as the I’reafor made If. la hrarenly dl-rlayed—often. It 
must be added. In a manner that la nnnereaaurily vulgar. But it is this last quality 
that curses our stage, whieh errs ten times by being sentimental, absurd or coarse 
where It errs once by being immoral. The worst of our plays, artistically speaking, are 
Ihoee who-e teaching la. if any. that it pays to be good. Now, it may be argued that 
Home of these plays are immoral, but not in the way Dr. Van Dyke means. The im¬ 
moral and the inartisile are both one when the dramatist holds up before us certain 
cauto-a and then brings on certain results which In real life could not possibly be dc- 
rivi-d from those causes; in other worda, a play that tells a He is an Immoral play, 
and Broadway Is undeniably rife with plays that are untrue to the facts of human ex¬ 
istence. and which therefore tell lies and are immoral. This is a different thing al¬ 
together from haring plays that are immoral because they depict successful adultery. 
Dr Van Dyke would hare to hunt far to find a really proflfable play which turned upon 
that tbeme. 

In fact. It Is hardly too much to say that there is less of this sin among the 
imaginary charocters on the stage side of the footlights than in the distressingly real 
human being,, full of the flesh and the devil, who sit in the twilight of the orchestra 
floor. And even the worst pliy keeps these weak creatures for an hour or fwo out of 
carnal mischief, which is at least one argument in the stage's favor.—NEW YORK

In s recent interview David Belasco offert a bit of soond advice to youths who ■wish to 
adopt the atage as a career. Among other things Jfr. Be'.asco advises that 

"The supreme requirement is the ability to express the emotions one feels. A hand¬ 
some face and a fine physique are worthless If they are expressionless. A very ordinary 
face may become eloquent and radiant under some powerful emotion of life. 

••When It comes to telling whether or not a young person has the qualities that are 
essential to success on the stage, it is a question to an.swer in a general way, but bard 
to answer when details are asked for. To me it is a simple enough process, but if 
1 attempt to desiribe It I am not sure I can explain exactly what 1 mean. 

“There are a great many applicants for positions in my companies. Many of them 
I haven't the time to see, of course, but I see as many as I can. Usually I reach a 
decision within a few moments. I notice the tone of the voice, the carriage, the ex¬ 
pression of the face when talking, the manner of sitting down and getting up, the 
readiness with which replies are made to questions. All of these matters help me to 
reach a decltion, tbo I am guided more by intuillon than by any tangible reasons. Here 
I am referring only to the raw material. I am not discussing the trained actors and 
actresses engaged for my companies because of their ability and experience. These 
players I realize in advance can and will do what is required of them. 

"The most practical way for a young man to begin a career on the stage is to 
get a start with a stork company, where there is g ibange of play each week. 

“Thooe contemplating a stage career should learn fencing, dancing and singing, 
acquire a knowledge of the languages and read the best literature, both dramatic and 
narrative. They should study constantly the life around them, for those striving to 
Interpret life must know something about human nature. 

"Young actors shonld go to the theater as often as they possibly ran. It is well to 
become acquainted not only with the snccesafnl members of the profession, but with 
the failures. One ran learn mneh by watching a poor actor struggling with his role. 
It is good to remember also that succest often cornea out of failure.’’

Inaamuch aa 1 bare become asaociated with 
Dr. DeWaltotr in the amusement park buainesa I 
waa naturally intereated to be present at the 
convcntlbn. I am frank to aay that 1 ex|>erted to 
meet a gathering of men who correctly reflected 
the reputation commonly expressed of amuaement 
park men, and was moat agreeably aurpriaed nut 
only to And that these men measured np to the 
highest type of buaineas men, but the manner In 
which the eonrenlion waa ronducted, the papers 
read covering the various branehea of the amuse¬ 
ment park buainesa, and the thoughts expressed 
would have done credit to a Chamber of Com¬ 
merce association or any other high-class and 
well'OrganUed institution. 

