Instruction!* to ail company and tlieater m.magers In their em¬ 
ploy that they are not opposed In any way to the Inten’sts of the Equity, and desire to 
co-operate with it, and the Messrs. Shubert will give specific instructions to said managers 
not to discriminate against E<iulty members, and if proof be given that such a tb'ng 
has happened the m.inager responsible will be dismissed at once. 

2. Within fourteen days a copy of the above letter wi’I be framed and kept per¬ 
manently posted In a prominent place near the Call Board of each theater. 

S. Paragraph "2” will be made part of the letter mentioned In paragraph “I." 
4. The Messrs. Shubert will not object to our representatives recruiting in every one 

of their companies. 
5. When the Messrs. Shubert are about to give an Equity member his notice the 

A. E. A. or C. E. A. will be notified at once so that an investigation can be Instituted If 
desired. 

6. Any Equity member who feels that he is being discriminated against Is to report 
to us and we will bring It to the attention of the Messrs. Shubert, who will Immediately 
adjust It If the claim be proved correct. 

7. Any existing wrong. Including claims, which can be proved, will be adjusted snd 
settled at once. 

-S. In case nny E'lulty member makes a claim against the Shuberts he or she shall 
not be dismissed pimding a settlement of said claim.

TALK ABOUT THINGS YOU KNOW 
By E. M. WICKES 

A large percentage of the show business Is made op of writers—writers of plays, 
acta, scenarios, jokes, stories and songs. M'tst of the writers work hard enough, but tew 
of them amount to anything, and all because they tackle subjects with which they are not 
familiar. 

To win auccosa with any form of writing you’ve got to be interesting, and unless 
you thoroly understand your theme it is isn’t likely that you’ll be able to hold the fn- 
terest of others. Men who have never been five hundred miles away from home try to 
write plays and stories about China and other foreign rlimes. and they wonder why no 
one accepts them. They never dream about writing of the life they have lived for years. 
They have been so close to it that they don’t find It interesting. The poor man trie* to 
write about high society and the highbrow attempts to portray the underworld. 

But the Buccessful writer doesn’t wander. Take Dr. Frank Crane, for instance. No 
doubt you’ve read some of his writings. A short time ago he was the guest of honor at 
a meeting of the Writers’ Club of New York. He was asked to tell the members what 
he wrote and why he wrote it. • 

”I write about everyday things—not phenomena,” be said. ”I write about the thlnga 
I know, the tilings I understand and the things that the average man and woman will 
understand. I want every person who reads my articles and editorials to onderatand 
them aad to get something fpim them. So I write in'simple English and I always Inject 
optimism into my stuff. People have trouble enough of their own without coming to me 
fur more. 

•’And I write for money; but this doesn’t mean I write for wages. I believe In 
everything I write, otherwise I wouldn’t write it. And if I didn’t believe in tome par¬ 
ticular thing all the money in the world couldn’t induce me to write it. I'm not kidding 
myself that I'm turning out art. I’m doing the best I can, and. If aomeone calls It art 
twenty-five years from now, so much the better. I don’t wait for inspiration. I haven’t 
the time. I find too many interesting things about me. Inspiration is mostly persplra- 
tioB, and when new writers discover this and will be willing to part with plenty of per¬ 
spiration they won’t have much to complain about. I have articles that I wrote several 
years ago, I wrote them because I believed in them, but ao far I have not been able to 
induce any editor to give me money for them, so they'll stay with me until aome editors 
see them as I do,” 

Dr. Craue d'>esn’t say one thing and do another. VThen he eald Inspiration la mostly Per¬ 
spiration he meant it. For the past ten years, sick or well, he has averaged hundred 
wurds a day. Not infrequently he has sat up in bed, too ill to get out of It, to write. 
And that's why you read about him and envy him. iiMtead of baviug others read about 
you and envying yi>a.

That no act Is complete without a verblal appendage of appreciation seems 
to be the rule at the Palace these days Upon the slightest provocation artists 
let loose the oratlve floodgates and swamp an unsuspecting audience in a sea 
of gushing verbiage. 

Time was when the actor appearing at this house was content with a fair 
share of applause, or, at'the least, with the stealing of a few bows. Now noth¬ 
ing short of an oration as to his own merits, the generosity of his auditors and 
what not suffices to appease his cravings for popularity. 

