Both ‘my mother
I and aister are singers ool my father is
superintendent of musle o the Demver pub-
it gehools, I wos renred dn that cliy and was
tanght the violin there, When I grew up T played
i the Denver Bymphony Orchestrn and with tha
Monltt! String Quartei. After some years of this
1 went. to San Franclsco, where I played viols In
'llll,il! Fraschice Sympheny foe thres Fears
under the bmion of Alfred Herts. I tell yon
of thiv symphenle experlence becanse it s
-n bearing op my Inter dalmgs.

SWhile I was stlll with the Symphony Orches-
tra I San Francisco 1 married and very soon
found oot that a sympbony player's salory and
I coulds’t get Alomg togother. 1 joiood the
orchestra in the Palace Hotel to earn  maore
wrer anl while there T was approached to
Joln the jazz band at Tate'w. I dide't think
I conld play Jazz and sald so. In the Paloce
orchestra  we played the usual selections macd
by hotel orchestras, That Is to say, we playel
aclpetiond from comie nod grand. operas, the
mindr elagsice and other misle of that nature.
1 Enew that the playiog of fszz wae 2 knack
and one that 1 didn't possess and frookiy told
them po.  They laoghed at this, telling me 1
would soonm pick 1t wp and that they would give
me § roasonable length of tlme to get into the
wwlng of it Bl T refused, bat they kepl
after me, and am they ‘raised the aote’ each
time they come (& Anally reached a fgure that
T ooobd not aford v refose mad T accepied.

HAF the end of thp Arst wesk they fred me.
They laughed at my attempls to play jeez and
callpd me A “som-poh musiclan.™  Understand,
all my previous playing hag Deen Trom ecore
and In an estively Qiferent musieal sphere, 1
g mintrosted my sbillty to fit inte thelr way
of doing things—and I was dght. 1 doabt
1hat even with The mest patisnt coaching from
ihe Tate boys [ would have been nlile to ab-
aarh thelr trlek mathods of claying. Never-
theléss, belng feed pettled me nod I determined
that T woald learn Jazz on my own heak, T felb
that T eould earrs out my cwn method of playing

If ane gets o sympbonie tmlnlpg, one nhearbs
thesa and they can be applied 1o the playiog
of popular musle, after proper dedifeation. 1
thiok our soecess ling been doe Jargely to the
appticntion of sound musienl peineiples 1o jazx.
I don't try to fofst my. ldeas of musle on the
publls, I belleve the people’s style of danre
muosis B the beat, but 1 do try to get musiesl
fdeas ambodies in the rendition of them by our
band.
