In 

the first place, it roust he hroupht to the sur¬ 

face, if it is not already known to the many 

managers of tlie tent and otherwise ‘rep’ eom- 

panies, tliat to organise does not merely mean 

to form an as>oeiation of so-eulled managers, 

hut to hare injei'ted and instilled into that 

proiKwed association tha aerioua principal ob¬ 

ject of material with which to huild. There 

muot Pe at the head of this association a eom- 

lietent adviser, a true ex|>erienc<-d man—one 
that U fair in the aeleetion of bis lieutenants 

and Ilia eo-workers. It ia going to require 

lietter ideas, brosder views and better show- 

manslilp than has heretofore been shown by the 

advu<-at<-e to uplift or to elevate. To build a 

caatle of marble you must necessarily have 

marble material, so thus It is with the better 

protective ideas previously mentioned. 

•’To begin with, you must haye real up-to-the- 

minute sherwmansbip. Von cannot develop your 

ideas or increase your ticket sales witb the 

things of the past and present. So let the men 

In question, those who would get together and 

organize, please (for the kind consideration and 

respect due the noble theatrical profession) be 

not only fair with yourself, l>ut with the public 

and actor. The great trouble in the past iias 

been an unoontr'illahle desire upon the ce-called 
managers to expect a eanvusman cr a musician 

to till the place of a leading man. Thruout the 

business this idea has been unsuccessfully car¬ 

ried out by some managers. A, man can nut 

Insert an ad for a heavy, character or leading 

man. and expei’t him to do a change of spe¬ 

cialties each night for a week and exi>ect to get 

an ACTOR to answer. If a man be a musician 

he ia only a musician. If your canvasman is 

a eanvusman yuu cannot put a white collar on 

him and make him an actor, and if a specialty 
man is a specialty man. he is nothing else, so 

why not get wise, and wlien engaging your cast 

use the actors, the worth while ones? Pay them 
eainsideral'le more money and they in return will 

sell ail you have to offer the public. (Jet a di¬ 

rector, one tliat «an put your plays over right. 
You will, of course, have to pay him more 

salary, liut you will in return receive greater 

results. These fellows who have a mania for 

copying everybody’s scripts and currying them 

along over the country (doing it like ‘Bill 

Splevins’ did) will never get the manager a 

dime or uplift the drama an inch. If a manager 
wants a Itaod. well and good—everyliody with a 

soul likes good music, and if he wants a dr.i- 

niatic company of actors and actresses let him 
lie careful in selecting them. Be sure tliey are 

what they claim. So do not, for the sake of ail 

cenceriu-d, exiaot to have a regular acting ca-t 

unless you use better Judgment than in the past. 

Ilie greatest trouble now, and in the past, is ail 

in a matiager'a cast and rotten selection of bis 

fc la.ts. Many a manager bus not only torturi-d 

inniuent piddle, hut burned up a good bunk 
roll by his luor Judgment—his had abowman- 

sliip. A real actor is chuap at any price, and 

jou cannot reasonalily get away from it. 

"let us make the rounds among ail stocks, 

’rep.' shows, etc., look their casts and plays 

o»er, see their outtits and advertisements, etc., 

and to be sn.vthing like fair, we will all ex-

thia year that they have already aet out to 
bring it about. We plan to have the greateat 
conductor poaalble to make the Lewiaohn 
Ktadium that haa been the acene of theae con- 
certa alnoe their heglnnlng a place of real 
attraettveneaa. We are now atndying Juat 
what. In detail, aball be the proper equipment. 
It will mean, what we are aiming at and what 
we of the management ate told to go ahead and 
adrlae, a new ort^eatra platform that will 
t o not only beautiful to the eye and arranged 
with proper aurronndlngn. but will possess 
sounding hoards no perfect that the softest 
pianissimo will be audible In every seat occupied 
by the ten thousand persons the atadtum can 
hold. I say tea thonsend. but the stadium 
eoocerta of JQ22 will accommodate more than 
ten tl.cuiand. on, capacity this year. For what 
we will surely do will be to enlarge the field 
et the foot of the great aeml-circle of atone 
seata. We etarfed our field this year with 
400 chslrs. By the last week of the concerts 
we had 1,000 chairs and then could not ac¬ 
commodate aU who wanted them. Hie new 
stadlim field will have at least 2,000.” 

