Watertown, N. Y., May 19.—The only motion 
picture bouse for children exclusively to be 
operated in The United States will be opened 
here about June 15. according to Charles A. 
SesoDske, manager of the Avon Theater, and 
memtier of the Nova Operating Company, 
owner of the Strand. 

Only children are to be admitted, except 
that parents and guardians may accompany 
them. Programs to be shown will be made up 
entirely of features suitable to the minds and 
taste of the younger people. These programs 
are to be selected after consultation with 
various societiea and organisations of the city 
working for the welfare of children. These 
bodies will act as censors on bills aubmitted 
a week in advance for approval. 

The hours of the performances will be regu¬ 
lated with the idea of permitting the children 
to return to their homes early in the evening, 
and it la likely that afternoon sbowa will be 
held after the closing of achooi.

commentator, wrote:

The Niggermeyer Stock Company, Majestic 

Theater, Milwaukee, stranded after a very abort 
aton. We are glad we were able to assist our 

memtFera in reaching their homes. 

Overspecializing 
It is hoped that our stock members Will bear 

in mind the fact that, tbo they may be en¬ 
gaged for a specific line of work, it is not al¬ 
ways the part of courtesy or of wisdom to insist 
upon this clause in their contracts being en¬ 
forced to the letter upon every occasion. As 
plays are written nowadays it it nut al¬ 
ways essy to tell which is the leading man or 
which the second, or whether the ingenue is a 
heavy or vice versa. We do not suggest that 
our membsTs should suffer humiliation by play¬ 
ing parts obviously outside their range, but we 
do feel that the more generous and broadminded 
an actor is in the construction of bis con¬ 
tract the better it is for the company as a 
whole and fur b.miu-lf individually. It should 
be a delightful change now and then to step 
outside one's own specialty and to do some¬ 
thing entirely new. In this way we broadeo, 
we call upon [>erbapa a bidden ability of which 
we were unaware. It la the part of all Equity 
members to show a generous spirit and to help 
4Mit in every possible emergency. 

There is no doubt that at a first reading this 
is one of the least attractive of Shakespeare’s filays; it has neither the freshness and sprigbt- 
iness of the earlier «-onieilie-. nor the thrilling 

interest of the great tragedies which succeeded 
it. But on re-reading it its beauties r.ae into 
relief before us, and altbo we should undoubt¬ 
edly gain much from a careful representation 
of it upon the stage, we can more easil.v af¬ 
ford to dispense with the actors' aid than in 
moat plays. There are no telling situations, no 
stirring incidents, the action moves calmly and 
Botierly to its conclusion, but our interest in 
the heroine carries us thru . . . There is 
no waste of words in this play; the whole is in¬ 
stinct with thought, and it is perhaps from the 
irrepressible reflective energy of the writer's 
mind that the number of obscurities of lan¬ 
guage arises.

JOBBING PICTURES IT MAY be good business to book pictures OO 
the wholesale plan in a chain of vaudevUto 
theaters operated on tbe combination idea, 

but it does seem that if vaudeville theaters will 
insist on playing pictures AND vaudeville that 
tbe booking of picturel is Just as Important 
as tbe booking of acts. In too many combina¬ 
tion bouses in Greater t^'ew York tbe booking 
of films is done with little regard to requlrct 
ments of the theater. It would seem that the 
film departments of tbe booking exchanges ars 
considering tbe price of prints in quantity 
rather than bow certain pictures pull in cer¬ 
tain neighborhoods. Recently a picture, known 
to have been turned down by leading film thea¬ 
ter owners as having no box-office value, was 
dumped into one of tbe big vaudeville exchanges 
and booked generally In a large number of 
vaudeville houses tbe same week. Tbe picture 
not only did not dradr, but was the best 
"chaser" teen in a long time. And it was 
featured and advertised in type as large as 
that announcing tbe appearance of established 
vaudeville turns. A vaudeville team, to get a 
contract that will insuDe a fair return on In¬ 
vestment, must try out with new scenery and 
wardrobe and material too often for several 
weeks before getting a chance, but any old 
film can get attention and often big money, 
too. and be featured In tbe advertising if tbe 
wboIes.iIe prire is low enough. Wby not be 
as careful in the selection of films as in the 
selection of acts? It might be a good idea to 
insist on tryouts for screen dramas and play 
them In several bousesaand await agents’ re¬ 
port* before booking. *o? Well, what’s fair 
to tbe new act seems ,fair to tbe new film. 
Eh. what?

