Registry and Return of Tax on 
Admissions by Traveling Shows 

From the office of the Commissioner of Internal Revenue, Treasury 
Department, Washington, D. C., instructions were sent April 18 
to all collectors of internal revenue thruout the country with re¬ 

spect to the registry a.nd return of tax by traveling shows. 
“As the season for circuses, carnivals and other similar organi¬ 

zations has just opened,” the instructions read, “it is deemed advis¬ 
able to bring to the attention of all collectors the provisions of Regu¬ 
lations 43, Part 1, with respect to registry and the collection and 
return of tax. , 

“Article 38 of the regulations provides that the manager of every 
traveling show must file application for registry (Form 752) with the 
Collector of Internal Revenue for the district in which the head¬ 
quarters of the show are located, and if it has no established head¬ 
quarters the application shall be filed with the Collector for the 
district in which the proprietor or manager resides. Article 41 of 
the regulations provides that returns of tax collected on admissions 
shall be made to the collector who issued the certificate of registry. 
Thus, the returns of any traveling show will always be made in the 
same district. Return should not be made to any other collector, even 
tho it covers tax collected in his district.”

New YORK, April 21.—The merging of all the Keith properties 
and theatrical interests into one gigantic corporation, which is 
soon to be floated, according to report, has been prophesied for 

some time by wise showmen, who say that the nation-wide propa¬ 
ganda conducted by the Keith oflices for nearly a year was mainly 
Tor the imr])ose of laying the groundwork for the incorporation 
and the flotation of its stock. 

Two years ago, before the Shu- 
berts launched their vaudeville 
circuit, it was reported that the 
Keith interests were about to be 
incorporated and stock sold to 
the public, but the Shubert entry 
caused the dropping of the prop¬ 
osition tor the time being. The 
offer of tbe stock to the country 
at large was to be based largely 
upon the claim that the Keith 
business was without a competi¬ 
tor. Naturally, this assertion 
could not have been made with 
the shadow cast by Shubert 
\’audeville. For this reason, it 
is said, the merger proposition 
was laid on the shelf pending the 
evolution of Shubert \’’audeville.

New Tort, April 21.—Paul Specbt, orchettra 
leader, has filed a letter of complaint with 
the National Vaudeville Artistes, Inc., charglnc 
Dr. nugo Reisenfeld, who Is appealing in 
vaudeville with the Blalto Theater orchestra, 
with having appropriated his (Specht’s) orig¬ 
inal Ideas of presenting certain musical num¬ 
bers.

Specht's letter of protest to the N. T. A. 
sa.vs in part: 

Coder date of December 7, 1822, number 
2<'>.’'i6, I registered the material, plan and out¬ 
line of my act, which has been followed by 
me in detail, since our opening at the Coliaeom 
Theater December 11. 

Since then there have been several Infringe¬ 
ments on my act by other orcbestraa without 
any protest from me. Last week Dr. lingo Bei- 
•enfeld appeared at the Palace Theater with 
hit Rivoli and Bialto Orchestra and practically 
dapllcated every original idea of my act. 

Be not only used my Idea <>f interpreting a 

popular American number as played in foreign 
countries, but imitated other protected material. 

Please give this matter your Immediate at¬ 
tention and put a stop to this leader’s plagiar¬ 
ism, as legitimate N. V. A. vaudeville acts 
should not suffer fr m the Invasion of the 
movie orchestra leaders who imitate the vaude¬ 
ville orchestras which gave vauderlUe patrons 

“classical jazx” a long time ago.

and he Is now the ‘‘poat” for the wronp- 

doinp of someone else. 
The cast remains the same, with Harry 

(Hello, Jake) Fields in the stellar role of 
Hebrew comic, and if there is anyone who 
characterizes a Hebrew in a more likable man¬ 

ner we have not seen him in burlesque. The 
hand piven ‘‘Hello, Jake", on hi* entry Is proof 

positive that he 1* popular with the patrons 
of the Star, and the same i* applicable to 

Dixie Mason, who is more personally attractive 
and vivacious than ever, the latter probably 

due to the fact that Dixie has been rediiclnp in 
welpht and is now pettinp into the slender, 
symmetrical, salient soubret class, for she was 
up and at it every moment she was on the 
stape.

“The article further mentioned abont a cer¬ 

tain tab. show taking a ‘flop’ in Chicago. That 

ia news and perhaps relished by some, but I, 

as one of the tabloid field, take exception to 

the last part of the article as quoted above. 

