"It is not debatable tliat ‘radio’ Is the com- 
p*‘titor of the theater, the dunce hall and of 
all forms of public amusement. With thou- 
-ands of these estaliiishmenls rer'ogiiiring and 
oimiH’Dsutlng the riglits of coiiyrlght pro- 
initors. would it be fair that radio’ should 
rm .ve disi riuiinatioii in Its favor as against 
these others’;

“Hlack-Kace’’ Kddie Uoss was a hit of definite proportions, altho he did not 
pet over as well as upon the occasion of hi.s previous appearance here. The 
spot was not so pood either. Loss told the liphtninp hup pap used by the 
first act. and this did not help. Went over well at tiie finish, however, and 
took an encore, accompanied at tlie conclusion with penerous response. 
Yvette Rupol was a decided hit. as is customary with tliis artiste, and Val 
and Krnio Stanton hold them in well in the ncxt-to-closinp spot. The big 
surprise of the entire bill, bowevor, was Malinda and Dade, colored sinpers 
and datic* rs. w ho. in the opening spot, absolutely and legitimately stopped the 
show and stopped it cold.

Very apparent, therefore the following

This 
occurred when the woman on the jury 
feared reeognition as tho former mis¬ 
tress of tlu' miirilered man, and when 
both the otluT mistn-ss and her mother 
confessed falsely to the murder, tho 
one to save the otlu'r and vice versa. 
None of the acts iinpres.sed .'is having 
good eiirlains; in fact, the same tag 
was used in the prolog ;ind in the first 
act, and hy tho same eharaetcr: 
“Thank Ood T di<in’t kill him!" The 
I.'ist act was very imor in both the 
writing .'iiid the playing; anyone of 
any intidligenee whatsoever knew that 
the girl was going to i.l! her stor.v’, 
I ltd the iia.lding, together with some of 
the cheap comedy, only dragged out 

the inevitable conclusion The actors, 
seeming unfamiliar with their lines, in 
all probability from inadequate re¬ 
hearsals, broke in on each other's 
speeches time and again and failed to 
pick up their cues promptly. This 
necessitated frequent repetitions and 
resulted in nothing more than ordinary 
rep. show efficiency. The lighting 
effects were mediocre, and the atten¬ 
tion to detail practically nil. When a 
shot is fired pointblank at a door, as it 
v*as at the end of the prolog, everyone 
naturally looks at the door to see what 
the effect has been. The painted can¬ 
vas failed to show the slightest sign 
of Impact, and as this same door vva.s 
referred to later as having a bullet 
hole thru it one’s mind was called 
upon to mentally supply the deficiency. 

Briefly, the story was of George 
Wayne, known later as “Montgomery”, 
who kept one girl as his wife in a 
cottage in the mountains of 'Vermont, 
while he consorted with another mis¬ 
tress who became the mother of his 
illegitimate child. Montgomery was 
either murdered or committed suicide 
—the point was never fully cleared up 
—and the second mistress brought to 
court for trial. Upon the jury there is 
impaneled the fomer mistress, who is 
now married. Her husband is also one 
of the jurors. 

After the trial in the Jury room the 
case is discussed again and again, with 
the verdict continually eleven for con¬ 
viction to one for acquittal, the woman 
holding out, finally telling her story 
and winning over the other jurors. 

The cast was, as a wliole, good, a 
tiotable exception being Frieda Ines- 
cort, who was strangely miscast, weak 
and inadequate in the part. In the 
second act, when phoning her fiance 
about her innermost heart’s desire, 
she failed to look around to see if she 
were alone, which, ev«n if the direc¬ 
tion failed to indicate, should have been 
a niitural piece of business for any¬ 
one who felt the part. 

Mary Newcombe, as Betty Brown, 
she of the mountain “love nest” and 
afterward the wife of Fred Masters, 
was emotionally cold and displayed 
little light and shade In her work. Tho 
almost one-tone manner of delivering 
her lines, as if reciting her part, be¬ 
came aurally tiresome. She achieved no 
heights, and in her big scene in the 
Jury room failed to high-light the story 
or to reach the proiter climax. 

Mention should be made of Stanley 
Jessup, who played admirably and with 
great naturalness the part of Judge 
Davis, altho it Is doubtful whether 
even a New Jersey judge would have 
engaged in the courtroom levity the 
part called for. Mah«'l Colcord was 
excellent its the mother of the wronged 
daughter on trial, and Florence Flinn. 
as Grace Pierce, on tri;il for her life, 
was exceptionally good, particularly in 
the emotional outburst of hysterics as 
her mother falsely confesses the crime. 
Elwood F. Bostwlck gave a fine per- 

■ formance and distinction to the part 
. of the District .Attorney, but James 

Craig, as Counsel for Defense, was un- 
' convincing and weak, especially so 

when one takes into consideration he 
was pleading for a human life. It must 
be admitted that the author failed to 
provide this character with any hut 
a. poor address, but nevertheless 
John Craig dropped his voice In manv 
places until some of the lines were 
unintelligible. John Sharkey, as .laiiK s 
McGuire, a detective, and Adelaide 
Fitz Allan, as Matilda Slade, made 
their respective bit.s stand out well 
Wilson Reynolds, as Foreman of the 
Jury, played well, reading his lines 
with intelligence and understanding. 
Jind Bennett Southard, as Tom Lewis, 
a juror, was adequate. Fleming Ward. 
Henry Daniell. Jules Ferrar. Royal 
Tracy, Harry Yokes Jtnd Thomas Hoo.l 
were satisfiictory in the bits assigned 
them.

"Tweedles” is just abrtut as inconse¬ 
quential as a play can be, and yet it 
contrives to be almost continually 
amusing. There is so little of plot that 
the interest of the play is almost 
wholly dependent on the character 
drawing and the dialog. The whole 
first act, for example, is devoted to in¬ 
forming the audience that a boy loves 
a girl and the parents of both object 
to the attachment. That may give 
you an idea of how skimpy the plot is. 

