The latest failure to consummate 
such an agreement is roveal<-d by Al¬ 
bert Voyce, chairman of the V. A. F., 
in the rolumns of The I’.-iformer, its 
official publication. The disclosure is 
contained in extracts fiom communi¬ 
cations passed between Mr. Voyce and 
E. F. Albee, head of the Keith v.iude- 
ville interests and the directing spirit 
in th*' N V. A. 

In a letter recently received by the f,,ry 
V. A F. chief Mr. .Mbee exitresses the Kd <; 
view: 

“. . . that the time has come 
when there will be a closer af¬ 
filiation between the artistes and 
managers” (that is, in Great Brit¬ 
ain) and that it must come thru 
such an association as the V. A. 
F. and one like the N. V. A., “so 
that both sides can meet on com¬ 
mon ground and work for each 
others’ interests.” 
In reply to this suggestion Mr. 

Voyce wrote: 
“The columns of The Performer 

arc always open to any organiza¬ 
tion which seeks to improve the 
working conditions of artistes, to 
enhance the interests of the pro¬ 
fession. . . . May we add that, 
altho the V. A. F. is anxious to 
improve relations as between 
artistes and managers, it prefers 
to remain unfettered by alliances. 
Nevertheless, we beg to reaffirm 
the fact that the V, A. F. is at all 
times prepared to unhesitatingly 
support any movement, person or 
persons, organization or organiza¬ 
tions—managerial or otherwise— 
if the occasion be the preservation 
of the entertainment profession 
or the just protection of per¬ 
formers or properties”

Its success was almost instantain-ous, and fh" 
young songwriter was coiisiderahly overjoyed 
when he was approaeli.-d hy tl*.. late D.-nman 

Tlmmp.son. of "nid Homestead" fame, and 

ask.'d if he would pi rniif the use of his name 
for a show til** a. lor manag*'r hail in mind 
Hratified by this att.ntion from so high a 
p.T'onage in theatrical circles, the young com- 

pos.-r readily gave his con-ent. and tl»e only 
compensation he received was a front b.>x seat 
w'lien Thompson's 'how, ‘'The Sunshine of 
Paradise .Alley”. op«.ned on Rr.iadway. 

That was 81*0111 fw.nfy-five years ago. Last 

week Mr. Bratton ran across an announcement 

that the Oliadwick Pictures Corporation was 
prod'k ing a film version of ".‘(iinshine of 
Paradise .Alley", b.i'.d upon, ss the announce¬ 

ment said, the stage play and song of the 
same title.

W. S. CiUtrt' His Lift ani LeUtn. By SiJnty Dark wt^ BoulanJ Ctcy. Gear ft H. Doran Corrrfrany. 15. 

Of course no one will expect me to forego referring to this as a Dark-Grey book. It Is 
all about W, S. GILBERT. It abounds In facts, figures and photographs. In letters, lines and 
laudations, of discourse, dates and doings, .and it is a blograpliy of one W. S. GILBERT, but 
not the one wlio laillaliarated with SIR ARTHUR SULll'VAN, not the GILBERT who wrote 
the ioimortal SAVOY oiaTa libretti. 

This Is likely due to the fact that the authors wrote the hook In or'ier to. as they asseverate, 
prove wh.at is the obvious and dr-f duty of the biographer to prove, that 'W. S. GILBERT was 
capable of the most generous appreciation, that the succe-s of the Gilbert and Sullivan 
rollaboration was largely due to his n-adincss to listen and to change, and that while he 
had un>|uestlonatdy a proper idea of the merit of his own work, he never undervalued the 
work of his eollaborator. 

But If It falls to picture GILBERT, of GILBERT and SULLIVAN, It Is nevertheless a book 
to be grateful for. It rescues from oblivion two lost "Babs'* both of which are rieh and choice, 
"Prince LI Balunc" and "The Three Bohemian Ones". The epilog to the latter goes; 

By strong eieeplions Virtue deigns 
To prove how (laramount she reigns; 
A standing rule I do not know 
That's bt-en more oft established ao. 

The letters are great. Here's an excerpt from one; 

"I read the other day of an Irish lady who married a man she didn't like, and when 
asked why she married him, she replied that she did so entirely that the poor little innocents 
who (she felt sure) would some day N* born to her should have some one to look after them 
and protect them If she should die during their Infancy. I call that suhtle." 

We learn an amazing amount about his likes an<l di.slikes as wc make our way thru the 
book and em-ountcr here and there a siirprls*'—for Instance thit he was a dexterous, adroit 
and very elever conjurer—but never do we get very near the springs of his genius nor find the 
muster librettist.

