If the play has to be docketed in a 

tiigeon hole and given a label, I suppose 
it would have to be called a fantasy. It 

is that, in the ,sensc that the hero of the 
piece, an aviator, crashes into a French 
chateau wh>re the story depicted on a 
tapestry burn.s itself into his dreams and 

he has such a nightmare as is vouch- 

ssifed to f> w men. It is this nightmare 
which makes the body of the play, while 
the events before and after It, with the 
aviator in the flesh, make the prolog and 
epilog. 

To this story the authors have brought 

rich imaginations and often a deal of 
poesy. 

The story points no particular moral, 

tmless it is that aviators should be care¬ 
ful into whose backyard: they dr:)p. What 
they have done is to portray, p .tur- 

esquely and dramatically, the twists which 
the subconscious wilt take while one is 

n the dream state. Whether what they 
ell will stand Freudian analysis is not 

for me to say. I can only state that their 

play was hugely enjoyable to me. 

The printripal character, the pivotal 

character in the dream, is a young 
woman, granddaught> r of the owner of 

the chateau where tlie airman has landed. 

She is pictured to the boy as a sort c»f 
benevolent sorceress in his dreams and i.s 
there transformed into his mother, a rare 
sort of vamp, one of his old loves and 
the girl in the tapestry. This calls for 
several distinct characterizations and it 

is up to the actress cast for t'e role t> 
show these convincingly if there is to b; 

anything to the play. 

I trust you will admit this is quite a 
dish to set before any actress. I also 

hope you will see Florence Eldridge take 

this part and show what a young 
player can do when she has real talent 

Miss Eldridge was convincingly real in 
each pha.se of the character and managed 
to be so without apparent effort and witli 

a sound use of all the equipment she has. 
That is a deal, but I never suspected that 
beyond being a capable actress .she coul " 
also sing ch.armingly and make more than 
a good stab at dancing. She can do both 

those thin'^s, and added to I', r ..cting skill 

they reveal an equipment far beyond the 
ordinary. Miss Eldridge’s performance In 
Jirtcitrhrd is by far the best thing she 

has done and is one of the outstanding 

events of this sea .“on. 
The aviator, as played by Glenn Anders.

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Editorial Comment 
Ever since the beginnin;^ of the Chau¬ 

tauqua and the lyccuni there has been 
a undency on both the platform and 
ihe stage to hold aloof one from the 
other, as if the two professions were 
so different in ideals and in manners 
that it was impossible for them to 
fraternize in any way. Slowly these 
barriers of imaginary caste are being 
leveled and the artists of both stage 
and platform are beginning to realize 
that real art has its b^innings in the 
same source, whether it is to be pre¬ 
sented in the theater or the chautauqua 
and lyceum. Charles N. Dixon, for¬ 

merly manager <>f the Chicago Glee 
Club, which was a male quartet of na- 
ti -nal I’T"«minince and who'«c records 
are still being sold by one of the great 
phonograph companies, said recently in 
an article in The Peoria Journal: 

“The trend is now, in chautauqua en¬ 
tertainment. to recruit nvirc and more 
from the theater. There is less demand 
ft.r the more serious form of chautau- 
(pia instruction, less eagerness for lec¬ 
tures and more calls f<*r jdays and 
lighter forms of entertainment. Pro¬ 
vincial .Vnurica i-. becoming more 
.sophisticate'! and now there is a 'le- 
man'l for programs which 20 or 30 
years ago would .absolutely not have 
been tolerated. 1 do not mean by this 
to say that .America's small towns arc 
deteriorating or that the chautauquas 
put out anything hut the cleanest of en¬ 
tertainment. Rather I mean to say that 
the Midwest i.s more sensible an<l not 
so straightlaced. But we have now on 
our summer programs many I'quity 
actors playing side by side with old 
chautauqua entertainers.”

Pairioti'^m is not only the last 
refuge of a seoundrel. hut the hrea't- 
works of the intolerant, the bigoted 
and the narrowminded. 

Of our professional patriots, those 
who arc not patrioteers and politicians 
are ni'^stly spotlight courters. 

