WE ARE in the midst of the most unique presidential campaign since 
the days of Lincoln. While the Bull Moo.se' feature of the 1»12 
campaign created quite a .sensation, it was merely a political gesture 

compared with the tremendous political upheaval that gave birth to th** 
La Follette-Wheeler candidacy. While the Progressive party of 1912 
w,as a one-man party, created hy Rooseve-It, and scattered to the win<Is 
Mith his defeat, the Progressive movement of today is a great popular out- 
bur.st against the corruption, mismanagement and incomix-tency that char- 
acterize.s the twi> old parties. It is not a one-man movement. La Eollette 
has bt-come the logical leader of it by r* ason of the fact that he is the most 
outstanding statesman in America today. 

Of singtilar interest to all stage folk is the fact that "Fighting Bob” 
Lea Follette in his early youth seriously considered the dramatic stage as a 
career. It was only because his friends insisted that his extraordinary 
qualifications predestined him for a political carei-r that he finally decid* d 
to give up his dramatic ambitions. Ev* r since then his whole care* r has 
been one of the most dramatic in American history. 

However, Senator La Follette'.s love for the stage did not die with his 
youth. Those who know him intimately and have acces.s to hi.s home d* - 
light in the stories he tells and reads to his assembled friends and family 
aft-.r diniur. He is p.-rhaps the best amateur interpreter of ShakesjK-arc 
and Iri.-h folk lore in the country. 

Tho he gave up the dramatic stage for the -wider arena of politics, his 
love for the stage crystallized in his d.iughler, Fola. who made quite a 
name for herself as an actress before she married George Middleton, the 
Well-known playwright. 

In spite *'f the terrific strain of 40 years of Incessant political fighting 
as District Attorney. Governor of Wisconsin, Congressman and United 
States Senator. La Follette has now, and has always had, a soft spot In 
his heart for the play folk. There is undoubtedly much that he can an-l 
will do for t+ie stage folk if he is elected FTesident of the UniU'd Stat* s 
on the fourth day of November, because of his intimate knowledge of their 
problems. 

One of the big things La Follette has •promised to do as soon as he 
goes into the White Hou.se is to bring about the nduction of railroa*! 
passenger fares and freight rates to at least the pre-war level. What 
that will mean to the traveling members of the theatrical profe.ssion will 
at once become apparent to all who are familiar with the terrific burden 
under which they labor today. 

But »>f even gre ater importance to stage folk Is the fact that, on ac¬ 
count of La Follette’s love of the drama and his long interest in the stage 
and all its problems, members of the theatrical profession will find him 
the most accessible of all the Presidents we have had in two Ken*-rations. 
The love of his youth for the stage, a love that still burns with a bright 
flame, will incline him to always listen sympathetically to their grievanc* s 
and to favor legislation that will promote the Intere.sts of the thousands 
of actors and actresses that he considers his brothers and sisters.

('liief among the funmakers was Frank

of most of the principals in tliis stiow.

Cnn- 
sirt*rahb* use was made of drapes, even 
in numh* rs where it would have b'-en 
more ad\isable and more eff*-ctive to 
have a gtiiuine s* * nic atmosphere. The 
orche.stra gave commeniiahle service. 

Artists 0*1(7 .1fod( 7s, despite the number 
of good tilings in it. does not quite sat- 
isf.v. T'lat is generally the case with 
baited shows. If the Shiih* rts expect to 
make this a permanent institution they 
will have to build its founilation on more 
substantial lines.

this production, which includes numerous full-stage sets, drapes and drops that are 
n-w. novel and unique, supplemented by original music. lyrics and d.mcing ensemble 
numb" rs, all of which are enhanced by the gowning and costuming, which is costly, 

attractive and colorful. The scenery by the Haymarket Studios of Chicago is equal 
to many of the so-called Broadway productions and far superior to some of the 

