-- ___ - ... an actor to 
live the role ne Is portraying," he said, 
his speech still betraying traces of the 
Portuguese accent he was using a mom¬ 
ent before on the stage. "'VATien I go out 
in front of an audience I try to forget 
that I am Benedict MacQuarrie and Just 
remember that I am a Portuguese fisher¬ 
man who is very much in love. But that 
is not all. Altho one must live his part, 
lie must not forget that he is living it 
in the theater, and that the primary 
function of the theater Is to entertain. 
Therefore It follows one must live the 
part entertainingly." 

He then went on to explain how he 
felt this must be done. 

"One must sense one’s audience. Some 
audiences are cold and make a great 
demand on the actor, others are sym¬ 
pathetic and meet him halfway. One 
must feel Immediately upon coming on 
the stage just which tyj>e of audience is 
to be amused. At the same time do not 
let the audience suspect it is being ana¬ 
lyzed. For myself, when I come out be¬ 
fore the footlights, I try to pause a 
moment before I speak my first lines, 
and without looking direi tly at them, try 
to sense how people out front are re¬ 
ceiving the show. Sometimes they are 
sitting up straight in their seats, some¬ 
times they are slumped down. It is my 
business to see that they are every one 
of them sitting up straight. And this I 
can do only if I know where I am start¬ 
ing from. 

"This first pause is most effective, too. 
It gives people time to finish booking 
before they have to listen to lines. But 
then, all pauses, if Judiciously handled, 
are effective. I learned this f^om Frank 
Bacon years ago. He was an artist In 
effective pauses. He could feel his 
audience at once and knew to a fraction 
of a second Just how long he dared pause

MARIAN BLAKE 

NKW YORK, April 18.—Will Rogers, according to plans now being worked out, will 
leave the Zicyfeld Follies next fall and embark on a two monlhs’ concert 
tour under the management of Charles I.,. Wagner and D. F. MeSweeney. If 

the experiment proves successful, the tours will be repeated regtilarly for the same 
period each fall and spring. 

Wagner states that he desires to "put 
brains into the musical game and jazz < 
up the concert world,” so he has ar¬ 
ranged with "the I’rince of lOnterlalners 
and the Kntertainer of the Prince” to 
attempt this experiment w-hlch he has 
had In mind for the past two years, o 
Will Rogers confesf-es that he has had r 
the same thing In mind for an even longer u 
period. i; 

The plan which Wagner outlines covers w 
two concert toura a year, one In the fj 
spring and one in the fall, each to ex- v 
tend for a period of about two months. 3

Coast If their succesa warrants It. Rogers t 
will go out and do- his characteristic i 
"topical stuff”, aiming to more or lees i 
confine his shafts of wit at the various i 
local characters and politics.

occasional shots at national figure.s. The ' 
chief Idea, however, will be to touch on •' 
matters of particular intere.st In each E 
locality he visits.

Accompanying Roger.s on this tour wMll J 
be the De Reszke Singers, who have been ' 
under the Wagner-McSweeney manage¬ 
ment for some time. These singcr.«, 
Harderty John.«on, Krwyn Mutch, Floyd 
Townsley and Sigurd Nelson, are all 
native-born Americans trained by Oscar 
Seagle and later by Jean De Re.szke. 

In speaking of the effect of this con¬ 
cert tour on his work in the Zlegfeld 
Follies Rogers said that he <lld not see 
why he could not do both, altho he ad¬ 
mitted he would have to stay out of the 
Follies until around Chrlstnia.s and leave 
iqtaln early In the spring.

Performers Protest New Ruling Alleged To Be Sponsored by Colum- 

bia Amusement Company Whereby Ike Weber Is Conducting 
a Casting Agency for Columbia Circuit Companies 

NHW YORK, April 18.—A coUuful letter, hfadfd “Columbia Casting Exchange, 
Inc., Artlst.s tiigagtrt for all attra' tions playing Columbia Burlesque Circuit." 
makes manifest that Ike Web- r has completeil arrangements whereby he is 

the Columbia Amusiment Company’s ^■el<•etion as an agency for thg employment of 
performers by producers for Columbia circuit attractions for nc-xt season. 

When Interviewed on the matter Mr. 
Weber was somewhat evasive as to an¬ 
nouncing hi.s arrangements with the 
Columbia Amu«ment Company, its 
franchise-hohling producing managers, 
opr-rat^trs of shows and performers to 
he engaged for Columbia Circuit shows. 

In referring to tlie arrarigennnt.' he- 

tvseen Mr. Wels-r and the C. A. C. a 
trade paper, not T/if Billboard, says: 

“The Columbia's own easting agency, 
operated l>y Ike \V« her, will engage all 
the new people for the entire Columbia 
Circuit next season. The only exceptions 
to this rule will be tho.'-e aitists working 
under contracts now in force which hold 
over. This will mean the artists will be 
required to pa.v a 5 per cent booking fee 
similar to vaudeville, but aci-orUing to 
the Columbia othcials will standardize 
salaries and prevent producers from o\er- 
paylng artists thru too much competitive 
bidding.” 

The foregoing article indicates that the 
Columbia Anin.-'ena nt Coini»any otvns the 
casting agency now operated by Ike 
'Web«T, and that contracts now in effect 
between producers ami p>-rformers will 
be continued until tlndr expiration, hut 
all new people engaged thru tlie casting 
agency will be engaged along vaudeville 
lines and be requin d to pay .I per cent 
booking fee to the casting ageney. 

The Colundda officials apparently think 
they will etandarizp .salaries and prevent 
producers from ovi-rpaying performers 
thru too much competitive bidding, or 
in other words, the idea indicates an ar¬ 
rangement whi'reb.v the performer seek¬ 
ing an engiigeinent with a Columbia Cir¬ 
cuit show will lie taxed .'1 tier cent of his 
salary for the etdire season.

And Individuality is of 
vital importance in a musical show these 
da vs. 

But there are plenty of good things on 
the bill. First of all, Gou Holtz. Outside 
of the repetition of the title song, Holtz 
Is the outeianding element in the show. 
His comedy, pantomime, parody singing 
and burlesquing in general is mo.st enjoy¬ 
able. It’s rather fratik fnnmaking. un¬ 
hampered b.v linesse, but it goes acro«H 
for a good price. Fines^'o will come xvlth 
pracflce. And Holtz should practice con¬ 
fidently, for he has good stuff In him. 

