| Pennsy Assembly
Repeals Peril Law

HARRISBURG, Pa., May 11—Act No.
51, mpproved June 1, 1883, and passed
“to prevent the placing in pertl the life
and limbs of performers or exhibitors in
places of publie amusement” was re-
pealed Monday by the Genernl Assembly
of Pennsylvania in sesafon here. .

The Gensral Assembly acted at the re-
quest of John C. Graham, sttorney, of
Butler, Pa.,, who went to work at knock-
ing out the old law at the request of
the Ringling Interests and for the bene-
fit of all outdoor attractlons. The old
law caused the shows conslderable trou-
ble in Pennsylvanis last year.

The snclent law read as follows:

Bection 1. Be it enacted, ete, that
from and after passage of this act it
shall not be Iawful for the proprietor
of any public place of amusement or
resort to perform or have exhibited the
shooting of a person from a cafapult or
other machine, the throwing of knives
it a performer or shooting at & target
held or placed on the head or near the
performer exhibitor, or performing on a
frapeze without a strong netting below
the performer, or any other feat or par-
formance that is extra hazardous and
Jeopardizes the life or lives of any par-

Wither-
spoon, m noted Amerlcan basso, had sio-
ceaded Guillo Gattl-Cazazza as  the
opers. bosg and hils death ironleally
came on the day that the house had
been placarded to announce his relgn
and hiz plans. He and Mrs. Witherspoon
were to have salled to Europe today
{Baturday) to hear new singers and
study opera improvements, The results
of the conference, which included sign-
ing singers to new contracts, had elated
him, inasmuch as he was informed that
subscriptions were exceeding last year's,
His death comes ot o time when the
opera was just coming out of the throes
of reorgani@ation and agaln throws
doubt as to its future.

After beimg graduated from = ¥ale,
where he specialized In art, Wither-
spoon concentrated on volee study un-
der several leading teachers. Hls con-
cert debut was in New Haven in 1805,
A wyear later he maede his New York
opera debut In Adda with Henry W.
Savage's Castle Square Company. In
1908, Gatti-Cazarwa's first season as
general manager, he was engaged to
sing leading bass roles, remaining with
the Met elght years. Later activities
included concert work, teaching and
lecturing.

He was married three times, his first
wife being the former Grein Hughes
They were divorced In 1916, His second
wife wes Florence Hinkle, who died two
years ago. Lazt year he wed the former
Mrs. Blanche Skenth.

The Appellate Court held that, while
the Indiana law provides that an
gbutting lot owner in a city owns the
fee to the center line of the street, yob
the public has a right to travel upon
the street at any time and all times.
“There i no allegation that the pick-
e#ts were going beyond the scope of
peaceful picketing” the court sald in
its deelsion,

Actors Unsettled Under Law

NEW YORK. May 13 —Inquiry by The
Biliboard as to the extent to which the
new State job Insurance law affects
show business reveals a hesitation by
Btate officials to commit themselves.
The actual working out of the law with-
in the next year or so will probably
clear up the confusion. An Advisory
Couneil on Unemployment Insurance
will be established soon and it wiil draft
administrative rules and regulations.
Untll this is done Industrial Commis-
sloner Elmer F, Andrews says, it is not
posgible to answer your inguiries for-
mally, definttely and authoritatively."

He adds, however, that “a readin
the aet would seem to Indicate 1:
gome “agtors, particularly those in the
lower wage brackets, such as members
of the chorus, may become eligible for
unemployment beneflts under the act.”
Unemployment benefits begin January
1, 1938, Employers must contribute
3 per cent of their pay roll to a Etate-
pooled fund, beginning March 1, 1836,
This applies to all employers of four
or more workers,

Answering the query as to out-of-
Btate dates for New York employers,
Andrews quotes Section 502 of the sct,
in defining employment as meaning (a)
“All or the greater part of the work is
to be performed within this State; or
{15} the contract of employment is en-

tered into within and the work Is in
_any part to be performed within this

State. For purposes of this article, con«
fracts entered mm.’nmm:ubjm

to this article, with persons residing in
the State of New York, shall be cofi-
sidered to be contracts entered into
within this State He adds that “this
would seem to cover sotors who are put
under contract in New York and who
may play In New York and other States
for a'New York employer.”

Andrews atates further that he be-
lieves “some sort of federa] arrangement
to take care of what may be termed in-
terstate workers 18 contemplated. This
would supplement the above provisions
of tha New York act.

As to whether performers are con-
sidered employees under the act, the
commissloner quotes Section 503, which
defines an employee as "any person, in-
cluding aliens and minors, employed for
hire by an employer in an employment
subject to this article, except any per-
son employed at other than manual
labor at a rate of wages of more than
$2,500 a year, or of more than 850 B8
week."”

The
view is expressed by the Commission that
much valuable information and helpful
suggestions will be made avallable to it
thru the conference of & charaeter to aid
it in further studying this problem,

FROY OUT FRONT

By Eugens Barr

At the time that this is belng written (Tuesday, the Tth), the award of the
Pulltzer Prize in the drama to The Old Maid has just been announced. Asa matter
of fact, It was announced last night, and the boys have not as yet had a chance to
say thelr lttle says. When they get that chance, the result should be something
to marvel at.

