NEW YORK, May 30.— Tho the dramatists-managers quarrel is formally settled 

now that the dra matists on Monday agreed to the amended pact that had been 
given to managers, and the managers on Thursday authorized Dr. Henry Mosko-
witz, executive adviser of the League of New York Theaters, to sign for that body, 
a new impasse looms In the possibility that screen backing for Broadway produc-
tions may not be forthcoming because of Hollywood's• discontent over the pact's 
neglect of the interests of fil m co mpanies.  Should future events develop along 
the trend of action announced by J. 
Robert Rubin, vice-president and general 
counsel of M G M, which is planning to 
withdraw its support from the produc-
tions of Sam Harris and Max Gordon, it 
is not unlikely that Broadway will again 
find it necessary to seek Its source of 
money from the coffers of Wall Street.

Somme, one of the owners of the Byrd 
and other local houses and managing 
director of the Virginia State Fair hav-
ing won his test case before a jury in the 
Hustings Court here.  Several weeks ago 
Manager Somme was fined $5 in Police

case. 
The Virginia law provides that no per-

son may engage in business on Sunday 
unless it is of a necessary or charitable 
nature.  The  court  ruled  that  work 
which "i mproves the moral or physical 
welfare of the people" may be termed a 
work of necessity.  In instructing the 
jury the court said: "In determining 
whether it was a work of necessity for 
So mme to work as he did on Sunday the 
jury should decide the question in the 
light of the standards of the age In 
which we live, recognizing the fact that 
things are works of necessity on Sun-
day at this time, and under modern 
conditions of life, which were not in 
former years so considered, and in con-
sidering the question the jury should 
give consideration to the effect which 
the operation of the theater, as shown 
by the evidence, has on the good order 
and moral welfare of the co mmunity, 
and whether or not its operation im-
proves the moral or physical welfare 
of the people." 
The jury was out only 25 minutes and 

then returned with a verdict of "not 
guilty."  Co mmonwealth's Attorney Mad-
den then stated: "The case was fairly 
sub mitted to a fair and impartial jury 
and they decided that motion pictures 
are a necessity here, and I shall abide 
by their decision by not atte mpting to 
prohibit Sunday shows."

In Operation to England's BBC

Only departure will be a board of nine honorary gover-
nors which will have absolute control over all broadcast-
ing —many changes in the offing 

OTTA WA, May 30. —New legislation for the control' of radio broadcasting in 
Canada will be ready for presentation to Parliament within two weeks.  No con-
sideration has been given individual appointments tg the position of general man-
ager and mention of the names of Gladstone Muna. of British Broadcasting Cor-
poration, and Reginald Brophy, of the National Broadcasting Company, arises out 
of the fact that they are Canadians who have achieved high positions in the 
broadcasting systems of other countries. If the reco mmendation of the radio com-
mittee is carried out the appointment of 
general manager will only be made thru 
the board of governors.  Murray is felt 
certain to get the job. 
In  connection  with  the  proposed 

method of acquiring a board of nine 
honorary governors, It was said Canada 
might find it necessary to depart in 
this regard from the British setup.  It 
is suggested by the radio committee that 
this board should -have exclusive control 
over  the  character  of  all  programs, 
political and otherwise, broadcasts by 
private stations and the advertising con-
tent thereof. 
In a compact area such as the British 

lees such a plan has been found feasi-
ble.  The radio committee has recom-
mended that the Canadian board be 
representative of all Canada, and the 
government sees many difficulties in ex-
pecting an honorary board to perform 
the same functions In a country 8,000 
miles wide. 
If British Columbia, prairie Province 

and maritime governors were expected 
to be available to exercise the exclusive 
control assigned to them, in addition to 
keeping an eye on national broadcasting, 
they would have to be people of con-
siderable means, or else an expense ace 
count would have to be provided that 
would carry the cost of administration 
much higher than It has been under a 
commission of three members.  Even to 
bring such _a board together every two 
weeks would involve heavy expenditure. 
The radio committee report, however, 
criticized the present commission and 
saw a "loose administration." 
Members of the government said they 

believed steps would be taken to trans-
fer Hector Charlesworth, present commis-
sion chairman, to a position in the 
government service which he would find 
"more congenial." No mention was made 
of other members of the present com-
mission, but it yeas rumored that they 
would be asked for their resignations 
within a few days.

Radio Ad Feature 
Changes Policies 
NEW YORK, May 30. —Advertising Fea-

tures, /fic., radio-newspaper advertising 
agency, has changed policies on its syn-
dicated cartoon advertising-plugging ra-
dio shows.  under the new arrangement 
newspapers are no longer required to pay 
the agency a brokerage fee.  Result has 
been to increase the number of news-
papers co-operating with the firm from 
50  to  practically  all the dailies  in 
America.

The recommendations Made for Cana-

dian radio by the Parliamentary com-
mittee were, In brief, as follows:  ' 
Repeal of the Canadian Radio Broad-

casting Act of 1932 and substitution of 
an act creating a broadcasting corpora-
tion with an honorary board of nine 
governors, a general manager and as-
sistant general manager.

NEW YORK, May 30. —Largest network 
coverage ever to be secured for steady 
series of programs is the aim of the 
American Tobacco Company, first step 
being to link the two National Broad-
casting Company chains, effective June 
3, for the Lucky  Strike Hit Parade. 
This Is to be followed by an increase in 
coverage of the sarao firm's program on 
Columbia, advertiser buying time on the 
Mutual Broadcasting System and tack-
ing that to the Columbia chain. 
Originally the plan was to have three 

broadcasts a week, all of the Hit Parade 
idea  These were to go on the combined 
NBC chains, CBS and Mutual.  Later, 
however, it was decided that such a 
policy would involve too much same-
ness in programs.  It Is the purported 
intention of George Washington Hill, 
president of the American Tobacco Co m-
pany. to blanket, to the greatest extent 
possible, those areas serviced by net-
work stations, on the belief that the 
network stations have the larger audi-
ences and that by welding, in the case of 
the NBC stations, the two chains, the 
larvest single audience is guaranteed. 
While NBC has had its two chains on 

the same shows before, it has been done 
only once for a commercial series. This 

was for the Metropolitan opera broad-
casts, once sponsored by ',sickles and 
once by Li.sterine.  These  broadcasts 
started as a sustaining feature.  Time 
bill will unquestionably exceed that in-
volved in any other series, network, spot 
or transcription. Other advertisers, such 
as Chevrolet and Ford, have Used more 
stations in transcriptions series,   
auto firms now using more than 300 
stations.

More Light Thrown 
On Child Reaction 
CHICAGO, May 30. —Norman Alexan-

droff, who has spent three and a half 
years in making a survey on the radio 
likes and dislikes of the juvenile, an-
nounced this week that the past three 
months of experi ments has added even 
greater knowledge to that previously as-
sembled. 
Tests in the last three months have 

proved that schoolroom observations of 
the reactions of children to certain radio 
programs have not been as successful as 
those- held  in  Alexandroff's  studios, 
where the observers were unnoticed by 
the children.  In the schools the child 
knew he was being watched and as a re-
sult created a different attitude and not 
a natural reaction.  Alexandroff said 
that the questionnaire system could not 
be depended upon either, because six-
year-olds, wanting to imitate their eld-
ers, were putting down the more mature 
programe as their favorites because their 
older brother or sister had also done so. 
In order to get the true home reaction 

of the child radio listener Alexandroff 
has worked out a plan whereby 15-min-
ute recorded programs will be furnished 
for use on the home phonograph and 
mothers by a simply worked out chart 
can check off the different reactions of 
her child or children.  These will prob-
ably be ready for distribution by.the end 
of June. 
/t has been discovered that the aver-

age children's program is filled with 
blood and thunder and curdling sound 
effects that work on the child's nervous 
system.  Alexandroff reproduced these 
programs word for word with all sound 
effects of the original manuscript dupli-
cated and watched the effect on the chil-
dren.  He then duplicated the program 
with new dialog, sound effects that did 
not constantly jar the child's system 
and cause excitement and found when 
the program ended that the child had 
been entertained, was enthusiastic about 
its heroics and story but was not ex-
cited, which proved, he says, that chil-
dren's progra ms can be much better 
written than they now are. 
Another experiment showed that when 

education is brought out In a program 
in clashoom style the .child is very 
bored while if written as part of the - 
dramatic dialog it is accepted by the  
listener with as much relish ea the bal-
ance of the program. 
Alexandroff believes that most of the 

children's stories on the air today can 
be toned down without losing the lis-
tener's interest and a large percentage 
of the exciting sound effects can be cut 
out. He says that it is the length of the 
sound that causes a nervous reaction. 
He stated that educational facts can be 
injected in. a child's program at the 
height of a dramatic point and will 
remain with the listener. 
Radio stations and advertising agen-

cies all over the country are showing 
much interest in Alexandroff's experi-
ments.  He figures that he still has two 
more years of work before he can make 
definite recommendations.