I am a neo|ihyte In the amusement park busi- 
neta, and came to the convention with the hope 
of learning something about the manner In which 
parks are aucceaafully ronducted.

■Istanre which is ao vital to every well organized 
buainesa. Your association lias every ear-mark 
of becoming a medium for teaching the entire 
citizenry of the United States that the park 
amusement business la not only a legitimate 
business bnt the greatest force fur the moral up¬ 
lift and development of a pleasure-loving people. 

More amusements is what we need and what 
we want. It will destroy the Inst for crime. It 

will awaken in the heart of man, woman and 
child a rryatallized and honest desire for clean 
and wholesome pastime. It la within the reach 
of the smallest pnrae. It brings a flush of 
pleasure, devoid of the ever-preaent sex problems 
—It represents the Lord's admonition for decent 
association and fellowship among mankind—It 
takes fatigue oat of labor and pnta spirit into 
fun.

GOV. MILLER FAVORS CENSORSHIP 

Danger of Clayton Bill Becoming a Law. 

Considerable consternation was caused in m> 

tlon pictnre circles by the announcement ut 

Governor Miller of New York that he favored 

the passage of the Clayton Censorship Bill, now 

pending in the legislatnre, as reported in tbe last 

Issue of Tbe Billboard. If a measure it passed 

by tbe legislature giving tbe governor power to 

appriint a censorship commission of three, as 

proposed in a bill intro.luced by Assemblyman 

Clayton of Kings, one of the members will he 

a woman. Governor Miller said following a 

long conference with Mrs. Clarence Waterman 

of Brooklyn, head of the Better Motion rictoia 

Alliance. Mrs. Waterman favirs tbe O'aytoa 

measnre. She showed the governor “lurid” ad¬ 

vertisements of pictnre shows which the alli¬ 

ance contends should he suppressed. Later the 

govcrnoi said: 

“Mrs. Waterman showed me s pictnre Is aa 

advertisement that made me think I mast htvs 

been living in the woods. It was a surprise to 

me that any newspaper or other publication 

would publish such a picture in connection with 

such an advertisement or that any institution 

would seek to make money out of such an ap¬ 

peal to the passions. I am In favor of any¬ 

thing that will pnt an end to tliat sort of 

thing, and you can’t quote me too strongly.” 

Assemblyman Clayton had a conference with 

tho governor and following it announced that 

the governor would surely sign his bill if it 

were passed. 
Amendments are to bs made to the Clayton 

measure by which the word “censorship” svill 

be eliminated for “regulation.” it provides 

for a commission of three to prohibit tbe show¬ 

ing of films that are “obscene, indecent, im¬ 

moral, inhuman or tacrlleglons.” The measure 

would also prohibit the showing of films of prize¬ 

fights snd films of “such bad character as to 

corrupt the morals or Incite to crime.’’ 

Under its terms a fee of $.1 would be charged 

for every thousand feet of film. The commis¬ 

sion would be self-sHstslning and it Is believed 

would add from $500,000 to $1,000,000 a year 

to the State’s treasury. 
The State organization of exhibitors, which 

is very powerful in New York, will make a 

vigorous campaign against the passage of the 

bill. 

New York, March 5.—The greatest conven¬ 
tion of motion pictnre exhibitors ever held In 

tbe State of Kansas will gather at tbe Hotel 
Lassen in Wichita Fails on March 21 and 22 

(Monday and Tuesday). The Kansas organi¬ 

zation, affiliated with the M. I’. T. 0. of 
America, comprises 93 per cent of the theater 
owners of the State, and arrangements have 

been made to provide for 100 men. 

The Kansas State Legislative Committee, 
which has been engaged upon very important 
work, will give a full report of its activities 
on the first day of the convention. The con¬ 

vention will also express itself on the attempt 

of the National Association to disrupt the M. 

P. T. O. of America. On the second day a full 
set of offleers will be elected. Importaut action 
ia also expected on tbe censorship question in 
Kansas. Prominent exhibitors from neigbl>oring 

States will also attend. Members of the