It having grown to be a foregone conclusion that a speech of some sort is 
most necessary to success at America’s foremost vaudeville theater, no few 
artists have obviously gone to the expense of having their “few words of ap¬ 
preciation” prepared In advance by some skilled scribe. These atrocities of 
literature are delivered as If impromptu, with a considerable degree of coyness 
or assumed modesty, according to sex. Such verbal efforts serve to m&r 
everjThing, from the running time of the bill to the auditors’ digestion. 

Curtain speeches are, for the most part, entirely uncalled for, and, except 
In rare Instances, are neither edifying nor diverting. Such being the case, and 
In view of the fact that the audience pays to be entertained and not gassed, 
something should be done to rectify this unnecessary state of affairs. 

Continuing our campaign of editorial picketing for better music at the 
Palace, we call the attention of the Palace management In particular, and the 
whole world In general, to what Gordon Whyte, an expert in such matters, had 
to say about “Vaudeville and the Orchestra” in The Billboard under date of 
April 10 last. 

Drawing a comparison between the Palace musical organization of four¬ 
teen pieces and the forty-piece orchestra of the London Palace, Mr. ^\’dlyte says: 
“What a difference! ’The London Palace has an orchestra. The New York 
Palace has a collection of instruments. ... It is like a pipe organ with 
half Its pipes missing. It can not voice properly . . . This theater Is 
pointed to as the foremost variety house in America. The claim Is made that 
only the cream of the profession plays there. Yet the accompaniment pro¬ 
vided for the artists in this theater is an orchestra of fourteen pieces. The 
smallest music hall in an English provincial town could boast of more.” 

Altho the Palace has no cau.<5e to fear for its patronage at this stage of the 
game, it Is only natural to assume that, when once Marcus Loew and the 
Shuberts have become firmly entrenched along Broadway, business will suffer 
In some measure at the Keith house. In view of this it would be well to keep 
In mind that better music means better patronage, and better patronage means 
more money in the box-office—a tun* to which even the Palace management 
can not be deaf. 

Save for the opening act, Evans and Perez, the bill at the Palace this week 
Is very ordinary. Out of a nine-act lineup there was not one turn of head¬ 
line caliber. 

James Evans and Louis Perez have, without doubt, one of the most sen¬ 
sational perch acts to ever appear in vaudeville. Their routine of stunts proved 
unique and scnsat:onal. Despite the fact that the house was but partly filled, they 
scored a sure-fire hit. 

Jed Dooley had considerable difficulty with his audience In second spot. 
His declaration that “ ‘L’ you won’t applaud me, you must admire me for my 
nerve,” proved the biggest laugh-getting line In the act. Dooley does a little of 
everything and with apparently little success. 

Harry Masters and Jack Kraft followed in “On With the Dance.” de¬ 
scribed as “a symbolic satire on legomania,” with words and music by Clift 
Hess. The supporting cast Is good. It includes Bobby Dale, Renee Brahan, 
Elsie Lr.mont and Grace Masters. 

Dolly Kay came next, offering a beer garden variety of entertainment. 
She Is a “Sweet Daddy” singer, with a coon-shouting voice and a movement 
like a corkscrew. Not such bad entertainment for hot weather. If one only 
had a stein of bock in which to drown It. Her vocal efforts apparently brought 
sweet memories to many in the audience, for she was quite ft hit, having to 
sing several encores. 

Burns and Frabito followed this young lady with the foaming personaUty. 
Theirs is a conventional hokum act. , 

Frisco, the “.American Apache,” assisted by Loretta McDermott and 
Eddie Cox, kicked up a. good hand In the next spot. “The Creator of the 
J.azz Dance,” as Frisco refers to himself in the program, will have to look 
to his laurels if he keeps that Cox lad with him, for a more nimble dancer 
has not been seen in these parts in a month of Sundaj’s. 

Tempest and Sunshine, following Intermission, failed to evoke thunder¬ 
ous applause. These two young ladles, one of whom impersonates male 
characters, have little in their favor as entertainers, save, perhaps, some 

rather fetching costumes. . , -.mu 
The Four Marx Brothers, held over from last week, came next. The 

holding over of this act leads one to assume that there must be a tremen¬ 
dous shortage of good acts these days. A sort of afterpiece, in which prevl- 
ous'acts clowned with The Marx Bo's, however, proved somewhat diverting. 

“Yip Yip Yap Hankers” closed the show. It is about time they 
had another war or cut out the soldier acts. The day when a performer in 
army uniform was a signal for wild applause has long since passed —

man find out the facts later, including the 
ruining of the varnishes and paints of hla fur¬ 
niture by setting the hot irons thereon. 