Mr. Jndson haa been dividing bis time be¬ 
tween bla Philadelphia office, from which he so 
aurcessfully manages the Philadelphia Orchestra, 
and the nightly stadinm programe. He ipoae 
with the happy cooaclouspeas of a man at the 
snccesafnl end of a big t.xak with another propo¬ 
sition vastly larger looming in front of him. 
He bad finished the stadium concerts that be¬ 
gan early in July and ended last week with 
immense success, the subject of much com¬ 
ment thmout the country having presented 
for forty-two nights without a break music 
of the stsndard hitherto only reached In win¬ 
ter symphony concerts, bringing hack to mnaic 
lovers the well remembered days of Theodore 
Thomas and Anton Seldl. A gnarantee fund of 
over $40,noo bad been rtiaed before the eeaeon 
waa started to finance the endertakieg. Six 
daya before the concerts opened the local mu¬ 
sical union of New Tork refused to let the 
oicheatra that had already been engaged under 
Henry Hadley and Vlcto, Herbert, the aa- 
nounced rondnetors. play. It waa a dramatic 
moment that would have ataggered most man¬ 
agers, but it did not daunt Mr. Judaon. Im¬ 
mediately he act to work to build up a new 
orcheitra and aetnally accomplished this in six 
days, bringing competent symphony musicians 
of the first caliber from every comer of the 
country, Phlcsgo, Minneapolis, his own home 
city of Phlladeliihls, Detroit. Cleveland and 
even farther wealward. 

The task wan gigantic; nothing of the sort 
had ever been done before. Bat on the aa- 
nouDced evening shen Henry Hadley, con¬ 
ductor and composer, raised the baton a full 
orchestra waa in place and played most ac- 
ceptsbly. ‘‘The greateat eondnefor In the 
world.” said Mr.’ Judaon. •‘programs of real 
music and a stadium that will be delightful 
to behold la the plan for next year. What we 
have done this year la hut a taste of what 
(a to come In 1922. This year we hat* pur¬ 
posely tried programs of every kind. We have 
found that people want the b^t and most serl- 
ons music. That la what they will get next 
anmmer In the New Tork gtadium that is to 
he.”

There is in 
Immediate or remote prospect to be 
made a concerted drive on the part of 
theater owners, managers and produ¬ 
cers of all classes of entertainment, 
against labor unions in theatrical busi¬ 
ness. Managers as a class have no love 
for each other when it comes to dollars 
and cents. What means one producer's 
ruin may mean another’s fortune. 
When burlesque is smashed, vaudeville 
gets the i>atronage. Whm vaudeville 
and burlesque are sniashed, the so- 
called serious theater Is b nefited finan¬ 
cially. When all three fields are cleared 
out, the motion picture bouses reap the 
harvest. It is well known that the¬ 
ater owners do not bctw their heads la 
fiorrow when the fellow who owns or 
operates the theater across the street 
gets burned out or closed up by the 
sheriff or squeezed out of existence by 
the fist of the some-one-or-other of 
the syndicates or circuits. But they 
have a common enemy In theater labor 
unions. They may—

tween all the theatrical International 
unions, which will be binding on stage 
hands’ and musicians’ locals, as well 
as on traveling actors. The other solu¬ 
tion Is the complete abandonment of 
all present forms of organization con¬ 
nected with the theater and the form¬ 
ation of a new body which will in¬ 
clude stage hands, musicians, operators, 
actors and btlliiosters. None of these 
organization leaders will probably ap¬ 
prove of either idea, but something has 
to be done and at once. Either stand 
apart and be destroyed piecemeal, or 
bury Jealousy, selfishness, moss-grown 
ideas of organization and «et up a 
combination which will mean not the 
annihilation of employers’ rights (so 
long as there are employers In the 
theater), but the preservation of that 
balance of power which will Insure fair 
dealing on all sides. It will require the 
exercise of vision, the spirit of sacrifice 
and brains to set up an orgranization 
able to meet the International The¬ 
atrical Association, Inc,, on an equal 
footing.