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NOW Is the time for all good mana¬ 
gers who have successful plays run¬ 
ning to ask the actors playing in them 
to take a twenty-five per cent cut In 
salaries. 

This is the season when players are 
being requested to show their good will 
towairds their employers by cutting 
wages, so that the boss will not suffer 
too large a decrease in profits. 

To properly Judge the situation it is 
necessary to know what the word, 
"loss', means to the play-producing 
manager, if a show made $15,000 last 
week and has made only $12,000 this 
week it is understood that the mana¬ 
ger has “lost" three thousand dollars. 
If he made $78,000 last season and he 
makes only $30,000 this season he has 
suffered the frightful deficit of $28,000. 
Is it strange that, under such circum¬ 
stances, he looks to the actors working 
for him to share the “losses"? Is it 
right that actors should not be eager, 
yea. anxious, to help the boss out of his 
trouble by working for half or two- 
thirds salary? Yes, it is right—that he 
should do nothing of the sort. If he 
does he is a foot Why? As they say 
in every play I have ever seen, “Will 
you be seated?** 

ACTORS of a certain class use the 
expression. “But Mr. Flnkiebergheimer 
gives me work!** Does he? Mr. Finkle- 
(and-aU-the-rest-of-it) pays so much 
money for value received. He usually 
gets more than he pays for. Mr. 
Pinkie-etc. never was known to "give” 
anyone anything. First of all, if it 
were not for actors there w'ould be no 
Mr. Finkleheimbergers. The minute 
Mr. P. loses one penny of actual money 
he folds up his troupe like a camp 
stool and ceases to *‘glve’* anyone any¬ 
thing—as is his wont. But if it is only 
his profits which are being cut down 
he is willing to “give the actors work** 
provided they will help him out by ac¬ 
cepting a slash in salary. If they are 
foolish enough to do as requested the 
show continues until the receipts reach 
the *‘breaklng even** stage. Then be¬ 
gins the wailing in the market place. 
An actual loss appears! The next step 
is either “co-operation** among the 
players or Cain’s tumbrils for the pro¬ 
duction. "Oh, but that is an exagger¬ 
ated instance,** complain some of my 
correspondents, who accuse me of be¬ 
ing a manager-baiter. (There are some, 
too, who say I am an actor hater be¬ 
cause of what appears on the page 
opposite this.) Is that so? All right! 
Pull up another chair! 

A CERTAIN actor in a play which w.as 
being rehearsed has his salary fixed at 
five hundred dollars. The management 
—it was one of those shoestring affairs 
with which this season has been tied 
together—asked him if. in view of the 
speculative character of the enterprise, 
he would not compromise on the s-alary 
question by accepting one-third of his 
usual stipend and a percentage of the 
receipts. The actor agreed. Contrary 
to all expectation, the play—which had 
fallen arches from w’andering in and 
out of producers* offices year after 
year—turned out to be a money-maker 
of astonishing proportions. The actor’s 
salary under the agreement has not 
been under four figures since the play 
opened. But— 

There is a runway in the carpet from 
the manager’s office to the actor’s 
dressing room worn by the boss’ feet 
running back stage trying to get the 
actor to cancel the existing agreement 
and go back to his flat salary of flv'e 
hundred weekly. So far the answer has 
been “No, thank you! I am very well 
satisfied with things as they are!**

TAKE that rocker! It’s more com¬ 
fortable. 

A comedy which has been doing in 
the neighborhood of fourteen thousand 
dollars a week suddenly slumped to 
twelve thousand. The company was 
notified that unless the members took 
a cut of twenty-five per cent the piece 
would close within a fortnight. One 
actor protested to the manager that he 
was already working for half salary. 

*‘But if the company agrees to the 
cut we may stay on indefinitely. You 
ought to be willing to string along with 
me.** pouts the producer who has l«'ft 
innumerable actors stranded in the 
past. 

“You didn’t give me my full salary 
or an Increase when the show was do¬ 
ing so well and the newspaper friends 
of the authors were boosting it out of 
sight,’* retorted the actor. “Why should 
I help you when ypu’re in trouble when 
you wouldn’t give me the benefit of 
your good luck. Besides, you’ll close 
the show the minute you begin to lose 
money.’* WTiereupon the manager was 
greatly wrroth. But, as the play is still 
running, I infer that the salary slice 
was accepted. 