In all fairness to the producers and managers 

of tabloids who have made this form of en¬ 

tertainment one of the strongest links in the 

amusement field, the above article is a hitter 

pill to swallow. Evidently the writer has 

never seen a real tab. show or he is ignorant 

of the pri’presa which it has made. If the 

tab. show is only worth while in places where 

people dll not pet a chance to see pood forms 

of entertainment, then fifty per cent of our 
cities do not get the better grade of shows. 

Can it he possible that a writer of theatrleal 

news ran be so far behind the times that he 
does not know what leaps and bounds the fab. 

show has made? At the present writing if 

one wishes to delve into the history of tabs, 

he will find that it has replaced vaudeville, 

legitimate and many other forms of amuse¬ 

ment in many of the largest cities. I can 

mention offhand dozens of tabs, that already 

have held and can hold the lioards of any the- 

ater^nd put forth as clean and wholesome an 

entei%inment as any other branch of the 

am iscmcnt field. Tabloids have taken a hold 
upon the pnhlie; they are here to stay. Be¬ 

cause one show goes into a bouse which is in 

T a nin-down condition and has no patronage, 
^ doi'a that mean that it takes a 'flop’? The 
^ best of us take a 'tlop' now and then. I h.ive 

seen stars take a flop to an empty house, but 

:: that dues not reflect upon the merits of the 

^ star any more than it does upon the show. 
The fall, of tfslay is much different from the 

X tatt. of ye.steryear. There are two classes of 

^ tabs., the big and the small, the pockI and 

^ tiio bad. the same as vaudeville, legitimate 
V and other liranches. The regulation tab. of 

X trslay is nothinp else than a miniature nnisi-

^ I have been a produeor of tabloids for the

recognized agencies, and I must say without 
fear of contradiction that we have played 

most of the largest cities in the best of the¬ 

aters, where people ’have hotter grades of 

amusement.’ if there is such a thing, within 

a stone’s-throw of the tab. theater. Let me 

give just an insight as to what a tab. carries 

today. We have around Itui pieces of bappapo, 

using our own baggage ear; from fifteen to 

twenty sets of scenery; each show is complete 

in each detail. We are equipped for a run 
of from eight to ten weeks in each bouse. 

^ Eaeh show has a plot, with a surplus of spe- 

““ cial numbers, opening, finales, etc. The run-

e’s in fact, a combination that can play and haa 

played the better houses. This does not in- 

ily show, but dozens that have ap- 
peared during the last few years. la eonclu- 

lor cither has 
jgg never seen a real tab. show or does not know 

me "•"‘■'•'Of he speaks. This article Is merely to 
jug defend those in the tab. field who are striving 

jg to elevate it and who have made it what It 

is today. The coming season will see tabloids 

taking and replacing many other branches of 

the field, and it can only he accomplished by 

the *'*'^'* work and painstaking manner which 
most of the managers and producers have 
shown in the last two seasons. As I have 

said before, tabloids are here to stay and each 

year they get better and better. More power

A BIOGRAPHY OF BARNUM 

37 

T.AKE it all in all, T consider Barnum, by H. M. Werner, the most interest- 
Intf biography of the show world to be published in many a year. It is 
not a lonp work, yet the jtuthor has pticked it full of intorestint; tlottiil. 

Besides findinp room for the main incidents of the famous showman’s ctireer. 
J’efore thi.s book was published practically all we knew of Barnum was wliat 
Be wrote himself in the numerous editions of his autobiography. Unfortunately, 
Btirnum did not alwtivs adhere to the truth in this story of his life, and as 
the years went by he made constant revisions of the narr.-itive. These re¬ 
visions were always written with the idea of makinp him a bit better than 
he really was. So that, in the course of time, some of the most picturesciue 
incidents were carefnlly elided, and, :is these incidents shed as much light on 
his career, and perhaps more, than the other marterlal in the book, the auto¬ 
biography became in time a seriously distorted document. According to it, 
Barnum, like the devotees of Coue, became "every day, in ev’ery way, better 
and better.” 

It w.is Mr. Werner’s t.isk to dig behind the autobiography into the facts; 
to revise, to add to and to take away from them. And he has done his t.isk 
well. All the naivety in Barnum’s autobiography, the quality above everything 
■wliich makes the book tolerable retiding. is lacking in Mr. Werner’s Barnum. 
It is concerned with the truth about the great showman, ahd this is pre¬ 
sented not only with an air of verity, but in a manner which holds the reader's 
Interest from start to finish. 