Rut authors such as Tarkington and 
Wilson have little need of plot if they 
can amuse as well as they do in 
"Tweedles”. They have handled their 
material so dexterously that, with the 
exception of a few dull minutes at the 
beginning of the play, one does not 
care a fig whether there is any plot or 
not as long as the amusing banter 
of the characters keeps up. 

The young couple I spoke of as be¬ 
ing In love with each other are Julian 
Castlebury, scion of a noble Phila¬ 
delphia family and summer visitor in 
a New England town, and Winsora 
Tweedle, daughter of the head of the 
Tweedles, one of the great clans of the 
codfish aristocracy. The Castlebury 
family does not want an alliance with 
mere people In trade in a New England 
village and the Tweedles want no 
union with a family of unknown great¬ 
ness. So It passes that the Castle- 
burj's visit the Tweedles to point out 
the irreconcilable difference between the 
two tribes, and their plea Is w’elcomed, 
but misunderstood. The Tweedles 
think the Castleburys are aghajit at 
uniting w’lth so famous a family as the 
Tweedles, whereas it is the other way 
about. Meanwhile the two young peo¬ 
ple. blissfully contemptuous of any 
snobbery. Just fall In love with each 
other and stay In love—at the finish 
walking out on Castleburys and Twee¬ 
dles all. 

There’s the story of the piece, and 
you can readily see tha^ Its success 
would hang on its writing and acting. 
Fortunately for it, both are good. In 
fact, the finest comedy performance 
of the new season, and one that will 

^ take a lot of beating, is to be seen in 
^this play. Ronald Meek, as a comedy 
Wconstable, has one good crack at the 

audience, grabs it and runs away with 
the show. In the scene in question he 
plays a nice, mellow drunk, garrulous, 
friendly and bubbling over with good 
humor. Mr. Meek handles the situa¬ 
tion so delicately and yet so surely 
that every line is a laugh and every 
grimace a roar. Nothing but the finest 
kind of comedy playing could have 
done it, yet it apparently presented no 
difficulties to Mr Meek. His is that 
“art that conceals art”, for which all 
earnest players strive. 

Another player in the cast who 
achieves much by a beautiful simplicity 
of means is Ruth Cordon. Miss Cor¬ 
don. who has the role of the young 
Tweedle girl, does not have so mueh 
to say. but her presence is continuallv 
felt Not that she obtrudes hers*-lf 
into the action, for she does not It 
is the eloquent gesture and the ac¬ 
curate expression of her face that 
turns the trick. These, done with ex¬ 

quisite timing, make Miss Gt>rdon'.s 
rendition of the part a most enjoy.ible 
spectacle. Gregory Kelly plays tlie 
Castlebury bo.v. He is a high-grade 
moron, a wandering t.alker and a 
dr»*aming thinker, yet one who can 
take decisive action wlien tlie occasion 
demands.

Lionel Belmore Explains Dues Raise 
A sp<-eoh explaining the Equity dues by 

Lionel Relmore waa received with cheers by 
a meeting of Hollywood members recently, u 
read: 

“I am indeed pleased to be calb-d upon to 

speak upon the subject of certain recent Equity 
decisions and policies. 

"Of these policies, the one which, perhaps, 
demands an analysis before this meeting. Is the 

one pertaining to the rei-ent raise in dues. 

"Mr. Nowell has Just remarked, and you 
have often beard the thought previously, that 
Equity's greatest local difficulty In advance¬ 

ment was due to the fact that until the long- 

looked—for motion picture contra<t shall be 
in force we have 'nothing to sell’ of advan- 
tiige to prosiM-rtlve members. 

"The raise of dues has lieen subject to ad¬ 
verse criticism by many members here in Loa 

Angeles, who claim that, while the advantages 
obtained by members in the legitimate are 
sufficient to warrant the Increase from $12 to 
$ls yearly, the advantages here are so slight 

as to h.-)rdly warrant the expenditure of 
even $12. 

"Now, fellow members, let us look at this 
situation from another angle. For the sake of 

argument let us admit that we have ‘nothing to 
sell'l But permit me to remind you of the 

fact that we have something to BT'Y! Some- 
tliing big, something vastly Important to 

every actor here, as well a* everywhere else in 
America! And that is—PROTECTION; 

"Let us all ns-all that wonderful assemblage 
of Equity members upon that memorable eve¬ 
ning in .tugust. Ifll!), right here at the Holly¬ 

wood Hotel. A 'sympathetic' meeting to sup¬ 
port our brothers and sisters In New York 

who were at that moment fighting for their 
very existence! 

"Realite this! In but twenty minutes’ time 
the sum of fT.TiOO was voluntarily contributed 

and immediately wlrc-d to the New York coun¬ 
cil. I have the asRurance of an eye witness 
that this money was received by that active 

hand of fighters when no other apparent re¬ 
sources were available, and they bad their 

backs to the wslE! 

"Onr felegrsm was received not with checri 
or applause, but with a truly impressive 
silence, more meaningful than words, as many 

a tear of heartfelt gratitude streamed down 

the cheeks of those who fully realized all that 
this n-llef meant. 

"Now, remember this fact. The agreement, 
covering stage prodih'tlons. between our or¬ 
ganization and the I'rodueing Managers' .Xssi- 

ciation has but one year to run. in June, 
RI21, provided that the Issue is not previou-ly 
settled.