The V-nefits of this advance, ore of the sharpest which has ever 
taken place in the agricultural history of America, already are be- 
e'.rnirg 'vident. Unmi.stak-'ible r'fl'-ction is fo be s'-en in finance, 
hij'-inewfi .and politics. In effect the a'lvance r' j.resents the difference 
l.''w<-'-n a lean year and a pro'-i'erous year in the West. It is im- 
med.atelv apparent that sentiment thruout the country, mainly be- 
'au'-e ',f this a'lvance in crop prices, is more cheerful. Retail buying 
I • .s improved measurably. Country banks report the loosening up of 
beans on farm paper, some of which l ave h‘-en solidly frozen for two 
».r three years. Incidentally, the f ici that the country banks are 
reaching a stage of liquidity such as the city institutions have en- 
jo- ed f'.r several months may have the eff'-ct eventually of bringing 
ab'out even easier money rales than now are current.

Five years of these advertisements, even of the latest and admittedly 

pleasing form, is enough to make them an unqualified nuisance. 1 have yet 

to be in a theater when the displaying of them did not elicit a wave of irritated 

murmurs from the audience. Certainly whatever revenue the manager may 

gain from screen advertising is mighty small compared with the chance lie 

takes on the goodwill of his patrons. 

I do not mean to exactly convey the idea that people are going to jump 

up from their seats when ordered via the screen to trade at the B. & O. 

grocery store, and rush out of the theater gnashing their teeth and shouting 

that its lobby will ne’er see them again. But I do believe that every possible 

means should be taken to avoid irritating an audience. An irritated person 

will go away feeling that the best program was only just good, a good feature 

only fair, a fair one pretty poor and a poor one distinctly awful. Since the 

exhibitor has to play a goodly number of poor pictures anyway, it stands to 

reason that he neeils his audiences as gnod natured as he can get them, and 

the less irritation on the program the better.

THE WEMBLEY RODEO 
Styles in cruelty vary. Dull finlitinij and cock fiKhtiiic are looked 

upon with a certain ilaiiity av.rsi.iti by the n.in-L.itin peoples. 
I’lze tightinp, in spite of the siipp"rt of CJeorge lU'innrd Shaw, has 

its siiuoamish opponents, ani.iiic th.^m many people who hunt foxes. 
And now’ Tex Austin's rodeo—American to its cure, with steer 
throwioK and steer wrestlinp and broncho ridinc—h.is divided Enc- 
land into camps of bitter opp.inents. with tlie “b-^tter people”, the 
libcr.als. and the polite press, attackinp the sports of the roundup as 
‘cruel and unworthy of our race"—to quote from a special article in 
The M mchcster (tuar.li.m by Henry \V. Nevins.m, The leg of a 
stei-r was broken on the opt nincr nicht of the rod.-o and the anim.al 
was promptly shot. Oth* r ai’ci.tents followed, some of them to 
animals, more to the human p.articipants in the contests. Several 
m.'H suffered bruises .ati.l siirains. A cowgirl seriously wrenched her 
neck. .Xi’otlier w.is rolled on by her Ip-rse an.1 broke her collar¬ 
bone. Tlie royal I'.riti.sh sanction for b« ing unhorse.1 has not pene- 
trate.l ttie rinks of tlie American visitors, howfver. for tlie second 
\oui g w .man repudiated the r» port that she ha.I b* .n tlirown. ‘'I 
have never had too much horso." she announ. . >1. The peat track 
s. fills t'l have caused most (>f the accidents both to man and beast, 
but tlie long casualty list h.is set the country by the ear.s. 

The rodeo has been discussed in rarli.iment, in le iding articles 
and columns of news in the press, and tlie Koval Society for the I’ro- 
veniion of Cruelty to .\nimals instituted proceedings ag.iinst the 
management—tho the case has since been dismissed. Meantime Phig- 
l.ind. while it shuddered, turned out to view the conte.-ts at the rate 
of some 1 Ht.POO a day. Is the rod. o cruel'? Dragging ourselves rather 
laboriously out of our national complacency, we must doubtless ad¬ 
mit that it is. Certainly the animats taking paii in the coiUtsts 
have not even a gold purse to win for their risks and their tiains, an.l 
we lannoi let the glamour that surrounds the skdlful daring of the 
ranches hide obviously brutal f.o-ts. Kut still—well, it is our own 
.Vtn.riean style of cruelty, and so it seems consi.lerablv b'ss cruel 
than mo.«t other natlon.al varieties. —THE NATION.