FOR THOSE WHO FALL 
IT W'.\S for those who grow' faint and weak on the treadmill of the 

profession that the actors in Chicago gave of themselves to aid the 
annual hencfit of the .\merican Theatrical Hospital .Xssociation in 

the Apollo Theater Sunday afternoon, September 2S. The heneiit itself 
was essential, but, ethically speaking, incidental. Rather it was the 
magnificent spirit of the occasion that catches the imagination. No 
other segment of the art world or—in fact—the world of crafts re¬ 
sponds so spontaneously to the call of human need as the actors. 
The benefit was the vivid, cogent hack-challenge of the profession to 
the unseen forces that maim and hurt its brigadiers. It was the 
voice of the brotherhood of man speaking, which we arc taught is in 
near communion—is one, in fact—with the paremho<^d of the .\bsolute. 

Confucius, Buddha and the Christus, each coming in the cycle in 
which they were most needed, have taught the same doctrine of love 
for our fellow’ men. W hen the candles of mercy burned low in e.vch 
sluggish age one of these teachers has stepped w ith vast spread across 
the horizon and burned his message across a darkened trail. To us 
the Christ is nearer than His illustrious predecessors, which is as it 
should he. We grasp His nature better and. at crucial periods, we 
seem, at least some of us. to pass where the curtain is thin and to 
sense something infinitely fire. Then we have a tremor le<;t our feet 
tread on holy ground—as if all ground was not h-dy. The .Apollo 
benefit was more than a vaudeville show—it was a consecration. The 
actors who stumbled when the burden became too heavy will have 
their racked bodies soothed thru the service of their fellows .an<l the 
noble co-operation of an appreciative public. When the Wanderer of 
the Judean hills rekin.lied the flagging impulses of a humanity gone stale, 
he left a beacon light for th >se who would serve. The affair in the 
Apollo, sponsored by un'^eltish men and women of, and apart from, the 
stage, was a service without ritual—an echo from the grim crags and 
cloistered wastes of Galilee, mute, forceful, compelling. Its memory 
will pale with the years, hut the spark it lighted is deathless.

*-viil<ncc- of this can be found in the big circulation of the fan magazines, which 

ci-rtainly paint the business of making pictures in only the rosie.st, most alluring 

cohirs. Wli*-n you .strip this allurement aw’ay, when you remove the glimmering 

i>ink fleshings and reveal the pro'alc, knobby outlines of the .structure of picture 

making, you are ruthlessly destroying a part of the picture’s appeal, you are chop¬ 

ping off one of the limbs which su.stain the business. 

Holhnroud made fun of the pictures and did top-mark business on Broadway 

in the Flying Fifties. But even in .so urban a place as Brooklyn, just acros.s the 

briflg*-. Hothmootl had to be taken off the bill in one big house before it had com¬ 

plete*! half its scheduled run. Wliy? B*caii'e it bewildered and so offended the 

people who have been taking pictures seriously. 

.1/* rton of the Movies, a great part of who.se .satire on the films was removed, 

poked fun at the pictures—and only la.sted one week even on Broadway, tho it is a

Now c*iir.es Samuel Goldwyn w’ith his In HoUi/wood With Potash and Perl- 

niiiffcr. It’s a fair-sized hit on Broadway, because of the fairly high level of 

sophi.stication and familiarity of the public with the principal characters and the 

typ* they repr*-s* nt.

But I very much 

doubt that the general run of film fans will like it.

.•'trcnpth lying in the c-omic mannerism' 
of Aifxander Carr and George Sidney an'i 

the <.ltvtr Yiddish dialect subtitles suj)- 

Th- 
characters of Abe I^otash and Mawruss 

Perlmutter are too well known to re¬ 

quire much description here. In this pic¬ 
ture we find the famous cloak and suit 

merchants in the precincts of Los An¬ 
geles producing pictures. Much of the 
action takes place in a studio, a good part 

of the comedy being obtained by stripping 
bare whatever illusion there may still be 

remaining about the making of photo¬ 
plays. 