Broadway castoffs now being used in burlesque. Irons & Clamage are also credited 
with the bii<ik and Arthur Clamage in person with the entire production, which runs 

the gamut from slap-stick burlesque hokum to the classic in theatrical production 

and presentation. 
Harry I-i- Van has evidently progressed sufficiently far to drop the “Hickey ’, 

which isn’t at all justifie d, for he is the same old Hickey with the personal likable¬ 

ness that we have known in burlesque for many seasons past, with all of his old- 
time command of linns and actions that are clean, clever and laughevoking from 

his first appearanie- to his final exit. As a comique-in-chief Le Van Is in scenes 

fi'e tiue ntly. Whenever he is on the stage he adds to the presentation, for he Is one 
of Uie few comiques who can evoke laughter by mere facial registrations and move- 

nv nts of the eyes, and he has become more than a burlesque comique, for he Is 

equal to most of the Broadway comedians. 
Comique to Le Van is Joe Van. doing a modified eccentric characterization a 

la Harold Lloyd, with fn-quent changes of grotesque attire, and in the latter part 

of tlie show suppleiii' iits his comedy-making efforts with singing and dancing that 

fully warrants him in doing a singing and dancing specialty In the show. 
Lettie Bolles, with her dazzling blond loveliness, leads several numbers, ap¬ 

peared in frequent scenes, and stood out distinctively in her specialty with Le Van. 

Joe Yule is another comique who appeared at frequent intervals, first as a 

grotesque stutterer, later in feminine attire, and still later In Oriental feminine 
makeup and mannerism, in which he does a sinuous, graceful Oriental dance that 

was a classic of its kind intended for burlesquing purposes. 

Johnny Kane, formerly famous as a singing and dancing Juvenile, has devel¬ 

oped into a clear-dictioned. classy-appearing, singing and dancing straight man of 

notable ability, and he is equally at home in any one of the roles cast for. 
Estelle (Arab) Nack, a petite, bobbed brunet, ever-smiling, vivacious singing 

and dancing soubret, distinguishes herself in this show more than In previous shows 

by supplementing her former work with new acrobatic-contortional dances, including 
a unique head-on stage whirl that Is remarkable for one of her size. 

Corinne AVilson. a pleasing, plump, titian-tinted prima donna, appears to good 

advantage in her vocalistic numbers and equally as well in scenes In which she de¬ 
livers her lines like an able actress. 

Helen Curtis, a slender bobbed-brunet ingenue-soubret, leads numerous numb* rs 
in .:=oubret co.«tume and appears in scenes in ingenue gowms. She has the personality, 
talent and ability so admirable in an ingenue-soubret. which Is further evidenced by 
her ability to put over blues far more pleasingly than many of the so-called blue s 

specialists. 

In addition to the familiar burlesquers there arc several specialty acts put over 

by newcomers, who evidence remarkable ability, inasmuch as they put over their 
acts like big-time veudeartistes, with the ability to humor their lines and actions 

for burlesquing purposes. Chief among the specialty acts Is that of Comique-ln- 
Chief Le Van and Ingenue Bolles, with Le Van at the piano and Miss Bolles singing, 
during which they carried the house by storm. 

Harris and Rooney, programed as "De Luxe Novelty Dancers", are all that 

and more, for they dance In unison in dances never seen heretofore in burlesque, and 
Miss Harris supplements her dancing later In the show by leading a number in song 
that warrants her in leading more than one number, and as a soubret she would 

doubtless become one of the leaders on the Columbia Circuit, for she has everything 

in her favor—youth, beauty, talent and ability, with an'exceptionally pleasing per¬ 
sonality. In personal appearance Harris and Rooney are as classy as they are 

clever, and if Irons & Clamage are the discerning showmen that we have always 

accepted them to be tliey have in all probability signed this clever team upon a long¬ 

time contracL If not, burlesque will in all probability lose them to Broadway. 
Angeleo Armento, programed as the fastest groundtumbler in the world, fully 

merits the title, for never have we seen such a whirlwind of acrobatism on any stage. 
Equilli Brottiers, programed as masters of equilibrium, gave a wonderful exhi¬ 

bition of liand, foot and head balancing that was only equaled by their classy per¬ 

sonality.

Th* diiRi ulty li. - in tli>- ni-thod f*f doing 
business pursu> d by tfe- Knglish and 
Australian publishers, insofar as the 
smaller music nan are C''n'-.-rned. l-'or 
the larger one.s, with a catalog, it Is com¬ 
paratively easy. 