Next comes I’ltyllis CieveLand. Miss 
Cleveland’s assets are mostly potential. 
Her \olce, already fairly melodloiifN shows 
possibilities. Her dancing and acting re¬ 
quire study. T’< rsonally, she i.s pretty and 
winsome, nicidy suited to mtisiral comedy. 

Alexander Gray Is a very likable chap. 
AVinning personality, fine voice, natural 
and wlioUsome etage presence. Not 
enough of litni In the show tho. 

Giltle l!mma Haig is as entertaining as 
ever, tlio she doesn’t team up with Andrew 
TombfS as offeclively as she did with Jack 
Mci’.owan, Ton bes himself L» far from 
at his best. l’< rliaps the fart that he was 
inducted Into tin- last iit the tenth hour 
has soinclliing 'n do with it. 

INIlu r Howard gjtHtcrs in a fairly good 
share of credit for her work ns comedienne 
oppo-iic Holtz, while M.itide Amlrew and 
Rt'bcrt O. Ryles twe happily cast and give 
perfci’t performances as a couple of 
parents. 

Two stunning specialty dancers, Mary 
Jane and Dorothy Wilson, nattily attired 
in page costumes, do a couple of snappy 
turns. By adding remarkai>le showman¬ 
ship to exceiiiional dancing ability they 
bring the hou.se down. .Vnolhor individual 
dancor. Vivian Glenn, more than improves 
on Evelyn Gaw’s finger-pointing exhibi¬ 
tion—not forgetting the high kicking. 

Some more good dancing Is contributed 
by rt hlaek-faee pair, named Onvan and 
Ruffin, wlio liavo finly one l>rief spot. 

Eugene Reilding (iLiys a French hotel 
proprietor realistically, Gecil Brnnner fills 
a small incidental part well, atid Florence 
Auer. Morton Mer'onnachle. Ruth Ray¬ 
mond, Eddie Dowling. .Ir., and the manne¬ 
quins are salisfacfory. 

The chorus io animated bnt not yet ac¬ 
climated. It is neutral in looks and has 
pep hut no voice. With the aid of In¬ 
geniously designed costumes some inter¬ 
esting en.s» mide effects are achieved—bil¬ 
lows of lace in rhythmic motion iilways 
impresses as being something clever. 
From a working standiwint, however. 
Sammy Leo has turned out much better 
troupes. 

Tho score is llvel.v, consistent and falls 
pleasantl.v on the ear, while the lyi ic.s In 
general are catchy and of good quality. 
!?tUl, except for tlie title number, there Is 
not a really notable song in the show. 
lOyen that one number is no sensation. 

The plot of the hook is just taken for 
granted, and the scenery, tho conventional 
in locale, is more than tisnally attractivo.

Up until the last few minutes Mismntes 
looks .as tho It might have fair chances 
w'ith the cut-rate crowd at least. But the 
finale puts a big crimp in those chancea 
It isn’t verv good advertising for a show 
when patrons leave the theater mutter¬ 
ing “It’s a joke.’’ which is just what a 
lot of them are doing to Myron C. Fagan’s 
latest opus. 

By virtue of Its tit la Mismntes holds 
out the promise of being an exposition of 
dome.stic Incompatibiity—a subject that 
would really elicit wide sympathy If prop¬ 
erly pre.sented—hut instead it turns out 
to be a crook play of no particular fas¬ 
cination. It is a “two-ln-one”, to be ex¬ 
act, and, while this formula may be ad¬ 
vantageous for shoe polish, it is far from 
advisable in theatrical entert.alnment. The 
same people who like to see domestic 
problems may thoroly detest criminal 
melodramas, and vice versa. 

There Is no necessity anyway to em¬ 
ploy so much crook element In order to 
expound an idea about a mismated 
couple, and if the crook stuff must be 
projected so prominently the play should 
be given a more fitting title. 

The main action of Mismatea deals with 
a well-bred young man who has married 
a girl below his station. This has caused 
Ills family to cut him off, compelling him 
to go to work. He is not very well 
equipped to do this, so the couple has 
difficulty making ends meet. The w’lfe 
has a young brother who is mixed up with 
a crooked gang, and in her desire to help 
inc.reu.'-'e the family Incnnift by going out 
to work, slje, too, falls in with the 
criminal lot. In due course detectives 
come on the scene—there are arrests—the 
hu.sband deserts his wife, taking their 
hjiby with him—she goes to the dogs—he 
marries again, under the impression that 
his first spouse was shot and killed while 
trying to escape from prison—and for a 
climax the unfortunate woman, still alive 
and on her second escai)e from prison— 
enters the hand.=ome home of her former 
husband and his more comp.atible second 
wife, not to mention her own little boy 
whom she had thought de.ad—and the con¬ 
gestion of elements is reliev'ed with ex¬ 
pedition by the convenient arrival of the 
faithful friend and boyhood sweetheart 
with whom it is intimated that the mis- 
mnted wife will be properly mated. In¬ 
cidentally, one killing takes place in the 
play. 

The first two nets are fair and promis¬ 
ing, but when act three rolls around and 
the serious contintiity Is broken to allow 
three of the characters to play a scene for 
its comedy effei-t, it becomes evident that 
the machine didn’t start out with enough 
gas to take it to the end of its journey. 
The fourth act Is marred by an undue 
amount of explanation. 

.AUho they are not taxed with a great 
deal of characterization, the v.arious play¬ 
ers do full justice to their material. Minor 
Watson takes ^r^'t honors with his smil¬ 
ing. expressive face, clarity of diction and 
ea.se of manner. As a detective, how¬ 
ever, he is miscast. No ’’dick” is ao llka- 
blc- 

riara Joel suits and acts the part of 
the mismated wife very capably, making 
the few emotional scenes count for all 
they are worth, and C. Henry Gordon has 
no trouble filling the easy part of the 
hush.nnd. 