For few If any of them considered The Old Maid a contender. Most of the ex-
officlo newspaper votes plled up on The Children's Hour, a psychalogically minded
penny-dreadful with sensationally sociplogical tragedy ming in at the end. Many
saw reasons for giving the not-so-coveted honor to Awake and Sing of The Peirifled
Forest, In all three cases this corner dissented—and violently. The Children's Hour,
tho the most theatrically effective item on the season’s list, was two plays batched
into one and, in addition, it was based servilely {tho unacknowledgedly) upon &
ctiminalogical eketeh by Willlamn Roughead, Awake and Sing deslt with what is,
after all, a very small corner of the American scene — and, tho its dialog rang
devastatingly true, It had innumerable false corners and, to many spectators, an
abounding lack of fundamental Interest. Tts author, Clifford Odets, Is undoubtedly
one of our most promising playwrights; he will assuredly win the Pultizer Prize
in some future year—and with s better play than Awake and Sing. As for The
Petrified Forest, despite the sdulstion of people who should have known much,
much better, it was all compaet of self-conscious neurcels of the post-Fitzgerald
gchool, & sophomoric and banal resuscitation of all the sad young men.

For two other cantenders this department had a warmer regard—The First
Legion and Valley Forge, Nelther was particularly prominent in the firet survey of
cendidates for the award, but, when the word went around that a dark horse was
gcheduled to win, they drew a bit of attention. Valley Forge in particular went up
in the betting until Sem Zolotow, the demon dramatic reporter of The New York
Times, rated Ite chances as 13 to 6. Tt would have homored the prize. Dis-
missed by many reviewers as g dull whitewsshing of Washington, it contalned
stinglng satire and pounding, insistent, unwhitewnshed truth, walting just beneath
the surface for those who cared to see. Tt was its uncompr truthtelling, ite
splendid bludgeoning, which probably reted it among the season’s financial failires,
But It was a fine and stirring play nevertheless

As for The First Legion, it opened in New York against the rival delights of
some ephemeral poppycock that happened to have Francine Larrimore in the cast.
As a result, It was left to the far-from-tender mercy of the second-st reviewers,
none of whom managed fo see its fine, honest thought, {ts clear svaluation of an
eternal problem, Its inspired writing and Its amazing theatrical effect. How they
avoided seeing those things is & process known only in the mental byways of second-
gtring reviewers. In any case, they treated the play shamefully—and none of the
ﬂrst-stdn%‘hmen seemed ever to get around to seelng it. None the less, it was suc-
tessful both here and on the road—and, despite its extremely weak ending (one
that could easily have been strengthened} it was among the finest Ametican plays
of recent seasons. y i

Ag for the cholce of The Old Maid, it comes as a surprise rather than a disap-
polntment. Theoretically it was ineligible for the prize, Zoe Akins, the dramatist,

Percenters

Exhibitors are again complaining about the forced
booking of percentage pictures. They contend that most
of the high per cent pictures prove to be duds, and, altho
the producer gets his coin, the exhib is left holding the bag.

In many instances the high per cent pictures are
booked bhefore they are made. How does the producer
know that his feature is going to prove a winner? Almost
anything can happen in a studio to turn what looks like
box office into something that will ruin a theater’s patron-
age, The method is decidedly unfair, and theater owners
should band together to abolish the menace.

If producers are sincere in their belief that the per-
centage pictures are the knockouts they claim, they shonld
be willing to give the theater owner a gnarantee for show-
ing the epic. This, however, wonld come under the head
of giving the exhibitor a break, and might start a bad
precedent.

In running percenters, the theater owner turns his
house over to the producer and merely acts as manager,
with no assurance that he is even going to draw pay.

It would seem to us that, inasmuch as most pictures
are bad, the purchaser of a block should be given the few
good ones in order to counteract the losses on the lemons.
Perhaps this is too much logic.

Exhibitors would be willing to gamble on a picture if
the picture were good, but they never have any assurance
that it will be. They can be made to look attractive in
colored inserts, but flop dismally on the screen.

Individual kicking by exhibitors will get them ne-
where, If requires concentrated action. Those companies
putting most pressure on the theater owners shonld come
in for particular condemnation, and the theater owners
who stand for it without complaint have only themselves
to blame for the situation.

Each succeeding year has found the majors selling
more percentage pictures at higher and higher cuts, until
it has reached the point where most percenters leave noth-
ing to the man who owns the house.

It would seem that the producers, realizing the spot
they are in regarding public opinion, would try to de
something to counteract the attitude, instead of arousing
more ire. However, they will undoubtedly continue their
clumsy methods until forced to abandon them.

No doubt the product of the last six months is a big
improvement over that of former years, but no picture is
worth a 25 per cent cut, and an exhibitor who must advertise
heavily on what he bslieves to be an epic is entitled to
more consideration.

Every exhibitor organization should bring up this

subject and notify the offending companies. It will prob-
ably do little immediate good, but it would at least be a
definite stand and would give food for a mighty strong
argument when the film salesmen make their rounds.