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New FCC Rules 
On Rebroadeqe 

• 
Simplifies move of outlets 
taking programs from each 
other —effective July 1 

• 
WASHINGTON,  May  30. —New rules 

by Federal Co m munications Co mmission 
governing rebroadcasting, effective July 
1, have been• pro mulgated and under 
which the licensee of a regular broad-
cast station may, without authority fro m 
the co m mission, rebroadcast a -progra m 
of another United States regular broad-
cast station contingent upon notice to 
the commission and with the express 
authority of thé licensee of the station 
originating the progra m.  No licensee, 
however, of any other class of broadcast 
station shall do this without express 
authority  fro m  the  co mmission.  No 
such licensee of a regular station, the 
rule continues,  shall  rebroadcast  the 
program of any other class of United 
States station without written permis-
sion in advance, nor shall any licensee 
of any class of station rebroadcast the 
program of any foreign radio station 
without written authority in advance 
having been obtained fro m the com mis-
sion. 
In event, as regards the latter, a pro-

gram is trans mitted entirely by tele-
phone facilities in which a section of 
such transmission is by radio, this shall 
not be considered a rebroadcast.' Other 
provisions are that application for au-
thority to rebroadcast shall be acco m-
panied by the Written consent of the 
station originating the progra m; that in 
event of such as a chain progra m the-
person legally fesponsible for distribut-
ing the progra m or the chain facility 
may obtain such authorization for the 
entire rebroadcast, and that authority 
for the rebroadcasting in the United 
States of a. progra m of an international 
broadcast  station  located  within  the 
limits of North A merica will not be 
granted except upon a satisfactory show-
ing that no wire or other facilities exist 
for transmitting the progra m to the 
area served by the station proposing the 
broadcast. 
A licensee of an international broad-

cast station may authorize the rebroad-
cast of its progra m by any station out-
side the limits of the North A merican 
continent without the co mmission's per-
mission, but with the provision that 
the station rebroadcasting the programs 
cannot be received consistently in the 
United States.  And no person shall be 
permitted to locate, use or maintain a 
dlo broadcast studio or other place or 
pparatus fro m which or whereby sound 
waves  are  converted  into  electrical 
orgy, or mechanical or physical repro-
action of sound waves reproduced and 
aimed to be transmitted or delivered to 
radio station in a foreign country for 
e purpose of being broadcast fro m any 

radio station there having a power out-
ut of sufficient intensity and/or being 
So located geographically that its emis-
sions may be received consistently in' the 
United States, without first obtaining 
e permit fro m the co mmission upon 
proper application therefor.

In view of the fact that the National 

Association of Broadcasters is carrying 
on the W DAS case, it is believed that 
William A. Schnader, counsel  retained 
by the NAB, will appeal the decision In 
the Superior Court of Pennsylvania.  In 
disinissing the exceptions in the dance 
hall and eatery cases, both spots are 
restrained in furnishing amuse ment and 
entertainment for their guests by play-
ing  phonograph  records,  specifically 
those made by Waring. 
A fourth injunction sought by Waring 

to restrain W. P. Robinson. trading as 
Robinson  Recording  Laboratories  at 
Narberth, Pa., fro m making records of 
the Ford broadcasts was made perma-
nent, due to the fact that no exceptions 
to the temporary decree nisi were filed 
by attorney. Maurice J. Speiaer, attorney 
for Waring and general counsel for the 
NAPA, said that similar test cases, Will 
be spotted thruout the country in be-
half of other nationally known perfor m-
ing artists. 
Ultimate at m of the NAPA is to amend 

the Duff y copyright bill to cover disk 
performing rights.  An amend ment to 
protect the property rights of inter-
pretative artists and provisions for the 
performer to copyright his Interpreta-
tions and renditions was introduced in 
the House of Representatives by Con-
gress man J. Harwood Daly, of Pennsyl-
vania, under the  sponsorship of  the 
NAPA, and plans are being made for an 
early hearing on the bill.

Tak-
ing  off  fro m  the  Dallas  airport  at 
8:05 a. m., the big transport will circle 
the Expo grounds for 30 minutes.  After 
McNa mee finishes a colorful description 
of the Expo area the guest officials 
take a turn at the microphone to give 
their impressions of the scene below. 
The progra m will be heard on NBC's 
Blue network at 10:05 E MT. 

TB addition to the airview of the 
grounds, m usical entertainment typical 
of the Lone Star State will be broadcast 
fro m the plane.  The three groups of 
entertainers will sing and play songs 
indigenous to Texas and her four cen-
turWs of ro mantic history.  Thus, an 
entire radio show will originate in the 
air for the first ti me in the Southwest. 
The progra m was arranged by Phil Car-
lin, NBC program director, in co-opera-
tion with the Gulf-Expo production and 
technical staff.  It is the first of four 
transcontinentals  that  will  originate 
thru the- Gulf studios on the opening 
day.

Broadcasting Syste m has taken title to a 
large plot of ground that has been as-
sembled on Park avenue and on 59th 
and 58th streets.  Plot frontage on Park 
avenue is 125 feet, 140 feet on 59th street 
and 125 feet on 68th street.  Not in-
cluded is the northeast corner of Park 
and 58th Street, which gives the co m-
bined site.s a huge L plot.  Total as-
sessed value of the ground is placed at 
$1.735,000, the purchase price being con-
siderably above that figure, of course.

AFM Clarifies Concession 
To Radio Artists' Bureaus 
May book private entertainments, including musical 
ensembles and symphony dates, etc. —no license needed 
for these one-time shots, says President Weber 

• 
NE W YORK, May 30. —Radio stations artists' bureaus received a letter this 

week from Joseph N. Weber, president of the American Federation , of Musicians, 
advising that the Federation had made alterations in the restrictions imposed on 
the bureaus in booking bands.  Interpretation placed on the letter by the artists' 
bureau executives is that they can now book bands on all but steady dates and 
for such activities as radio commercials, symphony engagements, private club and 
private entertainment dates.  When the AFM recently withdrew all band-booking 
franchises from radio station artists' bu-
reaus It threw one of the biggest ite ms 
right out of the bureaus' hands, namely, 
the private party field.  The bureaus, 
however, didn't mind, since it meant 
that they could simply deduct the scale 
price of the musicians fro m the total 
party fee and let the customers shop for 
bands.  The bureaus profited, since they 
usually charged over the scale for mu-
sicians in budgeting the shows.  As an 
average, it meant about $50 extra for 
the bureaus on dates calling for 10 men. 

Meanwhile various contractors found 
themselves in for headaches.  They were 
forced to open offices, or increase their 
staffs, to follow up on the tips fro m the 
artists' bureau.  It also meant a finan-
cial  headache,  since  the  contractors 
often had to wait for their money, which 

previously was paid, the night of the 
date by the artists' bureaus, which, in 
turn, waited for the money.  Recently 
Local 802, AF1Vf, called a meeting to go 
over the problem, with a representative 
of the national body attending. 
Weber's letter stated that symphonic 

and concert groups could be booked; 
that orchestras could be Set for club 
dates,  and  that  musicians  could  be 
booked by the artists' bureaus when they 
are parts of acts.  That means, the bu-
reaus  maintain,  that  all  but  steady 
dates, one-nighters and theaters can be 
booked. 
Most unusual twist, however, 18 that 

the stations are back handling bands, 
but without AFM franchises.

ators of this thriving cover spot.  Smart 
booking from two angles at least: firstly, 
publicity value of. debut ele ment, this 
being Mies Baker's first try at night 
clubbing, and, secondly, cashing in on 
tre mendous following of this tre mendous 
theater box-office attraction. 
Two  successive  shows  (dinner  and 

supper)  were  caught on a Thursday 
night, usually a tough nut to crack for 
spots catering to middle and better-class 
trade.  Diners piled in at a Saturday 
rate.  W hich proves m ore or less the 
wisdo m of the Baker booking.  With 
Miss Baker as introducer and co median 
is Chicago's Joe Lewis, late fro m Holly-
wood's Troc. Strictly for ru mba rhyth ms 
is the Cle mente Orchestra Of Latins and 
Miss Baker'and Lewis are backed up by 
the  Meadowbrook  Boys  Orchestras, 
co mbo of eight jiistru mentalists and two 
additional vocalists.