Many actors and actreasi-s do not do these 
things, but enough of them do to make the stay 
of the sioi'k company undesirable and unprofit¬ 
able to the hotel man. 

“A Kansas City hotelman told ‘Tavern Talk’ 
bis troubles along these lines, and said a great 
deal more than we have said above, and we said 
enough of the nasty things this class of hotel 
guests, as a rule, is guilty of.”

MORE CONCERNING PHONOLOGY 
A LETTER FRDM MR. MDUNTFDRD 

The Editor of The Billboard: 
Dear Sir—I notice that my friend. Prank Olllmore, has opened the 

door for the resumption of a discussion I had pereonally with him some 
time ago in as far away a place as Albuquerque, New Mexico. I notice 
also that The Billboard Is to take the question of correct phonology and 
precise pronunciation up in its columns, and. for that purpose. The Bill¬ 
board puts to a vote the question as to what dictionary shall be the 
standard of pronunciation. 

While, as both Mr. Olllmore and the managing editor of The Bill¬ 
board know. 1 am a stickler and a purist for the use of correct English 
on and off the stage, I can not see that The Billboard will advance matters 
much or correct many errors thru the setting up of a dictionary standard. 
For correct colloquial English Is not always correct dictionary English, 
and there are some other further difficulties in tbe way. 

V^at actor can travel around with a Century Dictionary or a Stand¬ 
ard Dictionary in his grip or under his arm, and supposing that the 
elected dictionary, as It often does, gives alternative pronunciations, 
what then? And further, Mr. Editor, how many actors, or, for that 
matter, how many of the cultured classes, can extract the correct pro¬ 
nunciation and accent from out the mysterious Involved pages of a'diction- 
ary? The Billboard will have to arrange a complete course of education 
in the use and value of the diacritic marks, which. In the cold columns 
of the dictionary, presume to reveal the secrets of pronunciation. And 
then what? 

And as to actors, each individuality has Its own eccentricities. It Is 
no use saying that there is a standard on the EnglLsh stage, qnd a static 
London rronunciation. In my time Irving, Tree, Wyndham and Hare 
all had peculiarities of pronunciation, and in one or two instances strange 
accentuation. In Paris we have LeComedie Francais to set up and main¬ 
tain a standard, but in no other country. 

yCTille I approve of any attempt to purify our English on the stage 
and to make it the model and exemplar of a correct use of our language, 
I am afraid It will never be accomplished by dictionary methoda 

Might I suggest a way to at least Insure one or two reforms? Let 
The Billboard take one or two of the more common mispronunciations 
and misuses of our language, mispronunciations and misuses on which 
we are all aware. 

For example: Take the sound and pronunciation of the letter “u" 
when It follows the letters “1” or “t’ or “e,” and you will find that In every 
New York theater this sound of "u" is pronounced as “oo". 

"Duty" becomes “dooty," “constitution” becomes “consUtootlon," 
“suit” becomes “soot” and “Tuesday” “Toosday.” "Lieu” becomes “loo.” 
"Absolutely” masquerades as “absolootely.” 

Why not suggest to your ever interesting If somewhat emphatic and 
Don Quixotic critic, Patterson James, to make a note in his reviews of 
this evil whenever he catches It? But the evil is so common that the 
thought flashes to my mind that perhaps In conversation Mr. James may 
be guilty of the same error, and, therefore, his ear will not notice It. 
Another way might be to run a “pillory” column In The Billboard In which 
the name of every actor and actress in New York who murders “u” 
could be displayed. Having attacked that for some time. The Billboard 
might then take up the pronunciation of the letter “a’” and mention the 
names of those actresses, for the ladies are more to blame than the men 
In thla who pronounce “back” as "beck,” etc., etc. 

There are others, but space forbids. But, by attacking and exposing 
these Inaccuracies and crimes of a like nature, I think The Billboard will 
do more good than by running a referendum vote as to the choice of 
huge, unwieldy authorities. 

However, whatever way is taken, whatever methods are employed. 
It is time something was done for the New York stage of today, as far 
as its use of one of its chief tools, the English language, is concerned, 
makes angels weep.