Even a 
cursory examination of the articles of 
Incorporation prove that fact. “Tho 
International Theatrical Association. 
Inc., ie founded to smash unions in tho 
show world," should be written in Its 
charter. However thick the camou¬ 
flage may be smeared on the exterior 
of the organization, however benevo¬ 
lent Its protestations of purpose, and 
however vociferous may be Its state¬ 
ments that the farthest things from its 
thoughts is to fight stage hands, op¬ 
erators, musicians and actors, the steel 
shows thru the paint. And smashed 
the theater unions will be if they do 
not wake up to facts. For a long time 
Jealousy, selfish Interest, pig-headed 
stupidity and the worm-eaten craft 
union philosophy of “Every man for 
himself" has prevented real co-opera¬ 
tion in the theaters between all the 
workers who make It up. It has been 
shown In the past on many occasions, 
which need not be gone Into now, but 
which can be recalled without great 
effort. Conceit on the part of labor 
organization leaders may let them 
snver at the Importance of the new 
managers’ union, but they may dis¬ 
cover their mistake when it is too late 
to be remedied. The present is the 
time to form an Amusement Depart¬ 
ment in the American Federation of 
Labor w’hich will be built along ef¬ 
fective and Intelligent lines. Local 
combinations of stage hands, musi- 

ians and actors are useless and an- 
st bccaue it is the actor who will 
t the worst of any such arrangemMit 

^ n all occasions. It la all well enough for 
the stage hand or musician or opera¬ 
tor in San Francisco or Chicago or 
Boston or New York to get the sup¬ 
port of actors in time of trouble in 
those citiea But the actor travels con¬ 
stantly. If, having given his support 
to fellow unionists of the crafts In 
New York, he gets discharged by the 
manager of the theater In Cleveland 
for what he has done In New York and 
the sacred palladium of trade union 
politics, “local autonomy," prevents 
him from getting the support of Cleve’- 
land stage hands, musicians and op¬ 
erators, then he had far better remain 
out of any local amusement federa¬ 
tion.

THE TARIFF ON FILMS 
A little gro’tp of five German-made motion pictures of exceptional merit was brought 

to this ciiuiitry, along with ai-erea of Inferior German films. No sooner wae it seen that 
these pictures .would be artlafle and i-ommep-lBl sin'cesses than the cry of Iiavoc was 
beard round the world, originating hi bind our own walls. Tlie German invasion would 
ruin our film Industry! Tlicie must be high pmlei'llve tariff! The answer is a proposed duty 
of thirty per rent ad valorem ("Ameriran valualicn”) on film impiirtations In the Ford- 

ney tariff hill. That doty, or at leaat the agitation for it. was aimed directly at Germany. 

Now the other Eurojieans are awaking to the fact that the duty will hit them, too. The 
Rritlah in particular have entered a vlgopius protest. 

We do not need a tariff to keep Britiali pictures, in any ronsiderable nnmbers, out 

of the ruuniry. Without artifi.'l.il aid, the law cf supply and demand has done that. 
Tlie plain fact la, they are not g'nsl enough to is.mmrind a market here. "Carnlvar* is 
the beat British picture that has been exliihlti'd here In many years, and it was not much 
above the average. But even If th'y v tre go«d enough, the proposed tariff could not 

be justly administered. To atiemr. to evaluate a f-irclgn-made picture In terms of 
•Ameili-an coats ran result in nothing but an appruximatiim, satisfactory to no one. A 

picture made In England at a cost of flO 000 might have cost t.30.000 In this country, 

and again it might not. The making of pictures depends on weather and studio methods 

and a few other of the most variable tilings in tlie world. 

But the wwst feature of the pri>|iosed tariff Is that it militates against the Intro- 
duotioD of new artlstir Ideas. Our film industry fears competition, and well it may, 

for It diws nut nnulre mui-li ImaglDaiicn to pnslue? pictures superior to the formulated 
Buccehs spei'lflca ground out by our aludloa. By virtue of quantity and of technical ex¬ 
cellence. It Is true, the .\merli-an film Industry eontnils the markets of the world. 
Despite the recent panic In our film Industry, aliaken to its depths by a system of mad 
finance, we still export more film tlian any other land, and we furnish the frightened 
Britishers with eighty-five per cent of their photoplays. But artistically we are n sorry 

sight. And we want a prohibitive tariff to protect us from anything betterl—EVENING

eajta as I, nor such larpe ones, hut ahe has books written alniut her and poems composed 
in her honor. 'Tain’t fair—fliat’s what it ain’t. Nol)ody says a word about me." 

"Madame.” said the rooster to whom she addressed her remarks, "the trouble with 
yon is that you don’t tell the public what you have done. You lay an egu and then 
waddle off to the pond and never say a word about It. while that wife of mine never 
lays one without letting the wiiolc neighborhood know it. If you want to get your n .me 
and Vrtuos into the barnyard, you must learn to advertise every time and all the time.” 