LET me put this cushion at your 
back! 

A play has been running in New 
York for I don’t know how long and has 
taken in I don’t know how many hun¬ 
dreds of thousands of dollars. Its 
money-making record is almost in¬ 
credible. The firm of managers who 
own it are notorious “squealers”. \Yhilo 
this play, number one, was piling up 
painmi income tax possibilities the 
firm had another play, number two. in 
New York at the same time which was 
also making money, but nothing in 
comparison with number one. • There 
came a decided drop in the receipts of 
number two. The actors were instant¬ 
ly given a cut in salary. After a few 
weeks business picked up again and 
reached its normal figure. The actors 
never had their salaries restored to 
normalcy. Now the same firm has 
asked the cast of number one play, 
which has never had a losing week, 
to take a twenty-five per cent cut in 
salaries so that the show can run all 
summer. The play has made a colossal 
fortune for each member of the firm 
of producers and for the authors. Yet 
rather than accept, like sportsmen, the 
summer decrease in profits, the actors 
have been practically blackmailed into 
taking the gash of twenty-five per 
cent. If they had not taken it tho 
company would have closed for two 
weeks, recruited a cheaper cast, and 
reopened to just as much business as 
the original players were drawing to 
the box-office. 

AND finally— 
Did I tell you about the masiagement 

of the play that ran here for two or 
three years? A Jump to Chicago, losing 
three days between the New York 
closing and the Chicago opening, had 
to be made. The management de¬ 
ducted three days’ pays from the sal¬ 
aries of the actors. 

BI'*T it is not actors alone who ex¬ 
perience managerial financial methods. 
Sometimes it is the friend in need who 
has the vein-opener passed to him. 

Last summer a musical show came 
into tow’n on the rim. The managers 
did not have money enough to give 
the company carfare to the opening. 
One of the bosses is a man who has 
been unfair to actors all his life. The 
other member of the combination h.ad 
a lease on a theater, a set of discarded 
costumes and a record for sure-fire 
failures. So desperate was the need of 
the outfit that a ticket speculator was 

begged for help. He agreed to take a 
block of 100 seats for each performance 
as long as the show lasted in New 
York. Contrary to all expectations, 
the piece made a bull’s-eye and has 
been running like wildfire ever since. 
The gross takings have bt-en over four 
hundred thousand dollars. The part¬ 
ner who has the le.ise on the theater 
gets fifty per cent of the gross receipts. 
He forced the show to pay for re¬ 
modeling the house. He also owns 
twenty per cent of the show. Ordi¬ 
narily the orchestra goes on the house 
expenses. Not In this case. The wages 
of the orchestra arc taken out of the 
show’s share. 

But the real touch of managerial 
psychology comes in the fact that the 
partners hold an indignation meeting 
every night over the block of tickets 
they have to give the speculator whose 
money made the show's appearance in 
New York possible. 

ACTORS certainly ought to go half¬ 
way to cut salaries to insure mana¬ 
gerial profits. It is paving blocks on 
the waters.

Neither the gayety of nations, nor the diversion of individuals, nor 
the elevation t>f “musical comedy ’, nor the Anglo-American entente, nor 
the personal prestige of Miss Ethel Levey will be served by this mess 
of coarseness, stupidity and noise. There is not an instant in the entire 
three acts which is not as cheap, sleazy and obnoxious as Longacre 
Square at floo<l tide. Miss Levey has a penetrating manner and an en¬ 
gaging j)ersonality, but it would take more than that to scrape the muck 
off her starring vehicle. Miss Levey’s long association with the tolerance 
of Engl'sh .auifiences apparently ena’oles her to say anything a line writer 
puts into her mouth with complete sangfroid. It is a very good ex¬ 
ample of the professional detachment, but it is neither pretty nor pleas¬ 
ant. Even convinced as I am of the complete corruption of the. taste of 
Now York theatergoers. I think we have not yet reached the degree of 
callousness whore we enjoy such blatant offensiveness. Estelle Winwood 
acted thruout like a defective just emerging from .a Binet-Simon test. 
I saw Miss Winwood in the afternoon in “The Idiot”. Perhaps she had 
not recovered from tho Dostoievsky m.itinee mare. The male members 
of the ca.st did their best. Eileen Van Biene exhibited a marvelous com¬ 
mand of some strange tongue—which w;is palpably not English-^and 
Margaret Dumont was smartly and intelligently garbed. “The chorus 
was young and pretty” (stencil furnished by the Press Agents’ Pro¬ 
tective Coloration League).