Kiirnum started in life somewhat inauspiciously. He was horn at Bethel, 
Conn., on the 5th of July, 1810, and surely, if any man deserved to be born 
on the 4th. it was this man. But he soon got ov’er this, and at an e.irly age 
■was engaged in clerking tit the general store, where he had to match wits 
against aS sharp ti set of traders as the world has ever seen. They were a 
godly lot, but did not allow’ tlieir religion to curb the acid sharpness of their 
business practices. Barnum summed up this blurring of the morals rather 
nicely in an anecdote which he told in later years about the Yankee dea¬ 
con, who was also a grocer, and who called downstairs to his clerk before 
breakftist: 

“John, have you watered the rum?” “Yes, sir.” "And sanded the sugrtr?” 
“Yes, sir." "And dusted the pepper?” “Yes, sir.’* “And chicoried the coffee?’ 
“Yes, sir.” “Then come up to prayers.” 

Barnum carried a deep religious feeling with him all thru his long life, hut 
it never prevented him from perpetrating many sorts of innocent swindles on 
his ptitrons. And they were innocent. If he chose to do this, he always gave 
full value for the money siient tit his enterprises. The fake may have brought 
the people in. but they got their money’s worth with the rest of the attractions. 
Certainly none of his entertainments ever hurt anybody, and they w’ere always 
clean. 

Barnum was soon convinced that the way to success, for him, was to w’ork 
for himself; so, with no money, but with indomitable jiurpose and all the 
brass in the world, he obtained possession of the American Museum, and from 
that time until his death his name was seldom out of the papers or the mouths 
of the people. The devices he used to attract atteptlon to the Museum, his 
uncanny knowledge of the way to present the unusual, and his adroit use of 
the press and advertising, alt combined to make the Museum one of New 
York's prominent landmarks. Then came General Tom Thumb and his mas¬ 
terly exploitation, and then Jenny Lind. 

The careful and clever way in which Barnum exploited the fame of Jenny 
Lind to the American public would forever stamp him as a showman of 
genius if nothing else did. He brought this singer to a country which knew 
nothing of her, and inside of a few months so aroused public interest that 
when she arrived there were thousands at the dock to meet her, and the crowds 
which attended her concerts could hardly be accommodated. 

Barnum was absolutely centered in his Museum, and never lost a chance, in 
public or private, to boost it, and herein lies the one outstanding feature of 
his character. The papers and the public could call him what they liked, but 
so long as his name was in print or in the public mouth he cared not. The 
cause of temperance lay very near his heart, and he delivered mtiny lectures 
on the subject. But he never failed to lug the Museum into the lecture. He 
built a monstrosity of a house in Bridgeport, and that advertised the Museum. 
He put an elephant at work ploughing alongside the rtiilroad tracks so that 
the passengers would notice it and take his name, not in vain. He would 
resort to any fantastic scheme that would advertise him. ,But he was honest. 
VVhen he was bankrupt and could have dodged some of his debts he chose 
to do the decent thing, and paid them back to the last penny. He would never 
stand for bktckmail. Many a paper tried it on him, but none succeeded. Much 
as he desired newspaper space, it had to come honestly or he would not 
have it. 

At sixty he started in the circus game, and, when he combined with 
Bailey, a form of entertainment was brought into being so gigantic th;it it 
compelled instant and wide attention. Tho this book is about Barnum, there 
is enough told about Btiiley to make one •vs-ant to know more. There is no 
doubt that Bailey w;is the aggressive one of the combination. He plunged 
when Barnum wanted to retrench; he was always on the job, arriving with 
the first on the lot and locking the place up at night. He thought on a big 
scale, iind, while he was quite content to have Barnum reap all the spectacular 
advertising, yet he was undoubtedly the driving force behind the circus. 

The circumstance which brought the two circuses together was rather 
curious. Tlicre was a baby elephant born with the Bailey outfit, and Barnum 
wired Bailey an offer of $10,000 for it. Since this was the first time in history 
that an elephant had been born in captivity, Bailey thought it w;is worth that 
amount to keep the animal, and he refused Barnum’s offer. Then, to add in¬ 
sult to injury, he put out thousands of posters and handbills displaying a 
reproduction of Ktirnum’.s tclegnim, with the caption: "What Barnum Thinks 
of the Baby Elephant.” Barnum capitulated, and. shortly after, the two men 
got together and formed their memorable partnership. 

Barnum lived until he was eighty years of age, and almost to the last’ was 
continuously in the public eye. The last words he uttered were an inquiry as 
to the day's receipts of the circus, which was playing at Madison Square 
Garden. 