“Equity ought to he Interested In the little 

theater movement." remarks .Miss Dillon. “Tlie 
little tlieater opens a legitimate lield for actors, 

ami It Is a field where the actor is badl.v needed. 
Every little tloater group should have two or 
three Equity nutiihers. and arrangements should 
he made wherel.y the little theater companies 

could have some Equity atllliation. 
“One of my chief reasons for saying this.” 

continues the actress, “is that actors need op¬ 

portunities for varying their work and methods 

and their contiei-tions with the outside world. 
What Is more, actors often need jol's. When 

the Ilroadway pavements wear out It Is much 

more heneheial for the actor to work in a lit¬ 
tle theater than It Is for him to clerk in a 
department store or to disappear under a cloud. 
Eten If the a-’tor has money in his pocket It 

is much liettrr for liim to liroaden his ex|>eri. 
ence etd keep at work than it la for him to 

he irresponsilile and idle. 
“(In the other hand the little theater needs 

the exiM'rieme of the professional actor. When 
the community theater is the toy and pla.vthlng 

of tlie social set known as “society” it is easily 
ruined. Its efforts are ridiculous to anyone 
who takes dramatic art serlotisly.’” 

To drive home this point Miss Dillon referred 
to her experience in a large city. .\ member 

of the smart set's little theater came to Miss 
Dillon and ssid; “We are very sorry that you 

aie not socially eligible to our society, hut as 
.vou are an actress you could not hope to he 

admitted. We don't know anytliing about the 
stage. Miss Dillon, and so 1 should like to run 
in and see you and have you give us some hints, 

because, of course, you know more than we 

do." 
Before tbia conversation ended Miss Dillon 

asked her social superior what occupation she 

followed thru the day. 

“I make lampshades,” replied the head of 

the Four Hundred's little theater. 

“That is Jitot tlie trouble,'' insisted Miss Dil¬ 
lon earnestly. “The little theater is in the 
hands of lampshademakers who know nothing 
als>ut dramatics on the stage or off, while 

some of our professional actors are often driven 
to making lampshades in order to live. The 

actor should stick to bis profession and the 

lampshademakcr to his. This awkward situa 
tion could lie adjusted if the little theater held 
were priqierly developed as an Eipiity activity.“ 

.Miss Dilhin is tlie organizer of tlie I’ortiund 

Tlieater Hiiild in I’orlland. lire. The theater 
is i-o-operative to a cent. Tliere are twenty-hve 
active memiiers and no a-sociate memliers. Each 
tiii'iiilHT invests ten dollars a month in the 
orgaiiiz.ition to guarantee salaries and expeii'es. 
Dividends are declared on tlie proceeds once 

a month. One-half of the proceeds is put in 
the hank for a working fund. Tlie rest Is 
divided among the meinhers. 

The slogan is “Elliciency from hox-oflice to 
liack dro] ." Miss Dillon is organizer and di¬ 
rector and the plays are presented at the Dillon 
Studio. :t!K) Salmon stre<-t. The studio is an 
old house remodeled as a theater. The seating 
capacity is about loti. The price of admission 
is seventy-five cents. 

The Portland Theater fltiild gives no one-act 

plays^ For the coming season the eight pla.vs 
selected will give an historical sequence of 

American drama. The opening play of his¬ 
torical interest will is- “nazcl Kirke” and the 
sequence will end with “Beyond the Horizon” 

or something by Eugene il'Nell. This edu- 
eatlonal feature of the tluild has brought it the 
support of the Parent Teachers’ Association, the 
strongest society in Portland. The object of 

the tluild is to equip eflicient dramatic coaches 
for schools and colleges. Every feature of 

production from acting to lighting and scene 
painting Is designed and executed h.v the (Juild. 

This season Miss Dillon will have the assist¬ 
ance of Marjorie Sinclair, one of the organizers 

of the Pasadena Community Theater. 

“Miss Sinclair Is an exp<>rt carpenter,” says 
Miss Dillon. “She knows more aliont carpentry 
tli.in anyone I ever met. When she gets her over¬ 
alls on she can do any piece of stage work that 

a man can do." She will have charge of stage 
mcclianics and lighting in Portland. Miss Sin¬ 
clair waa originally a newspaper woman on 

The Pasadena Star News. Some of the pro- 
diH'tions in Portland will be given at the Heilig 

Theater. 

As a dramatic theacher Miss Dillon has the 
advantage of phonetic training. "It is the only 
way to teach language. English or any other.” 

Miss Dillon learned phonetics thru the atudy 
of French under Dr. Matzke of Stanford I'nl- 
versity. She taught Freneli under Dr. Matzke 
at one time. The Portland season starts early 

and Miss Dillon will return to her studio by 

September 1.

H.\S always b«‘en a parable to the Rhode Island Sis'iefy of Magicians why 
£ a few otlier societies we have obsi-rved have treated violations of a solemn 

pledge not to expose with such indifferenee,” says C. Fo-ter Fenner, chairman 
of the Expose Cemmiltee. “The society wliieli I rcpre-ent has seventy-five or eighty 
memtiers, none of wliom has violated his pledge. I m'ght state that any case of 
violation would be dealt with by summary expulsion, ns provided for in our by¬ 
laws. There would be no questions of extenuating cirr'umstanees, and the standing 
of the member would make absolutely no difference. 

"In our scrapbook »-oIIeet!on are many newspaper and magazine clippings ex¬ 
posing many fine magical effects, fully illustrated with explanatory diagrams and 
written under tlie names of men who were .at tlie time, and still are, members of 
societies which have in their by-laws strict injunctions against such exposing. It 
is. of course, improbable that the aooleties are not aware of these vioIati(xis, and 
yet 'notlilng has been done’. 

“So long as such a condition obtains it is next to impossible for any con¬ 
certed action to be taken such as R. A. Nelson so ably suggests in his article,

Berlin News Letter 
By 0. M SE3T 

Berlin. JuIy 23.—"Fatty Arbuckle in Ber¬ 

lin”, ran a headline btory in the Paris edi¬ 
tion of The Chicago Tribune in the shape 

of a telegram from its Berlin correspondent, 
saying that Roseoe .\rlmckle has arriveil in the 
German eapit.il and will try liis luck here. 