In a city like New York or any other 

of the v iy large cities the public will 
undoubtedly be hugely ♦ntertaincd by the 
ridiculous pair, Al>e and Mawruss. The 

large cities are cosmopolitan and the type 
of which Potash and l’< rlmutler are an 
exaggeration is well enough known to be 

understood. But 1 am doubtful of the 

entertainment value of I’otash and I’erl- 

mutter in the smaller cities and towns. 

There the ijicture will give a certain 

amount of satisfaction, but certainly not 

as much as in, say. New York. There¬ 

fore the logical conclusion to draw is 
that Potash and Perlmutter is worth high 
rental in the big cities, but not elsewhere. 

There is certainly nothing very expen¬ 
sive about the production, with its small 
cast and few plain sets. The cast, outside 
of the two principal actors, Vera G(jrdon 
and Betty Blythe, is small and inexpen¬ 
sive. 

The story: Abe and Mawruss start’ in 
the fillum business, with a studio and 
everything.

“LASH OF THE WHIP”

This review is written within the hour 
after seeing the picture. So, if it ram¬ 
bles incoherently, don’t blame me. Blame 
the picture. I am still dizzy. 

Lash of the Whip is an incredible 
monstrosity. It is the product, in my 

opinion, of a distorted mind. No sane 
per.son could have welded together so con¬ 
sistently insane a collection of separate 

■ enes as go to make up Its five reels. It 
is a genuine miracle of cutting and edit¬ 
ing. While I made no effort to time the 
I .'ture in any way I am certain that no 
• ne scene holds the screen for more than 

'hirty consecutive seconds. You can al¬ 
most hear the snip of the scissors as two 

. < parate .scenes are made into twenty by 
tufting each one into ten segments, after 

whii-h the pieces are cemented together 

alternately. 
Ashton Deerholt, a plump, dark-haired 

person, is the bright particular star of 
Lash of the Whip. The title is derived 

from the fact that Deerholt, as the dash¬ 

ing, black-silk-shirted IMnto Pete, the 
hero, uses no weapon in his numerous 
forays beyond a long whip which 
he wields with deadly precision. With 

this instrument he tears menacing re¬ 
volvers out of the hands that point them, 

snags villains around the neck and hauls 

them along the ground or up into fh*- 

air as he wills, binds still other villain' 
where they stand by dexterously tying 

their legs together with one swishing loo|> 

He’s just goldarned wonderful, that’s all 1 
In the first place there’s a certain large

“HIS OWN LAW” 

Ermine Prod.-State Rights 

If there is any exhibitor, and th* re 
must be at least one or two. who can use 
a crackerjack little Western, let him get 
IJis Oicn Law. This picture comes under 
the head of “cheap outdoor dramas’’, but 
it has the same relation to ninety per cent 
of that breed of films that Tiffany ha.s 
to Woolworth. I’m willing to wager that 
Ilis Own Law didn’t cost, say, $2,000 more 

than Lash of the Whip, but it i.s just 
about 2,000 per cent better. It’s a real 
picture, a choice bit of entertainment, a 
coherent, cohesive combination of corned/ 

and choice, stirring cowboy action. 
The cast is h»-aded by Wesley Barry, 

who doe.sn’t pretend any longer that he ia 
12 years old and doisn’t have to. He i^ 

mighty good as a juvenile cowboy. Others 
in the cast are Frank WhiLson, Joan Ixw- 
ell, John Meighen, Frank I^ackteen and 
Foster Vegg. They all acquit themselves 
most bravely. 

There are unmistakable signs in His 
Own Law that its high quality i^: mainly 

due to the intelligence and ability of the 
director, Paul Hurst. I hope and trust 
that Mr. Hurst will continue making in¬ 
dependent jiictures, but am afraid th.at 

he wMll be caught up by one of the big 

concerns. 
The basic plot of His Own Law is not 

at all novel. Hut it has been handled so 
cunningly that scenes which have b- i n 

seen in 700 other Westerns 8»;em original. 
The hero, a traveling photographer, comes 
to the Sherman ranch. He takes a pic¬ 
ture of the owner, his daughter and hl.s 
young, ambitious son. While there It de- 

vi lops cattle rustling is going on. and the 
thieves are running the stolen animals 
over the Sherman ranch to the border. 