Australian music houses, for instance, 
buy the reprinting rights for their Aus¬ 
tralian and New Z'-alatid territory from 
certain American houses, and. of course, 
have to take tho wh'de catalog, with a 
few possible exe. piji.ns. If tln re i.s one 
hit in the catalog of the Am.- rican pub¬ 
lisher, he usually uses it as the basis 
upon which to do business with the 
foreign market. The one song may easily 
carry the entire catalog and cminand a 
good price. On the strength of one or two 
much' desired soncs, one New V .rk con¬ 
cern sold the right.s to its catal^'g in most 
every country on the globe, cleaning up 
handsomely. Some still wonder why the 
house in question tak- s songs from most 
every writer who comes in, sometimes 
bu>’ing a dozen from one versatile writer 
who da.'^hes ’em off for $2a a piece. 

Various publishers have as many ways 
of doing their foreign busines.s, rnost of 
the larger ones having a regular music 
house to represent them as their agents, 
taking either all the songs or just those 
that are suited for consumption abroad. 
Usually the writer is not mentioned in 
his contracts with publishers to share in 
foreign royalties. 

For the most part the royalties from 
abroad are not so heavy. Yet they are 
worth while angling for, of course. Aus¬ 
tralian music men pay 10 •per cent of the 
marked selling price of sheet music as 
royalties and 50 per cent of the me¬ 
chanical money. Sheet music averages 
the equivalent of a little over four cents 
a copy in royalties. Said royalties are 
payable in June and December of each 
year. 

Disadvantages of the average American 
copyright owner can readily be seen. In 
the first place his song may be purely of 
interest to the American public only. As 
there is no catalog to hang it on to there 
is really no use in trying to sell the for¬ 
eign rights. As in the case with Aus¬ 
tralian business, probably two months are 
€»nsumed in writing to that market and 
getting a reply. 

One Australian house, L. F. Collin, 
Paty, Ltd., represents a few big Amer¬ 
ican houses and also has an arrangement 
with Leo Friedman, Inc., whereby Fried¬ 
man sends them a minimum number of 
ten songs a month for consideration. He 
sends only those he thinks well suited to 
that market. The Friedman concern h.is 
the idea that getting up catalogs of their 
respective clients is the logical outlet for 
indeipendent publishers who may not have 
a catalog of their own big enough to sell 
abroad. How well this plan will work 
out remains to be seen.

Recently ?ilr. Barrymore announced 
that he w'i*jld not appear in a play by 
his wife, Miehaf-1 Strange, based *-n the 
life of Edgar .\ll.-n P -e, and Miss Tread¬ 
well then avt-rrt-d the belief that this 

play had been taken from hers. 
In Miss Treadwell’s complaint she 

alleges that she wrote and copyrighted 
her play and took the manuscript to 
.lohn Barrymore. She says at one time 
he was inclin-d to produce it. but since 
then ihi-i-e years have elapsed and now 
the di-iiiiite announcement is out that 
the famous actor will not appear in 
any Poe play. The author claims she 
de'-oted three years to the study of 
Pt c’s life with the idea of having John 
Parrymore act the role. 

Included in Miss Treadwell’s affidavit 
's a iiuolation from a letter written by 
Mr. Harryii.ore l-'ebniary 21, 1921, which 
^ays in part: 

"It .seems odd that so many people 
should have tri d to get this play before 
iiie when it is really manna in any 
imaginative actor’s wilderness. Exactly 
when I could produce it, I cannot tell 
you. .\t present I am submerged in a 
inaelstroin of movies and a new produc¬ 
tion I am contemplating, but this play, I 
think, has too many elements of beauty 
and power to let it go.

The Board of 
Itirectors will consist of John T. Adams. 
Loudon Charlton, Charles L. Wagner, U. 
K. Johnston and Arthur Judson. 