Frederick Howard plays the familiar 
erring brother well enough. Beatrice 
Nichols Is .amusing as a rough comedienne. 
Fred G. Tiden lilh' the role of the master 
crook in n smooth and finished manner, 
Harold Salter is an agreeable detective, 
and the talented Leona Hogarth, who does 

not .show up until the last act, refreshes 
the atmosjihcre considerably. 

lOvelyn Livlngeton and Joan Shaw, a.s 
hou.semalds, have only one or two en¬ 
trances apiece, and Edward Power is ju.'-t 
incidental. A year-old baby provides a 
few moments of amusement in the first 
act, and little Edwin Mills appears in the 
last act to represent the fiame child sev¬ 
eral years Igter. 

There is a good deal of profanity that 
might be eliminated without hurting the 
general effect, and in the scene where 
Jack O’Grady is supposed to be down and 
«iut it would be more suggestive of his 
penniless pofithin if his trousers did not 
have such a keen edge on them. 

The last act setting is a very artistic 
piece of work and the other scenes are 
adequate.

A farcical plot, too, and 
lots of It. The best part of It comes In 
the second act. In fact, moat of It is 
there, giving tho musical part of the 
show very little chance In that half. But 
It’s screamingly funny farce and every¬ 
body seems to enjoy it enough to forget 
about the mu.slc for the time being. 

In addition to Its plot Merrennry .Mary 
has one of those highly animated chorus¬ 
es that are becoming the thing nowadays. 
There was a time when the chorus was 
ju.st meant to look at. The girls needed 
only to be pretty. But now they must 
be able to do things, collectively and In¬ 
dividually. The Mercenary Mary chorus 
is one of the wildest and wiggllest that 
has come along to date. At times Its 
recklessness and abandon appear to have 
no plan, continuity or sense whatever. 
Just a lot of legs. arms, smiles, eves and 
colorful lace In stormy motion. But mo¬ 
tion Is action, and action on the stage 
begets action fhom the audience, so there’s 
something to It after all. 

Before leaving the chorus It Is only 
fair to say that every member of the 
troupe Is an unusually clever specialty 
dancer. They beat many musical comedy 
principals In that respect. 

ft takes the show a little while to get 
started. After a snappy jazz overture 
the proceedings are initiated with a few 
minutes of Introductory dialog. There 
Isn’t room for anything else anyway. Sev¬ 
eral trueklo.ids of scenery clutter up the 
stage. The first act Is absolutely op¬ 
pressed by unnecessary scenery, while the 
second act. a simple and neat Japanese 
scheme in hlaek and white, shows excel¬ 
lent taste—alt except the hideous view of 
New York buildings and housetops visi¬ 
ble thru the balcony windows.

It won’t attract the younger element. As 
a matter of fact, even among the older 
folks there are not a great maity who will 
get satisfaction out of such a iHimpous 
handling of a barracks flirtation with a 
tragic ending. In Germany, where dif¬ 
ferences In military rank are keenly felt 
and ob.served, a love triangle involving a 
commissioned otficer, the daughter of a 
veteran “non-com.” and a youthful “non 
com.” would strike a responsive chord. 
But this is the U. S. A., and A. D. 192.’’>. 
So the apfieal of such a play la narrowed 
down to a pretty small circle. 

Not that Taps, as a production, in with¬ 
out merit. Far from It. In addition to 
its truly notable cast it has In’cn hand¬ 
somely mounted and faultlessly stag* d. 
The military atmosphere l.a Impressive, and 
the trial) scene, which takes up tho entir*’ 
second act. is intensely theatrical. Om- 
sidered along practical lines, however, tho 
whole thing represents a good deal of 
misdirected energy. 

What the Shuberts should h.ave done is 
to have made an operetta out of Tans. 
With a Romberg score, the .addition of a 
little comedy relief, a military chorus and 
Iierhaps an Incidental love affair of .a 
lighter nature the piece might have been 
turned into a second Student Prince. 

Altho the cast Is a notable one, there is 
nothing particularly notable about the 
acting. Most of the players are too 
truswd up In military regalia and 
mustaches to be able to give free and 
discernible expression to their feelings. 
Irene Fenwick, the only woman in the 
cast, do«‘sn't even suggest the girlish 
character she Is supposed to portray. In¬ 
stead of the ingenuousness and spon¬ 
taneity that Would befit such a role. Miss 
Fenwick Is methodical In movement, 
t'tudied In speech, harsh In voice .and al¬ 
most motherly in looks and attitude. It 
is absolutely no part for her. 

Lionel Barrymore Is not required to do 
much more than bluster and parade his 
Imposing physique. The gruff whining 
th.at seems to have crept Into his speech 
lately h* more noticeable than ever on this 
occasion—tho it Is not as glaringly out 
of place—but aside from that his p'lrtrayal 
is scrupulously exact in every detail. 

McKay Morris stands out prominent¬ 
ly despite the fact that his role if* too 
stiff to give his talents a fair play. Morris 
Is another good actor whose diction Is 
taking on undesirable mannerisms. There 
are very few players who can beat Morris 
in rapidity of speech, but this tendency 
is almo.st running away with his dialog 
and causing many of his words to be lost 
in the rush. Morris Is a forceful and 
plcaeing talker, and audiences will ai>- 
preclate him much more If they can catch 
everything he s.ays. 

Ullrich Haupt Is mo.st fittingly cast and 
gives a carefully studied performance, 
while excellent work is done by Egon 
Brecher, Edwin Maxwell, Thurlow Bi-rgen, 
Herbert Standing and the remainder of 
the military crew, whom it Is Impossible 
to identify individually. 

DON CARLE GILLETTE. 

adds further to the enjoyment of the sec¬ 
ond act. 

Frank Kingdon makes an impressive 
judge and parent. John Boles and Mar¬ 
garet Irving do their few bits acceptably, 
and Monya, the silver-painted daiicei. 
contributes an unusual specialty. 

The music and lyrics are of averag*- 
quality, only one or two of the nunib*’rs 
being of much consequence, and. wh* ii 
one stops to think of It. there is a si-iir*-- 
ity of real singing in the show. Wheth<-r 
the farcieni book and the fanatical chorus 
—and t>efnre It is forgotten the jazzily 
tuneful amh.Tssadors—<\'in atone for that 
shortcoming is just a little hit doubtful.

A Dual Old Vic. London. Aprn 3.—Sadlers 'Wellf* Theater, a house with a remarkable history 
clo.sely associated with the names of tho.so great players of such different talcnt.s, 
Phelps and tJrimaldl, and many more bcHde, luis had a very checkered career. 