NE W YORK, June 1. —Awakening from its long slumber as regards using stage 

shows in its theaters, Loew makes a move this Friday in restoring a vaude policy 
at the Metropolitan, Brooklyn. presumably for a two-week run, that has significant 
angles.  First, It shows a trend of theaters to throw in a combination policy on 
occasion to capture a couple of good box-office weeks after poor returns fro m 
weeks of poor fil m product.  Also It indicates thru the policy planned that thea-
ters are getting around their often la mented pit musician bugaboo, the use of a 
"name" stage band not entailing pit    
musician costs in spasmodically booked 
houses.  The Capitol here is reported as 
being in line for booking of this nature 
also. 
The opening show at the Metropolitan 

this Friday will include Milton Berle, 
Don Bestor and ork and Jane Cooper. 
Bestor will  work the stage  and pit. 
There will be a complete chahge of show 
on the second week.  The circuit denied 
that these two weeks were in any way 
in the nature of a test to determine the 
advisability of using a consistent com-
bination policy at the theater.  C. C. 
Moskowitz, of the circuit, revealed that 
It was just considered an opportunity to 
get a couple of good weeks at the box 
Office. Both RICO and Si Fabian, operat-
ing theaters adajacent to the Metro-
politan, deny any possibility of their 
putting stage shows into their respective 
Albee and Fox theaters. 
As for the Capitol, there has been a 

persistent  report  making  the  rounds 
that the Loew Circuit was considering a 
combination policy there. It might work 
out that a couple of weeks of flesh 
might be thrown into the house on oc-
salon, just as in the case with the 
Metropolitan.

tors to task last week in a statement by 
the manage ment.  Latter attacked in 
part the authenticity of the Association 
Francaise Des Attractions Des Spectacles 
as being representative of French artistes 
and also answered the various reasons 
attributed for the strike.

the theater While perfor mers were on 
the stage. 
Of 16 bills presented at the Alha mbra 

the manage ment reveals that only twice 
did It 'exceed the nu mber of foreign 
artists allowed in France.  Once there 
were three over the figure, and the other 
ti me 11 more.  Both occurred when the 
house presented the shows, Festival 172-
ternational  Du  Music  Halt  and  Les 
Grandes  Semaines  Internationales Du 
Music Hail, in which al most each coun-
try in the world was represented by an 
act.

If the Broadway season now melting into the heat wave has been remarkable 
for any one thing —and it has been truly remarkable for several things —it is for 
the nu mber of superlative performances which have been seen.  No other season 
within the memory of this corner has been blessed with so many outstanding 
acting jobs. That is probably indicative of many things, but It is certainly Indica-
tive of an increased joy in theatergoing.  Even certain bad plays have been co m-
paratively easy to take because of the excellence with which they have been 
performed. 

Faced with such a situation, your reporter is practically stymied In picking the 
10 best performances of the year.  There is, of scourse, no real reason why the 10 
best performances should be picked —but it's an old Billboard custo m, and anyhow 
a column is hard to fill on a hot spring day. 

•   
Walter Hampden's Cyrano is, of course, not to be considered. It is the creation 

not of this season but of a re me mbered season many years ago —and to this 
reporter it always has been and always will be a thing apart.  It is one of the rare 
flakes of gold that someti mes float and settle somehow upon the tinsel of the 
stage. This reporter can only be grateful that he has been privileged to see it 22 
times and sorry that he will be unable to see It again. 

For the rest, the going is tough —except, of course, for first place, which is easy. 
However, after cogitation, mental wrestling and several broken pencil points a first 
10 has been selected.  The players therein ara in the following order: 

1— Alla Nazin-iova In Ghosts; 2—Harry Irvine in Murder in the Cathedral; 3— 
Wendy Hiller in Love on the Dole; 4—Eduardo Clannelli In Saint Joan; 5—Burgess 
Meredith In Winterset; 6—Cecilia Loftus in Abide With. Me; 7—Harry Ellerbe in 
Ghosts; 8—Helen Hayes in Victoria Regina; 9—Rose McClendon in Mu/atto; and 
10 —Arthur Byron in Saint Joan. 

In some ways the list Is orthodox enough; in others it most assuredly isn't  No 
one, probably, will dispute the pre-eminence of M me. Nazimova's magnificent per-
formance of Mrs. Alving, not even the clubwomen who recently voted a medal for 
the best performance to Helen Hayes.  For, if the clubwo men think It over, even 
they will probably be able to see the glory, majesty and dignity, the great effect, 
the intelligence, dramatic power and splendid sense of theatrical craft that M me. 
Nazi mova brought to her characterization.  It was one of the truly great things of 
the theater —not of this season alone but of all seasons. 

Mr. Irvine's portrayal of the archbishop in the WPA's most famous production 
has been com mented upon at length In this corner.  It is sufficient to add that 
it would be the best performance of any season which did not also include M me. 
Nazi mova's Mrs. Alving.  Miss Wendy Hiller, a young English importation, blew 
the glory of youth across her characterization in Love on the Dole, impressing upon 
all who saw her a glowing, fine personality and an acting ability uncanny In one 
so young.  Mr. Ciannelli's portrait of the bishop in Saint Joan contained veno m 
that spat and flared thru the dull reaches of the play —and in addition it was a 
sy mpathetic and intelligent interpretation.  Mr. Meredith's picture of the flaming, 
hard-bitten Mice of Win terset bas been so widely praised that it needs no further 
plaudits here. Miss Loftus offered a truly amazing portrayal In Abide With, Me, so 
clearly, sympathetically and effectively did It catch the essence of an obscure and 
often badly written part.  Mr. Ellerbe's Oswald in Ghosts was a fine and sincere 
interpretation of a role which in al most every other instance has ended In scenery 
chewing.  Miss Hayes' Victoria, of course, needs no com ment, tho this reviewer 
feels that her delicately etched and beautiful playing of the early scenes has been 
unfairly overshadowed by the tour de force of makeup at the end. Miss McClendon 
brought all lier power, dignity and heart-breaking sincerity to the little- more-
than-stock role of the mother in Mulatto.  Arthur Byron's inquisitor In Saint Joan 
was topped only by Mr. Ciannelli's cleric. 
•  Mr. Clannelli, incidentally, contributed another first 10 characterization during 
the season, his gangster in Winterset, which he has been hired to transfer to the 
screen.  It rates right behind -his Saint Joan performance, so, if you want-to take 
It that way, you can say that he occupies two places in the first 10. 

With such a wealth of fine material fro m which to draw, a second 10 is Inevit-
able.  The difference between perfor mances in the first 20 is so slight as to be 
practically Invisible to the naked eye. 
The second 10, then:

Me; 2—Maurice Evans in Saint Joan;

sions, falling back upon the indubitable 
fact that you can't stretch 10 into two-.

One performance definitely rates hon-
orable mention, even tho It belongs to a 
season  other  than  this.  It  IS  Eva 
i.e Gallienrse's Camille, revived this year, 
wherein Miss Le Gallienne makes Dumas' 
weepy heroine into a tragically and wist-
fully gallant figure,  al most a fe male 
Cyrano.  That  transformation  Is  an 
achieve ment. 

And some mention should be made of 
the performances turned in by at least 
two players in musical comedy: the hi-
larious antics of Fannie Brice In the 
Follies and the astounding hoofing of 
Ray Bolger In On Your Toes.

With the great emcees of their revival 
of Uncle Tom's Cabin still fresh in mind, 
the members of the Players' Club have 
dipped once more into the quietly bub-
bling cauldron of Americana, and have-

fished out with a tasty tidbit. The club's 
annual revivel (the 14th in the series) 
Is this year devoted to George Ade's The 
County Chairman, which was a comedy-
drama sensation of the years just after 
the century's turn. 