OPENING THE OPEN SHOP 
The Committee on Indnstrlfil Relatlona of the Merchant!’ Association has, theoretic¬ 

ally. made tome real progress toward solving the labor problem. It reports upon the 
opportunity now faring capital and the dangers which attend this opportunity. Tha 
grraleat of these, the committee wisely points out. Is that employers may use the power 
given (hem by present economic conditions to promote Ill-feeling rather than to work for 
a common understanding and satisfaction. "Such a policy,” It remarks, "would mean 
a return to (he methods which are largely responsible far present unsatUfactory condi¬ 
tions. Employers should utillia their present potion to Uy the foundations for p^ma- 
nent Industrial stability.” 

This foundation, the committee perceives, can never be laid upon the "open shop” 
as understood by many of its advocates. "Your committee deplore* the disposition ot 
some employers who are using the term “open shop" to work toward a condition of tho 
closed nonunion shop by discriminating against union men. It likewise regrets that the 
operation of the closed union shop frequently results In restriction of output and limita¬ 
tion of svallsblc labor supply.” This is a frank and progressive statement from em- 
plo.vers.

Shop* 
in which the unions have been a dominating Influence, but have not bad abeolute control, 
have In practice been moat successful. An open shop sanctioning soch a condition might 
be tcniporarlly sallafsctory. Probably the Interest of both labor and capital He* In m 
shop where the union ia recognised as the administrative organ ot tht worker and can 
exist on n b.xals of coaiperttion with the employer. While the alternative to tbit con¬ 
tinues to be violent and wasteful industrial contention the committee ot the Merchants*

There came to ua the other day a celebrated humorist in an Inquiring mood. 9e 
asked: "Whatever became of those cragy Washington Square Player*? I want to write A 
piece showing how that highbrow, Greenwich Village atulT always falls.” So perhaps it 
might be worth while pointing out that the ambitious young group which started to make 
the dust fly at the Bandbox Jnst six years ago did D<d fail at all. The Bandbox la now 
a hank, and the Washington Square Players as such are no more. But, In the perspeetlre 
which six seasons offer, it is easy to see that their experiment was the most richly pro¬ 
ductive theatrical venture of this generation. In its original form the group was broken 
up by the war. because, like the Yieux-Colorabier in Paris, it was an enterprise of young 
people, and. with two exceptions, all its man power was drawn Into the aervice. But Its 
work baa gone on. 

The Washington Square Players gave ns such actors as Roland Tonng, Edward J. 
Ballantine, Jose Ruben, Frank Conroy and Glenn Hunter, albo, curiously enough, the or¬ 
ganization never Introduced or developed any actresses of comparable quality. It brought 
forth such scenic artists aa I.,ee Simonson and Rollo Peters, but, while It made use of 
aome of Robert E. Jones’ earlier work. It can hardly claim the discovery of him. It pro¬ 
vided the first New York bearing for such playwrights as Zoe Akins, Philip Yloeller, Zona 
Gale and Susan Glaspell. By example, it prepared the way for the Prorincetows Players, 
so that it must be recognixed as the godfather, if not the father, of Eugene O'Neill and 
"The Emperor Jonea.” Above all, Ita war-scattered elements came together again as the 
Theater Guild, which is really the legitimate continuation of the Washington Square 
Player*, and. Aside from ArtHhr Hopkins, the Guild, since its inception, has made a more 
admirable record than any other New York producer. It would be lota of fun to alt back 
In the box-office of "The Goose-Flesh Girls" and laugh uproariously over the dismal failure 
of the Washington Square Players. But the facta keep intruding on one’s hilarity.—NETW 
YORK TIMES.

But several annoying errors have occurred, and in order to guard against recur¬ 

rences we have issued a new rule. 
The Route Editor, in the future, will be debarred from using routes sent in letters 

for mall altogether. 
If you want your route to appear in the Route List you must send a separate letter 

and a separate route. 
Routes enclosed In letters for mail will be treated as confidential, whether so marked 

or not. 
Remember, therefore, if you have been in the habit of waiting for your mail and 

instructing ua in the same letter to “put you in the Routes.” in the future it will not 
avail. 

Routes sent us for mall forwarding will be used for that purpose only. Just as 
soon as they have served this purpose they will be destroyed, not filed. Their contents 
will not be disclosecf to anyone under any circumstances whatever. Your most intimate 
friends and business associates will not be able to obtain information of your where¬ 
abouts. regardless of any sanction on your part made in a letter requesting mail to be 
forwarded. 

If you want them to know, a sepanite letter and a separate route enclosed therein, 
marked “Route Editor," will release the information, but that will be the only way. 
This strict course Is absolutely necessary in order that the usefulness of our Mail 
Forwarding Bureau may not be impaired nor its growth or extension restricted.