All of which recalls to mind a poem once used by the cyclonic Eva Tancuiy in 
vaudeville. In this poem ahe described the dilatory tactics of a peddler of clams in 
r.altimoie. wlio carried a fish-horn with which to announce bis coming with seafood. Tlie 
peddler, becoming discouraged over business in one blo<k. did not continue to blast bit 
trumpet, and, consequently, made no further sales. The finishing line to this pieia 
we recall as: "Toot your horn, mister, if you don’t sell a clam—or others will outsell 

yon.” 
In early days the methods of advertising often were accomplished by the use of 

a bell In the hands of an energetic Town Crier. Today the American public has the 
advertising—reading habit to guide itself when seeking knowledge of things generally.

FAIR PREMIUM BOOKS* 

Secretary of Wyoming State Fair Ek- 
pressea Interesting Views on the 

Subject 

Otto IT. Bolin, secretary of the Wyomiug 
State Fair, and well known among fair men, 
baa written the fair editor of The BillbMrd 
expressing his views on the subject of adser- 
tising in fair premium lists. Mr. Bolin’s let¬ 
ter follows: 

“Thera is little doubt but tbat premium 
lists fiee from ail advertising are more sightly, 
and. in fact, more handy for exhibitors* me 
than those that do carry advertising. Where 
the funds tre available, these premium book* 
can be made veritable wnrknf of art. When 
embelllshfd with cut* showing the resource* of 
the 8tste or district or showing the beauty 
spots of ■I'erlal interest, with proper reading 
matter in connection. they are interesting 
enough to hold a mder** attenflon and become 
a rood adver'lsemctit fur the Issniog association 
and the territory covered. 

•T’nsent day f.iir catalogs leave much to b* 
desired in th% matter of appearance. Prob¬ 
ably lack of fund', the chronic embarrasainent 
of most fair aaaociatlons, is largely to blame. 
Most fnlr serretaries are competent men, work¬ 
ing with an eye to the best interests rf the 
institution they represent, ao that aom# reason 
other than neglect or lack of taste acconnts for 
the almost univerrally poor premium books of¬ 
fered to the public. So I put it down that 
ii'lvertlsenienta gre largely sniictted to corer 
Ci sf of printing, thereby giving the Fair Aa- 
roriation the premium list for nothing. 

"It mu't tie a<1mitt<-d that there is little 
value to iocal merchants in premium lift ad- 
Te’ti-iementa and they are rlmpiy romnelled to 
take them as a L nst to a local instiintlon. 
.4dvertiseinrnls of mniitiracturers wt.os* sales 
are St.ife op nation wide are. on the other 
liand. I(gillmafely solicited, provided the price 
chuigcd is not too !i*gh. Advertisements of 
thi“ kind surely have a proper place In pre¬ 
mium lists. Their iiural>er is, however, ao lim¬ 
ited that If only thc-c sre solicited the reti:-n 
I* small and it would seem to be better not 
to have any. 

"I am Inclined to fhiaW advertlsementa in 
premium litta are, on the whole, a mistak*.

They cannot ueglect it because it 
If serving the ptirpore for which it was brought 
into lieing. 'The league is a composite; a 
chunk of usefulness made up of a hit of the 
(lersonality of everv tnemlier on Its roster. 
It spreads its iniiiistraii«ns to the weak. 111 
and maimed when the able ones are far afield 
at work. When dreadful ratacirsras come It 
is tbe league that g.aihers up the broken and 
the dead. Silent granite slaiis in Showmen'a 
licague Rest tell a remarkable story. The 
league atands lietween tbe potter's field and 
thoie who die with only Cod locking on. Clean 
hospital beds, flowers. fiMKl. physieians, nurses 
and visiting friends are the greetings of the 
league lo those making the battlo for another 
’'cortract” on the old elrcuit. 

The league loes things so quietly, so quickly 
and so effectively tbat its real worth appeals 
alinoat altogether to beneficiaries and the men 
snd women who have leirnoi] to observe and 
think, it is the thinking ones who are plan¬ 
ning and fighting for a bigger league now. That 
the leagne sbculd move from its little ioft 
!■ but an incident. That It demands and de¬ 
serves a fitting shrine in which to continue its 
labors is indisputable. Siieh a home is now 
being fitted up. it will l>e appropriate, pleas¬ 
ing. ample and eomforla'Ie It is located on 
three floors at 177-1T1> North Clark street. It 
will ),e a depghf to the eye and an inspiration 
to body and mind. It will be what the league 
should really lave, it will lie a headquarters 
where the organisation can do its beet work 
for the membership. 