Recently I wttneased several performances by 

Tbe actors 
were capable entertainers, but tbe costuming was 
tawdry, the scenery out of place, and the lines 
of tbe play were lnters|>er-<ed with local allu¬ 
sions, medicine show jokes and, in aocie in¬ 
stances, downright vulgarity. Tbe director was 

to blame for allowing aurh a state of affairs, 
and also for p«-rmltting tbe comedian, while do¬ 
ing apeclalties between acts, to address tbe audi¬ 

ence: “Now, folks, if you'll clap your bands 

I'll do better. I am only a piHir acter trying to 
amuse you." If an actor cannot regiater his 
material without begging applause he should get 

into a field where such methods are arceptahle.

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Editorial. Comment 

IF EUROPEAN advices and reports 
up to a week since are to be trusted 
Enplish drama has been more pop* 

ular on the German stage than the 
“made in Germany’’ kind. 

During the war and until the end of 
1920 Shakespeare dominated the Ger¬ 
man stage. Shortly thereafter Ber¬ 
nard Shaw and Oscar Wilde began to 
find favor. “The Importance of Being 
Earnest” had an unprecedentf*d run at 
The Tribune in Berlin. It was acted 
extremely welL and the characters 
were made as English as pos.sible. 
Practically every play of Bernard 
Shaw’s was produced during the la-st 
season. Hardly a week passed in which 
several of his plays could not be seen 
In several different B^-rlin theaters. 
This year Wilde and Shaw arc be¬ 
coming less fashionable and are giv¬ 
ing way to Brieux and minor French, 

German and Hungarian playwrights. 
These are the things that have been 
produced by German theater managers 
who work for profit, for these are the 
things the German public wants. 

Nevertheless it would seem that the 
advanced German stage has the char¬ 
acteristics not of the Enplish drama 
on which it thrive.s, but of the modern 
German drama on which it does not. 
Tlie chief characteristic common to 
both the modern German drama and 
the modern German stapt* is the ten¬ 
dency to present only the typical and 
the essential, to heighten contrasts and 
to eliminate details .and ffceessories. 
This tendency is loosely terrried “ex¬ 
pressionism”, The German expression¬ 
ist stage has two main schools. The 
one emphasizes the spoken word and 
the other emphasizes the kinetic and 
visual elements of the drama The 
leading exponent of the first school is 
Jessner, the managing director of what 
W’as formerly the Royal Pl.ay house 
(now the Staatstheater) in Berlin. The 
setting Is summary and simple. The 
scenes and costumes are reduced to 
absolute essentials. There is no fore 
and background. The actors move in 
the smallest possible space and re¬ 
strain all gestures. They face the audi¬ 
torium and speak AT the audience and 
not to each other. A staircase Is often 
the only piece of scenery in the play. 
Its only use Is to give prominence to 
the actor whose part is to be empha¬ 
sized. 

do their booking. For instance: The 
habit or practice of trying to have the 
city license or permit of an opposition 
show revoked b^-cause they have not 
been successful in getting Ifito town 
first or securing a contract to show 
the town. 

No matter what line of business one 
may follow, a firm is generally Judged 
by the man representing It. and the 
sooner the unfairly knocking agents 
realize that the public judges carnival 
people by their malicious ^remarks 
about oppositional shows the better it 
will be for all conc»'rned. 

Mr. Carnival Manager: Is your agent 
guilty of these offense.si If so, it would 
he a wise move on your part to take 
action at once. 

Business at the production houses 
In New York City, which has been 
unbelievably bad of late, seems to 

have struck bottom, and. while it has 
not yet taken an upward trend, there 
are signs that improvement is at band. 

Din you ever wonder what became 
of those clever fellows who de¬ 
veloped the art of camouflage 

during the World War to such an ex¬ 
tent that they could make a hattleshH) 
practically invisible at a stone’s throw 
and lend a battery of great guns the 
semblance of a golf links? 