A great charticter -was Barnum, and he has left his impress for all time 
on America. To know his life is to know not only the development of spec- 
tacuhir amusements, but. to a considerable degree, the develojiment of the 
American show-going public. It would probably be impossible to do today 
what Barnum did, but it is certtiin that if any one could do it he would htive 
to be another Barnum. The m;in was unique. He w:is another of whom it 
might be truthfully said: ‘'We shall never know his like again.” 

There isn’t anyone in the amusement field who can afford to neglect this 
li^e of Barnum. by H, M. Werner. It is not only interesting; it is more; it is 
amusing, enlightening and vastly instructive. It is at once a splendidly

One leading Berlin variety 

theater has already changed iti policy regard¬ 
ing liookJng acta by minimum salariea and is 

returning to tbe former system of inserting a 

fixed salary in every contract, declaring that 

tbe present month it very dear to them by tbe 

raising of tbe minlmuai figure to 2(>4.000 
marks, since every act on the hill receives a 

number of such minimum salaries and there is 

no art on tbe bill receiving lest than a million 
marks, while several troupes get as much a* 

six millions for the month, these contracts 

having been made when tbe minimum salary 
was around SO.OOO. Berlin cabaret* equally 

complain about poor busineKs. Tbeir clients 

from tbe provinces stsy sway because of tbe 
enormous expenses now connected with a visit 

to Berlin, especially tbe high charges at ho¬ 
tels and restanranta. .Another thing that 

frightens cabaret managers it tbe foreshadowed 
new municipality amusement tax coming into 

force right after tbg h'>lidays. increasing the 

tax on every ticket to 40(i marks. There may 

be tome modification since a tax like this 

would simply kill tbe business.

!! BAROMETER OF BUSINESS CONDITIONS 
(THE ANNALIST) The picture Is an enchanting one. But It leads directly back In 

a circle to the question: “How long will present business conditions 
continue?" Already caution has commenced to show Itself here 

and there .nmong the buyers of materl.ils which are for a long period 
in the cours^e of manufacture, and in which the raw materials of 
today become the finished materials of three months hence. There 
is no assurance whatever that buyers will be in tlie same mood then 
as they are now. Of course, it is entirely possible that the present 
pace can be maintained during the year, and that the remarkable 
figures for the first quarter are merely forerunners of geater heights 
to be reached. But, on the other hand, there is the fact to be con¬ 
sidered that the point must eventually be reached where the full slack 
has been taken up, and the possible fact that some of the buying 
which would take place in a normal fall season has been done, In 
this extraordinary year, in the spring. 

The most reasonable conclusion to be drawn from the entire 
survey of business and industrial conditions at the moment is that 
they will continue well thru the turn of the half year at ap¬ 
proximately the pace which has been struck, and that, once over the 
usual dullness and inertia of midsummer, the fall months may be 
expected to be ones of great business activity, dependent, of course, 
upon two primary developments of a favorable nature; first, the con¬ 
tinuation of present easy credit conditions, in which there is an 
ample supply of funds at moderate rates for all legitimate needs, and, 
second, a good crop outturn and reasonable prices for the commodi¬ 
ties of the farm. Given a favorable summer for these two factors to 
develop along safe and promising lines, the business of the country 
will take care of itself.

Our readers, too, should bear in mind 
that the show business follows, or 
rather waits upon, commercial and 
Industrial activity, and that the peak 
in demand for entertainment (as well 
as its low water mark) is reached 
generally from six to eight months 
later. 

Everything not only looks, but really 
is, fine for the balance of this year 
and the early months of next. 

Showmen of sound Judgment and 
farsight will not splurge or splash, 
however. They will proceed confi¬ 
dently, but carefully—advertising their 
attractions a little more aggres¬ 

sively, bettering their entertainment 
values Judiciously and at as small out- 

with a copy that had been read—and 
sometimes read by more than one per¬ 

son. 
We sometimes wonder if the editors 

of The Times have allowed themselves 
to be taunted into this amazingly un¬ 
wise course. Can they really believe 
that they were called upon to stage an 
exhibition of courage—a display of 
guts—because .22-caliber critics pointed 
to their monopoly of financial adver¬ 
tising and cried fraidy-cat? 

Fortunately, its editors are improv¬ 
ing The Times in many other respects. 
It is not only best in pretty nearly 
every essential feature of a daily news¬ 
paper, but it is being steadily bettered 
in many.

(which happened four or five times), adverse 
influence, but we went steadily on ‘smiling*. 

“We have had some very distinguished 
celebrities on our program, and we today can 
see the great refining influence reflected In our 
people, young as well as old.