F'rom Atlantic City to Berlin is rather a long 
jump, and "Fatty" surely will smile over The 

Tribune's paragraph, which was a hoax and 
quite unnecessary, inasmuch as "Fatty” is 
quite popular here and has any number of his 

films showing at the German movies. 
Richard Bitrot is still here and busy cabling 

trying to bonk the I’assion Play.s from the 
Circus Busch in the States. If he succeeds his 

trip to Europe will ha'e been worth while. 
No more sliding scale salaries in vaudeville 

or legitimate over here. The continued plunge 

of the mark makes this sort of payment il¬ 
lusory. and the onl.v way for actors to secure a 
decent wage is by way of the minimum sal¬ 
ary, whieh is fixed by the government. Quite 

naturally one requires a number of minimum 
salaries in order to t>e able to live. Aa an il¬ 

lustration, the biggest salary in the current 
Wintergarten bill (for five people) amounts to 

thirty-five minimum wages, the lowest to ten. 

The figure at present is 800,000, but for next 
month it is bound to be considerably higher on 
account of an unprecedented dance of figurt s. 

AU civil servants are receiving a 270 per cent 
addition to last month's salary. 

Radio concerts are now. for the first time, 

being permitted by the government under i's 
control. Berlin, commencing September 1. will 
have the first choice, with other large towns in 
the country following. The huge wireless sta¬ 
tion at Koenigswusferhausen, near Berlin, has 

in part been taken over hy a private company. 

The English Goethe S»oi’iety after long years 
of interruption has again become active. 

"Theater in der Luetzow Strasse" Is the 
name of a new legitimate place at the former 

Klindworth Sebarwenka 8aal, managed hy Rosa 

Valettl. 
Victor Barnowsky, manager of the Lessing, 

baa been excluded from the German State So¬ 
ciety. Barnowsky, who L one of Berlin's ablest 

managers. Is charged with having threatened a 
separate peace during the December artors’ 
strike and thereby Jeopardized the managers' in¬ 

terests. It is presumed that Barnowsky 

will be able to carry on without being a mem¬ 
ber of tbe Stage Society, since two other great 
managers. Max Reinhardt and Adolph L’Ar- 
ronge, some years ago were excluded for similar 
independent actions. No German authors most 
deal with nonmembers of the Stage Society, 
but Barnowsky is reported to have made bis ar¬ 

rangements for the coming season, which ia 

his last at the Lessing.

THE CHICAGO JOURNAL 
ON COLORED THEATERS 

O. T. Hall, of The Chicago Journal, recently 

reviewed the performance at the Grand Theater 
in that city. It la a pleasure to note the 
growing interest the dalles are manifesting 
in the colored theaters thniout the land. 
This increase has become very marked within 
the past two years. It serves a double pur¬ 

pose. It brings the attention of the general 
public to our artists, and by that very act 
compels them to maintain the same standard 

of artistic perfection for the management of 
these houses as is offered elsewhere. Mr. Hall 
says: 

“On the south side are twelve of fifteen 

theaters catering for a eolored clientele and 

their total weekly attendance is probably In 
excess of ItlO.ptS) One of the managers, wish¬ 

ing to be conservative, puts the total at 75.000 
per week. Most of these houses are given 
to the exhibition of pictures, but two of 

them, the Grand and Indiana, deal in other 

wares. The latter now harbors a musical 

show, while the Graild is successfully selling 
vaudeville entertainment. 

“The most eminent of colored actors, rhartca 

Gilpin, known throughout the land for hla 
playing of Eugene G. CNelll’s ‘The i'mi'eror 
Jones’, is leading the pro<'oedings at the 

Grand, where, after an Intrmluctlon of which 
a president niiglit lie proud, he emerges with¬ 

out further ceremony to submit such material 

as he has scraped together for use on the 
vaudeville stage. He tells a few stories, per¬ 

sonates a deacon at a boss race and sings 
two songs. 

"All who have reen Gilpin In 'The Emperor 

Jones', and who are callable of n-aeting to 

brilliant playlini either comic or tragic, know 

wh.1t power he con bring to bear upon a 
part. But be would seem to reipiire the 

part to make bis litsfrioiiic talent felt, for 
he is an Indifferent inonologlst. In other

Tocabiilary and with painstaking gravity exactly what was to occur In the next scene, 
lie affects to he awk«ard ito quote him.

He is uncoutlil; his gestures are 
florid and wide, his earnestness makes all things vivid. Each of these explanations 
involves a bad pun. and none, of course, has anything to do with the scene that 
actually follows.

The 10 per cent tax upon amusements is excused by those outside the 
amusement business on the ground that it is a luxury tax. People whose 
pockets are not hit by a tax are always prone to condone the taxation 

of the other fellow. “Luxury" is an exceedingly elastic term, and in this 
present time there are very few businesses which fall entirely outside its 
meaning. Why is the amusement business any more a luxury than, for ex¬ 
ample, the silk hosiery business or the phonograph manufacturing business? 

From its s-afe, self-sati.sfied position, unhampered by unfair, oppressive 
taxation. The New York Evening World greeted the announcement that the 
motion picture theater owners will make a vigorous drive for the elimination 
of the amusement tax on admissions, with the complacent remark that 
governmental expenses might better be paid “from the large sums 
spent for entertainment than to shift the burden to the necessaries of life.” 

This attitude, to a great extent, is reflected in the opinions of Govern¬ 
ment ofllcials, lawmakers and that part of the public m.adc up of leaders in 
industries unaffected by taxation aimed partlcul.arly at their businesses. 
Amusement, they s;iy. is a luxury; so the amusement Industry should bear 
the burden If it comes down to calling names, there are only a few b.isic 
industries that are not, in p.irt, luxuries. The only real necessaries of life 
are food to eat. a place to sleep and clothing to keep one warm. Outside of 
these, everything else, strictly speaking. Is a luxury. 