The photographer Is hired to do cow- 

punching. help being scaree. He proves 

to b>' a good hand and works hard for his 
bo.'s and also to win the favor of hi.s boss’ 

d.nlighter. Blackie Duncan, the head of 
th.- rustlers’ gang, threatens harm to 
Sh.-rman when the latter refuses to sell 

out to him. The boy falls into the hands 
of the Duncan gang and they make him 

a prison* r, s. nding word to hi.' fath.-r 

th:it if ho do.-sirt give up his land th. y 

will harm the lad. Rut the kid makes a 
spectacular escape and returns to the 
home ranch. He is sent to round up a 

posse to help fight Duncan and his gang, 
who are preparing to attack the ranch. 

He returns in time to save the day and 
also accounts for Duncan with his own 

gun when the bandit is trying to kidnap 
his sister. 

It isn’t the story that is so different, 
but the treaim.nt, as I said before. Ilis 

(tun Law is a better Western than some 

of the high-priced stuff sold by some of 
the big companies. It is produced bv 
Frmine Productions. Inc., and released 
thru ytat.‘-right exchanges. 

“FIND YOUR MAN” 

Warner Brothers 

Rin-Tin-Tin. the canine star of Find 
Y'l’ir .Man. is. after all, just a dog. He 

can stand still, rrn. jt;mp like sixty, li.* 

down, bite at villain* and be friendly with 
nice folk—but mostly he jttmps. Without 

a d.'ubt h.-’s the jumpingest dog in or out 
of the movies. With all this ability all

MAXWKLL AXPKRSON and Laurence StallinRS have seized tlie perfect 

iii<«ni< nl. UuriiiR the fixe years which luive pass« d since th- arnii.'tice 
m-rve.s have regained their tone, but memory has not been dimmed, 

and thus they have m.'inaKed to set down xvitliout a .«Ui*picion ot hysteria 
and without a suspicion of sentimentality their vision of that strange and 
terrible phenomenon, modem war. They have described its brutality with¬ 
out rancor and pictured the Inhuman verve and endurance of its heroes 
xvithout blinking the ugly uselessness of the circumstances which called 
them forth, so that they have written unquestionably the finest play of 
the war which Anp-ric.a has seen. Moreover, they have imbued it with 
so robust .A spirit that we are treated to the strange sp*‘ctacle of a tragedy 
which is played to the accompaniment of a continual ripple of laughter 
without once casing to be powerful and moving.

but out of exjierlcni e. . . . K- • n intelligence, sweeping the field of 
memory, has seized uism the significant fact that dramatically the most 
important thing about the war is mot death and destruction, but the way 
of life which it develops; that the gp-at conflict just passed lasted long 
enough and dr« w into itself a sufficient number of men to develop a 
cl Uizatlon or anti-civilization of its own, with a language, a philosophy 
and a whole l.ulrur as different from that of normal life as the knltur and 
philosophy of the Stone Age were different, and yet as adapted to the 
conditions of life as it was lived as ours.

“iiuiHl, Hod!’* ejaculates the captain, alnnost dead from exhau.'-tion, “it’s 
the first time in months th:»t I have had a real reason for fighting and 
now 1 can’t fight. Toll ’em 1 won’t go.” But he d»H‘s go, .and his sergeant 
wltli him, both quite willing. If both should return, to take up at the 
earliest moment of leisure their little private tragedy of iu«t. . . .

The Coliseum always seems to strike a note of awe; what i.s wanted Is 
the guffaw. Lat us give up pretending, be candid, and admit that we 
would sooner see Harry Champion than a tennis match. 

In a variety theater give me Crock and you may listen to Mark 

Hambourg. I prefer the Palace Girls to Lnpokova and Karsavina, and 

Ernie Mayne to a prima donna. Have you ever noted the pleased faces 
of an audience when the number goes up Indicating that these favorites 
are the next to appear? It is a thrill one rarely has In the so-called 

legitimate theater. 
The old-time music hall came nearer Interpreting life than many other 

forms of dramatic art. True. It was a life of mothers-ln-law, food, land¬ 
ladies and b«-er. but it was life. Tennis at the Coli.seum is incongruous; 
It Is done so much better at Wimbledon or even In Streatham back gardens. 