Resentment has been waxing higher 
and higher over the lack of punctuality 
:ii commencing concerts, as in many 
instances programs were not started 
until from a half to three quarters of an 
Imtir after the advertised hour. Thi.s 
was due, in a jneasure, to the tardy 
arrival of the auditiice and also to 
r•■lu<•lance on the part of the artist to 
apl)ear until the majority of his auditors 
were in their places. The Xational 
.Musical Managers’ Association deter¬ 
mined to eliminate this situation, and to 
that end passed the following resolution:

New York, Oct. 18.—A move calculated 
to solidify the Zicfifeld Follies as an 
institution was made this week when 
Klorenz Ziegfeld announced that he had 
decided to keep the Fullits running per¬ 
manently Ht the New Amsterdam Thea¬ 
ter. The producer’s decision, it is 
stated, resulted from serious considera¬ 
tion of e«rt:iiii remark.' made by Gover¬ 
nor .Mfred H. Sinitli at a reCeiit perform- 
aiiee of tile Fidlirs. vvllell Will Rogers 
ealled Upon liiiii to speak from the stage. 
In responding the ilovernor said tliat 
wliile the Follies was recognized as a 
national iiistitiilion, he vva.s looking 
forward to the time when it would be a 
lieMiiaiieiu New York institution. Tin* 
eliief e.\ecuiive of New Hork State 
admitted that he never missed a Follies 
production and went on record with the 
statciiieiit that the American public could 
b- depeiid.'d upon to do two things every 
year—"attend the Follies and pay 
taxes.” 

Following this public expression Zieg¬ 
feld consulted with A. L. Krlanger and 
as a result detinite arrangements have 
b« < n made to keep the Follies at the New 
.Viiisterdain Theater permanently. 

.According to present plans, Ziegfeld 
will produce four editions of the FullUs 
each year. The series will be presented 
as fall, winter, spring and summer edi¬ 
tions and will be staged in October, 
January, March and June respectively. 
The one produced in June will be entirely 
new and the others, while retaining the 
last features and principals of the preced¬ 
ing revue, will be freshened up with 
iievv pei.ple, sketches, costumes and 
scenery suflicient to justify calling them 
new shows. 

A Folia s production will, as usual, be 
.'cnt on tour of the principal cities of 
the country each season. .This company 
will be made up of the be.st features pre¬ 
sented in each of the seasonal editions 
at the New Amsterdam Theater. 

The first fall edition of the Ziegfeld 
Follies under this new policy will be pro¬ 
duced during the week of October 27. 
Those of the present cast who vvill re¬ 
main include "Will Rogers, Lupino Lane, 
Ann Pennington, Brandon Tynan, Irving 
Fisher. Martha Lorber. Tom Lewis and 
practically the entire personnel. The 
new principals are Vivienne Segal, prima 
donna; Mitiy and Tillio, famous French 
dancers, who vvill present their two new 
dance creations. The Mirage and The 
Phantom Ship, in which 65 people vvill 
surround them, and the Russian Lillipu¬ 
tians.

' Xpress them in print. 

Here Is an actor who takes his art seriously and is ready to go to the mat with 
anyone who c;isls slurs at tliat art. be he one of the profession or on the sidelines, 
lie ft-els deeply ami expresses liimseif strongly. I don’t supixise any single person 

will agree with all he writes, but those who love the stage w’ill find much they can 
at-r.. w|th. 

Our”unknown author says many things ■which provoke thought, but he gives 
' \atuple and prec»*ii to p"int Ills case. As for instance: He holds that Richard 
Burbage must have b«en the greatest of all Engli.'h actors and David Garrick a 
much overrated iiUayer. In Burbage’s ca.«e, his belief is predicated upon the 
ln|s>tliesis tli.Tt “the greatest art must have for its exiv.sition the greatest medium.” 
He pictures t'.r u.s UicKird Burbage as the Fading actor for his father’s coni- 
p.my. of wliicb Shakespeare was the hou.se dramatist. He pictures the two as 
frit lids ami ^Jliak. sis ar.- writing parts to suit Burbage. Not such an unreasonahl.- 
hyiMithesis ibis, win n we r* . .ill that Mozart haliitually listened to the artists wlm 
Were to sing liis c»;i. ra.s and th. n wrote to suit their voices. If it was possible for 

"II genius to do this. It w.is not imriossible for anoth. r to do a similar thing. As- 
s'lming tliis, our author points out that Burbage “acted th.'m all under Shake- 

■ isare’s direction.” Tlu-n this conclusion: 
"Without doubt the author’s full Intent was expressed ; no discussions about 