Not long ago it was rea'tored with a view to making it a first-cla.ss suburban theater 

for the production of shows similar to those in the Wc.st End, but thia experiment 

never matured. More recently it has 
been the home of movies. But the last 
estate of this great hou.se is likely to be 
better than the recent, for it is announced 
that Lilian Bayliss propose.** to develop 
it as an alternative home for the Old 
VIc. productions, both dramatic and 

operatic. 
in presenting Shakespeare at the 

Wells the house will return to its historic 
tradition, for it was here that Phelps 
hlm.'X'lf ajipeared as Falstaff, and most 
of the other leading Shakesiwarean char¬ 
acters. Kor ho presi-nted the great 
majority of plays in the Shakespearean 
folio during nis tenancy of the theater. 

The l>uke of D< von.^hlre Is appealing 
for assistance in estaldlshing thii* sei-ond 
Hid A'ic.. to do in fhe north of lamdon what 
the other great historic theater has done 
on the south side of the river. l,ord 
Hamhiedon, like tlie Duke, has .«ubscrihed

Robert J. Sher¬ 
man wrote Spooks, presumably, with two 
very vital points uppermost—situations 
and laughs. The situations are vivid and 
quite human—AA’hich Is well—and the 
laughs are continuous and altogether In¬ 
fectious. The resonantly emphatic wel¬ 
come given the new play on its opening 
night was everything thst playwright and 
producer could ask—mayhc more. Spooks 
didn't arrive with a Broadway insignia 
or a seasoned New York bell ringer on 
the advance. It is not a star play and 
the craftsman who wrote It Isn’t a chum 
of the daily newspaper critics or a 
clubmate of the ('banning Pollocks or 
Eugene O’Neills. But he is a successful 
cati-rer to the needs of stork and reper¬ 
toire producers of the tall grass domain 
and that’s where Broadway reluctantly 
confesses it drew most of Its acting aces 

The cast In Spooks is a good one. The 
writer thinks he never saw Harry Min- 
turn give such an excellent performance 
as hls depleting of fhe role of Douglas 
Blackwell, but Mr. Minturn Is by n's 
means to be singled out. as they call It. 
F»)r instance, that depend;ihle comedian 
and excellent stage manager. Harry 
Buchanan, who works :ibnut four min¬ 
utes. brings big nnunents to a brief part

The Acior as an International Diplomat THD itait pla><d by the actor in the

WHS disi iissed by laiuity's executise secre¬ 
tary before a meeting of the Kngiish- 
;'|ii-aking I’nion in the Rose Itoom of the 
Hotel Plaza April 14. (»n that occasion 
-Mr. Uillmorc said : 

“Is there anyone claiming Knglish .as 
bis motlier tongue who can fail to bt* 
IniitreHsed witlt tlie objects of the Knglisli- 
Sp< aking I'nion? If was this thouglit. 
and this thouglit alone, that overrode my 
fears and made nn- aciiuiesce wlien a.sk* il 
to address you this afternoon. I trust 
tligt tlie entlinsiasm with wliicli I ap¬ 
proach the subject will make uii for my 
lack of ability. 

“Altlio a native American, and spend¬ 
ing most of my life on this side of tlie 
water, I was brouglit up in England, and 
therefore I ought to know a little about 
the respective points of view of the two 
countries. I’oint.s of view; yes they are 
apt to be Very stubborn things, as wit¬ 
ness the app.'irently irreconcilable dif¬ 
ferences between certain employers of 
labor and their workers, and this when 
the ultimate Interest of both Is one ami 
the same. 

“Human n.ature being what it is, it is 
not altogether surprising that countries 
separated geographically and in language 
should pursue their disagreements with 
complete Indifference to the aigtiments 
of the other side, and without looking 
for that common ground of even-handeil 
justice which is always to be found. I 
say it is not surprising because neither 
of the disputants can comiiletely under¬ 
stand the other. An interpreter may 
translate the \sords of the moment, but 
neither party knows much of the other’s 
background of his Intimate history. 

"Such misunderstandings, while highly 
regrettable, are understandable, but not 
when they occur between two nations or 
groups of nations speaking a common 
tongue, reading the same books and play¬ 
ing the same gatnes. 

“With perfect understanding should 
come perfect ti ust. .ind it is therefore in r- 
feet understanding which the English- 
Speaking I'nion is trying to bring about. 

“I'pon previous occasions otliers have 
told you of tlie helpful influi-nee of music, 
law. business, etc., and it is my pleasant 
task to follow with drama or rather with 
the English-spe.iking stage and its rela¬ 
tion to our tnain object. 

"It seems to me that the first and 
greatest debt we owe is to Shakespeare 
and his contemporary dramatists since 
they set our language so that many of 
our thoughts today are phrased in the 
way they expressed them. No commis¬ 
sion appointed for the purpose, and sit¬ 
ting for a hundri d years, could have done 
tlie work so well, and the reason for that 
i.s that Shakespeare’s lines have been 
iijieated by generation after generation 
of actors to the people themselves. Tiles.' 
actors appeared mu only in the capital 
cities but traveled into distant parts of 
the country and tlnii they crossed the 
ocean and began again. 

“Civilization tmist have been first 
spread by travel, rs who carried to other 
lands the inventions and customs of the 
plaei s they had h ft. Eater came cul¬ 
ture, and with culture understanding, and 
this culture was partly carried by the 
act! rs who. thru their larger and con¬ 
stantly changing audiences, had nior«> 
ih4nee to fhrw.ird the good work than 
individual visitors, no matter how bril¬ 
liant and influential tb. y might be. 

"Korly years ago there was no Annri- 
can drama. There were writers for the 
stage, and that was all. Today in the 
theater America cJn more than hold b. r 
ow n. as is prov, d by the fact that in 
London out of a total of 37 productions 
!.■) are American—a percentage of ap¬ 
proximately 40 per cent, and in Now '\'ork 
7 productions are English, out of a total 
of 63—a percentage of approximately 10 
per cent. A jiretty fair exchange, but 
when It comes to motion pictures I under¬ 
stand that not one cinema company is 
working in England today, the .\merican 
product having driven out all competition. 
Hut this interchange in the siioken drama 
is good, for it must mean a better un¬ 
derstanding of our particular problems 
and of our respective peoples. 