Fashions  have  changed  since  The 
County  Chairman  first  convulsed  its 
eager audiences.  Even \ in those days it 
was  (so they say)  considered rather 
quaint, since It Went back to the Ameri-
can folk-scene of the 1880's for its ma-
terial.  It is much quainter now, of 
course, because Mr. Acte, while viewing 
the American scene with much 'insight 
and gentle satire, insisted on adhering 
Mr the tried and true play-pattern of his 

What is important is the homely, au-
thentic American flavor that is injected 
into the set of stereotyped characters 
who are put thru the stereotyped paces 
of the plot.  Many of them emerge as 
real and interesting examples of a phase 
of American life that has long since 
passed —and aleo as examples of dramatic 
characterization of a somewhat later era. 
The play thus has a double interest: an 
interest as a sort of Godey's print of a 
departed day and an interest as an ex-
empla of accepted and rigidly molded 
stage writing of the early 1900's.  And, 
In addition, It has great charm in its 
present  presentation,  gusty  humor, 
shrewd insight and a canny sense of ef-
fective theatrical hoke.  Incidentally, it 
shows once more that the playwrights 
of an earlier day wrecte for the theater 
rather than for its critics. 

Charles Coburn gives a rounded, genial, 
Ingratiating and flavorsome performance 
as the county chairman who was Mr. 
Ade's  chief  expression  of  the  rural 
America of the day, the county chairman 
whose naechartations suceeded in elect-
ing his young law partner to office, de-
spite the opposition of the local Simon 
Legree.  As  that  mortgaged-bedecked 
villain,' Forrest Orr gives a performance 
as fine In its way es Mr. Coburn's, while 
Rose Hobart is charming as his daughter, 
who eventually falla into the arms of the 
successful young candidate.  The young 
Galahad himself is played excellently 
by Alexander Kirkland, who makes of 
himself a figure from the fashion plates 
that used to adorn tallor-shop windows, 
stiff, handsome, stilted and entirely in, 
keeping. 
The host of minor local-color roles are 

all of them admirably played, with the 
work of Ben Leaden& Jay Fassett, Ben 
Smith, Eda Heinemann, Dorothy Stick-
ney and Parker Fennelly standing out.

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THZ man in the street to whom is ascribed (helpless soul that he is) a chronic 
myopia of the imagination wonders what has become of the vaudeville actors 
who used to entertain him in the days when every sizable town had its quota 

of vaudeffire theaters. , Our little man during his busy day might even gather 
wool over this question while watching the floor show at his favorite night spot. 
The answer, of course, appears in the cast of the floor show and, for the sake of 
Making our comment all-inclusive, in the list of workers enrolled in the local 
Federal Theater Project. 

Which is our devious way of commenting that the night club field carries 
the flaming torch that keeps performerdom vigorously alive.  True, conditions in 
the night club field generally are considerably worse than they were in vaude-
ville's most depressing days.  But the important consideration for the purpose 
of this thesis is that night spots are the means of keeping thousands of potentially 
• successful actors within the profession; providing for them a living wage and 
affording an ideal opportunity for development and exhibition of talents before 
eager buyers of other and more lucrative fields. 

While we still and perhaps to the end shall always hold to the belief that 
living entertainment cannot be wiped of the face of these United States, our 
faith In this basic principle would perhaps have been considerably shaken were 
It not for the revival of ,talent activity in night spots these past two seasons. 
So complete has been the invasion of night club business into the-formerly sorrino-
lent ranks of popular theatricals that there isn't a performer today who has not 
been in contact with the night spot field in some way.  Perhaps many of them 
have stormed vainly unreceptive booking offices but at least every performer not 
barred by physical peculiarities of his work has become night spot conscious.  In 
the business end one who has had his eye on Broadway agencies for a decade 
and then some observes that every agency in involved thru some angle in night 
club placements and floor-show producing.  In short, what was once a strictly 
vaude field has become a blend of spasmodic, uncertain vande and youthfully exu-
berant night spotting. 

There is humor and pathos bizarrely blended in the picture of moronic agents 
who were born, raised and bankrupted in vaudeville trying to sell class talent to 
Grade A spots.  The cunning creatures of an era that is fast fading away are • 
adapting themselves admirably to the technic of a vastly different cycle and 
business. Show business, in its final analysis represents shrewd bargaining talent. 
The boys who were brought up in the split-week school are masters of the art of 
salesmanship as applied to personalities.  We've seen in recent weeks striking 
examples of agents selling attractions whose work they understand less of than 
does a groundhog the engineering principles of digging tunnels.  Yet they sell 
talent and they get fairly good prices, and they hold on to spots with greater 
tenacity than booking offices in the good old hit-and-run days when Markus. 
Fisher and the Bows were in today and out tomorrow. 

Strictly from the an àf of performing, the night club field has proved Itself 
to be a shot in the arm to more fading luminaries than can be reeled off In a two-
Minute radio announcement. Aside from fading and faded wearers of grease paint 
the night club field has proved itself to be a vehicle of sensational power in re-
spect to personalities temporarily passed over by radio and films.  John Steel was 
on the way to oblivion professionally when a kindly fate threw him into Broad-
way's Paradise. Ed Lowry, than whom there are few more personable stage emsees, 
has found new hope thru phenomenal audience response in the once uncharted sea 
of white tablecloths and glassware.  And Belle Baker, taking a prolonged vacation 
\from awe-inspiring triumphs abroad, recently discovered new thrills of. acclaim 
In her first night club engagement at the name-conscious Versailles cafe, to the 
leeward of Broadway. 

Chorus girls who had no shows to go to after vaudeville's bankruptcy Camped 
down the lid on the flash act market have found in night clubs even steadier work 
albeit less wholesome conditions.  Pmwes have been particularly favored by the 
talent-buying activity of clubs and comedians who can hobble around without 
the aid of the crutch In the form of a script have also found new 'meadows in 
which to gambol in the world of after-dark entertainment.  ' 

*  * 

While the man in the street still wonders about the fate of the actor who 
used to clown about Paris garters, the chicken crossing the street and the paunchy 
legislators in Washington he reads his daily paper and finds more space devoted 
to night club advertising and news plugs as well as feature stories on night club 
luminaries than was devoted to vaudeville at any time since film exhibitors be-
gan cracking the whip over the heads of advertising managers.  In New York — 
as good an example as any —night club press agents have insisted upon and are 
getting reviews of their new shows in the hardest to crack of the dailies. • There 
used to be two amusement sections —legit and films.  Today the proposition is a 
three-ply one, with night clubs getting a good share and exerting thru this means 
on a malleable public the consciousness of living entertainment as an important 
factor in the show business setup.- Vaude spent plenty of shekels in the dailies 
When It was In its heyday, but it never received its just desserts In the form at 
news space.  Vaude's press agents were handicapped; they were forced to split 
their allegiance between two gods —those who decreed that the film can is king 
'and the dwindling minority that ascribed to vaude a good share of the theater's 
box-office strength.  But the night club press agent cares not a hoot about any-
thing else save his boss —the man who pays him the weekly check.  And the boss 
knows that he can't boost his liquor save in advertising space; that he has only 
one itel to sell In which the public can be Interested and that commodity is his 
show o live, sparkling and melodious human beings. 

_ 
As we have pointed out on several previous occasions, the night club field 

la substantial, basically sound and considerably more stable than any amuse-
ment branch In the setup of today.  Films and radio depend for their place In 
the sun on the vagaries of scientific development.  New devices and novelties on 
.film and in the studios of broadcasting stations can (improbable tho It seems) 

- change the picture in these fields in a day. But the night club field is faced only 
with its own opposition —the proposition of what one club can do to wean busi-
ness from the other. The night club's appeal Is basic. As long as humanity exists 
there will be the urge for convivial assembly; for food and drink in surroundings 
that bespeak luxury, color and life. • A night club without a :Mow is as incon-
ceivable as a film without credits.  Night clubs are here to stay as long as blue-
noses are sat upon by hu mane, fearless and progressive legislators. 