The new club rooms must be paid for and it is 
the members who must raise (he money. Show¬ 
men are men who handle and spend much money. 
•All of them know it takes money to get any¬ 
thing worth while, nnd none of them wastes time 
expecting something for nothing. The leagne 
has i'cen forced into a bigger destiny iiy the 
very purpose of its existence. The demands on 
it grow, and it must keep pace with them. 

September 8 is the day on which all outdoor 
showmen are asked to raise money on their re¬ 
spective shows for (lie league. It’is the day on 
which some iiriiliant rec-onis should he made by 
somehiHly; records that will go down in league 
history. The league means n'ore than any one 
Individual, it asks each memlwr to do a little 
missionary work for his fellows. It asks that on 
September 8 eaeh showman will go straight down 
Into his pocket, reach for his check b<s>k. go 
down the line and solicit money, organise a lit¬ 
tle force on his show and get them hti'-y raising 
the coin; think, plan and art. seriously, force¬ 
fully. and turn in an inelosnre that night to 
Secretary Tom Rankine, proving that that p.ar- 
tlenlar showman is bigger than even his own 
show; big enough to see far beyond the “lot"; 
hig enough to value the hospital and Christian 
bdrial for his nnfortunate rellows; big enough 
to want the best both for himself and bis 
leagne.

Under th« Buise of an Informal family anniversary reunion and 
“party.” Clevelandera have bes^n pausing to think about their city. The 
orraaion wag a nine-day civic festival, celebrating the one hundrr^ and 
twenty-fifth anniversary of the city’s founding. It ran from the time 
on July 22 when "Moses Cleaveland" and his party of surveyors, Im¬ 
personated by leading oitizeng, cruised along the water front and made 
history repeat Itself with the "discoverj*” of the city, to the last grin. 
July 80, when an eleventh-hour rainstorm secured to the anniversary 
celebration commission treasury a tidy sum of Tain Insurance” money 
to help defray the expense of the celebration. To old and young, rich 
and poor, each in his own way, and to many for the first time, the city 
had become a live and growing thing. It was a vivid example of how 
citizens will rally to a big Idea even in peace time.

we have told the truth. 

Warren Ci. Harding, as a cbautauqua com- 
iiiitteeman at Marion. U., helped to rear a 
great monument to nis eSFurts as a citizen 
when Marion was building up one of the thriv¬ 
ing indeiK-ndent chautaiKjuas. Then followed a 
►lege of circuit effort, then a couple of sea- 
tious of Chautauqua famine when no effort of 
any kind was made to satlafy Marion'.s intel¬ 
lectual wants as far us they could be supplied 
by this form of moral and mental entertain¬ 
ment and instruction. 

Marion is going back to the plan of pn-sent- 
Ing a Chautauqua whereby her own iKopIe will 
have something to say about who and what is 
to be presented, when it is presented and bow 
much Is to be charged for tickets, etc. 

Kut what we want most of all to drive home 
is that those who criticize the practice of 
guaranteeing a Chautauqua .are wasting their 
efforts. They are lighting a sham battle of 
their own creation. They see things and they 
don't investigate enough to find out whether it 
is the substance or the shadow that they are 
nf|gr. They are sail.tied to ainear ink over the 
editorial page and set the idle tongues to wag¬ 
ging, the wind Jammer to Jamming, and the 
Idle to gossiping uhuut the sins of guaranteeing 
the right kind of entertainment for their people. 

Hero Is a truth that ought to be driven home. 
If yon don't make an honest, hard-earned effort 
to bring the right kind of entertainment and 
amusement to your town thin the wrong kind 
will come in and pay for the privilege. 

There are barnacle* who grow rich in the 
managerial game robbing indolent people and 
backward communitie.* by purchasing the pres¬ 
tige of organizations and Institutions. lairy. 
trifling people, who are civlcally too near dead 
to make an effort in their own name sell to 
managi'rs who jirescnt attractions at two or 
three times their normal cost. These pious 
mUranderH burn up the territory and then move 
over to new fields.

But rentals aro 
bound to come down because organiza¬ 
tion is taking the place of the chaotic 
condition which for so long prevailed 
among tho exhibitors of the countrj*. 
Justice must prevail and when the ex¬ 
hibitor recognizes his power—when he 
realizes that the producer is secondary 
to the man who runs a theater, then a 
more equitable basis will be arrived 
upon between the two factions. In the 
meantime, stand by your organization. 
State or National, and fight for your 
rights.