Yes? Then you will be interested to 

WANTED—A TERM 
The parlance of the profession is badly In need of a name or phrase 

"With which to designate the large and rapidly Increasing number of Its 
members who specialize In not promoting, but taking charge of shows 
and entertainments designed for the puropose of raising money for char¬ 
itable, benevolent and educational purposes. 

There are many experts already busy in this line of endeavor. Some 
specialize in whipping amateur talent into shape. Some act only In an 
advisory and professional capacity. Some carry costumes and scenery. 
Some take full charge of everything—advertising, program, production, 
rehearsals, etc. 

But there is no generally accepted designation for those engaged in 
the comparatively new activity. 

The following suggestions are offered in the hope that our read¬ 
ers, and especially those of them who are professing and practicing the 
calling, will express a preference: 

FACTOR—One who manages or is entrusted with the management of 
anything. 

PROFACTOR—A neologism suggesting not only “factor" but “pro¬ 
fessional” and “actor”. 

CHARGE D’AFFAIRb:S—Or, better still, “Charge da Representation” 
SHARZHA <or “Sharza”)—A recourse to the French pronunciation 

in the interest of terseness. 
Say which. 
Or, if you have anything better to offer, send it along. 

Remember the saying, “Don’t 
bite the hand that feeds you"? 
Evidently there are some men in 

the carnival field who do not rare to 
remember. Particularly is this true 
with agents ahead of carnival com¬ 
panies, including the l.irger one.s, and 
it is high time they are brought to 
realize this by their employers. 

Mind you, this editorial is not di¬ 
rected against all agents—we are too 

broadminded to do anything like that— 

but there are .some who must change 
their tactics if they want to be suc¬ 

cessful, and at the same time they 

should boost the worthy carnivals in 
the cities and communities in which 
they are working instead of resorting 
to the hammer. They must be busi¬ 
ness men and not babies. 

Isn’t there rea.son that carnival.s be 
criticised—yea, knocked—by the citi¬ 
zens and committees of these cities 
and towns when some agents knock 
each other and each other's show and 
personnel (in their oppositional fights) 
in the presence of people who know 
absolutely nothing about the carnival 
bu.siness? It appears they do this with 
the thought In mind that they are 
boosting themselves and gaining a 
point over their competitors. On the 
contrary they are not only doing harm 
to themselves and the organizations 
they represent, but the carnival world 

in general. 

Another bad feature is the unbusl- 
ncss-llke manner in which some agents 

know that they have all been engaged 
by the motion jiicture producers and 
are bus.v di.sguising film rentals for the 
benefit of exhibitors.

THE CYNIC 
By OLIVER MOROSCO 

—i- 

The motion picture and stage cynic is haring his day. The ready scoffer, who Is a* 
much a part of the times as the ‘'flapper” and other “emancipation" manifestations, 
merely is having his little fling. His pose of super-wisdom soon will pass, because he 
1* simply indulging In what he derides the most—hokum. 

It i* an easy way to ''impress'* others with one’s own Intellectnal importance by 
assuming a «riti'’al air which dismisses the good with the bad and belittles all pictures 
and play.s. Of conr'p. that is merely carping—a tawdry form of hokum. But the un¬ 
fortunate part of It all is that tt becomes a cantagions sort of taklng-the-Joy-ont-of-llfe 
propaganda. 

If we fall Into the souring attitude of materialists and see the stage screen only In 
Its most artificial sense, then we mast also turn away from music becanse It has been 
invaded by jazx, and from art becanse of the weird geometries of futurists. All the 
pel ullarities of the day are merely a result of what has gone before and a steadying 
for a keener appreciation to I'ome. 

The stage and screen can not get too far away from the people. They must reflect 
the spirit of the times or otherwise become merely a museum or a faddist's laboratory. 
Timeliness has been a rhars'-teristlc of eyery success. It may be a costume play of 
centuries igo, but there Is something In Its moods reflected In the tendencies of today. 

''Hokum" very often is us'-d as a withering Indictment, hut tt It the human emotions 
to whii h we .appeal. And the more human we become on the stage or screen the nearer 
we approach hokum. Hokum Is merely a question of methods and degrees. The skillful 
treatment of a scene may bt me art, while mawkish handling will reduce It to maudlin 
commonness. Y'et the idea ha- been the same. One has dramatic “naturalness", the 
other ' bvious extravagance and trickery. 