IFROM MANCHESTER OF.AROIAN) Liverpool shows uncommon care for Its various entertainments. It has not yet 

seen the fun of letting its repertory theater disappear, and neither, apparently, 
doiw It see a reason for despi-ing the humbler art of the Punch and Judy 

ehow. On the contrary. It recognizes one of these street theaters as venerable and 
altogether Institutional. This particular Institution, belonging to ‘‘Professor” Cv.d- 
man, stands near .St. George’s Hall, .and Is said to explain the fact that trains are 
often difficult to catch at Lime Street Station. Anybody xvho pauses for a ne ment 
—as so many do when the puppets are in action—has as good as missed his train. 
The show has occupied precisely the same plt.-h for nearly yne hunilr<d years, aipl 
the Codman family, devoted thru thr- e generations to the setting f, rth in this one 
spot of the drama of Punch, has thus seen Lime street aris<- ’round tin m and their 
puppets. When the first booth xvas pitched by the fir-t F ilman Kiig’ .iid’- dr-t 
railway had not reached Us termi.ial station near ' y, and St. George’s F.’ll, which 
now dominates the busy s<iuare, did not exist. 

The Sandon Studios Society, of I,iverp<iol. treating this w.iyslde stage as an 
ancient and precious possession, arranged f- r it a glorious apofh' , *is La-t Saturday. 
A more or less fashionable crowd was gather, d into the forevxiurt of the dignified 
Queen Anne building, which the s^s-l'ty inhabits: the Wutch Committee and the 
Chief Constable were prevailed upon to allow the city police band to play Gilbert and 
Sullivan airs, and Mr. R. Codman, the present head of this remarkable family of 
showmen, was presented with a new booth, admirably designed by Mr. G. W . Harris, 
and fresh, magnificently got up puppets, the designs all being carried out by mem¬ 
bers of the Society. The accessories Included, of course, a showman’s drum. 

The ceremony of prisentation was a pleasantly old-fashioned affair—conducted 
with much hearty eloquence on the part of brother showmen and a grave attention 
on the part of the society to the dramatic values of the o< casion. The Codman 
family and their dog, Toby, entered into the spirit of tlie thing as bom showmen 
Should. Mr. Codman himsilf, a pensive, grey-haired man. with drooping, aristocratic 
moustache, contented himself with a grey top hat. a loose, red tie, and vivid 
cbecka, but members of his family stood about the booth ma-ked and pied. A white 
sheet veiled the presentation. The string was to have been pulled by the president 
of tna Showmen’s Guild, who is Mr. Patrick Collins, M. P., for the Walton Division, 
but in his absence this office was performed by ilr. W. W. Kelly, a w. Il-known 
figure In the Liverpoool theatrical world, as quickly recognizable by his cheroot and 
Immense malmaison ’’buttonhole”, as, say. Lord Lmsdale would have been by his 
cigar. When the sheet fell the dog. Toby, nimbly took po-se-sion of his new* 
stage, waiting meditatively, while his managers submitted themselves to the 

cameras. 
Then began a performance of the Punch and Judy drama under conditions as 

favorable as ever were—the brown and gold booth with its handsome onrv. n figures 
of Mr. Punch on either side of the stage, Mr. Codman dem,>nstrating all Ills trans¬ 
mitted powers of manipulation, the dog Toby acting apparently with all five sens, s, 
the well-devised scenery at the back of the stage changing with each act of tlie 
play, and the crowd, gathered in full view of busy, prosaic Lord street, so wrouglit 
uiio'n by eloquent praise of showmen and shewmanship as to be perfectly attune with 
the tragic humors of Punch and Judy. The performance was splendid entertain¬ 
ment. with that transmitted flavor that makes children of us all.

THE MALIGNED CRITICS 
That New York dramatic critics fail to appreciate home talent 

when it is deliberately thrust beneath their noses is the theme 
of a writer in the current issue of The Freeman. The case 

chosen for the illustration of this accusation is “Roger Bloomer”, 
which, having been snubbed on Broadway, now manages to flourish 
in Greenwich Village. The writer feels that “the critics, who have 
been trotting home every autumn from Germany and Russia to tell 
iLs what a puerile, Victorian theater we have, would rise up as one 
man and hail this new play for what it Is.” and believes that the 
chances of American originality and daring being recognized in their 
own country are pretty slim. 