But civilization has progressed. We are living in such a highly sensitized 
age that a great many things which are b:»sic:illy luxuries have come to be 
necessities. It is no longer just a question of exi.sting, it is a question of 
getting pleasure and happiness out of living. That is why phonographs are 
necessary, they bring music to the races of earth; that is why silk stockings 
are necessary; they bring a little extra pleasure to those who wear them. 
And that is why motion pictures and other forms of amusement are a neces¬ 
sary part of our daily life: they bring a great deal of pleasure, they bring a 
wider understanding, give this existence a broader significance and are a 
refuge from the humdrum labors that the great bulk of humanity goes thru 
day in and day out. 

Motion pictures, particularly, are the entertainment of the great mas.scs 
not In a position to afford much of the more expensive amusements. In the 
days when the outdoors was right in everybody's h.ackyard the movies might 
have been considered a luxury. But in these backyardless times the movies 
are as much a necessity as sugar in your coffee—they sweeten existence. 

So when The Evening World, voicing the opinion of the unthinking 
people unaffected by special taxes, carelessly pigeonholes the fight to abolish 
the amusement tax with the Idle remark that amusements are a luxury if is 
decidedly unfair. As long as the public as .a whole must carry the burden 
of the Government s expenses it does not make much difference in what 
form it is faxed. But it is certainly unjust to prejudice the vast investments 
in the motion picture industry by nominating it to be the collection agency 
of so large a portion of the taxes on the archaic ground that amusements 
are not necessary. 

Pecatise this idea about the amusement Industries is so firmly ingrained 
In the minds of the lawmakers is just why the theater owners must bend 
every effort to make them see the truth of the situation. It is unnecessary 
to note the injurious effect of the wartime tax of IB per cent on all amuse¬ 
ment admissions. It is certainly known by every theater owner that, this tax 
1b a drain upon his business, and that, in a great many cases, the theater 
owner pays the tax out of his own pocket. 

The admission tax MUST be abolished. ;ind it is up to each individual 
exhibitor to abolish it. Write to your Congressmen and to your Senators and 
protest against the continuation of this nuisance tax. Tell them the cir¬ 
cumstances of your business. Show them that the tax upon your receipts is 
often .just the margin between profit and loss. And don’t forget to impress 
upon them the undeniable fact that the motion pictures are an important aid 
to Government; that the screen—your screen—is a medium of bringing the

Brandt Ready To Follow 
Leader in Fight on Tax 

In Open Letter to Exhibitors 
President of M. P. T. O. of 

New York State Pleads 
for Co-Operation 

New York, Ang. 18.—That the New York 
State Motion Picture Theater Owners, sep¬ 

arated from the national organization since the 
Washington convention over a year ago, may 
line up alongside of Sydney S. Cohen in the 

impending fight for the abolition of the amuse¬ 
ment tax is forecast by an open letter to ex¬ 
hibitors from William Brandt, president of the 
organization, m.ide public this week. 

Brandt urges in bis letter tbe casting aside 

of all politics and the formation of one definite 
plan for the elimination of the taxation, for 

which all exhibitor organizations would fight. 
His letter reads as follows; 

"Immediately after the convention of the 
New York Slate M. P. T. O. held in the city 
of Syracuse on June 10, 20 and 21, and pur¬ 

suant to a mandate therefrom. I. as president 
of that org.inization, wrote to several exhibitors 

with whom I am acquainted thruout the coun¬ 
try, railing their attention to the de-'islon of 
the New Y'ork State organization to leave no 
etone unturneji in an effort to eliminate the bur¬ 
densome admission tax. 

“This auhjeet m.itter was emphasized in a 
speech by one of our guests, the Hon. Cl.irenee 
MacOregor, representing one of the Congres¬ 
sional Dtstrirts of Buffalo, N. Y., who. it will 
be remembered, introdured into the last Con¬ 

gress a bill providing for the repeal of this 
abovementloned admission tax. 

“The responses from those with whom I have 

eommunlcated only served to reiterate the 
.idmonitloD of Congressman MacGregor that 

failure last year waa the result of lark of 
unanimity .among the exhibitors thrcoiit the 
country. That this is deplorable is obvious, 

hut equally important is mv apprehension that 
my communications might have been misunder¬ 
stood, and so I felt obliged at this time to 
make very plain the attitude of the recent New 
York State Convention. 

“New York knows no politics In the pree- 
ence of this necessity to follow any competent, 
sincere leadership, which must be unanimous, 
in a progressive march that will carry the 

banner of thi-vro and complete coKaper-atlon. 
And behind that banner New York simply de¬ 
sires to take a humble, modest place; In the 
very last rank if need be. All that we 

want is to put behind this movement all tbe 

support, all the Influence and -ill the force of 
which tbe New York State organization ia hu¬ 
manly capable.

There were no bored or tired fares; people 
were listening with closest attention and as 
they left at the close of the program it was 
easy to see that they had heen stimulated by 
th.it reviving process all too seldom experi¬ 
enced—real thinking. 

"The feeling that lectures are a sort of 
ne"essary evil that must he sandwiched in 
hofwien so-called ‘entertaining’ features with¬ 
out doiiht has its rbief foundation in the fait 

tl'.at there have alwaj \ teen so many third 
and fourth-rate, not to say tenth-rate, le.-turers. 
Men whose only qnailfirations for the Job were 
a flow of language and a high degree of 
physical agility have orated their way oxer 
these Pnlted States for the last half rentiiry, 

saying nothing in partieular with a great deal 
of noise, perspiration and general firework-. 