Modern variety audiences are .very respectable, too refined to laugh 

at broad Jests or double entender. but not above repeating them In the 
Mloon bar or boudoir. We are all a little vulgar In our hearts and most 
of us are prigs In addition. That Is why we call The Beggar’s Opera 
artistic and Harry Champion vulgar. But Mr. Champion Is the real thing, 

one may see his like wherever Cockneys foregather. 
Marie Lloyd and Dan La-no are remembered for their wonderful 

delineation of iow-life types. The true drama of a nation is depicted in 
the mas.ses. not the cla.sses. Exponents of the drawing-room drawl are 

merely giving the veneer. There is still .a small band of performers who 
can give the substance: Lily Morris. Nellie Wallace and Oirtie Gitana 
among the ladles and Little Tich. Harry Champion. Ernie Mayne and J. 
W. Itickaby among the men. There are other.*, but not many. 

This Is .a plea for the Jovial vailgarity of the old-time music hall, 
which Is far better than the salaciou.sness hidden in re%ates. Red-nosed 
c*>m* dians may ni*t be N-autlfuI. but they do not claim to be. Revue 
mongers pretend their shows are artistic wh* n thev are simply indelicate.

Other f;inious 
r.'irisian sites have been made accessible to the cameras which are to 
liiit on the screen this latest version of Victorien Sardou’s famous comedy. 

It i.s not possible for any talent in the speaking theater today to im¬ 
part vitality to a modern drama that has already served for th*‘ revelation 
of another player'.s Renius. Once the oriRinal actress has finished w'ith 
a drama of the spoken word its usefulness is at an end. Merely the news 
that Gloria Swanson is to mime Catherine Huebscher in Paris shows Itow 
different la the motion picture play. Already Gabrlelle Rejane, the Rreat 
oriplnal of Sardou’s Nai'toleonic comedy, has shown her idea of the heroine 
on the screen. But that does not interfere with the appearance of another 
actress in the same role afterw.ard. The name of Rejane is written heavily 
on the history of the French stage. It is not possible to speak with sucii 
positiveness of the future fame of Miss Swanson. But she will be the 
latest Hans Gene. 

It was in the early days of the Famous Players that Mrs. Fiske made 
a motion picture of the play founded on Hardy’s famous novel, Tcs.x of 
the. D’VrbcrviUes, because as the heroine she made one of the notable 
triumphs of her career. Only last week there was another ver«lnn to 
be seen in this city with an actress in the title role who is certainly not 
likely to share Mrs. Fiske’s niche in American theatrical history. The 
first cinema hero of Anthony Hope’s breathless The Prisoner of Zrntia was 
James K. Hackett, because he made a success in the spoken drama. Yet 
there was a much more elaborate photographic form of the melodrama 
seen recently with a different player in the name part. Both the old 
Famous Players’ pictures are as nonexistent today as ReJane’s cinema of 
her comedy. 

Altho DoVothy Donnelly was the first exponent of the ether- 
addicted mother in Madame X on stage and screen here, a subsequent 
series of pictures to illustrate Bisson’s drama had Pauline Frederick as 
the central figure of its far-flung scenario, which traveled across South 
America wMth tangoes sounding thruout its exotic scenes. The fact that 
Sarah Bernhardt, greatest Marguerite Gautier of her age, played the 
Dumas heroine before a camera did not interfere ■with the subsequent 
apparition of Alla Nazimova as the peccant invalid. 

There may after all be an explanation of this power to revivify by 
a new iiersonality the play that has passed its prime. The motion picture 
since the early daj's of the plays acted by Mrs. Fiske, Hackett, Miss 
Donnelly and others has made broad strides forward. More b< autiful and 
novel effects are possible to them today. Nobody pretends that the screen 
actors who succeeded their famous predecessors can compare to them as 
.actors. The view that the camera makes may, however, be vastly superior 
on their technical side, which is the explanation of the cinema actor’s 
power to add new life to an old dramatic product.