III. anitigs or^r. atlings: the author was present to explain and dir. ct all, he who had 
kiiowu from til. ir first Inception who would portray hi.s characters, and doubtles.s 
ii.o'I. li il'.-iii w iili full aiiprehension of his protagonist’s power—and of his limita-

h. ' was siipr. me. His India-rubth-r face baffled Reynolds and every other artist 
who iittimpt.d to js.rtray him. But when we apply to him the acid test of 
.'^hnkesiv ar. .-in imper.so nation, how does he stand as Actor? Finding himsi'lf 
haiiiiHred by th.' cl.is ic tradition, he decided to rid hini.'elf of its conventions;

The English Language in Song 
Harold Randolph, director of the Peabody Conservatory of Music 

in Baltimore. Md . has a timely article in fhf Etude of October on 
i/oir Souq Mnjt Salt the Piin'fii of the Enrjlish Language. In the 

capacity of mu.sical <duoator Mr. Randolph is thrown with students from 
all parts of the countr.v. This not only brings him f.ace to face with the 
problem, that confronts all tea< hers of the English language, but it fills 
him with .a .sen.se of responsibility. For that reason Mr. Randolph is try¬ 
ing to find a way out of existing confu.slon to a standard of u.s.age that 
the American artist and educator can agree upon. The condition that 
confronts the tea-mer who is thrown with students from all parts of the 
country is conci.sely stated in Mr. Randolph’s own words; 

The speech of New York certainly would not do. "for there neither 
English nor American is spoken, but 'New Yorkese’. New England is not 
only harried by a supposed duty (inherited probably from the Puritan 
Fathers i of pronouni ing words as they are spelled, but is cursed by a 
nasal twang and a flat-a culminating in the ‘Baar Haarbor’ of Maine. 
The South drawls its vowels, has no 'R’s' worth mentioning, and never. In 
fact, crisply emin lates any consonant. Worst of all. in a way, in the 
Middle West (Nginning big end foremost with Pennsylvania), which uses 
habituall.v—not accidentally or apologetically, but deliberately and even 
con.scientiousl.v—a final 'er' which Inflicts almost physical pain upon a 
sensitive ear.' This sound (as in the verb 'to err’) has so tainted American 
speecli as to have become the chief feature In what is called elsewhere 
the ‘American twang’. Listen to the next amateur sing In the land or the 
nku-bJue icnferrr, or th*- Ukrainian Chorus (which has been out of luck 
in Its choice of an English coach) in Way down upon the Swanee River.” 

In order to settle some of these disputed points Mr. Randolph sent 
out a quest ionnaire to v.vcal artists and others who might claim to make 
a .spi-cial .study of English vocal diction. There were five questions, as 
follows: 

1. "MOTHER O’ MINE”. When the second syllable of this and similar 
words is prolonged, what vowel sound do you 
give the ER? And how do you treat the final 
R both in this sentence and in one ending 
on ER? 

2. "PRETTY ". If the first syllable must be prolonged, how 
would you sing it? 

3. ’ PEuPLi:■’. When the second syllable is prolonged, how 
do you manage it? 

4. ’’RI<’•HTEi^rs". Give your exact pronunciation of this. 
5. ".'s.VT, Tll.VT", etc. While this vowel is prolonged, do you modify 

it all or sing it as you would spieak it? 

The coii.s* nsiis of t«pinion in answering these questions is not so im¬ 
portant as th*' prt'blenis rau-ed by the answers themselves. One artist 
viry fr.inkly protest.d that she could not properly explain what she meant 
*»n i»nper. Ev*n some *'f the answers recorded by Randolph are loo vague 
and uncertain to b*- relied upon. 

Th.' si»'. .'li training of the common schools or the universities, and of 
the viH-al stuilios and the diacritical marks of the ordinary dictionarv, has 
mail.' lull.' h. idvvay in the past in preparing the student to discuss the 
.sounds of his langu.ige or its shaded sounds in con.iected speech (or song» 
with anv .1. gr.'.' .>f intelligence. Nothing makes this fact any clearer than 
s.'iii.' of til. aiisvv.rs to Mr. Randolph's questions. 