“But apart from the actual plays it 
tneans an interchange of actor.s. 

“Scan any sailing list for or from 
Europe and’ you will always find the 
stage Well r. |U i seated. If you bear in 
mind the comparative smallness of our 
group I think you will agree that the 
theater’s percentage of travelers is much 
higher than other groups. Then there Is 
the travel to far more distant cotintrics. 
Rarely a fortnight passes but that a 
newly arrived .\ustralian actor r.ivuts 
.It the Ennity office or an .-Xmerican ac¬ 
tor Inquires about the particular form 
of contract he should sign for over there. 

“There are abso all-.Vim rican companies 
like Tim Erawley’s whose tours include 
.lapan. China. Straits Settlement, India, 
etc., and the Harkins Company now play¬ 
ing tile West Indies. 

“tlinerally speaking, your actor is a 
good mixer and so he is put up at the 
fliilis, asked out to dine, invited to play 
golf, and meets all sorts and eonditions 
of men. And those actors individually, 
whether American or Britisli, have an 
opportunity in perhaps a small way, but 
• n the aggregate it is big. to iron out 
national misconceptions. Of course, all 
iu tors are not diplomatic any more than 
me other travelers. Sometimes their 
lack, of tact or their narrowness of vision 
only accentiiatis an innate dislike which 
their listener may already hold, and tills 
brings me to a suggestion which at first 
lilush may appear odd and impractical, 
and yet I believe that out of it tlie great¬ 
est possible good would arise for the 
English-Speaking Union. 

“I fully realize that our colleges and 
universities already teach a vast number 
of subjects, and yet I would add another 
to tlieir curriculum. It is this tliat every 
Year a certain number of lectures be 
given on the special responsibilities de¬ 
volving tiiion every student and upon 
every citizen wlien onee he leaves hi.s 
own cotintry. He should be made to 
understand that to a certain extent be 
carries with him the honor and dignity 
of his native land, and as he speaks 
and acts so will his nation be judged 
by many of those he meets. In these 
democratic flays when the jieople of most 
countries are .supiiosed to decide policy 
how vastly important it Is that foreigners 
should have a favorable impression of 
tlie American nr tlie Englishman. 

“I beg you not to dismiss tliis thought 
without careful consideration. The peace 
of the world dejieiids upon friendly in¬ 
ternational relations, and wliat a vast 
tiTi’iiunt of good would result if the rising 
gt iii lation is inculcated with a sense of 
its gieat responsibility wlien It goes to 
foreign lands. When abroad we have all 
met the American of wliom we felt some- 
wliat aslianvd. We have also met the 
Englishman who assumed a superiority 
and vvtio was overcritical of our manner.s 
and' customs. Such a man does an in- 
t'iniie amount of harm and partially un¬ 
does vvliat statesmen and others have 
been carefully trying to accomplish, but 
all iliis iiiiglit never happen if, in his 
early days. It liad been carefully ex¬ 
plained tliat it was not for the foreigner 
to b(' caiitioiis, tliat, being a visitor, he 
slionld rather look and comment upon 
wliat was fine and worth copying at 
liollie, 

“If this series of lectures which I sng- 
gt St were given in both American and 
Englisli colleges and iiiMversities the work 
fit the English-Speaking Union would be. 
in my humble opinion, much easier and 
tlie result for wbioli you are seeking 
would sooner become an accomplished 
fael”

A Course of Behavior for Aodiraces 

Otvo Kruger, of Equity’s council, after 
seven consecutive years on Broadway, Is 
engaged in conveying to the road the 
pleasures of The \>rvov!t Wreck. Mr. 
Kruger’s work is not confined solely to 
bis in-esentation of the play. On the 
side he Is educating his audiences as to 
their effect on the actors who play for 
tiiem. vvliieh in the end usually results 
in any audience getting about the per¬ 
formance it orders. 

Erequently these lectures on the art 
of b. ing a better audience are delivered 
by radio, ami Mr. Kruger writes that 
they are often followed by “stacks of 
lett.-rs from ptsiplo stating that they 
bad not realized their most unresponsive 
attitude wlien witnessing a play until I 
ii."d called their attention to it and prom¬ 
ising never to he a bad audience again.” 

Memorial Shaft to Poe’s Mother 

The design for the memorial sliaft to 
the memory of Elizabeth Arnold I’oe. ac¬ 
tress motlicr of Edgar Allan Hoe, for 
wliich the Actors’ Equity Association has 
been rai.sing funds, has been eompletid 
and the final plans for the rearing of 
the monument will be decided at tin 
early date at a meeting at Harvard 
University. 

Mrs. Hoe. who died while playing in 
Richmond. Va.. was buried in tlie church- 
.vard of St. .lolin’s Hrotestant Ivpis.-opal 
Uhtirch, within tlie walls of wliieli Hatriek 
Henry ddivered liis fiery speech declar¬ 
ing: “Give me lilicity or give me deatli.” 

On the sliaft itself will be an inscrip¬ 
tion written by Edgar Allan Hoe as a 
tribute to bis mother. It appeared in 
'I he Broadxrtiji .hnirnnl Jui.v H.l, 1845, 
only four years before bis own death. 

“The actor of talent is poor at heart 
Indeed if be does not look with contempt 
upon the mediocrity of even a king. Tlie 
writer of iliis Is himself tlie son of an 
actres.s—has invariably made it his 
boast—and no earl was ever prouder of 
his earldom than he of the descent from 
a woman who, altlio well born, hesitated 
not to consecrate to the drama her brief 
career of genius and of b*auty.’’

AIUio the weather is still very chilly 
here, the t'-nt season is about to start, 
and those circuses that contracted many 
of their trained animals with the Russian 
State Cirt uses, sucli as Stra.ssburger. 
Blumenfeld and Hagenbeck. have recaTled 
the lions, bears and elephants, .\nother 
group of Hagenbeck’s animals, consisting 
of polar bears and elephants, clo.ses at 
tlie Circus Busch here tonight to open 
with one of the two shows of the lirm. 
Uirctis Barum-Kreiser has become asso¬ 
ciated with Alfred Schneider, who owns 
tlie act with 45 lions, considered the 
greatest of it.s kind in the world. The 
Schumann Bros.’ Circus oiiens tomorrow 
at Gothenburg, but will go to Copenhagen 
as usual in .May for the summer. 'Tlie 
Flying Codonas have been engaged by 
the Schumanns for two monrfls. also 

■Winston’s AVater Lions and Diving 
Nymphs. Krone, who operates the largest 
show in Europe, also will soon take the 
road from Munich with his three-ring 
circus. Another three-ring circu.s this 
season will be that of Henny, who has 
developed roinarkahly since he )|1ayed 
Amsterdam last year. 