As long Xis night clubs remain the talent element will become more and more 
Important.  The evils that flourish in the field will have to be eliminated be-
cause the older and wiser night club showmen grow the closer will they come to 
the realization that good conditions mean better performers and better performers 
mean better shows. It is when those who run theaterS arrive at the eventual con-
clusion that night clubs —popular-Priced establishments giving mittens for the 
price of a show a potpourri of show, food, dancing and even drink —are hurting 
their business that they will look more kindly upon "flesh" and take steps to re-
store the popular stage to its deserved place in the amusement industry.

game, a song, a little tap dancing and 
girls with naked legs and seemed to 
Pisase the younger set to• some extent. 
The sixth and lest act, which ran 22 
minutes, was better and more highly 
enjoyed than the other five altogether.' 
It was by "the oldest minstrel performer 
trouping," 74 years of age 'and assisted 
by his granddaughter and "Her Four 
Georgia Pickaninniee, Presenting Mem-
ories of the old South."  it was replete 
with songs, bits, jokes and dancing, 
even down to the old-time  "Mobile 
Buck."  At the cakewalk finale the au-
dience almost went wild. Repeats were 
co many that the aged trouper almost 
collapsed.  Backstage the minstrel minstrel was 
Packing at 11:30 p.m. for his next stand. 
162 miles away, where he was to go on 
the radio at 10 a. m. and then do two 
shows.  In answer to some questions, 
he replied, "I do not talk for publicity; 
I gained that years ago.  I have more 
work now than I can do. Speaking fro m 
63 years as a minstrel man, / can tell 
YOU that a minstrel was never an actor; 
his field and sphere are entirely differ-
ent  I am not the oldest minstrel liv-
ing, but I am the oldest who is troup-
ing.  There is one whose name / will 
not mention without his consent who 
must be about 81, and he is still a won-
derful vocalist; no one could or can 
sing White Wings, which he wrote, like 
'he does. We 'were with Thatcher, Pri m-
rose ey West's minstrels; I can name at 
least 20 older than I am but who have 
retirer!, The reason one never heard 
slang used by a, minstrel troupe Is that 
it was unwritten law among minstrels 
M respect the stage and keep it clean. 
Any fool can make another fool laugh 
by using smut,'  But it takes a per-
former to put hin stuff across in a, clean 
Yet entertaining manner.  Some of the 
Muff that one sees now on stage and 
screen would not get even a chance for 
an interview with Primrose, West, Hi 
Henry, Al G. Field:Beach ne Bowers or 
John W. Vogel.

Among the most 

popular minstrels of yesteryears was 
Happy Cal Wagner, worshiped in the 
South by colored people.  I recall that 
years ago, when / was teaching guitar, 
banjo and mandolin in Albany, Ga., 
there was a colored woman tvho• used 
to come for my laundry. She was usual-
ly accrompanied by one or more of her 
children. One day when I asked her the 
name of a bright little "pick" she re-
plied: "Dat chile's name am Happy Cal 
Wagner Jones; yes, suh."  I have before 
me a herald of blank date of Happy Cal 
Wagner's  Minstrels  and  Brass  Band.

SPRING W ORK SLO W 

Spring work made rather checkered 
progress.  Things have moved slowly in 
the  East because of rains  and  cold 
weather; the West generally needs more 
rain.  -In the plains region of Western 
Kansas and Oklahoma drought condi-
tions have again become serious enough 
to kill considerable winter wheat and 
force the moving of some live stock out 
of the region. 

Spring wheat seeding has made a quite 
rapid advance in the North.  Winter 
wheat shows fairly good growth thru 
the Central and Eastern States but is 
in poor condition in the western part 
of the Wheat Belt proper, where it is 
too dry.  Corn land is being fitted and 
some planting has proceeded up into 
Southern Iowa. Cotton planting is well 
along thruout the Eastern belt, but in 
Western Texas, Oklahoma and Arkansas 
the lack of rain has handicapped all 
spring planting.

Max Cohen, counsel, presents carnival picture before 
freight traffic managers of Eastern roads —scrip may 
give way to cash discount —look for demurrage relief

NEW YORK, May 30 —A cash discount In lieu of scrip Issuance and extension 

of free de murrage from 48 to 98 hours were indicated for railroad carnivals at a 
hearing before the freight traffic managers' committee of the Trunk Line Asso-
ciation, held at 143 Liberty street Tuesday morning, in which the case for the 
carnival industry was presented by Max Cohen, general counsel American Car-
nivals Association, Inc.  N. W. Hawkes, acting chairman, and his colleagues lis-
tened attentively as Cohen and several midway representatives unfolded their 
story. Strates Shows Corporation was 
represented by Matthew J. (Squire) Riley. 
business manager, and West's World's 
Wonder Show,s, by Jack V. Lyles.  J. C. 
McCaffery, of Rubin de Cherry Famed-
tion, tho expected, could not attend 
owing to urgent work which took hi m 
elsewhere. 
' Cash discount, if granted, would be 

sidrilar in effect to that which is in force 
on Canadian railroads, which rebate 20 
per cent.  Doubling of free demurrage 
time is felt by the trade to be a step 
111 the right direction. 
• As a supplement to his address, Colin-
eel Cohen presented a seven-page brief 
which he left with the committee for 
study.  Salient points contained in the 
document follow: 
"Early in 1935 this association made 

application for relief for its members 
and others in connection with the move-
ment of carnival equipment by rail.  A 
hearing was granted to the American 
Carnivals Association, Inc., in behalf of 
Its. members and others, which hearing 
was held before the general freight com-
mittee on March. 5, 1935. 
"What in 1935 was a serious situation 

has now become one of 'life and death' 
proportions Insofar as the railroad shows 
In the carnival industry are concerned. 
Two major problems make our continued 
existence as railroad shows difficult and 
problematical:  (1) Large decreases in 
our gross revenues, and (2) competi-
tion with motorized shows, 
-"Notwithstanding that the amusement 
business  Is the  fifth largest in the 
United States, we have suffered, as have 
the carriers, from decreased earnings. 
While our receipts have fallen off, our 
cost  of  railroad transportation —the 
major Ite m  we  must  meet —has re-
mained constant, and In some instances 
has even increased. 
"In requesting the relief we seek, it is 

our _ opinion that your gross revenues 
from our business will not decrease one 
Iota —rather the volume will increase, for 
reasons we shall indicate hereinafter. 
The carriers can be of material assistance 
In allovidng railroad shows better to meet 
the growing, competition hf motorized 
ek es by extending a helping hand to 
the railroad shows, and thereby retain a 
fast disappearing source of revenue to 
the carriers. 
"'The fear of compulsory motorization 

Is not a bugaboo.  There are, arguments 
In favor of motorizing, which briefly 
summarized are: (1) Motorized shows can 
move faster;  (2) Motorized movements 
areiChsaper; (8) Moterized show can play 
many  communities  which  are  not 
serviced by rail, there being about 45,000 
such communities in the United States 
alone; . (4)  Motorized shows can play 
split-weeks.  Present railroad rates and 
charges preclude such a mode of opera-
tion for railroad shows, but, if it were 
possible to do so, shows could probably 
double their routes and, taking advan-
tage  of  necessary  reductions,  almost 
double the gross amounts paid to the 
carriers for transportation. 
"Obviously It is to your interests as 

well as to. the interests of our railroad 
shows to preserve their existence as a 
source of revenue to the carriers.  That 
you can help in this matter is elemen-
tary, provided you will grant us the re,

ROCHES rels, N. Y.. May 30. —Relative 
to the hearing granted ACA and held 
Tuesday morning  before  the  Freight 
Traffic Managers' Committee -at the of-
fices of the Trunk Line Association In 
New York City, our impression of the 
hearing was that all in all we received 
a far friendlier reception than the one 
granted us In 1995.  After a detailed ex-
planation by the representatives the 
conference was resolved into a question 
and answer period in which many de-
tailed questions were propounded and 
disposed of. 

Attention was paiticularly given the 
Information that the Canadian roads 
recently discontinued issuing scrip and 
instead have given shows a 20 per cent 
cash discount in place of the 20 per cent 
scrip they previously Issued on each 
contract. The information of this recent 
reduction seemed to impress the Eastern 
carriers, and it is our hope and guess 
that some reduction along this line will 
be offered In the near future. 

A brief memorandum was filed with 
the Trunk Line Association by ACA in 
which it was pointed out that the situa-
tion described at the 1935 hearing has 
become more acute and that It is ex-
tremely essential that some relief be 
granted by the carriers.  It was like-
wise pointed out that the cost of trans-
portation was the major item of over-
head In the operation of rail shows, 
and that this was the logical item in 
which reductions should be granted to 
help the shows meet their regular over-
head in view of current decreased earn-
ings.  It was likewise pointed out that 
there was adequate precedent for the 
granting of immediate relief, in that 
10 per cent reductions were granted by 
the Southwestern Freight Bureau, and 
demurrage eliminated by that bureau; 
that the Canadian roads Increased their 
scrip allowance in 1934, and since then 
have eliminated scrip and allowed a 
cash discount in the place of it, and 
that in 1993 the Western Trunk Lines 
granted a 10 per cent reduction and in 
1934 eliminated the demurrage charges. 
It is our impression that the carriers 

will give serious consideration to the 
ACA application, and our hope is that 
their action will be favorable to the 
carnival industry.