TVe do not go to the theater to be perplexed by problems which we do not knox«l 
or see tlielr fathoming by persons whom we do not recognize. Ve wish to share the 
sorrows of the suffering hero and heroine and cheer the downfall of the Ttllaln. However, 
we are be."mlng more adept and Intellectual In the dramatic routing of the happy end. 
More thought i» being written into plays and more thought being brought to the audi¬ 
ences. The situation is far from hopeless. The cynic soon will pass with the other tired 
war reflei'tlons and the theater nnd 8«'reen will come pretty near measuring up to the 
high standards demanded of them.

S. MARION TUCKER OPTIMISTIC ^ 

President of the Drama League Sees Improvement 

8. Marlon Tucker, president of the Drama I..eagne, bellevea that the theater waa 
never so moral at It la today, and that the people of this country, with their oocletlea 
for the Improrement of the stage and the co-operation of the Intelligent public with 
tlie producers, are pursuing the right method of correcting any backward tendency In 
production by remed.yhig the condition from within. Mr. Tucker waa the principal 
apeaker at the annual luncheon of the Alumnae Association of the Packer Collegiate 
Institute at the Blltmore, New York, May 7. 

Goremment censorship, Mr. Tucker helleTet, would not effect any important re¬ 
form. for the publicity given anch a procedure would create curiosity for the plays In 
question and defeat of the enterprise. According to a new plan which la gradually being 
put Into practice thru the co-operatl-.n of various organixations. theatergoera and mana¬ 
gers. a play which la below standard will be taken off Immediately. 

“If ono la familiar with the pla.va of the contemporary writers of Shakespeare’s 
time or of the earlier Restoration days.” says Mr. Tucker, "he will agree that the plays 
of the present day are a derided Improvement. Oi>lnlons vary so In different conntrlea 
and among different individuals as to Just what Is m<iral and what Is not that It la 
difficult to reach an agreement as to • standard. 

“With all recent discussions—and I think they have done »o«d—nothing very sensi¬ 
ble has been said on the subject of Immoral plays. In my opinion morality is not a 
mutter of sex relation. Quite as Immoral are false standards of business life, the por¬ 
trayal of hideous things and the exploitation of false sentiment. These things should be 
renwired as carefully as Immoral sex plays. After all it is the method In which an Idea 
la prevented, and the ©bJectlonaWe playa of this season have been objectionable because 
the standards are all wrong. 

“If there were official censorship, certain objectionable features In playa would be 
debarred, of course, but this censorship would be certain to crush new ideas. We want 
plays that are true, no matter what the plot may be. and that have been written by 
Blncere. thinking playwrights. It Is the playwright who Is so anxious to commercialize 
his prt^uct that he strives to appeal to the baser aide of people who must be censored. * 
And such censorship must come from within.” ^

Xobody conn*H:ted with 
the stapo—either the lepitimate'. the music hall or the klnema—nobody, 
that is, except the ropues, will object to the short and effective hill w'hich 
has been presented In Parliament by Mr. Powerman (at the instipatlon 
of the .Joint Committee, comprised of representatives of the V. .\. F.. the 
A. A., the M. U. and the N. A. T. E.) and supported by Mr. Clynes. Mr. 
Henderson, and others, for the repistration of tlieatrical employers. What 
it will do if it is passed is to make licenses necessary for all emnloyers of 
performers who are not already licensed to conduct houses of entertain¬ 
ment. That means, in practice, that the agent who is a fee snatcher 
or somethinp worse, and the unscrupulous sort of manaper who leat'o.s his 
companies stranded and penniless miles away from anywhere, will be 
expelled from the business, and fortunate if he is not put in prison for 
six months or so. There are ropues making a good living who w'ould 
find themselves without a license under the provisli>ns of the bill. There¬ 
fore members of Parliament oupbt to rit'e it all their assistance and get 
it thru expfHlitiousIy.”—LONDON KVtlNING NEWS.