This, of course, is an ancient plaint—the saying all over again 
that we are blind to our own arts and prophets and have bent the 
knees, culturally, to Europe. No dramatic critic can fall to be aware 
that he lives perpetually in the shadow of this indictment; and the 
knowledge thereof, far from widening his horizon, only checks the 
spontaneity of his impressions. One can imagine him, in fact, to be 
the sufferer of an unceasing mental quandary, and that when he 
prepares for the solemn business of judging a new play to be tortured 
by some such dilemma as this: “Remember, you are the victim of 
the national inferiority complex. Do not, therefore, praise this play 
because it is foreign or condemn it because it is American. Try, oh, 
try, if you can. to judge it for what it is worth intrinsically.” 

The wonder, then, is that our critics do as well as they do— 
that they have the temerity to welcome the Moscow Art Theater 
players on one hand and reject “Roger Bloomer” on the other. If any 
plaint is to be lodged against the.se gentlemen who rush from orches¬ 
tra chairs to typewriters to record their reactions to a “first night”, 
it should be that they are too conscientious, overnice, that their jobs 
sit too heavily upon their shoulders, that it would be as well for their 
reputations as writers if they indulged an occasional prejudice. For, 
whatever service their careful deliber.itions may perform for the art 
of drama, they sometimes result, for readers, in decidedly ponderous 
and none too reliable matter. And, after all, since it is publicity that 
counts, a good plav may be helped to fame by a critic’-s whim as 
much as by his attempts toward an unbiased e^imate

Music Renews the Hope of Human Derelicts 

Bowery Mission in New York Recognizes Spiritual and 
Therapeutic Value of Melody 

The Bowery Mission, one of the largest missions on New York's 
famous Bowery, has for twenty-one years b«*en giving weekly 
concerts for the tenefit of the human derelicts who attend its 

meetings. 
“In our work music plays a great part,” said Dr. Halllmond, 

superintendent of the mission. "The men who come to us are fighting 
a big fight. To them music is as stimulating as to soldiers on a battle¬ 
field. They come to us, many of them, tired, discouraged, disheart¬ 
ened. The concerts cheer them, the music renews their courage; It 
gives them a great uplift. 

“Music liberates the imagination. It makes a man dream dreams 
and see visions. It renews hope. It is a proved fact that concerts 
have a spiritual and therapeutic value in our work.” 

Strangely enough, Jazz and popular music make no appeal to the 
thousands of “down and outs'’ who drift Into the Bowery Mission. 
They prefer to he$u: the great classics and seem to appreciate and be 
helped by programs that would appeal to thoro musicians. To a typ¬ 
ical Bowery Mission audience, it has been noticed, the subtle strains 
of the violin and the mellow notes of the piano make a stronger 
appeal than the voice and words, no matter how beautiful. 

“Music is the one thing one can give without being patronizing," 
Dr. Hallimond explained. "No matter how kindly and tactfully one 
gives food, clothing, money or shelter there is always the suggestion 
of charity in a gift to the unfortunate. Not so with music. It is a 
gift that can be given to rich and poor alike. Then, too. music is 
impartial, for it is a direct gift to every one in a large audience. And 
for those two reasons, if for no others, it has inestimable value in the 
work of the mission." 

At present Dr. Hallimond has more than 500 famous names on 
his list of great artists who have given music to the men at the 
Bowery Mission, and. with few exceptions, those who have been there 
have asked to be permitted to come again. 

In giving of their art the musicians get something valuable them¬ 
selves, It is inspiring to see and feel the effect of music on the hoper 
less and discouraged. It is very different to play to the men at the 
mission than to an audience of critical and blase concertgoers. It 
is genuinely inspiring, because thru music’s power the successful 
and the unfortunate of the world meet understandingly.

LIBERALISM AND THE CENSOR 

WHY la it that liberals are, as a rule, against the censorT Is it becanse 
tlii-y lit-lirve there is no such thing as corruption in art and Ut--rature, or 
that the .InQuence of such corruption is negligible? No; liberal-- are not 

pi r-ons wlio were born in blinkers. Th. y know that there are and al'vaya have 
bi-en artists and writers who seek deliberately to trade In perverted ta^tes and 
desirea. Nor are liberals prone to underestimate the Influence of art and literature. 
TlH-y are the first to a-cribc an ennobling influence to the go«d in art; logically 
they mn-t nseribo a degrading li.Cm-n-e to the had. Nor is there auytliiiig in 
lib<-ralii>m that la r-pugnai.t to positive s-tion for the curbing of degrading in- 
fliietK-es. When I>eon Iiatnlet, leadi r of the French Uoyallsts. published a book 
compounded of piety and pornography it was the French lihcraU who led the attack 
and foreed him to withdraw it ffiom publication. It is safe to asgume that a 
liberal State would maintain a een-wrahip and very likely a more drastic one than 
roDservative States maintain. 