"To the credit of the American public lie it 
said tiiaf it has outgrown that sort of mental 
soporific. The people have rebelled and have 

said in their haste that all lertiirers are bores. 
So .Viiti have to halt the hook that leads them 

to a lecture, but as a matter of f.ict they 
really like th** halt, in most instances, less 
than they do the lecture. ToV times have 

changi'd. The old generation of flag-waving, 
air-sawing, hromlde-liombing ‘oratory’ liiis 
largely given out and in its place have come 

not ‘lertures’ or ‘addresses’, .ilflio t'ie.v may 
go hy that name, hut Just talks; talks aliout 
things people .are eager to bear of. by other 
people who have had special opivirtunities for 

learning of the things whereof tliey sp»'ak. We 
are gradiiall.v getting, praise he, an inrrea-ing 
number of sane, practical, logical public speak¬ 
ers. devrinpe'd. In great part, hy tie ceeiirses 
that are offered in public schools and colleges 
and awake to the fact that when the niajoritv 
of people nre able to say things fiiiriy well 
If called on to speak hefore an audience it 

hchooves the professional speaker to have a 
real message before he attempts to hold the 
attention of an audience. 

"Now if we will admit that we really do 

like a good ‘lecture’, a talk that tells us 
something, that makes us think, that de-als 
with one of the many problems that the world 
is becoming conscious of. wc will l>e in a 
logical position to demand and to receive good 
tilings In that line. For every genuine demand 
there will be an adequate supply and *0 recog. 

nize the demand. In this line that rva'Iy does 
exist, altho largely unrecognized, will he to 
take the first step toward securing a satis¬ 
factory response to It.”

^ reason for thinking so being that the prlm-e'* mental ptwessos are revealed with 
an intimacy so complete and so *ympathetlc that, to most of us, no other conclusion 
la possible. We say with conviction, "This man once lived.’’ and the only question 
remaining is: "Who was he?’’

THE UNAPPRECIATED “FEEDER” 

INDIVIDUAL actors, known many and many years to the patrons of the ohscnrdr 
pIaybou.ses, are not alone In being suddenly discovered by professional discoverers 
when once they h.ipiH'n to reach Broadway. Whole factors of entertainment have 

undergone a similar experience. The comedy te.um, so called, with the sudden atten¬ 
tion paid to the feeder, or straight man. Is a case in point. This type of act, with 
the feeder only to a slight degree a less Important personage than his partner, the 
comlcer, has been current in musical comedy, revue and vaudeville for fifty years or 
more. 

The team usually begins In vaudeville or burlesque and Anally graduates into 
something higher up the scale In the theater. Bobby Clark and Paul McCnllouKh, of 
the "Music Box Revue", provide an example. The straight man a»ks a question; hia 
partner, by the reply, gets a laugh. In former times, and not so long* ago either, 
the feeder had his eyes gouged out or got a slam over the bead with a bladder, slap¬ 
stick or other bludgeon. Found efficient as entert.vlnment In years agone, this type 
of team bat survived. With its d'Twntrodden, maligned, laughing-stock straight man, 
it pTovidea m(kst of the laughs in revues on the English and American stage. 

Borne famous teams of the past four or five decades were Barry and F.iy, who fed 
each’ other; Ke ly and Ryan, the latter feeding the former, who was the late John

David 
Warfield was one of the team of Harrison and Warfield, Lee Harrison being the feeder. 
Then, too James T. Powers was one of the team of Kearney and Powers, with James 
Kearney the feeder. There was, as may be seen, an amaiing array of talent in these 
new and old teams. 

Very often the team splits up, the comedian going it alone in revnes or mnslcal 
comedy. The straight man rarely has been able to make a new connection and has 
gradoally faded from view, -NEW YORK TIMES.

An innovation in community drama is the theaters on wheels Inaugurated In 
Elmira and Clnrlnnatl. Himtineton. W. 'Va., has built outdoor theaters on Its two 
bathing Ix-acbes, where Its groups of community players are entertaining the crowds 
this summer. 

One reason for the spread of the community drama movement is the fact that 
few first-class productions are going on the road fixlay. If town* want good play* 
they have to produce them theiuRelve*. Thu* many a girl’s dream of American 
Beautie* handed over the footlights and of clamorous curtain call* comes tme 
right on Main street.

The Recrudescence of George M. Cohan

Mr. COIT.VN is Ills Jaunty self again, having recovered, apparently, from the 
anguish which beset him when the Actors’ Fhiuity froze him with b noSt- 
forgot. While Mr. Cohan was sulk'ng among the chill horrors of ingratitude 

and annuunoing his expatriation, Broadway seemed even more colorlo'.s than it really 
used to be. 'The influence of Mr. Cohan’s angry defection was as deadening to that 
aesthetic avenue a* the absence of alcoliol, and his liMkon heart cast shadows not 
dispelled by many vivacious Cliioago ehewing gum incande.-cents. 

On sucli few oi-casieris as I saw Mr. Cohan in tliose g-ay days, he vv-ir gaunt. 
hoiiow-eytHl and lowering, the di-mal specter of an unthroned king. I diioovered 
liim oni-e at Inneheun in a remote eomer of a remote vafe nibbling, it seemed to 
me, at his own vitals rather tlian those of rnotiior. He reminded me then of one 
<if Steplien Crane’s ’•Black Riders". Discarding a few of Mr. Crane’s adjeefives 
as inapplicable to Mr. Uolian’s Broadway dress and character, the picture described 
his bleak dlscousoiution not incompetently: 

In the desert I saw a creature. 
Who, squatting upon the sand. 
Held his heart in his hands and ate of It. 
I said: “Is it good, my friend?’’ 
And he answered; “Y’es, it is good. 
Because It Is bitter, and because 
It Is my heart.” 

Now, however, Mr. Cohan, invigorated by the sufferings that are said to render 
men nobler, stronger and liappier, reapiiears breezily. He slaps the Equity on the 
back and calls it a good old pal, even if he doesn't like it. He renounces London, 
whither he had threatem-d to emigrate with his dramas, and he pooh-poohs t?te 
dramatic critics as le^s than the dust upon his motor wheels. Again he sneers at 
tlie audiences who go to his shows, as the honest “con” man smiles at the county 
fair yokels who are pleased when they do not find the pea under the shell which 
they have selei’ted. 