In the art of ihe theater, as in any other art, imit.ation is 
a test of excellence only where imitation is intended; any work of art is 
free, always at it.s own p- ril. to be as near or as far from the outer 
a.s|HH't of its subject mattir as it chooses. 

NohcKly reipiires Freudian d.ita in fairy talcs. N,)body wants por>--s 
bored in the .skin of the V. nus de Milo to make her b* tier art. Nobody 
advises a bridegroi'ni to arrive at sincerity by paring his nails as he 
stands before tlie altar. .\iid yet in the tluater one may declare that a 
thing is "good tho urtiflci.il.’* as if that made any sense, the only wrong 
artificiality being that winch is false to the nature of tho work of art in

personall.v direct the chainres in the itinerary made necessary by the quarantine. 
The big show played I'allas September 

29 and I'ort Worth the fidlowing day. it 
was scheduled to exhibit in .Vrtlinore, Ok., 
ttetober 1 ; Oklahoma Oity on the 2d, 
Shawnee on the 3d and .\d:i on the 4th. 
The.se four Oklahoma cities were re|)la<'ed 
by the following named Texas cities: 
Cleburne, October 1; AVaco, 2; Austin, :i, 
and San .\ntonio 4. From San Antonio 
the Ringling-Barnum Circus will go to 
Sherman for October 6 ; Creenville, 7, and 
I’aris, 8; all in Texas. 

No dates have been positively fixed be- 
vend Paris, altho the Ringlings stated 
that other Texas points would be played. 
It was also the hope that the quarantine 
would be lifted and so permit the playing 
of Oklahoma dates. 

The following Texas points were can- 
C'-i.-d by telegram: Hou.«ton, Beaumont, 
; i.d Cuero. As to Texas date.s be-

The Sontli Is hecoiniiiK rcjuven.ilcd 

Conditions h.ivc changed so wonderfully 

in Ih*. i>.i:-t few years all over this section 

that the Smith and Its jieople are worthy 

of a few words of (inilso. Every show¬ 

man dreatled the fall tour of the South 
in the old d.ixs. Seventy per cent of the 
folks who turned out to see a circus were 
above reproach, but there was an element 
that made life a burden, not only for 
eireiis peopio but town and city olfloials 
as Well. Can you imagine not only one, 
hut Weeks of circus days this fall, where 
not a sintrlc arrest has been made? The 
first and main reason Is the strict enforee- 
na nt of prohibition. The showmen them¬ 
selves are also in a measure resiKinsible 
for the chanRed conditions. 

It has been a pleusitre to show’ in North 
and Smith Carolina. What a change from 
the d.iys of dispensaries! Georgia has 
dried itself, and wm' to the man who is 
fmind with liquor In his possession. 

Ih-ohably the most prosjierous section 
of the Sotttli right now Is Southern 
Georgia, .\round Macon the peach crop 
W.IS ,a failure this season. There was 
plenty of fruit, but a quick rot spoiled 
the yrop. The folks, however, more than 
made up for it with their cotton. For 
the Ht>t time in four years this section 
h.is raised and marketed a profitable crop. 
This fall the.v arc plowing up all the 
stalks or plowing them under and they 
look for another good croji next year. 
The raising of tobai-eo in this section has 
I>roven another .source of revenue. The 
ei'i'p this fall has been big and prices 
good. In many places, especially Tifton. 
tobacco has tr.in.sformcd a town into a 
hustling little I’ity. Around .VIhany cotton 
and tobacco will keep the seetieti up this 
winter, as this l.s the off year for the 
mit trees. Every other year the.se trees 
have a habit of laying off and raising 
new limbs and otherwise imiiroving their 
ap\M'aranee. What is left of last year’.s 
crop is bringing as high as 75 cents a 
isumd. Southern ileorgia. in a few years, 
will vie with Kentucky and North Caro¬ 
lina ill raising tohaeeo. 

The cotton eroi» also has heeti good In 
Alahatn.i and .Mississijun. .Vroiitnl Dothan 
the pli'kers ha\e been jiaid as high as 
* I .lO a hundred t>ounds. Thus the colored 
folks have money to sjii'nd.