It is th* vv.ak vowels in unstr.-ssed syllables that are m.vst vaguely 
tnati'd in ih*- di. ii.mary, and it is the weak sounds that the ordinary ear 
fails to ul. ntif.v with any certainty. Further discussion of this .lu.-stion- 
iiair. will is int.-resting. but it is advi.sable to juxstpone this di.scussion 
until 111. lilt, rnational Phonetic symbols arc in operation on this page.

.All this i.s hit-a-niiss and fundamentally 
kiddish. Fundamentally it has no entity, 
no souh and no maturity of mind. It 
may be comedy in a way, but it is as dis¬ 
connected as the donkey and hi.s tail and 
it is as far removed from poetic drama as 
a country sociable.

He knows nothing about “toning”, either 
because he has no ear or no feeling for 
the thing to be expressed. 

In a love speech that could only be 
toned in terms of playful sincerity and 
appeal to the heart, Mr. aVnders'says: 
■'Well, other women don’t mind.” 'Tho 
lirst four words of this sentence Mr. 
.\nders manages to “tone” with some 
semblance of feeling, but on "mind” his 
\oiec squashes into an immature boyish 
clownishness. His voice flattens out 'into 
something measurably below common¬ 
place. It is the crackling farce of 11- 
year-old naivete, and of course the dream 
lovtr of Bcirxtchrd has lost his line and 
everything that it is supposed to conv. y. 
It is like taking off one’s wig before the 
audience. It is Mr. Anders’ spasmodic 
disjointedness that would prompt one to 
kill him on the spot. In romantic comedy 
he crackles and squashes. In tensity he 
becomes rigid and harsh, both in fe.atures 
and voice, as in the scene with his 
mother, where he says. "You are not my 
mother, damn you. let me go!” This line 
should suggest torture of soul and noble 
indignation rather than the anger of a 
street fight. 

In these respects Mr. Anders and Den¬ 
nis King (in Rose-Marie) arc very 
different personalities. Mr. King is striv¬ 
ing for something. He wants something 
big. He doesn’t quite know how to get it. 
bOi he is after a definite thing; there is 
some entity to his thought and ambition. 
Mr. Anders’ acting is just a catch-all, a 
hit-a-miss performance of things in 
general that at some time or other have 
seemed to get across. What Mr. Anders 
needs is a close study of himself that will 
put his related parts together. 

Instead of trying to stress it in the 
larynx.

Kditor The Billboard: 

Sir—Orticer. I’m in apaini 
This time I have been picked up liy 

tlie nape of the neck and flung at my 
tyi>e\vriter by one of “Tlie Hear Unfair 
Sex” who are never more unfair tlian 
when they attempt any kind of an arpn- 
inent. 

Vivian Marlowe demands the name.s of 
two Middle-We.stern ministers who re- 
• ently, while entertaining me in their 
homes, offered me a drink. 

Miss Marlowe knows very well that, 
having accepted the hos)>itaiity of tliese 
two very line men. I would le 'no end of 
a cad if T told the teacher on them. 

Miss Marlowe seems to know that I 
told the trtith about tiiese iticidents. for 
.site realizes tliat I only mentioned tlctn 
to show how the i>ro!iibi(ion laws are 
ignored by all classes an<l she knows that 
if I chose I Could mention other like 
incidents a thousand times more startling 
than the mere fact tliat two contitry 
preachers have a little snake-bite remedy 
in their pantries. 

I am going to satisfy her woman’.s 
curiosity by answering one of her ques¬ 
tions and I will tell htr that the reason 
1 declined the drink offered by one of 
the clergymen was that I was'enjoying 
a oiu*-nigIii-stand bellyache and I took 
some soda instead. 

Like the flirting village milliner in Thr 
('oinit)t Cliainnan. “I meet so many 
travelin’ gents” that I have forgotten the 
name of tlie jtromlnent prohibition worker 
who openul his address with an iidmission 
that iirohihition is a failure. If 1 could 
remember it I would not put his name 
into jniblic print as his speech was in 
the nature of a confidential talk with a 
handful of ofllcers of one of the best 
known clubs in the country. All prohl- 
liitionists who know anything about con- 
<litions admit that thus far prohibition 
is a failure, and you both misiiuote and 
misinterpret me when you .«ay that he 
“denounced the cause he is supposed to 
uphold”.