Sarrasani, the iiioneer of the German 
tent circus, is still in Soutli .America, 
presenting two large shows in Argentine 
after liaviiig gone thru bad times last 
summer and autumn. He left thi.s country 
in 1023 when the intiation was at its 
worst, arranging with the late Hugo 
Stinnes to sliip tlie circus to Buenos 
.Aires, since it became an impossibility 
to buy food for tlie large number of 
animals due to the constant depreciation 
of the mark, :it the same time making a 
contract witli Stinnes to bring the slnwv 
back to Germany after a tour of South 
America. AVhen Stinnes died his firm 
refused to carry out the return passage, 
thus forcing Sarrasani to remain in .a 
country which could not support a sliow 
for an indefinite period. Sarra.'^.ini, after 
cutting expenses considerably, cabled the 
late President Ebert to use his good 
offices with the Stinnes Company, and 
after prolonged communications effected 
a financial arrangement with the million¬ 
aire’s firm. Meanwhile business picked 
up and Sarrasani was able to enlarge the 
show. He intends to return next year, 
following a tour of Uruguay and Brazil. 

The Circus Busch believes In novelties 
.and tomorrow will again pnt on a large 
water spei tacle, entitled Ih'srh. Hunch. 
Ztt Busch. This is promised to be tlie 
most stupendous show ever attempted in 
this country, with numerous scenic stunts. 

The Scala is continuing its foreign 
vaudeville poUcv. plaving onlv one native 
act in April—Cilly Feindt and her high 
school horses. Tile IS Gertrude Hoffman 
Girls are being held over, and others in 
the new hill are Duncan’s Collies. Banola 
.Asti, Miss Trixl. Alba Tiberio, Holloway 
and Austin. Four Mirthful Jovers and the 
Peblax Troupe. 

The I. .A. L. has instituted suit against 
the government over the question of the 
forced closing of all places of entertain¬ 
ment during the National mourning d.iys 
last month, occasioned by the death of 
President Ebert. Since there Is no 
precedent for such a decree and at the 
same time no legal background, the I. A. 
1., is of the opinion that the government’s 
order for closing all theaters and cabarets 
for three days, thereby doing enormous 
damage to everybody concerned. Is illegal, 
rsklng f<ir proper compensation to those 
actors who lost their salaries on the days 
in questyui 'Tlie Managers’ .Association 
also Isup a fight and asks for 
compensation in the sh.ape of tax credits, 
while the Stage Society (legitimate man- 
tigers) is bringing the question up in 
liiirliament. 

The Actors’ Association has effected a 
settlement with the legitimate managers 
over the much-disputed salary convention. 
The limit of $300 weekly will remain In 
force as far as Berlin is concerned, but 
the managers have to notify their asso¬ 
ciation in the case of contracts of more 
than $100 we.kly. For provincial en¬ 
gagements a raise of 30 per cent has been 
granted. Most every Berlin actor of 
repute has a large income from cabaret 
and film activity, altho there will be a 
limitation of cabaret engagements shqrtly, 
following the protest of the I. A. L.

The satire on the frivolity of the 
times is expressed in the couplet at 
the end of tlte last act: 

The miracle of today is, that we find 
A lover true: not that a woman’s kind. 
The lightness with which the charac¬ 

ters of the play treat love and marriage 
comes to an amusing issue In' .Tattle’s 
marriage to Mrs. Frail when he thought 
he was marrying Ahgelica. Angelica 
s.iy.s: 

But T believe Mr. Tattle meant the 
favor to me; I thank him.” 

Tattle: ’T did. as I hope to be saved, 
madam; my intentions were good. But 
thi.s is the most cruel thing, to marry 
one does -not know how. nor why. nor 
wherefore. The devil take me if ever 1 
wa.s so much concerned at anything In my i 
life!’’ 

I take this speech, with Its "devil 
take me—one does not know how, nor 
why. nor wherefore”—to be the -ki'y to 
the vocal "touch” of the play. It repre¬ 
sents the underlying insincerity of the 
tharaiters and all that they do. 

The fa.'hions for women are well dc- 
sTibed in the conversation between Prue 
and Tattle;

to any passenger or to any wtlier p. rsoii 
of or conornlng any hotel, with the in- 
t<'nlion of Induting any such person to 
enter, lodge at or beeome a guest of any 
other hotel, or who, by any false state¬ 
ment or false representation, induces anv 
person not to eni* r. lodge at or become 
a guest of any liotel, shall be guilty of 
a misdemeanor."

hackmen and "steereFs” who Iiave an¬ 
noyed travelers and attempted to dire, t 
tinni to second and third-rate hotels bv 
false statenieois, and the new iaw tffers 
to end this evil.

And with a lot of people 
going around saying .‘‘You can’t get any 
dollar seats for such and such a show 
unless you buy them eight weeks in ad¬ 
vance” it stands to rca.son that the 
theater is going to lose out on a great 
deal of patronage. 

The balcony trade, aside from being 
the steadiest in attendance, is the most 
valuable to an attraction from an ad¬ 
vertising standpoint For that reason, if 
nothing else, lietter treatment of balcony 
patrons is highly advisable.

THE proper cultivation of balcony 
trade should be given careful thought; 
and attention by theater operators. 

In the larger cities this class of pat¬ 
ronage is much abused. The daily ad¬ 
vertisements of legitimate shows in¬ 
variably feature the announcement that 
there are plenty of “good balcony seats 
at $1,” but upon applying for these 
dollar seats at the box office it is nearly 
always found that there is none to be 
had. Then, as the disappointed patron 
leaves the theater, he is accosted by a 
street speculator, who whi.q)eringly 
offers the dollar seats for $1.65. 