The premium merchandise Industry 
can best continue its present growth 
thru constant development of new mar-
kets for its items. New markets are nec-
essary in order to retain the efficient 
merchandising system for the merchan-
dise which is at present being manu-
factured and the new merchandise which 
the future is bound to produce, as well 
as help take care of the volume of mer-
chandise being constantly ordered by 
the trade at this time. 
The taste for premiums is a highly 

developed certainty today.  The public 
is more prerffium-conscious than ever 
and thru much promotion has gained a 
deep understanding of fees:alum Mer-
chandise In all its varieties.  The Indus-
try la therefore In a remarkable position 
to capture many new markets due to 
this condition. 
Most important in the development 

of any new market for merchandise is 
the hope that the public will back up 
that field with acceptance of the mer-
chandise. In the case of premiu m mer-
chandise there is lib doubt of the public 
backing the industry wi th demand for 
the merchandise, but, more important. 
Is the cultivation of new markets. 
These  new  markets,  as  previously 

stated, are absolutely/ essential to the 
growth of the premiu m merchandise 
Industry.  They have become so impor-
tant an essential at this time that the 
most active minds are turning complete 
attention to seeking such markets while 
employees continue business with pres-
ent fields. 
The existing markets, In their basic 

category,  are  as  follows:  the  games 
market, the retail market, the advertis-
ers' market, the specialty field, the gift 
shops and the general fields. 

Silverware Always 
Good at This Season 
NEW YORE, May 20. —Due to the 

coming June season for weddings and 
similar shower promotions, there has 
been a tremendous rise in the sale of 
silverware, wholesale merchandisers re-
port. 
Plated holloware in the lower-priced 

brackets Is getting the biggest volu me of 
business.  The entire amusement indus-
try will feature this merdhandise for 
play during June.  It is believed that 
sales will be greatly sti mulated due to 
the promotional encouragement of lead-
ing retail outlets who will be featuring 
full-page ads on this merchandise In the 
local press. 
Wholesalers also report Increased con-

sumer purchases of silverware.  The 
general belief is that this Is due to June 
weddings.  But, the average wholesaler. 
selling this merchandise in the lower-
priced brackets, claims that it is always 
among the best sellers at this time of 
the year. 
Silverware is co nsidered one of the 

staple articles of the wholesale mer-
chandise industry.  The five-year guar-
antee holloware plate and the individual 
services have always had a ready mar-
ket.  The -silver firms are selling In 
greater volume now due to the many 
promotions being made with this mer-
chandise. 
lt also is reported that he carnival 

concession men are buying more silver-
ware this year than formerly.  The dis-
play which these showmen make with 
this merchandise always gets good busi-
ness.  The other sources using it for 
Inducing premium have also increased 
their purchases.  The smaller theaters 
featuring a single spoon with each ad-
mission are In this category. 

In this condensed fashion they do not 
appear very impressive, but when each 
market is considered in its varying and 
complicated divisions its importance can 
be readily eeen. 
Probably the greatest market for the 

past Me years has been the games 
market.  Pin games alone have used 
thousands upon thousands pf dollars' 
worth of merchandise monthly for the 
past five years and tilo this market lias 
fallen to some extent it is yet a rather 
Imposing purchasing power. 
In this same division and probably the 

most important among the users of mer-
chandise for coin-operated devices are 
the digger operators.  These machines 
are entirely dependent upon merchan-
dise for their continuance,  and the 
dollar  value  of  merchandise  used 
by diggers nationally is said to run im-
pressively into seven figures.  These de-
vices have been responsible for Indirectly 
creating demand for much new merchan-
dise in many localities. 
Displaying new merchandise egnstantly 

In their machines, the digger men have 
created, many times, demand for certain

Heavier Demand for 
Glass Dinnerware 
Replacement orders for both glass 

dinnerware  and bar goods caused a 
sharp spurt. in hales volume in the 
wholesale glassware market the past 
week,  according to  Industry reports. 
Both retailers and bar supply houses 
reordered freely on highball, beer, old-
fashioned  cocktail  and  champagne 
glasses for immediate delivery.  Stores 
took good quantities of such merchan-
dise to retail at 10 to 40 cents and up. 
but the bar supply establishments were 
only  interested  in  extreme  low-end 
glasses.  Premiu m dealers and retail 
dealers, It is reported, were responsible 
for a substantial portion of the glass 
dinnerware and tea-set orders booked 
in the markets. 

Trade Shows Gain 
In AU Sections 

Retail trade in virtually all sections of 
the country continued well above the 
levels of last year, according to Department 
of Commerce reports from 34 cities for 
the Week ended May 20.  Particularly bril-
liant are the reports turned in by the de-
partment store and mail-order lines. 
According to the Babson chart, present 

activity is 15 per cent greater than a year 
ago and 61 per cent above the depression 
bottom. These figures, it is stated, repre-
sent the average of all industry, but of 
course some groups have given a much 
better account of themselves than others. 
Home furnishings was a leader in the re-
tail gains, while there was a rising demand 
for warm-weather clothing and the cheaper 
merchandise sold in store basements. 
Wholesale trade likewise moved forward 

substantially, with reorders of merchandise 
for summer consumption proving a strong 
factor.

Electric Fans 
Get Big Play 
Once again the small electric fans are 

back in the premium-merchandise In-
dustry creating large sales everywhere. 
The electric fan was only introduced 

into the premium division of the whole-
sale merchandise industry a few years 
back. It immediately won great support. 
The price range is reasonable and the 
utility high. 
This year fans return In many re-

markable shapes, designs and colors. 
Some of the leading makes are being 
featured whereas last season the small 
manufacturers  obtained  the  greatest 
share of sales. 
The larger electric sans are also being 

shown this year and are being used as 
pre miums by many of outdoor amuse-
ment men. - The general belief is that 
these have a great attraction for the 
public and that they get more play than 
the average summer premium item. 

The wholesale merchandise industry 
can well afford to pro mote the electric 
fans due to the remarkable working 
margin which most of the Manufacturers 
anew.  The wholesaler has also helped 
to popularize this product by bringing 
&tan the cost to a satisfactory low, 
thereby creating a greater market than 
would ordinarily be open for an item 
of this character. 
T ranout the  Industry  the  smaller 

fan is the most pppular.  The reason 
being that this type of fan goes direct 
to the home.  The public has shown a 
decided preference for the type of mer-
chandise Which can be used 111 homes. 
Very few have been found to directly 
shop for fans regardless of the promo-
tional publicity In this direction span-
eared by the local utility companies. 
The wholesale merchandise industry lisa 
done More to popularize this item than 
the average electric company anywhere 
- in the country. 

Another reason for the popularity of 
the smaller bladed fan is due to the fact 
that it consumes less current than its 
larger brother.  At the sa me time the 
smaller fans have been more tastily de-
signed and are much more welcome ill 
the home, partly due to their many dif-
ferent pastel shades.  The larger fans, 
tilo some have adopted home atmos-
phere, are more or less commercial in 
aspect and therefore do not at rapidly 
gain public enthusiasm. 
The sale of electric fans has started 

on a rather large volume scale and the 
'belief Is that this will continue for some 
months to come. 
Manufacturers of these items believe 

that this will be a banner year for this 
product in the premiu m division of the 
industry.

Therefore It can easily be noted how 
great this division is and why it halo 
such a tremendous importance generally 
to the premium merchandise induMry 
Tho pitchinen are not users of games 

nor do they have any interest in the 
coin-operated games, many merchandise 
men class them in this category due to 
the fact that they use a great deal of 
similar merchandise. 
The retail market, sold by the whole-

sale merchandise industry, is tremendous 
in extent and possibly the basic business 
of the industry.  But In this field there 
Is one great lacking feature which the 
games field has.  And that is the exten-
sion of credit to small retailers every-
where to retain their business as well as 
the very small profit margin which the 
Industry  obtains  selling  these- men, 
whereas, in the games field more than 
85 per cent of the business is on a cash . 
basis and the profit margin much greater. 
The advertisers' market continues to 

be a very Important one due to the fact 
that It can use a tremendous amount of 
merchandise and during' the Past year 
has proved this fact. 
Here, ustially, the natifinal advertiser 

who has decided to use premium stimu-
lation will work directly with the manu-
facturer of the product and not with the 
wholesaler. Tho, In the smaller lots, the 
• wholesaler obtains some of this business, 
as well as in the sale of private brand 
merchandise, the importance of this field 
Is not to be overlooked In its value to 
the industry in general.