A MEAGER OPERATIC PROGRAM 
The xprlOL announcement of the Mentropolitan Opera Ilnnse la notablo fOr thO 

tneaxernesB of Its promise. Two new operas are on the Hat—"Anima Allesra*', A comic 
Italian work, b.v one Franco Vittadinl, a composer quite unknown here, and "Monnn 
I.lsn", a German opera, by Max Schlllinxa, the director of the Berlin Staatsoper, whoso 
wife, Rarhara Kemp, la to be one of the aeason's new sopranos. The revivals promised 
are "Romeo et Juliette”, "Thais”, "L’AfrIcalne”, “William Tell”, "Der Bosenkavaller’* 
and "T.annhaii8er”. Thus once more the Metropolitan takes no coxnix.nnce of the leading 
men of the yonnxer ffoup of Italian composers, as, for Instance, Plzzett! and Z.andonal, 
and Its two revival* In Italian will be of French operas sun* In translation, "L’AfrIcalne” 
and "William Tell”! 

French composers since Massenet continne not to exist for our chief American opera 
hnnae, nor do snrb elders as Ramkan, Gluck, MchnI and Hector Berllox, "Thala” (for 
Marie Je'itxa) and "Romeo et Juliette” (for Lucrezla Bori and presumably an Italian 
tenor) are old war horses brought back more or less securely Into commission. In spite 
of the prophecy that German opera will fare best at the Metropolitan next season, this 
annonneement will not greatly hearten those who still believe thaP good music and Ger¬ 
man music are synonymoua. There la nothing very exciting about the return of "Tann- 
hauser" and "Der Hosenkavaller”, Tlie announcement Is allent In regard to "Salome” 
and "Ariadne auf Naxos”, and most curlosly silent about the revival of “Die Meister- 
alnger”. which seemed a certainty with Fiau Jerltxa as Bvn and two new members of 
the company, Herr Holinen and Herr Bender, as Hang Sachs and Pogner, respectlrely. 
Perhaps the autumn announcement will add "Die Me.sferslnger” to the revival list, and 
along with it. as rumored. "Das Rheingold”, "Siegfried” and “Ootterdammerung". But 
there s*'eins to be nu posaibillty of our bearing .an opera by Fran* Schreker or by any 
other of the younger ope-a compoaerg of Oerm.iny, except Max Schillings, wboae music 
as perforiiK'd here has never struck anybody as overwhelmingly Important. Incidentally, 
despite the notable artistic success of the recent reriral of "Cosl Fan Tutte”, no further 
klozart opera appears on the promissory list.—NEW YORK GLOBE.

The chief lesson of my life's experience 
as to the theater is, fl think, the imperatlTe need of harmony among all workers of 
the stage. 

Nothing is more fascinating than the effort to meat the public mind with something 
worthy of its searching aubtleties. This is a dllBcnlt thing to do. Ultimately oae has 
to tnist to one's own judgment I alwaya try to think wtmt the public's rerdlct will 
be after the event rather than In the midst of it. 

The tiend to the play of character was bound to come. A rompelting personality 
has dominated many of the greatest norela. No one Is so Interesting as natural 
human being, whether primitive "KIkl" or the sophisticated “Grand Dnke". Both of 
these pla.va have brought new characters to the theater. I am glad to have found that 
the vlsinn of the playwright, like that of the actor, bat deepened. Andlencea today ate 
more analytical. Therefore they seek the logic back of the emotion. 

Productions, like the honaes are Use in, are only hackgroundt. A poor play in a 
great setting comes off in a areek. Tbe comprehending of pe-eonalltlet tbonld create 
sorroundings.

HOW TO BE RELIEVED OF CENSORSHIP 

Censorship wherever it now exists will disappear once the people 
with whose freedom it interferes show that they really intend to make 
screen art both clean and wholesome. Censorship would never have been 
established anywhere if that had been done in the past. It was forced 
by conditions that had become intolerable and offensive to the last degrree. 
The public sense of decency does not demand absolute impeccability from 
screen artists, but, on the other hand, it resents the intrusion upon the 
screen of those whose conduct has become a byword and a reproach. 
Relief from censorship depends upon the good behavior and good Judg¬ 
ment of those who provide the public with entertainment. That truth 
is fortunately recognized by the Motion Picture Theater Owners of 
America.—BROOKLYN DAILY EAGLE.