The Literal is not cppoi-ed on principle to censorship. He is opposed to the 
stupidities of its practice. But when we say ■•stupidities” are we not begging 
a giHsI many questions? It ift stupid te do something that d feats your own < nd. 
Is It fair to eharaoteriie aa stupid a tory action that defeats a liberal end? Cen- 
Mirship as we know it ia usually in tke bands of the lories. Before we call it 
stupid wc should consider seriously whether it do<-8 not after all work lu pretty 
harmoniously with the tory aoheme of life. 

The censor 1* now engaged in an attempt to put off the stage .Shulom .kn-ii'a 
“God of Vengeance”. There are unsavory characters in the play—a hrothcl keep'-r, 
a pimp, a number of prostitutes. A large purt of the action t;ikes place in a 
brothel. A very disgusting brew could Iiave been com-oett-d from su-h ingred.ents 
if the characters had bc-cn presented as mere embodiments of their vices. But 
they are not. They are presented as human beings, animated by purposes that 
are only variants of ordinary human punwses. Whatever -eductions they are 
Bupp<is<d to practice in their pn'fi ssion, they practice none whati-vcr on the audi¬ 
ence. Any one wlio is Indtii-od to buy a seat for the “God <if Venc ance” with 
the expectation that he will have his senses stirred will fln<l himself aham-fuUy 
cheated. Tlie place for him is Broadway, where his re<iuirem< nts will be met 
by a iiunilter of slgiws od which the censor turns a friendly eye. 

But dis-s not that one fact prove the stupidity of the censor? Not at all. 
The tory world which the censor wishes to conserve is not a world without base 
passions and vice. In that world there is a place for the brothel ke-per, the 
pimp, the prostitute. There Is a phice for indecent evpostirc, for the risque 
story, the broad Innuendo. That rt-p ctablc old drama, ‘'The .s.-hiHq for Scandai", 
recently put on the ttnge before audiences composed largely . f little maids from 
school, had Its place for the “little milliner”, behind the sere, n in the apartment 
of a bachelor who admitted, not too shatm-faccdly, that "Josi-pb was not all" 
.Toseph.” Joseph was lying; the “little milliner” was a respectable wife a vastly 
diffireiit matter, as all the pre-dehutarts in the audience were supposed to know. 
The tory world is not abolitionist in mutters of vice. Its motto Is simply “Every¬ 
thing la Its place.” —NEW REPUBLIC.

THE GOTHENBURG EXPOSITION 
Naturally the routes of tourists and travelers from all parts 

of the ■world next spring and summer (1923) ■will lead northward 
toward the picturesque land of the midnight sun. At Gothen¬ 

burg, the principal seaport of Sweden, there is being prepared a great 
international exposition, the purpose of its managers and directors 
being to emphasize the development of many manufacturing proc¬ 
esses from their discovery to their present stage of comparative 
perfection. Alre.-idy there is favorable comment upon the thoroness 
with which this plan has been followed, and upon the beauty, archi¬ 
tecturally and otherwise, of the buildings and grounds in which the 
exposition will be held. 

Tlio.se who visited the exposition at San Francisco in 1915 are 
aware of the comprehensive displays made by the Scandinavian 
countries there. To many this was a revelation. In some of the 
useful arts the people of the northern countries excel. Few have 
greater skill than they in the trades to which they have devoted their 
attention. Those who go to Gothenburg expecting to observe 
casually and indifferently will be compelled to study thoughtfully and 
Iiainstakingly unless they are to lose the opportunity to learn valu¬ 
able lessons which experience and research combine to teach. 

No doubt the occasion will be the signal which has hern awaited 
hy thousands of prosiK-rous and progressive Scandinavians in the 
United Slates to pay a long-deferred visit to the home of their youth 
or to the home of their forebears. All thru the northern sections of 
the American Union are the thrifty emigrants from the Norseland. 
Reyond the natural affection which an expatriate feels for his native 
land the Americanized Scandinavian preserves none of his devotion 
for the mother country. The Scandinavians have brought to their 
new home the same lovalty and esteem which they felt for their home 
land while it claimed their fealty. They profess no divided allegiance, 
no double citizenship. Hut they will go back, many of them, to see 
the old jilaces, to visit old scenes and old neighbors, and to sing again 
the almost forgotten songs of the Vikings, 