Mr. Colian returns to take his place again as the bountiful monarch of Dum- 
bellla. He loves his subjects, but he is on to tliem. The less they get, he thinks, 
the better they like it. Mr. Cohan strives to do his worst, and he is the most 
prosperous and therefore the most sagacious of the tlieater men. He takes one of 
the melodies of “Mother Goose”, and with the application of a little Cohan gravy 
turns it into a sensationless Broadway pet. The more his contempt for his audiences 
the greater their admiration. I suspect Mr. Colian was miffed when, after producing 
“Seven Keys From Balpate”, he discovered that it was good, tlio popul;ir 

I recall Mr. Cohan's j erplexity concerning the success of that admirable 
comedy years ago in Chicago. We were talking together between the acts of the 
first niglifs performance at tlie Grand Opera House and Mr. Cohan was in a oon- 
templative mord, refleoting npon his audience's happiness. .\s he looked up at the 
stars which shone above Clark street and over the City Hall, he said: “Do you 
think, Hammond, that all those worlds are—Just as we are—90 per cent Perth 
Amboy?”

TURNING ON THE TAP 
(IVOR BROWN, in Manchester Guardian) 

Another Ixtndon geasun ban carried some great elaltora Into our theaters, the 
Uuitrya, with their Parlalnn flair for doing a poor play perfectly; Miss Panline 
latrd, whose Anna Christie wa* a memorable and moving piece of realism, and 

Duse, wlio is free of all <iuestlon that others must ahlde. To the younger generation 
this was the first glimpse of an art so trannull and terrible and, above all, so 8trlpi*ed 
of the common llicatr ial frlpp« rU a that all the old raving* and storming* of the 
tragi*" actor seemed to heeome in an Instant unthinkable nonsense and a mere l«r- 
barlsm clogging the memory. Duse's picture of a broken-hearted peasant crooning 
her way to death had the naked Intensity of a tragedy from the Wesitex noreia. 
Duse, like Hardy, teats onr hearts the mor# surely for making no fuss abont It. 
Never has one seen acting that lias so little of the dramatic academy In Ita com* 
position. When Duse takes the stage spirit seems to get clear of flesh. It haa be« 
said that she acts with her whole body in one rhythmic sweep of beauty; true, no 
douM, but the result la an aawrtion of the spirit that bums away with a white 
flame all the elements that should enclose It. Bernhardt took all the trick* of her 
trade and touched them to the finest Issue*. Tha writer once heard at some trumpery 
play in some trumpery theater a voice in the pit declaiming against one performer' 
who had p ayed naturally. The voice preferred another who had spared nothing In 
"putting It acroaa’’. “I do like ’er,’’ i-ald tiie voice. "She’s tha actresa, ahe 1*.’’ 
in that sense Bernhardt was the greatest actress of them all. Dn*e not an actresa 
at all. In that sense aI>o Hardy is no master Of tragedy, and Dlcken* conld give 
him a' long start and a beating. Duse, like Hardy, docs not "pnt It acros*’’. Both 
let It flow. 

That is why Duse la to profoundly reassuring to a student of acting. She drlvea 
right out of one’s bead tlie dreadful suspicion that acting la the most artificial of 
the arts and is little better tb.in a kind of emotional juggling which a nimble sort 
of person can ar<|uire almost perfectly witbont any aesthetic scnaibility of hi* own. 
la It not ptissilde to anal.vxe actiag Into term* of pure te<-hnlque, and doe* not such 
an analysis reduce acting from an art to an artiflcel The arguments for this view 
are strong enough. Acting has to be learned, la learned as arithmetic la learned. 
There are dodges for getting the turn right. A notable player glvea a great render¬ 
ing of his part and falls LI; the nnderstndy takes his place, and being a receptlv* 
and experienced mime, h* has so assumed lili priDcipal’s m-od and manner that ba 
puta up an exact Iroltatiou by a sheer mastery of tbs human mechanism. Are we 
then to say that a p«'rfectlon of ilavish mimicry la great art? Actors, it may ba 
claimed, can make at feel without feeling themaelvea simply beeanse they are adroit 
manipulators of a box of tricks. That it not a (lersonal assertion of the critic; It 
Is an admission of the actor. A British actor and producer, a man of Ideas and of 
wida experience, bat Just written, "Any actor knows that by using certain tones 
be can more an audience by almost any lines. I do not allege that ‘1’*** the salt’ 
can be said so as to make strong men weep; but emotion can be turned on, as It 
were, from a tap.” That is not meraiy true of a barnstormer; it la true of a 
Bernhardt. One knows more alniut Ups than others, haa neater, quicker finger* 
fur the turn of the gcrew. I* acting no more than a kind of sublimated plumbing? 

Fallowing np this rather dismal train of thought, one begins to compare the 
acting of a play with the writing of it. It la often asserted that a playwrlgM mutt 
have full control of hi* technique; that is trne up to a |>uint, but if be haa too 
much technique he will be a gn-at creator of dullness, fur what 1* duller than the 
desperate excltementa of Mardou? He must, to be a great dramatist, have some¬ 
thing to say; kc must think, feei. Imagine, create. Academic Inatructlon and work¬ 
aday experience will never make a great player. For it may teach him an infallible 
touch with taps. He will know the tone, the gesture, the flourish that "put* It 
acrosa”. Be need not feel, ao long as he knows, so long as he has a sound ac<iualnt- 
ance with the laws of auditorial reaction to stage stimuli. The sovereignty of 
adroitness in artifice over aenslIiUlty in art la frequently revealed by the failure of 
the amateur In acting.