A compar.atively young actor, who has

Miss Marlowe, if you think that the 
inesent proliibition laws are in any way 
abating the.se hideous things, just come 
to New York and I will show you more 
promi.sing young actors treading the 
irooked path to hell right now than f 
have ev«r seen in the 23 years I liave 
be.-n in the theater. I will take you t-i 
ilm "Frantic Forties” and show you one 
street 11 blocks long on \yiii. h iHi boot¬ 
legging joints were found :it the last 
count, and as for moral conditions, the 
corner saloon or the old-fashioned t>rothei 
was a Sunday-school picnic compared to 
any one of them. 

If you think New York is worse than 
other places take a pjep into Ohio, which 
is admittedly the driest State in the 
t'nlon, yet 1 recently played .30 towns 
and cities in Ohio and found that bo'>ze 
is easily obtainable in every one of them. 

Isn't it about time that you “Prys” 
came to understand that the millions of 
anti-prohibitionists of today are not 
people who want liquor, but that they 
are people who want litiuor curbed and 
regulated?

"DANGEROUS MONEY” 

Famons Playcrs-Lasky 

Chalk up Danocrons Money as anotlier 
lemon in the Famous Forty. Juil^iim li> 
some of tlie rei’* lit la leasi s of tins group, 
lemons come in bunches. It would be 
only fair to c.xpect that the hist .sl.irring 
liicture for Ibbo Daniels would Iv extra 
good, but that’s jn.st win r.- F.inious 
I’layers-Lasky fools you.

The mil in tiling wrong with the picture 
is the story. It is based upon llobert 
Herrick's well-known novel, t lnrk's Fold, 
but tlie scenarist, Jolin Kussell, wasn’t 
satisfied witli Herrick’s story so he turned 
it inside out. Itesult: A cheap, measly 
nielodraiiia just like hundreds that have 
gone before. Tl'.ere are pictures being 
sold evciy day at rentals of ?15 tind Ic.-^s 
tliat are as good as Dangerous M'mry. 
If they don’t get any better the Famous 
Forty w ill bectnne doggone notorious. 

Tom Moore beads the supporting cast, 
wliioh also includes William Powell, 
iHiloros Cassinelli, Mary Foy, Kdward 
O’Connor, Peter Lang and Charles Slat¬ 
tery. Moore is always good, but Powell 
and Miss Cassinelli, in important roles, 
are pretty weak. 

The picture starts out auspiciously, 
with some good solid New York seines 
wliich arc the best part of the photoplay. 
The lirst scenes are laid on the Prooklyn 
end of the Manhattan Bridge, where Miss 
Daniels, as Adele Clark, lives upon a 
valuable tract of land known as Clark’s 
Field. The land is unimproved and 
poverty is .Vdeb 's bd, because its owner¬ 
ship is tlie subject of a court battle. 
Adele and lo r aunt are contesting the 
ownership with Sheamus Sullivan, a 
distant i-elative. Then tlie aunt dies and so 
does Sheamus, and Sheamus' son, Tim, 
who is in love w itli Ad«. le, refusi-s to conte.-it 
the aunt’s will, so the whole propert.v 
goes to Adele.

If You Would Act—Gel Experience 
Says Starli Young 

THKRE 1r one Rrocl.tl tnirprise that awaits a pt'rscin Innocent hut at 
the same time blessed with a nose for the theater xvh< n he moves 
roundly in the world of it ami iximes to know Its various sides. The 

c.ases may be illustrated in almost any theatrical company that takes Itself 
seriously or that is intimidated by the high intentions in the cultural air 
around. Or it is to he found in groups, among workers in small theaters, 
in art theaters, among planners and innovators and dreamers of better 
things. And especially from the so-called Little Theaters and their at¬ 
tendant movements do these particular individuals pour Into the profes¬ 
sional field. 

The newly acquainted, innocent but with the nose, hears these people 
or thi'se groups discourse. They say sometimes mere faddish things, but 
often they know the theory of the theater well enough. When they talk 
of acting they have ideas, they know that a role should be studied this 
way or that, they know that there is a world of surrounding culture tluit 
mu.st be known if one is to be an important artist in any kind. The sur¬ 
prise comes when he sees them act. 