Sometimes a theatergoer will submit 
to this sort of holdup, either taking 
higher priced seats from the box office 

TO AID SMALL STOCKS AND REPS. 
And at Same Time Give New and Unknown Antbots a Better Chance 

IN our issue of April 11 we carried an editorial telling of the money 
playwrights lose because of the high royalties they demand from 
small stock companies, repertoire shows and other organizations 

that are unable to pay more than a nominal sum for scripts. Not only 
would the playwrights make more money by reducing their charges to 
these shows, we argued, but the latter would be in position to offer 
better bills, fvhicli in turn would attract more patronage, create wider 
and greater interest in the drama and increase the number of both 
traveling and stationary companies. This editorial came before the 
eyes of P. B. Robinson, general manager of the Playwrights’ Service 
Bureau, of New York, who w’rote us last week as follows: 

“I have many times intended wrltinp you, but kept putting It oft until 
your editorial regarding plays for repertoire companies has inspired me 
to good deed.s. 1 have'been working on such an idea for two years. I 
know the struggles and battles a new writer has to go thru to sell a play 
in New York, and aleo know there are many fine plays lying around the 
country that should be produced. So I opened my office especially to 
handle plays by new and unknown authors, and at the same time gather 
material for leasing on a small royalt.v to little theaters, small stocks, 
repertoire companies and boat shows that cannot afford to pay the big 
royalties demanded for New York successes. 

“I have found many good plays in New York that have been on the 
market but never produced for various reasons, the principal one b«*lng 
the apathy of play agents and managers toward the new writer. Not a 
few have been in the manager.s’ offices for months and even years and 
never read. I am gathering up a lot of these and trying to sell the ones 
of exceptional merit thru personal solicitation to individual managers. 
Many of these will make fine material for repertoire and small stocks, and 
their use by them in many cases will not interfere with their sale in New 
York. 

"T expect by .Tuly 1 to l.ssue a catalog of plays suitable for little 
theaters, small stock.s, rei>ertoire companies and boat shows, with royalties 
r.-inging from $.'* to $25 a pi'rformance. I am trying, tho, to get most of 
these plays so that I can lease them to repertoire and small stocks for from 
$5 to $15 a p«-rformance, some for repertoire at from $50 to $100 for the 
season. 

“My years of experience in repertoire and stock in the Middle We.ot 
has given me a knowledge of what they want in plays, and I am going 
to try to supply tliis market. It will bring an Income to many authors of 
line plays that have never been produced and will open an entirely new 
field for writers. 

“I al.so will make this office a clearing hou.se for all kinds of equip¬ 
ment .and rtipplles needed by small stocks, repertoires and boat shows that 
can be purchased in New York. Anything that they may need I will 
gladly purcha.se and fonvard to them, making no charge for this service. 

"I have associated with me as an Advisory Committee Tom Barry. 
Clifford Brooke. Walter Wilson, Cecil Owen and Hal Briggs, all men of’ 
established reputations in New York aa writers and producing directors.” 

P. B. Robinson is no other than Perce R. Benton, Robinson being 
his off-stage name. Benton is his middle name, and he has used it 
professionally for many years. 

The announcement in a recent issue 
of The Billboard that two con¬ 
tracts necessitating a double move 

from points of the Pennsylvania Rail¬ 
road west of Pittsburgh to points east 
of that city are now a thing of the 
past, and that mileage will he issued to 
circuses and shows moving in freight 
service west of Pittsburgh to an 
amount equivalent to 20 per cent of the 
gross of the contract, was, needless to 
say, hailed with delight by outdoor 
showmen. For two years or more the 
Pennsylvania Railroad lines west of 
Pittsburgh have not issued any mile¬ 
age. and. as a result, the New York 
Central lines and other competing 
railroads issuing it have cut heavily in¬ 
to the circus movements on the Penn¬ 
sylvania. 

It was flue in great measure to the 
untiring efforts of W. D. Arthur, who 
handles the circus contracts for the 
I’enn.sylvaiiia Railroad, that the mileage 
feature was brought back, as well as the 
abandonment of the double move thru 
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print? As a well-known circus trouper 
puts it; "The publishers of Mr, Robin¬ 
son’s book might consider it, in view of 
the fact that his book is a success. Un¬ 
less we get this material before the old- 
timers die off we are going to miss a 
lot of circus history.” 

Sol Stephan, of the Cincinnati Zoo¬ 
logical Gardens, last winter contemplated 
writing a book on his experiences with 
animals, but we have heard nothing 
further of it. We hope that the veteran 
has not abandoned the subject, as there 
is all too little of this sort of thing. 

The opinion of the United States 
Circuit Coprt of Appeals at Cincin¬ 
nati, holding that broadcasting by 

radio of a copyrighted musical composi¬ 
tion was an infringement of the copy¬ 
right act, will go down in history as one 
of the most important court decisions 
in the music world. It was “sweet 
music” to the ears of authors, composers 
and publishers;. When broadcasting, the 
court said, "the artist was consciously 
addressing a great, tho unseen, and 
widely scattered audience, and was 
therefore participating jn a public per¬ 
formance.” .\nd as to the argument set 
forth that a broadcasting station was not 
operated for profit the Appeals Court 
sustained a United States Court de¬ 
cision which held that "Under the 
copyright act a public performance may 
be for profit tho no admission fee be 
charged or profit actually made.”

IT would not b« ourprising to hear that Horace Braham, C. H. Croker- 

King, France.^ Nanine anci several cither principal players In The Rat 
had taken out accident in.surance c<ivering the terms of their appear¬ 

ance in this Earl Carroll Importation at the Cfdonial Theater. 
It Is said to be more often the exception than the rule when a dix-tor 

la not called to the drefusing room of one or more of thc.se players to patch 
up home Injury. On a recent evening two physicians were In attemlance 
between acts, and a third luirt to he iwnt for at the clone of the play to 
dre.sa a fresh wound su.stalned by Braham, who plays the title rol*-. 
Probably the publicity department will announce some day, in.'’tead of the 
conventional 100th performance, the 100th wound undergone by the cant. 