Y the real m of midway ga mes and the 
evils thereof, printed in the issue of 
29 under the title of Pur er:.  Mid-

ams  Amos, has  draw ,,—sa ms  insjas ting  

replies. 
Says .70e Hughes, staff man of George 

A. Hamid, Inc., booking office: 
"After reading your column I am sat-

isfied that the concession question is 
still an unsolved proble m.  At meeting 
after meeting / have heard fair men 
debate, or should I say discuss?, cleaning 
up their midways.  Everywhere, everyone 
see med to be of the sa me mind —that 
they want only legiti mate concessions. 
Therefore, without ever having heard 
anyone  uphold  off-color  concessions, 
how can the subject be debated? 
"Now I ask you, with everyone in fa-

vor of clean concessions, why can't all 
managers honestly co-operate and give 
the public a 100 per cent even break and 
at the sa me ti me satisfy fair boards and 
protect struggling legiti mate concession 
operators who are fighting against odds? 
"The writer is not against anything 

that will satisfy and make money.  / do 
know from experience that merchandise 
concessions were most popular, made 
real money, added pep and life to every 
midway.  This  profitable  business 
changed or was killed When operators 

misused controlled devices. 
"Lost  confidence  can easily  be re-

stored with legiti mate concessions only. 
I say only because the two kinds of con-
cessions can not mix, no more than oil 
and water can.  Midways must either be 
racket or legiti mate; 1f half and half, 
the legit operators act as props for the 
racket or add at mosphere, and they, the 
legits, must take It on the chin every 

ti me. 
"Personally I believe that with legiti-

mate concessions public confidence will 
be quickly restored and that this profit-
able enterprise will co me back and not 
only prosper but flourish as It should 
at all still dates and fairs in every part 
of Canada and the United States." 

E NO W hear from B. IL Patrick, 
manager of The Billboard's Phila-
delphia office. 

"You surely hit the nail on the head 
with a bang.  The m are my senti ments 
exactly, and have been for many years. 
We have just been going thru a hectic 
ti me here with carnivals, álter a shutout 
or four years, and now the cla mps are on 
again. 
"The political shakedown artists have 

been taking a toll fro m the carnivals. 
All the shows were crazy to get in here. 
Now they are tickled to death to get 
out.

A fair-sized carnival carries or 
should carry only six or seven wheels 
that are well flashed with up-to-date 
merchandise.  The carnival should oper-
ate these out of the office or rent them 
out to a reliable concession operator. In 
this way one man will be responsible for 
all the evils which may occur While op. 
erating these concessions.  The carnival 
manager could then devote his time to 
watching his rides, shows and gate and 
everybody will be able to make a decent 
living."

OVERCOATS IN JUNE? 
Coin-machine operators have pulled the independent re-

tail merchant out of a bad rut by opening up an avenue of new 
and noel-conflicting profits, for which merchants up and down 
the land are grateful. It's entirely possible, however, that the 
location owner can teach the operator a thing or two about 
his business. 

Pollyanna, tile glad girl of questionable literary fame in 
the mushy era that preceded the World War, told the world 
that every misfortune has its compensations. With 'all her 
over-developed optimism, the girl must have known some-
thing about what she was saying._ 

Take the case of the depression.  If you're sick of the 
word, call it a "lag in the business cycle," as did economists 
who could be impersonal about ft because they were not in 
business.  Whatever you choose to call it, consider it. With 
all its calamitous results,' industrial leaders generally concede 
that it taught the American business man how to merchandise 
his wares.  • 

Back in the days of easy money a storekeeper didn't have 
to know much about merchandising.  There was enough 
money floating around so that he could show a profit in spite 

• of his lack .of business 'ability. When the dark days came a 
good many, men woke up to the painful fact that they had 
been making money as a result of sheer luck. They found 
out that they had to do things the right way, sque4ing every 
penny of profit from every possible angle and stopping up 
every tiny leak. 

One' of the first things the merchant learned was that 
dead merchandise was much worse than no merchandise at 

• all. It represented dollars that were not, working—that. were, 
in fact, depreciating. He studied turnovér and soon realized. 
that every day this dead merchandise 'stayed on his shelves 
represented a day's profits lost, money that could never be 
replaced.  Dead stock, he became- convinced, was a more 
ruthless robber than any thug that ever roamed the alleys,-
Occupying space that could be devoted to attractive,' quick-
selling, profit-yielding merchandise,, 

- The coin-machine industry is a business and not a game. 
The sound proven methods of business management that have 
brought retail establishments out of their slump apply just as 
rationally to coin-machine operation as to any other field of 
selling. 

Yet some coin-machine operators persistently close their 
eyes to the seemingly obvious fact that dead stock kills busi-
ness and represents profits that might .have been but never 
will be. 

Maybe these operators fail to zealize that they are in the 
selling business because of their lack of direct contact with 
the men and women who buy their merchandise.  The op-
erator's stock in trade is amusement, and a pinball game that 
has been in one location for too long a period is dead stock 
that's deader than a door nail. The sad part is that after a' 
machine's obituary notice has been published in decreasing 
revenue it continues ‘to prey upon the pocketboacs of the 
operator and location owner by filling space that might be 
occupied by a new and profitable unit. 

No sane business man would think of devoting valuable 
space to a display of last season's overcoats in June. If he 

hasn't been able to sell his supply in the early winter months 
he will take a loss in profit on them in a January sale rather 
than carry them over. 

Some operators are trying to sell overcoats in June. 
The very word amusement implies novelty to the average 

person. An amusement that becomes old ceases to be enter-
taining and the public puts its coins into the machines only 
when there is a prospect of deriving personal pleasure in re-
turn.  Take away that prospect and the customer simply 
ceases to be a customer. 

A few days ago I visited a confectiodery. Three games 
occupied fine spots in the front part of the store. Pinball fans 
were actually waiting in line to dezosit coins in a new ma-
chine that has been a recent smashing success all over the 
country. The other two machines were idle. One was a game 
that had scored a phenomenal hit 'more than a year ago» and 
the other had been a dud from its first day on the market. 
The first of these two machines had repaid the operator ° for 
his investment many' times.  The 'second hadn't and never 
will  The point is that both machines are dead stock, at least 
in that particular location. - 

This operator has probably said to himself: "Well, these 
machines aren't making me much money, but it isn't costing 
me anything to leave them in this store and I can't lose any-
thing on them." He's losing every day—losing those. ghost-
like profits that might have been but never will be. 

The average operator would have to look long and far to 
find any business that would pay him a fairer return on his 
investment per unit, Nobody tries to mislead him concerning 
the profitable life of the machines he buys.  Manufacturers 
are frank to admit that the life of the average popular-priced 
machine in one loçation is seldom more than 90 days to 120 
-days, and sometimes less. They see no reason to misrepresent 
this fact, for they know that the average machine will make 
a substantial profit for its owner in that length of time, even 
after depreciation has been figured. 

Often change of location is the difference between profit-
able operation and inactivity on a game. What has become 
old stuff to the patrons of one establishement or even an entire 
territory, may be real novelty to the pinball fans in another 
location. The operator who knows his economics hustles any 
machine into a new spot the instant its play begins to fall off. 

But eventually there comes a time when every machine 
should be pensioned, retired from service after an honorable 
career. Even then ,it can continue to be an asset to the op-
erator and the industry.  One operator of my acquaintance 
donates all his outmoded games to church recreation parlors, 
Boy Scout clubrooms, recreation centers and private indi-
viduals who are influential men in the community. His terri-
tory is almost completely free from unfair and uninformed 
criticism of his business. 

Maybe this criticism of worn-out games is unnecessary. 
The success of the industry as a whole is so solid and so secure 
that Most operators and location owners will show a profit in 
spite of faulty merchandising. But after all the coin-machine 
business has passed ,the guess-and-gamble stage and as a 
gigantic industry deserves to be operated along sensible, prac-
tical lines. 

While the suggestion is aimed primarily at operators of 
.pinball games, it can be applied equally well to operators in 
Other fields. , 

Mr. Phonograph Operator, do you permit dead stock to 
cut down .your revenue? *How often do you change your 
records? Are your machines the most modern and attractive 
on the market? 

Is your digger merchandise changed regularly and is it 
capable of creating desire for ownership in the minds of those 
who see it? 

,In other words, are you doing a 1936 merchandising job?

CLEVELAND. May 30. - Mayor Harold 
E. Burton will sign the coin machine 
and pin-ga me ordinance recently passed 
by city council.  The  ordinance  has 
made legal the playing of slot machines 
and pin ga mes in Cleveland.  It is esti-
mated that an assess ment license fee of 
$2 per month for each machine will in-
crease the city revenue by more than 
$100,000 yearly. 
The figure is based upon the nu mber 

of machines and ga mes now in operation 
in the local area.  The ordinance was 
passed by a vote of 24 to 8. Sportland 
palaces having 95  or more machines 
will be assessed a flat fee of $25 Sr 
Month instead of the $2 per machine 
per month.