LITTLE THEATER IDEA 
Tba American theater, which hat auSered tinder tha patronage of ttmaa wbosa aasav 

made them offlrUl critica of the spoken draaaa. appears to be oomlng Into Its ows thru 
the medium of the "little theater”. On the stage as in the realm of the novel It bae 
long been thought that the beat work of art could not po«>ilbly be the beat teller. Pro- 
dm'ers bad net enough I'onfidence in the public taste to risk pushing a piece that waa 
not replete with thrills. 

Bo long as the aim of the theater manager la to maka aa mnch money aa peeaibla 
from hit prodnetiona this is bound to be the case. Few seem to care to take a chance 
on a bit of drama in wbbh ernditiea and the spectacular forma of aenauons appeal are 
not present. It is taken for granted that the public caret more for spectacular tbinga 
than for good work, and the public Itself has no option but to take what Is offered It. 

The ticket office has ruled the stage, and the men who have ruled the ticket effice too 
often have been without an edequate sense of dramatic worth. Tboae who have It havo 
been Inclined to believe that the public lacks it, and the consequence has been a sue- 
eestlon of mediocre productiona which provided amu^ement of m aort but did not fill a 
very definite need of real playa of merit. The* came the new departure which showed 
that people in general had more discrimination than was believed. 

The little theater, baaed rather upon a love of the truly artistic than upon any 
desire to make money, took up the task of rescuing the American drama from itself. 
Cit,ea which conid not prottably he played by road companies proenttor really good 
productions have, thru it. had the opportunity of keeping In touch with the better ten¬ 
dencies in dramatie thought. Plays that had no chance of reaching the pohlic thru the 
regular channels have made good in the little theater and bees put on tba commen-lal 
stage with great succeaa, ditproving the theory that the public will not appreciate good 
work if it Is given a chance to judge it.—8PBINQT1ELD (51ABS.) UNION.

.er matters have not Improved to any per¬ 
ceptible extent. At Butte, Mont., a year of

l.ept the miner* very short of cash and in 
eousequecce their families have not been able 
to enjoy their weekly amusements. 

rbiladelphia, on the contrary, is picking up 
with a boom In the business at the bigger 
rlcture bouses; better conditioua are generally 
accredited to the gain in textile, steel and 
iron activities, t'ensallnnal business was re¬ 
ported at the Stualey Theater b.v the Valentino 
and Swanson feature, “Beyond the UoeWs”. 
The picture ran a second week with a rejiorted 
bnsinesa of g.'il.OOO in the first week. .\t the 
Stanton, which has been more or less slumped 
as a white elephant.

At tbe present tbe rblef 
complaint renters about tbe scenario sebuoU 
which have sfirung up like muihroomt in all 
sections of tbe country. They disseminate at¬ 
tractive literature, impressing tbe gullible 
with marveloas opportunities to earn fabulous 
sums as scenario writers after they have c<>ia- 
pletcd a ours# with tbe mucb-exploited con¬ 
cern. Buys and girte, men and women of its. 
presslonalile natures readily fall for the-e tia- 
talizing advertisements. They srod tbeir fee 
and receive In return but meager Instructions 
that Would prove practical in o'lalif.ving tbna 
for a writer able to command remunerative 
wages. It Is doubtful if the art of scenario 
writing can lie taugbt tbm tbe correspiodence 
Bcboolt. fur talent must be intsirn. It ran be 
polished, refined and Improved, but practice 
will help to accomplish tbe best rraults. To 
succeed in an.vtblng one must work at it, and 
we have known cases where even illiterate 
peoj.l# succeeded in writing for stage of ectrea 
because of tbe Inapirational p<i«rer which they 
possessed. For tbe most part these alleged 
srhools are but money-making propoaltiont and 
tbe pupil rarely receives adequate benefit by 
Juining them. 

According to the verdict of tbe rboto Flay- 
Wrights' League of America, scenario writing 
can out be taught Uy these so-tailed sceoarie 
schoolt. Another ddngeruua iHartlce lodulgtd 
in by these scenario srbool* Is tbeir metb,si uf 
using the names of numerMii iiromlneot mo¬ 
tion picture (H-opie In attracting atieuiiua to 
their i-ouraes. So far nolbiog has been dune 
to el.ni.n.itr this practice, which rv-alts m 
the collet I ion of large sum* of money from tbe 
unwary, for so long as the acboola keep witbio 
tbe letter of tbe law they are safe from pru-e- 
cutlon.