They and their friends who accompany them will see, if the 
promise made by the people of Gothenburg is fultilled, some of the 
crude instruments and appliances used in the very beginnings, so far 
as the present age is aware, of many of the useful arts. Step by step 
they will be able to trace the advances which have be< n made, almost 
as one might start at the spring which is the source uf a great 
river, and follow it, along weary and sometimes discouraging miles, 
until it is di.seovered in all its beauty and grandeur, bearing tlie tralhc 
ami turning the wheels of commerce and indu.stry. Those are the 
les.sons in procress which all should comprehend. Those wlio are 
inclined sometimes to he impatient should realize that great achieve¬ 
ment, any worth-while accomplishment, is never accidental. Sub¬ 
stantial progress is a tree of slow growth.

which caused the death of Mr. Holder, it has 
been impossible to secure an absolutely authen¬ 
tic Tersion of the affair, nowever. It has been 
stated that the party of men from IliKh Point, 
seven in number, arrived at the carnival in a 
drunken condition and went to the tent of the 
‘Forty-Nine’ Show. They hart be^n there only 
a few minutes when it is alleKecI rne of the 
men stole some money from the show. Mr. 
Holder arrested this man. and, accordina to 
witnesses, the other members of tbe Rang be¬ 
gan to curse him, and then attaelied him. He 
knocked one man down and then Gillen came 
at him. Tbe officer gave Gillen a blow that 
sent him staggering, but as he was falling he 
drew bis pistrl and fired at Mr. Holder, the 
bullet entering the right side and passing thru 
both lungs. He died within a few minutes.’’

the relief sought is substantially the same, 
thereby making It desirable to ctrnaolidate the 
actions and thus expedite their trial. Justice 
Hnrr, however, holds that th re aze people ,n- 
volved in one case who are not involved in the 
other, and that the relief sought Is not the 
same In both cases. The r suit Is that both 
cases will now have to be trl(*d separately and 
on their reapectlve merit =. . 

The suit of the Musical Mutual Protective 
Vnlon seeks to obtain a decree of court that It 
Is a local In go. d standing, affiliated with the 
American Federation of ytusicians, and that 
the attempted suspension of the finion by the 
American Federation ia wholly ineffective and 
void. 

In the Schlcrra case it was held that the 
relief asked Is an injunction restraining the 
defendants from enforcing thru Liucal S()2 a 
closed shop for Instrumental (ntisicians in 
Greater New Y'ork, while In the suit of the 
Musical Mutual Protective Union there Is no 
d mand for Judgment restraining the enforce¬ 
ment of the closed shop in Greater New Y’ork. 
Charles L. Hoffman, of 141 Broadway, appeared 
for Weber and his (lo-defendants. 

Justice Burr's decision reads: The Musical 
Mutual Protective Union vs. Weber et al.t. 
An examination of the moving papers discloses 
that the real purpose of the application is td 
obtain a preference in the trial of this action 
either by way of advancing the case from the 
regular position xjn the trial calendar or by way 
of consolidation •'Tth the case of Schlerra vs. 
Weber et al. The dimial by Justice New- 
burger of a previous motion for a prefer, nee In 
this case neces'..irlly prccluib-s a renewal of 
such an application xsTtliout prior leave having 
been granted, the only exception to that rule 
being •■wtoTe the nexv motion Is made on facts 
xx hl( h have occurred since the making of the 
motion” (Haskell vs. Moran. 117 A. D. 2r>l, 
1*02; He Lacey vs. Kelly, 147 A. H. 37). The 
plaintiff, upon this motion, refers to no fact la 
support thereof occurring after the decision of 
Justice Nexvbiirigcr (s e also Waters, Inc. 
vs. Hatters Fur Kxchange, ISo .\. H., 803). -Vs 
to that branch of the motion xvhich s(‘eks a con 
solidatioD of tills action with the case of 
P'-lilerra vs. Wcher ct iil.. I am of the opinloa 
tliat the defendants In this case are not parties 
in th(* ease of Sclilerra vs. Weber et al., and 
should not be obliged to take any part in the 
trial of an action involving the Is'xues raised 
by the Sclilerra isimplalnt. The parties to the 
two actions sought to lie consolidated are not 
common to Is’th, the issues are not the same, 
nor is the relief sought the same. From the 
pleadings and papers before me. I am of the 
opinion such consolidation would 1 .* prejudicial 
to a substantial right (P. 1*. A., oec. 9('>). Mo¬ 
tion 's tliorcfore denied, with JIO costs. Order 
signed.