The law provides for'eompensatlon for personal 
injuries arising gat of and in the nui'e of 
eniploymeiit unless due to intentional and willful 
misconduct. Thu employer must furnish reason¬ 
able medleal aid when needed during the first 
ninety days after Injury. The comiiensatlon for 
total disability is sixty per cent of average 
weekly wages, maximum minimum $7 
weekly; niaximiim p«Tiod .VIO weeks and maxi¬ 
mum amount #(l,(s¥». For partial disability the 
comiiensation is sixty per cent of weekly wages, 
maximum $14 weekly. The law calls for the 
burial of any purson In the employ of any cir¬ 
cus or canilva!. maximum $2<k>. in case of no 
dependents the employer must assume ths debt. 
This ap|i leg to the State of Michigan. In Wis¬ 
consin the maximum is $lfs>. 

Tiie elrcns or earniral man playing these 
States will lig forced, under the law, to either 
furnish lumd with satisfactory proof of resiion- 
sihility, insure in some tulhorir.ed liability com¬ 
pany, or insure in some mutual assiaoiatinn or- 
ganired under the laws of tlu-se States.

As the mixture was far too 
expensive to throw away it was dispen-ed aa 
was. Slde-sbow.s sradually made their ap¬ 
pearance. Fat ladies and gentlemen, giants, 
dwarfs, living skeletons, snake charmers, ossi- 
lied and tattooed people, I’ltneh and Judy, ma- 
gielans, eto., were the attraetions then as now. 
They never die. (iraft (now grift) followed 
nearly every outfit. Advance agents and at¬ 
taches could and did swear till your hair stood 
on end. t'lean shows are now the rule and 
here to stay. A eleanup is essential. Concerts 
after the big show are with ns today Juit 
the same, it Is remarkable what raw stuff was 
put over years ago. 

My first venture was with P. Ball's Coli¬ 
seum (West Winfield, N. Y.)—Billed as a 
I'ireus. Only horse in ring was an educated 
blind pony. lIowe\er, some very talented peo¬ 
ple were with us who eventually became head¬ 
liners. Mr. Ball (passed away) was not only 
a gentleman at all times, hut a clever come¬ 
dian, prestidigitator and singer. Uun hull shows 
in winter, .\mong those I recall were Jack 
Mankin, light and heavy haluueing. He'd take 
a heavy idow, four chairs, a kid perched on a 
ladder and balance these seemingly easily on bis 
chin. I>ion .V. DeMarbelle Kleeeased) was a 
clever magician and ventriloquist. Clint Wil¬ 
liams (lid a wonder for those days. A closed 
box about eighteen inches square was brought 
into the ring by two huskies Bang! 'Tbe 
cover flew off, and an attendant removed at 
least twenly-tlve ([uart liottles (empty, of 
course).

Kelly, ehauiiiioii leai>er (eighteen 
horses, I helievei; J,.e I'entland, furaoua clown, 
and Charlie Fish as a hurebaek rider, had few 
equals and no superiors. Carried no menagerie, 
side-shoxv or concert.

Other enterprlKca have conducted them and 
successfully too. Let the man who has been 
made supreme dictator, or whatever hie title, 
of the eamlval world turn Ws ectlvlty ttv 
ward getting the city and village, or organiia- 
tlon which holds a carnival to booking oaly 
those which do not misrepresent or which 
have passed a set standard and which are 
run on a strictly buaineas btsit such as a mo¬ 
tion picture house or other amiieements. 

Even BO, it will be haed to prove to a pnb- 
He which has been buncoed time after time 
that there la anything good In the camiTal 
business. 

Every community which suffers at the hands 
of a ‘‘wlid-cat’* promoter ebould Immediately 
turn that promoter out of town and tar and 
feather him if necessary. In fact, it looks 
greatly as If it were the promoter, with bla 
load of promises, etc., which he apread- ra- 
gardleas, were to blame fot the whole dla- frace Into which the carnival business haa 
alien. 

The “cleannp" applies to concessions and 
shows. As far aa rides go a cleanup is Im- 
l>OKslbIe because there Is nothing to clean 
up. A concession or a show must have rides 
to book anything worthwhile'. And when 
thlnga go wrong it ia the ride man who is 
the goat. His own Individual attractlona are 
clean and offer wholesome and apprecliited 
amii-iement, bnt as be Is a part of the whole 
great carnival business he suffers when th’’ 
show business Is run down by those Ameri¬ 
can citlsens who have suffer^. 

I nm not a knocker. I'm a booster and the 
world knows that the carnival business need'^ 
boosting I’ve worked on rides. I’ve tslked 
on fronts and I’ye worked In concessions. 
Every one wss legitimate so far as 1 could 
make It. A motoi^rume furnished genuine en¬ 
tertainment. There was no fake. Shows of 
a similar nature carried exclusively with a 
carnival won'd Insure that show returning to 
a iiiot a second time. The concession was a 
slot-rolling contest and gave ont something of 
value every time. It was skill. There was 
DO opiwrtunlty for crooked conduct. Oombl^ 
such shows and ponoes-lons with rides nnd 
you can run a carnival that uo one will aow* 
tion.

There were eleven shows up (I understand 
two were left off this week beisnse of the 
size of the lot), and not one but what any 
man could safely take bis wife, mother, 
daughter or sweetheart to see without the 
slightest fear of embarrassment. Not only 
Were they free from smut, but they were 
worth the admission price, and I have beard many 
of my nelghliors and friends, both heie an 1 
In Thomas, say that the World at Home Slews 
Is the cleanest and largest that has ever 
played in thla territory. 

There were altont twenty-five concessions on 
the midway, and each was giving sometliing 
of value to the players, and at no game was 
It possible for the operator to control the 
outcome of the play and I know gaff lolnts 
when I see them. 

The concession agents and the men in front 
of shows were neatly dressed, clean shaven 
and carried every Impression of being bi sinesa 
men out to entertain their patrons. I visited 
the show two evenings and did not see any 
attache of the orcanization making cracks to 
town girls. I was told by a concession agent 
tli.st one crack to a town girl from behind a 
store or on the midway meant Instant dis¬ 
missal and a prompt "red liuht”. 

Merchants of Thomas told me it was 
a real pleasure to meet and do business with 
the personnel of the World at Home Showa.