If tliis newcomer had no genuine in.stlncts about art, he would watch 
these performances with varying reactions, according to the sort of m;in 
he was himself. There is one sort of spa^ctator who sees such a p> rform- 
ance and lets it pass as highbrow, meaning that it must be right but has 
no charms for him. There is another who is duly impressed and takes it 
as good acting, largely because everything intended is expo.sed clearly to 
view, so that any (>ne can see what should be done. But the man with the 
nose for the theater gets it right, he s.-cs that none of this is acting at all. 

What these intellectuals or theorists or thinkers are doing is to supply 
the explanation and theory of the task given them, which is the creation 
of a character. They may know what the character means, wh;it the itlea 
behind it is and what its place is in the design and meaning of the play. 
What they do may be intell^ent in it.s bearing and right in its direction. 
They bring to the theater a fine thing for its prosperity, they bring a fund 
of ideas, theory, studious (Concern. 

But what they accomplish is to illustrate the role, not to dramatize it. 
They d. -scribe rather than create. They supply a lecture on what ought 
to be done without quite doing it. They have everything but the last 
necessary thing in any art, which is to give it life. 

Such actors are often far surpas-sed by others much duller, who ac- 
compli.sh this either thru more talent or thru a different experience. The 
iniellt eiual theater is full of admirable people who would n>if be granted 
live minutes on a variety stage, where tilings must either go ov. r the foot¬ 
lights or get out. Ajiart from the t;i!< nt end of it. or granting an equal 
amount of talent, the.«e thinking persons might p< rhaps arrive at the suc- 
ce.ss that they see in these players to whom tliey f-i-l ihem.selvs so suis rior 
in mind and culture. With their cultural advantages they might evi-n sur¬ 
pass the others. And how? Thru tlie go<.d, oIiiiim<-. hard life of the thea¬ 
ter, vaudeville, stock, actor.s* boarding hous<'8, road tours, circuses even, or 
any place wh< re they could learn that the final task of the actor, whati-vi r 
else he may know or feel, is to force a resjvonse from a crowd by giving 
it something that it sees is alive. Without tlie jsiwt r to do this, tlu so 
workers are never artists of tlie theater, but only commentarie.s. helpful 
or vain. —SEW YORK TIMES.

It Is true, but that Is just an indication of what he could 
do if his tab III* W' rr given better play. Blackface i.s Burton's strongest 
line, and in blaekf n •• I'nly shnuld he be projected. Not that he is lacking 
ns an cnt<rtainir In any other makeup. But when he has pone along for 
an hour or so in one c'oi«r and thi n chances over he practically has to 
begin anew to build for hie effects on his audience. 

Oeorce Hu'seU is nnuth'T cifte.l comedian who Is largely wasted in 
the current Winter Card* n show. Jack Kose specialiZ' S in cru.xhing straw 
h.nts and di"* s Vi ry well at it. and some further comedy is provided bj’ 
Bulu McConnell. But it di«'sn't quite suffice. Kor sincing there is nothing 
to complain about in the renditions of Allan Prior, Olga Co<ik and several 
others. 

S. rvinc. for one thing, to t.ake up some of the orchestra space, is the 
r> storid runway. If this feature adds anything desirable to the perform¬ 
ance. ther»' is no visible evidence of it. Unless pirLs are decid.-dly pretty 
without makeup, no pleasure is derived from seeing them at close ranc<*.

A little t'.ming d"wn of this color would greatly 
benefit her appearance. 

The fact that the new Po.ssino Show o.-vned only a little more than 
a month ago nn<l is already pl.iying to rather poor hous..« is a sign th.it 
it Isn't regl.'tering strong I'liough. B'-tti r broaii ci medy sketches and mor.> 
.s.'. ties lik«- the sup-rli siv-.-tacle c.alh'd Thr (iard’n of thr TuilU rii n would 
inhanee the productien «.insiderably. Bitter employment of Barton ami 
Hass-ll would help still more. Oth< rwis.', no matiir hiw neat and fanciful 
the sk<tch«'s may be, they will never be able to get the best of that big 
house.