The rough and tumble activities of the players in The Rat may be 
said to b<-gin with the rine of the curtain ana continue in approved fimt- 
hall Ft vie until finale. At the very beginning of the play, in the White 
Coffin Saloon w'ene, Frances Nanine, an apache dancer. Is thrown the c-ntire 
width of the pro.ncenlum opening; Croker-King is nearly choked purple by 
Braham, Craee Stafford is kicked on the nhoulder by the Rat, two girl.n 
fight like tigers until they are literally pulled apart, Horace Braham tries 
three times to slick a dagger into the midriff of Crocker-Klng (and finally 
does throw the knife at him), and the act ends with the Rat biting the 
neck of Miss Nanine as the curtain falls. But these would seem to be 
merely setting-up exercises for what follows. 

In Act II of the pUiy Braham literally knocks Dana Desboro off her 
feet when she tells him that the villain Is at that moment In the home of 
the Rat’s little sweetheart. And as he rushes from the ptage the actor 
tears the silken draperies from their bangings, probably Ju.st for practice. 
Before this act has ended the following ca.Kualties have taken place: 

1. Croker-Klng tries to Ftrangle Katherine Revntr. 2. Braham 
knix'ks Croker-King to the flixir. 3. Croker-Klng throws a lamp at 
Braham; it misses him and knocks all the china from the china closet. 
4. Braham knocks a revolver from the hand of Croker-Klng and fell.e him 
with a blow to the head. 5. Braham stabs Croker-King to death. 6. 
Detective Calliard struggles with Braham, and has to be assisted by two 
other detectives before he is subdued. Then, as the curtain fall^ they all 
ailjourn to their dressing rooms and apply liniment. 

In the final act of The Rat, another catch-as-catch-can apache dance 
opens the scene. Then Detective Calliard brings the liat to the White 
Coffin Saloon and throws him to the floor in approved knock-’em-down- 
and-drag-’em out style.

THE LEIPSIC FAIR 

B 
I EULIN.—^ThiF spriiiK’.s fair in Lelpsio waP a decided success, so far as 

the number of exhibitors and the number of visitors was ct>ncerned, 
whereas the actual amount of business done varied accordinK to the 

tiifferent branche.s of industries represented, and on the whole may not 
h.ave been up to the expectations of the exhibilinR firms. The fair was 
oitencd -March 1. and while the Sample Fair, as usual, lasted only one 
week, the Industrial Fair remained open until March 11. 

About 1 4,000 firms exhibited at both fairft this sprini?, coverlnp roughly 
216 000 square meters of ground, as compared with 13,300 exhibitors last 
autumn and 4.200 In the spring of 1914, when the last fair before the war 
took place. The numbt'r of business people who visited the two fairs* this 
sjtring is estimated at more than 150,000. of whom about 9,000 came from 
foreign countries, as compared with 120.000 visitors last autumn, of whom 
about 9,000 were foreign business people, and with 20,000 in the spring 
of 1914. when only l.^oo vi.«itors came fmm abroad. 

This increase in ilie uumlier of exhiltitors and visitors waA only made 
possible by the erection of new fair buildings. Thus, for instance, in the 
heart ot the town iimler the market place, a new subterranean building 
has been built, which was opened at this spring’s fair. It is 89 meters 
long by 45 meters brttad. 5 meters high, and has room for about 175 
stands. In its red and yellow coloring it made a very cheerful Impression 
and proved a great attraction. .... 

The Industrial Fair, which Is located outside Leipslc at the foot of 
the huge monument of the Battle of Eelpsic, has abx> been extended, and 
now covers .a territorv of about 130.000 square meters. This fair consists 
of 1.3 large buildings and has an area of 21,000 square meters, with room

No itinerant carnival in the State ex¬ 

cept within the limits of an incorporated 
municipality, and only within the limits 
or upon the grounds of a State or county 
fair association when a written contract 
and permit have been obtained from 
Town Board or Fair Board. No games 
of chance or lewd and Indecent shows. 
Delivery to municipality of a bond in the 
jienal sum of not to exceed $500 as guar- 

■nntee for faithful conduct, bond to be for¬ 
feited if any laws or acts prohibited by 
contract are violated. 

Such would be the situation in the 
State of Illinois If the bill, known as 
House Bill No. 441, Introduced in the 
General Assembly by a Mr. Moore April 
8, became a law. 

Carnival showmen are much wrought 
up over the measure, some features of 
which, they argue, would Inflict great 
hardships upon them. They believe this 
is the first time that a measure has been 
proposed to bar them from exhibiting 
outside the “city limits”. They contend 
the bill, if enacted into law, would en¬ 
croach upon their liberty in that they 
would be compelled to pay whatever own¬ 
er or owners of show lots—many cities 
and towns have but one—located within 
the •'city limits” demanded or pass up 
the city or town in.stead of having the 
alternative of showing outside the 
"limits” at a reasonable price for the 
grounds. Then again there are cities and 
towns in Illinois that have placed their 
show license fees so high that they are 
prohibitory, the showmen argue, and if 
this proposed State legislation became ef¬ 
fective they would be prevented from 
showing even outside the “limits” of these 
high-licensed places. 

Carnival owners also look upon the 
idea of having a Fair Board invested with 
the power to investigate shows and issue 
licenses as unfair to their Interests. They 
cannot understand how It would be pos¬ 
sible for one branch of the amusement 
liusiness to rule fairly over another 
branch—the fair over the carnival. 

They-also voice objection to the clause 
calling the posting of a bond of $500 or 
less. 

The bill, which has been referred to 
the Committee on Judiciary, reads as 
follows: 

“A bill for an act defining carnivals 
and prohibiting the same except under 
certain restriction.^; defining the powers 
and duties of town and fair boards in 
regard thereto: and providing a penalty. 

"Be it enacted by the people of the 
State of Illinois, represented in the Gen¬ 
eral Assembly: 

"Section 1. Definitions. The words 
‘person’ as used in this act shall mean 
and include natural persons, firms and 
corporations and their clerks, agents and 
abettors. The word 'carnival' shall mean 
and include an aggregation of attractions, 
whether shows, circus<s, acts, games, 
vending devices or amu.sement devices 
whether i-ondiicted under one or more 
inan.igemenls or Indeis-nUently, which are 
temporarily set up or conducted in a 
tiublic place or upon any private premls«H, 
accessible to the pulilic with or without 
admission fee and which, from the nature 
of the aggregation, attracts attendance 
and causes promiscuous commingling of 
persons in the spirit of merrymaking and 
ri velry. Tlie torm 'town board' shall 
mean and Include any city, village or in¬ 
corporated town council or board, or tbeir