Philly AMA Fights 
Hostile Officials 
PHILADELPHIA, May SO. —Upshot of 

the  stor my  public  meeting  Thursday 
before city council's safety co mmittee 
on the proposed ordinance of Council-
man Louis Schwartz to Charge a $10 
annual license fee on each pinball ma-
chine operated in the city was a sudden 
war on the machines by Mayor Wilson. 
Following police seizures, the Amuse-
ment Machines Association of Philadel-
phia struck right back when a suit was 
filed yesterday in Common Pleas Court 
No. 4 to compel the police to return two 
pinball machines seized under orders 
of Mayor Wilson. 
Frank F. Engel, local distributor and 

• co mplainant in the suit, thru Bernard 
R. Cohen, counsel for the AMA, asked 
the court to issue an injunction order-
ing  the  mayor,  Director  Andrew  J. 
Emanuel of Public Safety and Superin-
tendent of Police James H. Malone to 
return the machines to the complainant 
and to enjoin police fro m interfering 
with their operation. 
/t is contended the machines are op-

erated for amuse ment only, "their oper-
ation being dependent entirely upon the 
skill, judg ment, practice and adroitness 
of the player, that they are not depend-
ent upon chance or luck, and are not 
a game in which hazard entirely pre-
dominates."  The  complainant  also 
maintained that the machines emit no 
money or slugs or any articles of value, 
and all the player can do is run up a 
score according to the nu mbers near 
the holes into which he gets the marble. 
It Was further contended that seizure 
of the machines was unlawful, 

Insisting the machines are perfectly 
legal, Attorney Cohen, representing the 
distributing agents, made application to 
the court asking for a preli minary in-
junction to prevent destruction of the 
machines  and  restraining  the  police 
from making further raids. Early yester-
day he appeared before  Judge  Harry 
S. McDevitt in Quarter Sessions Court, 
Whore he argued on a petition requesting 
the return of five other pinball games 
seized by police.' 

Councilman Schwartz said he Intro-
duced the ordinance as a means of bring-
ing much-needed revenue to the city. 
Prior to the Wilson ad mintstration,..3-
cording to Schwartz, there were about 
10,000 machines In the city, but now 
there  are  only  about  3,000.  The 
Schwartz measure  prohibits  operation 
of machine's by children under 16 and 
provides a $25 fine for each gambling 
device. 
The mayor suggested to Cohen that a 

case be taken to Com mon Pleas Court 
to decide whether pin amusement ma-
chines were ga mbling devices, and Cohen 
said  he  personally  agreed  with  the 
mayor's suggestion.  Mayor Wilson said 
he would abide by the Common Pleas 
Court decision until the matter should 
be finally decided by the Pennsylvania 
Supre me Court. 
A test case brought before Judge Mc-

Devitt several days ago and scheduled 
for a hearing yesterday was postponed 
at the request of Assistant City Solicitor 
James F. Ryan, pending the outcome of 
the injunction suit instituted by Cohen 
on behalf of the AMA.  The test case 
is an effort to force the city authorities 
to •show  cause  why  seized  machines 
should not be returned. 
Schwartz then offered a motion to 

postpone consideration of the ordinance 
until a court decision shall have been 
obtained on the legality of the machines. 
And since no decision has ever been 
handed down  by  the  State  Supreme 
Court as to their legality, the machines 
now pay a $1 license fee and 4 per cent 
of its reported Intake to the State De., 
pertinent of Revenue under the State 
amuse ment law.

—It was announced 
this  week  that  Chicago  Coin's  new 
Monopolee payout ga me will also be 
obtainable in a ticket model. 
The ticket model may be conveniently 

operated  in  this way.  The location 
owner is furnished the key to the pay-
out drawer, which is kept locked. When 
the player hits à winning pocket a ticket 
Is vended, which is redeemable by the 
location owner.  At the end of the day 
or whenever he may care to do so the 
location owner may rei mburse himself 
for the payouts by merely unlocking the 
payout drawer -and removing the coins 
therein. 
In this way It is impossible for the 

location owner to cheat the operator and 

It is impossible for the player to cheat 
the location owner. 
Monopolee has stood Many thoro lo-

cation  tests  under  various  operating 
conditions and, much to the satisfaction 
of the Chicago Coin Corporation, the 
ga me has definitely proved to be me-
chanically and electrically perfect. 
While practically every hole en the 

Monopolee playing field is a payout hole, 
the ga me is so devised that by making 
those holes a second ti me they pay off 
higher  awards.  A  special  model  of 
Monopolee is also obtainable for two-
ball play where one ball Is not per-
missible.  There is no extra charge for 
this feature and it is furnished at the 
operator's option.

An Understanding of Diggers 
Of Importance to Operators 

By P. C. SMITH 

Probably the least underst000d of all 
coin-operated machines is the digger-
type merchandise vender.  Altho  this 
machine has been on the market for the 
last eight years and has widespread dis-
tribution, both in the United States and 
In nearly every civilized country of the 
globe. it Id still not a well understood 
machine so far as the average operator 
Is concerned. 

There are several reasons why the aver-
age operator has not entered the digger 
business and why business men fro m 
other fields of endeavor have so heartily 
embraced this particular coin-operated 
machine. 

The investment in the digger-type ma-
chine is much greater per unit than In 
the ordinary type coin machine.  The 
Investment for dollars returned may or 
May not be large, but the invest ment 
per unit construction Is not so large. 
Therefore, many operators have hesitated 
to enter this field.  The reluctance of 
the operator to make the necessary In-
vestment to test merits of the business 
has caused the manufacturer to turn 
to other avenues to secure sales for this 
type of equip ment.  Hence the entrance 
into the field of successful business men 
from other callings.  These business men 
know that it is necessary to figure the 
return on an invest ment fro m the dol-
lars invested, rather than from the units 
Invested.  One machine that costs $275 
anti returns $50 per day is in exactly the 
same proportion as 10 machines costing 
627.50 each that return $5 per day each. 
It is all o, matter of inco me co mpared to 
investment. 

However, it is Impossible for any op-
erator to attain any degree of success 
from the operation of the digger-type 
machines unless he owns enough ma-
chines so that one operator can connen. 
trate his entire ti me and attention on 
the operation of this type of equip ment. 
The manufacturers do not reco m mend

the operation of digger equipment by 
the sa me operator at the sa me ti me that 
he.is operating other types of machines. 

The operation of the digger is a busi-
ness all its own  If it la given proper 
thought and proper personnel it is a 
business that will last forever.  If the 
proper attention and skill are not de-
voted to the business it will, naturally, 
fail. 
The mere fact that the manufacturer 

sells these machines on partial-pay ment 
basis  proves  their  confidence  in  the 
money-making and long-life possibilities 
of the machine.  They are built' to last 
a lifeti me.  Cabinets are constructed to 
stand the rigors of cli mate, even , in the 
heat-sweltering cities of far-away India. 
The Fiji Islands have their co mple ment 
of digger machines.  Capetown, South 
Africa.  reports  good receipts.  China, 
Australia, and as mentioned before, every 
civilized country of the globe has digger 
machines in operation.  The construc-
tions are built to stand the cli mate of all 
these different countries.  Where S ma-
chine Is only built to last a few months, 
It is not Important that It be built to 
last a long ti me, but It Is Important as 
far as diggers are concerned. 

Many concerns have Started into the 
merchandise business and into the im-
porting business because of the lucrative 
outlet presented by operation of so many  • 
thousand digger machines.  These firins The guarantee an ever increasing and steady 
stream of new and attractive merchan-
dise Items designed for use in the digger-
type machines. 
To  be  successful  the  merchandise 

amusement type machines most have 
certain qualifications.  The purchasers of 
machines must be guaranteed a long-
ti me income.  The mechanis m must be 
so constructed as to be capable of tak-
ing in tens of thousands of dollars gross 
play.. Legal status must be satisfactory 
so that !tattles can be proved to be genies 
of skill.  Player appeal must be depend-
able and steady.  Merchandise control 
must be ih the hands of the operator, 
but at the sa me ti me the player must be 
satisfied that if he is sufficiently skillful 
he will receive the reward that he de-
sires. 
Hone of the above features can be dis-

pensed with.  Each is as important as 
the other and failure of any of the m 
would meen unsuccessful machines.
